GREAT MUNITIONS EXPLOSION IN
NEW JERSEY.
NEW YORK, To-day.

A two hour series of tremendous
explosions in the munitions plant of
the Canadian Car and Foundry Co.,
Lyndhurst, in North Eastern New
Jersey, this afternoon created a panic
throughout the countryside and caus-
ed thousands to flee for safety. At
six o’clock this evening the explos-
ions were still going on, sounding
like the roar of heavy artillery. A
great fire was raging in the plant,
which covers several acres. Tele-
phone communication with the vicin-
ity was impossible this time and it
could not be learned whether any
lives had been lost. The employees
of the plant are reported, however, to
have escaped in time.

THE NEW WAR LOAN.

LONDON, To-day.

In his announcement on the war
loan, Bonar Law said that investment
in the loan would be oh better terms
than would be offered in the future.
There was no limited rate of interest
the Government would pay for the
money, he declared, but so far as he
could forecast the future a higher
rate of interest than at present would
not be paid. Bonar Law outlined the
terms of the new War Loan approxi-
mately as had been forecast. The
bulk of the issue will be five per cent.
bonds, held at 95, thus yielding ap-
proximately five and one quarter per
cent. There- will be four per cent.
bonds free of income tax to be sold
at par. The five per cents will be
issued for a period of thirty years,
with the option of redemption after
twelve years. The fours will run for
twenty-five years with the same op-
tion. Five per cent of the subscrip-
tions must be paid with application;
the remainder will be payable in
equal instalments before May 30th.
The previous War Loan may be con-
verted into the new loan at par, and
similar provisiens are made for the

o conversion of various types of short

term paper issued in the last few
months.  Foreign holders of the new
loan will not be liable to British in-
come tax. The sinking fund provis-
ion outlined by Bpnar Law was the
most striking innovatien in connection
with the new loan. This is the first
time that a British loan has been
issued with a sinking fund provision.
The Government agrees to set aside
monthly one-eighth of one per cent of
the total amount.of the issue, this
sum representing an annual sinking
fund appropriation of one and a half
per cent. It will be allowed to accu-
mulate until a fund of ten million
pounds is in hand, which will then be
used for purchasing bonds in the open
market whenever they fall below the
issue price.

SPEECH.

LONDON, To-day.

sed to-day upon the Guild Hall, where
British financial leaders assembled to
launch the new war loan mieeting un-
der the chairmanship of'the Lord May-
or and Premier Lloyd George, the
principal speakers, in their task of ex-
plaining to the city’s financiers, mer-
chants and citizens the details of the
great financial operation which the
new Chancellor of the Exchequer is
to place before the country to-morrow
in his promised speech was whetted
by his recent visit to Rome, which
in a formal prospectus. ‘The interest
was expected to.colour his remarks
and afford the keynote for the coun-

try in the wide war loan campaign
of the next few weeks,
1The best security Tor peace in the

