be maintained. Our Regiment has 
performed deeds of valor equal u> any 
In toe history of toe British Army.

Its gallantry In the field has wdn 
the recognition of toe King by tne 
bestowal of the glorious prefix 
“ROYAL”.

It has earned so many encomiums 
from toe Commander In Chief, the 
Divisional and Brigade Generals, that 
we cannot allow it to be withdrawn 
from the scene of conflict.

It has placed the name of New­
foundland on the Honour Roll of toe 
nations. It would he an eternal dis­
grace to the eligible men of Newfound­
land to allow the name to be erased 
from that Honour Roll by failing to 
keep the Regiment up to its full fight­
ing strength.

An opportunity Is now afforded the 
young men of the country to join the
ranks.

On 8L George’s Day, the 23rd April, 
the Legislature will he convened, and 
Immediate attention will be given to 
the consideration of the steps to be 
taken to maintain the Royal New­
foundland Regiment at full war 
strength.

In the meantime the need is urgent, 
and every effort should be made to 
answer toe call from HU Excellency 
the Governor and from toe War Coun­
cil, to enlist as many men as possible.

Public Notice
I am directed by His Excellency the Governor in 

Council to issue the following notice under Authority 
of Minute in Council passed 28th February, 1918.

Augmentation of the Pay 
of Royal Naval Reservists 

Newfoundland.
The Government of Newfoundland have decided 

to augment the pay of Newfoundland Royal Naval 
Reservists so as to place them on the same footing as 
men of the Newfoundland Regiment.

Under the provision of the War Measure Act, au­
thority is given to the Minister of Militia to deal with 
the matter of augmentation of pay of the Royal Naval 
Reservists, Nfld., in consultation with the Senior 
Naval Officer, St. John’s.

It is ordered that a sum of 33c. per day be placed 
to the credit of each Naval Reservist from the time of 
commencement of the war, in cases where men were 
then serving, oif otherwise, from the time when their 
services began up to the time of discharge, or of death, 
or to the 30th of September, 1917, inclusive.

As the rate of pay of Naval Reservists was in­
creased from October 1st, 1917, and as the difference 
between the amount they receive and that allowed the 
members of The Royal Newfoundland Regiment is 
17c. per day, this difference will also be credited them 
from that date.

The foregoing amounts will not in any case be 
made a payment from Admiralty sources. The Min­
ister of Militia, St. John’s, Nfld., is solely responsible 
for the issue of any sums due.*

Newfoundland Royal Naval Reserve men serving 
in any of H. M. Ships, including all members of the 
Trawler Reserve and those in Defensively Armed 
Merchant Ships etc., are eligible for the pay as set 
forth, and should be informed of the following alter­
natives as regards the method of payment:—

(a) Payment will be made on personal application 
to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s.

(b) Payment will be made to the nominee of any 
Reserve man, on written application duly witnessed, 
to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s.

(c) Sums due will be placed to the credit of Re- 
sesrve men who do not desire to avail themselves of 
the foregoing and can be drawn by them at the ex­
piration of their service.

The following form is to be compiled and for­
warded direct to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s, 
Newfoundland, at the earliest possible date:—

Payment will commence on 1st May, 1918.

In cases where members of the Royal Naval Re­
serve (Newfoundland) have been killed in action or 
died of wounds or sickness, or through any other 
cause, the amount due as Augmentation Pay will go 
to the Estate of the deceased. The authority to ob­
tain the Estate of the deceased is, in case of a Will, 
Letters of Probate; and in case there is not a Will, Let­
ters of Administration. Such letters are issued by the 
Supreme Court of Newfoundland on the Petition and 
Proofs of Executor of the Will, or the next of kin. If 
the Estate does not exceed $500.00, after the proof of 
the facts has been obtained the petition can be applied 
for by the Minister of Justice.

The Subversion
of Parliament.

The spectacle of the Newfoundland 
Legislative Assembly, which should 
consist of thirty-six representatives, 
including the Speaker, passing such 
an important measure as that or tne 
extension of the life of Parliament, on 
a party vote of thirteen members, is 
too serious to he ignored and is utter­
ly subversive of the principles of good 
government. That there is something 
wrong, somewhere, is obvious. In no 
dominion of the British Empire, would 
such barefaced proceedings be toler­
ated. The soverign rights of the peo­
ple are being trampled under foot in 
the sacred name of patriotism, and no 
man dare raise his voice in protest, 
under penalties. So far as the press 
is concerned it has been served notice 
by the declaration of the Prime Minis­
ter in the House, on Saturday, that 
any attitude it may adopt, not pleasing 
to the Government (?) will be visited 
with summary punishment, and in ad­
dition the Herald and Advocate still 
further define the course which must 
be steered if trouble is to be avoided, 
therefore the vaunted freedom of the 
press has no further meaning, than the 
mere words. And we are supposed 
still to be living under free British In­
stitutions? . ,,

