The Wood’s
Greatest Violinist.

Joseph Joachim, the most illustri­
ous violinist of his age, was born in 
1831, at Killsee, near Presburg. A 
Jew, of Hungarian nationality, a fid­
dle must have been the dearest thing 
to his young hands. At eight years 
of age he appeared at the Pesth Ca­
sino, in 1839, and a discerning jour­
nalist hailed him at once as Paga­
nini’s successor, “a living marvel to 
see and hear.” As a boy of eleven, 
he became the friend of Mendelssohn, 
“the revered benefactor of my ear­
lier days.” When in 1844 the boy 
came to England, Mendelssohn filled 
his wallet with introductions to not­
able folk, and on the benefit night of 
the poet Bunn, the playbill announ­
ced: “Master Joachim, the celebra­
ted Hungarian boy, will make his first 
appearance before an English pub­
lic.” In 1852 he led the Court or­
chestra of the King of Hanover, and 
for the next forty years his home 
was in Berlin, where he held office 
as director and conductor of the Roy­
al Academy of Music. The 60th an­
niversary of his appearance was 
celebrated in Queen’s Hall, where the 
“master,” surrounded by a great and 
sympathetic audience, played them 
the concerto of Beethoven, which he 
had played sixty years before to the 
Philharmonic Society. He married, 
in 1863 (while at the Court of Han­
over), Amalia Weiss, then a leading 
singer in opera, and six children 
were born to them. The allfence, 
however, was an unhappy one, and 
for years they lived apart ; but when, 
in 1889, Frau Joachim lay dying at 
Berlin, her husband hastened to her 
side, and they were reconciled before 
the end. Doctor Joachim died at the 
age of 76 on August 15, 1907.

Lady Beatty in
Hard Luck.

Chicago, Aug. 10—An income of 
$200.000 a year is supposed to insure 
one from fear of the wolf at the door, 
but not if one lives in England, and 
owns property in the U. S. Here 
is what happens in the case of Lady 
Ethel Beatty, wife of Admiral Sir 
David Beatty, of the British Navy 
and daughter of the late Marshal 
Field.

The British Government takes 60 
per cent, of her income on the ground 
that she is a British subject, being 
married to a Briton. And the United 
States takes 60 per cent, because her 
property is in America.

Her income is known to be between 
$200,000 and $300,000 a year, because 
it is only on incomes of that amount 
that 60 per cent, is levied.

Say, then, that Lady Beatty draws 
$200,000 a year from her property. 
The British Government takes $100,- 
000, the American Government takes 
$120,000, and her income is $20,000 
less than nothing at all. If her in­
come amounts to $280,000, the British 
Government takes $140,000, the Am­
erican Government takfes $168,000, 
and Lady Beatty pays $28,000 more 
than she gets.

"Every American living in England 
faces the same condition,” said Ar­
thur Huertley, of the Northern Trust 
Company, which handles Lady Beat­
ty’s finances. “There is no way un 
der the laws of either England or 
America by which she can escape the 
penalty.

"We have treaties with most coun­
tries whereby if one pays part of the 
tax in one country it cannot be du­
plicated in the other; but with Eng­
land, Japan, Australia and New Zea­
land there is no such treaty, and the 
full tax is collected in both coun­
tries.”

She Sells Correct Time.
Selling time is the very unusual 

business of Miss Belleville, an Eng­
lish spinster. It was a strange in­
cident that turned her to such a vo­
cation. At the death of her father 
she found, among the many things 
she had inherited from him, a very 
valuable clock. Her father had been 
an expert watchmaker, and he had 
built and regulated this clock to keep 
time like a chronometer.

It is an unusual timepiece, the hour- 
hand making its journey around the 
face but once every day, the numer­
als running from I to XXIII.

Accurate as Greenwich.
The clock became the exponent of 

accuracy. It was regarded by the 
residents of Miss Belleville’s home 
town as accurate even as Greenwich 
Observatory. Which is situated not 
far from her home.

