The
note  containing the invitation, states
that the Council fully realizes tke
difficulty of the problem to be dis-
cussed, and that the delegates will be
asked to conduct the debate on a
higher plan than the mere considera-
tion of special problems and the in-
terests of each state.

BIG PRICES FOR FARM PRO-
DUCTS.

OTTAWA, Ont., April
Farmers throughout
continue to get good prices for their
products during the next two years,
according to the opinion of Dr. J. W.
Robertson, who addressed the Par-
liamentary Committee on Agriculture
Colonization to-day. “So let us go to
it and produce every bushel of grain
and every pound of produce we can,”
said Dr. Robertson. It would take at
least two big crops to catch up to
anythimg like normal supplies
breadstuffs, and ten years to attain
pre-war status on milk products and
four to five years for beef products.

Otherwise many people
will not set their ground out this sea-
son, and that will mean a harder tug
on the other foodstuffs, such as flour,
etc.

The Government should not have to
be reminded of this way of helping
the people, whose money, and not
their’s, they handle. If a world wide
famine is to be prevented, then why—
and when there is an avenue of escape
—should an article such as the pota-
toe, an all-around saver on the poor
man’s purse, be refused those who
have land and are unable to get suf-
ficient for setting purposes, either
{ through their scarcity or the inability
on the part of the people to purchase
them. It is time to start something
now and not when it is too late, if the
Government is to help the people.

A clergyman infoimed me that he
has information from most reliable
sources that smuggling and drunken-
ness gre on the increase along the
whole Southern Coast from St. John'’s
to Cape Ray, and that Customs Offi-
cials are powerless to do anything to
stop it, because whole settlements are

liquor. I am not saying this on offi-
cial information, because the officials
know, or pretend to know, nothing
about it. At headquarters mothing is,
I believe, known about it. Persons
whose word I cannot doubt have as-
sured me that smuggling goes on to
an alarming extent; but they, natur-
ally, refuse to give me the names of
persons and places, because it would
then be my duty as a Customs official
to bring it to the attention of my
superiors.

As for “moonshining,” no person
any doubt about it. Another clergy-
man informed me that many of his
parishioners are making “moonshine”
for lack of the imported article. A
writer in the Trade Review of April
10th, states:

“The women and even the chil-
dren drink the stuff in nearly
every northern outport, and every
second man you meet is blinking
his eyes from soaking himsel? with
the poison. They drink it instead
of water and it leaves bad effects.
It was made from apricots, raisins,
etc., last fall, but they use now only

on the watch to aid the smuggling of

who meets outport people can have

molasses and 1t is much cheaper.”

I have also been assured by dozens
of respectable people that they have
seen, with their own eyes, the menu-
facture of “mootishine.” Further,
the ‘police avoid going into houses on
brewing days, which are as well
known as baking and washing days.
Can anyone blame them after the
trouble at Flat Islands last year? A
man-of-war arrested the Flat Island
“moonshiners,” but mnone of them
was ever called before the Court
since.

Why are these things so? Because
public opinion is against total Prohi-
bition, Whatever good has been done
by Prohibition is counter-balanced by
the introduction of a great evil into
this country. That evil is contempt
for the Law, and that {8 one of the
first steps in the direction of Bolshe-
vism.

SOME CARPENTIER DEFEATS.

Until recently the defeats Georges
Carpentier suffered at the hands of
the American middieweights, Billy
Papke and Frank Klaus, back in 1912,
have been pointed owi as evidence
that the French idol coes not measure
up well, according to American stan-
dards. But of late the fact that the
young Frenchman was not fully ‘de-
veloped at the time has caused rlng'
critics to view these two battles in a
different light.

Although Carpentier failed to last
the' full twenty rounds with either
Papke or Klaus, tlie eighteen-year-
old Frenchman denionstrated that
from a scientific standpoint he was
superior to either of his opponents.
He was beaten on both occasions only
because his undeveloped body was
not sturdy enough to withstand the
punishment that the more experienc-
ed and rugged Americans handed out.
Carpentier is thoroughly game was
amply demonstrated in both con-
tests.

Carpentier
Dieppe, June 24, 1912,
Carpentier was the middleweight
champion of France. He had but re-
cently defeated Wiillie Lewis, the man
who had been his early model. Tn
Paris they thought Lewis was the
greatest fighter in the world, barring
Georges, of course, sc when Carpen-
tier succeeded in Dbeating his old
teacher he thought that his troubles
were over and that he would have
clear sailing in the future. It never
occurred to the young Frenchman
that Klaus classed with the much
admired Lewis, and he expected an
easy victory.

