Invidious Distinction
The allegation that the Hon­

ourable the Acting Premier has 
pledged the credit of the do­
minion to certain fish buyers as 
a guarantee of loss against 
any purchases they may choose 
to make, is< one that must at­
tract considerable attention and 
force puBTic opinion to express 
itself in clear words and senti­
ments. No one particular sec­
tion of Newfoundland has any 
inherent right or claim to bene­
fit at the expense and loss of 
the others. The North has no 
distinctive claim to favoritism 
any more than the West or 
South, and it should be clearly 
understood that any discrimina­
tion along sectional lines will be 
strongly protested. Nothing 
was done by the Government 
or by district representatives to 
ameliorate the condition of fish­
ermen on the South West Coast, 
when deprivation came to their 
families. Not one single move 
was made to help them out 
when suppliers curtailed cred­
its, and in many instances cut 
off dealers completely and sum­
marily. Not one instance can 
be recorded where Government 
assistance was given upon so­
licitation. The people of Burnt 
Islands, Rose Blanche and other 
places in the district of Burgeo 
and LaPoile sought help in or­
der to maintain themselves dur­
ing the dull season, and at a 
time when fish could not be sold 
tat any price. But there was no 
response. They were told to do 
the best they could, as the 
Government was not prepared 
to help them out. Such un­
willingness and neglect was 
part of the organized program. 
The West had to suffer in or­
der to benefit the North, and 
^Subsequent events have proven 
ithat the fishermen of that sec-
jtion’have done so.

* * * * * *

Public opinion at the moment 
hinges on the question of whe­
ther or not the Government has 
jgiven a guarantee to make good 
any losses, incurred by friends 
Within the -ring, on fish pur- 
bhased from shippers since the 
taeeting of 17th inst. If such a 
guarantee has been given by 
Mr. Coaker or any executive 
ihember of the administration, 
it is null and void so far as their 
bare word and authority go. 
No individual has any right to 
give a public guarantee against 
the funds of the Colony but the 
legislators in session assem­
bled. And if it is the idea to 
pledge the public revenue to 
make good any losses which may 
be suffered by exporters within 
the ring, the whole proceedings 
ftre illegal and illegitimate. The 
power of voting public monies 
Is vested in the House of As­
sembly and unless a unanimous 
Vote itf recorded, it is not possi­
ble to make any expenditure on 
account, unless such is done in 
actual opposition to the rights 
ànd privileges of thp local Com­
mons. But Mr. Coaker does 
Hot seem to care for such senti­
ments conferred by custom. He 
believes only in doing according 
[o his own dictates. Hence we 
bave the unexpected spectacle

tog of public monies to the ad-

ciety. Preliminary digging was done 
and a thorough study of the grounds, 
the investigation convincing, the men 
that they had found the site of the an­
cient Tiberias, a place which has 
such great association with Christian 
and Jewish history. That it is near 
the modern Tiberias on the Sea of 
Galilee is, in itself, enough to prom­
ise important historical light 

The Palestinian Government grant­
ed permission to the Jewish Explora­
tion Society to go ahead immediately, 
and uncoveç the rqjfes. Rapid pro­
gress is being, made. The excavators 
have no doubt of the importance of 
their find and wifi be able shortly to 
draw up a plan of the ancient city, 
as opposed to the present day strong­
hold of Arabs and fleas. Tiberias, at 
the present time, is notorious for its 
fleas. The king of fleas is said by the 
scabs to hold his court in Tiberias.

What is meant by that state-, 
ment is, that if England anil Scot­
land were Rcqnan Catholic or, the 
South of Ireland Protestant there 
would be no Irish question at all. 
That being so it is easy to see that 
we may have a first-class religious 
quarrel in our midst if we are not 
careful. It is unquestioned that con­
siderable feeling has been aroused 
among Protestants in this city and 
country over the bitter propaganda 
which has been carried on against 
England, and especially by the mur­
ders of policemen and soldiers in 
Ireland and the absence of condemna­
tion of these murders by leading 
Irishmen either in Church or" State. 
It is somewhat of a relief, however, 
to note that the responsible leaders 
among Irish-Canadians and the re­
cognized leaders of the Roman 
Catholic people in this country arc 
apparently,, not in this movement. I 
trust this letter may appeal to them. 
It is not written for the separatists.

