CHARGE OF CHIEF JUSTICE.

AT ST. MICHAEL’S.
Sunday, being Thanksgiving Day, 

was duly observed at the Parish 
Church of St. Michael and All Angels, 
Casey St. The chief service of the day 
was the Holy Eucharist at 11 o’clock, 
when a large congregation attended 
and took part in this great act of 
worship and thanksgiving to Al­
mighty God for His blessings, tem­
poral and spiritual, during the past 
year. The service was choral through­
out and opened with the singing of 
the Introit "0 clap your hands,” after 
which Hymn 302 was sung as a pro­
cessional, the choir led by the Cross 
Bearer wending its way around the 
church and back again to the Altar. 
The Rector, Rev. E. J. R. Nichols, 
was celebrant and also gave an ad­
dress from tae text Psalm CHI. At 
Evensong another large congrega­
tion was present, and the service 
was again choral. The Rector took

His Lordship the Chief Justice 
summed up as follows:—It is a very 
rare occasion in this country for a 
jury to be called to consider a murder I 
charge, said hie Lordship, and it is al­
most unique here or elsewhere tor a 
jury te be called to consider a charge 
of three murders as well as that ef 
shooting with intent to kill. There 
are four charges against the accused: 
first, the indictment for the murder 
of Hong Leon; second, he is indicted 
for the murder of Hong Kim Hi; third, 
the murder of So Ho Ki; and fourth,!

die to-morrow.” There ie also the 
statement made at the Magistrate’s 
Court. His Lordship then read over 
the evidence given by the prisoner on 
Friday last at the trial. Continu­
ing his Lordship said that there was 
no donbt as to the Law on “Provoca­
tion.’’ Provocation, sufficient to in­
cite to kill meet be gross, if it is to 
have the result of reducing the kill­
ing to manslaughter. Nothing short 
of very grave provocation is sufficient. 
As to self defence, a person assaulted 
Is not justified in using firearms 
against his assailant unless he is in 
such a position as to make him con­
sider his life is actually In danger. 
"Uncontrollable impulse” is not a 
defence Life would be very insecure 
if a slayer could say he killed his 
victim because of an “uncontrollable 
impulse.’’ To establish a defence on 
the ground of insanity it must be prov­
ed that at the time of the act the 
prisoner was laboring under a delusion 
so as not to know what he was doing 
or if he did wrong. His Lordship 
further reviewed the prisoner's state­
ment with regard to the threats to kill 
him and of bis purchase of the revol­
ver. Proceeding his Lordship said, the 
jury was not bound to accept the evi­
dence of the prisoner in the witness box
