less crediting is indulged in, and men 
without business training, poor in capital 
and character, aie encouraged to enter 
the ranks of trade, matters will not 
mend.—Monetary limes. ^

the Loyal Orange Associations of Eastern 
and Western Ontario, for an expression 
of the opinion of hie Excellency the 
Governor-General, the Executive Council 
of this. Province was justified by consti­
tutional usage.”

Mr. Merrick dissented from the position 
taken by the Government, that the dis­
allowance of a similar Bill in Prince 
Edward’s Island warranted them in re­
serving the Bill under consideration.—
He could not accept the général measure 
suggested in the Speech. Such an or­
ganization as that of the Orange Associ­
ation required a special Act, and before 
passing such an act we had to enquire 
into the constitution and : principles of 
that body. He attacked the Government 
for not bringing'fofword a measure on 
the marriage license gueetion*.

Dr. Clarke considered that the agita­
tion of this question was unwise, and 
tending to maintain the unseemly strifes 
that prevailed in the^nother. land. . He 
thought there was no need of the Orange 
organization, save as a friendly and 
charitable society; It perpetuated prë-v 
judices that should ha4* B0! exieteqoe .iu 
this country. v.;._

Mr. Meredith made a futile attempt to 
clear Sir John A. Macdonald from blame 
in the matter of the Orange Bills.

Hon. Mr. Crooks discussed all the 
legal aspects of the question. It would 
have been improper, he said, for any 
Minister to do otherwise, considering the 
instructions of Her Majesty,"than to ad­
vise the Lient..Governor to reserve tho 
Bill for Her Majesty’s pleasure. He con­
sidered that Mr. Boultbee shonld have 
framed his amendment so as to censure 
the Ottawa Government for advising the 
Governor General to send back the Bills, 
for there lay the true responsibility. He 
concluded by showing that tne Ontario 
Government bad acted strictly in accord­
ance with constitutional usage, and how 
that, under all the exceptional circum­
stances attending legislation on this 
qnéstioh, thé Dominion Government wére 
bound m duty to 'tdvise the Governor- 
General to allow or dWallow the Bills.

Mr. Gifford spoke against the Govern­
ment for being divided m opinion when 
the Bills were under discussion, and 
made some unseemly remarks on the 
Hon. Mr. Mowat’s position in descending 
from the bench and assuming the reins of 
Government. •

Mr. Sexton shewed that the Govern­
ment were bound to act cautiously with 
measures that seemed in any sense inim­
ical to Imperial policy and Imperial leg­
islation. He considered it-very strange 
that the Opposition shonld bring up this 
question in this form, when the leaders 
of their party ât Ottawa were alone res­
ponsible for the Bills not being made 
law.

Mr. McCall asserted that it was with­
in the jurisdiction of the Ontario Gov­
ernment to advise that these measures 
should become law.‘ He would, in con­
sequence vote for Mr. Boultbee's amend-

Mr. Giles thought that the Orange 
question was finally settled last session, 
and was sorry to see it brought up again.
He thought also that Mr. Clarke’s 're­
marks were strange. He considered 
they were a highly respectable body of 
citizens, and’should have their Act éf 
Incorporation granted.

Mr. Scott reviewed the leading clauses 
in the Address. Amid the laughter of 
the House, he declared his opinion that 
the ballot would aid in, the return of 
more Conservatives. He preferred the 
special Act of Incorporation to thé gen­
eral measure promised hy the Govern-

After recess, Mr. Lauder took the 
floor and opened, his speech with com­
ments on the changes in the Cabinet,, 
having special reference to the Crown 
Lands Department. He represented 
that Mr. Scott had to resign by reason 
of his unwise policy in the administra­
tion of his office.

Dr. Orton’s Addsass.
Dr. .Orton’s address gttninds us of 

the play of Hamlet with the prin 
cipal character left out. He has 
made one most important omission, 
and we refer to it in order that he 
may supply it in time. He treats 
us to some vague generalities about 
the consolidation of the Dominion, 
and the preservation of our oonnec- 

*tion with the mother country. He 
teHs us he wants reciprocity with 
the United States. He denounces 
1he dissolution of Parliament. He 
promises to keep all “ Yankee specu­
lators or politicians from interfering 
in the management of the affairs of 
this country”—a pi omise for which 
the country must be exceedingly 
thankful to the valiant ! '• ‘tor 
though for the life of us we cannot 
bee what he is driving at. He de- 
nounces two or three other things, 
and then like all good Tories at elec­
tion times, lays his hand on his 
heart, arid solemnly affirms that he 
prefers country to party.

But what about the Pacific Rail, 
way Scandal ? . What about the guilt 
of the late Government in making a 
corrupt bargain with Sir Hugh Allan, 
the consideration being that Sir 
Hugh would furnish the needful 
cash to cany the elections <gf 1872 ? 
Dr. Orton dees not say a word on 
this subject,'which during the past 
nine months has engaged more at­
tention, and excited more interest, 
than any public matter which ever 
came up before the people of Canada. 
Our readers will no doubt be sur­
prised ut tlris singular, this unac­
countable omission, and some will 
charitably conclude that the Doctor 

. in his hurry has forgotten all about 
it. No snch thing. He does, in his 
address, refer to the Pacific Railway, 
but in doing so endeavors to make a 
point against the Government in con­
nection with their policy m regard to 
this enterprise. But not a word is 
aaid about the sale of the Pacific 
Railway Charter, about the money 
Sir Hugh Allan paid to John A. Mac­
donald and his colleagues, about, the 
money that was sown broadcast over 
the country in 3872, which was used 
in corrupting whole constituencies, 
in the hope of perpetuating the 
reign of a most corrupt and unprin­
cipled Government. Coward-like 
Dr. Ur ton nimbly skips over the 
whole subject, he evades the mo­
mentous issues which it involves/and 
thinks the free and mdependent 
eleciers of the Centre Riding will 
be so silly and stupid ae to forget all 
about it also. What confidence can 
they have in a man who will thus 
designedly shut his eyes on the 
great question Which has to be de­
cided either for or against the pre­
sent-Government. That question is, 
whether this Government did or did 
not do right in exposing the trickery 
and corruption of their predeces­
sors, in causing their overthrow, and 
in cleansing the moral and political 
atmosphere of as foul a job as ever 
disgraced the character of politicians.

Dr. Orton steers clear of all thti. 
But he cannot evade the respon­
sibility. He is the apologist and de 
fender of John A. Macdonald. He 
was brought out on this occasion at 
his instigation, for his letters were 
hawked through the village of Fergus, 
in which alt the discontented Tories 
at Dr. Orton's election in 1872 were 
entreated to heal then1 differences, 
and unite in supporting his nominee. 
Dr. Orton must either approve or 
condemn the action of the Late Gov­
ernment in this Pacific Scandal. If 
lie approves, then the electors will 
condemn him ; if he condemns, then 
why does he oppose the present 
Government ? Let the electors put 
these questions to him, and demand 
an- answer.

To be Expected.-Of course we never 
expected that the Herald would be 
pleased at the nomination of Mr Mc- 
Kim for the Centre Riding: The 
intelligence .spread consternation 
through the Tery camp.
