From Comox, &c.—Three Murders.— 
The steamer Sir James Douglas came in on 
Saturday night from Comox, Nanaimo, Cow- 
ieban, &c., leaving Comox early same day.

With this plain statement of facts, made 
as briefly as possible, you will not be sur­
prised when I tell you that all the solid, law- 
abiding men on this creek feel mortified, 
humiliated and disgusted at the farce. They 
never have admired the Governor’s exalted 
talents or his wonderful administrative ability. 
They did, however, respect him before ; now 
there is but one feeling for him, and that is 
universal pity and sorrow. Even the more 
sensible of those who triumphed over him 
will never respect him again. It may be 
that this weak, silly farce will not utterly 
destroy his power and influence in the Colony. 
He may be advised below and take active, 
energetic measures to retrieve what he has 
lost. Nothing but the wisest an'd best counsel 
promptly and rigidly enforced will ever do 
this. Unless this is done he (Mr Seymour) 
had better resign with what grace he can 
and leave the country. If it is not done his 
true course would be to skedaddle and let the 
reins of Government fall upon anyone else. 
We canuot have a worse ruler. Tne Cana­
dian Company themselves, who have ruled 
thus far, when they attempted to, wouM be 
far preferable to a poor, weak, vascillating, 
nervous, temporizing man styled a Governor.

This may be strong language, Mr Editor, 
to ose towards our lawful Governor. It is 
really painful for me to use it, but the cir­
cumstances justify it. At this moment, the 
one universal sentiment of this community 
is, that tbe Colony of British Columbia is 
too weak to enforce its laws. Nothing but 
tbe Governor’s course in this matter has 
given rise to this sentiment. You know 
well this is erroneous, and yon know, too, 
that it is ruinous aod disastrous to thighest 
interests of the Colony. Let its eaute be 
removed then, and the sentiment will follow 
the canse.

You may now draw your own conclusion 
as to what good the Governor has done by a 
visit here, and as to whether law or no law 
prevails.

I have just learned that an order was is­
sued in another form this day from the 
Mining Court, Richfield, which was duly 
served on the parties on Grouse Creek, and 
though cited to appear and show cause why 
they should not be proceeded against lor 
contempt of Court, said process was treated 
as all others have been—with contempt— 
the parties stating they would not appear 
lest they should be arrested and put in prison. 
As stated above, readers may draw their own 
conclusions as to how matters are culminat­
ing here. It is clear to every thinking man 
that things are fast approaching a climax in 
Cariboo that will not leave it second in name 
to any mining camp of early days on the 
Pacific coast ; in -fact, a perfect paradise for 
such men who call might right, and unblnsh- 
ingly defy the law. I do not say that such 
a state of things will be allowed to continue, 
for we cannot hut think that there is vitality 
enough left in the Government below (if put 
at once and vigorously forth) to quell this 
spirit ot moblaw. One thing rest assured of, 
unless active measures are taken to sustain 
law and order, you may look out tor a stam­
pede of all that is worth the notice of any 
Government, and that soon too.

The universal opinion is that his Excel­
lency had much better have staid away, as 
bis visit only gave strength to mob rule and 
completed the humiliation ot the officers of 
tbe law.

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No More Cheap Cottons.—Cheap cottons 
will probably never be known again in this 
country. In the days of slavery, the negro 
women of the South constituted fully one- 
half ot the field force, in tbe light labor of 
cotton culture. Even last year they worked 
in tbe field to a considerable extent : bat a 
Southern correspondent writes that this year 
they have almost entirely withdrawn from it. 
They declare that ‘ the white women never 
work out, but are supported by their men, 
that it ought to be so, and that they (the 
blacks) will not submit any more to out door 
work.’ We have no doubt they will adhere 
to this determination. So the cotton plan­
ters must give np all hope of seeing them 
again in the field. The increase of wages in 
the South may, and probably will be in some 
measure compensated for in extending the 
cultivation of cotton to new fields of opera- 
tioo. In California much interest is felt in 
the attempts making there to cultivate this 
great staple on a large scale, and it is be­
lieved a considerable breadth of land will be 
devoted to it this year. The appreciation in 
the price since the prostration of Southern 
industry, and the establishment of cotton 
mills nearer to the seat of consumption of 
manufactures, have created .inducements to 
grow the material not previously existing. 
While this will tend somewhat to cheapen 
the product of cotton, ttfere is little probabil­
ity of ever seeing before-the-war prices 
rent here.—Phil. Ledger.
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ISONMENT ; short, the application of the ordinary prin­
ciple of suretyship, which modern legisla­
tion has borrowed from Roman law, so 
far as that principle is applicable to such 
a transaction.

His first confession re­
lated to the blowiog up ol the premises of a 
firm by which an obnoxious machine had 
been introduced, tie confirmed a previous 
confession which he had made, but which he 
bad subsequently denied. Tne original 
design was to blow np the chimney ol the 
works. That was found impracticable, 
and they were content with a smaller in­
jury. Broadhead first supplied them with 
£2 to get the powder, and subsequently gave 
them each £7. 10s. But this was a cou­
pai ative trifle. Mr Overeud next asked the 
witness whether he remembered when Linley 
was shot 1 This unfortunate man was twice 
shot at, and the second time so seriously 
wounded that, after lingering some months, 
he died.

