The chief matter discussed at the general 
quarterly meeting of the B. C. Board of 
Trade, held yesterday afternoon, was the 
Insolvency law, the defects of whloh were 
enlarged upon by the different speakers, 
with the result that an effort will be made 
to see if some remedy, at least, cannot be 
had by Provincial legislation.

The subject was brought up by Mr. A. B. 
Gray, who moved the following resolution :

“ Whereas, the law in force in the 
province gives the first judgment creditors 
a first claim against the estate of debtors, 
and frequently to the entire exelusion of 
the claims of other creditors, and whereas, 
it is desirable that an equable distribution 
of insolvent estates be made ;

“Therefore, be it resolved:—That this 
board is of the opi 
insolvency of the 
creditor or creditors should rank upon his 
estate equally with other creditors whose 
claims are filed within 30 days from date of 
such prior judgment ; and further,

“ That in all oaaes where such debtor 
shall make an assignment within 30 days of 
•uoh prior judgment, all monies levied upon 
an execution against the property of each 
debtor shall be recoverable from said judg­
ment creditor for the general benefit of the 
debtor’s estate, but the costs incurred in 
obtaining such judgment shall be first paid;

“ That the Boards of Trade at Nanaimo, 
New Weatminster and Vancouver, be asked 
to co-operate with this board in memorializ­
ing the Provincial Government to enact at 
the next session of legislature, a measure to 
give effect to the foregoing.”

In support of his motion, Mr. Gray read 
from the last annual report of the B. C. 
Board of Trade to show that the Council of 
last year had, after going into the question, 
come to the conclusion that some change in 
the law , was necessary, and had therefore 
recommended the Council for the next year 
to take whatever steps might be advisable, 
in order to effect any improvement possible 
within the scope of Provincial legislation. 
He briefly reviewed the difficulties which 
had been encountered in the endeavor to 
obtain a general insolvency law for the 
Dominion, one which would be satisfactory 
to all the Provinced’and place all wholesale 
merchants upon an equitable baaia as re­
gards the division of the estate of an insol­
vent. The Dominion Government had been 
repeatedly urged by the different Boards of 
Trade in the Dominion to afford such Legis­
lation, but so far, for some reason or 
other, had not done so. He

Important International Issue Between Music 
Publishers.

Boston, Oct. 6,—The Oliver Ditson Com­
pany, of thi# city, are defendants in a suit 
brought in the United States Circuit Court, 
by leading publishers in Great Britain to 
test a copyright law on music. The de­
cision in this case will be of extreme inter­
est to music publishers the world over. It 
is the first case brought in any 
country under the new law. The plaint­
iffs are the music publishing 
Novello, Ewer ft Co., of London. The bill 
sets forth that plaintiffs printed in London 
in 1891, several musical compositions in­
cluding “Lead, Kindly Light, ' words by 
Cardinal Newman, a “Song of Judgment,” 
words by Powell Metoafie, M. A., and 
“Love tbe Lord,” words by J. W. Elliott. 
The plaintiffs sent the printed copies 
of these songs, to the librarian of 
Congress with a request that the title and 
music be copyrighted, it not being claimed 
that the words were the subject of copy­
right. Simultaneously with mailing the 
copies to the Librarian the music 
was published for the first time 
in England and the United States. No­
thing having been done in London, a copy­
right waa granted by the Librarian of Con­
gress. After the music was published, the 
Bill alleges that. the defendant, with other 
publishers, published and sold unauthor­
ized editions of the same, set up 
and printed at their own establishments.

Invariably the first effect of a financial 
crisis is a steady demand for gilt-edged in­
vestments.

Some of the United jltates newspapers 
cannot understand how Protestants and 
Catholics, English speaking people and 
French-Canadiane, can live together in this 
Dominion in peace and harmony.

Bnt Canadians have no such fears. They 
are both tolérant and law-abiding. The 
great majority of Canadian Protestants 
never question the right of the inhabitants 
of the Province of Quebec to practise that 
form of religion which their consciences ap­
prove and to apeak the language of 
their forefathers. It is to them a 
matter of course that the French 
language should be spoken in the Legisla­
ture and the law courts of the Province of 
Quebec. They would look upon it as an 
intolerable hardship if the French people 
were compelled to settle their disputes in 
courts t|e language spoken in whioh the 
great majority of them would not under­
stand. We believe that the Protestante of 
Canada would not, if they had the power, 
attempt to curtail in the slightest degree 
the rights and privileges of the people of 
the Province of Quebec with respect to 
either their language or their religion.

My Lord—I have the honor to acquaint 
yon that Her Majesty’s Government have had 
lefore them the report of the Committee of 
the Executive Council of British Columbia on 
the subject of the losses sustained by the seal­
ers through the modus vivendi with the United 
States, which, with a covering minute of your 
Privy Council, accompanied your dispatch No. 
17L of the 30th May.As you are aware from the correspondence 
which has taken place. Her Majesty’s Govern­
ment have ordered an investigation to be made 
as to the losses sustained by British sealers 
owing to the modus vivendi of last season. 
That investigation Is now being made, and on 
the receipt ot the reporhnf the officers appoint­
ed to conduct it, Her Majesty’s Government 
will take steps to satisfy any just claims against 
them on this account.

With regard to the renewal, it will be seen 
from the convention under which it was ar­
ranged, that in the event of the arbitrators de­
ciding against the claims of the United States 
with regard to the seal fishery, the Govern­
ment of the United Statee have undertaken to 
compensate British sealers for abstaining from 
the exercise of their rights during the pendency

During last session of the Dominion Par­
liament the Minister of Justice secured a 
vote in favor of the establishment of a 
criminal lunatic asylum, intended for the 
treatment of lunatics confined in the peni­
tentiaries of the provinces—Kingston, Ont. ;
St. Vincent de Paul, P. Q.; Dorchester,
N. B ; Stoney Mountain, Man.; or New 
Westminster, B. C., the latter, in the event 
of no satisfactory arrangements being made 
with the Government of this province for 
accommodation in the provincial lunatic 
asylum.

The contemplated asylum will no doubt 
be erected, and the object of Mr. MoyIan’s 
present mission is, as already stated, to 
make arrangements as to the disposal of 
present lunatic criminals confined in British 
Columbia.

There was also a vote for the erection of a 
female penitentiary, in which the female 
convicts of the Dominion will be confined.
At present there are bnt 28 female convicts 
in the whole Dominion, and, as Mr. Moylan 
says : “ This is a very creditable showing 
for Canada.”

It will be interesting to see what answer 
the Russian Government will make to Lord 
Roeebqry’s request for an explanation of 
the seizure of Canadian vessels by Russian 
cruisers at pointe an the high teas /from 
thirty to forty miles from the nearest land. 
The narratives supplied by the crews of the 
three sealing vessels to Admiral Hotham, 
and now in the hands of the Imperial auth­
orities, leave plenty of room for explana­
tion. The barbarity and disregard of all in­
ternational obligations, which all the crews 
agree in.attributing to the Russian officials, 
b almost incredible. The men were, ac­
cording to their aeoounte, treated after 
seizure far worse than common malefactors 
would be treated in any civilized commun­
ity.

