He had
spoken there a short time ago on minor
questions, the interest in WI]J‘Ch had
Jargely cooled down since. There was
one thing, however, on avhich he meant
to speak in season and out of season,
even at the risk of being considered a
crank, and that was the relations of
the ‘Dominion and the provincial gov-
ernments, During fourteen years this
province had paid $400,000 to the Do-
minion government for fishing licenses,
and in other waye British Columbia
had been exploited till, nwvhen the pres-
ent government took office, it was on
the verge of ruin.

Under the caption “The Limit Is Reach-
ed” the Seattle Post-Intelligencer of
Tuesday publishes the following editor-
ial article:

“The disgraceful occurrences of Mon-
day night, when three hold-ups occurred
within twenty minntes and half a dozen
blocks of each othér in the heart of the
city in the early part of the evening; and
were followed by a pitched revolver bat-
tle between detectives, citizens and the
highwaymen, ending.in the escape of the
‘latter, merefy call atfention to the in-
tolerable state of affairs now prevail-
ing in this city. -

‘“For the past year there has been: a
perfect carnival of crimes of violence
against persons and property that must
be laid directly at the door of the po-
lice department.

“Thugs and crooks of every descrip-
tion, who are as familiar by sight to
the detectives and many of the patrol-
men as the totem pole, have been allow-
ed to roam the city openly and at will
without the slightest pretence of visible
means of support, or to loaf away the
daylight hours in resorts whose vile
character is kmown -not only to every.
member of the police force but to lit-
erally thousands of ecitizens.

“Even when the presence in the ecity
of so murderous a criminal as Eldridge,
the escaped.Folsom convict, was report-
el to the police by a man who offered
to lead them to him they scoffed at the
information, and if they had been relied
upon the man who. is now on his way
to California in chains would be loose
upon the streets of Seattle.

“The limit has been reached!

“Tle alacrity with which ecitizens seiz-
ed their weapons and prepared to join
in the fight of Monday hight sufficiently
shows the: spivit ‘to which the people
have been aroused!

‘“Within forty-eight hours the new
chief of police will be in office, He
knows what is expected, or rather what
is sternly demanded of him. {He knows
the thugs and crooks and criminal vaZX-
rants who are infesting the ecity, or he
ean find out in an hour.

“If within forty-eight homrs after he
has the power he has not driven out of
the ecity the majority of the bad men
that can be found and cleaned out thé
dens that have sheltered and supnorted
them, so far as he can do so under the
law, his usefuluess will be at an end,
and there will be little object in his re-
taining office.

“Let there be no mistake! .

“If the police cannot or will not clean
Seattle of mnotorious eriminals. a very
active committee of citizens will take
the matter out of their hands. The
thugs must go.”

Mr. Hyland of Telegraph Creek
Brings News of New Gold-
flelds.”

Situated Many Miles Further
North Than at First
S,upposed.

Last evening. Mr. John Hyland, of
Telegraph creek, arrived on the Charm-
er, via Wraungel and Vancouver, he hav-
ing come out from the creek with a
man named Jim Troxall. They left there
on the moruing of the 25th ult., each
having a sleigh drawn by two dogs. A
start was made at 5 a.”m. on a perfect
sheet of ice on the Stickeen river, and
after a splendid trip they arrived at
Cottonwood island at the mouth of the
river at 1 p. m. on the 27th, having
completed the journey in'two days and
eight hours. This beats the best pre-
vious record for that joufmey by a clear
day, the next record 'being three and
one-half days. Hach man carried on his
sleigh. hjs blankets and provisions, and
when it is considered that camp had
to be made each night, wood cut, grub
cooked, and remembering that the dis-
tance is over 150 miles, some idea of
the quick time made ¢an be gathered,

Twenty-four hours after reaching
Wrangel, Mr. Hyland boarded the City
of Seattle, which vessel made her rec-
ord passage coming from Ketchikan to
Vancouver in thirty-six hours. He ar-
rived at Vaucouver yesterday morning
at 1 o’clock, and as before stated,
came to this city last evening. The
whole trip- was made in six days and a
h%lff which he thinks is a record in it-
self.

Mr. Hyland brings the first authentic
news of the so-called Liard river sirike,
and when seen very willingly gave the
Colonist what particulars he had with
reference to the country in which
the gold has been found. It appears that
the precious metal was fitst discovered
about two years ago by a young man
who has charge of Mr. Hyland’s post
at the junction of the Dease and Liard
rivers. At this point there is also a
Hudson’s Bay post, and the distances
to it are as follows: JFrom Wrangel
to Telegraph creek, 150 miles: Tele-
graph creek overland to Dease lake, 75
miles, across Dease lake 26 miles and
down Dease river 200 miles, altogether
429 miles from Wrange] to Liard river.

Twa.-years ago, as stated, this young

man named Johnny Morrow, a half-breegd
and native of the country, struck this
new ground, which is at the head of a
river called the Nahaani, a branch of
the Liard and flowing into it about 200
miles east of Hyland post. The head-
waters of the Nahaani are about 180
miles to' the northeast of the post- over-
land, and it was after a trip that he
made across country that he reported
the strike. On the ground he panned
some dirt himself and got good colors, in
one pan getting a T5-cent nugget. He
told an Indian, Jim Molloy. of the find,
and got him to ga and verify or other-
wise, the truth of it, and the Indian
went and brought some gold back from
the same place. He made a rough sluice
box, having gained experience from
knocking about in the. Cassiar country.
This sluice box proved quite good
enough for the purpose. and Mr. Hy-
land bought some of the gold, which
was coarse and of:good quality, worth
about $17 per ounce.
Johnny Morrow brought this last
news out to Telegraph creek, and al-
though every endeavor was made to
keep it quiet,; four or five men from Tel-
egraph creek started out to try and lo-
cate the -ground. .

