DUTY OF PARENTS--

Little Need for Juvenile Momes /if
This Were Well Attended to—
Chijd Desertion Increasing »

SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 4.—Protec-
tion of the child was the keynote of
the addresses delivered at the closing
session of the American Humane asso-
ciation’s convention here today. Dr.
William O. Stillman, of Albany, N. Y.'
was re-elected president of the associ-
ation, and the delegates tacitly agreed
to hold the 1912 convention in London,
although the final selection was left
to the board of directors.

In the work of child protection; the
delegates were a unit in declaring that
the greatest denger’ was in the home.
E. W. Newhall, president of the Cail-
fornia Sociéty for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Children, in his address “An
Ounce of Prevention,” said in part:

“It is the home that must be cor-
rected first. Give the child proper en-
vironments and let his elders teach
him the right way by example rather
than by precept. Juvenile homes are
excellent institutions; but if parents
did their duty there would be m'tle
need for such places.”

TRIPOLI FORTS
ARE BOMBARDED

(Continued from Page 1.)

Early today the first division of
the Italian fleet under Admiral Fara-
velli resumed the bombardment The
Turkish garrison occupied a position
behind the forts and responded with
a few shells, which fell short

The Italian commander endeavored
to avoid damaging private dwellings,
but some of them were destroyed, and
the governor's" palace and the three
forts at the entrance of the port are
in ruins

The consulates and churches have
not been damaged.

The second division of the fleet, un-
der Vice Admiral Thaon di Revel,
has apprcached close to Kenhazi and
Derna. A bombardment of these ports,
it is understood, is to begin tomor-
row. It is denied that the bluejack-
ets will land soon. Such a landing
may be decided upon after the arri-
val of the expeditionary corps.

Before commencing tite bombard-
ment of Tripoli, the Italfan squadron
removed’ all mines and made a-careful
revision - of ‘the hydrographic chart,
-0’ insdre safety to the coming trans-
ports. This operation lasted several
days, and practically .was .the real de-
lay in the bombardment.

Four Italian officers have come to
Djerba and are proceeding. overland
to Tripoli on a. reconnoitering expe-
dition, as the Arabs are expected to
offer stubborn resistance to the oc-
cupation of' the vilayet.

Reported to Rome

ROME, Oct. 4.—The dispatch to the
government announcing the bombard-
ment of Tripoli was timed at Tripoli at
7.45 o'clock last night, and is as fol-
lows:

“On board the battleshlp Bernedetto
Brin, Tuesday.

“A bombardment was commenced at
3|30 o'cleck this afternoon on the prin-
cipal batteries of Tripoli and was con-
tinued until sunset. The batteries re-
sponded to the Italian fire, but without
effect. The bombardment will be con-
tinued tomorrow until the destruction of
the hatteries has been completed. Great
care was taken during the bombardment
not to damage the city. Only a light-
house on .one of the batterfes was
destroyed.”

In cautioning the fleet commanders to
limit their action to. silencing the' bat-
teries and compelling the Turkish gar-
rison to surrender or evacuate, the min-
istry of marine told the officers to re-
member that the provinces wer eabout
to pass under -Italian control, and the
more damage done, the greater - would
be the expense of repairs later.

A message from Admiral Thaon Di
Revel says the action appeared more
like a shooting competition than a
bombardment. Officers and sailors plac-
ed -wagers on the resuits. In one instance
an order was given to dismantle a par-
ticular battery. One gunner was heard
to say: “I bet I can knock down the
left turret at the first shot.” When the
smoke had cleared away the turret had
disappeared. -The =same voice spoke
again: “Now the right turret” In a
flash the second mark was ruined.

Correspondents Fooled

Representatives of the foreign gov-
ernments here admire the organization
of the censor, which although 'strongly
condemned by the press, permitted the
government to make all its preparations
for war in secrecy. ;

It appears now that the government
executed a bit of strategy . at the ex-
Pense of the correspondents. They were
permitted to go to the scene of war,
Some being accommodated on vessels of
the fleet. This action was a surprise in
view of the government's attitude to-
ward the press. The correspondents,
however, had not been long in Tripoli
when upon the pretext that the bom-
bardment was to begin and the desire of
the Italian officers to secure their
safety, they were taken aboard the
warships, and, as the story goes, “bot-
tled up"” at sea, without being able to
describe the subsequent events.

No one
knows the temper of the people of
this province better than Premier
McBride. When dissolution was an-
nounced he stated, and  throughout
the recent election campaign he stood
unflinchingly to bis bélief that British
Columbia would return seven ' Con-
servatives. Many others, and among
them those prominent in the Conser-
vative ranks, believed that the ‘best
this province could hope for was a
representation of six members on the
Conservative side of the new federal
house. Premier McBride kn‘evw better.
He has accurately gaged the spirit of
devotion to British institutions which
prevails in this section of the Domin-
jon. And in connection with the ful-
filment of his latest promise a tribute,
most highly earned, is due to the pre-
mier. For neéarly a decade past he
has been the outstanding figure in the
life of this province. He has ‘earned
fame as a wise administrator who is
building up his country on the broad
foundations of assured prosperity.
He has become known as a staunch
friend and he has won a popularity
which is the envy of other provincial
premiers. Many factors, all of which
call for admiration, have gone to-
wards the making of his successful
career, but there is one, perhaps more
than others, which deserves especial
mention at the present juncture.

