clubs. Then there are commission rooms
and exchanges—significant terms—where men
exchange respectability, bhonesty, morality,
soul and even heaven.

“Gambling destroys usefulness, The fact
is the gambler has no place in society. He
is & buman pest. The doctor -does
something and is a blessing; the me-
chanic makes something and isbless-
ing; the gardener grows something and
is a blessing; but the professional gambler
cannot show ove single reason why he
should . live. Yes, usefulness is de-
stroyed. Win_ or . lose, this  habit de-

ades a man; it will dim the brightest in-
tellect, bring down the purest character to
the level of & common thief. What city,
bank, merchant or school wants a gambler
for mayor, manager, elerk or teacher?
Gambling destroys the home, More suicides
are caused iu this way than by any other.

You say no, sir, 1 may
be a fool but I am not a doubls fool.” 3

TOLLS ON 8%, MARX'S FALLS CANAL,

A Ulircular Issued by the United States
Treasury Department,

Wasuineron, Sept. 10.—The following
circular was issued to-day:

Treasury Department,
‘Washington, D.C., Sept. 10, 1802,
To Collectors of Customs, Northern, North-
eastern and Northwestern Frontiers:

Tolis as prescribed by the department’s
circular, No. 145, of 1892, will be collected, in
the case of vessels passing through St.
Mary’s Falls Canal, consigned to American
portg, but whose manifests state that the
cargo is to_be exported to Canada, either to
be retained there, or for export therefrom to
a foreign country other than the United

States.

When the manifest shows that the final
destination of thejcargo is the United Stutes
or a foreign place otber than Canada, via
the United States, whether the merchandise
be subject to “ghippers’ orders” or otherwise,
the collector will issue landing certificate
accordingly, unless upon investigation he
shall find that the manifest was made out
with intent to defraud the United States, or
to conceal the true final destination, and
that tolls were properly payable, in which
case he will witbhold his certificate and take
measures for the collection of the tolls due.

Justice Galt Eules That the Island Is
' Within City Limits.
{  Chief Justice Galt on Satarday delivered
t in the Hanlan liquor case, hold-
ing that the Island is now within the limits
of the eity, and that the Police Magistrate
has Lnrbdiction to deal with the matter.

His Lordship says that the Act enables the
Lieutenant-Governor to issue a proclamation
dividing a town or _¢ity into wards and in-
¢luding, if so advised, parts of adjacent
wwmhi'po. This was done in the case of
Toronto by proclametion dated Sept. 25,
1891, and there was included in Ward No. 4
the island lying in fromt of said city. The
motion for prohibition is dismissed, but
without costs, as the question is one of con-
siderable public importance.
