E. O. SITTER PRESENTED WITH
FORDSON TRACTOR

The exhibition of Ford products
and the presentation of a Fordson
Tractor to E. O. Sitter as the second
prize winner in the Western Ontario
Ford owners contest, drew a large
crowd to Watford last Friday after-
noon from all over the surrounding
district,

Snowmobile Created Interest

The Ford car equipped as a Snow-
mobile and demonstrated by Ford
officials on Main St. and in surround-
ing country monopolised everyone’s
interest and won the approval of ail.
Some inventive genius has trans-
formed the “flivver” into a snow-
drift climber by substituting a pair
of wide sleigh runners in front,
which are steered in the ordinary
way at the wheel, and moving the
front wheels back to within two
feet or so of the rear wheels and 'z
caterpillar gear covering each. The
standard guage runners in front slip
along as a bobsled and the cater-
pillar tread behind will lift itself
over three foot drifts without diffi-
culty.

Mr. Sitter, who won the second
prize in the district of Western Ont-
ario, all counties west of Brant, had
a total of 99,168 points, selling 23
cars, one truck and two tractors. He
worked under Ray Morningstar, Ford
dealer for Watford.

The presentation was made by W.
G. Connolly, reeve of Watford, and
it was attended by representatives
of the Ford Motor Company from
London and Windsor.. Rev. T. D.
Rayner, of Watford, acted as chair-
man, and Reeve Connoily, in a few
well-chosen words, made the presen-
tation.

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Hon. Howard Ferguson, premier

In Northern ‘Oklahoma there is an
oil well that is probably unique. It
produces not crude oil but high-test
gasoline. The well is four thousand
feet deep. Its flow is fifteen hundred
gallons a day of gasoline that tests
seventy gravity. Just what conditions
underground could have brought
about the natural refining is a puzzle
to geologists. The owners of the well
sell their product at ten cents a gal-
lon just as it comes from the ground.

Newspaper amalgamations contin-
ue to take place, the latest being the
absorption of the Ayton Advance by
the Hanover Post.

Former Watford Boy
Fights for Life
: in Sea of Fire

Lieut. §. C. Shaw; formerly of Wat-
ford, and Nephew of Thos. Roche,
Attached to U. S. S. Arizona,
Experiences a Thyill of a
Lifetime in Marine Ex-
plosion.

Many Watford citizens will rem-
ember John C. Shaw, who spent his
boyhood days in Watford, and was
here on a visit for a few days about
a year ago. He is a nephew of Mr.
Thomas Roche and a son of the late
Mr. and Mrs. John Shaw, a former
banker of Watford. John is now a
Lieutenant in the, U. S. Navy and
attached to the U. S. S. Arizona,
stationed off San Pedro, Calif.

A few weeks ago a number of
seamen ‘off the Arizona on Sunday
shore leave, were returning from
Los. Angeles and on arriving at San
Pedro about 1 a.m. found that the
navy small boats had failed to wait
for them, resorted to a water taxi
to take them to their ship. About 75
or 80 men were on board, when
about midway between shore and
ships, the taxi blew up,” fburned and
eventually sank.

The Los Angeles Illustrated News
carries the story as follows:—

Fight For Life in Sea Fire
Revealed

Hero Story Brought Out in Port
Taxi Blast Inquiry.

How he waged twa fights for life
with panic stricken sailors in the cold

waters of the harbor after leaping
from the burning water taxi La-
moyne last Monday, only - to again

face death when a rescue line all but
slipped from his gloved hands, was
related yesterday by Lieut. J. C.
Shaw of the U. S. S. Arizona before
a naval court of inquiry.
Lieutenant Shaw’s testimony re-
vealed a hitherto untold story of
heroism and suffering in connection
with the tragedy that cost the life of
two bluejackets and injured 27
others. It showed him to have been
the last man to lgave the burning
and sinking boat and as one whose
prompt action in casting life pre-
servers to the men struggling in the
water saved many from dréwning.

After throwing lifeboats to »7 Of
the men who went overboar/ _the
officer leaped into the ﬁ,»u&hght:
ed waters only when the water taxi
was enveloped in the fire of the see-
ond explosion. As he struck the wat-
er and seized a life preserver a sail-
or grabbed him sbout the neck. In a
struggle to save himself and the pan-
ic stricken man he managed to free
his body and pass- the life preserver
to him.

Swims To Another Life Preserver

“I then swam to another life pre-
server, but had no sooner grahbed
it than another sailor seized me
around the head and shoulders,” said
the lieutenant. “He was @apparently
crazed with fear and dragged us
both beneath the surface.. I forced
his arms loose and rose to the sur-
face, leaving him the life belt. I
wanted to give him an even break.”
Lieutenant Shaw then swan to
a motorboat 40 feet away and scized
a bow line. Men aboard the boat be-
gan to haul him aboard, but the line
slipped through his gloved hands;

of the said corporation in sums of $100.00 each for the amount so borrow-
ed, with coupons attached ag provided in section 5 of the said Act.
2nd—That when the council shall be of the opinion that the application of

any person to borrow money for the purpose

of constructing a tile,.

stone or timber drain, should be granted in whole or in part, the council
may,by resolution direct the Reeve to issue debentures as aforesaid, and
to borrow a sum not exceeding the amount applied for and may lend the
same to the applicant on the completion of the drainage work.

A special rate shall be imposed levied and collected over and above
all other rates upon the land in respect of which the said money shall be
borrowed sufficient for the payment of the principal and interest as provid-

ed by the Act.

moon. Presumably this flame broad-
casting is all in the wusual day’s
work for the sun but the obstructive
tactics of the moon on this parti-
cular day will enable ordinary mor-
tals to view these fire-flinging effects.

Rate of Passing.

On the edges of the shadow path
there will not be a total eclipse
but some parts of the sun will be
obscured, and some of the effect
clearly discernible under good con-
ditions: In Canada a line drawn from
Goderich on Lake Huron to Niagara
Falls will be the centre of the sha-
dow path and the darkest of the
total eclipse. The total eclipse will
pass over this part of Ontario at the
rate of 4,200 miles an hour, doing
the trip from .Goderich to Niagara

Partial eclipse will be in progress
in this territory, however, for more
than two hours.

Professor C. A. Chant of Toronto
yniversity has prepared the follow-
ing table and program of the event,
which will apply, generally speak-
ing, to most points on the “path of
totality” :—

And then come the “famous
bands.” Queer banded shadows move
over the side of buildings.

9.06—Now is the time to watch
for the shadow. Far out to the west
the horizon disappears, to be replac-
ed by a line between twilight and
daylight, rushing toward you at the
terrific speed of 4,200 miles an hour.
The sun seems to break up into a
series of bright beads—Baily’s beads
as they are called after the astrono-
mer who first observed them.

9.07 a. m.—All else forgotten In
the appearance of the eclipsed sun
itself, now completely covered by

the moon. For the next minute and
12 seconds the famed corona at com-
parative leisure, the moon is encir-
cled by a strange, pearly halo the
streamers of which sometimes shoot
oyt from its circumference, for a
d'lstance of several diameters. Some-
