The direcs
tors have now to bear the whole bur-
den of reproaches and complainings,
and well they deserve it, as their negli
gence in not seeing that the affairs of
the Bank were being properly and
honestly mansaged, has placed the un-
fortunate shareholders in the unen
viable position they are now ocoupying.
Craig invested the Bank's funds on hie
own account, bought the Bank's shaies
with the Bank’s own money, built a
tine bouse costing between $50,000 and
$60,000, which he turned over to his
wife, and allowed several customers of
the Bank to borrow from it sums rang-
ing from $225,000 down. The large
amount was obtained from a customer
who guve security that is reported to

“be of littie value. Of all this the direo

tors proless to have kunown nothing.
They bave not had an inspection of the
Banks's aflairs for several years, nor
bad the books audited.

The directors under their double
liability will be pretty heavy sufferers
in any case, but since they have allow
ed themselves to be false to a grave
trust, causing thereby serious, and in
sowme cases perhaps ruinous, loss to a
large number of people, who reposed
coufidence in them, it seems as if the
mere loss of movey is hardly adequate
0 their negligence of duty. In China
it is eaid when any serious trouble is
experienced with a Bank, they chop off
the directors’ heads. Bank failures
there are of exceedingly rare occur-
rence. We would not be justified in
following out the Celestials’ mode, but
perbaps if an example was made of
some of these Bank directors who are
false to their trust, by imposing upon
them a punishment that would be suffi.
ciently severe to teach others a lesson,
she effect might be salutatory.

As is usual, we suppose, when any of
our Dominion Banks fail up, many
noteholders will be obliged to lose a
counsiderable percentage of the face of
the notes. The system obtained in
the United States in regard to Banks,
would be a most beneficial one to have
established in the Dominion. In the
republio every Bank is obliged to de-
posit with the Government an amount
sufficient to cover the issue of notes
before they are granted a charter. The
Government then guarantees the notes,
consequently whenever trouble bapj.ens
10 a Bank, the notes are just as good 8o
long as they remain in the bands of the
public as they ever were. Of oourse
alier the notes pass into the Treasury,
if the Bank becomes hopelessly insols
vent, they are destroyed. The public
are thus perlectly guarded against any
foss as far as the notes are concerned.
1n the Dominion, perhaps the notes will
be redeemed, perhaps not— probably
aot.

— A prospectus is in course of pre-
paration at Parrsboro baving in view
the construction of a marine railway,
calculated to repair vessels up to 750
tons, From the experience of this
autumn’s disasters such a scheme
ought to be profitable to investors,
more especially as there is st present
no railway on the Bay of Fundy waters.

— The Canadian “ Illustrated News,"!
of the 1st inst.; gives a long an inter-
esting description of the large Montreal
boot and shoe firm, James McCready
& Co. A full page illustration of their
manufactory also accompanies the des-
cription. The present output of this
firm is about $500,000 annually. They
<onsume over $100.000 worth of shoe
leatber, over $200,000 of upper leather
and findings, and pay out over $125.000
for labor. They produce about 9,500
pairs of boots and shoes per week.

~Tmmigration returns show that the to-
tal oumber of arrivals for the month of
November wac 9,033, which together with
those previously reported gives a grand
total to the 30th of November, of 174,966,
as againet 162,267 for a similar period of
last year, Of that number 70,317 passed
through Canada em route to the United
States, against 73,622 for a correspording
period of 1882, lcaving a grand total of
105,649 who remained in Canada, or an in-
crease of 16,904 over last year. British
Columlia has not yet reported this year
and it is expected that this will add at
15,000, and the month of December per-
haps 10,000 which will give a total of over
130,000 arrivals for the year.

IuportaNT INsuraANce Decision.—Mon-
treal, Que., Dec. 1.—A case important to
foreign life insurance companies doing
business in the Dominion has just been
decided. The question in dispute was
whether Canadian policy holders in the
Globe Mutual Insuranee Company of New
York, now in liquidation, were entitled to
be paid in full the valuation of their
policivs out of a deposit of $100,000 in the
bands of the Dominion government before
policy holders of the United States could
rank on the deposit. The superior court
first gave judgment in favor of Wells, the
plaintiff on the ground that the company
was not acting on the mutuoal principle.
“This judgment has now been unanimous-
1y ratified by the chief justice and the full
bench of appeal.

