Wide Tires.

A writer in the New York Tribunc re-
cently made the following suggestion: “Let
farmers and teamsters follow the example
of the bicyclists, and put wide tires on their
lumber wagons and tracks and the road
question will soon be settled.” To which
the Halifax Chronicle adds: There are two
points in this deserving of attention. With
wide tires haulage will be easier. The
wheels would not sink much, if any, into
the roadway, unless it were particularly
soft, and that would mean less labor for the
horse, less strain upon both harness and
vehicle, a saving in money all round. Then
the wide tires would not cut up the roads
so badly as the narrow ones do. That
would save the roads and help to solve the
question, not only in the country but in the
cities and towns where permanent pave-
ments are not laid. We commend the idea
to farmers, truckmen, and cabmen. Any
plan that saves labor, reduces the wear and
tear of vehicles and prevents the roadway
from being cut up, will be a clear saving
of money.

These remarks are based on the assump-
tion that wide tires do not increase the
traction, but rather the reverse. This is
contrary to the views advanced by some,
who admit that traction is increased by
wide tires on a hard road though reduced
on a soft road.

What Was It?

DeAR Monrror,—I am led to ask the
above question in consequence of the most
singular freak of the elements which took
place at and near the works of the Inter-
national Brick and Tile Company on the
forenoon of Saturday, the 23rd inst. Of
the twenty and odd men ‘‘shaken up” on
that obcasion, the large majority believe
that they were * struck by lightning,”
which is impossible,

Our understanding of the force known as
lightning is that it is electricity ignited by
the enormous rapidity with which it Sunec
through the air; that its course is always
direct; and that its force is irresistible un-
til it comes in contact with a superior force,
resistent or otherwise, which neutralizes or
distributes it. - This, stripped of scientific

g phrmoiﬁy is one view.- If this be the
correct view the disturbance allided to

was not caused by lightning. There was
no fire or odour of fire; the course was not
direct and the force was not irresistible.

Another view is that in all cases not fol-
lowed by fire, the current proper does not
strike, but that a vacuum is caused by the
rapidity with which the ourrent passes

pressure of the atmosphere off of the body,
and that the damage or injary is caused by
the concussion of that preéssure when being
restored to position. Now, we know that
the natural pressure of the atmosphere is
equal to about forty-five pounds to the'
square inch of surface or about three and a
half tons per square foot, or about seventy-
five or ::?l ty tons om the body of an ordi-
nary-si man. We also know that if
this pressure be suddenly exhausted or re-
moved, and, be equally suddenly replaced,
the crashing force would be practically ir-
resistible. 8No such force was present on
the occasion referred to.

What did exist was an irregular space of
at least four acres—how much more I do
not know—covered by an atmosphere thor-
oughly charged with electricity of such
strength that twenty-five or thirty men,
scattered over the entire space, were simi-
larly affected by it, the majority of them
being thrown off their feet, and all of them
experiencing the sensation of being struck
a heavy blow by some weapon. One man,
who was sitting on a lot of bricks in the
hold of the schooner Atalanta, where he
had taken shelter from the storm, was af-
fected in exactly the same manner as men
who were several hundred yards distant from
him and on the surface, a clear proof to
my mind that the force, whatever it was,
pervaded the whole of the surrounding at-
mosphere and was just as penetrating.

My own sensation was that of being
struck over the right temple by a flexible
weapon of one hundred and twenty-five or
one hundred and fifty pounds force. The
local sensation was similar to that experi-
enced upon touching a strong electric bat-
tery, or the feeling of the back action of a
rusty gun on being discharged—commonly
called ““a kick.” I trouble you with this
tedious description, hoping that some one
who is fresh from his books, which I
am not, and who has given some attention
to the study of electricity, will clear the
matter up and tell us why and what it was.

English Elections.

[From the New York Sun.]

We now know that Mr, Gladstone will
have another term of office, though certainly
not a long one. His party is made up of
many sections, the most of which are jeal-
ous of each other they are by no means un-
animous even in their love of Mr. Glad-
stone. The labor party, in fact, looks up-
on him with extreme dislike and the anti-
Parnellites are still more bitter.

