Nelson, Mareh 10—The main line of
the C. P. R. is now completély hloék-
ed by numerous snow slides and all
trains now go around by the Crow’s
Nest Pass. This morning a slide oc-
curred at Glacier, seven telegraph
poles in length, or over 1.000 feet, and
thirty feet deep and so filled with
rocks and trees that removal is diffi-
cult. General Manager Burls’ special {
train is now somewhere in the
mouritains, but it is entirely cut off
by slides. At Rogers Pass forty-four
bodies in all have been recovered. A-
mong those taken out was one Jap-
anese, in whose hands was a plug of
tobaceo atid at open kuife, shcwing

This was that for carry-
ing out the work of the Alliance the
county be divivided into three divis-
ions, Annapolis Royal being the cen-
tre for one; Bridgetown for the second
and Middleton for the third., and that
one of the three officers of the” alliance
be chosen from each district or the
chairman of the members of the .exec-
ptive in his district. As there is no of-
ficer this year from the Middletdn dis-
triet Mr. McCain was chosen as chair-
man.

A resolution was nassed in favor of
a campaign , of pledee signine in the
county. The district chairmen and
members of the executive were re-
quired to carry on the campaign in
their respective district.—Outlook.

MANUAL TRAINING

The Subject of Manual Training

for Schools Discussed by Prof.

Winfield S." Tucker in an Iuterview With a Montana City
Paper.-Suggestions for Our School Board

‘“The main purpose of manual train-/
ing is to furnish not alone a training
of hand and eye, but a wide familiar-
ity with industrial activity and to
give something of a direct fitting for
occupations. calling for gkilled hand-
work, to create habits of attention
and exactness, to encourage industry.
perseverance and self reliance: to give
to each individual pupil an opportun-
ity to display his oériz'inali-tv and in-
veutive ability either in the making
of a variation of the prescribed class
models, or in the construction of art-
ticles of their own selections.” sa d
Winfield 8. Tucker. who has charge of
training department of
the Great Falls school®in an interview
with the Tribume.

Mr Tucker recently visited a manual
training school in.the vicinity of Bos-
ton, whére class work was carried on
by exercises. This school was ‘equip-
ped with every modern appliance in
fact with evervthing a teacher’s
heart could wish for.

An air of indifference pervaded
the room. The visitor made his wav
among the pupils, noticihg a bov per-
haps fifteen or. sixteen vears old. who

He is interested first
because he is making it for his moth-
er. whom ha loves and’ whom he wish-
es to pleas¢, and that boy will make
the best box he is able to make. He
will continue to be interested im the
making of that box to the dav it is
finished. He will givethe teacher no

| cause to complain for lack of interest

for he is doing his best.

‘“Having obtained this pupil’s im-
terest and enthusiasm in the work. it
now. becomes the teacher's duty
to teach that boy the methods of
construction and exactness' which um-
derlie the whole s¢heme in the makine
of that article, ‘anﬂs not force upom
him the constéuction of something
which is difficult 4nd .for which he
cares nothing when finished.

““At the present time in Great Falls
there are nineteen  classes from the
various schools. numbering from nine
to twenty-four. taking up the work
They range in age from tenm to six-
teen years. These classes are compos-
ed of polite, courteous and exceeding-
ly well-disciplined boys. Their present
enthusiasm in the work is surprising.
In fact the teacher has never in his
experience of eight vears asan in-
structor met such a body of pupils
which speaks well for the home train-
ing and discipline as well as that of
the local school.

To meet the aim and object of this
school a beginning is made by first in-
structing each class in the names and
uses of the tools most commonly used
followed by exercises involving the
use of the bits, saws, chisels. and
plane. A course in elementary and me-
chanical drawing is carried along
with this work, somewhat as follows:
A sketch of the piece of wood to be
sawed from the rough board, is first
placed upon the blackboard, .the pupil
is required to make a-copy of the
same upon sketch paper. Such corree-
tions are made by the teacher as are
necessary. The pupil then takes this
sketch to his bench and after studying
the same #ntil he has become familiar
with it and understands fullv its
meaning, he is allowed to take a piece
of wood, roughly sawed. somewhat
larger than his sketch calls for. mark
with pencil and rule the outline of the
model of this board as per sketch. He
then chooses ' such saws as are
needed in the sawing. and saws as
best he can to the lines drawn upon
it. Having completed to the satisfac-
ktion of the teacher this work. he is
viven a mark consistent with the ex-
@ellence of his skill.

“‘After tha preliminary work has
been mastered. selection may be made
of some fifty or more designs of sim-
ply constructed articles. Other tools
such as bits, chisels, etc.. are in-
volved in the construction of these
articles. But were an exercise to be
given in the use of each tool individ.
ually, the pupil’s interest would wane
and his enthusiasm would entirelvy
disappear before construction would
could be arrived at. The theorv that
his' interest -above all . in.all. and

through all, should be maintained is
here demonstrated. He is able to ac-
quire the use of tools in this construe-
tive way, and appreciating the value
of the article he is at work upon. he
will be more careful in their use than
he otherwise would be. v

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FLEMING AND THE CABLE.

si.- Snndford Once Engineered 2
. Real Raid.

