Thoroughness.

The difference between success and failure,
is notso much & difference of ability or oppor-
tuity as method in planning and thorough-
nessin execut'ng one’s work. Without meth-
od and thoroughness, no matter what the abil-
ity or opporiunity may be, assured success
will be impossible, Thisappliesin every walk
of life, The humblestoccupation affordsscope
for the display of thoroughness and method
in the performance of its duties. In the
more important pisitions, thoroughness is
of the very first importance, and without
method and system it would be impossible to
overtake the work, What some people have
cal'ed genius has only been a capacity for
sustained, methodical, thorough work. To
trust to natural ability without patient ef-
fort is to court failure. Some have done it
to their own d scomf€iture, the loss of those
who relied on them, and the disappointment
of their friends., The temptations to super
ficiality, in our day, when the craze for
amusement is so prevalent, are many. Duty
is too often performed in a perfunctory way.
The quitting hour is of more interest to the
average worker than the work in which he
is engaged ; and the thought of the wage he
is earning is stronger than the thought put
on his work, The same spirit characte izes
work «f a voluntary nature. Such as work
done for the church, the fraternal socisty,
and the benevolent organization. H»>w few
can honestly claim to have done their b.st,
and how often people manifest in such work
an irregularity and indifference that would
not be tolerated for an hour in the employees
of any business establishment, Whatever is
worth doing, ic worth doing well. We owe
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it to ourselves in all spheres of service to
give our best. As often as we withhold our
maturest thought and most skilful efforts,
we impair our ability and lessen our useful-
ness, System, promptness, thoroughness are
pass-words to success.

Financial Secretaries Please Note.

There is not, a better officer in the court
than the Financial Secretary. He u=ually
does his work without any remuneration,
when he is paid, the amount is small. He
not only receives and remits the assess-
ments of members—he usually collects from
a good many, and often makes severel calls
to do it. The Financial Secretaries have
served the Order well, and are deserving of
more praise than they get, and they get more
work and worry than they deserve. In re-
mitting to the Supreme Secretary Financial
Secretariesshould be careful to give the name
and number of the Court, for which they re-
mit, the manner in which the money is to be
applied, etc. Failure to do this causes con-
fusion and delay. A few days ago the Su-
preme Secretary wrote us saying :

“1 am just in receipt of a remittance, amount-
ing to $142.61. and there is only a note accom-
panying it, stating that th-y will send report to-
morrow, but nothing on it to show for what
court it is i tended or in what mann-r it is to be
applied, nor has the report been received.”

If this meets the eye of the good brother
who sent the remittance, will he send the
ioformation that is lacking, and without
delay. Promptness and accuracy are as ©s-
sential in Financial Secretaries as the pa-
tience and perseverance, they have such
frequent opportunities for exercising. A.d
once mors, It us urge members to be at the
m eting of the court, when assesements are
due, ani br ng the F' 8. the exact amount of
their dues and assessments. Itisof he very
essence of fraternity to g.ve as little trouble
as possible.

SUPREME CHIEF RANGER
IN CALIFORNIA.

VicTorIiA HOTEL,
CricAGo, 22nd Oct., 1896,

MY DEAR McGILLIVRAY.

As promised, I will now write you a few
notes connected with my trip to California.
On the eve of starting I wired our American
Agent, Bro, A. E, Stevenson, that I would
like to have him accompany me, and like
the good soldier that he is, when I arrived in
Chicago, on Tuesday, 22nd Sept., I found that
he had perfe~ted the arrangements for the
anniversary of our being licensed in Illinois,
which had been fixed for the 23rd of Oct. inst.,
and was all ready for the journey westward.
We spent Tuesday in the great city. looking
up electric motors, elevators and the great
public buildings of Chicagogenerally,in order
to get pointers for the new Foresters’' Temple,
On Wednesday I had an informal meeting
with the members of the H'gh 8tanding Com-
mittee, and talked over wvarious matters,
among which was the subject of having a
**masked ball” in the Culiseum during the
New Year's festivities. As evidence « 7 the
push and enterprise of the Brethren of Chica-
go, lmay mention rhat the Coliseum is a build-
ing that holds 80.000 perple, and the rent for
onenight isonly$1 000. Iam toldthebuilding
covers fiveacres of ground. Just think of hav-
ing the ¢ half moon™ across g five acre build-
ing. I am afraid the Hon. the Supreme
Councellor, and the Hon, Supreme Vice wiil
not be in it, so that you and I must do the
honors ¢n the occasion.