future, Lloyd George said, would ‘be
obtained wheh “'the Nations banded
themselves together to” punish’ peace
breakers. "Lloyd George spoke for
forty minutes ,dealing only " briefly
with the war loan. The Premier then
turned to the question of the German
peace offer, sayfng the Kaiser sent out
a message to his people that the En-
tente had rejected his peace offer.
That was done to drug those whom
he had been unable to dragon, but
where are actually the German peace
offers? The Allies asked for them,
but the Germans did not offer any
terms. They only offered a trap bait-
ed with fair words. Such words
tempted us once, but the Lion now
has his eyes open. We have rejected
no terms, but we have seen that war
is better than peace at the price of
Prussian domination of Europe. The
Allies have made it clear in their re-
ply to Germany and still clearer in
their reply to the States that before
they attempt to rebuild the temple of
peaée they must see that the founda-
tions are solid. I have just returned
from a Council of War from the
great Allied countries upon whose
shoulders the burden of this terrible
war falls, Lloyd George said. I can-
not give the conclusions reached
there, but there were no delusions as
to the magnitude of our task, neither
were there any doubts of the result.
We looked all difficulties in the face,
probed them and made arrangements
to deal with them. We separated with
the feeling that if victory is difficult
defeat is impossible.r There was no
flinching, wavering, faint-heartedness
or infirmity of purpose. There was a
grim resolution that at all costs we
must achieve the high aims with
which we accepted the challenge of
the Prussian military caste and rid
the world forever of its menace. One
thing which impressed me at this
conference, is the increasing extent
to which the Allied people are look-
ing to Britain, trusting in her rugged
strength and great resources. She is
to them like a great tower of de-
pendence. She is becoming more and
more the hope of the oppressed and
the despair of oppression. To-day
the armies of Britain are more for-
midable than ever before in training,
efficiency and equipment, the Pre-
mier said. Further, the nation can
depend on it that if it gives the 'ar-
mies the necessary support they will
achieve the road to victory through
the perils and dangers of the next
few mionths. We must support them:
they are worth it. I want to see your
chiecks hurtling through the air to the
enemy entrenchments. Every well-
directed check properly loaded and
timed is a more formidable weapon
of destruction than twelve-inch shells.
It clears a pathway through barbed
wire entanglements for our brave men
to rush through. The big loan now
will win the war. Let no money be
squandered on luxuries or in-lulgen-
ces. Do not throw it away! Put it
there to the-valour of our soldiers.
The more we get the surer will be
our victory and the shorter will be
the war. The more we get the smaller
will be the cost in treasure and in

ALLIES’ REPLY TO WILSON.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

The translation of the French text
of the Entente note cabled by Am-
bassador Sharp at Paris, follows:
The Allied Governments have. receiv-
ed the note which was delivered to
them in the name of the Government
of the States on 19th December, 1916.
They have studied it with the care
imposed upon them both by the exact
realisation which they have of the
gravity of the hour and by the sincere
friendship which attaches them to the
American people. In a general way
they wish to declare«that they pay a
tribute to the elevation of the senti-
ment with which the American note
is inspired and that they associate
themselves with all their hopes with
the project for the creation of a
league of nations to insure peace and
justice throughout the world. They
recognize all thq advantages for the
cause of humanity and civilisation
which the institution (would contain?)
Agreements destined to avoid violent
conflicts between nations must imply
sanctions necessary to insure their
execution, and thus prevent apparent
security from .only facilitating new
aggressions; but the discussion of fu-
ture arranggin;g{s destined to insure
an endurin ace pre-supposes a
satisfactory settlement of the actual
conflict. The Allies have as profound
a desire as the Government of the
United States to terminate as soon’ as
possible the war, for which the Cen-
tral Empires are responsible and
which .inflicts such cruel -sufferings
upon humanity; but they believe it is
impossible at the present moment to
attain a peace which will assure them
reparation, restitution and such' guar-
antees as they are entitled to by the
aggression for which responsibility
rests with the Central Powers and
which principle itself tends to ruin
the  security of Europe, and a peace
which would on the other hand permit
the establishment of the future of
European nations on a solid basis.
The Allied nations are conscious that
they are not fighting for selfish inter-
ests, but above all to safeguard the
independence of peoples and right and
humanity. The Allies are fully aware
of the losses and suffering which the
war causes neutrals as well as belli-
gerents. They deplore them, but they
do not hold themselves responsible
for them, having in no way either
willed or provoked this war. They
strive to reduce these damages in a
measure compatible with the inexor-
able . exigencies of their defence
against the violence and wiles of the
enemy. It is with satisfaction, there-
fore, that they take note of the de-
claration that the American communi-
cation is in no way associated in its
origin with that of the Central Pow-
ers transmitted on the eighteenth of
December by the Government of the
United States. They did not .doubt,
moreover, the resolution of that Gov-
ernment to avoid even the appearance
of support of the moral authors re-
sponsible for the war. The Allied
Governments believe they must pro-
test in a friendly but most specific
manner against the assimilation es-
tablished in the American note be-
tween the two groups of belligerents.
This assimilation is based upon the
public declaration by the Central
Powers and is in direct opposition to
the evidence both as regards respon-
sibility for the past and as concerns
guarantees for the: future. President
Wilson in mentioning it certainly had
no intention of associating himself
with it. If there is an historical fact
established at the present date, it is
the wilful aggression of Germany and
Austria-Hungary to insure their hega-
mony over Europe and their economy
domination over the world. Germany
proved by her declaration of war, by
her immediate violation of Belgium
and ‘Luxemburg, by her manner of
conducting the war, her contempt of
all purposes of humanity and all: re-
spect for small States. As the con-
flict developed the attitude of the Cen-
tral Powers and their Allies has been
a continual defiance of humanity and
civilization. It is- necessary to recall
the horrors which accompaniéd the
invasion of Belgium -and 'Serbia, the
atrocious regime impesed upon the
inivaded - countries, the massacre of
thousands of inoffensive ' Armenians,
the raids of Zeppelins on open towns,
the destruction by’ submarines of |
steamers and: merchantmen even un- |
der neutral flags, the juridical mur-
ders of Miss Cavell' and Capt. Fryatt,
'and the deportation and reduction to
slavery of ‘civil populations. - The exe-