Seeing that the Government itself 
is acting in a very arbitrary manner 
with regard to the unrepresented dis­
tricts which are evidently to have no 
say in any of the proceedings of the 
present Legislature, it is*up to them to 
make good their boasted adherence to 
the rights and principles of Constitu­
tional Government. No excuses that 
the Herald can bring forward (and 
that paper is very prolific in pre­
cedents) can take away the stigma that 
attaches to the administration for its 
openly avowed intention not to open 
up any of the unrepresented constitu­
encies. Therefore the sheer strength 
of the one half fully represented dis­
tricts of the dominion, will be used to 
pass measures imposing the will of the 
minority of the people upon the ma­
jority, and this is declared to be con­
stitutional and in accordance with 
the spirit of the British Parliamentary 
institution. The Herald, with its 
usual fondness for precedents, adduces 
the case of Fortune B.1V in 1893 and 
Harbour Grace in 1902, districts which 
for some reason, were left unrepre­
sented for a longer period than pro­
vided for, as an excuse for the con­
tinuance of present conditions. It we 
mistake not the Herald editor in 1902 
was also on the side, and in the pay of 
the Government which permitted this 
and not one word of protest did he 
utter. Another case of being filled 
with grass. But two wrongs do not 
make a right and because a wrong was 
done in 1893 and 1902, it does not fel­
low that the greater wrong of 1918 is 
to be condoned. We have no doubt 
but that “Vigilance” will take up this 
matter and demonstrate to the learn­
ed “Constitutional” Editor of the Her­
ald that he has overlooked some as­
pect of these cases, or otherwise, has 
conveniently forgotten them. It might 
be stated, too, that during these years 
to which this reference has been made, 
the will of the people was re­
presented in our local Commons, and 
by the will is meant the majority as 
well. A different state of things exist 
to-day. Seven districts are vacant. 
Ten seats are unfilled in the As­
sembly, and the representatives of 
those now sitting, are either drawing 
salaries from the Government or en­
rolled as paid officials of the F. P. U. 
ramifications. The exceptions are few, 
and do not count. Parliament has 
been subverted to the demands of a 
bourgeoise clement, and the people 
are without proper representation. 
WHAT DOES THE GOVERNOR IN­
TEND TO DO ABOUT IT!

Resolution Favouring 
Conscription.

At the Soldiers’ and Sailors’ meet­
ing in Goughian Hall, Harbor Grace, 
on the night of Tuesday, the 23rd of 
April, instant, the following resolu­
tion was proposed by the Rev. A. A. 
Holmes, seconded by Mr. A. Squires, 
supported by the Rev. T. H. James, 
and carried unanimously:

THAT WHEREAS, there is at this 
present moment an urgent Empire 
call for men to fill the gaps made in 
our armies by the terrific assaults of 
our enemies ;

AND WHEREAS, a special appeal 
has been made by the Home Govern­
ment to Newfoundland to keep up the 
full strength of our heroic Royal 
Regiment—a Regiment second to 
none in the fighting lines of the whole 
Empire;

BE IT RESOLVED, that this meet­
ing hails with satisfaction and de­
light, by a message from the Legisla­
tive Assembly in session convened 
this day, that a measure of Selective 
Conscription had passed it\ first read­
ing;

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, that 
we pledge our heartiest co-operation 
in any Conscription Bill that will 
meet the needs of the hour, and there­
by keep our Royal Newfoundland 
Regiment at'its full strength and in 
Its untarnished- fighting glory.

How the
Money Coes.

Yesterday, at the House, a few in­
teresting revelations were made, dur­
ing the reading of the Report of the 
Auditor General for the period ending 
February 28th of the present year, 
which was tabled by the Minister of 
Finance and Customs. Foremost 
among these being an announcement 
that “an order in Council had placed j 
the salary of the Minister of Justice, 
while the occupant also holds the of- 
flee of Prime Minister at FIVE 
THOUSAND DOLLARS. Dr. Lloyd, 
who is the present occupant of the 
dual offices of Prime Minister and 
Minister of Justice, is thus being paid 
for his services, just THREE THOUS­
AND DOLLARS per annum more 
than any of his predecessors in office. 
For what? Wait and see!