For many years the people of the 
little town set their clocks and wat­
ches by the Belleville timepiece, and 
when Miss Belleville became its own­
er she turned it to profitable account 
by charging a small fee for this ser­
vice. The clock produces quite an 
income. If every man who stops in 
front of a Jeweler’s chronometer every 
day to regulate his watch should pay 
five cents, it is easy to figura what 
an income this would mea&.

Royalty’s Clubs.
KINGS DON’T OFTEN USE THE.*.

The Prince of Wales has lately been 
made a member of the Savage Club. 
He has also permitted himself to be 
elected to the Plymouth Yacht Club, 
and if—as is hoped—he spends a part 
of his time at his pretty house, Tor 
Royal on the Moor, fifteen miles 
from Plymouth, he may perhaps make 
practical use of the latter club.

The King his father, as well as King 
Edward, were both members of the 
Savage. King Edward was a most 
clubbable man, and during his long 
tenure of the title of Prince of Wales, 
was frequently seen in the various 
London Clubs to which he belonged. 
He, however, like his son, our present 
king, gave up his clubs on coming to 
the throne, though in a few cases they 
both allowed their names to be re­
tained upon the lists.

The last king to use his clubs after 
he ascended the throne was George 
IV.

Of all London clubs the one that is 
pre-eminently the RoyaF Club is the 
Marlborough.^Its membership is only 
five hundred, and in King Edward’s 
time, it was an unwritten but strictly 
observed rule that no one should be 
admitted unless he was known and 
approved by His Majesty—or rather 
by His Royal Highness.

In the writing-room is the small 
table which King Edward always 
used, and which is preserved just as 
it was in his day.

The Army and Navy, better known 
as “The Rag,” is one of the hand­
somest club buildings in Londoifc has 
2,400 members, and was under the 
patronage of King Edward. Napoleon 
III. in his earlier days, before he be­
came Emperor, was a member of this 
club, and so was the late Tsar of Rus­
sia.

Peculiarities of Sleep.
A person absolutely without sleep 

for nine days will die. Sufferers from 
insomnia sometimes maintain that 
they have gone for weeks without 
sleeping, but it has been proved that 
they actually sleep without being 
aware of it. At a certain point sleep 
is inevitable, no matter what the 
bodily condition, the alternative be­
ing death.

A method of taming wild elephants 
is said to be that of depriving the 
animals of sleep when first caught. 
In a few days they become practically 
spiritless and harmless. The brain 
of the elephant is held to be more 
highly developed than that of any 
other wild animal ; but, of ‘course, as 
compared with a human brain, can be 
easily fatigued by new impression, 
and so made dependent on sleep.

The wild elephant in his native 
jungle is said to sleep very little—a 
further point of the theory of the uni­
versal ratio of sleep to intelligence.

The Super Stove.
If only the world lasts long en­

ough, our inventors will discover 
cures for all our present trials and 
troubles.

One of the most astonishing pro­
ductions which we are shortly to 
see is a stove that works something 
along the line of an alarm clock, 
and does your work for you while 
you shop, or visit, or go joy-riding.

This stove, which is an American 
invention, is worked by electricity, 
the heat being stored by the device 
used in the thermos bottles. Thus, 
all the heat is kept inside, and the 
outside of the stove is cool whether 
the current is turned on or off.

But the real beauty of the stoves 
this: Suppose you want to put in 
vegatables, according to the length 
of time required for cooking. While 
you are out, the clock turns the heat 
off at the required times, and by reg­
ulating the joint and the pudding 
clocks in the same way, all three 
dishes, requiring different times of 
cooking, will be ready and awaiting 
you simultaneously.

seems, in a flash. St. John’s re­
turns again to normal and 
everyday conditions.