Klaus Was Rough.

Klaus was a rip tearing body
puncher with tremendous strength
and an iron jaw. Carpentier met his
rushes with jarring . jabs and ac-
curately placed straight rights, but
Klaus would not be denied. He shook
off the punishment he was forced to
take at long range, and when he got
in close beat tatto on the body.

This was something new for the
Frenchman and he did not like it at
all. The English boxers he had niet
had stood straight and boxed accorid-
ing to the book. ' None of them had
ever fought like this raging demon,
who paid no attention to the blows he
received, but smashed away at the
body without ever letting up for a
moment’s rest.

For a round or two Carpentier hal
the better of the bout on points, but
in the fifth Klaus put a hard right to
the body and a left to the jaw, send-
ing Carpentier down for a count of
four. Carpentier stalled desperately,
and by using all the generalship at
his command managed to stick it out
until the bell came to his rescue.

In round after rourd Klaus pound-
ed the body, and the young Frencn-
man grew weaker and weaker. In
the seventeenth Carpentier rallied
desperately and jarred his sturdy op-
ponent with hard riglts to the jaw.
That effort took Carpentier’s last
ounce of strength and he became a
mere punching bag.

In the nineteenth Klaus tore in to
finish matters. He missed a wild
swing and Carpentier seized him
around the neck and hung on blindly.
Klaus was very rought in trying to
disengage himself, and Manager Des-
camps jumped into the ring shouting
that Klaus was fouling with his
elbows.

Hopelessly beaten though he was,
Carpentier protested vigorously
against his manager’s interference.
He struggled to free himself from the
grasp of the excitable Descamps, who
had caught him around the body. The
claim of foul was not allowed and
Carpentier was disqualified by the
referee.

Stopped Trip to America.

Carpentier took his defeat very
much to heart. He sat in his corner
sobbing aloud and refused to be
comforted.

The youngster’s defeat was a blow
to American promoters. Billy Gib-
son had made all arrangements to
have him go to New York to meet
Mike Gibbons, who was then at the
top of his form.

“There goes a $40,000 house”
sighed Gibson when he heard the
news.

The bout with Papke 'at Parls,
October 23, 1912, was almost a dupli-
cate of the contest with Klaus. The
weight for the match was set at 160
pounds at 3 o’clock. Each side posted
'$1000 forfeit money. Papke trained
hard to make the noich required, but
he was one pound over the mark, so
Carpentier claimed his forfeit. Des-

and Klaus met at
At that time

be announced that as Papke was over-
weight no title would be at stake.

‘When Carpentier got on the scales
he failed to move the beam. He
claimed to be several under
the mark and looked it He was

classed at long range. Carpentior
circled the stolid American on
nimble toes, throwing in whole vol-
leys of lefts and rights.

X For a time it looked like a slaugh-
ter. One of Carpentier’s jolting rigut
handers landed on Papke's left eye
and that organ closed up tight. In
the fourth round the American was
reeling and holding at every oppor-
tunity to escape a knockout. In the
fifth Papke changed his tactics. He
gave up the hopeless attempt to box
his nimble opponent at long range
and stayed im close, pounding the
body with half jolts.

At once the tide began to turn in
favor of the more rugged man. The
overtrained Carpentier ' could not
stand the body pounding and he slow-
ed to a walk. Fror the tenth to the
fourteenth round Carpentier rallied
and by using his footwork succeeded
in outboxing his opponent. Then he
grew too tired to use his legs and
from that point on Papke punishel
him cruelly.

Keeping in close Papke worked left
and right to the bedy, varying the
attack by an occasional overhand
right to the head. Carpentier was a
sight. Streaming blood from the nose
and mouth and with both eyes almost
closed he was battered from one side
of the ring to the other. In the sev-

“All Abord”

for the Moon

(By CHARLES NEVERS HOLMES.) In Lloyd’'s Magazine.

Many of us have travelled around
our world, a distance approximating
twenty-five thousand miles. Shall we
ever be able to travel from our world
to the moon, a distance of about two
hundred and thirty-nine thousaad
miles? ”

To-day, of course, we cannot do so;

but it is not impossible that some day
men may travel from our earth to the
moon, and back again. No one at all
familiar with the progress of modern
science and invention will deny that
such a journey is a future possibility.
Indeed, it may be that to-morrow some
stupendous discovery will revolution-
ise aerial navigation, and if this should
occur, a journey to the moon would
soon be occupying the minds and en-
ergies of terrestnal iqventors and
scientists.