As a matter of fact the leaders of 
the Self-Determination for .Ireland 
are extremists, whose methods are

have failed. At the same time, what 
possible good can come to Ireland if 
we repeat here a quarrel which will 
embitter the relations of Roman 
Catholics and Protestants in this 
country? It is preposterous to imag­
ine two thirds of the people of this 
Dominion are going to remain quiet, 
while open and secret assaults are 
being made upon the integrity ot the 
Empire; and miserable falsehoods 
are being circulated calculated to de­
stroy confidence in Imperial states­
men, who by the will of the people of 
Great Britain and in conjunction 
with those ot the overseas Dominions!

Beginning as a clerk in a factory, he 
married the daughter of the head of 
the concern, and while still a com­
paratively young man he found him­
self head of an amalgamation of mas­
ter spinners owning some , 170,000 
spindles and nearly 600 looms.

Soipe of the millionaires above 
mentioned, of course, are fairly well- 
known individuals; but not infre­
quently even multi-millionaires age 
only revealed as such when they die 
and their estates come to be valued 
for probate.

Who for instance, had ever head, 
prior to his death, of Mr. Charles 
Morrison, of Coleman street, London, 
who died 1909, leaving behind him a 
fortune of $55,000,000.

Mr. “Chicago" Smith, who pre­
deceased Mr. Morrison by a few 
years, after living in London for the 
better part of his life, was even 
more of a dark horse. He was, it is 
true, something of a convivial soul; 
but he was as secretive as an oyster, 
and none of his many friends and

Then it became known that he 
was probably the biggest grower of 
potatoes in the world, owning a huge 
agglomeration of farms and market 
gardens in Lincolnshire, with their 
own system of light-railwoys and 
private telephone installation.

The Dennis millions have been 
earned entirely by hard work and 
foresight Mr. Dennis's father, who 
is still alive, started life as an agri­
cultural laborer on the muniflçlent 
wage of $2.75 a week.

Then, again, there is Sir George 
Sleight, the milionaire trawler-owner, 
who began life as a cockle-gatherer 
in Cleerthorpes, and to-day owns 
nearly a hundred steam trawlers and 
the biggest fish business in the world.

Even more romantic was the rise 
to fame and fortune of John Jones 
Jenkins, who at the age of fifteen 
could neither read nor write. He was 
a tinplate worker, and his hours of 
work as a child—there were no Fae 
tory Acts in those days—were from 
five in the morning till eight at night.

Nevertheless, on his fifteenth birth­
day he started attending a night- 
school, and soon acquired, the rudi­
ments of an education. Later as he 
attended a technical school, where he 
learnt all that was then known 
about the tinplate industry; and at 
the age of twenty-four /he started

From Bad to
Worse in Russia.

Russia’s Robespierre is a hopeful
cuss. According to recent despatch­

es, Leon Trotsky is quoted as saying 
tn a Moscow address that “he re­
alized the possibility of a severe win­
ter, but though three-fourths of the 
population die of hunger and cold, the 
remainder will survive to carry 
through to victory world revolution.”

The truth is, according to British 
labor delegates and other responsible 
persons who made a first-hand in 
spection of affairs in Russia, there is 
no food to speak of, except in the far 
interior, and no means of getting that 
little out owing to the complete break­
down of the Russian railways. There 
is no coal in Moscow, Petrograd and 
other centres for the same reason 
Added to which the Russian peasant 
with food supplies has the same well 
hidden, because Lenine and Trotsky 
insists upon ills taking worthless pa­
per money in exchange.