Ladies screamed and fainted ; many 
people hastened to leave the establishment; 
some with terror-blanohed countenances 
awaited in silence the rèsult; and others 
rushed iiito the ring, vaguely and vainly 
hoping to rescue the adventurous lion tamer 
from the fate which apparently awaited him. 
Meanwhile Mr White coolly awaited the 
issue. He was helpless for the moment, the 
lion, with both fore paws upon his breast, 
holding him down and retaining his shoulder 
within those terrible jaws. The angry 
growls of the ferocious beast were frightful 
and he was evidently determined to make 
the most of his opportunity.

Mr Noyes, one of the proprietors of the 
circus, happening fortuoateiy to be near, »-'< — 
seizing an iron bar dashed the end of- ft 
against the lion’s head with such force that 
the animal was surprised into relaxing his 
hold. In an instant Mr White, bad regained 
hig feet, and bis control over the occupants 
of the cage. With a few well-directed 
blows of his whip he re-asserted his suprem­
acy, and the recently v clorions king of 
beasts was reduced to submission. It would 
naturally be supposed that after such an ex­
perience Mr White would be disposed to 
part company with bis dangerous compan­
ions as soon as possible, but he is not made 
of the kind of material to yield a point. He 
was terribly injured, the teeth of the lion 
having penetrated bis shoulder deeply and 
lacerated the flesh in a shocking manner, 
besides crushing the bones so as to render 
tbe left arm almost useless. Despite his suf­
ferings and the obvious ill-will of tbe lion, 
he proceeded with the performance to the 
end. Luckily the rage of the other lion and 
lionesses had not been excited, and be had 
only one real enemy to fear.

He compelled the savage animals to go 
through with their acts as usual, and con 
eluded by feeding them with a quantity of 
raw beef, handing the meat in pieces to each 
animal in turn.

He shot him with an ‘air-gun.’ He describ­
ed tbe manner in which the outrage had been 
planned and executed. First they supplied 
themselves with two revolvers, and followed 
their victim about from one place to another; 
but when they found there was no chance of 
shooting him with the revolvers—we presume 
without being discovered—Crookes obtained 
an air-gun. They dogged him for five or six 
jveeks, nearly every night but Sunday, and 
at last they observed him in the back 
of a public bouse, when it was just dustr. 
They got into the yard,-from which they bad 
discovered a badk exit. Crookes thought 
there wpre too many other people in the 
room in which Linley was sitting! but the 
witness told him he must shoot Linlev or he 
would doit himself He r. plied—‘ I must 
not attempt. I might miss h>m. He would 
risk it.’ ‘ Well V said the Commissioner.
‘ He shot him’ was tbe answer. The two 
then ran away, and except that they straggl­
ed against a man and a woman in the pass­
age, they seem to have unobserved. These 
details are almost exactly confirmed by the 
other man, Crookes who was immediately 
sent for and examined, and who could not 
have heard the details, though he knew Ilal- 
lam had made a general confession. Crookes 
avowed without hesitation that he fired at 
Linley the fatal shot, and moreover, confessed 
that he was tbe man who had shot him less 
seriously belore.

And now what was the motive, or what 
tie instigation to tbe rautder, for such it 

• Linley, said Crodkes, was doing great 
harm by • filling the trade with lads,’ aud 
either Broadhead suggested to him, or be 
and Hailam to Broadhead, that they should 
shoot Lioley. At all events, Broadhead 
agreed to the proposal. * Broadhead asked 
me,’ said Hailam, ‘ what I would do with 
Linley.

They only interned to 
him, and Crookes aimed at the shoulder, but 
tbe ball glanced upwards,to the head. When 
Linley was dead, Hailam saw Crookes many 
times afterwards, but their talk was unim­
portant. They seem-d to have no leaf that 
either would betray the other, and the facts 
would doubtless never have been known but 
for the pressure of this Commission and the 
promise of indemnity which it conveyed. 
The witness Hailam next confessed to an 
outrage scarcely less murderous, to which he 
bad been expressly hired by the members ol 
another trade. He waa asked to waylay a 
mao named old Sammy Sutcliffe, and was 
promised and paid t£T. He was to make 
him as he could not go to work for a week 
or two, and he struck him several times on 
tbe head'with a life preserver.

Such are the leading items of these aston­
ishing confessions, and the case of Linley 
alone will be sufficient to horrify and amaze 
the public. We have merely directed the 
attention of our readers to the main points ot 
the evidence, but the general tone and burden 
of it will add to tbe impression. Even in the 
act of confession, and notwithstanding the 
excitement of Hailam at the outset, there 
are a coolness and a business-like 
about the witnesses which raveal an incon­
ceivable hardness of nature, 
obviously think no more, in their private or 
social ways of thought, of shooting a fellow 
workman than of shooting a dag.

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Fire Department.—A deputation from 
this body, consisting of Acting Chief, T J 
Barnes ; President, S L Kelly ; Secretary, E

Her Majesty's Reappearance In 
Public.