Some General Information on the Sub­
ject From Well-Known Lo- H 

cal Experts.

In view of the fact that a great many 
people do ^pot quite understand the full 
meaning of the expression “ surface drams,’’ 
it was thought well to get from some well 
known local experts a general explanation 
of the extent, purpose and construction of 
these important adjuncts to the sewerage of 
a city.

V\ ith this desire in mind a Colonist re­
porter asked Mr. Mohnn a few qaestioos, 
and received the following answer :

“A surface drain,” said he, “means a 
drain for the purpose of carrying off storm 
water. In this respect the ordinary street 
gutters would form a part of the surface 
drainage system. As to the depth of the 
drains, that altogether depends on the 
nature of the ground. This may be snch 
that the drains will be near the surface, or 
from 12 to 15 feet below it, but in all cases 
the drains are, of course, completely covered. 
These drains are uanally const ru cted of rubble 
masonry or brick. As a rule they are of 
very large capacity, but here the nature of 
the surface to be drained is such that the 
watercan becollectedanddischarged through 
several outlets and on that account it will 
not be necessary to have the main drains so 
large. Surface drains are never for the pur- 
pose of sewerage and have no house 
nection except perhaps for roof water.

“ I should say that in Victoria this sys­
tem would be divided into three portions, 
—the Work estate making one, the View 
street basin another, and the James Bav 
district the third. These, of course, are alt 
inside the old city limits.

“ As the flow from the gutters is dis­
charged through gully traps into the drain, 
the streets should be kept reasonably clean 
to insure the successful working of the 
system. If this is not done the mud washed 
down by the rain may impede the drains 
and render frequent cleaning necessary. ”

City Engineer Wilmot was also spoken 
to about the matter, and gave the following 
explanation :

“In sewering a city,” said he, “there are 
always two things which must be consid­
ered—the sewerage proper and the storm 
water. In a city like Victoria, where the 
separate system has been adopted, the sew- 
erage is conducted to some point far enough 
away from the city to do no harm. If the 
surface water was conducted along with this 
it would make a very large main sewer ne­
cessary.

“This would not be needed for more than 
a few months in the year and at other times 
the large outlay would be idle capital. On 
the other hand the storm water, which does 
no harm in the harbor, can be taken by the 
shortest route to the sea, instead of

“Joseph L. Murphy, ltcto president of the 
Western Central labor union, has departed 
for parts unknown, being an embezzler, so 
it is claimed, of the union’s lands to th 
tent of about $250. How much more he 
ipay have taken will only be known after 
an expert has looked into his books and 
accounts. Murphy, if guilty—and there 
appears to be very damaging evidence 
against him—is the more to be censured 
from the fàct that $190 of the money which 
he is charged with appropriating to his own 
use was contributed for the relief of the 
widows and orphans of the victims of the 
Roslyn mine disaster of some months ago. 
The balance of the amount was a portion of 
the proceeds, so it it said, of the Labor Day 
celebration.

“ Murphy was last seen in this city a 
week ago Monday night. 8ince his de- 
parture he was heard of at Portland, hpt 
his present whereabouts are unknown. In­
formation has been filed against him and a 
warrant issued for his arrest. Leading 
members of thé Western Central Labor 
Union declare their intention of bunting 
Murphy down and prosecuting him to the 
bitter end. It was stated yesterday that 
the matter of Murphy’s peculetions was 
brought up at Wednesday night’s meeting 
of the Western Central, and as a result 
steps have been taken to cause his arrest.

“ Members of the various labor organi­
zations in thia oity were talking about 
the matter yesterday, and Murphy 
waa roundly and bitterly denounced. 
The $190 waa a part of the 
$400 contributed some weeks ago by the 
Pacific Coast council of trades and labor 
federations—for the benefit of the Roelyn 
sufferers. The sum was placed in Murphy’s 
hands, he being at that time president of 
the Western Central. His instructions 
were to surrender the money to Mr. Toklas, 
the treasurer, but he only delivered ahont 
$200 of the amount. The balance, members 
of the union say, Murphy has probably 
squandered.

“ President Armstrong, of the Western 
Central labor union, 'was seen yesterday re­
lative to the matter. Mr. Armstrong said 
that the Typographical and the Western 
Central labor nnions will uâe every endeavor 
to aid the police in bringing Murphy back 
to justice.

“ Murphy is well known, having been 
identified *with typographical and other 
unions .throughout the country, and his 
arrest is only a question of time. He is 
particularly well known on the Pacific 
coast where he has worked for a number of 
years past.

“In personal appearance he is 
probably 21 years of age, abont five feet 
eight inches tali, of slender build, weighing 
perhaps 135 pounds, has dark heir, blue 
eyes, dark brown moustache and walks 
very.erect. He usually dresses very neatly 
and is rather tidy in his appearance. So far 
as known Murphy is not given much to dissi­
pation. He aspired to political prominence, 
and during the past three or -four months 
had apparently been trimming his sails in 
th^t direction.”

Apology is due 
forthe insult to our flamand indemnity for 
the suffering and loss Iflicted upon men 
whom we are bopnd to protect.

But, even if all details are put 
aside, the broad fact that British vessels 
were seized on the high seas and carried off 
to Petropavlovsk by a Russian officer, who 
avowed that one mile or a thousand from 
Russian coasts is all the same to him, suf­
fices to establish an incontestible claim to 
substantial reparation.

Port Townsend, between the steam (Sillier 
Willamette and the passenger steamer 
Premier, have been fully confirmed. 
Another body was taken from the Premier’s 
forward hold yesterday. It was that of 
William N. Richardson, a contractor, who 
resided at Port Townsend.

It is now positively known that the fol­
lowing are dead : William N. Richardson, 
Port Townsend; John Joeeph Rankin, 
Seattle; Frank C. Wynkoop, Tacoma; and 
Johannes Moe, Tacoma. It is believed 
that there is another dead in the person of 
the unknown man seen to jump overboard 
from the Premier, and not since heard of.

The Willamette arrived here last evening, 
she was released from the Premier on high 
tide, about 5 o’oiook.by the tugs Goliah 
and Tacoma, which had to swing the col­
lier backward and forward to piy her away. 
Several hawsers were parted in the effort, 
so firmly were the vessels wedged together. 
The Willamette is badly damaged, a jagged 
hole 10 feet long and five feet high, a foot 
and a half of which ia below the water line, 
marring her starboard bow about three feet 
from the stem. If it had extended seven 
feet further aft, the bulkhead would have 
been smashed and both vessels sunk. It 
was evidently made by the gnard of the 
Premier. Al»ve the breach there are a 
quantity of heavy splinters driven clear 
through the steel plates, and they i protrude 
like quills upon a porcupine. On the port 
bow, opposite the breach, there ia a small 
hole, made by one of the timbers being 
forced from within. The vessel is badly 
bruised on both sides further aft. She wUl 
be inspected to-day. It is probable that 
some of the cargo forward will be unloaded 
and the breach temporarily repaired, when 
the vessel will proceed to sea.

Captain D. Benson, of the Edith, to 
satisfy the curiosity of his passengers, took 
his boat in close to the grounded wrecks 
yesterday.