“It cannot be too strongly impressed
on the. general public,” 'said Mr. Hy-
land last eveming, “that the country is
new, unexplored and the actual value
of the ground as a gold producer is ut-
terly unknown, but it being new it. may
be a very valuable find, and time alone
will tell.”

From an examination of the map it

would be reasonable to suppose that
the headwaters of the Nahaani gre
somewhere about the 129th parallel of
longitude, though this is merely gness-
work from the general description of
the course of the Nahaani; East of Hy-
land ppost a branch flows into the Liard,
which has been named the Hyland
river, and it is a trifle east of this
branch where both Johnuy Morrow and
Jim Molloy started on the long over-
land trip.
It will be June or July before abso-
lutely reliable news can be seeured from
the men who went in from Telegraph
creek or from an ex-Hudson employee,
who has also gone in, armed with full
information and representing the origi-
nal locator. It may prove to be an
immensely rich find dnd may prove, the
same as many others of the same na-
ture, ito be of no value, g

Mr. Hyland reports that the winter
has been an exceptionally good one for
the northern country, the snowfall has
been light, not more than three inches;
sleighing on the ice is, therefore, almost
perfect and general trade brisk. A
good summer is expected, the immense
quantity of freight that the local eonmi-
pany, the Rosella Mining and Hydraul-
ic Company, are sending in by the first
steamer, referred to  glready in thesc
columus at length, will ;make business
very lively in the Telegraph creek and
tributary. country.

More About
The Liard Strike

Manager of the Hudson Ba
tompany’s Trading Posts
Gives Particulars,

Gold Has Been Found in Paying
Quantities By Some
In(_llans.

F. Matheson, general manager of the
Hudson Bay Company’s trading posts
in Northern British Columbia, who was
here a short time ago, has conveyed
in a letter to a friend in Seattle some
additiona} particulars of the big strike
of placer gold in the Liard river country
which the Colonist made mention of
quite Tecently, ! )

It . seems that last autumn a Mr. W.
Al MdLeod got considerable coarse gold
from some Indians who had been away
in a far distant hunting ground. Mr.
McLeod was gt one time in charge of
the‘ Hudson Bay Company’s trading post
at Fort Nelson, on fhe Nelson river, but
had lately - been transferred to Flort
Liard, at the junction of the Mackenzie
and Liard rivers. The Indians who
drad. the ‘gold were Some of his old: Nel-
Son country Indians. - They happened
to fiave received some favors at his
hands in former times, which, by the
way, the Indian seldom forgets. In this.
way he got one of them to tell him
where the gold came from.

‘So it happened that last fall MdLeod
left ‘the company’s service and he and
his brother, with one of the Indians,
started out on their quest for the Zold.

.They nvere absent for only a short
time, because the snow was already on
the mountains, but brought out some
very fine samples of coarse godl.

A few weeks ago dir. McLeod went
up the Stickeen river from Wrangel and
engaged an outfit and two or three men.
They expect to start for the diggings as
Soon as the ice gets out of the rivers.

The student.at the Washington uni-
versity to whom Mr. Matheson wrote
is Dr. D. ', MacDonald, a juntor in the
school of mines. When interviewed Dir.
MacDonald said:

“Yes, the strike seems to be genuine
enough. I know the country well, as I
was in the service of the Hudson Bay
Company throughout that part of Brit-
ish Columbia for three years. I made
several trips down the Dease and Liard
rivers in the interests of the company.
There are very few white mien jn the
country. As hunters, boatsmen,: guides,
ete., we found Indians much more sat-
Isfactory, and for that Teason always
employed them rather than white men.

. “There are thousands of miles of ter-
ritory dmained by the Liard river and
its tributaries that have never even been
seen by a. white man. The river on
which the strike is reported is the Na-
hani, a tributary of the Liard and about
200 miles mnortheast of Liard Post,
which is at the jumction of the Dease
and Tiard rivers.”

‘When asked if it is true that the
policy of the Hudson Bay Company is
to prevent white men from going into
the country, Mr., MacDonald said that
the situation is this: “White men went
in and prospected in summer, to which:
no one objected, but in . winter they
sometimes iuvaded the Indians’ hunting
grounds with their traps. This invari-
ably resulted in trouble wvith the In-
dians, who would mnot hesitate to mse
their guns in such cases. Hence the
company did not care to see white
hunters go into that part of the coun-
try. However, prospectors avere mot dis-
couraged from looking for mines if they
did not antagonize the Indians.”

. Wihen questioned as to the most prac-
lieable way to get into the Nahani coun-
try Mr. MacDonald, said the ‘Wrangel
route was much the best. “From Wran-
gel a river steamer goes to Telegnaph
creek.  From there a good pack trail
leads to Dease lake which was put in
last season by the Thibbert Creek Min-
ing Company. “Lumber can be purchas-
ed here and boats built.

When the boat is built and the outfit
loaded in, the exciting part of the voy-
age begins, The waters of Dease riy-
er, down which the voyager goes, ave
very swift and there are three bad rap-
ids. The Liard river is extremely swift
and it is necessary to portage the whole
C During the per-
iod of high water, in July, it is peac-
tically impossible to navigate the river.
I shall never forget my first trip down
these rivers in the summer of 1898. The
scenery is indescribably grand, and the
thunder of the foaming waters mingled
with the excited shouts of my Indian
crew as we shot between the grim and
towering walls of some mouatain ean-
yon filled with rocks and a seething
caldron of white water gave one a taste
of the awild enthusiasm of the cavalry
charge or the stampede' of a bunch of
cattle in a midnight storm.