EDITORIAL GO“ESPO!DEH"O!

‘What does it all mean? Victoria is
the scene of active improvements.in all
lines of municipal work. Nanalmo's
streets are torn up by gangs of work-
men ‘and other gangs are laying down
permanent pavements. We ‘have just
come. back from a motor run to New
Westminster from Vancouver. We went
and came by way of HaS$tings street
and the River road and from the time
we crossed False Creek until we got
back to the bridge again, after a run
of about thirty miles, there were gangs
of wofrkmen everywhere improving old
roads in seme cases, but in most in-
stances making new ones. In New
Westminster itself there are miles of
street all torn up preliminary to per-
manen.é paving. What does all this
preparation mean? What are we getting
ready for out here in this southwest
corner of British Columbia?

1 find ‘myself wondering if there ever
was anything like it before. I recall the
days of preparation in Seattle and Ta-
coma, but they were nothing like what
we: are seeing in this province. We are
witnessing in British Columbia a dem-
onstration of public faith in ‘the future
of the country such as perhaps .. the
world has never seen elsewhere. These
great public works are costing millions
of money, and nearly all of it is being
paid out for labor. Hence whatever ul-
timately may become.of it, it goes into
active circulation in -the first instance.
Most of the work is permanent. Our
neighbors on Puget Sound made plank
roads and sidewalks when they did not
leave the soil to be churned up into
mud by vehicles, but we are laying
streets that are meant to last. You can
go from the Vancouver hotel to Eburne
over a good road almost as smooth as
a table, and the distance is six miles,
and from Eburne to New Westminster,
about nine miles I -think it is, they are
making a fine wide thoroughfare, which
when completed will put to shame some
city streets. Then at short intervals you
see streets running off in all directions,
each of them made with the view of
permanency, and as we went over it to-
day I kept asking myself the question
with which this letter opens.

supreme court of the United States.

this way, it was claimed, equal’ pro-
tection of the laws was genled. The
initiative amendment and the Oregon
tax were denounced as violative of
the right of each state to a republi-
can form of government which was
guaranteed by  the “federal constitu-
tiof. It was contended that in légis-
lative assemblies the minority rarely,
it ever, failed to moderate the wishes
of the majority, however .powerful,
but that government by direct legis-
lation was government by brute forece.

Governor Woodrow Wilson, of New
Jersey, was ‘quoted as having said
that a government must have its. law-
making body, as “it can no more make
laws through its voters than it ecan
make laws through its newspapers.”

Reference was made to the claim
that ‘the initative method of legisla-
tion was a check against corruption
of ‘legislatures.

“It were better,” the telephone
company contended, “that the strugsgie
against a business corporation shouid
continue than that it should be eradi-
cated - by theories and practices of
government revolutionary in charac-
te and founded on error or injustice.”

Replying to the contention that the
initiative. was a reserve power for
rare use, the attacking brief quoted
from the election records of Oregon
to show that in 1904 two measures
were on the ballot; in 1906, 11; in 1908,
19, and in 1910, 32.

1t was_ asserted that no. despot or
monarch would be permitted to rule
in any commonwealth of the nation,
and yet “the despotism of the multi-
tude is as arbitrary:and- -complete as
the absolutism. of a despot.”

In this' connection President Taft's
views regarding the right of the min-
ority, as ‘expressed in his recent veto
of thé Arizona statehood resolution,
was quoted.

ELECTION EXPENSIVE

Over One Hundred ' Thousand Dollars
Needed to Secure Seat for Sen-
ator Stephenson

MILWAUKEE, Wis, Oct. 3.—Aside
from -hearing testimony that followers
of United States Senator Robert M. La-
Follette are known as “half breeds,”
and that they are the political foes of
Senator Isaac Stephenson, the senato-
rial committee which is investigating
charges that Senator Stephenson’'s elec-
tion was procured through bribery, de-
voted its attention today  to digging
into campaign expense accounts.

Much of the necessity: for dispensing
an amount as great as $107,793 to ob-
tain the nomination for Mr, Stephenson
at the primaries in 1909 was declared
by witnesses to have been due to oppo-
sition exerted by Senator La Iollette’s
followers. To organize each of the
2,200 precincts in the state it was nec-
essary to spend money liberally, the
witresses said.

All four of the Stephenson campaign
managers, E. A. lXdmonds of Appleton;
J. H. Puelicher, of Milwaukee, J. A.
Van Cleave, of Marinette, and Rodney
Sackett, of Berlin, Wis,, testified that
the funds were legitimately used. Sen-
ator. Stephenson’s slogan, oft repeated
to them when he gave them money, ac-
cording to their testimony was:

Keep within the law, whatever you
do.”

While the entire amount expended by
Senator Stephenson in the primary cam-
paign was declared to have been .$107,-
793, no one of the witnesses admitted
having handled the entire amount. ld-
monds, who was in charge of the head-
quarters in Milwaukee, testified that he
personally handled not more than $5000.