Tbe respousibility rests, if
anywhere, upou their parents, or rather,
perbaps, upon the Eoglish method of
bringing up younger sons. What shall
be done about it? The clergyman of the
city are not well paid and there is a con-
stant draio upon them. There is a St
George’s Society but its members do vot
appear to be able to do more than club up

Nores asour Tee Loss or tae Prixcess
Lousg.—The story of the trip so far as
known to the commander of the Newfield,
is in brief as follows : The new steamer,
of about 600 tons, was taken in tow on
Sunday morning, near Joggins; and all
went well until about noon of that day
wheh a severe blow and a heavy snow
storm set in. The gale increased through
the night, aud when off Digby about 3.45
on Monday morning, the stout steel wire
bawser which connected the Newfield with
ber tow was parted by the storm. At this
time they were about 3 miles from Digby
light and the snow was falling thickly.

#lndeed before the hawser broke, the snow

was 80 thick that at times the vessel in
tow couid not be seen from the steamer’s
deck. When the hawser broke, the sea
was 80 heavy and the wind blowing so furi-

the Newfiold felt that he would be risking
his own vessel and the lives of all on board
did he attempt to put about in search of
the tow, which bad dissappeared in the
gloom almost immediately, so he conclud-
ed to bear up for St. John. It was with
the greatest difficulty that he worked
across the bay, the wind being right in the
Newfield's teeth, with a heavy choppiog
sea, It was not until almost five o'clock
last evening, after nearly twelve hours
struggle, that the steamer reached Bt.
John. When the cable that connected
the Newfield with her tow parted, it was
faintly boped that the steamer would suc-
ceed in running into Digby Gut, as the
wind favored that course ; and it was not
until Capt, Guilford got to 8t. John that
he learned of the sad loss of the vessel and
crew,

The St. John Sun says: ¢ - We under~
stand the miuister of Marine bas ordered
that a most searching investigation be
made into all the circumstances of the
loss, and that Capt. Scott for this purpose
has had associated with him two compe-
tent commissioners.

Dying At His Post.

THE REV. DR. CUDWORTH DROPPING DEAD IN
THE PULPIT WHILE AT PRAYER,

Boston, Nov. 29, —The Rev. Warren
H. Cudworth, D. D., one ofsthe best loved
clergymen in New England, dropped dead
at his post to-day while giving thanks to
God in prayer, Dr. Cudworth was taking
part in a union service in the East Boston
Congregational Church. A bymn  had
been sung, and quoting the last line, Dr.
Cudworth rose in the pulpit, saying, ¢ Let
us praise the Lord in prayer! He bad
spoken two or three fervent sentences,
when he exclaimed, ¢ But I muet stop,’
and instantly he fell back upon the floor.
Two or three assisting clergymen gathered
about him, but he was unconscious, and
they could do nothing. The congrega-
tion was in confusion, and no one respond-
ed to the call for a physician. The dying
man breathed heavily a few times, his face
flushed and paled, and when a pbysician
arrived he was dead,

Dr, Cudworth was 58 years of age, and
for thirty years he had been pastor of the
Church of Our Father, which, under his
charge, has becore one of the most flour-
ishing Unitarian parishes in the country.
His war record gave him & national repu-
tation as Cbaplain of the Firet Massachu-
setts. For three years he was idolized by
all the soldiers in camp. In addition to
his other good work he sent home to the
families of soldiers whom he persuaded to
allow him to do so a total of $100,000. It
is an interesting fact thaf Dr. Cadworth
met his death. on the anniversary of the
birth, marriage, and death of his mother,

At almost the same moment that this
gocd man was called away there died, just
as suddenly, in an adjoining building, a
young man of rare attainments. Arthor
G. Collicut, an Englishman, a linguist,
and & skillful operator on the Atlantic
cable was ascending the marble stairs at the
Maverick House with one of the hotel
clerks, At one of the landings he lost
his balance and fell over the low balus-
trade, dragging the clerk with bim. He
was instautly killed and the clerk was

burden of 1,366.941 tous ; taly, 3,084, with
& total burden of 915,019 tons ; Germany,
2,614, with a total burden 891,558 tons ;
Russia 2,434, with a total burden of 452,-
316 tons, and France, 2,131, -with a total
burden of 468,272 tons. The countries
which come next in order of importance
are Sweden, Greece, Holland Spain, Aus-
tria, Hungary, Denmark, Portugal, Turkey
and Belgium. Altogether, there are 48,704
sailing vessels, with s total burden of 13,-
647,377 tons, showing a diminuation with-
in the last five years of 259 vessels and of
455,723 tons burden. Twenty-nine nations
are classed as owning steamers, Great Bri-
tain having more than half of the whole
number and two thirds of the total tonnage.
The number of steamers is given as being
7,764, with a gross burden of 9.232,006
tons, and a net burden of 6,037,164 tons,
Great Britain owning 4,649, with a net
tonnage of 3,822,708 ; France comes second
with 458 steamers, of 444,265 tons nct;
the United States third, with 423 steam-
ers, of 374,314 tons net; and Germany
fourth, with 420 stcamers, of 345, 103 tons
net. Next in order of importance comes
Spain, ltaly, Holland, Russia, Austria,
Hungary Norway, Sweden, Greece,
Egypt, Portugal and Turkey., The
increase in the number of steamers within
the last five years has been 1,867, with 3,~
052,161 gross, and 2,015, 295 net tonnage.
Putting steamers and sailing vessels to-
gether, the total is 43,838, with a total
burden of close upon 23,000,000 tons.—
London Timber Trades’ Journal, Nov. 10.