Then there will be people to reckon with

who will be disappointed with the distribu-
tion of offices. Remember also, that the
majority will be composed largely of Irish
members, and that it is impossible to keep
them in close attendence at Westminster,
especially now that the funds run low.
It is pretty certain then that Mr. Glad-
stone’s admistration will bave a short life,
and not a particularly merry one. 1 be-
lieve the present determination of Lord
Sallisbury is not to resign, but to call Par-
liament together early in August and go on
with the business in the usual way. - A
Speaker will be elected, we shall be sworn
in and there will be the Queen’s speech and
a long debate upon it, and the Gladstonians
will move an amendment designed to turn
out the government.

All this will occupy nearly three weeks.
Many conservatives do not see why they
should be kept in Londou for the sake of
fighting a hopeless battle, but the object is
to get Mr. Gladstone commttted to some
definite statement about his Irish policy.
Some of his own followers will want to know
what he means to do, and the anti-Parnell-
ites, though few in number, will make it
warm for him. If Lord Sallisbury were to
resign without summoning Parliament, Mr.
Gladstone could practically avoid meeting
the new House till next February, and thus
gain nearly seven months for drilling hie
forces and shaping his course.

First of all, however, he must go to Mid-
lothian as soon as he is appointed Prime
Minister, to get elected again, and as his
majority was so terribly cut down the
other day, this not a pleasant- ordeal to
the same remark  applies to Mr. Morley,
who may very possibly be beaten on a new
election.

Thus the troubles of the Gladstonians
have already begun. Moreover, I am as-
sured on good authority that the revered
leader has suffered not a little for his exer-
tions during the late contest, and that his
health is in any but a satisfactory state.
A contested election is bound to find out a
man’s weak spots, especially when he is in
his eighty-third year.

After all, the unionists are not disposed
to take a gloomy view of their position.
Mr. Chamberlain is full of fight, and the
opposition generally will be extremely for-
midable and ever on the watch for a chance
of striking home. They have lost some
good men, but Mr. Chamberlain’s followers
seem iikely to muster about forty, and
these, with the conservatives, will lead the
Gladatonians a pretty dance,

That Mr. Gladstone is thinking of post-
poning the Home Rule question altogether
is highly probable, and if the Parnellites
will only consent to that course the old
man will most joyfully accept it. By way
of a sop he will begin by repealing Mr.
Balfour’s coercion act, so that the Irish
National League may once more become
powerful in Ireland.

May Have Been More.

THE ESTIMATE OF THE LOSS OF LTFE AT San-
GIR MAY BE EXCEEDED-~SOMETHING
ABOUT THIS VOLOANIO GROUP.

000 lives were lost in voloanic eruption at
Great Sangir island, is purely hypl;).tbaticsh
A t many more persons mgy have per-
i-h%fie,.for they entire archi was ?i.il-

turbed if not devastated, and its total popu-
lation, embracing an area of 650,000 square
miles, was com of about 23,000,000
souls. Some of the largest and finest is-
Iands in the world, such as Borneo, Sumatra,
Celebes, Java and Luzon are in this Archi-
pelago in the northeastern part of the Indian
ocean.

In the island of Luzon, the largest and
most populous of the Phillipine up,
there are four active volcanoes—the Mayor
or Albay, which rises to an altitude of
7,600 feet above the level of the sea; the
Cague, which has an altitude of 2189 feet;
the Taal, scarcely 840 feet in height; and
the Balusian. Luzon consists of two divi-
sions, ted by an isth about ten
milés wide, the northernmost of which is
by far the largest and most important,
In this part it is or was situated g/lanila,
the Erincipnl town and harbor,

The islands are all of volcanic formation
traversed by a chain of mountains from
north to south, some of which are over
7000 feet in height, and still active vol-
canoes. The coasts on most of the islands
are deeply indénted by the sea, and the
larger islands are well watered by large
streams with estuaries affording exceHent
harbors.