One of Canada’s grand old men,
8ir BSandford Fleming, K.CM.G.,
LL.D., ete.,: Chancellor of Queen’s
University, célebrated the eighty-
third anniversary of his birth at his
comfortable home in Ottawa recently,
and the venerable knight  was  the
recipient -of numerous telegrams ot
congratulation from practically
parts of the world, for, thanks to his
conspicuous connection with the
movements for the adoption of stand-
ard time, the extension of British
cables, etc., Sir Sandford has more
friends outside the confines of this
broad Dominion than:most prominent
Canadians can boast of. In, connec-
tion with Sir Bandford’s enefgetic ef-
forts to carry out the great Pecific
cable project a characteristic story-

have been a co-worker with Sir Sand-
ford has been relating* before a semi-
official audience, what. he described
as some of the inside secrets of the
cable campaign. It appears, gecord-
ing to this gentleman’s narrative,
that in 'January, 1894, delegates from
Canada and the several Australian
colonies met in London to discuss
the ‘ecable matter with Lord Ripon;
then Secretary of Btate for the Col-
onies. An insurmountable difficulty
seemed to be the choice of a suitable
spot . for the landing of the Pacific
ends.  Necker Island in the Hawaiian
group was considered the ideal spot,
but it was not British territory, and
it ‘was® felt that the United States
would before long secure possession
Sir Bandford urged
that Britain - at onee . purchase or
otherwise obtain possession’ of the
liftle islet, and it was agreed that

| negotiations should be ‘opened with

the Hawaiian Government. This was
done, but the negotiations proceeded
in the usual leisurely diplomatic way,
and, with ‘friends’ of the United
States, Germany, and other foreign
powers, . active in ‘Hawaii, it looked
as though the " negotiations would
never be concluded through the cus-
tomary’ channel.

Sir Sandford at this eritical mo-
ment,  so . the Australian . narrative
stated, -determined on a “eoup” quite
as dramatic gnd as startling as that
taken by Dr. Jumeson and his Rhode-
sian raiders. He sent a retired naval
officer to Honolulu to make' prepara-
tions for formally taken possession
of Necker Island in the name of
Queen Victoria as soon as he received
instructions from Sir Sandford. Ar-
rangements were made for charter-
ing 1 vessel for the enterprise, but
the necessity,for the expedition ceas-
ed to exist when the long-delayed
official negotiations were brought to
& satisfactory conelusion. Then the
ex-naval officer was instructed to pay

{ off the men engaged for the expedi-

tion and to return home. To those
Wwho know the very practical bent of
Bir Sandford’s mind, and who have
had occasion to admire his undaunt-
ed spirit of determination, this story
appears likely enough; but unfortun-
ately Sir Sandford himself gives it a

Manhood Suffrage
For Nova Scotia

A bill entitled ' ““The Nova Secotia
Franchise Act' was introduced in the
legislature on Monday, Feb. 28. by
the attorney-general.

The purport of the bill is to give
what is generally called ‘‘manhood
suffrage,’”’ as the following clauses in
ths bill show:

Except as in this act otherwise v.0-
vided every person shall be entitled
to be registered asa voter for anv
polling - division and to vote at an
election of members to serve in the
house of assembly of this province, if
such person,—

(a) is of male sex,

(b) is of the full age of twenty-one
years.

(¢) is a British subject by birth or
naturalization, and

(d) has resided in the province for
one year and within the countrv in
which he makes applications to be
registered as a voter for six months
oreceding the date of the application
for registration under this act. Pro-
however, that any person otherwise
qualified who is at the said date a
resident of said county, and who has
been a resident of the province for
one vear immediately prior to said
date, shall be entitled to be register-
ed as g voter for country of and with-
in which he was last a resident for
three months during the said period
of one year.

The following persons shall not be
entitled to be registered as voters:

(a) Judges of the ' supreme and
county courts.

(b) Persons disqualified from voting
under the vprovisions (f anv act of
this province or the provisions of any
act relating to corrupt practices at
elections. 4

(c) Persons of vnsound minds. ver-
sons confined in any jail, penitentiary
asylum, or other public institution as

HOW MOTHERS CREATE

The bdy who is allowed to reach!

twelve y. of age without doine -~
bit of honest~ work other than mere
school work, won’t as a rule do'much
good 'in life. A mother cannot begin
too early in teaching the lesson that
‘work is one of the chief ends of life.
vet countless mothers are shocked at
the very idea. These mothkers are
brfpzinz up their bovs in idle and
laZy habits., and most undoubtedly
such training tells in after life.