‘We loft on our long journey or. Wednesday
evening. via Chicagu and Rock Island, our
first. objective pont being Colorado Sp-ings
in Colorado. On arrival at Cmaha at 1.30 p.m.
Thursday, we found, to my great surprise,
a score or s0 of the leading members of the
Order at the Station rwaiting us, and though
our stop was only five mirutes, it was 1 g
enough for the brethren to succeed in extract-
ing a prom’ise from me that I should return to
Omaha soon todeliver an addresson Forestry,
and possibly to organize a High Court for the
State. The brethren were so persistent and
enthusiastic that I could not say them *‘ nay.”
‘We arrived in Colorado Sprirgs on Friday
morning, where we bad some 3 hours to wait
for our connecting train, and as the conduc-
tor had assured us rha' the Depot Hotel was
a first-class hotel and the meals were only
50 cents, we concluded that it was a good
enougb hotel for us. We had a good 50 cent
breakfast. For thesale of economy the High
Chief Ranger and myself had taken a roow
together in which to wash, and as things
seemed to be cheap and good the 8.C.R. in-
dulged in a bath. 'When, however, we came
to settle up, matters were not quite so much
our way. FKor the use of two rooms for an
hour, one bath and three 50 cent breakfasts
counted up to $4.50. When Imetthe H.C.R.,
after settling our bill I knew something had
gone amiss. So I said, ‘* Well what did they
charge you?” Hisreply was, ¢ Oh, only four
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dollars and a half,” I asked if he had got a
bill, he said, “‘no, but I'll get one,” and he
wheeled on his heels and back he went to the
office. I was determined tohear the fun,sol
followed, but ot a distance, so that if there
was any shooting I could speedily retire to a
safe distance, where the *reserve” should
always be. Yousee my military education
has not been wasted on me., The H.C.R., in
h s most in-inuating tones, said to the clerk,
‘“would you have any objections to let me
have a bill? I should like tohave something
to show for having been ‘takenin’ in your
excellent hotel.” I said to myself there goes
another $5,000 from cur surplus, but 1o my as-
tonishment the clerk after looking over his
figures repl ed blandly, ¢Oh, I beg your par-
don I find I have made a mistake of a $1 50"
and handed backthe amount,and then added,
*would you like 2 bill now?” ¢ QOh!” said
the H.C.R. *“*You needn’t mind it now,” and
retired. Just then our train came along and
we got ‘‘aboard ” after which the H.C.R. be-
gan to figure and presenily he saia to me.
‘ See here I can’t make this out yet. The
breakfasts were only $1.50, the bath ought
not to be more than 50 cts. and the roons 50
cts., which come to onlz $250. I'll go and
make him give me a bill vet.,” He was pre-
vented fron: getting a bill only by the train
just then pulling out. "We proce- ded on our
way in peace to Pueblo, where again we
found a large delegation of Foresters waitin
for us at the depot, including the H.C.R. an
H. Secretary and Bro. Burris, represent-tive
to the Supreme (‘ourt at L ndon. Here we
learned that a long section of the Denverand
Rio Grande Railroad,over which we intended
travelling to 8alt Lake City, had been « ashed
cutintothegulches and canyons of that scenic
State and it might be a week hefore a train
could get through. While at Pur blo I learn-
ed that the ate Bro. Harry P-rlett had been
in~ured in s number of other companies and
s iciet es berides the I.O.F. and that, as usual,
t}le: 1.0.F. was the first to pay the widow her
claim,

There was nothirg else to be done except
to turn back and go via Denver, Cheyenne,
and Ogden to our destination in California,
viz.: Sacramento, which we did without
incident.