words the letter constitutes a public
declaration as to the conditions upen
which the war could be terminated.

President Wilson desires more. He
desires the belligerent powers openly
to affirm the objects which they seek
by continuing the war. The Allies ex-
peérience no difficulty in replying to
this request. Their objects in the war
are still known. They have beén
formulated on many occasions by the
chiefs of their different Governments.
Their objects in war will not be made
known in detail, with all equitable
compensations and indemities for
damages suffered, until the hour of
negotiations; but the civilized world
knows they implied all necessary, and
in the first instance the restoration of
Belgium, of Serbia and Montenegro
and the indemities which are due
them; the evacuation of the invaded
territories of France, Russia and Rou-
mania, with just reparation; ‘the re-
organization of Europe guaranteed by
a stable regime founded as much upon
the respect of nationalities for full
security of economic development,
which all nations great or small
possess, as upon territorial conven-
tions and international agreements
suitable to guarantee territorial and
maratime frontiers wrested in the past
from the Allies by force or-against the
will of their populations; and the ex-
pulsion from Europe of the Ottoman
Empire, which proved itself so radic-
ally: alien to western civilization.
The intentions of his Majesty the Em-
peror of Russia regarding Poland have
been clearly indicated in the procla-
mation which he has just addressed to
his armies. It goes without saying
that if the Allies wish to liberate them
from the brutal Prussian military
power, it never has been their design,
as has been alleged, to encompass the
extermination of the German people
and their political disappearance.
That which they desire above all is
to insure peace upon the principles of
liberty and justice and upon the in-
violable fidelty to international obli-
gations with which the Government of
the United States has never ceased to
be inspired. United in the pursuit of
this supreme object the Allies.are de-
termined individually and collectively
to act with all their power and con-
sent to all sacrifices to bring to a vic-
torious close the conflict; upon which
they are convinced not only their own
safety and prosperity depends but also
the future of civilization itself.

In a separate note the Belgian Gov-
ernmeént expresses its desire for peace
but dclares it could only accept a sei-
tlement' which would assure it re-
parantion and security in the future.

GREECE SAVING HER FACE.

ATHENS, To-day.

Acceptance by the Greek Govern-
ment of the ultimatum of the Entente
Powers makes a certain reservation.
According to the Greek reply, con-
trol by the Entente Allies will be re-
estabiished for the security of the En-
tente Aliied armies only, without par-
ticipating in the administering of the
country or in interfering with the
local communications. Adherents of
ex-Premier Venizelos, who had been
imprisoned, will be released in a man-
ner mutually agreed‘upon between
Greece and the Entente Nations. The
indemnities demanded for property
destroyed will be regulated according
to the laws of this country, and mor-
al satisfaction ‘given for the events
of December 1st. The latest demands
for the transfer of the Greek ' troops
are unreservedly accepted.

THE EXPLOSION OF THE MUNI-
TIONS PLANT.

NEW YORK, To-day.