In the public accounts tabled a few 
days ago there is to be found the name 
of the Newfoundland Produce Com­
pany, opposite an amount for payment 
on account of Patrol Service, of ONE 
HUNDRED AND FORTY-TWO THOUS­
AND, FIVE HUNDRED AND FIFTY- 
EIGHT DOLLARS, TWENTY-ONE 
CENTS ($142,558.21). The managing 
director of the N. F. Produce Co. is 
Hon. John C. Crosbie, Executive Coun­
cillor, Member for Bay de Verde and 
Minister of Shipping (acting). The 
Hon. John’s particular brand of pat­
riotism is of the kind that pays. An­
other flea bite frt Patrol work, 
$37,500.00, was paid the Reid New­
foundland Company. The Port Union 
Railway siding, constructed solely for 
the benefit of the Union Trading Com­
pany and the business interests there­
of, has cost the Colony to date the in­
significant sum of $32,600.00 and 
“there is yet some work to be done the 
cost of which cannot be estimated as 
the basis of payment is time and ma­
terial involved.”

Ten thousand, two hundred and 
thirty-three dollars ($10,233.00) have 
so far been expended on fitting up the 
Stott Building as a home for our local 
War Office, and in addition to this the 
cost of furnishing has to be consid­
ered. Another small item in this 
connection is the rental which costs 
$3,750.00 per year, and covers a period 
of ten years.

Another microscopical expenditure 
is that of $12,695,00 for extensions to 
the Public Works Building, and in the 
face of all this the country was in­
formed in tho Speech from the Throne 
that the Estimates were being pre­
pared with a due regard for economy. 
How funny!

House of Assembly.
The House met yesterday afternoon 

some little time after 3 o’clock.
Reports of the Auditor-General, 

dealing with various Public accounts, 
were tabled by the Minister of Fin­
ance.

Replies to questions asked by Mr. 
Currie, last week, were tabled by the 
Acting Colonial Secretary, and also 
replies from the Marine and Fisher­
ies Department, through the Minister, 
to questions asked by Mr. Walsh.

The following Bills were read a 
third time and passed: “An Act to 
amend the Education Act, 1916,” “The 
Maritime Conventions Act,” and the 
"Daylight Bill.”

The second reading of the Bill on 
the order paper, “An Act respecting 
Crown Lands, Timber, Mines and 
Minerals,” was deferred till to-day.

Bills as follows were read a second 
time and will go through Committee 
to-day: "An Act respecting the Pub­
lication of the Consolidates Statutes, 
Third Series,” “An Act respecting the 
Department of Shipping,” “An Act to 
continue for five years after the ter­
mination of the present war, certain 
power in relation to Imports and Ex­
ports,” and “An Act with respect to 
Compensation to Workmen for In­
juries received in the course of em­
ployment.”

Three other Bills of lesser import­
ance were put through Committee and 
adopted without amendment.

The Minister of Finance gave no­
tice that at to-day’s sitting he would 
ask that Supply be granted to His 
Majesty.

Notice of Bills to be introduced 
were given by the Prime Minister 
and Minister of Militia, after which 
the House adjourned till the usual 
time to-day.

Legislative Council.
Eighteen members of the Upper 

House were in their places during 
yesterday’s proceedings.

The address in reply to the speech 
of His Excellency the Governor from 
the Throne was passed, and will be 
presented at 4 o’clock p.m. to-day.

The Commission for the latest ap­
pointment, that of Hon. D. A. Ryan," 
was read by the Clerk, and the newly 
made Councillor was welcomed by 
Hon. W. J. Ellis, leader of the Gov­
ernment, Hons. Squires, Anderson 
and Bishop and the President, who 
extended the welcome of the House, 
to all of which Hon. Mr. Ryan briefly 
replied, thanking the various speak­
ers.

The Hon. President Informed the 
House that leave of absence had been 
granted Hon. Sir E. R. Bowring and 
Hon. J. D. Ryan, and also that he had 
received a notification from Hon. Jas. 
Angel that he would not be able to 
attend the meetings of the present 
session.

The appointment of the Internal 
Economy Commission was announced: 
His Honor the Speaker, Hon. Presi­
dent of the Council, Hons. R. K. 
Bishop, W. J. Ellis, J. C. Croshie, W. 
F. Coaker and the Prime Minister.

On motion of Hon. Mr. Ellis, the 
Military Service Bill and the Exten­
sion of Parliament Bill were read a 
first time and ordered to be read a 
second time to-day.