Few memories 
will be more pleasant in the 
minds of Newfoundlanders. It 
was perhaps worth while en­
during our unparalleled spring 
and early summer to have the 
weather make such generous 
and opportune amends. The 
brilliancy of the various and 
varied scenes (how brilliant, 
some hundreds of photograph 
albums even now probably bear 
witness!), the perfect working 
of every detail of the official 
programme, the beauty, sur­
prising even to the artificers 
themselves, of the decorations, 
and the spontaneity of the real, 
hearty, Newfoundland welcome 
given xthe Royal visitor—all 
combined to make a pleasing 
and harmonious whole as rare 
as the great occasion itself.

From the large 
features and little incidents of 
his visit to this, both the oldest 
and nearest of Britain’s domin­
ions beyond the seas, it is plain 
that his journey through Cana­
da and the States will prove not 
more a royal tour than a per­
sonal triumph. The best wishes 
of the people of Newfoundland 
go with him upon it.

From the time the raw material 
(leaves the animals until it is made 
into strings, twelve or sixteen days 
are required in the manufacturing.

To the older portion of our people, 
more especially in St. John’s and 
Conception Bay, few men were better 
known and more highly respected 
than that prince of hospitality and 
enterprising business man, Mr. James 
Moore, for many years merchant at 
Bareneed, Conception Bay. We are 
pleased to learn that the venerable 
octogenarian (being about 84 years 
of age) is hale and hearty, and still 
actually engaged in business amongst 
our friends in the antipodes— the land 
of the Southern Cross. In the six­
ties, seventies and part of the eight­
ies, of the past century, Mr. Moore 
carried on a prosperous business at 
Bareneed, having several vessels of 
his own engaged in the Labrador fish­
ery and general trade of the country. 
His premises and dwelling house, etc., 
were amongst the most extensive and 
beautiful in Conception Bay, but ow­
ing to the continuance of commercial 
depression about thirty years ago, 
caused by bad fisheries, and more 
particularly by the loss of his prem­
ises by fire, with no insurance there­
on. Mr. Moore decided to return to 
Old Ireland—the Land of his Birth, 
he being a native of the County Kil­
kenny. Notwithstanding his great 
love and veneration for his native 
land, he found himself a stranger in 
his old home—“the land being still 
there, but his chums tfrey were gone.” 
After a year or so in Ireland, having 
a brother in Australia, he decided to 
recoup his fortunes in the great Is­
land of the future—Australia, to 
which so many of his countrymen 
were banished during the penal days, 
and where some of those “convicts 
and their descendants, notably Sir 
Charles Gavan Duffy, and the present 
Prime Minister of Queensland, Mr. 
Ryan, rose to the highest positions in 
the land. By his indomitable pluck, 
perseverance and business tact, Mr. 
Moore succeeded in attaining a suc­
cessful career, and is now general 
agent for many large business con­
cerns in that country. His son, Leo, 
was in the Australian forces during 
the great war, and saw much active 
service. Mrs. Moore (nee Miss Walk­
er, of Brigus), aunt of Rev. Father 
Walker, P.P., of St. Brendan’s, Bona- 
vista Bay. is also enjoying good 
health. Mr. W. T. Cleary, for the 
past fifteen years residing in Sydney, 
C.B., who is at present in St. John’s 
on a visit, has received many letters 
from the venerable gentleman,and both 
he and his good wife wish to be re­
membered to their numerous friends 
in Newfoundland. We think Mr. 
Moore was in the employ of the late 
Philip Hutchings (now G. Knowling), 
after first coming to Newfoundland. 
Judging from the information re­
ceived we should not be surprised if 
our venerable friend will round off 
the century and the Evening Tele­
gram sincerely hopes he will be 
spared to do so. Ad multos annos.

Common in Scotland

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or pen, he might have been” for his 
motto, enter into the slough of des­
pond and grind out a precarious liv­
ing by writing stories, essays, and as 
a last resource, falling back on “flim­
sy”, a source of income that the Press 
agencies have almost completely de­
stroyed.

Of course, there were many English 
journalists In those distant days, but 
few became such pronounced charac­
ters as their Scotch and Irish con­
freres.