Even with the assistance of remark-
able discoveries, however, there will
remain great difficulties in the way of
travelling from the earth to the moon.
The first of these is the force that
binds us to our world’s surface. This
force, which we call gravity, pulls us
towards the centre of the earth, away
from the moon, and it is so powerful
that at present we know of no means
by which to counteract it.

To break its chain, so that we can
ﬁ'y away from our planet home, would
require a velocity of not less than
thirty-seven thousaml feet per second.
Since the best modern guns can throw
a shell with a speed of about three
thousand feet per second, it is evident
that we should have to be projected
from our terrestrial surface about

twelve times as fast in order to reach
the surface of the moon.

Furthermore, because both earth
and moon are in motion, we should
have to make careful mathematical
calculations in order to hit the mark.
Otherwise, in case our sky-craft should
I miss the moon, we might go on travel-
ling through space indefinitely, unless
some planet, like Jupiter, were to cap-
ture us.

Moreover, there are other difficul-
ties and dangers in making a trip to
the moon. Our sky-craft would have
to be strongly constructed—very
strongly indeed—to stand such a jour-
| ney. Leaving out of consideration the
| friction and pressure upon it in pass-
ing through our atmosphere at such
tremendous speed, there would be a
great outward pressure from within
it after we reached the vacuum-like
environment of the ether.

In order to remain alive, we should
have to be surrounded by practically
the same conditions inside our craft
as they were when we left the terres-
trial surface. . We sheuld have to

atmospheric pressure upon our bodies
as at the surface of our earth. There-
fcre—unless some unpredictable scien-
tific discovery should assist us—the
walls of the craft would have to bno
exceedingly strong to resist the tend-
ency to expand outwardly into the
ether, thus causing some opening
which might suddenly or slowly des-
troy wus.

Again, the walls of our sky-craft
would have to be very strong to resist

breathe, and to have about -the -same |,

possible collisions with aerolites—the
small or large rock fragments popu-
larly known as “shooting stars.” When
we remember that these bodies are
travelling with a velocity of ten to
forty miles per second not far from
the earth’s surface, and that our craft
would be speeding some seven miles
per second, it is evident that a headon
collision would not be a gentie one.

When our sky-craft reaches the
moon, its landing is not likely to be
at all a soft one, since the moon' pos-
gesses no known atmosphere to retard

our speed, and the lunar surface i3
believed to be wholly rocky and hard.

Doubtless, were we able to hurl our
sky-craft free from terrestrial gravity,
we could to-day build a craff that
would weather an ethereal voyage
from the earth tor the moon. Doubt-
less it could be constructed to stand
the powerful attacks of pressure and
of aerolites, as well as the sudden and
terrific bump af the end of the route.
Our astronomers of this twentieth cen-
tury could certainly aim such a craft
so that it would reach its destination,

and it is probable that the crew would
not have much to do.

But the power required to hurl a
sky-craft, weighing perhaps ten tons
or more, with a velocity of about seven |
miles per second, from the terrestrial
surface and through the atmosphare
into the ether, would be nothing less
than tgrrific. It seems an almost im-
possible thing to do, but future dis-
coveries and inventions may put it in
a different light.

We can calculate, at least approxi-
mately, how long such a voyage would |
-take. Leaving out of consideration tiie
acceleration of the sky-craft owing to
the attraction of the moon, the aver-
age time would be about nine hours
and a half. In other words, we could
embark in England at 8 p.m. and dis-{
embark upon the moon before six o'- |
clock the next morning. ‘

But now another problem' arises.
| After we have reached the moon, how
are we to get home? That is a difficult
question to answer, although, if we
had the necessary mechanism to pro-
pel our craft, it would be easier to rc-
turn to the earth than to go to the
nioon. Upon the hunar surface, owing
to the smaller mass of the moon, the
force of gravity is only about one-sixth
that of our terrestrial gravity, and it !

would therefore require a velocity of
only a little more than six thousand
feet per second to cvercome it. How-
ever, the vpyvag2 wounid be lons+r -
sbout fifty-six hours. Thus the whole
trip to the moon and back, if there
were no delay, wouid take almost
three days.