As heartless and cruel despots, the 
world has probably never seen the like 
of Lenine add" Trotsky—at least in 
modern times.-And Just now they are 
in the midst of another carnival of 
crime. Martial l^vg^ias been proclaim­
ed . in Moscow, and the Lettish and 
Chinese. Mred assassins turned loose. 
Thousands are reported, arrested, and 
hundreds executed.

Such is the rule of the Third, or 
Communist International, the first 
paragraph of whose programme reads 
as follows: “The complete overthrow 
of capitalism, and the establishment 
of communism, a classless order of 
free human beings,, living on terms of 
economic jmd political equality, safe­
guarded from material want, and as­
sured of ample means of sustenance."

Could there be a greater farce, or a 
more horrible tragedy? “Safeguarded 
from material want," and they starve 
to death by the thousands. "Living on 
terme of economic and political 
equality," and the hired assassins of 
Lenine and Trotsky murder right and 
left May they meet the fate of Danton 
and Robespierre, and that quickly.

California’s Huge
Raisin Trust.

Some idea of the growth of the 
raisin-farming industry in California 
may be gathered from the fact that 
while in 1912 the crop was seventy 
thousand tons, of which a large part 
was fed to the hogs, the crop for 
1920 is estimated at one hundred and 
seventy thousand tons, and yet the 
supply Is not sufficient to care for the 
demand tor raisins for human con­
sumption.

The change has been brought about 
by co-operation. Eight years ago the 
growers were not united and dealt 
with the packers individually. Prices 
ranged about a few cents a pound, 
and once even sank as low as three- 
quarters of a cent a pound. Hun­
dreds Of growers ploughed up their 
vineyards. The carry-over from one 
season to another-amounted to sev­
eral thousand tons. Eventually the 
growers met and formed the Califor­
nia Associated Raisin Company, in 
1912.

Packers were now no longer able 
to deal with greWérs individually. 
But the greatest work done by the 
association was to educate the pub#b 
to the value of the raisin as an article 
of food. From an ornamental article 
to be found around the table at 
Christmas time and which was sel­
dom used except in mince pies and 
plum puddings, the raisin Is now a 
staple article of food. As a result the 
growers have been encouraged to 
produce larger crops while prices, 
have Jumped to fifteen cents a pound 
and the carry-over Is said to be neg­
ligible. -

Meanwhile, however, the United 
States Government is taking action 
against the California Associated 
Raisin Company as a trust.

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On the Briny.

(Toronto Saturday Night)
The great thing at sea Is to form 

comfortable habits—to get up when 
you have to, to bathe when the bath- 
steward will let you, to take such ex­
ercise as is forced on you by your more 
energetic travelling companions, and 
to be ill, it you must, within the re­
stricted hours. Of course, there are 
careless people who have no set time 
for being ill, but spread it more or less 
over the entire day. This is a form of 
self-indulgence which cannot be too 
highly deplored.

The extraordinary thing is how 
quickly one does drop into a sort of 
routine. People like ourself who used 
to get up with the hens—or, at least, 
with the chicken next door—seem to 
find no difficulty in holding their shelf 
in a poky little cabin until the last pos­
sible minute before breakfast 

After breakfast there is the walk 
on deck. That is where the English­
man and his wife or sweetheart come 
into their own. Being members of a 
seafaring race, they seem to get their 
sea-legs sooner than anybody else. 
Their sea-legs are also a -good deal 
longer. It is nothing less than an in­
spiration to see them striding up and 
dtown the deck with the lank freedom 
ofttheir race.

As to deck chairs, has anyone ever 
been known to occupy his or her own, 
or to be able to get it when they want­
ed it? At the beginning of the voyage 
the deck-steward sells you one of the 
things—also a rug, in case you are not 
already provided—and that is the last 
you see of it. Although your name is 
carefully misspelled and attached to 
it—ours bore the splendid but some­
what unusual name of “O’Donoghan” — 
the chair immediately becomes the 
property of everyone else on board.