A number of excellent articles have 
recently appeared in the English 
papers upon the continued absence of 
her Majesty from public life, and we 
learn with much pleasure that her 
Majesty has expressed an intention to 
hold drawing-rooms in person next 
year, and thus restore that natural 
position of the Court towards the 
higher classes of her subjects and to 
the country in general which an event 
that was deplored as a national mis­
fortune has naturally for some years 
left in abeyance. The London Post 
truthfully says that the English 
people are devoted to the Qneen, and 
are fond and proud of the Royal 
family. They delight in seeing them 
taking part in ammsemèfhts' and na­
tional customs. Their attendance at 
any great festivals, or upon special 
occasions when for any purpose of 
utility, or even mere pageantry and 
show, the people delight to come to­
gether, is always looked forward to 
with great interest and gratitude, and 
is a most important element by which 
loyalty and devotion to the Throne is 
deeply fixed in the hearts of the 
people. More than this, they are, and 
always have been, accustomed to see 
much of their Sovereign moving about 
amongst them, and the affection for 
the Queen has been no mere abstract 
feeling of the necessity of the mon­
archical system of government, but a 
real and genuine appreciation of the 
iiigh qualities which she has shown lor 
1er exalted position. The Post thinks 
that the levees should be held at 
Buckingham Palace instead ot at St. 
James' Palace, wbich is altogether too 
email for the purpose. One other 
change is also mentioned as desirable. 
It is purely a male grievance, but it 
is a very general one. We allude to 
the Court dress which all men who 
have not the advantage of wearing 
any of the numerous uniforms which 
are so common now have to put them­
selves in before they can make their 
bow to royalty. A curiously cut coat, 
a waistcoat of gorgeous pattern, and 
of enormous length, a little bag be­
tween the shoulders wherein is the 
sham tail of a wig you do not wear, 
and a sword by your side which is the 
relio of a time when every gentleman 
wore one, civilian or not, altogether 
form a costume which, however cor­
rect in the time ot the Georges, is now 
an anachronism, and in reality a fancy 
dress. It means nothing, aud is not 
becoming. No man can possibly look 
dignified in it, and the necessity ot 
wearing it has driven weak-minded 
and nervous characters into the gor- 
geonsuess of the deputy-lieutenant or 
the semi-military assumption of the 
volunteer. The Spectator laments that 
the Czar has returned to his own do­
minions without visiting England, and 
eays it seems probable that none of 
the greater princes who nave been 
visiting Paris will extend their travels 
to London. They do not like lodging 
at hotels, while their own palaces are 
always thrown open to our royal 
family. It is said that the Sultan is 
coming, and a grand naval review at 
Spithead is' advertised to come off in 
his honor, but we question it his High­
ness, who thinks himself many de­
grees higher than any European king, 
and who is absolute master of forty 
millions of subjects, knows yet that 
he will not be received by Queen Vic­
toria. Non-intervention is becoming 
our policy in courtesies as well as wars. 
The Sunday Gazette remarks that 
people fresh from the gaieties of Paris, 
with emperors aud grand dukes jost­
ling against one at. every corner, say 
that Loudon looks by comparison like 
a city of the dead< “We have no 
Court to do its part in leading society. 
The heir to the throne goes about like 
any private, gentleman ; and there is 
not the slightest reason for blaming 
his Royal Highness because he re­
stricts his public appearances to those 
occasions when he is specially dele­
gated to represent Majesty. W e hope 
it is not disrespectful or improper thus 
to represent wnat exists, aud the feel­
ing of dissatisfaction which it engen­
ders. We also trust that it is not too 
much to expect that London may not 
be condemned perpetually to appear 
in demi-toifette or in complete widow­
hood." *

It is related of 
Gantt tffat, notwithstanding his extreme 
poverty, he has for a long time contributed 
toward the support of a utilité child that three 
years ago was deserted by its mother (an 
abandoned woman who fled with a paramour 
to California), who requested a Mrs Stuart, 
mother-in-law of tbe deceased man, to take 
care of it for a few hours, and never ap­
peared to reclaim it. The dead man’s family 
therefore have claims upon the public that 
will not be overlooked in this their hour of 
distress.

The roll of homicides is being daily added 
to in Idaho tyjd Montana, where the only 
arbiters to which men appeal for the settle 
ment of their disputes are the bowie-knife 
and the revolver. The latest papers 
from these territories contain accounts of 
two of these little affairs, from which we 
copy in order to give the colonial reader 
some idea of the state of society there. 
John Ball and a gambler known as Far- 

Peel, quarreled in a sdloon at 
Helena City, and the lie passed. The 
parties separated for the time, but a few 
days subsequently Bull and a,friend were 
sitting on a table in the Bank Exchange 
when Peel came in, passed them without 
speaking and placed himself at their 
backs, and said to Ball that he had “got 
him where he wanted him,” adding that 
he thought he was a “dirty dog.’’ The 
following conversation is said to have 
ensued—B.,—“Peel, you don’t want to 
talk to me in that way. I won’t stand 
it-” P.—‘‘Jump .ont.” B-—“I haven’t 
got a thing in the world." P.—.“Go and 
‘heel’ yourself, and come back at the 

time slapping *him in the mouth, 
come—sure.’’ P.—“Go, and 

when von come—come a fighting.” Bull 
then went out and armed himself, and 
when coming back to the saloon met Peel 
a few steps from the door with bis 

on his arm. On seeing him, it is 
said, Peel drew his revolver, when Bull 
immediately fired at him, three shots. 
The first shot went through Peel’s heart, 
the second was In the left side of his neck 
and the third entered his left cheek, the 
pistol being held.so close that bis qheek 
was burned. Peel fell at the first fire 
and never fired a shot. Bull is a novice 
at killing men ; but the Montana Post 
gives the particulars of several murders in 
which Peel, who seems to have been a 
blood-thirsty wretch, figured as slayer. 
The second murder occurred at Leesburg, 
in Idaho. A. J. Johnson and P. W. 
McManus, well known citizens, got into a 
dispute about a settlement, which re­
sulted in both parties drawing pistols, bnt 
the interference of friends pat a stop to 
the affair. ‘ Soon after, Mr. Johnson 
passing down the side-walk in front of 
McManus’saloon, when he was assaulted 
by McManus, receiving a blow on the 
head with a double-barreled gun, which 
felled = him to tbe ground, and while ly­
ing insensible from the effects of the 
blow, .McManus deliberately fired the 
contents of both barrels into his body, 
killing him instantly.