At the time of oollieien, the Willamette

It was found that the bulkhead was all 
right and that there was no danger of the 
Premier going down, and the Willamette at 
once towed her to the beach. In doing so 
the collier also got aground and both re­
mained on the beach.

The steamer Goliah heard the distress sig­
nals and at once went to the assistance of 
the vessels, and afterwards took off the pas­
sengers, wounded, dead and the mails, and 
brought all to this city, together with the 
story of the disaster.

Montreal, Oot. 11.—Colonel Nicholas 
Smith, the American consul an Three Rivera, 
is confined to his b#Q with a severe cold, as 
the result of exposure through having had 
the windows of his house broken by indig­
nant citizens because of his sweeping 
damnation of the sanitary condition of that 
town. Col. Smith, in an interview to-day, 
stated that he had made an official report 
of what had taken place to the 
Washington authorities. Mayor Normand, 
of Three Rivers, to-day said that 
policemen were still under orders to par­
ticularly look out for and prevent any 
farther manifestations of violence toward 
the American vice-consul ; but no farther 
trouble, he thought, would occur. The 
French press are mute on the subject, and 
do not offer any denial of Colonel Smith’s 
charges. The English newspapers, how­
ever, all refer to the matter editorially, and 
demand the vice-consul’s recall.

The Witness says : “One sentence in 
Vice-consul Smith’s report upon the sani­
tary condition of Three Rivers is a false­
hood. It gives the spirit of the whole 
document a malicious tenor. He describes 
the cholera as riding at anchor on our 
board. There has never been a ease 
of it in Canadian waters, and on the other 
hand, ,it has had its home, both 
at anchor and on shore in the 
jurisdiction of New York, for weeks.

The dignified proceeding for Three Rivera 
is to meet each statement made by Vice- 
Consul Smith with a direct denial of it. It 
will then be time to ask for his recall, if, 
indeed, there is not, sufficient ground for 
that in his chief utterance, as to cholera on 
our seaboard. That is a slander upon our 
whole Dominion.”

FREE SPEECH IN CANADA.

WILL THE CHOLERA REVIVE i

Will the cholera survive the winter ! is 
a question on which the doctors differ. 
Prof. Shu^leworth, of Toronto, b of opin­
ion that the frost of winter will kill the 
disease. He baees hie judgment on the 
cholera visitations that took place in 
Europe and America between 1832 and 
1837. He tolls the world, in the Pharma­
ceutical Journal, that the propagation of 
the bacillus b rapid at 62 and 64 degrees, 
and that it dies, when the heat is raised to 
140. When the thermometer gets down to 
14 degrees, the bacilli at* 
dead, and his observations lead him to con­
clude that a lower temperature deprives 
them of vitality. According to hiih, therefore, 
Canadians need not fear a reappearance of 
the cholera on tins aide of the Atlantic, un­
less it b again imported from Europe. But 
the Professor seems to think that the disease 
will not survive the winter on the other side 
of the Atlantic, for observation has shown 
that the cold kills the cholera microbe in 
Europe as well as in America.

The London Times b, however, of a dif­
ferent opinion. It says 4hat the reporte 
from the different oitiee of Europe in which 
the cholera appeared during the past sum­
mer show that it b doing what it has 
always done formerly, creeping quietly on­
ward and rowing the automnal seeds in new 
ground, which will burst forth luxuriantly 
with the advent tof summer. It believes 
that the disease b dormant in Russia, Prua- 
aia, the Danubien Provinces, Galieta, Hun­
gary and Austria proper, and that it lingers 
still in the Netherlands, France and Po­
land. It predicts that in the summer of 
’93 it will brpak out in all these con*tries, 
and very likely spread to others, 
people will probably pat more faith in 
what the great London daily saye on thé 
subject than in the theories broached by a 
colonial professor.

It fa, we think, in this matter best to be­
lieve and to act as if the wofet were true. 
There b this to be said about the precau- 
tione against cholera, they are 
even necessary if the cholera should never 
come. There b not a town on this continent 
which will hot be the better of a thbrough 
cleansing. The public health will be better, 
too, if tiie water supply b well looked after 
and all causes of contamination removed. 
There are other diseases besides cholera 
which are fed and fostered by dirt pf all 
kinds; and impure water does harm wher­
ever it b need for domestic purposes. All 
•things considered, the advice “Be pre­
pared for the worn” should be followed by 
the inhabitants of all towns and oitiee on 
the continent.

à Prof. Gold win Smith a few days ago de­
livered a lecture on “Freedom of Speech," in 
the village of Innerkip in North Oxford, 
Ontario. The meeting does not appear to 
have been a large one, but as Mr. Smith’s 
discourse has been printed in full In the 
newspapers the number of those who heard 
It delivered b of little consequence.

Ninety-nine persons ont of every hundred 
in Canada will agree with what Mr. Smith 
said about freedom of speech in the ab­
stract. They believe it to be “a principle 
which fa above all policies, and b the sole 
guarantee for the wisdom of any of them.” 
Bat, valuable as it fa, freedom of speech, as 
everyone knows, has its limitations. AH are 
not at liberty to say everything they think 
in all places and under aU circumstances. 
There are wise and proper exceptions, and 
ft b on one of those exceptions that 
the learned Professor chiefly expatiated at 
Innerkip. 'Mr. Elgin Myers was a 
County Crown Attorney in Ontario. 
He waa of opinion that Canada 
would be more prosperous under the flag of 
the United States than it b under British 
rule. Not content with believing this, Mr. 
Myers did hb best, publicly as well aa pri­
vately, to undermine the allegiance Of Brit­
ish subjects in the County of Oxford and 
elsewhere. Now the question came up, was 
it right in a servant of the Crown to attempt 
to persuade British subjects to become citi­
zens of the United States or to join a move­
ment which has for its object making Canada 
aa integral part of the "Great Republic T 
Mr. Mowat, the Premier of Ontario, thought 
that it was not right in the County Crown 
Attorney to employ hb time and hb talents 
in such a way, and so, after giving him due 
warning, he relieved Mr. Myers of his public 
duties. Thb Professor Smith considers an 
improper use of the power of the Government 
—an attempt on its part to restrict freedom of 
speech. We do not think that there are 
many who will agree with Mr. Smith. H 
the servants of the Crown are not true to 
their aUegiance, who can be expected to be 
loyaL When Mr. Myers was dismissed, 
freedom of speech was not infringed upon 
in the least. He now exercises it without 
restraint in preaching annexation at home 
and abroad.

SHARP AND SUDDEN.

"New Brunswick b now in the throes of a 
-general election. Its Legislature was dis­
solved without any warning, and the 
appeal waa made to the people on an un­
commonly short notice, 
some surprise and a little discontent, but 
the preparations for the elections are going 
on at a rather lively rate.

The Premier, Mr. Blair,. has issued an 
address to the electors of the Province. It 
is quite long, bnt there b very little in it 
that fa 6f much importance. He accounts 
for having dusolved the Assembly while It 
had still a year to live by reminding the 
electors that the bill to aboltoh the Legfa- 
lative Connell having become law, he had 
the alternative of allowing it to go into 
effect at once by 'dissolving the House, or 
prolonging its existence for another year, 
when it would die by the efflux of time. 
He ohose the former alternative, and we do 
not know that any one has a right 
to complain. A Government, when it gives 
effect to a decision of the Legfalature at the 
earliest possible moment, b generally in the 
line of ite duty.