*Of course it will be necessary to have
miners’ licenses from the government
of the Northwest Territory. These cost
$10. An outfit can usually be purehased
in fDelegraph Creek, where there are two
large general stores belonging to the
‘Hudson Bay Company. (Changes over
the pack trail to Dease lake are 8 cents
Per pound. A few good river boats,
owned by a mining company, were for
sale on Dease lake a year ago at $250
each. They would carry about four tone
of stuff. Since the sawmill was brought
in I should think that a boat with a
capacity of 1,500 pounds could be built
for $75 to $90. Nomne but good river
men should attempt these rivers without
a guide.

“The ice on the Dease river breaks up
the firs¢ week in June. The rivers ¢an
then be mavigated by boats until high
‘water in July, when the canyons on the
Liard becomes impassible until the wa-
ter goes down again, about the first
of August.

“As in all other gold strikes there will
probably 'be thousands of dollars

pthrown away in the purchase of needless

articles of outfit by the uninitiated and
u0 doubt mamy will lose their supplies
and possibly their lives in attempting to
reach theé land of gold without proper
guides. Still if that vast extent of un-
known land is opened up and made to
give up its gobd humamity wilk be the
gainer in epite of the cost.”

In conclusion Mr. McDonald dwelt on
the wild of- eonntry. He said
impart that the happy hours'spent with
nature  and oature’s children in that
glorions mountain home would never be
forgotten by him; “that the gilde!

. THE FISHERIES® COMMISSION-
.ER'S REPORT, .

'We publish today the bulk ‘of the an-
nual report of the Provincial .!j‘isherées_

Commissioner, which was issued ‘yester-

day. At a time when the condition and
mrospects of the salmon fishery are at:
iracting o much’ attention, Mr. Bab-
tock’s statement as to the dangers that
threaten this  important industry
through the neglect of any action on the
other side of the boundary will be read
nwith .interest. His remarks will be
~«closely followed by many of our citizens
who, as the result of the'establishment
of. traps in the vicinity of Vietoria,
hope to see a mew and important can-
nery industry adding to the ecity’s in-
dustrial and commercial activity.
Although he has evidently compressed
his report into the smallest €ompass
that the number and importance of the
details dealt with made possible, the
ICommissioner has given an exhanstive
account of the methods which the De-
partment is pursuing for the preserva-
tion and extension of an ‘industry . in
which such a large amount of capital is
invested and on which thousands' of Deo-
ple are more or_less dependent for a
livelihood. In Mr.. Babeock’s opinion
the gain by artificial Dropagation over
Nature’s methods is so great that by
the aid of more hatcheries. the produc-
tiveness of the fishery may be largely
dncreased. It seems to us that his re-
‘port on. the manner in which any pro-
posals for the preservation of the fish-
~ery have been ignored in the neighbor-
Aing State of Washington, should cauec
ithe Provincial Government to endeay-
or to bring about a better state of
_~things in that respect. f
We think there will be no difference
+of opinion in the Province in regard to
~oue matter—the control of the Fisheries.
While ‘the Dominion and Provincial

Matters then, must have come to a
pretty pass when questions  affecting
Canadian interests are decided, mot at
‘Ottawa, but at Washington, or, per-
chance, at some other point in the
United States, where local interests may
be_prejudicially Jgx'}iiecterd by an insist-
ence on compliance with laws in the
Statute Book of the Dominion of Can-
ada. It is easy to miderstand that a
[ few American Shipowners baving ves-
sels. which have been engaged in the
Yukon trade since the suspension of the
Canadian coasting regulations, or a few
American merchants interested in that
trade, may have been made angry be-
cause the Canadian Government ' had
followed the metirod so thoroughly au-
derstood and follosred at Washington—

protected for the benefit of ‘the people
of that country. Only a few days ago
we referred to the angry articles in the
American press which® the Dominion
Government’s action had ealled’ forth.
But what of that? Are we under any
obligations to grant privileges to aliens
at the expense of our own people? Do
we find our niighbors making - eonces-
sions to us similar to that which for
seven years we have granted them. in
this Ywukon trade? 'To' both questions
an emphatic regzntive must be given.
But ‘American shipowners have again to
record the fact that ‘Canada’s policy,
Canada’s administrative methods, can
be dictated from a foreign country, and
in favor of foreign interests, if a de-
mand is made -and properly supported
by threats of retaliation and vows of
vengeance if the objectionable policy or
the obnoxious regulation be uot aban-
domed and one approved by foreign in-
terests be substituted for it. .And to-
day we are compelled to admit, in view
of the Gowvernment’s sacrifice of Canad-
ian interests in this matter, that that
opinion is fully justified.

.. /This incident should be an objeet les-
 son to us.” It means that a friendly con-
cession, the granting of some excep-
tional privilege, will be taken by those
on whom sueh an advantage may be
conferred, as constituting a claim for
such gavors being made permanent.

MHE JOINT HIGH COMMISSION.