Peulicher said he merely was custo-
dian of the fund and the extent of his
responsibility was to pay it out when
requisitions were made .

Van Cleave testified that he remained
at Marinette, Senator Stephenson’'s home
town, and when calls came from Mil-
waukee and other places for more money
he went to see the senator. In this way,
he handled $52,500. but he did not know
what was done with it beyond that it
was sent to the Stephenson headguar-
ters to be expended for campaign- pur-
poses.

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One of the mos‘f curious problems
nection with the habits of wild animals is the
suddenness with Whlgh thWSOheﬁhes iy
appear in considerable numbers in localities “
where for many yeats owing to altered con- '

" ditions, they have been only a tradition. I |

have known this to happen in the case of
-everal species in various places, but I do not
recall any instance of animal migration that
aiforded; ;me so much: novels pleasure as did
the unexpected return of the coon to its long-
iorsaken haunts in the mixed woods on my
cousin’s estate. ‘These woods, mostly of fine
old timber, covered an area of some 6,000
acres, and had in past time harbored ‘not a
icw coons, but promiscuoys shooting and; the
cutting off of extensive tracts ofineighboring
woodland had long since’ caused”the coons to
disappear. For more than fifteen.years not one
had been seen within a radius of twenty miles,
and the conviction of sportsmen was that the
circle of total extintion was constantly widen-

The fallacy of this belief was first proved
by my cousin’s oldest boy Jack, a promising
voung Nimrod of fourteen. This chip of the
old bleck had gone one morning with a hound
called Poker to shoot rabbits, and at about
midday my cousin and I, lounging in the gun
room, saw him coming across the lawn bend-
ing under the weight of a large animal, which
. first glance we mistook for a fox. Then
he ringed tail established identity, and we
hastened outside to extend those hearty fel-
icitations to the lucky sportsman which_the
novelty of his achievement required.  Poker
meantime stood around and thumped his tail
against our legs, looking as pleased as a man
might who bagged his first grizzly. From
rabbits to coons was a big jump upward for
Poker, and he meant that we should appreciate
the greatness of his new dignity, even if he
had to thump realisation into us.

At first we were inclined to regard this coon
as a lone example of that parlous spirit which
sometimes moves an animal, even the shyest,
to forsake the comparative security of it sac-
customed haunts for the dangerous, but al-
luring novelty of unfamiliar pastures.. We
soon learned differently, however. On the
following day Jack went out with Poker and a
prize beagle, the result of his morning’s work
being another full grown coon, which; like
the first, was a female. The;news’ ¢of  this 9
second achievement, following hard on the
heels of the first, naturally excited the dormant
coon-hunting proclivities pf the neighbors,
and soon hunting by daylight became general.
Within a week eleven’coons had been secured,
and as the supply was evidently doomed to °
be speedily exhausted, my cousin, who had set
his face against molesting the animals until
they had established themselves, decided- to
organize-a ¢gon hunt that should at least have
the benefit of all those spectacular efiects
which are essential to the propér pursuit oz
this animal.

T'he organization of a coon hunt is simple.
A certain number of vigorous young men, who'!
would rather fall over logs in a black swamp
than lie cosily in bed, a good hound or two,
a hurricane lantern, and a 38-calibre revolver,
ccinplete the outfit. Tha: revolver is better
than a gun for rough travelling at night in the
thick woods, as the members of the party are
prone to alternate between all fours and su-
pine, while the lantern :is' useful in keeping the
varty together. Without a light @ capsized
man, making an unpremeditated acquaintance
with a woodland mudhole, or an invisible
tree, 1s more likely to -lose -his temper than
the accusing eyes of his fellows.

The evening we chose for our hunt was
warm and cloudy, and before we had been out
half an hour’it began to rain. Simultaneous-
ly Poker gave tongue on a hot trail. But be-
tween us and him lay a long, narrow strip of
bad swamp, with a treacherous bog brook run-
ning through the middle of it, which would
aave to be crossed if we went forward. Be-
hind us were the comforts of home. Some ‘of
the less enthusiastic of the’ party, ‘therefore,
were for beating a retreat; but the more sport-
ing spirits pushed on, and the quitters fell in
behind. Straight across the swamp we went,
sometimes up to our knees in the water and
mud between the tussocks, and, finding a nar-
row part of the brook, we assayed to jump it.
The first man came down in the middle, and
the rest of us waded. Poker all this time had
been getting farther away, and by the time
we were in the woods again he was to be heard
giving tongue faintly on the other side of the
Prospect Hill. Then for a moment all was
quiet, and someone muttered that, as the dog
was at fault, we had better go home; but ere
such craven counsel could prevail the hound
was heard “barking up,” followed by the un-
mistakable interval of “circling,”.and immedi-
ately the whole party set off helter skelter
through the black and dripping woods.