Dublin Dec. 3.—A prominent Invinci-
ble undergoing penal servitude bas offered
to give importaut evidence against four-
teen men who are to be placed on trial
here to-day for the murder of Mrs, Smythe.

Wexford, Dec, 3.~A mob here last
evening attacked the theatre in which
Evangelical service was being held, and
attempted to burn the building. The
mob took full possession of the town,
broke the windows of the Protestant
church and those of uearly all houses in
places occupied by Protestants,  The
dresses of the ladivs who attended servicé
at the church and theatre were torn off,
and the gentlemen accompanying them
were stoned, and several of them injured
severely. The mob peraded the streets
for several hours singing « God save Ire-
land.”

Parig, Dec, 4.—Le Campagnie Generale
Transatlantique has entered into a con-
tract for the new mail service between
France and the West Indies and Mexico
for eighteen years with a subsidy of 10,~
000,000 francs.

Victoria, B. C,, Dec. 8.—The Hounse has
passed a resolution instructing the Gov-
ernment to introduce a bill restricting
Chinese immigration. The startling
statement was made by the Provincial Sec-
retary that there were 3000 destitute
Chinese on thc mainland who can only
subsist by murdering and stealing, which
they have already begun to do.

New York, Dec. 7.—Three hundred and
seven failures are reported in the United
States and Canads the past week, against
two hundred and forty two last week. The
incrense is principally in Western and
Bouthern States and Canada:

San Francisco, Dec. 7.—It is reported a

New York, Dec. 10.—The Tribume this
morning publishes an ezpose of mammouth
trauds in the Board of Public Works. Tt
is asserted that officials, acting in collus-
ion with contractors, have, since 1876,
robbed tho city of over six millions of dol-
lars,

Washington, Dec. 4.—A bill was intro-
duced in in Congress to.day for the es-
tablishment of & Government postal tele-
graph system.

London, Dec. 4.—Gen. Pryor to-day re-
quested Mr, Lowell, United States Minis-
ter, to apply to the English Home Office
fur reepite for O'Donnell, with the view of
obtaining time to set on foot A proceeding
for the commutation of the death sentence.
Mr. Lowell entertained the request and
will apply to the American autborities for
instructions in the matter.

London, Dec, 4.—The Press Association
says the reports of a riot at Wexford, Ire-
land,Sunday evening, was greatly exaggera-
ted. The damage to private property is
confined to broken windows,and pobody
was seriously hurt.

London Dec 4 —The proprietors of the
cotton mills in Lancashire have given no-
tice to employes that a reduction of five
per cent. will be made in wages., This
effects 9,000 weavers who are holding
meetings for organizing a strike.

London, Dec. 4 —The Daily News says :
1t is understood that a firm io Shanghal
holding silk to the value of £10,000 has
failed or retired from the business. It is
stated that the firm has been gradually li-
quidating its affairs. More stoppages of
business houses in Shaughai are expected,
a8 the Chinese banks refuse to lend money
until the war clouds have vanished.

Vlenna, Dec 7.—A Russian Nihilist, now
imprisoned in the fortress of St. Peter; and
Paul, writes to the Will of the People,de-
tailing the horrors which surround him.
The letter, which, the writer states, is
written with bis blood, says that he is
sick, but 18 not allowed to see a physician,
that he has no occupation and is left with
insufficient food to slowly rot away. Many
prisoners have been horribly beaten and
rendered ipsane by numerous: cruelties.
Madam Ternetieva was recently ontraged
and poisoned, and Madam Jakernova con-
stantly watches by her infant, lest the 1ats
which infest the cells should devour it.
The women, as & rule, are subjected to in-
finitely worse treatment than the men.

Constantinople, Dec., 7.—8everal hun-
dred houscs were burned. Ten thousand
persons have been rendered homeless, and
the hills outside of Hassking for a couple
of miles are covered with men, women and
children sitting by the few household
goods saved. The sight is most - distress-
ing. The fire commenced in a quarter in-
habited by the very poorest class of the
Jews, and the majority of these burned out
are totally without means.

New York, Dec. 9.—8pecial cable des-
patches from the New York SBunday papers
from London say that Max Muller writes