Volcanic eruptions and earthquakes are
of frequent occurrence in the Philippines
and as the group is within the range oif]mt’he
monsoons, violent and destructive hurri-
canes are also common. Manila, the capi-
tal of the islands, has been laid in ruins by
earthquakes six times since 1645.

A thousand lives and much property were
lost by the eruption of 1863. From July
13th to 24th, 1880, occurred the latest
notable series of earthquakes, in which not
a single public edifice was spared, even the
ancient convent of Guadaloupe, which’ had
istood for three centuries, beiug demolished.
The inhabitants fled to the fields outside
the city, but even with this precaution 320
lives were lost. The destruction of pro-
perty in the city of Manila reached an ag-
gregate of $6,000,000. Other disturbances
of less magnitude have since occurred. .

Flood, Fever and Ruin Spread Over Japan.
MISSIONARIES TORTURED BY CHINESE.
The steamer Cily of Pekin arrived at

San Francisco on the 18th, and brings ad-

vices from China to June 23rd, and Japan-

use to July second. The Japanese Ministry
is still in an unsettled state, the vacancies
not having been filled. One hundred and
fifty-seven typhoid fever and seventy-eight
small-pox patients are in the hospital at

Tokio. Accounts of terrible inundations

come from the Fukushima perfecture. In-

cessant rain from the 25th to the 28thof June
has resulted in the flooding of ten districts.

Thirty-four people were killed and many
wounded. Over 1000 houses were inun-
dated, 43 houses destroyed and many dam-
aged. Nearly 700 bridges were swept away,
and 4,000 acres of rich land are under
water.

From Nanking the news comes that re-
ports of the capture by Chinese of foreign
missionaries, the gouging out of eyes, etc.,
are prevalent, and are really believed by
all classes. There is no open opposition to
the foreign missionaries, but the officials
place every obstruction in their way, and
it is suspected, secretly aid in the spread
ing of vile anti-Christian literature, which
is mainly responsible for all the trouble.
The editor of the Japan Gazette, who has
examined some of these pamphlets, says of
them: “If the Government continues to
permit their circulation, these Hunan tracte
will be a blot upon the celestial empire
which ages will not efface.”

Clubs and fists were freely used and
when the police arrived, over a score lay
on the ground uncomscious. The police
partly dispersed the crowd. A couple of
hours afterwards the worst element of both
factions began rioting. Men not concerned
in the fight were overpowered and beaten.
Houses were ransacked, windows and doors
broken and furniture thrown out on the
streets. Women and chsldren were driven
out and sent crying to the outskirts of the
town. Finally the mob were put under
control. Seventeen of the rioters were ser-
iously injured.

A Lucky Stop.

A despatch from Fitchburg says that
Mr. C. C. Clough, formerly of that city
but now residing in Boston, has come into
£5,000 by the will of Hereford Drummond,
of Drummond Chambers, 10 John St., Adel-
phia, London, The executors, after a long
search, succeeded in locating Clough in
Boston yesterday. About a year and a half
ago when in Halifax, Mr. Clough one day,
at the risk of his life, stopped a pair of
runaway horses attached to a carriage in
which were Mr. Drummond and his only
daughter. The gentleman wanted to show
his gratitude in some substanstial way, but
Mr. Clough declined. Mr. Drummoud im-
mediately incorporated a clause in his will
in favor of Mr. Clough, who inherits the
money by the death of his beneficiary.

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Feeding Colts.
Didn’t *‘ Queer” the Preacher,

An experienced breeder has this to say
about his practice in feeding colts: There
is danger of colts getting over fat if fed too
highly, but there is to my mind a disposi-
tion to oftener cross the border line of dan-
ger, by drawing upon a colt’s rosources are
too much exhausted. A growing colt needs
to be varied from the bill of fare that is
given to older horses. There is a prevail-
ing opinion that clover hay is not fit to feed
a horse at all, and, while I would not fead
a road horse when grown, I would feed no
other when the same animal is young. The
regime I practice is milk, grass, clover and
timothy. Milk first because it can digest
and assimulate it, and the rest of their
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