It may be asked: What does one
mean by work? Anything that calls
forth muscular application. counled
with a trifie of mental effort—knife
cleaning or spoon cleaning. or boot
blacking, and a hundred other small
things. I have actually seen a delicate
tired looking mother remove the
boots from the feet of a burly, heal-
thy, strong twelve vear old bov who
had just come in after romping about

®in the mud. After removing the boots
she  carefullv scraped the mud off
wiped the leather: with a cloth, and
set them aside to drv before she pol-
ished them. Meantime the boy played
on the floor with half a dozen mar-
bles! That 'mother was teaching a
fearful lesson in more ways than one.
She, was teaching the boy to be lazv
and idle; she was training him to lean
+n others rather than depend on him-

It may .be rsked. What sort of
strong boy will stand by and see all
this happen without offering to lend a
hand?

A boy will naturallv shirk
work if permitted to do so: very few
boys of their - own ' initiative will
tackle work #nless set to do it.

ABOUT CORNS AND BUNIONS

Corns and bunions are oroduced
as the result of wearing shoes that do
not fit properly, that are either too
large or too small. From pressure or
irritation the skin becomes hardened.
and callous places occur. When these

! :
THF LOAFERS. the soles of the feet by strapping the

layers of skin are more condensed
they form a eorn: that is, acallo':s‘
spot with a hard centre that acts 1 ke
a foreign body to irritate and inflame
the spot. The callous places are
found most often on the bottom of thé
foot, while the corns occur on the toes
In bathing the feet one should take
care to remove all of this laver pos-
“sible by rubbing it off with the fingers
and scraping it off. Great relief can

foot with adhesive plaster, be'nz: sure
that it is put on smoothly and with-
out wrinkling. The ~ergpiration and
moisture thus occasioned soften the
callous spots so that thev will disap-
pear. Cutting corns is ia most repre-
hensble practice. The skin will be-
come thickened in the end.sand the
corn will have to be treated often bv
the chiropodjst, With an instrument
having a blunt point. such.as the nail
cleaner or ghe scissors. sufficiently
sharp to intPoduce 'under the skin at
the circumference of the. corn.  or)
calloused place raise it just enough
for the thumb and forefinger to eet
hold of'“it, and = then peel it carefully
off. The ‘entire corn may be thus re-
moved after the feet have been soaked
in hot water forsa time. The little
kernel should also- be removed. Then
paint the surface with collodion. to
which ten drops of Cannabis Indica
has been added to the ounce or ten
grains of salicylic acid. A little piece
of kid glove, cut to fit, with a hole in
the centre the size of the corn, is a
good corn protéctor. To avoid soft
corns, keep the skin between- the toes
verfectly dry. *

Bunions are the result ‘of wearine
shoes with high heels and those the
inside line of which, instead of beinz
straight, curves outward. forcing the
toes of the foot out. The big toe-
joint thus takes the pressure of the
boot and hecomes enlarged. inflamed
and very painful. To correct this the
big toe  must be turned toward the
middle line again. Sometimes a led-
get of cottoniplaced between the tips
of the big toe andethe next one will
accomplish thjs. An instrument has
been devised for this purpose. and
may be worn at night. It acts asa
lever upon the big toe to . bring the
joint back into its natural position.

BEES < AND FARMERS.

Bee-I(eeDinz Valuable Aid in  Culti-
vating Crops.

Bee-keeping is a valuable aid in the
cultivation of fruit and seed crops. In
sects which feed on nectar play an im-
nortant part in the f{?rtilization of
flowers. ' Fertilization is effected in
other ways, but the agency of insects
is the more certain and effiacious. and
no other insect is comparable with
the honey bee in this respect.

A strong hive contains 10,000 bees
in April, and from 60,000 to 80.000
in May. It has heen  discovered bv
skilful observers that the averace
load of nectar earried to the hive by
a bee is about 3-10 of a grain. so
that the collection of ' one pound of
nectar requires nearly 23,000 forag-
ing excursions.

By means of hives set on balances it
has been found that the daily increase
of weight in May averages 3.3 pounds
Occasionally, more than' eleven pounds
is gained in one day; and when the a-
mount consumed by the bees and the
loss of weight by evaporation are con-
gidered, it dppears probable that the
average daily quantity of nectar col-
lected is not less than eleven pounds
which would load 250,000 bees.

As .a bee visits ten flowers on the
averaze in collecting a single load
some 2,500,000 flowers ‘are visited in
one day by the bees of a single hive
An sdditional large number of visits
is required for the collection of pollen

These figures ‘explain why many
trees and plants bear small erops in
the absence of bees,

The bee is charged with various im-
aginary crimes. Its sting is formida-
ble, but chiefly to the imprudent. It
is ececused of ravagine fruit, but its
tongue is forthed exclusively for the
extraction of sweet juices, and its
mandibles are unable to pierce the
skin of a fruit.

OVERWHELMED BY MISHAPS

Annapolis Royal, N. 8., March 4.—
What might have been a fatal acci-
dent occurred at Hillsburg, this coun-
ty, early this afternoon. and at the
the hour of writing, the life of Ed-
ward Shaw 'is hanging in the balance.

His
clothes were torn to atoms end the

The loes
and sled kept the animals from sinkine
and in this way Shaw was saved from
a watery grave.