‘Wearrived in Sacramento Sunday evening.
Shortly after our arrival, Bros, Price, H.V.
C.R., Mack, D S.C.R., and other Foresters
called upon us at our hotel, and expressed
more or less indignation at our not having
notified them, so that they could have met
us at, the stativn. saying they were not ex-
pecting us till Tuesday., The H.C.R. ex-
plai-iea that all the way we had extra “En-

ines” on our train, hence our early arrival,

e meant it for a joke but forgot to label 1t,
bence it was not recognized for several days
afterwards, Here we learned that our work
had been cut out for us, and that from the
30th Sept. to the 13th Oct., every day and
night would be fully occupied in the cars, lec-
ture halls, court rooms, and last, though not
leas', in banqueting halls, Every one of the
places advertised in the last FORESTER. ex-

cept San Francisco, wanted public meetings,
and each of the courts gave us first-class an-
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diences, some of them very large. Colusa, the
home of the H.V.C.R, easily took the palm.
Two of the brethren of that thriving c'ty had
driven over to Marysville to attend the pub-
lic meeting there. and the next morning at
10 o’clock, the H.V C.R. and myself started to
drive with the two brethren, across country,
to Colusa. Before st r'ing, Bro. Price said
to me *‘there is a north wind this morning.”
As the thermometer had been hovering at
about 8)° the day previous. I replied with
alacrity, * Oh, T am so glad to hear that.” A
smile of incredibility, with the words ‘‘just
wait,” was the answer 1 got However, Isoon
learned that a ‘‘north” wind in Califoruia
meant quite a different thing from a *“North”
wind in Canada ; for as we progressed the
heat became greater and greater, as the
“north” wind rore higher and higher. To
comfort me, one of my companions said
*¢Oh, this i1 nothing ; you ought to have been
here last July, when th= thermometer some-
times rose as high as 116° in the shade.” I
replied, * If you will ju<t le-.d m« your over-
coat, I’ll try and worry through this wea-
ther.” Why it wasso hot, that the ¢*“north”
wind came in sandwiches like, that is, we
would, every few mments, get into a section
of the “mnorth” wind that had evidently
come over & portion of California where tha
thermometer had undoubtedly been about
212°. That night I told my audience that an
eminent officer in the Good Templar Order,
before I had ever visited Cul fornia, ured fre-
quently to tell me that the Sacramento Val-
ley was the garden of the world, and he was
sure the * Garden of Eden ” must have been
located somewhere in thatvalley. Itold them
while riding across the -ountry, that the
words of my distinguished brother officer
bad come to me, and [ had wished that the
fashions in dress which had prevailed in
Grandpa Adam’s time were still in vogue in

Jolusa. Would you believe it, the ladi+s ac-
tually stopped fanning themselves and simply
Jlaughed at me, just to rebuke me for insinu-
ating that the weather was uncomfortably

warm,
But T must resume. We reached Colusa
at 1.30 pom 1nd as there was to be a citi-

zen’s reception from 3 to 5 p m., there was
not much more than time tc get cleaned up
and have luncheon before we would have to
resume work. Between 5 and 6 o’clock some
brother Masons showed me a very fine Ma-
soniclodge room and asylum. At7 p.ma.Ihad
to attend a special session of the court. At
8 p m, a public meeting in the theatre, which
was literally packed to the street, while some
200 or 300 could not getinside at all.
banquet, at which over 300 sat down, and at
about 12 the “flow of soul” began, which
lasted—well, till morning. Among those
who most distinguished themselves was the
Editress of The Colusa Sun, who delivered a
most enjoyable avd witty address.

It was my intention to have the H.C.R. of
Illinois look for ““scalps” after each meeting,
but owing to the rapidity of our movements,
he had no opportunity to canvass all the pla-
ces we visited. In fact you might say, he,
agsisted by some of the local brethren, can-
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Santa Rosa and Petaluma, and yet, he secured
and made *‘ Foresters-at-sight ” no less than
165 of the very best citizens of the places
. named, thus dewonstrating the truth or what
we ¢l im, that the points of excellence of our
great Order requires only to be brought be-
fore the people to secure their sympathy
and active co-operation ir our great work,

In connection with this work, honorable
mention must be made of Bro. Price H.V.C.
R., Bro. Dr. Mealand, the genial High Pnysi-
cian, and Bros. Jacox, Wing and Arbutos, the
C.R. of Court Eldorado, the baby court of
,Sacramento, Bros. Hopkins and Dr. Strat-
ton of Marysville, Bros. Coover and Dr, J,
J. Hogan, the wide-awake Court Physician
of Vallejo, Bro. Bkstrom, of Santa Rosa,
and Bro. Atwater, of Petalums.