The plant of the Canadian Car and
Foundry Co., one half mile east of
Kingsland, N.J., which stored hun-
dreds of: thousands of three inch shells
destined for.the Russian Government,
was destroyed late 'to-day by fire and
a series of explosions, which contin-
ued for three hours. So far as could
be learned to-night, nobody was kill-
éd or injured although it was said
that 17 workmen were missing. No
estimate of the loss is obtainable, but
it was said it might reach. four mil-
lion dollars. An investigation began
to-night to fix the blame. It was said
by ‘the Canadian Car Foundry Co.,
that their inquiry had not been com-
pleted, and that no- statement would
be made until to-morrow.

FATALITIES FgLIsOW EXPLOS-

NEW YORK, To-day.

Between two ' hundred and three
hundred employees of the plant, who
fled to escape the explosions, are re-
ported to have broken through the
ice in Berry Creek. It is feared some
of them have been drowned. Others
wandering through the Hackensack
Meadows were lost in the darkness.
The fugitives said some of them
might perish from cold.

The British steamer Hudworth,
2,496 tons net, has been sunk, aecord-
ing to an announcement made to-day
by Lloyds Shipping Agency.

Clever Diplomacy.

The irregularities in the

telegraph system, which

by a sort of fatalism in-

variably occur when any-
thing important is coming over the
wires, are apparently responsible for
the incoherence of the message that
recites the Allies’ reply to the United
States. We have endeavoured to
make as much sense of it as possible.
Our readers will at any rate be able
to derive from our version the gist of
this important document. The most
cursory perusal will show the claims
that have been made for it to be jus-
tified. In a word, the Allies have
ddroitly turned the Wilson note,
which at first blush seemed so plainly
to militate against them, very much
. to their own advantage and to the dis-
comfiture of the enemy. For not
merely is the fength and particularity
of their note in striking contrast with
the curt and evasive reply . that the
Central Empires have made to Am-
erica, but it uses to the full the oppor-
tunity afforded to inform neutral
opinion, and even the opinion of the
enemy proletariat, in many matters in
which it was highly desirable that it
should be informed.

The note falls broadly into two di-
visions. Preliminarily it answers the
insinuations in Mr., Wilson’s message
that caused so much indignation
among the Allies. Wilsonian apolo-
gists have made much of the grave
“error” of the Allies in thinking that
he represented the aims of both bel-
ligerents to be the same: he said,
they say, not that the objects of the
belligerents were the same, but that
what they said were their objects were
the same. The present note will suf-
fice to acquit the Entente govern-
ments of this terrible confounding of
Tweedleduni and Tweedledee. With
tremendous emphasis it details one
by one the deeds of the Central Em-
pires which themselves proclaim the
hollow hypocrisy of their pretended
objects in the war. There should have
been no need for Mr, Wilson to be
answered in this, but he is answered,
and the colossal and selfish stupidity
of the West and Middle States, the
war-abhorring electorate that rein-

stated him, will have something to |

reflect upon.

The other part of the note that is
important answers-the direct request
of the President. Though it refuses
to state the Allies’ terms in detail un-
til “the hour of negotiations,” it nev-
ertheless states them generally with
a directness and unambiguity refresh-
ingly original in diplomatic corre-
spondence of this sort. We have neith-
er the space nor feel the need to dis-
cuss them: we are in any.case likely
to hear enough about them in the
future. The point is that the neutral
world and the otker side know now
some of the thlnu which one side at
least means to achieve before it will
think of peace. ' The wisdom and the |
courage of this statement are alike|®
to be commended.

Judgment on Preliminary Objection.

In the matter Mr. J. A. W. McNeily,
Counsel for the Defence, raises a pre-
liminary objection to my jurisdiction
as Justice of the Peace to hear and
determine these proceedings, gquoting
Section 6 of the Act, which provides:

“All penalties . under this Act

shall be sued for, imposed and re-
covered in a‘'summary manner be-
fore a Stipendiary Magistrate by
any person Wwho shall sue for
same.”
It is contended by Mr. Hunt and Mr.
Dunfield, appearing for the Prosecu-
tion, that under Section 24 of the
Quarter Sessions Act, as Justice of
the Peace I have jurisdiction to try
this complaint. The Section is as fol-
lows:

“In places in which there may
be no Stipendiary Magistrate, or
when he shall be absent, a Justice
of the Peace may exercise his
jurisdiction and authority as if
he were a Stipendiary Magistrate,
save summary trials under Sec-
tions 8 and 9 of this Act.”