Hon. Mr. Anderson said that con­
sidering the importance of these two 
Bills he would ask that the second 
reading be deferred to Wednesday. 
Hon. Mr. Harvey thought that as the 
House was meeting this (Tuesday) 
afternoon, both Bills could be read 
and later discussed in Committee. To 
this Hon. Mr. Anderson agreed.

Referring to the Military Service 
Act, Hou. Mr. Ellis told ,the House 
that it was the intention to amend 
the exemption sections and include 
theological students of all denomina­
tions in the exemption lists.

The House adjourned at 5.16 and 
meets again at 3.45 tihs afternoon.

How John Peter Rob­
ertson Won the V. C.

(From the Regina Leader.)
Private John Peter Robertson, an 

engineer, aged 34, of Plctou, Nova 
Ssotia, and of the Canadian infantry, 
was one of the death-defying fighters 
of the Canadian Army Corps, and in 
the following statement by Lieut J. P. 
Floyd, we are told how he came to be 
one of the valiant seven Canadians 
who were awarded the V.C. last 
month.

PrWhte John Peter Robertson, of 
the Canadian infantry, was awarded 
the V.C. for the magnificent courage 
and resource which he displayed near 
Passchendaele on November 6,x1917. 
During the course of an attack by his 
battalion, his platoon was held up 
by some uncut wire when they had 
advanced to within 200 yards of their 
final objective. While our guns were 
still employed in cutting a way 
through this obstacle, a German ma­
chine gun opened fire from the other 
side of it and inflicted very heavy 
losses upon the platoon. Private 
Robertson, without waiting for or­
ders and entirely on his own Initia­
tive, started off towards the gun. In 
addition to a withering fire from the 
machine gun, our artillery barrage 
was so intense that it seemed almost 
certain death to attempt to move 
That he would reach the gun seemed 
impossible. But, in fact, this gallant 
soldier worked his way to a flank 
and eventually found an opening in 
the wire. He made his way through, 
and crawled on until he was in the 
rear of the emplacement Rising 
suddenly to his feet he charged down 
upon the astonished Germans. Be­
fore they could recover from their 
surprise, he had killed four of the 
crew. The remainder fled in terror, 
but their flight was soon cut short 
Pte. Robertson seized the abandoned 
gun, slewed it around and poured a 
hail of bullets upon the backs of the 
fast disappearing enemy. Several of 
them fell victims to their own weap 
on, and others were caught by our

I he Warsaw
Slave Market.

(From the Chicago Evening Post)
There appeared recently on the 

walls of Warsaw, the following proc­
lamation : “The Government sug­
gests that mothers having children 
should send them to Germany to be 
brought up and educated. Mothers 
who are willing to make this arrange­
ment will receive the sum of 150 
marks for a boy and 100 for a girl. 
No other aid will be given.”

The proclamation was signed by 
Governor General von Beseler. Ger­
many is suffering from a huge drain­
age in population. The death rate 
far exceeds the birth rate, the former 
having risen tremendously and the 
latter declined in alarming propor­
tion. This explains the brutal bid to 
Polish motherhood for its children. 
A boy is worth 60 marks more than a 
girl to Germany, because a boy can 
be made a soldier in time, while a girl 
can be only a mother. The cool com­
mercialism of this discrimination in 
price stamps the plan for what it is 
—a shameless traffic in human flesh. 
Our only wonder Is that a flat rate 
should be offered rather than one 
based on weight, physical condition 
and age. Note the cruel lash of the 
final sentence: “No other aid will he 
given.” In plain words, “If you will 
not sell your children, then you and 
they may starve to death.”

This is Germany.

ALLIED LINE INTACT .
WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN 

FRANCE, April 29. (By the Associa­
ted Press.)—This has been one of the 
bitterest days of fighting that the 
Flanders battle ground has seen 
since the present offensive began. 
Since early morning Von Arnim has 
been flinging gr&t numbers of Ger­
man troops against the Allied lines, 
between Zillebeke Lake and BalUeul, 
with the hills east of Mont Kemmel as 
his ultimate objective. At the same 
time, a secondary thrust has been 
made at the Belgians in the region 
of the Yser, north of Ypres. When 
the correspondent left the battle front 
shortly after one o’clock In the after­
noon, the German commander had 
nothing to show for his pretentious 
drive, but a long list of dead and 
wounded. Along the major positions 
of the front, his troops have been 
held, hut where they succeeded by 
superior weight of numbers in push­
ing forward, they were soon ejected 
by counter drives.

I The Admiralty announces that it is 
now considered to be proved conclu­
sively that the British hospital ship 
Guildfors G. was attacked by a Ger­
man submarine In the Bristol Channel 
on the afternoon of March 10th. The 
vessel was struck by a torpedo and 
subsequently had a narrow escape 
from being sunk.