They were more reserved In their 
acquaintances and drink, and although 
less educated, were more gentlemanly 
in the conventional sense as regards 
their clothes and linen.

As a matter of fact, clean linen has ! 
never been a passion with the Fleet j 
Street journalist since the days of his j 
great prototype, Dr. Johnson. The old j 
derelicts of Fleet Street as a class j 
were the most improvident and good- i 
natured of men.

Their virtues were their own, and 
their vices were engendered into them 
by the conditions under which they 
worked. Their great grievance always 
has been tÿat they have had to give 
long credit to newspaper proprietors 
for work done, with the result that the 
habit of drinking and borrowing while 
waiting about has been fostered, until 
it became chronic. In consequence, to 
obtain money quickly, all sorts of in­
genious subterfuges were devised by 
the old hands.

Some years ago a wealthy manufac­
turer bought a then large and flourish­
ing business that was mainly devoted 
to boys’ story papers. He was illiter­
ate, but insisted on personally reading 
the stories submitted by the scribes 
who wrote for his establishment. Find­
ing that these gentlemen were in the 
habit of loitering about the counting- 
house to borrow half-crowns, he in­
quired the reason, and discovered their 
explanation was that, after they wrote 
their stories, they had to wait from a 
fortnight to two jnonths until they 
were published and paid for. Hence 
their impecuniosity.

The business instincts of the pro­
prietor at once asserted themselves. 
“I understand,” he said curtly. “In 
future I’ll read the stories myself and 
pay spot cash—that is, if you agree 
to take half the usual remuneration.
I want two long serial stories at 
once. Who will write them?”

His offer was received with dismay 
by the majority, of the contributors, 
but two ‘blacklegs’ ’amongst them, as 
trades unionists would term them, 
agreed to accept the offer.

It was hailed with acclamation by 
the proprietor, and within a few days 
they arrived with piles of typed 
manuscript. One story was called 
“Blue Garter: A Romance of the Days 
Now Gone,” the other “The Lure of 
Gold.” Both were read, pronounced 
splendid, and substantial cheques were 
at once forthcoming. When the first 
instalments of “Blue Garter” appear­
ed, however, letters from readers 
poured in pointing out that the story 
was identical with Sir Walter Scott’s 
“Red Gauntlet” in every respect save 
one, and that was whenever the name 
of “Red Gauntlet” appeared in the 
original, “Blue Carter” had been sub­
stituted for it. “The Lure of Gold” 
turned out to be Stevenson’s “Treas­
ure Island” without a single alter­
ation. After this the proprietor in 
question engaged a competent editor.

The subterfuges some of the old 
Fleet Streeters employ to obtain 
money are clever and amusing, al­
though they do not strictly recommend 
themselves to the possessors of Non­
conformist consciences.

In the days before the news agen­
cies became powers in the land it was 
a common dodge for two men to in­
vent a purely imaginary but senti­
mental item of n<-CT and “flimsy"— 
i.e., duplicate it on manifold paper— 
and send round all the daily papers 
from their respective addresses dif­
ferently written versions of the same 
story.

LONDON, July 21st, 1919.