Of course, in one way this is not so 
ljad, for you naturally avail yourscif 
of the same privilege and use the next 
fellow’s chair. But it is not without its ( 
disadvantages. A timid bachelor, for 
instance, might feel a certain embar­
rassment in coming up on deck in ihe 
morning and discovering that his chair 
had during the previous evening been 
mysteriously moved over besii'e that 
of the blond lady whom everyone on 
board has been talking about. And you 
can't very well drag it away—not with­
out exciting comment.

Having slipped languidly into some 
chair or other, and having rolled your­
self comfortably up in a rug, and hav­
ing lit your pipe and opened a book 
and decided to dose through a chapter 
or two, you are immediately assailed 
by a couple of energetic devils who 
are trying to get up a game of deck- 
tennis.

This is a game invented expressly to 
make ocean-travel a burden. It is play­
ed with a rope-ring made out of a 
section of an old hawser. The idea is 
to throw it backwards and forwards 
across the rope until sucji.time as one 
member of the party faints, or is 
drowned trying to recover it from the 
edge of the deck, or has his finger­
nails so battered by it that he can't 
hold it any longer.

The dear girls make a point of 
pitching the old thing into the sea or 
down through the sky-light into the 
engine-rocm. This furnishes a welcome 
breathing spell, while one hunts up the 
deck-hand in order to purchase two 
or three more of the weapons—>ld 
hawsers must be worth their weight 
in gold to that man.

By the time enough rope-rings have 
been thrown into the sea to form a 
chain across it, or are piled up in the 
engine-room sufficiently to stop the 
boat, the deck-steward arrives, with 
i tray full of mugs of beef-tea. This 
is the first serious diversion of the 
morning. Personally, we hate beef- 
lea. but we always make a point of 
irinking it—if we didn't, people might 
think we were a bad sailor. And natar- 
illy, we would suffer anything rather 
than have them thin'; that.

Incidentally, it <g a curious form of 
luman weakness and vanity that no 
me will admit to feeling squeamish, 
’’erhaps it is one way of asserting the 
power of mind over matter. We have 
tone up to people lying prone in their 
leck-chairs, rolling their eyes every 
lime the boat lifted on a wave, and 
with complexions ranging from a light 
lawn to a sage green.

“Too bad. old man. Getting you a 
lit?” we have asked with the inane 
sympathy of the perfectly fit—natur- 
illy, we ourself are never, never sick 
it sea. What, never? Well, hardly ever.

demand where in blazes we got the 
idea that they were not well. Under the

ready to surrender at the very nextj 
attack. Every now and then one of 
them take a good long look at the food 
in front of them, and retires hurried­
ly—possibly to jot down some poetic 
idea that has just occurred to them. 
These are occasions when unseemly 
laughter is more unseemly than ever, 
and allusions to the movement of the 
boat are entirely out of place. Conver­
sation . languishes frightfully, for 
everyone is thinking only of things 
that must not be mentioned.

At our table a rule was made that 
anyone1 who said a word in reference 
to the forbidden subject should be fin­
ed. One must not ask for a “roll.” One 
could not speak df a “swell” dinner 
or dress or anything else—but then 
“swell” is a vulgar word, anyway.

The gentleman who asked the stew­
ard for some "still" soup, had to con­
tribute a shilling to the fund. Even 
heavier was the penalty of another 
untimely jester. He had Just selected 
a nice, thick banana, which in itself 
should be a punishable offence on such 
occasions.

“Don’t you think bananas are very 
hard to digest?" one of the ladies ask­
ed him.

"I should worry!" he said in his 
vulgar way. "I may not have to.”

That remark cost him a dollar—he 
should have been given eight days, 
too.