peace offering by the Cable people, 
at least to furnish an opportunity for a 
reconciliation of the difference between 
the Press and the Company, to which I 
have before this adverted. Instead of 
healjbg difference, by filling hungry 
stomachs and smoking the pipe of peace 
all around, the war broke out with fresh 
fury. A speech from Field wjjs so ob­
noxious to Jones that he contradicted its 
statements, and Field, forgetting his 
-character as host, gave him the lie. 
Jones subsequently demanded a retraction 
of the offensive word, which Field refused 
to make. Here the matter rested until 
the parties meeting on Broadway, near 
the Western Union Telegraph office, last 
evening, Jones darted forward, and catch­
ing at the most prominent portion of Feld's 
person, which happened to be his nose, 
gave it a violent shake. The best of the 
joke is that Field did not feel the 
vulsion, which is explainable ou the 
grounds of the extreme length of the pro­
minent member attached or Field’s moral 
and mental abtuseness. As the Cable 
manager is very near-sighted he may not 
have seen the assault, which I understand 
he denies having suffered, and being 
absent minded he perhaps was not consci­
ous of the trouble his nose had been 
ning itself into. The Times copies from 
the Evenin'] Gazette the account of the 
affray, adding some remarks in justifica­
tion of the course of its publicatiou. I 
expect to-morrow’s Herald will seize the 
occasion to magnify its enterprise and 
attack the Associated Press, for the 
quarrel grew out of a statement respecting 
the number of words taken by the Asso­
ciated Press daily from the cable, which 
Field insisted was less than one hundred, 
while Jones set the number above 
hundred.

From New Westminster.—Col­
lision-*-Mr Wolienden, of New West­
minster, arrived in a sloop yesterday 
from San J uan, on which island he 
landed from the steamer Fly. The 
Fly left New Westminster at ten 
o’clock on Wednesday night for San 
Juan Island. A short distance below 
the town she met the steamer Alexan­
dra, from Victoria, ascending with 
passengers and freight. A thick fog 
prevailed and neither boat saw the 
other until they were almost together. 
The bell was rung to back both boats, 
which was done ; but a collision took 
place, the Fly receiving sufficient in­
jury to warrant her captain returning 
to New Westminster to repair. The 
Alexandra was uninjured. The Fly 
having repaired damages, sailed again 
at ten o'clock on Thursday rooming- 
She was at English Camp on San Juan 
yesterday, where she was to take in a 
quantity of cattle for Victoria. There 
was no news from Westminster. Mr 
Trutcb had not started for the mines. 
[The Fly arrived at 11 o'clock last 
night with 50 head of stock.]

Death of Professor Faraday— 
The demise of this eminent electrician 
and analytical chemist, at the age of 
seventy-four, is announced by tele­
graph from London. Dr Faraday 
was originally a bookbinder, and was 
essentially a self-taught man. I, was 
owing to bis researches and experi­
ments that late^triumphs in electricity 
and other branches of science have 
been achieved. The new system of 
sewerage of London and the purifica­
tion of the Thames were the result of 
Professor Faraday's inquiries and re­
ports. One of the last of the Profes­
sor's works was an essay on the 
natural limit of the age of man, in 
which he advanced the theory that 
“ by labor, study, moderation and so­
briety" the human life could be pro­
longed to one hundred years.

report.

The Guarantee of Lu:

Thé arrival at this port of the U.S 
steamer Reaaea with cases of perhap 
the most pernicious disease of our day, 
is a matter for grave consideration!
Yellow fever, which takes its familiar 
appellation from the yellow tinge as­
sumed during its course by the 
skin, is a disease running â most 
rapid course and of so extremely 
fatal character that in mortality 
it greatly exceeds even cholera, 
reaching in a bad epidemic as high 
70 per cent. It is also infectious to a 
degree not only as regards individuals 
suffering from the disease, bat their 
clothing and other personal belong* 
ings retaining and conveying the con­
tagion. This disease, propagated by 
contagion and air, multiplies itself by 
passing through the human system, is 
supposed to require for its develop­
ment a mean temperature of 70® , and 

. has hitherto been unknown to the 
north of 48 lat. Wo are told by Hum­
boldt, writing in the end of last cen­
tury, that it was then unknown in 
South America or on the Pacific coast, 
and was confined to the Gulf of 
Mexico and the Wept India Islands ; 
he, however, says if by improvements 
in the art of navigation (steam was 
then unknown) voyages should be so 
shortened that natives of northern 
climates could be rapidly carried into 
ports of South America, that it in all 
probability would also extend there.
Such has since been the case. Rio de 
Janeiro was first visited in 1849, since 
which this disease has existed en« 
demically. Monte Video also, and of 
late years Lima, has suffered. On 
the Atlantic seaboard New York 
and Boston have been visited ; 
while in 1857 Lisbon was deci­
mated, and in 1861 the disease was 
carried to St. Nazaire, in the district 
of Lower Loire in France, by a vessel 
arriving from Cuba, on which occasion 
the sixteen laborers employed in 
clearing the ship, died, as also the 
vitiage medical man who attended 
them. In 1865 great consternation 
was excited in Swansea, England, 
by the appearance of the disease 
which spread on shore, introduced 
from a ship arriving from Havana ; 
thirteen deaths occurring amongst 
those having communication witti 