The real reason of the dfarolution, how­
ever, seems to be that the Government was 
composed of incongruous material, and ite 
members were not getting on: very well to­
gether. It was a coalition Government, 
those who composed it acting together in 
looal matters, bnt dividing and wotking 
against each other whenever a Dominion 
•election took place or Dominion matters 
came to be considered. Thb b an anoma­
lous position for the mem by and support­
ers of a local Government to be in, end it 
could hardly be expected that sérions diffi­
culties end disagreements would not now 
■and then arise. It would appear that an 
effort b now being made to get local party 
lines to coincide with Dominion party lines.

Acclimatization of Reindeer In Alaska- 

Other Matters of Interest.

San Francisco, Oct. II.—The revenue 
cutter Rush, which arrived thb morning, 
ten days from Behring Set, brought down 
Dr. Sheldon Jackson, who has been spend- 
in the summer in the revenue cutter Bear, 
along the coast of Siberia, purchasing and 
transporting domesticated reindeer into 
Alaska, as commissioned to do by the In 
terior Department. Dr. Jackson has sue- 
cesatully established a herd of 176 rein­
deer at Port Clarence, near Behring 
Straits. Miner W. Bruce, of Ne­
braska, has been appointed superintendent 
of the reindeer station. The starting 
of thb herd b the commencement of an en 
terprize which, it b claimed, will not only 
save from extinction the Eskimos of Alaska, 
but will assist in populating and civilizing 
that region. A band of sixteen reindeer 
turned loose by Dr. Jackson at Unalaaka In 
1891 put through the last winter in safety, 
and are increasing in number. The cutter 
Bear encountered large masses of ice in 
June and July, breaking her propeller and 
two anchors thereon. Point Barrow was 
reached safely about the middle of August. 
The Ranger b expected to return here in a 
few days, but the Adams and Bear wiU 
main in Behring sea until December 1.

The 
ministers, with one accord, rose and shouted 
a protest against such a charge, and the 
labor agitator waa obliged to retire. Rev. 
Mr. Biles remarked that there was some 
truth in what Hardie had said, and that 
waa what had stung.

AMERICAN NEWS.

New York, Oct. 11.—Senator Sherman 
addressed a large Bepnbliean meeting at 
Cooper Union last night. He declared the 
pemooratio party to be merely a party of 
opposition ; condemned the plank in the 
Democratic platform calling for a repeal of 
the 10 per cent, tax on State banks of issue, 
and extolled the McKinley Bill as the best 
embodiment of the principle of protection 
ever framed. In speaking on the silver 
question, Senator Sherman said to permit a 
free coinage and the isaue of 67 cents’ worth 
of silver stamped as a dollar would be to 
defraud every pensioner of the United 
States, and to lake from every wage earner 
one-third the purchasing power of his 
wages. He said that President Harrison 
would veto any free silver measure, while 
Mr. Cleveland, if elected, would be obliged 
to stand by Ms party’s platform.

Tacoma, Oct. 12.—Every imaginable 
article that the most noble Siwash could in­
vent, manufacture or sigh for seems to have 
been gathered into the collection of Indian 
curios collected by the Washington World’s 
Fab commissioners and exhibited in 
Tacoma at the exposition. The dancing 
skirt worn in their religious ceremonies is 
the thing upon whieh a great amount of 
ingenuity has been expended, and in some 
eases consiste of a deep fringe of deer skin 
twisted with grasses, and each end finished 
with the claw of some animal. Rev. Myron 
Bells and Judge J. 1 G. Swan, are 
scouring the country, and lovers of 
relics and curios have lingered long 
over the collection which is the re­
sult of their efforts. Judge Swan, of Port 
Townsend, has made a collection many 
pieces of which could not be dupUoated. 
They belong to the past, and to the life 
which is well nigh extinct, and they have a 
beauty and a dignity all theb own. Every 
article is worthy of mention, but the terrific 
head dress, the blankets soft and pliable, 
cunningly woven of cedarhark, and trimmed 
with beaver bands, wMch were in common 
use before the advent of the wMte man, are 
very noticeable. A man’s suit of buckskin, 
complete, made to cover the entire body, 
even to the feet, with gloves to match, is 
trimmed elaborately, with blue beads, and 
when arrayed in this, with his hunting knife 
along to his side in a pocket to correspond, 
the ballant brave must have been a sight to 
inspire the liveliest emotion.

San "Quentin, Cal., Got. 12.—An ingeni­
ous attempt to escape from prison was dis­
covered the other day by prison officiais. 
Peter E Hall, who, in 1876, was sentenced 
for life from Tehama county for murder, 
waa detected in an attempt to regain free­
dom. About a month ago he was assigned 
to a cell in the second tier of the cell house. 
The cells are lined with boiler iron, back of 
whieh is a brick wall. Between the cells is 
a ventilator extending up to the roof. ',Hy 
sounding the walls Hall found where thé 
ventilator waa located. He stole a 
hatchet * from the jute mill and 
bored holes through the iron and with im­
provised chisels and files removed a section 
114x144 inches. Then he commenced on 
the brickwork, and had everything ready 
for his escape when the cell inspector, while 
tapping the walls with a hammer, discovered 
fhe work. For this attempt Hall will be 
kept 186 days to solitary confinement. He 
will have to sew a certain number of grain 
bags per day, and for each day he does not 
sew the number required he will have to 
eew three more days in a solitary cell.

Mohawk Lake, N. Y.,*Oot. 11.—To-day 
the tenth annual Indian conference was 
begun here. More than 100 delegates were 
present. An address of welcome was de­
livered by Albert K. Smiley. Rev. Dr. M. 
B. Yates, president of the Amherst College, 
was elected president of the conference, and 
made a short reference to the Indian prob­
lem and the good work done fay this con­
ference.

She has rested at in­
tervals thronghout the day, dosing for an 
hour or so. Mrs. Harrison has perceptibly 
declined since Sunday.

THE PREMIER DISASTER.

Capt. John Irving Thinks the Vessel Not 
Worth Fixing Up.

CANADIAN NEWS.. Seattle, Oot. 12.—Capt John Irving, 
manager of the Canadian Pacific Naviga­
tion Company, and the board of surveyors 
to survey the steamer Premier, retdrned 
yesterday on the City of Kingston from 
Bush Point, where the Premier is lying. 
The surveyors have not yet made a report, 
bnt none of them express, any doubt that 
the vessel can be pumped ouï and taken to 
a dry dock. A further survey was in pro­
gress to-day. Speaking of the disaster, 
Capt. Irving said ;

“ It was an inscrutable accident. As to 
whether all was done that should have 
been done to avoid a collision to a question 
which only a formal inquiry can determine. 
The English rale of navigation to that when 
two vessels are approaching each other head 
on, or nearly so, they should turn to the 
right, wMeh to toe law of the road. But 
there are exceptions to this. As for the 
Premier, I have no idea what will be done 
with her. The board of surveyors map 
order her fixed up, but I don’t want the 
job. She to Wrenched from stem to stern, 
and, in my opinion, not worth fixing np. 
H her plates had not become hooked 
the Willamette she would have sunk where 
she was struck, but. as it was, the Willa­
mette held her np.”