From a reply made in the House of
Commons by Sir Wilfrid Lauvier to a
question from Mr. Borden, it appears
to be nnlikely that the Joint High Com-
mission will meet  again. Certainly,
judging from the Premier’s statement,
it will not do so through any initiative
on the part of Canada. There will be
a general feeling of relief at this an-
nouncement ' for it thas been realized
that the proceedings of the Commission
would more likely prove to be an in-
jury than' a benefit to Canadian inter-
ests.  According to Sir Wilfrid, matters
dare in the same position today that
they were when the Commission ad-
journed in February, 1899. What trans-
pired during the sittings of the Com-
mission caused most people to believe
that if apy agreement were reached on
any of the mattérs under ‘consideration,
it would prove, ¢o +be to-the disadvant-
age of the people of the Dominion. Mhe
Bebring Sea sealing question, the bound-
ing. issue, the Atlantic fisheries matter,
and the trade and tariff problems were
all thrown together, and it was mnot
difficult to see which country would
reap the advantage when one matter
came to be set against another in the
way of a bargain.: Indeed, it was re-
garded at the time as fortunate that
nothing came of the first protracted ses-
siom, since if the reports that were in
circulation were well founded, the Do-
minion Government was ready to make
extraordinary’ concessions. Aithoush the
Government has reason to feel that it
has suffered a humiliation by its com-
Dlete failure to gain one single thing
of those for which it contended. it may
solace itself with the thought that the
country has been saved from the loss it
would have sustained by making <on-
cessions for which the course of events
in the interval has shown there was no
necessity or reason as far as Canadian
interests were concerned. The ahortive
result of the ‘Commission has shown how
little justification there was for the at-
tacks made by the Liberal Opposition
on the Couservative Government be-
cause it did mot send deputations to
Washington. - We are inclined to think
that after the ignominious failure of the
Joint High Commission to achieve any-
thing, we shall- hear mo more about
“looktng to Washington.” There . is,
however, one circumstance that strikes
us as rather eingular in regard to Sir
Wilfrid Leurier’s statement as to the
abandonment, so far as Canada is con-
cerned, of any further megotiations.
That is the faet that last year Mr.
Fielding, in his Budget Speech; gave as
a reason for not taking up the gquestion
of Tariff vevision, that there was a
probability of the Commissioni Teassem-
bling and negotiations being opened: for
reciprocity  arrangements with  the
United States. - :

8Sir,—I have the honor to report that
during 'the past spring and summer }
was engaged. in consfruchiig the salm-
on hatchery at Seton lake, for which
moneys were appropriated in June, 1902,
and that during the fall 1 ¢arefully in-
spected the greater part of the spawn-
ing grounds of the XKraser river and
fts tributaries, visiting all the sections
where observations were made in 1901
and 1902," with the exception of the
Quesnel lake district. Owisghto being
engaged at the Seton lake hatchery

able to visit the fisheries at Rivers in-
let, tne Skeena and other less import-
ant. portiern points during the salmon
Tun thig year. "Consequenthy; the ob-
servations contained in this report are
confined to the salmon of the KFraser
river. During the last epring and
summer I condueted a field investiga-
tion of the life of the young sockeye in
fresly water. The amount of informa-
tion - obtained; ‘and the deductiens ‘made
therefrom, will be found in the con-
cluding pages of this report. .

It is well known that the run of salm- |
on in the I'raser river -during = the
past. season wias the poorest in  many
years, The scarcity was largely con-
fined to the sockeye (0. nerka) variety,
though all varieties showed a marked
decline. . As the sockeye is the ‘great
‘commercial salmon of the [Fraser, its
failare to Tun as abundantly as usual
entailed a great loss upon both the
fishermen and canners. But what is of
far greater importance to the govern-
ment, the fishermen and the ecanners
than the remarkable decrease in- the
catch, is the faet that the number of
isockeye  which "reached the  spawning
grounds of thie Fraser this year was so
small as 1o seriou$ly threaten the de-
struction of tnis great industry. For I
can positively state, from personal eb-
servations, tha:z the run of sockeye to
the Fraser watershed above the great
cauyon (which includes the Quesnel,
Shuswap and Seton-Anderson lakes
sections) was a failure, and that virtu-
ally no spawn to produce a future run
was deposited there this year, though,
combined, these lake regions constitute
what ds believed to be 75 cent, -of
the natural spawning gretinds of - the
sockeye of the entire ¥'raser river
1ters] ... This statement, which may

SOonably ' Glarm ™ thoSe interested, is
made after a most careful inspection of
the spawning grounds during the past
three seasons. y

I believe that the decrease in the run
and the absence of fish upon the spawn-
ing grounds this year is attributable to
excessive fishing. . An investigation of
the conctious existing on the fishing
grounds for the past five years amply
demonstrates: that to be the cause. And
the small cateh and the empty spawn-
ing beds of the ¥'Vaser, this year and
last, prove if,

In my report last year I had oceasion
to review in detail the conditions ex-
isting upon the fishing and epawning
grounds of the Fraser, in which 1
sought to ‘trace the movements of the
sockeye from the sea to the Tiver, and
attempted to show that too great
a proportion of the sockeye was being
captured in the poor years, that an in-
sufficient number reached the spawning
grounds, and that there wgs urgent
needs of giving greater protection to the
fish. In that review I sought to show,
as others have done, that the greatest
movement of the sockeye seeking en-
trance to the Fraser passed through the
American channels of Puget sound, and
called attention te the fact that there
were no limitations, either' of time or
method, placed wupon .the capture = of
sockeye in thcse waters, and that in
consequence all, or -most all, the fish
which attempted to pass through those
channels were captured by trap, purse
or drag nets. It was also shown that
in our waters, though fishing was pro-
hibited until July 1st ‘and that a week-
ly 86-hour closed seasom was ‘enforced,
and that the fishing was cobfined to the
use of gill nets, there was an excesslve
number of such nets being used.