By this time, however, we were so wet that
I was a savage pleasure to defy the elements,
and in the renewed excitement of the chase
lalls, bumps, and the lance thrusts of snag

ranches hardly merited attention. We took
a straight course up over the hill (a stiff climb,

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LUXURY OF A ROMAN VILLA

Since the days when Horace delighted the
world with his epistles and  satires a special
glamor has hung round the neighborhood in |
which were situated the farm and villa given
by the discriminating .generosity of Maecenas
to his friend, and an. immense deal of labor
and learning has been expended in order to as-
certain with certainty the exact position of
this delectable spot. i

The approximate site was settled duging the
second half of the eighteenth century by a
French abbe, Mgr. Capmartin de Chaupy, who
spent a considerable part of his life in visiting
the many places up and- down Italy which
claimed to be the actual ground praised with so
much-fervor by the great poet..:But Mgr. de
Chaupy was able to prove with certainty that
the only situation which answered entirely to-
the description given was about, eight ‘miles
from the’modern Vicovaro, the Vicus Varia
that Horace mentions as his nearest town, at
the foot of which runs the little river now
called the Licenza, a name which is gbviously
the Digentia of which Horace speaks, and
which passes close to the littlé ancient Roman
town of Mandela.

The Italian \Government has initiated sys-
tematic excavations to bring to light all that
has been left by past vandals, who as ‘late as*
seventy years ago did not hesitate to carry off
the beautiful marbles and statues lying about
among the ruins in order to burn them and
turn them into lime. From what has already
been found it would appear that the historic
villa was in the middle of an extensive gar-
den, and was surrounded by a erypto portico,
which protected it from the excessive heat of
summer. Besides, there was an artificial lake -
in the middle of the garden 350 yards square
and six feet deep, standing in front of the
house, fed by the waters of the river Licenza.
through a most ingenius hydraulic system, the
pipes of which have been found almost intact.

The hydraulic works extended to the ther-
mae or baths, which latter date from the time
of the Antonines, and of which the remains
have also been found next to the villa on the
left, with all the different rooms for bathing,
cooling, or resting after the bath, showing the
extreme of luxury which the ancient Romans
enjoyed even in their country houses.

Magnificent mosaic pavements, fragments
of beautiful frescoes and stucco wofk, add mar-
ble heads—one of which represents Faustina
the younger—have also come to light. The
body of the villa is composed of reticulated
work, which is characteristic of the finest
period of Roman architecture, in which the ex-
quisitely regular form of the stones gives the
appearafice of a network to the walls, and
which must have been particularly difficult to
carry out in the hard limestone of the neigh-
borhood. . Meanwhile the excavations. are be-
ing continued with great patience and care.—

In an
hour after being stricken he. had suc-
cumbed. Until. the moment he retired
after returning from a midnight pro-
fessional visit he appeared to be in his
usual robust health and gave not a sign
of illness. Shortly after 6 o'clock yes-'
terday morning the other occupants of
the house were awakened by & cry
from Dr. Hall’'s room, They entened to
ascertain the trouble and speedily Tealiz-
ed that Dr. Hall was seriously: ill. Dr.
George- Hall, his nephew, and ‘Dr. Hart
were summoned and every effort was
made to essist the sufferer, but with-
out success. After lingering for about
an hour Dr. Hall quietly passed dway.

For the past twenty-six ygars Dr.
“Frank® Hall, as he was popularly
known to & host of friends, had been a
leading practitioner in Viotoria. Indeed
he had the distinction of having been
in active practice longer than any other
doctor, with possibly one or two ex-
ceptions, His unqualified efficlency as a
surgeon and physician was widely recog-
nized and of late years his practice had
been a remarkably wide one. His name
was a household word among all classes,
rich or poor. His ‘activities extending
over nearly a quarter of a century had
made him a wide circle of friends, who
will sincerely regret 1o hear of-his sud-
den demise.

His success was due to his remark-
able capacity for work and his personal
ability in his profession. Self-reliant
to a degree he was it the same time
possessed of those attributes which
make for success in the great profes-
sion of medicine, and the position which
he occupied in the medical profession of
Victoria is aniple testimony to his great
qualities of mind and heart.

The news of Dr. Hall's sudden death
came as a great shock ito ' his .many
friends. On the :evening preceding his
death he had entertained some friends
who were about to leave for the .south
and he appeared to be in his usual good
health, On his refurn from his mid-
night professional visit he appeared to
be in excellent health and gave no in-
dication that his death would so. soon
result.

A Belf-Made Man

The late Dr. Hall, who was fifty years
of age, was the youngest son of a large
family. He was born in Ontario at Rich-
mond_ Hill, and his éarly 'years were
spent on the farm. He received a pub-
lic school education and as a young
mah went to Detroit to make his way
in- the world. For some ‘timé he taight
school there and later. studied to be a
druggist. Afterwards he entered the De-
troit College of Medicine from which
he graduated with honors in 1883. After
a short time-in practice - in Louisville,
Kentucky, he came west to Victoria in
1885 and had resided here permanently
ever since.

Of a quiet and somewhat retiring dis-
position ®he “late Dr. Hall togk little

part in public affairs. Indeed the great .

practice which he built up required all
his talents and attention. He possessed
an extremely wide circle of  friends,
vety many of whom can vouch for his
generosity and kindliness of heart.

In 1897 the late Dr. Hall entered into
partnership with Dr. E. G: Hart whes
the latter first came to Victoria and for
ten years the association continued. To
his immense capacity for work Dr. Hart
attributed in no small measure the suc-
cess attained by Dr. Hall. Of late years
he was assoclated with his nephew, Dr.
George+Hall.