The meeting at San Fran.isco on the night
bef re the opening of the Sessions of the
High Court was under the auspices of Court,
San Francisco, No 822, and was quite an en-
joyable affair. The High Chi-f Ranger and
nearly all of the members of the High Stand-
ing Committee, with a large number of the
detegetes of the High Crurt were present.

Tuesday, the 13tnh Oct., we reached the

The High Chief Ranger was warmly con-
gratulated by his colleagues on his %Epoint-
ment to his exalted position, and they all
joined in expressing the hops that the ensu-
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ing year would be fruitful, in additions to the
membership, and i the upbuilding of the
Order in Ontario, and €ach member promised
his hearty co-operation in accomplishlpg
these results. The bu-iness of the Commit-
tee was biiefly outlined by the H.C.R., who
sugges ed that a formal application for the
new Chuariter be made and the necessary
furniture, regalia, rituals, seal, supplies, «tc.,
be ptocured.

Haliburton, Northuwm. iand, Peterboro’,
Prince Edward, Hastings, Addington, Fron-
tenac, Lennox, Leeds Grenville, Dundas, Stor-
mont, Glengarry, Prescott, Russell, Carleton,
Lanatk, Renfrew, and the Nipissing District.
containing 172 subordipate courts, with a
membership of about 7,500,

It is our ambition to have the ‘¢ High
Court of Eustern Ontario,” occupy an hon-
ourable position among the High Courts of
this Province, and we call upon you to aid
us in our effurts to Qluce it in the very front
rank. Your High Court Officers intend put-
ting forth great efforts, and with yourhearty
and loyal support they feel confident that at
least 2,500 members can be added during the
year upon which we have entesed.

We are placing several excellent workers
in the field to canvass, ar d any court re quir-
ing assistance will confer a favour by apply-
ing at once to the H. C. R, if in need of help.

plies amounting to $1.00 or less.

Your High Standing Committee also receiv-
ed instructions from the High Court, to order
that nothing bhut official regalia be worn
by Foresters. It will, therefore, be the duty
of the Court Deputies to see that notbing
but the badges saunctioned by the Sugfeme
Court are worn, as the ladges purchased
from outside scurces are illegal, and their
use must be ditcontinued.

This with my former amendment whereby
boat fishermen where taken from the ** extra-
bkazardous” and placed in the ¢ ordinary?”
class cannot fail to prove a most inestimable

BRETHREN,—In presenting this my first re-
port as High Secretary, I feel that I will have
to ask this couttto overlook any errors I may
have made during the year. I have tried to
the best of my avility to discharge the duties
of my office impartially and with a view to
the interests of the Order only. My report
only covers one year, the auditors report
made July 1895, is the only report for the
year e- dmg June3Uth, '95. At our last meet-
ing in 189} che membership was 1342 and the
number of courts43. Our membership at the
present t'me is about 1800 and our courts
number 48, an increase of nearly 500 members
and 5 new courts. This increase has been
brought about without any expen=e 1o High
Court, and is mainly due to the efforts of the
different courts in bringing in new members,
Of the 5 new courts Cumberland claims 3.

Our increase has been steady snd I feel
assured that we will have 2 much larger in-
crease the coming year. I am also glad to
report that the High Court finances arein a
more healthv cor dition, and that in the near
future wewillbeabletowipe out our indebted-
ness to Supreme Court I wouldrecommend
that the High Court consider the question of
an org:nizer for the provionce. ‘Chere is g
large field in Nove Scotia and I feel assured
that the membership can be very largely in-
creased if taken hold of by a regular organ-
izer. I wish to thank thedifferent courtsfor
their uuniform kindness, also the officers of
the H'gh and Supreme Executive, who have
given me every assistance in their power,

BRETHREN,—

MICHIGAN HAS IASSED QUEBEC IN MEMBER-
SIIIP,

Michigan is now the second High Court
Jurisdiction in the world.

We are only 1,630 members short of being
the largest High Court Jurisdiction in the
Order. :

In Official Circular No. 1, on March 2n4d,
1896, I urged upon the courts in Michigan the
necessity of hard work,and assured them that
we would pass Quebec by July 1st. On the
1st of July we lacked 228 members of equal-
ling Quebec, but on the 1st day of August
we led Quebec in membership by eight, and
on the Ist day of September we had passed
them by more than 1); urder no circum-
stances can we allow Quebec 10 again equal
our membership.