As these are the first proceedings
taken under the “Intoxicating Liquors
Prohibition Act, 1916,” and the rights
and interests of a number of citizens
may be afected by the operation of
the Statute, and as the question of
jurisdiction has been raised by the
learned Counsel for the Defence, after
careful consideration I am of opinion
that the hearing of this complaint
should not be proceeded with by this
Tribunal as at present constituted.
I will immediately report the mat-
ter to the Minister of Justice.

Citizens' Committee.

Deputation to Seleet Committee Re-
port Progress.

At the regular weekly meeting of the
Citizens’ Committee held in the Board
of Trade Rooms last night Chairman
Mr. A. Soper presided.

The minutes of the last regular and
that of the special meeting were read
and adopted. The deputation which
attended the meeting ,of the Select
Committee of the Legislature report-
ed progress and the consensus of
opinion as expressed by the committee
is that the Select Committee will fav-
our their suggestions. A revision of
the work gone through at previous
meetings, some of which remained on
the minute book as unfinished | busi-
ness, was again taken up and sections
68 to 91 were discussed.

Touching on section 78 under the
division “of “Management of City Pro-
perty” in relation to the cost of im-
provements such as water and sewer-
age, drains, etc.,, on streets that may
be opened up in future, the charter
proposed that property owners on ex-
isting streets adjoining the newly
opened street be made pay for the cost
of installing and upkeep of water and
sewerage, etc., when directly beneﬁted
thereby. This in the opinion of Ithe
majority of the committee was an un-
fair measure as it would cause a hard-
ship ‘on' houseowners now living on
streets in the city for the past twenty
yvears in which those improvements
have yet to be made. Other property
owners in the city were given these
privilges out of the general funds of
the Council, and it was only fair that
the others should have a like privilege.
But in all cases where new streets are
opened up and property increased in
value, in some cases a thousand fold,
the land owner be made pay for the
improvements.

Sections 80, 81 and 82 were amend-
ed to read where the Council decides
to widen or improve existing streets
in the city or install main sewerage
and water they shall do so at ex-
pense of the city.

Section 91 subsection (a), wherein
the Council shall make rules and regu-
lations prescribing the class of house
which may be built upon any street
within the city limits, was considered
by a majority of one, as too drastic
and should be modified, as it was the
opinion of those voting against the
section that it would be the means of
encouraging restricted districts as in
England.

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LONDON GOSSIP.

LONDON, Dec. 18th, 1916.
PRINCE ALBERT’S MAJORITY.

This week gives us a Royal coming-
of-age, for Prince Albert was born on
December 14th, 1895. After his long
period of sick leave it is doubtful
whether the Prince will get away
from Portsmouth, and in any case
there would be no celebration. Nor
does his attaining of man’s estate
mean that he will set up an estab-
lishmcnt, The King is averse from
charging the State with large sums
for the maintenance of his family, and
for some time Prince Albert's allow-
ances will come out of the Privy
Purse. The Prince of Wales, of
course, has a large income from his
Duchy.

THE QUEEN’S BROTHERS
CORATED,

French decorations for Queen
Mary’s soldier brothers, the Duke of
Teck and Prince Alexander of Teck,
are now gazetted. ' Both these prin-
ces have been doing excellent mili-
tary service in various capacities
since the first month of the war. The
Duke put in a good deal of hard work
at the War Office last year as well
as at Headquarters in the field, and
fully deserved the French President’s
award of Commander of the Legion
of Honor. His son, Prince George, is
also in khaki with the 1st Life Guards.
The Teck family belongs to the House
of Wurtemberg, and the present Duke
would be King of Wurtemberg now if
his grandfather, Alexander Duke of
Wurtemberg, had not married the
Polish Countess de Rhedey. Prince
Alexander adds his new decoration,
Grand Officer of the Legion of Honour,
to his D.S.0., which he won in ' the
Boer War. During that campaign he
was repeatedly mentioned in despé.tch-
es. Baden-Powell appraised his ser-
vices .at Mafeking. It has been said
of Prince Alexander that “there is no
officer in the Army more popular with
his men.” He sacrificed the Governor-
Generalship of Canada to do his duty
as a soldier in this war.