GERMANS LOSE HEAVILY.
During the course of the debate on 

the air service in the House of Comb­
inons, yesterday. Major Baird, Par­
liamentary Secretary to the Air Board 
said that whereas the losses In jf.be 
present offensive were practically 
the same as these of April, 1917, the 
time of similar activity when England 
was engaged in gaining the suprem­
acy of the air, the German losses in 
machines, actually seen to crash down 
were about three and a ‘half times as 
many as last year.

By Our Engineers.
Fought for Days Beside Canadians

Retreating from St Quentin to
Noyon—Praised by the British —
■Held oa by Their Teeth Till the 
Last Moment" Says aa Officer
Who Saw Them.
With the American Army in France, 

April 8. (Associated Dress.)—The 
American railway engineers who 
helped stem the tide of the onrushing 
Germans -during the opening days of 
the battle now in progress fought 
shoulder to shoulder with Canadian 
engineers in carrying out their task. 
They held their ground stubbornly, 
and only retired to previously pre­
pared positions when forced to do so, 
and inflicted casualties by the thous­
and upon the Germans aa they ad­
vanced in close formation—in one 
place in aa many aa seven waves, 
each wave 10 men deep and 100 yards 
from the next.

The Americans with the Canadians 
had all the ammunition they needed, 
and, although they were unsupported 
by the artillery and armed only with 
rifles and with a few machine guns, 
they poured streams of bullets into 
the enemy at several different times 
until their weapons were so hot as 
to be useless.

This handful of American soldiers, 
who were not hardened to such ter­
rific slaughter, were sickened by the 
sambles they created, but fought 
furiously for several days, helping to 
hold the enemy all the way from near 
St. Quentin to the vicinity of Noyon. 
These were the Americans mentioned 
at the time in the official commun! 
ques, but these details of their ex­
ploits it has only now been possible 
to obtain.

When the German attacks began 
the Americans were working in the 
rear lines with the Canadians, under 
Canadian command. They quickly 
threw down their tools and seised the 
weapons with which they had been 
armed -for some months, and formed 
themselves into a fighting unit. The 
Germans came on and finally reached 
the positions where the Americans 
were waiting.

The exact numbers of the engi­
neers cannot be given, hut they were 
comparatively small. They had no 
Intention of retreating, however, and 
were bent upon killing all the Ger­
mans possible.

Tore Gaps In German “Waves.”
As the first gray enemy wave ad­

vanced, the American forces let them 
come until they were within certain 
range, then opened fire, pouring in a 
storm of bullets. Gaps appeared in 
the advancing lines at many places, 
some of them large, where the ma-, 
chiné guns had chewed through. Still 
the German waves came on, without 
firing a single shot—just advancing.

The Americans were unable to un­
derstand these tactics, but, neverthe­
less, were certain that It was a ques­
tion of slaughtering the enemy or be­
ing themselves smothered under the 
advance. By this time their weapons 
were so hot that they could not be 
used effectively, and the enemy was 
close, so that the engineers retired, 
fighting, and took up another posi­
tion. A British officer who witness­
ed the engagement is reported to have 
said:

“They held on by their teeth until 
the last moment, inflicting terrific 
casualties on the enemy. Then they 
moved back and waited for the Ger­
mans, and repeated the perform­
ance.”

By the time the engineers reached 
a place somewhere near Noyon they 
were nearly exhausted and almost 
without equipment. There they had 
a chance to rest and re-equip. Ac­
cording to all reports, they were en­
titled to it, for certainly they gave 
the Germans a generous sample of 
what the enemy is to expect from the 
American Army.

A German Trick That Failed.
During a battle unusual stories al­

ways crop up, but the following is 
one which the correspondent heard 
from an unquestionable source, and 
it is said to have been verified:

In one of th» periods when the 
American engineers and their Can­
adian comrades in arms were holding 
a position, what appeared to be a 
British staff motor drove up. The 
driver was in the uniform of a Brit­
ish soldier, and a man in the tonneau 
was in the uniform of a British staff 
officer. The officer stepped out and 
asked for the commanding officer. He 
was taken to a Canadian officer near­
by. The staff officer ordered the 
commander to retire four kilometres, 
saying that the Germans were press­
ing on both flanks, and he might be 
cut off.

For some reason the Canadian com­
mander became suspicious. He had 
the staff officer searched, when the 
latter failed to produce his authority, 
and papers were found on him prov­
ing that he was a German officer. 
He and his chauffeur were immedi­
ately shot

to have been present when this in­
cident occurred.