ROYAL GARDEN PARTY.
Last week’s was the third of the 

series of Royal garden parties at 
Buckingham Palace and it was as in­
teresting and characteristic as its 
forerunners. It was, indeed, more 
interesting, because, instead of only 
the comparatively small and rather 
dull block of the aristocratic and up­
per middle classes, it included also a 
large number of people who are in­
teresting in their own right. One of 
the features of the party was the 
number of former and present lights 
of the stage. Sir Squire Bancroft, 
one of the most decorative figures in 
West London, was there, and also Sir 
John Hare, who in his time had 
tjlayed the part of many of the orig- 
-#ial aristocratic figures who walked 
‘fie lawn beside him. The contem­
porary stage was represented monu­
mentally by Oscar Asche and Lily 
Brayton. Charles Hawtrey, urbane, 
alert, and quite imposing, gave many 
hints which were probably unobserv­
ed to the other guests on how a man 
of the world behaves on state occa­
sions. Irene Vanbrugh and Lilian 
Braithwaite were delightful to see, 
setting an example in dress and 
movement. The gossips have it that 
there are now so many garden par­
ties and so few duchesses that the 
latter have to be rationed for the 
parties, but, however that may\ be, 
there was largesse of duchesses and 
other grandees last week. There was 
also many well-known clerics, Mem­
bers of Parliament, and members of 
the City Council. There was a not­
able subsidence in the representa­
tions of khaki. Blue was a favorite 
wear, ithe navy being present in 
strength. There was a number of 
"Wren” (Women’s Royal Naval Ser­
vice) officers, who looked very not­
able. One wondered what the shade 
of Queen Victoria must have thought

as she saw these martial figures in 
her favorite garden. It was a glorious 
summer afternoon, and summer frocks 
and sunshades were worn without 
fear and without reproach. A feature 
was the parasols, very gaily colored 
and eccentrically patterned. Seen 
from the aeroplane which circled over 
the Palace, the gardens must have 
seemed like one gigantic flower bed.

BRITISH TROOPS LEAVE SIBERIA.
Unless Colonel John Ward, the 

navvies’ Member of Parliament, pre­
cedes his battalion, he will not be 
back in England until close upon 
Christmas. He left this country with 
the 25th Middlesex Regiment just be­
fore Christmas, 1916, went through 
the Tyndareus episode of the Cape, 
proved the gallantry of his men, sub­
sequently proceeded to Hong Kong 
for garrison duty, and then took his 
unit to Siberia. I have just heard 
from Vladivostok that, after a jour­
ney of more than 3,000 miles in rail­
way trucks, they have arrived back 
at that port from Omsk. The battal­
ion hopes to reach Blighty once more 
in a few months, and they should re­
ceive a warm greeting.

BRITAIN’S FUTURE BATTLESHIPS
Though little is said about naval 

construction, yet, in the official and 
other quarters immediately concern- j 
ed, vessels are being designed to em­
body all the lessons learned in the 
war, notably from the Jutland Battle. 
The old contest between guns and 
armour has entered upon a new 
phase. Naturally secrecy is observed 
on the modifications contemplated, 
but the Navy knows that new capital 
ships will be of greater dimensions 
than now in order to carry both the 
present weight of side armour and, 
in addition, the heavier and stronger 
protective deck, or decks, which the 
Germans long-range, dropping lire 
Showed to be necessary. Means are 
also being included, at all events, in 
the provisional plans, for greater 
protection against torpedo and mine 
attack. One theory advanced lately 
is that, if sufficiently strong protec­
tive decks are provided, and their 
sides are brought sufficiently low and 
adequate protection against torpedo 
and mine attack is given as well, it 
will be possible to reduce the amount 
of the side armour considerably.

A SOLDIER’S VIEWS.
An old soldier who observed the 

London peace procession closely 
gives one or two professional notes 
about the units there. He says: The 
Americans were a well-selected body 
of men, and had prepared for the 
procession like an American team 
for a sporting event. They wore 
steel helmets, which made them very 
warlike, whereas the English wore 
caps, as if they had forgotten about 
being warlike. Their uniforms seem­
ed to be all new, and we noticed how 
even the sleeves of their tunics were 
pressed—a thing unknown to British 
soldiers. The Czecho-Slovaks look­
ed a useful body of men, but most 
people did not identify them nor their 
flag, and the view around me was 
that they were the League of Nations. 
We were disappointed not to se1 the • 
Indians, who had come in our hour j 
of need and put up. a good fight under 
conditions quite unnatural to them. 
But- we were very glad to see the 
Canadians after all, although it was 
a small representation. The British 
army without Canada would not be 
the British army as we knew it. The 
Australians looked the great lads 
they are, although we had seen better 
marching. The Italian general with 
his sword salutes was very friendly, 
and his men marched well. The 
Chinese generals looked lonely, al­
though they were a picturesque bunch 
from another sbrt of world, but there 
might have been a company of the 
big Chinese laborers who did so 
much hard work for us in France. 
The Serbians looked fighters all over, 
but they didn’t look quite the des­
perate lot they are. The French were 
a fine business-like crowd with then- 
long bayonets. We know all about 
them. As for our lot—the English­
men and Scotsmen and Irishmen and 
Welshmen—they looked as good as 
the good fellows whose monument ! 
they saluted. You can’t write about • 
them. The navy was a great sight, j 
but how tfiey came to let us have a j 
look at them I can’t guess. They : 
looked a very superior lot. I would : 
like to have seen the other navies of 
the world walking behind them. The \ 