Afternoons at sea are given up to the 
cultivation of such social virtues as 
may be encouraged around the bridge- 
tables or in the smoking-room. They 
are also given up to sleep—next to eat­
ing sleeping is one of the chièf no-, 
cupations of those who go up and eown 
In ships. Personally, I found it sufflei1 
ently difficult to spend the middle 
hours of the night in a cabin about the 
right sise for an Airedale terrier, with

out seeking further discomfort there 
during the day. If I slept, I preferred 
that it should be by accident in a deck­
chair.

The smoking-room, however, was 
not entirely bereft of attractions— 
especially to one who had sojourned 
in the midst of that “dryness’ which 
has now become a symbol of national 
progress. There was always something 
doing there, something not necessari-. 
ly connected with smoking.

In the first place, there were the 
pools on the ship's progress. Every 1 
day at noon announcement is made of 
the number of miles hovered during j 
the previous twenty-four hours, and ! 
the gentleman who has drawn the 
lucky card is immediately presented 
with the combined contributions.

We were in such a daily pool, but 
we never won it once. We didn’t want 
to. By the time the lucky man had 
feed the steward for bringing him the 
glad tidings, and had paid for the ma­
terials with which his victory might 
be celebrated, he was usually a couple 
of dollars in the hole. One man who 
won it twice felt impelled to buy some 
of that expensive and familiar bever­
age poetically described as containing 
“the laughter of the peasant-girls of 
France”—at about two dollars a smile.

Under the circumstances we felt that 
victory was not without its drawbacks. 
In fact, if a man won the pool often 
enough, he might easily be insolvent 
by the end of the voyage. We were one

of the lucky fellows who .jerely put 
up the daily "ante.” So we had a cou­
ple pounds left by the time we had 
tipped all the stewards before they let 
us off the ship. Talk about that fine 
old mediaeval custom of making pri­
soners ransom themselves!

But it was at night that romance 
descended upon the ship like the man­
tle of Venus—incidentally, wasn't that 
lovely and slightly disreputable lady 
born of the sea-foam? But her votaries 
cared nothing for her past. In twos 
they might be seen in all the dark 
corners of the decks, watching the 
wild waves, and no doubt murmuring 
such lines of Swinburne or Tennyson 
as remained in their memories.

After all, who can blame them? 
Night is always a mysterious and 
beuatiful thing, but nowhere so beauti­
ful and mysterious as at sea. And if 
there is a moon—well even philos­
ophers might easily forget the dictates 
of their arid wisdom and behave like 
ordinary sentimental mortals. Moon­
light and the ocean and the little world 
of the ship heaving gently on that uni­
versal bosom of silver—it is a thing 
to make poets of preachers and pro­
fiteers and one of newspapermen.

Not that we personally succumbed 
to the lovely and insidious influence. 
Certainly not. In the first place the 
bashful reticence of our nature would 
prevent it; and in the second—dash it 
all, it is a bit difficult to be poetical at 
sea without assistance. One requires

In their attempt to escape blame 
for their defeats on the battlefield 
and at sea by the superior genius 
and bravery of the Allies, all the 
German commanders in their pub­
lished excuses blame the collapse of 
the spirit of their people at home and 
of their soldiers in the field.

Death of a Religieuse.
The Ajagel of Death visited the Pre- 

sendation Convent, Cathedral Square, 
on Wednesday morning and bore away 
to receive the eternal reward promis­
ed to “those who Instruct many unto 
Justice" the soul of Mother Mary Igna­
tius Garrick after a brief illness borad 
with gentle resignation.

For more than a half century Mo­
ther M. Ignatius wore the religious 
garb of the daughters of Nano Nagl^ 
devoting her time, her talents, yea. 
her whole being to those little ones 
for whose welfare, temporal and eter- 

,-na! she had quitted home and friends, 
and whom she loved with true mother­
ly tenderness.