. the plague-stricken ship. From 
these cases it is clear that too great 
precaution cannot be had recourse to 
even in places out of the regular yel­
low fever zone ; and now, in conse­
quence of yellow fever having been 
frequently introduced into South­
ampton, all vessels arriving with this 
disease are put into quarantine, the 
healthy separated Irom the sick, and 
if on the expiration of a week no case 
amongst the former occurs they are 
allowed to leave, while all inleoted 
clothing is carefully either subjected 
to a disinfecting process or destroyed.
The Resaca, we aie told, was first 
attacked by yellow fever at Panama, 
on the 25th J une, the disease progress* 
ing up to her leaving on the 13th of 
July, having nineteen cases at that 
date on board. On her passage to San 
Francisco she lost sixteen by death and 
had seventy.five cases. On arrival 
there, August 2d, two more deaths oc­
curred, and the ship was ultimately 
put into quarantine. On her passage 
here four new cases showed themselves, 
which are new convalescing. We be­
lieve quarantine was not very strictly 
carried out at San Francisco, as the 
officers were allowed to go on shore, 
the reason given being that' they 
had not suffered from the disease 
Nothing, we think, could have been 
more injudicious, as it is not necessary 
for an individual who communicates 
the disease to be himself under its in­
fluence, inasmuch as it is well known 
that the poison is portable and can be 
conveyed in any porous or retentive 
material, such as clothing or bedding.
We do not wish to be alarmists, as 
the ordinary climatic conditions of 
this coast, so far as our experience 
goes, interpose almost an insuperable 
obstacle to the spread of yellow fever 
in this country ; but such an outbreak 
as that at bwansea, shows how this 

. disease may be carried to coasts 
under the same conditions as ours.
It, therefore, is necessary that meas­
ures should be taken for the defence 
of the community against the intro­
duction and spread of this so much 
dreaded disease, so as to prevent com­
munication with an infected ship, anti 
limit the dispersion of the disease 
on shore.

The brig Rona left New Zealand Jan. 
21st 1867, bound for Savage Island, 
where we arrived in due course on Feb. 
10th. and were most disagreeably 
surprised to find the fine new Missionary 
bark John Williams a total wreck on the 
reef at the Northwest part of the Island; 
the captain, officers and crew together 
with the Missionaries and their wives, 
and native teachers, amounting in all to 
about 80 souls, living upon the hospitality 
of the Rev. Lawes aud native contribu­
tions (the Rev. Lawes by the way is a 
first rate fellow and is resident Missionary 
at Savage Island). The crew having 
belonged to a missionary ship farfcd no 
doubt much better than any other ship's 
company wofild have done under similar 
circumstances. I had intended to return 
direct from Savage Island to New Zea­
land, but owing to the solicitations of 
several of the Missionaries and crew alter­
ed my arrangements entirely to meet the 
wishes so generally expressed, and truly 
sympathizing with them in their unfor­
tunate position, shaped my course for 
Samoa, Navigators Islands, taking with 
me on this occasion the Rev. and Mrs. 
Watson and three of the crew, arriving at 
the port of Apia on Feb. 21st, where wa 
authored for the present at the request of 
H. B. M. Consul" in order that steps might 
immediately be taken with regard to the 
remainder of the castaways. The ex­
ertions of the Consul were truly commen­
dable, and when we come to consider that 
he is the son of that unfortunate Mission­
ary John Williams who was so cruelly 
mqrdered at Erramango by the natives, 
and after whom the John Williams was 
named, no doubt his unceasing labours 
with regard to his kindness towards all 
those concerned will be fully appreciated 
by many a one who is as yet ignorant of 
the fate of this unfortunate vessel and 
whose thoughts may often connect the 
living with the lost. The Consul was 
ably seconded in his good endeavours by 
the valuable advice and kind assistance 
of the Rev. Dr. Turner and Mr. Murray, 
of whom too much praise cannot be 
spoken here—the upshots for whose nego­
tiations was that I was at once chartered, 
conjointly by the Consul and Missionaries, 
to return with all possible speed to 
Savage Island and release from their long 
stay, no«r about 7 weeks, Capt. and Mrs 
Williams, and the Rev. and Mrs. Savill, 
the rest of the crew and native teachers, 
which I accomplished by landing all 
safely at Samoa on the 19th March. 
Was again chartered by the Missionaries 
to complete the voyage intended to be 
taken by the unfortunate Jehu Williams 
and weighed anchor March 28th, shaping 
course for/Tahiti, Society Islands, where 
we duly arrived and landed mission stores 
and goods for the Rev. Morris, stationed 
there, and from' thence proceeded to 
Huahene where we landed Rev. Savill 
and wife with stores, Ac.; from thence to 
Mangoea, Harvey’s Group, with goods, 
Ac., for the Rev. Gill, who took passage 
with us to Aitulaki, the Rev. Boyle’s 
station, where we left goods and some 
native teachers. Mr Boyle also joined 
us to proceed with the Rev. Gill and 
Chalmers to the station of the latter, at 
Avarua, Ravotonga, where we arrived 
and landed missionaries, native teachers 
and goods, on the 19th ay, thus con­
cluding the charter of the London Mis-, 
sionary Society.

Capt. Hayes regrets to add the loss of 
one of his own boats, with two men, off 
Mangaia, during a heavy gale, the vessel 
being driven to sea, and consequently 
unable to render any assistance.

The John Williams was a new vessel, 
297 tons register, built by Hall A Sou, 
Aberdeen ; she was splendidly fitted in 
every respect, and, with good luck, no 
doubt, would have rendered long aud use­
ful service.

speculation, the object proposed being 
to supply the town with good wholesome 
water at the lowest cost paying to the 
shareholders a nominal interest only. As 
an illustration I will give a house now 
paying one foliar per week for miserable 
dirty water, in stinted quantities, whereas 
by the project now submitted an abun­
dant never failing supply of good water 
could be supplied to the same house, 
yielding fair interest on the capital in­
vested, at one dollar per month.