A 
further investigation as to the cause of and 
responsibility for the collision will be held 
in the office of toe local Inspector of Hulls 
and Boilers in the Starr-Boyd Block.

The fact that dipsomania is rare among 
women goes to show that it is not a disease, 
but that it is a condition of body and mind 
brought on by excessive drinking. What is 
commonly called intemperance brings on 
.many other ills besides the uncontrollable, 
or apparently uncontrollable, craving for 
alcoholic stimulants from which women are 
nearly free.

THE TIMES A8 A FINANCIER. Dr.

The organ of the Opposition in this city 
could not hear of the Government making 
a successful financial operation in England 
without making an effort to belittle the 
transaction and to disparage the credit of 
the province. Is not this carrying party 
warfare too far? Our contemporary, how­
ever, does its bad work blunderingly and suc­
ceeds, not in showing that British Columbia 
stock is less valuable than it is represented 
to be by one of the best financial authorities 
in Great Britain, but in demonstrating ita 
complete ignorance of money transactions 
and its utter inability to judge of the 
parative value of stocks and bonds.

In an article on “Stock and Bond Prices,” 
it said: A . ;

There is so great an amount of capital 
waiting for investment opportunities and 
the.demand for gilt-edged securities is so 
keen, that British Columbia stock should be 
found climbing to a higher price than it 
brings. Recently a sale of City of Toronto 
4 per cent, bonds was made at 96, 
while 3) per cent, bonds of the 
same city brought 89. A Toronto paper 
expresses great satisfaction over the fact 
that these 34 per cent, bonds brought 
1 per cent, more than Vancouver’s 
4 per cents., which were marketed 
at 88. Perhaps it would fed, even 
jubilant if it compared the Toronto 
8 1-S per cent, bonds at 89, with British Col­
umbia’s 3 per cent, inscribed stock at 881-S. 
But a more striking instance of, the good 
position of substantial securities in the 
money markets is furnished by Hamilton 
city, which has received from a New York 
syndicate an offer to purchase at par, its 
proposed 32,000,000 of new 30-year de­
bentures bearing 4 per cent, interest.

The Italics are ours. The passage under­
lined shows that in the estimation of the 
Times, 34 per cents, at 89, is a better bargain 
for the borrower than 3 per cents, at 884. 
It is hard to understand how such an 
egregious blunder as this could be made. 
Our contemporary will no doubt be surprised 
to learn that if Toronto had sold its 34 per 
cent, bonds at 103 it would have made no 
better bargain than does British Col­
umbia when it gets for three per 
cents 884. Toronto would indeed have 
cause to be prond if it sold its 34 per cent, 
bonds at 3 above par. If the City of 
Toronto floated its four per cent bends at 
118 it would have done no better than 
British Columbia does in getting 884 
for its three per cent, inscribed stock. 
Perhaps the Times’ financier 
that the offer of the New York syndi­
cate to purchase $2,000,000 Hamilton city 
four per cent, bonds at par was not so very 
generous from the borrower’s point of view 
as he too hastily concluded. Hamilton 
would have to pay considerably more than 
one-half of one per cent, more for the cash 
actually received than will British Columbia. 
It was thought that the City of Victoria 
did well to get 104 for five per cent deben­
tures, but if the Corporation had done as 
well as the Hon. Mr. Turner did in London 
they would have sold their debentures 
for 147. This 
no doubt, look 
a miracle in financing, but it would be no 
better than was done when the British 
Columbia loan, of which our contemporary 
seems to think so little, was floated.

The financier of the Times evidently 
thinks that it is the easiest thing in the 
world to float three per cent, stocks in the 
English money market, but he entirely 
•overlooks that part of the Financial News 
article which points out that very few 

-colonies have succeeded in issuing at so 
low a figure as three per cent., and that 
Australia failed in its attempt to do so a 
year ago.

Four hundred 
years ago this continent, from the Arctic 
circle to Cape Horn, was the abode of tribes 
more or leas barbarous.

It is hard for us in these days to imagine 
what this world would be like without 
America. The influence of this continent is 
now felt in every part of the civilized world, 
and what is done on it influences, to a very 
considerable extent, the governments of the 
whole family of nations.

Since America has been discovered new 
nations have sprung into existence in the 
Western hemisphere. These are offshoots of 
the nations of the Old World, it is true, bnt 
each of them haa a distinctive character, 
and its difference from its mother country 
can be easily discerned. It is unneces­
sary to speak of the changes which civil iza- 
tion has made on this continent since 
it was 
Columbus.
home of the most enterprising citizens 
of the most enterprising nations of the 
world, and it is therefore no wonder that 
the growth of the communities that settled 
in different parts of it has been rapid and 
that the work they have done is truly 
marvellous. The snocesaors of the dis­
coverer* of America have spread over the 
continent until now it is feared by some 
timid souls that there is no room left for 
fresh accessions to its population from over, 
the sea.

Race problems, social problems, and poli­
tical problems, of surpassing interest have 
been worked out and are being worked ont 
on this continent of America. It is here 
that the Anglo-Saxon race has proved itself 
to be the greatest coloniser that the world 
has ever seen. The men of that race and 
the men who have Anglo-Saxon blood in 
their veins have more readily than the men 
ofiany other race adapted ttiSmselves to the 
circumstances of the new country. They 
have, too, shown a capacity for self-govern­
ment that has surprised the whole civilized 
world.

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THE NET RESULT.

The first settlers in the New World were 
perforce obliged to govern themselves.

The official investigation into the oirenm- 
stanoes attending the death of Mrs; Pope 
and child, while attempting to board the 
steamer R. P. Rithet off Village Bay, waa 
continued, yesterday, before Capt. Gaudin.

Iaaao MoMartin, Westminster, who was a 
passenger on board the Rithet at the time 
of the accident, testified that he saw the 
small boat approach, and at the time the 
wheel was stopped it was about 200 or 300 
feet off When the engines were stopped, 
the current was taking the steamer along 
towards Plumper’s Pass. When the small 
boat came i,qp to about ISO yards of the 
steamer the wheel was reversed. The ana­
tion of the wheel and the current swept the 
boat out of sight. He next heard a scream, 
and then noticed a man pop his head above 
water. A passenger threw out a lifebuoy, 
which the man" in the water caught, and 
waa taken on board. The chip’s boat was 
lowered and another man rescued. Witness 
did not see Mrs. Pope or her child.

Jas. Bennet, also a passenger on board 
the Rithet at the time, described the acci­
dent. He said some delay was occasioned 
in launching the ship’s boat owing to the 
fact that Mr. Deacon had been taken aboard 
underneath where the boat was hanging.