My observations during the past sea-
son confirm these .predictions.. Sinee
that time there has been no improve-
ment in these conditions eXisting mpon
the fishing grounds. They remain in
the same deplorable state. There is no
occasion for surprise that no greater
restrictions have been placed mpon our
fishermen in view of the faet that the
whole burden “of proteetion , already
falls uwpon them, while the Americans
continue to take every fish possible
during the entire time they are in their
waters. If the’decline in this fishery is
due to excessive fishing, as 1 have al-
ready asssrted, the censure for it rests
priucipally, if not ‘wholly, at the. door
of the state of Washington, as the un-
bridled fishing conducted in her waters
ig. indefensible and . unjustifiable, and,
if continued, will wipe out ' the ealmon
fishéry_of thre Fraser. We are told by
some Washington officials that the de-
crease ili th'e'ran of salmon is oceasion-
ed by the failure to'provide adeguate
hatcheries; that only by their’ establish-
ament -‘edn ‘the Tun be -maintained, and
it is even proposed that the people in-
terested in the fishing industry in the
state of Washington will, if permifted,
construct and operate extensive hatch-
eries on the Hraser. It may be that the
great capuing interests of Washington
believe this, and are the authors of this
movement, and would willingly eontri-
bute towards the builfing and mainten-
apce of extensive hatcheries. = They
would certainly be justified in .<doing so,
but until -they secure the passage of
suitable protective legislation governing
their own fishing methods, there swould
seem to Le a lack of sincerity in their
suggestion tliat is apparent to any one

existing there, und which so seriously
threaten ‘their own interests and ours,
No hatchery system, however extensive,
can be vevised that will maintain the
ran of sockeye in the Iraser from eggs
obtained from its waters, unless the
fishing is so reguiated as to permit the
free passage of a sufficient number of
fish to reach the spawning - grounds
eaca year.

Big Game !
Hunting In B. C.

Telegraph Treek an Ideal Spot
to Outfit for Good
Shooting.

Moose, Cariboo, Big Horn And
Grizzly Bear lu Abupd
ance, -

. It has been sdid by some that the
days for big game hunting in British Co-
lumbia are over. This is entirely er-
roneous, and ‘Mr. John Hyland of Tele-
graph creek, who is at preseut visiting
the city, gave the Colonist yesterday
a few faects respecting big gathe in the
vicinity of his home which are worth
makiug . public.. He says 'that within
sixty miles of Telegraph creek big game
abounds, and that he_keeps a staff of
experienced guides ready for‘service at
all times. hese men are. thoroughly
conversant with the country in every
direction, can pack, cook, make camp,
find the game and when shot, skin and
cure the hides. They also thoroughly
understand getting the heads, claws,
etc., ready for transportation to the tax-
idermist and to a man with means, a
big game hunt can be made very sim-
ple and certain of results.

The game laws: of British Columbia
prohibit a non-resident of the province
from shooting big game unless a license,
which costs $50 is first obtdined from
the provineial government. This Jicense
entitles the holder to shoot and preserve
double the number of moose, cariboo
and big horn -as the ordinary resident,
who can shoot without a license, is al-
lowed to.

Telegraph creek ' is . accessible -both
winter and summer. - In ‘summer the
Hudson’s Bay Company operate a river
steamer o the Btickeesy from Wrangel,"
and when the river is trozen dog teams
and sleighs are used. Mr, Hyland’s last

ported in last Friday's issue shows how
quickly the trip can be made with good
material.

The season for moose, cariboo and big
horn starts in September and heads are
good until about the 1st of January,
when the males lose their horns and
the heads consequently are wortliless as
trophies of the chase. Moose are found
in abundance towards Dease lake, a dis-
tance from Telegraph creek of about
sixty miles,

There are excellent ‘trails everywhere
and pack horses can be taken and the
hunters .can ride. The guides kuow:
exactly where the game can be found
and hunting in this country is a matter
of pure and unalloyed pleasure. Cari-
bou are found in much the same local-
ity as the moose,. only higher' up -the
mountains. Big horn ecan- be obtained
mnearer and are in abundance within
thirty miles of Telegraph creek.

Grizzly bear are very numerous on the !
Btickeen river and ~at Shesley lake, |
north of Telegraph - creek. : All other
species of bear abound and magnificent
sport is obtainable all the year round.
The ‘sking are good from September to
May and it is an easy matter for a
good shot to obtain specimens of brown
and cinnamon bear, while persons who
do not mind taking a chance at a griz-
zly can always get ount if so minded.

“There is no better fishing in the
world,” said Mr. Hyland. “Trout
abound in the rivers and the lakes are
full of good edible fish. In the spring
and fall geese and ducks are on the
rivers and marshes in immense quanti-
‘ties and the pot.can be always stocked
with such lainties. There are also
ptarmigan, blue, ruffled and Frankiin
grouse in abundance. The ducks and
geese can be knocked over 'with sticks
in moulting time and the Franklin
grouse, or, as it is called in the up-
country, the fool hen, can be killed with
a stone or stick at any time. Of course,
this is not sport. but the larder has to
be kept going when a party of guides
and bunters are on the trail and these
delicacies help. very materially. The
Indians, who are usually sent as guides,
can make a most appetizing dish out of
porcupine, They skin and . clean the
animal and roast it over a big fire sus-
pended from a-pole, keeping it spinning
all* the time it is - cooking.. They also
make most excellent soup out of the
flesh.” E

Call. - Almost without exception the
epeculators are playing the ship to ar-
rive, and the amount ‘risked promises
to be a record-breaker in local specula-
tion on everdue ships, In spite of the
reports received from the North, as be-
fore reported, many shipping men re-
fuse to believe that the ship met with
serious , disaster on the .northern. coast,
and they are willing to take chances on
her arrival at Queenstown. The rate of
remnsurance was dropped yesterday from
90 per cent to 85 per cent..

THE JEFFERSON

A Picturesque Launching Was Expected
at Tacoma Yesterday Evening.

The Tacoma correspondent of the

‘Seattle Post-Intelligencer sent the fol-
lowing yesterday about the launching
of the steamer Jefferson :
. Mhe mew steamboat Jeffersom, belong-
ing to the Alaska Steamship Company,
will be Jaunched from the Puyallup river
shipyanrds at 6:15 p. m., or extreme high
tide, Saturday. Much preparation has
ibeen made for the event, and ‘it will ve
one of the most picturesque launchings
ever scen in Tacoma.

The Dolphin will bring Miss Francel
Hastiugs, of Port Townsend, who is one
of the society leaders of that place, and
i3 a daughter of a well-known shipping
man, and who will christen the - Jeffer-
son.