Generous in the extreme, Dr. Hall was
almost idolized by his patients. Out-
side his professional duties almost his
one interest was in dumb animals. He
loved horses and dogs, and at one time
possessed mome of the best local trot-
ting horses. His property interests in
the oity and elSewhere were extensive.
He was s.member of a number of local
fraternal organizations, notably the
Knights of Pythias, Fraternal Order of
Eagles ‘and Foresters.

Dr. Hall is survived by a widow and
one -‘daughter residing at the family
home on Yates street. Four brothers,
Mr. John Hall of this city; Dr. Thomas
Hall, of Westminster, B. C.; Mr. Duncan
Hall of Chilliwack; and Dr. W, R. Hall,
Chatham, Ontario, and one sister, Mrs.
John Johnston, of Toronto, besides two
nephews, Dr. George Hall and Mr. Henry
C. Hall of Victoria, who are left to
mourn his death.

The funeral, which will be held from
the church and residence, has not been
arranged pending information from the
East regarding the arrival of relatives.

Tributes to Dr. Frank Hall were feel-
ingly made by some of his medical col-
leagues, who sincerely mourn his death.

Dr. Hall was a superior surgeon in
his profession, and his loss will not be
made up,” said Hon. D. J. S. Helmcken.

CHILDREN VICTIMS
OF HUNTER'S SHOT
Saanich Boy and Girl Receive Part of

Discharge from Guun—Escape
Without Serious Injuries

A shooting accident. involving minoz
injuries to :the two young children of
Mr. J. Cage, the manager.of Mr. Percy
Winch’s farm at Saanich, took place
yesterday ‘morning in the immediate
vicinity of Sidney. .The shot was fired
by Mr. A.A. Sears, formerly Captain
Sears of the wrecked steamer Iroguois,
from a distance of twenty five yards
from the highway. Fortunately for
the children, a girl aged seven and a
boy aged nine, but few of the flying ¥
shot struck-'them, and then not in por-
tions of their bodies where serious re-
sults would accrue.

There was but a fence between Mr.
Sears and -the little ones, of the usual
variety found around land in the rural
sections and the two children could
not .have been wholly obscured from
his view. Under the law shooting at
such a short distance from a roadway
and iniits direction is prohibited. The
girl was struck in the calf of the right
leg by two pellets and in the hip by
one. 'The boy was struck over one of
his eyes by a single shot. The-occur-
rence was witnessed by Mr. Frank
Bishop, who was driving along the
‘West Saanich road at the time. ;

The two children were walking from”.
the West Saanich road téwards the
schoolhouse. Mr. Sears was shooting
on Knowles’ farm adjoining amd was
about twenty-five yards from the road |
when the children turned off the road-
way to make towards the school.

Mr. Bishop heard the report and then
the screams of the children. Hé Quick-
ly leaped to. the roadway and made. to-
wards the children. Mr. Sears and he
helped the children into the wagon and
drove them to the former's homé. Dr.
‘W. Gordon Cumming was summoned.
He abstracted ithe shot and dressed the
wounds, which were but slight.

There. is
no confirmation of the reported bom-
bardment of Tripoli, which appears un-
likely to -have taken place;: as it . will
be several days “before the ‘expedition-
ary force is ready to leave - Italian
shores.

Apparently. the Italian government is
apprehensive that the Turkish fleet will
be able.tp hamper, the passage of trans-
ports, and great precautions are being
taken. The expedition will start from
ports in two 'seas, rather than from
South Italy and Sicily, in order to min-
imize that danger, and evidently Italy
is in no hurry to ~get the  expedition
on the way.

Another reason for the delay .is, “the
‘continuance of the . Turkish cabinet
crisis. “Clearly the 'old ministers ‘are
remaining in office against their will,
and are unable to formulate or agree
upon any definite ‘line of action.” It is
even' reported that the minister of -ma-
rine. has -résigned - -because of flagrant
disobedience of his orders to the fleet.

Allowed to Pass.

ON BOARD ITALIAN WARSHIP
OFF TRIPOLI, SUNDAY,. OCT. 1, 11
n. m.—By way of Syracuse, Sicily, Oct.
2.—No bombardment of Tripoli has yet
taken place. The Italian consul is
authority for the statement that the
bombardment will begin three days
after the notification, which was given
Saturday. ~ Correspondents are under
the strictest censorship, and are not
permitted to disclose tire. names of the
blockading ships, nor the military
movements.

Of all the Italian colony in Tripoli,
there remain only two monks and two
nuns, who are caring for.invalids in the
hospitals. - Turkish soldiers guard the
Italian consulate and Italian Dbusiness
houses. When the last Italian colonists
left the consulate on Saturday, where
they had spent the night under protec-
tion of the German flag, the  streets
were strongly .lined with Turkish
troops. Crowds of natives had gath-
ered, and they hooted and jeered an-
grily. There were evidences of violent
rage on the part of the Arabs,-and it is
probable that. only -the- presence of.the
soldiers prevented -a massacre. The
(German consul .escorted the refugees
to the boats. ”

Immediately after the .refugees left
the shore, a boat from -one of ‘the
cruisers took - an -officer . ashore who
notified the authorities that -the block-
ade would be begun at’'noon and the
bombardment three days later.