MICHIGAN MUST LEAD ALL HIGH COURTS.,

By the division of Ontario into three High
Court Jurisdictions, the membership of the
High Court of Ontario. which is now the
leading Jurisdiction, was, om August 1st,
12,000, while the membership in Michigan
was 10,350, so that we need to gain only
1,650 members over Ontario to lead all other
jurisdictions. Brethren, do you know how
easily that can be accomplished? We have
in Michigan to-day 230 subordinate courts,
many of them having a membership of up-
wards of 100, and _at least two with a mem-
bership of over 200; every court having a
membership of 1ill and upwards, ought and
can, buyond any question, add atleast 25 to its
membership between now and January Ist,
and certainly before February 1st this would
add 63 members to the Order. The two
courts with a memberskip of over 261l ought
to add at least 1) to the membership of their
two courts; this makes a gain of 750. The
other 200 ccurts in Michigan can and ought
to add an average of ten members to each
court, Cannot each court, upon receipt of
this circular, appoint a committ~e or devise
other mear~ to secure the number of appli-
cations which I bave outlined. The number
will amount to 2,750, and if we initiate that
number of candidatssbetween nowand Janu-
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ary l1st, no High Court Jurisdiction can
hope to retain first place. Brethren, let us
all unite and strive to attain this end. The
aid of every member of the High Standing
Committee shall be given in every way pos-
sible to accomplish this result. Any ccurt
in Michigan desiring the preseuce of any of
the High Standing Committee at public
meetings, or at meetings of the court for ini-
tiation of candidates, may communicate
with the High Chief Ranger or High Secre-
tary, and the interests of the court will be
subserved in every way possible. Do not re-
ceive this circular, place it on file, and say
that it will receive attention next week, but
begin at once, secure all the applications that
you need during this month, and leave the
other three months for extra and special
work, On january lstlast, the membership
in Michigan was 8,464, and on August 1st the
membership had increased to 10,850, a net
gain during seven months of 1,356; this has
been excellent work, by far the best in our
history ; but the coming months of Octo-
ber, Novcmber and December, and the
month of January, are distinctively the
months of the year when, of all others, the
best work can be done. Urge your members
to attend meetizgs of the court; secure in-
terest among the members by having enter-
tainments at the court meetings, by givip
socials, and in every manner possible, and
have no doubt that the work 1 bave outlined
and requested of each court can be more than
accomplished.

The prizes offered in Official Circular, No.
2, issued March 30th, 1896, will be ready for
distribution in about two weeks’ time, and
every court will receive its prizes grompt]y
as soon as they are received from the manu-
facturers,

With best wishes for the success and
growth of each court in Michigan, and with
the assurance that the Order at large is
in 3 more prosperous condition to-day than

In the table above, used for illustration, it
is found that 13 of the oldest and most sub-
stantial legal reserve cowpanies, after an
average experience of 42 years, received dur-
ing the one year, 1893, $103,014.977 morethan
they paid out in every form to beneficiaries
and policy holders. Even with the liberal
expenses of over $33,000,000 deducted, there
was still an excess, of receipts over disburse
ments, of $63,031.591. 1In the last column of
the table it wi:l be ohserved that the Legal
Reserve accumulations of these «everal com
panies were, January 1 t, 1595, the enormous
sum of over $750 0NN,00). SurprLUs funds of
more than $120 00,4 wers also in the pns
sesgion of these companies, and yet, with
such vast amounts held ib hand as an sarnest

of security, there was collected by them in
1895 —after 42 years of average experience—
m-re than $63,000,000 in excess of the entire
disbursements of that year. Does s policy
holder receive beneflts commensurate with
rhe money he expends for life insurance
under the old-line system P—Insurance Econ-
onvist.

‘What is going to become of the enormous
surplus? is a question many are asking. That
it will not be needed to pay claimsisevident.
The average age of the companies referred
t0 is 42 years. For 1895, after paying all
death claims from the vear’s iacome, there
was & surplus of over $65,000,000. Does not
this bear out our contention -that the rates
of the old-liners are unnecessarily high ?—ED.