GOW OF GOW’S.

Gow'’s old oyster shop in the Strand
is one of the “home lights” to Lon-
doners of the old school returning
from abroad. It was there that George
Augustus Sala went after he arrived
at Charing Cross from a long visit
to Paris, where he had been writing
on the joys of Paris cookery, and his
words on that occasion were “Thank
God, at last I can get a steak.” The
founder of Gew’s was buried last
week. "He came to London from
Scotland about sixty ‘years ago, and
his taste in oysters and lobsters ulti-
mately put him among the foremost
in the trade. He opened shops in
several places in London. He was a
genial old gentleman, not only in the
oyster season but at all times, and his
secular interest was gardening. One
of the finest magnolia trees in Eng-
land was at the front of his house,
Batnors Hill, overlooking the pad-
dock at Lingfield.

CAPTAIN COMPTON MACKENZIE.

The Captain Mackenzie mentioned
in the account of the anti Ally dis-
turbances in Athens is the novelist
Compton "Mackenzie. Captain Mac-
kenzie has been in the East for many
months and has seen service in'Gal-
lipoli. He was in Athens as Chief of
the British Intelligence Department
there. He escaped from the Athens
mob by a ruse. Knowing that his
house would be attacked he gave the
impression, by stratagem, that he was
at home, but took refuge at the Le-
gation. A Greek sailor climbed  on
the balcony of his hcuse and fired a
revolver at which signal a fusilade
began from all sides. The house was
riddled with shot and the place was
entered and Captain Mackenzie's valu-
ables stolen. All lovers of literature
will rejoice to hear of his escape. He
is one of a group of young writers
who interrupted brilliant careers at
the outbreak of the war to serve with
the British forces in the East. Ru-
pert Brooke and Dixon Scott have laid
down their lives. When the war
broke out (‘oxhptou Mackenzie was
writing novels in his retreat at Ca-
pri. The war has interrupted the
composition of his long and delicate-
ly elaborated “Sinister Street,” a sen-
gitive réflection of modern life in
London and Oxford. For a time he
acted as war correspondent at Galli-
poli.

THE TALK OF A GENERAL ELEC-
TION.

Rumors that a general election is
intended in January are stronger and
more general just now. I do mnot
know from what source they come,
and I am not without suspicion that
they may be tendencious. It is diffi-
cult to see on what issues or between'
szat parties the election could be.
There is hardly time in a month for
an issue between Government and
Opposition to arise, and the Opposi-
tion~has announced its intention of
giving full support to the Govern-
ment.  What we used to call a khaki
election is, of course, an old political
|device for securing a prolonged term
of power for a Government, but even
that motive, if one could suspect the
new National Government, of it (as
we cannot), would not operate in this
case, for 'a new register would re-
quire legislation, and could not possi-
bly be ready by January, and a Par-
liament elected on the old register,
by the last act for the prolongation
of the term of Parliament, could only
last for a period of two years.

one more chance for developing its
magnificent work, It has a record of
160,000 hot drinks served free in six
months from these dug-outs to men
leaving or returning to the mud of the
trenches. Mr. Yapp, who has just re-
turned from France with a review of
the Association’s latest work, told of
many strange homes for its canteens
and rest huts, including a Trappist
monastery, where the monks, still in
possession, have had goldiers billeted
on them. France has now forty or
fifty Y.M.C.A. clubs for officers, and
quite a number of hostels where the
relatives of wounded officers and men
who have been hastily »summoned
from England can stay, if necessary,
free of charge. The YM.C.A. cars
meet all these -relatives at the ports,
and take them sbmetimes 80 to 100
miles to the wounded man’s hospital.
He makes an urgent plea for books of
every sort.

PENSIONS OF EX-LORD CHAN-
CELLORS.