Lascars were a fine lot of tulips. T.ie . 
tanks were rather naughty. Leeds, j 
I think, or maybe it was Newcastle, j 
got out of line in the Mall, and had j 
to come trotting up all of a tremble 1 
with excitement. But they wagged 
their guns all right at the King.

In France wjiere there is a big de­
mand for snails—the daily consumpt­
ion in Paris alone occasionally reach­
es fifty tons—the snail farms yield 
a handsome profit. As many as five 
hundred thousand “first quality” 
snails, the price of which in normal 
times averages a dollar eighty a thou­
sand, can be reared on an acre of 
land.

They need only be fed once a day 
preferably in the evening, and,though 
extremely voracious, are by no means 
fastidious. After a fall of rain, 
which seems to sharpen their appe­
tite, a bed of one hundred thousand 
snails will soon demolish a barrow­
load of cabbages. They are not fed 
only on green-stuffs, but on wine 
dregs or bran soaked in wine, a diet 
which is supposed to impart a spec­
ial flavor.

French farmers find a frog pond 
even more profitable than a snail bed. 
Good plump frogs realize in the Paris 
markets from ten to fifty cents a doz­
en wholesale rate. Some people cook 
them whole, but as a rule only the 
frogs’ saddles—that is, their hind and 
under parts—are eaten, these being 
meaty and delicate in flavor. England 
is one of the few countries where 
these delicacies are not appreciated. 
Frogs are gladly eaten in the United 
States and Canada, as well as all 
over the continent. One American 
firm does an annual turnover of one 
hundred thousand dollars in frogs ; 
while, according to a report of the 
United States consul, the province of 
Quebec benefits to the tune of two 
hundred thousand dollars per annum 
by this commodity. One hotel in Tor­
onto alone is said to consume about 
fifteen hundred pounds of frogs’ sad­
dles each season.

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AIR MAIL STAMPS.
i

The air post stamp has entered 
the sale room, and its fortunes there 
will be watched very closely by stamp 
collectors. Mr. Hawker was the first 
Atlantic air postman. He carried a 
small mail of about a hundred lec- : 
ters, each one of which was franked 
with the three-cent Newfoundland 
stamp duly overprinted to commem- j 
orr/e the occasion. The dramatic 
salving of the machine made the de­
livery of the mail possible after the 
soaked contents of the mailbag had 
been duly sorted by the General Post 
Office. These covers with the 
stamps are already highly prized, not 
only as mementoes of the event but 
also on account of their extreme 
rarity. One of these letters is to bs 
sold In London. I have been shown : 
stamps used for the mail brought 
over by Captain Alcock. These -have , 
an additional surcharge of a dollar 
on the face of the stamp. Then there 
are thÇymails brought over by the 
R-34. These include parcels and 
newspapers, but unlike the two pre­
vious deliveries they are franked with 
ordinary U.S.A. stamps. It is quite 
likely that we shall soon see the uni­
versal introduction of stamps for the 
carriage of mails by air routes. Such

By puffing the pipe, smokq is 
drawn through the metal tube, down 
through the water and out of the out­
let pipe through the stem.