Amiable, humble, unassuming and 
possessed of those great qualities of 
mind and heart which fit one for of­
fices of superiority- Mother M. Igna­
tius was, early in her religious life, 
chosen to fill high positions in her 
Order; for many years she was Mis­
tress of Novices and to-day there are 
among the Presentation Nuns in the 
Island many whose happy boast is that 
they were trained by Mother Ignatius. 
After having fulfilled ably and well 
the duties of Mother Assistant, Mother 
M. Ignatius was appointed Superioress 
of St. Patrick’s Convent which post she 
held for five years. Returning to the 
Mother House in 1896 she was soon 
callet} on again to assume the burden 
of office and was elected as Mother 
Superior of the Convent at Cathedral 
Square ; the responsible duties of this 
position she discharged with general 
satisfaction. Last year on October 23rd 
Mother M. Ignatius celebrated the 
Golden Jubilee of her religious pro- 
fession. On Sunday last, the Feast of 
the Presentation, she assisted for the 
last time at the Community exercises; 
on Monday, as it was evident that tin 
end was near, the last sacraments 
were administered ; her patience, her 
confidence and her spirit of prayer 
were a source of much edification to 
those who came to see a saint die and 
at length, without struggle or pain the 
great soul passed out to Him in whom 
she had trusted and for Whom she 
had labored during all the years of 
her long life. Let ns hope and pray that 
even now she is enjoying the Beatific 
vision in the land afar where all Is 
peace and joy and rest.

This mprning at 10 o’clock High 
Mass of Requiem was celebrated in the 
Chapel of the Immaculate Conception 
for the repose of the soul of the deceas­
ed religieuse and immediately after­
wards the funeral took place. The body 
was laid in the Convent Cemetery 
amongst those of so many of her sis­
ters in religion with whom she had 
lived and worked and who had pre­
ceded her to the Great Feyond. Mcÿ 
she and they rest in peace. Amen.

Consumers to
be Mulcted

OF QUARTER MILLION DOLLARS.
In Wednesday's Issue of the Advo­

cate it was announced that business 
firms could purchase through the 
Control Board, sugar In twenty-five 
barrel lots, Instead of 60 as’hereto­
fore, upon presentation of a certified 
cheque for about eighteen hundred 
dollars. The Food Control Board
ruling that this ordinance would hold 
good until February 15th next. How 
many outport and city dealers there 
are who can plank down $1800 for 
but one, article of stock, can only he 
guessed at. Certainly not more than 
one dozen. Hundreds of others must 
be content to purchase through the 
more fortunate ones, paying them,'of 
course, an extra cent on the transac­
tion. That the last of the F.C.B. 
may he worse than the first is a 
mooted question, and perhaps another 
Hickman, may come forward and be 
their undoing before very long. It 
has been stated by members of the 
Board that the stock of sugar im­
ported last spring would be all used 
up by December, and that then free 
importations would he permitted. It 
was subsequently found that enor­
mous losses had been «Incurred^ which 
could only be made good by peeping 
up the control until February 15th. 
According to the Advocate, the sales 
of sugar have increased surprisingly v 
since the price was reduced to 25c„ 
so that there should be no doubt that 
all the sugar will be sold by the end 
of December. This assertion is veri­
fied by the fact that certain mem­
bers of the FOB., at a recent meeting 
favored allowing free importaticm 
during December. Having no stocks 
the Board must perforce import for 
January, and part of February con­
sumption some 4,600 barrels of su­
gar. This commodity can now be 
bought in New York at 814 cents, but 
the Board, of course, must and will 
sell it at 23 1-4 as they have stated. 
Thifl transaction will fleece consum­
ers to the tune of nearly a quarter of 
a million dollars. The question is 
will the people stand for the out­
rage? Already the Board’s past mid­
dlings have cost the consumers close 
on a half million: dollars. Thés» 
scandals may yet close with the spec­
tacle of a body created by the Gov­
ernment to protect people . ‘ from 
profiteers, beinti Itself haled before: 
court.fpr the breach of a law- that;IV 
was ’ Instrumental In making. Buy­
ing at 8% plus duty and freight and - 
selling at 2314 is profiteering, no 
matter by whom done. The law say» 
offenders will be punished by a pen­
alty.