If the above few suggestions, given in 
a crude and hasty manner, should lead 
the citizens of Victoria to entertain them, 
it will be gratifying to me to know that 
I have merely been the instrument in 
bringing an important scbject to their 
notice, which I am convinced every reader 
will endorse as positively necessary for 
the health and prosperity of the town of 
Victoria.

Editor British Colonist :—My at­
tention has been drawn to the great want 
of a wholesome supply of water for the 
town of Victoria, and, daring the last few 
days of more than ordinary hot weather, 
the want of good water has been more 
severely felt, Aside from the great ad­
vantage in a domestic point of view, that 
of a sanitory consideration should not be- 
lost sight of ; for most assuredly the ac­
cumulation of sewage and filth, year after 
year, in the gutters and streets of the 
town, cannot be suffered to continue in an 
aggravated form with impnnity. Fre­
quent warnings have been given by medi­
cal men of the dangers that must neces­
sarily arise from local causes, 
clayey subsoil upon which the town is 
built prevents the absorption of obnoxious 
gases, consequently the surface soil, only 
a few inches deep, contains an element 
that will sooner or later burst upon this 
community with a dire revenge, in the 
shape of cholera and epedimics, for 
neglecting nature’s first principle, self­
protection. The next evil to that of 
disease is a calamity that may fall upon 
us at any time, Fire, and in the event of 
a large fire, where shall we obtain a supply 
of water ? I have been assured by the 
representative of one of the oldest Fire 
Insurance Companies that little doubt can

Why, all 
the world knows that the English Crown 
alone has the privilege of declaring war, and 
tbal it is not customary first to ask Parlia­
ment whether war shall be carried on. On 
the contrary, the existence of war is notified 
to Parliament, which then, as history 
teaches, finds itself as regards its tight of 
granting Supplies mainly guided by patriot­
ism and the sense of what is doe to England.

From this point of view we find the state- 
mentsof the English Ministers intelligible, but 
we cannot possibly regard them as seriously 
intended limitations of an obligation under­
taken according to treaty in the sense hitherto 
universally understood.”

Projkcitlbs and Ammunition. — The 
quantity of shot, shell, emmnnitioo, &c., 
ordered by the War Department for the year 
1867-8 is thus particularized in a Parlia­
mentary paper lately published :-61,400 tin 
cups for Armstrong guns, 488,607 fuzes of 
varions patterns. 33,710 rifle breach-leading 
shells for 7 inch, 12 pounder, 9 ponnder, and 
64 ponnder guns ; 144,500 muzzle loading 
shell, 80,000 of which are for common 64 
pounder gnns ; 2,400 common riveted shells, 
3,586 shrapnel rifled muzzle loaders, 21,150 
Palliser rifled muzzle loaders, of which 16,- 
000 are fur 7-inch guns. Ol shot, 14,800 
ordered for 40 pounder Armstrong guns ; 
35,450 for case rifled breech loaders, 15,000 
ot which are for 20 pounders, and 13,740 lor 
muzzle loaders, 8,150 of which are for 64 
pounders- The total cost for projectiles will 
amount to £243.864, £3.600 of which is 
taken for contract work. The supply of gun­
powder ordered for the manufacturing depart­
ments of the Government amounts to 14,360 
barrels, and from private firms to b,400 bar­
rels, the total cost thereof beiog £76,553.

Statue of Lord Derby—At a recent 
meeting the Liverpool Town Council deter­
mined to place a statue of the Earl ot Derby 
in St. George’s Hall. At a meeting of the
Council the following letter was read :_“ St.
James Square, June 7. Dear Mr Mayor,—1 
have to acknowledge, which I do with the 
liveliest gratitude, your letter ol yesterday, 
enclosing a resolution which the Town Coun­
cil of Liverpool have done me the honrr of 
passing unanimously on Wednesday last. I 
need hardly say how highly I value this dis­
tinguished mark of your approval, and of your 
too fluttering appreciation of such services as 
iu the coarse of a tolerably long life I may 
have been enabled to render to the country 
at large, or to my friends and neighbor at 
Liverpool. Requesting you to return my 
grateful thanks to the Town Council, 1 have 
the honor to be, my dear Mr Mayor, yours 
faithfully, Derby.”

Arrival of an American Man-of-War 
with Yellow Fever Aboard.—The U. S« 
steam gunboat Resaca, 6 guns, from San 
Fraucisco, arrived yesterday afternoon in 
Esquimau harbor en route to Sitka. The 
Resaca bas two cases of yellow fever aboard, 
both cf which are convalescent ; but her 
commander prudently dropped anchor ofl 
Belmont and sent to request the permission 
of Admiral Hastings to coal at this station. 
No boats beiog allowed to board her, we 
ate without a list ol the officers. The Resaca 
was slatiooed at Panama early in the season, 
where the yellow fever attacked the crew 
and carried many of them ofi.

It appears that 
the income is put down at £2.689,083 while 
the expenditure, exclusive of any special 
costs that may be incurred io the continu­
ance ot hostilities with Spain, is calculated 
to amount to £3,105,421. A deficit is thus 
shown of nearly half a million sterling.