“ I saw Mrs. Pope come up,” added the 
witness, “from under the port quarter, 
face downwards, about 70 feet off. She 
did not appear to be conscious. I did not 
see a life buoy thrown to her. The stern 
wheel appeared to have struck the boat 
amidships. I believe that everything was 
done by the master and crew of the steamer 
to avert the accident.”

John A. Murray, another of the passen­
gers on board the Rithet, testified to hav­
ing witnessed the accident. He saw Mr. 
Pope and Mr. Deacon brought aboard. He 
judged that Mr. Pope was between a quar­
ter and half mile from the steamer when 
the ship’s boat reached him. Witness saw 
Mrs. Pope floating in the water, with ap­
parently something under her arm. She 
floated about one hundred yards before 
disappearing. The ship's boat was 
being lowered when he saw Mrs. Pope’s 
body in the water. He considered that 
everything possible wa» done by the crew 
of the Rithet under the circumstances.

Jos. Wilson, another of the passengers, 
described the sea as rough and the wind 
high at the time of the accident. He 
thought that greater 
exercised by those in the small boat in ap­
proaching the steamer.

Mrs, Frances Eliza Herring, also a pas­
senger on the steamer, said the small boat 
was alongside when she looked overboard 
and nodded to her friend Mrs. Pope. The 
small boat then drifted to the wheel of the 
steamer and waa smashed. Witness got bo 
frightened that she could remember nothing 
more as to the occurrence.

’ Misé W ilson gave a similar narrative.
Dalton Deacon deposed that he was row­

ing the boat to which the accident occurred. 
Mr. Pope, Mrs. Pope and her baby were its 
other occupante. He was rowing from Vil­
lage Bay to Enterprise Rock. Mr. Pope 
stood up and hailed the steamer, signalling 
with his handkerchief. The signal was 
answered by the steamer’s whistle.

“He never stopped the engine 
waa close to the boat,” said witness, “and 
then he reversed. I was pulling in the 
direction that the steamer was going—the 
way I always do when I want to board her. 
There was a flood tide and south-east wind 
at the time, which swung the steamer round 
and sucked the boat under the paddle at 
the stern. The Wheel struck the boat near 
the bow, hitting me behind the shoulder. 
I was knocked under water;-and when I 
came up the first time the wheel was still 
going. I struck out to swim and managed 
to catch on to a piece of our broken boat. 
Then a line was thrown"over my shoulder 
from the steamer. I was taken aboard the 
Rithet before her boat was launched.”

When Philip Chalk went out into the 
•timber to ont some wood, yesterday morn­
ing, he little thought of the strange find

between the two bridges and not far from 
the Methodist church, and was about to 
commence work, when he was attracted by 
a strong smell in the vicinity. This was of 

« so peculiar a nature that he resolved to in­
vestigate. Passing into a tangled thicket 
of underbrush and fallen trees, he came 
upon the body, or what had been the body, 
of a man lying in the mud.

A glance showed that the corpse was in 
an advanced stage of decomposition, and 
Philip turned and fled from the. ghastly 
sight. Hastening to the city, he told the 
police of his discovery, and officer Abel was

The official investigation, ordered by the 
Minister of Marine, into the circumstances 
attending the death of Mrs. John Pope and 
her child while attempting to board the 
steamer R. P. Rithet off Village Bay, was 
yesterday commenced before Capt. Gaudin 
in his offices, Customs House. About a 
score of witnesses are to be examined, and 
it is expected that the enquiry will extend 
over a few days. Neither Mr. Pope not the 
C. P. N. Co. were yesterday professionally 
represented, while the evidence was being 
taken, eaoh witness telling hie plain, un­
varnished tale without interruption. The 
evidence was taken down by Capt. Gandin 
and hia clerk, and will be forwarded to 
Ottawa.

Mr. John Pope was the first witness. He 
deposed that on the 25th May last himself, 
his wife, child and Mr. Deacon rowed out 
froth Village Bay to board the C. P. N. 
steamer R. P. Rithet. When the steamer 
appeared they signalled her, and she 
whistled, but did not slow down until the 
boat wag close up. Then the engines 
reversed, and the steamer swung round on 
tap of the boat, drawing her under, and 
drowning Mrs. Pope and child.

" I was /twice under the wheel,” 
tinned the witness; “ when I came up the 
first time I was beat down by the wheel. 
After I came np the second time, I struck 
out, and heard some one say, “ catch on to 
the life preserver,” which 
learned wm thrown by one of the passen- 

Mr. Bennett. A boat was then 
lowered (I thought it took about twenty 
minutes to lower her) and Mr. G. Cowie 
and Mr. Roas helped to pull me into the 
boat. I did not apeak or about to anyone 
on board the steamer previous to the col­
lision ; it happened so quick. I did not 
hear anyone on board the steamer shout to 
us. The wheel of the steamer struck oar 
boat on the side, and I have every reason to 
believe that it struck my wife. The wheel 
revolving gave us no show to save ourselves. 
I had embarked in a small boat from Village 
Bay frequently before this occasion. Mr, 
Deacon baa been pulled on board the steamer 
before I was rescued. The steamer was 
coming down at a very fast rate. It is cus­
tomary to board the steamer in a small boat 
from Village Bay.”

John F. Jagers, master ol the steamer P,. 
P. Rithet, deposed that he left Victoria :,f 
charge of the ship at 7:54 a. ir. on the 25th 
May, bound for New Westminster and way 
ports. He stopped at Sidney Island at 
9:42 for two boats coming alongside'—wind 
S. E., and strong ebb tide. He next saw a 
boat off Portiook point, Prévost Island, 
ing out near Enterprise Reef.

“I took the glasses,” continued the qap- 
tain, “and saw a man standing up in the 
boat, signalling with his hat or handker­
chief. I answered the signal by blowing 
the whistle, slowed down the engines, and 
stopped. I was getting near the boat when 
the steamer lost steering way, and I then 
backed the engines to bring her 
wind. The boat was coming straight to 
the steamer, and I warned them to keep 
hack. The boat was then about 200 feet 
off, and the wind was blowing the steamer 
towards the reef. The man did; 
not heed my warning, but came 
along, although I noticed the lady 
in the boat, motioning him to keep back. 
From the; pilot honee I lost sight of the boat 
for a while, and when the steamer was 
stopped from drifting I stopped the engines 
and enquired of the two men at the gang­
way if the boat was alongside. I at first 
received no answer, bnt afterwards one of 
the men said he could not see her. One of 
the men then told me that he thought the 
boat had gone round the stem, on the other 

~ ' the pitot house, and, look­
ing out, saw a man in the water, (to the 
port quarter, and a life buoy being thrown 
to him. I then ordered a boat to be low­
ered and manned, which was promptly 
done. While lowering the boat Deacon was 

ulled alongside with the heaving line. Mr. 
ope was picked np by the boat, and every 

one was looking about for the lady and 
ehjld, as from the wreckage about it was 
evident that the boat had been smashed.

CLEW’S CIRCULAR.
Important Influence Which the Silver Confer­

ence is Likely to Have Upon the Future.