The members of the Chamber of Com-
merce will gather at the doek and greet
the members of the Port Townsend
‘Chamber of Commerce and the officials
of that ecity, who may come on the
Dolphin. The visjtors will: be escorted
about-the dt{ and entertained, until the
time for the launching arrives,

Several of the bands of the city will
also be in attendance, and it is probable
that, uniting with the band that will
accompany the Dolphin and the hun-
dreds of invited guests and spectators,
a parade will march from the city
across the Eleventh street bridge and
over the mud flats to the shipyards to
view the launching. The Dolphin is due
to arrive here at 4 p.m.

The Jefferson is one of the most beau-~
tiful ships ever -turned out in Macoma.
She was constructed by E. W. Heath.
The contraet for the building of the
vessel was let last fall, and the keel
was laid October 8. She will be ready
for her machinery when she touches the
water of the Sound tomorrow evening,
and June 1 she will be twrned over com-
plete,

The main idea in the construction of
the vessél has been strength, carrying
capacity and comfort for the passengers.
(She is built to accommodate about 250
passengers and will easily carry 1,000-
tons of freight. She is 225 feet long,
thirty-eight feet broad, with a twenty-
eight-foot molded depth and seventeen
feet depth of hold. Her gross tonnage
is 1,400 tons. 5

(Her engines will be furnished by the
Heffernan ‘Works, will be triple expan-
sion, 1,500 horse power. Scotch marine
boilers, tested to 180 pounds, will fur-
nish the steam. Eight hundred thousand
feet of lumber, 125 tons of bar ironm,
bolts and spikes and 18,000 Eastern
locust trenails have been used in her
construction,  When entirely completed
the steamer will have cost about $200,-
000, and possibly a little more.

A telegram sent yester-
day to Redondo for the purpose of verl
fving the reported sighting..of the ship,
brought a confirmation of. ‘the report
from <Captain Hansen, who said that he
could not. possibly havé: been mistaken
in his identification of the Lamorna.

Captain Hansen’s, report caused more
excitement in reinsurance circles than
has been observed for many months.
Though the rate on the Lamorna had
been as high as'90 per cent following the
reported discovery of wreckage from the
shin on Vancouver Island,  and was
standing at 80 per cent yesterday morn-
ing, M. A, Newell & Co., immedlately
ceased selling reinsurance on the vessel,
and wired the fresh mnews to Lloyd's.
Many men who wished to speculate on
the ship were turned away. This mom-
ing, it is expected, a response to Newell
& Co.’s telegram will be recelved from
London, authorizing a much lower rate
for reinsurance. Speculators who inm.
vested at 80 per cent are already sure of
having made money, for they will he able
to sell ont at the low rate expected to be
posted.

‘The sighting of the vessel by Captain
Hansen of the W, H. 'Smith on March Tth,
385 miles to the southward of Vancouver
Island would, however, make it appear
that she could not have been Blown sc
far northward.

- On leav-
ing Winnipeg thé train on which Mr.
(Little traveled got a distance of fifteen-
uiles west when it stuck fast in a big
snow bank and remained there twenty-
feight hours. As to their further experi-
iences at this point, Mr. Little hands
‘the Colonist a copy of the Portage La
[Prairie Graphic of Saturday, March
26th, which contains the following ac-
count of the travelers’ troubles: -

“Thursday’s No. 1 left Rosser last
night at 9 o'clock and reached here at
£ a. m. The trajin was crowded, most-
Iy with immigrants, A representative
of this paper interviewed some of ‘the
jpassengers and they said that while at
'Rosser the cars were kept warm and
tthat the -passengers did not suffer any
igreat inconvenience. The majority had
ifood 'with them and the farmers around
IRosser used them well and gave them
jplenty to eat after the. storm had
iclear=< up. :

“The train stayed here about twenty
minutes and pulled out about fifteen
minutes after a plow whieh “was going
hefore clearing the road. All went well
till they came to within four miles of
MacGregor when a big wreck took
‘place. 'The snow plow was makm;f fair
progress through the drifts and the
snow ‘was flying up all around it and
shutting out the rear lights so that the
eugineer on the passenger train was
unable to see the plow and thmkmg. it
iwas far in advance crashed into it with
igreat force, smashing to kindling wood
‘the caboose on the rear of the plow.

(The Century for April.)

The - passenger over the trans-S*berian
route may travel either by the Raussian
government-express or by the train of the
Internationa! Sleeping Car Company. The
iatter is a private corporation maintaining
a service on the Continent and 'across Si-
beria and Manchurla, with terminals at
‘Dalny, Viadivostock and even Pekin, which
in its’ general excellence, can be compared
only with the best American trains. The
traveler in Europe finds that the first class
service on most traing means a small
car on four or six wheels, with compart-
ments resembling very closely the stage
coach of our grandfathers.. To be cou-
fined in such close quarters for a long dis-
tance would be almost unbearable. The
ordinary type of the American Pullman
would . likewise become wearisome after
Some days. One tires of continued pack-
ing and unpacking, of undressing in a sit-
Ling posture on one's bed, or standing in
the alsle wrapped about with the curtain,
in 'a space not much moreg, commodious
than that afforded by a straightjacket.

The service -at present consists of six
classes of trains.

(From ‘Wednesday’s Daily.)

Yesterday argument was heard by ‘he

on. Mr. Justice Irving in’ the Supreme
court the case of Davies-Sayward
Timber Company vs. Buchanan et al. In
the morning E. P, Davis, K. C. ad-
dressed His Lordship on behalf.of the
defendants and B. V. Bodwell, KEC
began his argument, during which the
adjourpment for lunch was taken.

Afterduneh Mr, Bodwell continued his
argument and after the couclusion His
Lordship gave judgment.