Vegetables on the
other hand, were conspicuously good,
those from the Armstrong district
most particularly.. One circumstance
of much encouragement was that a
very large proportion of the packed
fruits exhibited this year had been
packed by pupils of last year’s pack~
ing schools conducted by the govern-
ment, these having '‘proven an im-
mense ‘stimulus to better and more
modern packing. The packing on the
whole was notably good, some of it
rating as national show ‘packing.

AUSTIN, Pa.,. Oct. 2.—Twenty-two
known dead, ‘82 ‘missing, believed to be
hur(ed benaa.th the debris, is the official

‘census tonight on Austin's official loss

of life in the flood of Saturday. It is
conceded, however, that several visitors
were in town that day and undoubtedly
perished.” '

" Including ‘them, and allowing for er-
rors in compilation, the total death list
will reach 160. ;

" Twenty-one of the 22 bodies recovered
have been identified, and of the miss-
ing hope fs entertained that some may
be accounted for,

‘The' problem .is. to ‘recover the dead
from -the thousands of tons of debris
choking ‘the ‘narrow valley.

WASHINGTON,  Oct.
tation of U. S. mail across the conti-
nent by aeroplane, over a designated
route, by a special mail messenger
appointed by Postmaster-General
Hitchecock, is a' test that will 'be un-
dertaken this week. Earl Ovington,
who was designated by Mr. Hitch-
cock to carry the mails over a short
route between Nassau and Brooklyn,
is' completing. preparations for the
transportation of official mail across
the continent from New York to. Les
Arigeles.

Postmaster-General Hitghcock . is-
sued -an order today authorizing
Ovington to aect as a mail carrfer and
directing the postmaster at New York
to dispatch .letters via the aeroplane
route.

A special messenger route was -es-
tablished by  the department. It is
numbered route 606,001, and is the
longest mail messenger route ever
established. A special mail pouch
has been made, the ordinary pouch
being too cumbersomé and unwieldy.
The pouch will contain letters for Chi-
cago delivery as well 8§ for delivery
in Los Angeles. The postmasters in
both cities have been: instructed to
receive and handle the mail delivered
by Ovington.,

Ovington . also will carry credentials
from Postmaster-General Hitchcock,
which will insure him every possible
aid from postmasters and postal of-
ficials.

Next Sesston

Asked for Building Pu?bojsfqa ,

Oct. .2—The setting.

. VANCOUVER,
aside of the sum of '$1,000,000 of next
year's provincial revenues for put-
ting up the*first building of the uni-

versity at Point Grey, the intention
to -ask- for 50 more acres of tand for

the erection of professors’ residences
and other buildings; the early ap-
pointment of a principal of the uni-
versity by the selection of a man
“who had been too wrapped up in his
work to have had any time for the
making of money,” and who would
be given a salary which would free
him from all finaneial worry; and the
assurance that a near relative of the
king would lay the corner stone of the
university were the intimations given
by Hon, Dr. Young, minister of edu~
cation, at the formal opening of
Latimer hall. ~

Before outlining some of the plans
of the government in regard to the
education department, the minister
spoke of the establishment “of the
Point Grey university, which, he said,
was now fairly endowed. Originally he
had asked for 250 acres of land, and
he had eventually got 177 acres as the
site, which was worth from $2,000,000
to $2,500,000. After the architects had
got along with the plans: he found
that with these 177 acres there was
no room for professors’ residences and
other buildings, and he put in an-
other request for a, further 50 acres,
and he was going to get it

Today he had given orders for the
advertising for tenders to clear the
land, and he had approached the pre-
mier for the money to start on the
new buildings. The premier had prom-
ised him that in this year’s estimate
$1,000,000 should be set aside out of
the revenue to enable him to put up
his first - building.

The man who would be responsible
for the  working of the university
would be its president, and he wanted
that man to have a say as to the ar-
rangement of the buildings, as‘to the
selection of the sites, and to advise
the government as to the selection of
the men they would have. In the ap-
pointment of such a man money
would be no object. They would ap-
point a man who would be able . to
feel that he was under no necessity
to worry as to his financial matters.
The department intended to pay that
man well, with the full knowledge
that the laborer was worthy of his
hire. They would get a man who was
so wrapped up in his work that he
would have had no ' time to’ make
money. It was. his intention to go
east in about ten days’ time to con-
sult with the leading ' educational
authorities.

Some people who had interested
themselves greatly had suggested
that the king might come here to lay
the corner stone. If this did not oc-
cur, they at least had the assurance
from His Majesty's ministers that a
near relative of the king would per-
form the function.

FALLS 70 -DEATH

Young Aviator Wao Made Record by
Flying Across Rocky Mountains
Is Killed at Spokane.

SPOKANE, Oct. 2.—Fresh from his
triumph of last Saturday, when' he
crossed the Rocky Mountains in a
flight from Helena, Cromwell Dixon,
19 years of age, Curtiss aviator, fell to
his death from a height of about 100
feet in his initial performance at the
Spokane interstate fair grounds this
afternoon. A mere handful of spectasz
tors witnessed the accident, and' thous-
ands who were craning their necks for
a glimpse of the aviator, did not know
of the tragedy enacted just out of
their range of vision.