Sir Robert Finlay's stipulation that
his rights to a pension for his services
as Lord Chancellor should be waived
has drawn attention to the financial
provision which the State makes for
lawyers who have been fortunate
enough to have attained to the Wool-
sack. An ex-Lord Chancellor is en-
titled to a penstn of £5,000 a year,
no matter how brief may have been
his tenure of office. Nor is there any
limitation as to the numbers ‘of ex-
Lord Chancellors who may enjoy pen-
sions. At present there are four—
Lord Halsbury, Lord Loreburn, Lord
Haldane, and Lord Buckmaster. The
number is extraordinarily large. At
times there has been no retired Lord
Chancellor. This was the case dur-
ing a considerable portion of the time
when Lord Halsbury occupied the
Woolsack. Political vicissitudes, how-
ever, have been responsible for the
brief tenure of- office which Lord Hal-
dane and Lord Buckmaster have en-
joyed. It does not follow that Dbe-
cause a Lord Chancellor retires he
ceases to perform judicial work. Lord
Halsbury for many years after he
quitted the Woolsack took a very
constant part in the legal side of the
work of the House of Lords and the
Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council. His example in this respect
has been followed both by Lord Lore-
burn ‘and Lord Haldane. They are
doing work for which Lords of Ap-
peal-in-Ordinary are paid £6,000 a
year,

No Peace on That Basis

If Germans wish to know why the
sentiment of the Allies is 80 inhospit-
able to peace, let them read the
Kaiser’'s New Year’s proclamation to
his army and navy. The Kaiser tells
the German people that they have been
“yictorious in all theatres of war on
land and sea.” The campaign in Rou-
manih is described as “our recent tri-
umphal march.”
‘battle this year was our victory in the
Skaggerak,” in which the German fleet
retired to its base and left the Brit-
ish in command of the sea. “The gal-
lant deeds of our submarines have
secured for my. navy glory and ad-
miration forever.” “God also in the
future will be with us.”

The Kaiser could hardly say more
if the British Navy were at the bot-
tom of the sea and German troops
were in possession of London, Paris,
Petrograd and Rome. That sort of
rhetor.c may be admirably adapted to
the business of fooling all of the Ger-
mans some of the time, and some of
the Germans all of the time, but it is
not a preliminary to peace conferen-
ces.

For dynastic reasons it is necessary
to make the German people believe
that they have won the war and that
any peace which Germany may pro-
pose is a victorious peace; but there
will be no peace on that basis. France
will die first.

Assuming that there is an honest
desire for peace in Germany, no pro-
gress will- be made until the Kaiser
and the responsible statesmen of Ger-
many begin to talk the language of
peace and stop talking the language
of conquest. No nation can brag it-
self Yinto victory. There must be Ger-
mans of sufficient sanity to know that
the Kaiser’s proclamation is a piece
of imperidl demagogy; that Germany
is mnot victorious, and at best can
achieve only a stalemate at incalcul-
able sacrifices of blood and treasure.
They must know that the Kaiser’s
boasts are a form of treason to Ger-

fort to the enemy by making the Allies
more determined than ever to see the
war through to the bitter end.

Yet the Germans tolerate it, and the

est justiﬂcatlon‘that the Allies can
present for their refusal to enter a
peace conference. Great Britain and
France have not been asked to make
peace with the German people, " but
with the Hohenzolleran Dynasty and
lwith Junkertum. Such a peace can be

at best only a truce.

It may flatter German pride to be-
lieve that Germany has been ‘“vic-
torious in all theatres of war on land
and sea” but that sort of pride must
be paid for. What the German peo-
ple are actually fighting for is not a
German victory but a means of so
placating their own vanity that they
will not be tempted to revolutionize
their Government when the ; war is
over. They do not know it, but they
may rest assured that the Kaiser
knows it and the chancellor knows it
and all Junkertum knows it.

The Imperial Government would
immediately offer most liberal terms
of peace if it could be certain that
when the reaction came there would
be no change in.the German attitude
toward the throne and the doctrine of
divine right. This is not the first time
that a great people has battled des-
perately to insure its own . political
servitude and to save itself from free-
dom, and it may not be the last. But
there can be no basis for a perman-
ent peace until the Germans them-
selves begin to understand what they
are really fighting for, which is not
freedom for Germany but their own
continued political submission to the
mediavel system that plunged them
into this war.—New York Times.