From the Northern Coast—By an ar­
rival from the North last evening, 17 days 
from Fort Simpson, we learn that the steamer 
Otter was on the beach there repairing a hole 
in her bottom having ran on a rock near 
Cape Madge. The U.S. steamer Lincoln 
has also been beached to cut down the screw. 
She got a supply of coals Irom the Otter and 
started for Sitka, her destination.

The extraordinary statements of 
Earj Derby and Lord Stanley in 
the House of Commons to the effect 
that England as a party to the guaran­
tee of Luxemburg is not bound to 
assist in case its neutral’ty is threat­
ened except the other Powers that are 
parties to the agreement join her ;— 
and that, should the integrity of the 
Duchy be assailed by one of the Treaty 
Powers, none of the others are bound 
to interfere, have raised a storm of in­
dignation throughout Northern Ger­
many. The German people no doubt 
begin to see that they have been 
“sold”—that they have dismantled 
the fortress of Ratstadt and opened a 
road to France through the Duchy 
into the heart of the Faderland with­
out having gained that protection lor 
which they bargained. But as greatly 
taken by surprise as the Germans 
appear to be at the startling discov­
ery, the Prussian King and his able 
Minister, Bismark, at least must have 
rightly estimated the value of the 
Treaty. Neither the Royal master 
nor his Prime Minister have shown 
much regard for " guarantees them­
selves- wuen they wished to wrest a 
piece of territory from a neighbor, 
and they surely do not now 
expect other Powers to respect 
that for which they have evinced a 
sovereign contempt. The guarantee, 
so far as securing the integrity of the 
Duchy is concerned, amounts to no­
thing, The only country that has 
been advantaged by the Treaty is 
France, and should Louts Napoleon 
effect a Treaty with Austria and the 
South German States, and win back 
Italy as an ally, he would soon turn 
to very good use the broad avenue the 
European Congress has opened for 
him. The semi-official North German 
Gazette publishes the subjoined article 
on the explanations given by Lords 
Derby and Stanley :

“ The declarations made by Lord Stanley 
in the House ot Commons and by Lord Derby 
in the House of Lords as to the bearing of 
the neutrality guarantee with regard to Lux­
emburg and some other countries could not 
fail to arouse a certain amount of attention. 
From the fact that several Powers have taken 
part in the guarantee (collective guarantee) 
Lord Stanley ceJuces a weakening of its effi­
ciency. This is, undoubtedly, a peculiar 
view, as people have hitherto been of opinion 
that the certainty of neutrality was increased 
by the number of the guaranteeing Powers.

To come to a clear understanding upon 
the question raised, however, we must first 
ascertain what does the guarantee ot the 
neutrality of a country in general mean ? 
Now, it cannot be doubted, in the first place, 
that neutrality contains a limitation ol the 
sovereignity concerned with respect to toe 
right ot war, bat that the guarantee of this 
neutrality is nothing else than a defensive 
alliance against all possible attacks. As in 
all these alliances, therefore, the question 
whether the casus Jœderis exists or not is 
decisive as to rhe action developing itself out 
of the guarantee ol neutrality. Setting 
aside here the international question at issue 
whether the casus Jœderis exists, supposing 
the neutralized Slate to have provoked war 
by unjust attacks upon its part, it is yet quite 
indubitable that, except in this case, the 
guarantee can be appealed to upon any viola­
tion.

The Scotch Schools—The Scotch 
are a truly wonderful neople, both for 
their merits and for their demerits 
and their follies. They denounce the 
reading of prayers from a book in 
their churches ; they utterly repudiate 
the use of organs; they convert the 
doorsteps trodden upon by a great 
criminal into much valued relics ; but 
tor all that, they teach several thou­
sand Popish children in their Presby­
terian poor schools and never attempt 
to convert them. There are about 
12,000 little Homan Catholics at some 
school or other in Scotland, the largo 
majority of them being at Presby­
terian schools ; and, wonderful to re­
late, the Catholic Inspector himself 
has declared that he has never known 
any attempt at proseiytism in any of 
the schools in question. This fact is 
as satisfactory as it. is surprising, and 
it ‘may be commended to the serious 
attention of English bishops, archdea­
cons and parochial clergy who attack 
the conscience clause as inflicting so 
grievous a wound upon their own 
hyper-sensitive consciences. If it is 
found practicable to instruct in tho 
mysteries of multiplication a room full 
of small boys or girls, one half of 
whom are taught on Sundays to abhor 
the other halt either as idolaters or 
heretics, there can be little difficulty 
in associating Anglicans, Homan Ca­
tholics and Dissenters for the same 
purpose under the wing of the more 
tolerant and comprehensive English 
Establishment. The truth of the mat­
ter, however, we take to be this—the 
Scotch care more for education than 
we do in England, and like a practical 
people, having once set their mind 
upon a thing, they soon dispose of all 
imaginary difficulties that stand in the 
way of their getting what they wish.

unquestionably be bound to afford military 
assistance as an ally in any ease of attack, 
come it whence it might, Irom one State or 
from several.

Thus io this case the support of at least 
one great Power would be secured to the 
neutralized State.

Now, when Lord Stanley says by 1 collec­
tive guarantee’ is to be understood that ‘ in 
case of neutrality being violated all the 
treaty Powers may be called upon to take 
collective action without any one of them 
alone being bound to intervene,’ he there­
by asserts nothing less than thqt the guar­
antee ot one great Power is of greater 
weight than that ol all the great Powers. 
But the impossibility of Lord Stanley’s theory 
is clear Irom the impossibility of this con­
clusion being logical.