The following is a summary of Henry 
Hlew’tf A Co.’s financial circular, dated New 
York, October 1, 1892:'

“The general drift of conditions daring 
the second half of the past month has been 
more favorable to Wall street interests, and 
the effect on stocks ha| been " apparent in a 
firmer tone and some advance in prices, and 
in a more cautions attitude and some cover­
ing of “shorts” on the “bear” side. These 
changes, though not of «^'imposing charac­
ter. are of a substantial nature. The vir­
tual stamping out of the cholera, both in 
the harbor and the city, and its compara­
tively rapid abatement in Ea»pe. has had 
a gratifying effect in removing the partial 
paralysis that had seized upon important 
interests.

The cessation for two weeks in the re­
duction of the . surplus reserves of the 
Associated banks has had an assuring effect 
upon the money market. It becomes more 
apparent every year that Chicago and St. 
lirais are attracting the balances of the 
Western banks which accumulate during 
the summer, and have been wont to rest in 
the New York banks. The tendency is 
natural, and is likely to gain force in the 
future; and, whatever disadvantages it may 
have for this city, it will certainly have the 
advantage of tending to make our money 
and investment market more stable than 
formerly during the second half of the year. 
The drain on this city during the last six or 
eight weeks has consisted largely in the ex- 
ports of gold, which have been made en­
tirely at the expense of the banks.

As foreshadowed two weeks ago, the out­
flow of gold to Europe has been checked by 
a natural process. 'The rise in the local 
rate of interest has made New York the 
best market for the employment of the 
large unprofitable idle balances of Europe, 
and the result has been free lending by the 
correspondents of foreign bankers, which 
has checked the rising tendency of rates 
among our banks. The excessive ease of 
money at London and Paris still continues, 
and it seems probable that the European 
markets will keep money comparatively 
easy at New York for some time to oome. 
This tendency must be regarded as account­
ing for the .marked change towards lower 
rates in the foreign exchange market.

London continues to show a restricted in­
terest in American securities. The return 
of onr investments from that quarter has 
oome to a pause, but there is no disposition 
to buy them back. Those who have been 
alarmed by our silver policy seem to have 
parted with all they want to sell, and now, 
no doubt, think all the better of us from the 
fact that we have digested and absorbed 
two hundred millions of them without a 
wince, and with little visible effect upon 
prices. The future attitude of European 
countries towards our securities may be na­
turally expected to be one of waiting for 
the reaalt of the Silver Conference, ana also 
to ascertain the probable drift of our legis­
lation relative to silver coinage. During 
the interval of some months, London may 
venture upon some transient epeenlative 
operations, but it is not likely to be either 
buyer or seller on permanent aooonnt.

Another factor, having in important bear­
ing upon a wide range of stocks, has come 
to the front in the improved prospects of 
the corn crop. The fear that lateness of 
the planting season might throw the matur­
ing of the orop into the period of frost has 
been in a large measure removed. The crop 
is maturing rapidly and well and, taken as 
a whole, may be considered as having reach­
ed a point at which light frost would benefit 
rather than injure it. This is a very grati­
fying assurance to our vast corn Irait, and 
places In a better petition the large railroad 
interests dependent upon this cereal.

We look forward to the early awakening, 
in the financial markets, of increased inter­
est in the International Silver Confer­
ence. Large interests in England and on 
the Continent are becoming deeply 
aroused by the question as profoundly affect­
ing commercial enterprise, while India is 
speaking in tones too earnest to be disre­
garded. It is likely therefore that the dis­
cussions of the conference may develop into 
a severe struggle, in which very radical 
proposals may be forthcoming. We should 
not be surprised if the chief silver-prodncing 
countries, notably the United States, be 
formally asked, as a condition of other

Thoee who hold to the suicide 
idea, work it-xtnt, that coming West to 
better his fortunes, And failing so to do, 
the doctor sought a place where his body 
•would long remain undiscovered, and there 
ended his existence.

The accident theory comes next, and 
finds many friends, who think th>t in all 
likelihood the doctor was enjoying a walk 
and happening upon a squirrel, 
auoh game, jumped the fence and : 
it with his revolver for sport’s sake, trip­
ping upon the fallen limb and accidentally 
shooting himself.

Then there are others who think that a 
deliberate murder • has been committed, 
either a murder for the purpose of robbery 
or one for which a motive has been fur­
nished in some chapter of Dr. Cox’s life, 
which is a sealed volume to Victorians. 
They point to the- fact of the bod 
been found where it could hardly 
len had accident been the cause of death, 
but where it might very probably have been 
put by a person anxious to conceal a das­
tardly crime. It would appear from the 
valise, the skull cap, etc., that the doctor 
was travelling at the time he met his death, 
and that being the ease, the mystery be­
comes even more deep.

Witness was 
at the gangway, and seeing that the boat 
had got foul of the wheel, and that one of 
the party was in the water, threw a heav­
ing Une ont. The man in the water caught 
on to it, and was taken aboard. A boat 
was then lowered from the upper deck, 
and manned by four men. They picked 
up Mr. Pope, and looked round in vain 
for the lady and child. The steamer lay 
around for some time, but saw nothing of 
the missing ones. ^

In reply to _ Capt Gandin, witness said, 
that In his opinion, if proper care had been 
taken by those in the boat they could' have 
kept dear of the steamer’s wheel.

Robert Hunter, another of the crew of 
the Rithet, corroborated the evidence of the 
last witness, adding that the small boat was 
abont fiO yards away when the engines were 
stopped. Those in the small boat did not 
stop pulling until they came right up. They 
were called upon to stop pulling, and had 
they done so the accident would not have 
happened. Capt. Jagers bad warned Mr. 
Pope on previous occasions not to pull so 
dose, and Mr. Pope replied that he was 
able to manage hia own boat. It only took 
about two or three minutes to lower the 
ship’s boat.

Dr. J. W. Conrad Cox, whose body was 
found Tuesday morning in'the woods near 
the Gorge Road Methodist Church with a 
ballet in the skull, may have committed 
suicide, as the Coroner’s jury iound yester­
day, bnt there is a growing suspicion in the 
minds of many who have looked carefully 
into the case that the deceased did not take 
hia own life, and, further, that it was by no 
accident that he came where the body was 
found.

There is no question as to the identifi­
cation. The bod 
Dr. Cox, who 
York or Brooklyn, and who for the past 
few years has been a traveller. The old 
gentleman was undoubtedly eepen 
carried no baggage, lifed quietly 
perately, bad plenty of money,, and had a 
hobby which he talked of on all occasions, 
but he was always cheerful and contented 
so far as is known, and if he took his own 
life, the motive which prompted the deed 
has yet to be discovered.

The coroner, Dr. Haeell, held an inquest 
yesterday afternoon at the City Hall. The 
first witness examined was Dr. A. T. Watt, 
who testified as to the examination of the 
body when it was still lying in the bush, 
and also as to having. made a subse­
quent examination, when he discovered 
a bullet hole in the forehead and the 
ballet embedded in the brain. The witness 
said there was nothing about the wound, 
from a medical point of view, which would 
indicate that it could not have been made 
by the dead man himself.

Philip Chalk and Officer Abel gave evi­
dence as to the discovery of the body. 
Officer Abel identified the articles produced 
as the ones which had been found on de­
ceased, and near the spot where the body 
was found.