He began_ by referring to the topo-
graphical outlines ‘of the country drained
by the Goat and Kootenay rivers, He
thenw took up the discussion ‘about the
various mouths of Goat river and said
he thought that either one of the two
moyths  ingide of - the two , extreme
mouths might well be called the mouth
of Goat river. In earlg days there
was a landing at one of these called
Goat river and afterwards another fur-
ther south called Goat river landing.

‘The plaintiffs on 10th March, 1892,

obtained from the provincial government
a timber lease, which had been ecriti-
cised. 'This leasé was for twenty-one
years aund he considered it a good lease.
Just before they got the lease .and long
after they had made the application the
act of 1892 was passed. He did not
think that the change of law ‘changed
the status of the lease, 1
thought came under the act of 1888, in
which it is stated that a pre-emptor
could not cut timber for sale frém any
land spyg-empted.
-_‘Subsequently the .three defendants,
Dow, ittle  aud . Arrowsmith, about
1897 and 1898, secured the Crown
grants. - Their pre-emptions took u% a
great deal of the leased property. 'The
department was not aware that this
property had been previously leased un-
til some time after the Crown grants
were issued. The three defendants were
then warued by the department. not to
cut. the timber. on account of the lease,
It is claimed that for the ignorance of
the.department the plaintiffs are réspon-
sible,

His Lordship then went into the mat-
ter of the surveyor’s notes. He thought
there was no doubt that anybody could
locate the claim had he so desired.

The department had the survey, ac-
‘cepted it and jesued the lease to Mr.
Sayward  and there the matter ends,

plaintiffs _and the Crown

Shortly after the defendants took pos-
session and in 1 commenced to sell
the' timber and continued doing so after

sbe an excellent idea to continue
right mp the valley instead. A little
would be lost in distance, but there is
no douht that it would be saved, over
and over again in grade,

The Cheslatta country is not very ex-
tensive,- but it is a splendid country for
cattle-raising, and this year quite a
few settlers are going in with the idea
of starting in this business extensively,

‘The country iying between the Bella
Coola valley and the Cheslatta is most
of it natural swamp meadow, and in
time, when drsined, will become a very
mportant :djunet to the resources of
British Coluinb:u.

The  climate in winter is not very
severe, and the smow fall in the Ches-
latta rarely exceeds six inches through-
‘out the whole winter, In the inter-
mediate eountry the snow fall is about
two feet. /The rainfall iy moderate and
not in any way ‘what could be called
heavy. It is Mr. Sutherland’s opinion
that if the log jambs were taken from
the ereeks and the beaver dams opened
up, that the meadows would drain
themselves a8 a good fall can be got
anywhere. - Even .as they are at pres-
ent, the swamp bay could be cut by
‘machine in a good edason. (Like most
British Columbia swamp hay, when pro-
perly cured, it makes splendid feed for
cattle and is good enough to tide them
over the winter months.

The Cheslatta country contains both

meadow and bunch grass side hills, wwith
large poplar flats which, if slashed and
cleared, will grow, almost any CTrop.
Vegetables have been tried and found
to be a success.

ing 'With Proposed Adeption.

A parliamentary paper (Cd. 1940) says

published relating to the proposed adoption
of a metric system of weights and meas-
ures for use within the Empire, In a cir-
“cular sent. from the Colonidl office; _dated
iber 9, ‘1002, the Colonial ‘Governors
were asked to say what action was likely
to be takefi ‘In’ thelr respective colonies
with: regard to the. resolution adopted. at
the' comferenee. of Colonial Premiers -in
London in favor of the adoption of a
metric system. The replies recelved are
thus summarized. The metric system s
already used in Mauritius and Seychelles
The following are favorable to its adoption:
Australia, New Zealand, Cape . of Good
Transvaal, Orange River Colony,
Southern Rhodesia, Gawbia, Northern Ni.
geria, Gibraltar, British Guiana, Trinidad,
Leeward Islands, Windward Islands. Also
with a reservation that it must also be
adopted in the United Kingdom or in the
Empire generally, Slerra Leone, Southern
Nigeria, Ceylom and Falklands. Hong-
:kong  would take common action with
other colonies. The States of New South
Wales, Victorla, and Western Australia
are also favorable, ‘but, together with South
Australia and Tasmania, consider that -the
matter is one for the commonwealth govern-
ment. Fiji is doubtful, but must , follow
Australia and New Zealand, British New
Guinea would go with Australia. Jamalea
and British Henduras need the adoption of
the system in the United States of Amer-
ica." The practice of India is important to
dhe Straits Settlements, which would be
followed by Labuan; sand the Bechuana-
land Protectorate would follow the rest of
South Africa. St. Helena, Cyprus,
Wel-hai-Wel, Barbadoes and Bahamas are
on the whole unfayorable, The Gold Coast
colony ‘and the State of. Queensland are
prepared to adopt, but consider that in-
convenience' would ogur, Natal cannet

Louis fair to bring those strange peop'e|
from their mountainous home in Hokkaido, |
and it' was only after great persuasfum
that he succeeded in inducing those people |
to accompany him across the ocean.

of the chin. The tatooing is carried far
out on each cheek to a fine point, so that
it gives them the appearance of being the
broud possessors of waxed military mous-
tachioed beauties, but one gets used to Jt
after a little, and find the blue a fine set-
ting for'the beautiful white teeth which
they possess, and take care to show in ex-
pansive smiles whenever possible.