Dixon was removed to the Emergency
hospital on the grx')unds. where he died
45 minutes after the fall. Witnesses
saw Dixon bank his planes for a turn;
and it is thought a sudden gust of
wind coming up through a deep cut of
the Northern Pacific  tracks, immedi-
ately below him, caught the planes,
already dt an angle, and before the
operator could reeover himself he was
plunged head first to the track. When
picked up from under his wrecked ma-
chine it was apparent his injuries were
fatal. -He was rushed to the hospital,
but nothing could be done to save him.
Death was pronounced due to concus-
sion of the brain and hemorrhage. Dix-
on’s leg also was ‘broken, the bone pro-
truding through the flesh.  His face
was battered almost to .a pulp.
"'When rescuers got to him Dixon was
lying under his machine, which was
smashed to pieces. He was uncon-
scious and remained so till he died.

How the Congo Was Discovered

In his book “Through the Dark Contin-
ent,” he tells the story of how his famous jour-
ney across Africa and down the Congo to the
<ea came to be undertaken. He called one day
at the office.of The Daily Telegraph, and was
discussing African exploration with a mem-
ber of-the staff (now the managing editor)
when Mr. Edward Lawson, the present Lord
Burnham,.came into the room.

“Stanley has.just been telling me,” said the
gentleman. with . whom he had been talking, “of
the unfinished tasks in African exploration
which Livingstone has left behind him. The
outlet of Lake Tanganvika is:still undiscov-
ered; we know scarcely anything of Lake Vic-
toria, and, therefore, the sources of the Nile
are still unknown, and, moreover, the western
hatf of the Continent s still a white blank.”

The editor of The Daily Telegraph, turn-
ing to the great explorer, said, “Do you think
vou can settle all this if we commission you?”

“While I live there will be something
done,” replied Stanley. “If T survive the time
required to perform all the work, all shall be
done.”

Stanley was then attached to the staff of
ihe New Yerk Herald, and the proprietor of

Stanley’s Expedition

Three Englishmen—Francis John Pocock,
Edward Pocock, two experienced young Kent
boatmen, and a young man named Frederick
The party
sailed for England ‘on August 15, 1874,
to Zanzibar, and on August 9, 1877, the gggth
day after leaving the East African port for the:
interior, Stanley reached Boma, at the mouth
of the Congo, the only white survivor of the
expedition.

It is unnecessary here to trace the course
of the expedition in the earlier portion of its
journey, or to narrate Stanley’s exploration
of the new well-known territory of Uganda,
and the neighborhood of Lake Tanganyika.
Cook’s tourists now penetrate those regions
as freely and as safely as’'they do the Enga-
dine. The events of the present day make
more interesting his progress from the day he
turned westward from Tanganyika and reach-
ed the Luabala at Nyangwe, the farthest point
down the headwaters of the Conge reached by
Dr. Livingstone. From Nyanygwe to Isangila,
Tuckey’s “farthest east”—and it was but an
infinitesimal portion of the Congo’s 3,000 miles
—the course of the river was absolutely un-
known. At Nyanygwe Stanley met the notori-
ous Arab slave-dealer Tippoo Tib. The Arab
did his best-to dissuade the explorer from at-
tempting to descend the river to the sea, he
and his henchmen painting the terrors of the
journey in lurid colors, with frightful accounts
of the dangers of the navigation and of the sav-
age cannibals who infested its banks.. Nor, as
experience proved, were these exaggerated.
The long voyage in canoes was fraught with
appalling perils. The river was full of catar-
acts and whirlpools, and the inhabitants along
its banks were cannibals of the most blood-
thirsty description. Every stranger to them
was an enemy, and there was the additional in-
centive to their destruction that everyone cap-
tured cor slain meant additional supplies for
the larder.

An Awful Voyage

Stanley, in his narrative of that awful voy-
age, when every day was a struggle for. life
against the perils of the river and the even

The great mystery that for all
these centuries Nature had kept hidden away
ffom the world of science was waiting to be
solved. For 200 milés I had followed one of
the sources of the Livingstone (Luama) to the
confluence, and now before me lay the superb
river itself! My task to follow if to the ocean.”

Tippoo: Tib had been prevailed upon to ac-
company the explorer for-twenty marches
from Nyanygwe, with a force of armed follow-
ers, and these, with Stanley’s own party, num-
bered some 700 individuals, men, women and
childten, every one Arabs or negroes, except
Stanley and Frank Pocock, Edward Pocock
and Barker having already succumbed to pri-
vations and .disease. . Tippoo, however, soon
repented of his contract, and at the end ot a
few marches withdrew with his followers. It
was at this  point that Stanley decided to at-
tempt the remainder of the jonrney to the sea
in canoes; as it was almost impossible to force
a way through the dense tropical vegetation
springing from the rich soil, through which at
times the explorers had to burrow on their
hands and knees. The growth Stanley ie-
scribes as ‘‘a miracle of vegetation,” in which
rubber vines (since one of the great sources of
wealt hof the Congo) formed a-considerable
part. Snakes swarmed in the “steamy hot-
house atmosphere,” and a multitude of insect-
plagues drove the men. frantic with their inces-
sant attacks. So Stanley took to the river,
here over a mile in width, and continued his
voyage in canoes.