The statement made by Lord Derby qnon 
he same question on tbe 20th inst., inuhe 
House of Lords, is still more extraordinary. 
According to tbe noble Lord’s opinion, if tbe 
neutrality of Luxemburg should ever be as­
sailed by one of tbe Treaty Powers none of 
them would be bound to step forward in its 
defence.

Lord Granville justly asked, in reply to 
this opinion, why Prussia had then made so 
utterly worthless a guarantee a sine qua non 
condition of her participation in the Confer­
ence, and wby Lord Stanley had so long 
hesitated to undertake an obligation which 
apparently contained no meaning whatever.

Earl Russell also considered that in case 
of a breach of the treaty the other European 
Powers were bound to intervene.

Or, are ,we to understand that it has only 
been intended to guarantee the neutrality ol 
Luxemburg against such States as Liohtens 
stein, Greece, or Mexico ?

The more impossible tbe consequences to 
be deduced the rather do we find ourselves 
justified in putting the question what can 
have induced the noble lord to fay down this 
hitherto unheard of theory, in the correctness 
of which be himself can hardly believe Î 
Lord Stanley seems to us in this respect to 
have, above all, exerted himself to represent 
the breach with the non-intervention prin­
ciple, followed for so many years, as being 
as unimportant as possible in order to recon­
cile Parliament, so greatly attached to that 
principle, to the new treaty.

If the public, as his Lord- 
ship claims, have lost “ confidence” in 
the free school system, all we have to 
say is that they have an extraordinary 
way of showing it. In a few days the 
remaining free schools will recom­
mence their good work, and we have 
reason to believe that the number of 
scholars who will attend during the 
next year will exceed even that ol 
last (377.) In concluding his letter the 
Bishop of Columbia expresses his con.

education. And that is the whole 
secret of the opposition offered 
to Free Schools here.

Free Education and its Opponents.
Yesterday in reporting the inter­

view of the educational deputation 
with the Governor, vie stated that the 
“ Episcopal clergy had petitioned 
against the continuance of the free 
system of Education."

The 
clergy did not send a petition to the 
Governor ; but the Bishop of Colum­
bia did address a letter to his Excel­
lency in which his Lordship expressed 
an unfavorable opinion of the free 
system. Feeling that everything affect­
ing tne well-being and preservation 
of our present system of education 
is of interest^ we here give the 
Bishop’s letter in full :

China.
Washington, Aug. 24—The navy de­

partment has received a dispatch detail­
ing late events at Formosa.
Ball writes fqpm Shanghai, 19th, that he 
left Shanghai, June 7th, in the Hartford, 
accompanied by the Wyoming. The 
party which landed consisted of 118 
sailors and marines, armed with muskets 
and rifles, with- four days’ ration. They 
landed off the bay at the southeast end of 
Formosa, at 9:30, nnder Commander 
Belknap, of the Hartford, Lieutenant 
McKenzief second in command. The 
savages were seen assembling on the hills 
two miles distance, armed with muskets. 
They were visible most of the day, and 
displayed courage and stratagem equal to 
American Indians. They kept behind 
cover, frequently leading our men into 
ambush. One detachment pursued them 
out of the sight of the ship until 2 p. m., 
when they halted to rest, and the savages 
crept upon the party, which was 
commanded by McKenzie, who, placing 
himself at the head of the company dar­
ingly led the charge into the ambush and 
fell morjally wounded. He died before 
reaching the ships. Several officers and 
men had already experienced severe sun 
strokes, and being generally exhausted, 
Commander Belknap reluctantly retired, 
executing march under the heat of a sun 
ninety-two degrees. The casualties re­
ported are one killed and fourteen sun- 
struck—four dangerously. No troops 
unaccustomed to bush life ever displayed 
greater spirit, apparently. Sailors are 
not adapted to this kind of warfare 
against the skillful enemy, and it was de­
termined not to land them again, and the 
party returned to Shanghai. The Ad­
miral says the only effectual remedy 
against rbese savages is for the Chinese 
authorities on the island to occupy this 
bay with settlements of their own, pro­
tected by the military, which may be 
effected through our Minister at Pekin.

The mere change 
of commanders cannot alter the law, and 
General Thomas will be as much bound 
by the’ requirement 
Sheridan and cannot embolden the people 
to renewed opposition to the will of the 
loyal masses, believing that they have the 
Executive with them, for they are per­
fectly familiar with his antecedents. The 
President knows he has ndt obstructed the 
faithful execution of any act of Congress. 
He compliments Thomas and Hancock, 
and feels certain to find Sheridan suitable 
for Indian warfare by the display of that 
energy and enterprise which gave him an 
enviable reputation in the late struggle. 
He says, being Commander-in-Chief of the 
Army and Navy, and believing it his duty 
to preserve, protect and defend the Con­
stitution, he has issued an order for the 
change of Commander in the Fifth Dis­
trict, regarding it as absolutely necessary 
for the execution of the law. He tells 
Grant, in conclusion, that he did not, 
from the first, consider Sheridan the most 
suitable man for that command, and time 
has strengthened his conviction on this 
point.

The New Postal treaty with England 

goes into effect October 1st. Newspapers 
and circulars are charged two cents each 
to Great Britain ; newspapers and other 
printed matter, over two ounces, four 
cents for each four ounces; patterns or 
samples of merchandize, eight cents each 
four ounces. Postage must be prepaid ; 
wrappers on printed matter must be open 
At sides and ends ; sample packets are 
not to exceed two feet long and one wide, 
and must not be of intrinsic value, which 
excludes them from mails. All articles of 
saleable nature or having a market value 
are reduced to postage on letters. San 
Francisco is the only office of exchange 
West of the Mississippi.