The next witness called gave the only 
important information elicited, and threw 
the first light on the subject of the tragedy. 
This was Mr. Francis Atkinson, engineer of 
the Fire Department.

He said that last year he was 
living at 64 Pandora street, and 
that some time during August, 1891, de­
ceased came to his house and rented * room. 
He stayed there until either November or 
December, and .daring that time had many 
talks with witness. He always had plenty 
of money, on occasions taking a handful of 
bills out of his pocket, while he also had 
considerable amounts in gold at times. 
Witness never saw the revolver found on 
the body, bnt had seen both the medical 
college diploma and the pocket medicine 
case.

There was one thing Dr. Cox always 
talked about—that was chicken ranching. 
No matter what subject came up he would 
always change it and apeak of his hobby. 
He told witness he had three farms in New 
Jersey, and that he waa going to buy a 
ranebe somewhere in this province.

A few days before Dr. Cox went away he 
told witness that he was going somewhere 
to look at a farm, which he thought of buy­
ing if it suited him. He did not say 
whether this farm was on the Island or on 
the Mainland, but witness inferred it was 
on the Mainland, as the doctor had said 
something about going away on the boat to 
New Westminster. The deal was to be 
made through some Victoria real estate 
firm, which one witness did not know.

While Dr. Cox was in Victoria he fre­
quently got letters from his sons and daugh­
ters, who lived in Brooklyn, bnt no letters 
came after he went away.- Deceased always 
lived a very correct life, spent his evenings at 
home and never drank. When be went away 
he promised to write to witness if he did 
not come back, but had never done so. 
The doctor did not practise in Victoria, and 
so far as witness knew, did not attempt to 
do any business except ill the way 
tioned, that is as to real estate transactions.

Mr. Atkinson conld not identify the 
watches found on the body, but thought one 
of them, the large one, was worn by de­
ceased. Since the time Dr, Cox went 
away last November or December, witness 
tod heard nothing of him until he read in 
Wednesday’s Colonist of the body having 
been found.
, The jury, after deliberating on the evi- 
osnoe, brought in a verdict of “ suicide 
while temporarily insane. ”

But still there are, as has been stated be" 
fore, not a few who do not agree with the 
jury and the police in accepting “suicide” 
as the cause of death. They have, too, 
arguments to support their contention that 
if a case of suicide it was a strange one, and 

murder, one well planned, well executed 
and’Nqpll concealed. They point to the fact 
that nohnotive for suicide has been at any 
time or in any part of the evidence sug­
gested, while even the revolver, the 
important link in the chain of reasoning 
leading up th the suicide conclusion, pre­
sents a peculiar contradiction. If, Dr." Cox 
shot himielf through the brain, as the find­
ing of the bullet hole and bullet would indi­
cate, the doctors say death must have been 
almost instantaneous. Yet, no empty 
tridge shell is in the revolver in the 
one would expect to find it—the 
rests upon an empty chamber.

The friends of the foul play theory also 
find confirmation for their suspicions in the 
testimony of Engineer Atkinson.

Cox he was going away, was prepared for 
travelling, and was looking for property 
which he proposed to purchase, they assert 
that he must have been killed and robbed, 
his body, with his travelling satchel, cap, 
etc., being taken to and concealed in the 
brush where it was found.

up after sinking. The Grant boys are 
Yankees, and they investigated. They 
found that the bodies of the drowned horses 
had bloated in the commonplace way, and 
in so doing expelled the water, or enough of 
it from the hulk to allow it to float. That 
was all there was to it. j

reports of many others elsewhere, some of 
which were to be raised at an expense of 
$100,000 and upwards, but the bulk of 
which oonld never ffie recovered owing to 
the enormous cost of raising them accord­
ing to all known methods.

The much-talxed-of international yacht 
race was started on Thursday last at 12:40 
p. m., over a course of about 15 miles, with 
ton entries in the first class, ninaln the sec­
ond and two in the third. The Tatter class 
boats were started first, then the second 
class and finally the first, intervals of five 
minutes between each class. The wind was 
light and at times dead calm exasperated 
the yachtsmen, so that at tile expiration oi 
the time limit, five hours, none of the 
yachts had crossed the line, the race being 
accordingly declared off till next day.

Victoria’s representative in the race, the 
“ Petrel,” owned by Mr. A. Scroggs, stood 
an excellent chance of bringing home 
the cup. She took the lead in 
the first olass at the start, and kept increas­
ing it, as well as overhauling a number of 
the second class boats. When time was 
called she was ahead with the first Ameri­
can—the “ American ’’—half a mile astern, 
closely followed by the “Edna M.,” 
“Francel,” and “ Margery." The rest of 
the boats Were scattered all over the course.
. At 6 p.m. the race was over without be­
ing won, the. day growing dark and foggy. 
It was a difficult matter to decide which 
boat got to anchorage first, though the 
“ Margery ” claimed that honor, tugs and 
oars being called into general use in the 
homeward trip.

Friday and Saturday being njonotonousiy, 
calm, the race was finally postponed until 
May 23, to be sailed at this city.

Berlin, Oct. 10.—The differences between 
Count Caprivi and Count Von Eulenberg 
have been finally settled, the Emperor hav­
ing requested Count Von Eulenberg and 
Herr Miguel to comply with the desires of 
the Chancellor. Both immediately obeyed, 
and have given orders to their respective 
press organs to cease attacking the Chan 
oellor. ; This submissive abdication of 
authorities calls to mind the finest episodes 
of the time of Prince Bismarck. A high 
court official explains thin strange meta­
morphosis. “ The Emperor,” he says, 
“ has pledged himself too far in the matter 
of the Army bill.
Caprivi presented it to the Federal Council, 
the Emperor aént him a congratulatory anc 
very complimentary telegram, in whioh he 
called the bill a patriotic act.” In conver­
sation with several noblemen of the court, 
His Majesty said : - ,4I will give up the 
Education bill, but I will never withdraw 
the Military bill.” He said it would be 
suicidal. The risks are very little. The 
Emperor even said on Tuesday evening 
at Potsdam : “ This time I shall go on to 
the bitter end. If necessary we will dis­
solve the reichstag, and if the new majority 
should also be hostile, we will continue dis­
solving until the bill is passed.”

THE PREMIER DISASTER.
Examination of the Willamette and Premier 

Nature of. the Injuries.

Seattle, Got. 11,—Manager C. J, Smith, 
of the Oregon Improvement Company, had 
a survey held On the Willametto yesterday. 
The surveyors were Capt. E. Blondi, of 
Port Townsend, Lloyd’s agent; Capt. F. J.

They found that a hole had 
been tom in her starboard aide 
so large that a team of horses 
could be driven through it. The hole ex­
tends below the water line, and her bulk­
head is the only thing that kept her from 
filling with water and going down.
200 tons of coal is being discharged on a 
scow from the forward part, so aa to throw 
her up by the head and enable the surveyors 
to ascertain the full extent of the damage.

Biondi and Capt W. J. Bryant, 
speotori and Alexander Allan, of the dry- 
dock, proceeded to the Premier, yesterday, 
to hold a survey on that vessel and devise 
means of saving her. Their report will be 
handed in to-day.