‘One of the men, an old fellow who seem.
ed to Dbe tyee of the illahie, wore earrings
of silver almost as big as quoits; the
‘weight of them pulled his lobes till it look-
ed as If there would be a separation in or-
der preftty soon. This gentleman’s hair
was thick and matted as wool, and grey as

All the party had very intelligent faces,
and seemed to belong "to a superior race
compared with many of the lower class
Japanese one sees about town.. As Is we'l-
known to ethnologists, the. Afnus,were-thel
aborigines of Japan, and were driven to
the north by the successive incursions of
the Mongol-Malayan hordes who landed in
the southern islandg centuries age. The
case was much like that of the" ancient
Britons, and the ‘Angles, Jutes and Sax-
ons.  The Britons retired after each de-
feat farther into the wilds of Wales and
Cornwall, while the newcomers possessed
the land, gave it-a mew name, and finally
blossomed into quite respectable citizens
while the ancient Britons, latterly the
Cymri and later the Welsh, heid to their
mountain fastnesses, thelipr language and,
for many a century, to their religious
rites.

So it has been with the dispossessed
‘Alnug of Hokkaido. They had to glve up

rains. They retain the anclent speech of
their fathers, and it is quite different from
the language of the Japanese. The Alnu
tongue is full of liquid notes, and has a
strange singing infliection very pleasant |
1o listen to, not unlike the Siamese.

The Japanese communicate with the
Ainus In a queer jargon made up of scraps] !
of Oriental languages, much after the fash-
ion of the Hudson Bay Company’s chin-
9ok jargen for trading with the Indians.
Like the conies, the Ailnus are but a
feeble folk, not more than seventy-five
thousand of them remaining of the mult -
tudes who once pecpled the south Islands.

Mr. Einagaki, who seems to have made
& study of those strange people, for the
purpose, mno doubt, of misslonary effort
amongst them at some future time, sald
that the members of the little party fair
ly represented the Ainu race. It was not
always the case that they were to be
found unusually hairy, though that was a
Very common characteristic of the people,
Some of them were as smooth, physically
and morally, as Jacob.

British Sailing Vessel Meets Trouble
With Land Lubbers,

The Port Townsend correspondent of
the - Seattle Times says: The cincle
game on the British side to kill off the
shipping of sailors here met a rebuke
Yesterday, when the British ship Lin-
lithgowshire, Jumber laden, from Van-
couver for Fremantle, was forced to put
in here with a crew all but in open
mutiny. Capt. W. B. Anderson drew a
sigh of relief when' his vessel was at
anchor here and the places of an aggre-
gation of what seafaring men designate
as ‘‘stiffs” (inexperienced men) were
filled by sailormen supplied here.

In the past it has been the custom for
vessels loading in Britich (Columbia
ports to tow. here mpon completing car-
goes to secure the men mnecessary to
navigate them, masters preferring the
Port Townsend crews. The business had
grown to profitable proportions, when
the British Columbia authorities under-
took ‘to stop it, and Captain Anderson
wag the, first victim of the mew order.

i (While his vessel was 8t Vancouver he
was told that he could not secure a
clearance until he had a full comple-
ment of men. In an effort to prevent
the so-called ‘blood-money,” the Can-
*adian laws provide a heavy penalty for
any aan paying a bonus for his sailors,
‘Capt. Anderson applied to the govern-
ment shipping master for the men ne-
cessary, aud was referred by that of-
ficial o two private boarding-masters.

These worthies agreed to furnish the
men required, but demanded a heavy
bonus for each man. The captain svent
out to secure his own men. (He picked
up a few, but they failed to Teport for
duty. Then he again attempted to com-
ply with the law and applied to the
official shipping-master for relief.

The captain, as a last resort, went to
the civilian boarding-masters, and ac-
‘cepted their terms, signing eight men.
After getting under way he learned that
of the men shipped the day before but
three were on board, fire “stiffs” hav-
ing been substituted, the quintet being
composed of land lubbers who had never
been to sea in their lives,

The sailormen in ‘the crew refused to
furn to unless the vessel camé to Port
Townsend and secured sailors to subti-
tute the landsmen. "This was downright
mutiny, and Oapt. Anderson first con-
templated putting the ringleaders in
irons, but the safety of his ship and
the lives aboard put all other considera-
tions in the background and the ves-
sel was headed this way.

The immigration officials *here re-
ceived word of the arrival of the vessel
and the “stiffs” were taken into custody
on a charge of being alien contract
laborers nwithout the right to land in
this country, and undesirable in every
respect. A board of investigation today
proved two of the four to be ex-conviets,
while, the jothers 'were without: means. of
support. It is believéd that the British
Board of Trade will have its attention
‘drawn to the troubles of the Linlithgow-
shire, in which event a moderation in
the enforcement of the Canadian ship-
ping laws is expected.

Odd incidents of the big fire are com-
ing to light. Here are some of them:

William Musser, a farmer on the Be-
lair-road about seven miles beyond the
e slcrn limits -of the .city, brought .o
town the other day 160 pounds of Su-
matra leaf tobacco and is $42 richer
by reason~on the fire. To R, Cuzzoni,
the cigarmaker to 'whom he sold :he
tobacco, he explained that it had been
blown over his farm, together with
cinders, on the Sunday evening of the
fire. ‘The tobaceo: came from a big
warehouse in the city which was burned.
In the main’it was but slightly injured.

Like all old cities, the business portion
of Baltimore, especially the warehouses
near the harbor, was overrun with rats,
Police officers and firemen _who were on
duty in_the lower district' say that at
times. on Sunday and Monday the Fo-
dents wonld pour  out of buildings in
regimenfs and go galloping toward the
river, . Since the fire not/a rat has been
seen in the burned distriet nor imme-
diately adjacent. It is also estimated
that more than a thousand cats lost
their lives in the burning warehouses.

It is estimated that about $10,000 in
baper money was destroyed during the
rush of flame. * Several incidents of
finding the- charred remains of bank
notes have been made known at the
Sub-Treasury. ;

The “most’ peeuliar one made Capt.
William Ross of the oyster pungy Mary
Ross the richer by $100.