Along the river at every village attacks
were made upon them, and piles of human
skulls showed the horrid feasts in which the
inhabitants indulged:’ At one of these, Kam-
punzu, two rows of skulls completely sur-
rounded it. No day, tor many weeks, passed
without fighting, but’still the fearless explorer
pressed ever forward along the river “down-
ward to the unknown,” to night-black shades
of mystery and fable. “Mayhap,” he writes,
“past the lands of theanthropoids, the pigmies,
and the blanket-eared: men of whom the gentle
pagan King of Karagwe spoke, by leagues
puon’ leagues of unexplored lands, populous
with scores of tribes, of whom not a whisper
has reached the people of other continents;
perhaps that fabulous being, the dread Maco-
co, of whom Bartolomeo Diaz, Cada Mosto,
and Dapper have written, is still represented
by one who inherits his ancient kingdom and

Explorers’ Hardshlps :
The plight of the explorers was a: horrible
one. Short of food and savaged with smallpox,
scurvy, itch, fever, pneumonia, pleurisy, and

typhoid, no day passed but two or three-bodies .

were tossed into the river as the easiest meth-
od of burial. “Frank and I,” says Stanley, "en-
deavored our utmost to alleviate the misery,
but when' the long caravan was entering camp
I had many times to turn my tace away lest
the tears should rise at the sight of the mis-
erable victims of disease who reeled and stag-
gered . . . wandering, 'ever wandering in
search of graves.”

Many of the canoes were filled with sick,
and when camp was formed for the night these
had to be carried ashore and a zareba built to
check the savages, who tried to rush the rest-
ing-place. One such scene is described.

“About fifty yards of ground outside the
camp had been cleared, which;, upon the re-
treat of our scouts, who'had been keeping them
in check, was soon filled by hundreds of sav-
ages, who pressed upon us from all sides but
the river, in full expectation that we were fly-
ing in fear. But they were mistaken, for we
were at bay, and desperate in our resolve not
to die without fighting. Accordingly, at such
close quarters, the contest soon ‘became terri-
fic. Again and gain the savages hurled them-
selves upon our stockade, launching spear af-
ter spear with deadly force into the camp, te
be each time repulsed:  Sometimes the muz-
zles of our guns almost touched their breasts.
The shrieks, cries, shouts of eéncouragement,
the rattling volleys of musketry, the booming
of war horns, the yells and defiance of ‘the
combatants, the groans and screams of the
women and, children in the hospital camp,
made together such a medley of hideous noises
as can never be ‘effaced from:'my memory.

Snakes as Mousers

It has been suggested by a French profes-
sor that every household should have its snake,
instead of its cat or dog, for the purpose o1
keeping rats and mice‘away. = '

In view of the fact that the bubonic plague,
which is now raging in Europe and Asia, is
spread by rats, and there are many. billions ot
rats in our cities ready to spread this pest as
soon as it makes its appearance here, the sug-
gestion is well worth consideration.

It is'not new. In the days of-the Romans
snakes were kept by housekeepers for-precisely
this purpose, Since those early times, however,

the household reptile has been supplanted by -

the cat and dog, and the modern housewife, as
a_rule, has nothing but revulsion for every
species of snake, harmful or harmiess.

The hostile attitude toward snakes, how-
ever, is largely due to ignorance. Thus it is
commonly supposed that snakes are “slimy.”
As a matter of fact, they are not. * Their skin
is cold to the touch, but absolutely dry. It
feels as if it were made of china or .porcelain.

Then again, the sharp, worm-like tongue of
the snake, which darts in and out at lightning
speed, is harmless, although it is commonly be-
lieved to be the medium by means of which the
snake ejects its venom.

Snakes which have venom communicate it
by means of special teeth called fangs: Harm-
less snakes are not equipped with these fangs.

The principal disadvantage about a dog or
a cat is that these animals are apt to carry the
same disease-spreading vermin as the rats and
mice they are supposed to destroy.

Both the dog and the cat frequently kill rats
and mice without eating them leaving them to
decompose in invisible places. The snake
never does. Every rat killed by a snake is at
once swallowed. The snake is much cleaner
than either of the other house pets.

The tussle between a rat and a dog is often
a most harrowing sight, and the spectacle of a
cat cruelly toying with a mouse which is but
half alive, is most pitiful. - A snake, however,
captures its prey without. any of those dis-
agreeable preliminaries. Reptiles move so
quickly that rodents fall a ready victim to
them. = The conflict is over in a minute, and
the snake at once swallows its prey.

Then, again, the modern house dog or
house cat is such a pampered creature that it
gets lazy, and often allows rats and mice to in-

fest a house with impunity. . - . ' .

There are half a dozen types of snal;es par-

ticularly suitable for the purpose.

The king snake averages about three and a
half feet in length. It is, 'perhaps, the best
-ratter for homes where rats are particularly

numerous, large, and dangerous, because of its
great strength and pugnacity.

Of the smaller varieties there are thé
chicken snake, the corn snake, and the milk
snake. Every one of these snakes will answer
the purpose of a household pet.
