Manitoba.

The Observer, published at Holland, has
beon enlarged.

"T'he first drive of logs for McArthur’s mill
at Birtlo hes arrived,

Somerville & Co., marble dealers, Brandon,
coatemplato opening a branch business in
‘Winnipeg.

Summoer fairs were held at Portage la Prai-
rio and Brandon this woek and both were very
successful.

The creamery recontly destroyed on the
Barnardo industrial farm at Russell, 1s bein
rebuilt on a smaller scalo and with improv
equipmont.

The propese] joint excursion of tho Winni-
pog board of trade, grain oxchange and job-
bers union has been abandoned for the pre-
sent,

Kingdoen & Co., of the Selkirk pottory have
arranged to ship ten cars of clay from Moose
Jaw to their factory for manufacturing pur-
poses,

About 600 excursionists arrived at Winni-
peg from Ontario on Thurday last, a number
of whom will become pcrmanent residents in
the west,

H. A. Galbraith, a well-knuwn cummercial
traveller, who represented & Toronto safe
firm in tho west, died at Winnipeg, on Satur-
day, July 20.

Tho editorial managoment of the Freo Press
has changed. Mr. St. John retires, and J. B.
Somerset, formerly business mabager,
assumes tho double duty of editorial and busi-
ness management.

Campbell & Campbell is the name of & now
firm w{:ich will opan 1n the furniture busines
in Brandon shortly. R. J. Campbell has
been in the employ of Wilson & Rankin for
somo yeaxrs and A, Campbell chicf of the
osylum staff composs the new firm.,

1t is tho intention of the Winnipeg Indus-
trial Exhibition aswociation to holda grain
and root show carly in Octoboer, & project
that will bo generally endorsed, Liberal
prizes will be offered, as well as sweepstakes
for municipalities.

A proposal has been made that the oloctoral
divisions Lordering on_Winni join to-
gethor and have a good oxhibit of grain,
roots, fruits, butter, cheese, oto., and general
farmers’ produco in ‘Winnipeg, instead of

holding small local fairs in tho difforent
muniocipalities,

The goneral store of N, M, W. McKenzie. at
Russell, was burned on July 24, and nothing
saved, Tho loss is partially covered by insur-
#nce. Tho firo did not spread to the
adjoining buildings. Tho store was tho first
huilding in Russell and it is the first fire over
experioncod in the village.

Alox, Smith, publisher of The Colonist, and
formerly immigration agent here for the
Manitoba gevornmont, died very suddenly on
Saturday, July 20. AMr. Smith was at the
oxhibition in the aftornocon of that day and
about his offico as usual, though not feolin
well. About ten o'clock in the ovening ho
oxpired suaddenly.

On tho application of the liquidators of tho
Commercial Bank an order has been mado
authorizing them to declare another dividend
of thirteon por cent., which will a make total
dividend of fifty per cent on tho claims
allowed. Thoe payment will not bo made
until next month.

The crop of cultivated grass in the Pilot
Moung district, says the Sentinel newspaper
of July 12, is tho finest and largest ever pro-
duced. Ticlds of timothy are numerous
and extensive, ‘T"10 crop is gonerally as high
a3 the fences and remarkably heavy on the
ground. Moweors are already in operation
and farmers must be convinced that weedy
%min fields may bo restored to cleanliness

y using & plontiful supply of timothy seed
and sowing at a proper time.

With a view to aiding the farmers in se-
enring help in the harvest the Canadian
Pacific Railway instructed their agents
throughout the country to receive applica-
tions for laborers. The agents have sent in
their reports and the list completed threfrom
shows that thore have been actual
applicativns for 2,000 men, as there are many
stations on the lines where there are no
agonts, it is estimated that fully 8,000 men
will bo needed  That this labor may be sup-
plied as far as possible, two oxcursions will be
run from Ontario and Quebeo next month at
a very low rate.

Prof, Saunders, director of the Duminion
system of experiraental farms, passed through
Winnipeg last week, on his way to Agassiz,
British golumbia, where he will attend the
provincial convention of the dairymen, fruit
growors and farmers. He will inspect Mani-
toba and the Torritories on his way back.
Prof, Saunders stated that for a radius of
forty or fifty miles around Ottawa the coun-
try had not suffered to any great extont from
drouth, and crops of all kinds were promising.
Outside of this radius, however, prospects are
not so bright, the root and gralu crops givin,
ovidonces of but a poor yield. Hay promise
to givo loss than half & normal yield. . Fall
wheat is now being harvested and bears prom-
isa of a fair yicld in most localities.

Mberta.

Tho plans of the traffic bridge across the
Saskatchewan river at Edmonton have arriv-
ed. ‘They show an iron truss bridge, 703 feot
in length with threo spans of 234 feat cach.

The Canadian Land and Ranche Co., Ltd.,
has purchased the property, estate and.
interest, real and persona’, »f The Canadian
Agricultural, Coal and Colonization Co., Ltd.
TES business will henceforth be carried on
by and in the name of The Canadian Land
and Ranche Co., Ltd. D. M, Andrew'sis
manager of the new company.

J. Reiplinger, representing Jas. McMillan
& Co. has beon buying woolat Calgary. The
Calgary 'Iribune says of his purchases:
¢« All tho sheep ranchors in this dirtrict have
now disposed of their wool at prices ranging
from 104 to 1130 per lb., and bave done so
without haing oblignd to ship a pound of it.

The woight of wool sold 30 far at Calgary this
season 18 about 150,000 1bs.

Edmonton Bullotin ~ Colin Fraser, trader,
of Chipswyan, and party_arrived at Fimon-
ton from the Landing on Monday with about
$15,000 worth of fur., The fur includes 88
black foxes, over 8,000 marten aud 800
beaver. Mr. Fraser has trading posts at
Vermillion, Fond du Lac, and othor points
north as well as at Fort Chipowyan.

Northwasi; Ontario.

Hoover Bros., gpneral dealers, Port Arthur,
will move to Franklin, Manitoba,

The population of Port Arthur according
to tho assessor is 8,015, which shows considor-
able gain since the Dominion census.

The Rat Portage roduction works and
about eight mining locations have been pur-
chagsed by E. Brusewitz, of London, Eugland.
It is tho intontion to equip the reduction
works with the most improved mining
machinery at once, and also to construct ex-
tonsive developments on mining lucations
purchased, At this rato mining development
will be active in the district.

Freight Rates and Trafic Mattors.

The Montreal Trade Bullotin of July 20
says: ‘‘The freight market for grain has
ruled veory dull, but the prospects are improv-
ing, as quite a lot of grain has recontly becn
ongaged from Daluth and Chicago for ship-
ment via this port, The rates on grain are
quoted at 9d to Liverpuul, Yd tu 1s 1o Uilasgow
and Bristol, and 13 to 1s8d toLondon. Vory
little grain is going to London, flour being
mostly taken for that port. To thecontinent

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FARMING IN ARGENTINA,

Manitobans will bo ‘ntercsted in learning
something abuut farming in tho great agn-
cultural country of Argentina, South
America. At a meeting of tne British Royal
Cowrmission on Agriculture recontly D. J.
Brott, a ranch-uwner 1n the province of Santa
Fo, Argentine Ropublic, was examined. Ho
stated that he had been in Argontinu 85
years. Wheat growing in tho Republic was
for the moust part in the hands of Itahan
colonists, though Swiss and French ummi-
grants were also ongaged in this indusiry,
Tho women worked on the land, Tho soil
was easily worked, ani no manuring was
necessary. Laborers were vory little employ-
od in the wheat growing districts, oxcept for
a few weeks during harvest. Qceasional
laborers wont out from Italy to Argentina for
tho harvest and returned home when the
work was over. Their wages were about
§2.50 a day. Machinery and implemonts
were gonerally obtained on a year’s credit
from storckeopers, and paid for in a cortain
porcentago of the crop to bo produced. Tho
older colonists who owned the land worked
woro not in debt. As regarded the cost of
production, the Italian colonist could grow
wheat to bo sold on s farm at a prico equi-
valent, at tho present rate of oexchange, to
11, ner quarter, (8 bushels), and he would
gain more by doing this than as a wage-
earner in the Republic. Twonty shillings &
quarter in London would encourgo the oxten-
sion of wheat growing in the Republic under
presont conitions. Many wheat growers
had recontly dovoted more attention to the
cultivation of olfalfa. Asan instance of the
valuo of alfalfa ho stated that urdinary wheat
land in the Republic could be bought for 153
per acre, whereas the sama land when laid
down to lucern would at the end of a single
year bo of the value of £7 per acro. Atton-
tion was now being directed to tho pessibility
of doveloping a large export trade in cattlo
and sheop to the United Kingdom. One
great advantage possessdd by the Argentino
breeder was tho fact that his stock nover re-
quired housing oc feeding. Tho sheop were
to a large extent crossed with Lincolns, and
there wero also a large number of merino.
A steor threo years old could bo raised i
Argentina and sold on the farm with proiit
to the breeder at a price equivalent to £8 in
gold, He was of the upiniun that at tho pro-
sent timo a beast of the weight of 72u pounds
could bo landed in this country and disposed
of without loss at o price of about £18 or £14,
but this would leave an extremely small
margin for profit. As p matter of fact Ar-
gontine cattle were not yot of so good.n
quality as American beasts. They hoped in
faturo to send animals to Great Britain which
would fotch a price approaching that at
which the cattlo of the United Statgs wore

sold in London—viz, £18. Ilo comnsidered
Argontine sheop a3 fino as could be produced
in any country. Thoir dead woight was from
60 to 65 pounds. Tho present froight on live
stock from the Republic was about £5 103 on

cattlo and 12s on skeop.

NOXI0US WEEDS.

Though the provincial guvernment is doing
all it can to warn farmers and rural munici-
pal officials about noxic 18 . eeds, there is stull
o groat laxity of effort in many districts
regard to the destruction of weeds. Somo
muaicipalitios - ‘6 waking up to tho import~
ance of the quostion, but in uther munictpali-
ties little or nothing is being done, or what is
being done is practically time and labor
wastod by imperfectmothods, A drivein the
vicinity of Winnipeg last week would dis-
gust anyone with the methods pursued by
some weed inspectors. In one case & largo
fiold of French weed was boing mowed down.
The weod was dead ripe and the shaking
givon by the mower in cutting would shell
out bushels of seed, Cutting this weed
simply leaves it in a cundition to blow over
the country, scattering tho sced as it goes.
It would bo better to leave it standingand
try to burn it on the ground.  In some figlds
of weeds, which were supposed to have
been cut, patches of thistles in bloom were
loft standing hore and there.  An investiga-
tion showed that some of tho thistle scedsaro
fsr onough matured to ripen after being cut,
so that this wor’ ix also being dene rather too
late in tho season.

Whilo this will show in whata wretched
manner this work of cutting weeds is per-
formed e may also add that there s a
fraudulent side to the question as well. This
consists in charging abser tees largy sums for
cutting weeds on  their property when the
work might as well not have beon doneo at all.
Non residents should not be compelled to pay
for cutting weeds, unless the weeds are cut
in proper time and in proper manner. Some
pathmasto:s or weed inspectors, wo are told,
make it a point to cut the weeds on non-
resident lands and neglect tho weeds on the
lands of residents, their own lands included.
There is & good feo attached to the cutting of
weeds on  non-resident lands, which
may explain the activity of some of the
officials to have the weeds cut on such lands.

As carried out in many districts, the
work dono in the direction of destroying
weeds is simply a farce, and in fact we may
say a fraud in many cases.

Tariff Ohanges,

According to a notice given by the mimster
of finance it is propnsed to add twu new iteius
to tho tariff, respectively, fresh salmon and
sawed lumber. The first section will be
known as 199 as follows. ‘' Salmon, fresh,
not elsewhore specified, onc-half cent per
pound, provided that such saluion may bo
imported free of duty upon proclamation of
the governor-in-council, which may be
issued whenover it appears ta his satisfaction
that fresh salmon may be imported into tho
the United States, from Canada, free of
duty.

The second clause added to be known as

862 a, read as follows: ¢ Sawed boards,
planks, or defls, planed or dressel on one
side or buth sides, whon tho edges thereof aro
jointed or tonged and grooved, twenty por
cent ad valorawm, provided tha‘ smd lumber
may be imported froe of dwty upon proclama-
tion of tho governorin-council which may be
issued whenever it appears to his satisfaction
that simlar lumber from Canada may bo

idmporwd mto the United States freo of
uty.”

Hides, Wool axd Senseca.

Jas. McMillan & Co.’s last circular refers
as folliws ¢ the articles onwinerated

Hides -'The fact that cattle are scarco has
been fully established, and as a ennseqnence
recoipts of hides are light, Since our last
1ssuo thoro has been a further advance in
prices of green and dry hides, and wo have
accordingly marked up our quotations.
Range cattlo are beginning to como in and
thera will soon be more hides, but we do not
look for much decline for the presont, and
thore may be none. At present tho market
is firm, Now that hides both grcon and dry
are bringing high prices they can be shipped
from pointsfar in the interior. When hides
wero low the freight was too much to ship
thom in less than car lots from such far
points. Instruct your butcher to be careful
and not cut or score ti.o hides in taking thom
off, and salt them immediately, or during
this hot weather they will softon and becomo
hair-lipped and grade No, 2. Dry hides the
samo as dry pelts should bo beaten frequently
or the bugs will get in and destroy them.
Horns, tail-bones and manure, if any, have
to bo deducted for boforo weighing.

Sencea Root.—~Seneca root has started in
very low on account of the enormous quan-
tity carried over from last year, which added
to this year's crop, which now promises to bo
ag large as over, will make a supply which
the trade cannot begin to absorb.

‘Wool,—Contrary to expectations the wool
market abroad advanced during the past two
weeks and prices in. this cuuntry have risen
in sympathy. We have marked up our
quotations and should there be a further ad-
vanco, which is doubtful, we shall promptly
fullow tho market. On account of the heavy
slaughter of sheep during the past two years
the clip in this country is materially less
than usual and were it not that our wool
must compete with the wool of the world,
prices here would advance very heavily, but
as thero is plenty of wuol abroad thero may
not be any further improvament. The July
London sales opened about 10 per cent higher
on the average, but did not advance any after
tho opening.

The Keewagn'ﬁatW-iner.

The Keewatin Power Co, have prepared a
fino map showing & plan of their water power
at Tunpel Island, Keowatin. This power is
sitnated on the Winnipeg river, near the
Lako of the Woods, The work was comploted
at o large exponso and is of & most substantial
charactor. This is one of the finest wator
powers on the continent. The flow of water
is unlimi ed and experienco has shown that
thero is freedom from ice of all kinds and
other cominon vbstructions to water power.
The location is guod fu1 flour mulis, pulp and
paper mills and general manufactures. The
directors wish to correspond with parties de-
siring to securc_locations, and will furnish
all information desired, Icdowatin is destined
to become a great manufacturing centro,
with this fino water power now y to use.

The Canadian Pacific Railway have started
work vn the new stock yards which they
will build in Winnipeg, the present yards
being altogether inadequate for the growing
export live stock trado,
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Increasing Cost of Assessment Insur-

anco,

The organ of the Mutual Resorve Fund Life
Assoriation, the Insuranee Feonomist i its
July issue, pago 12, under the heading
** Commendable Promptitude '* says —

A fow of tho monwbers of the Covenant
Moutual Life Assvciation of Galesburg. TN,
aro unnecessarily worrying over tho recent
inerease mado an thoir asessiwonts  Tu the
offort to afford tho greatest amount of pro-
tection at tho least possiblo cost, tho directors
found that the former rates had become in-
sufficient to meot the association’s inercased
mortality, Those whe are grumbling most
seom to forgot that they have had their in-
surance carried for a number of vears atan
excoedingly low rate, such as thoy had e
right to expect would continuo.

Now that tho death roll ecalls for tho
necessary advance, what would these un-
reasonablo members expect tho associntion
to do? Would they prefer a continuance of
tho same rates, at tho risk of jeopardizing the
future of tho nstitution whose large member-
ship rolies on the ccllection of a sufficient
amount to insuro the payment of their
policies aftor they have gono? Surely mnot
if they have judgment enough to understand
what is for their interest. The object of all
purely mutual, successfully governed ascess-
ment associations is to afford insurance at
cost; at the same time maintaining & reason-
able reserve for any possible emergency.

The Covenant Mutual acted with commend-
avle promptitude in raising its rates when
such became necessary to meet its current
mortality.  Solid permanent insurance
cannot be obtained for less than it costs.
Liko evory other good thing, it must be paid
for according to its actual value Bocause in
carlier years the amount necessary to be
collected was comparatively smell, is that
any reason why, when the timo naturally
arrives that an increaso is necessary, fault
should bo found with the management ?

Insuranco officials, no matter how careful
and cconomica!. are not endowed with the
gift of working miracles. It is not in human
agency to keop members from dying ~ Vhen
that time comes theix policies must tu paid
to their henefiriaries and there is olly one
way of doing it. Those who are spared to
contribute their assessments for that purpose
ought to be thankful for their mercaful
presorvation, and the privilege thoy have
enjoyed of having their insurance carried so
long at rates much boneath the amounts they
contracted to pay—a boon which a great
many unconscionable people scom entirely to
Jooso sight of, and fail to accord credit to
thoso through whose instrumentality it has
been accomplished,”

we give below in parallel columns the rates
found by the Covenant Mutual to be in-
sufficientand the rates claimed by theagents of
the MutualReserve to be more thansufiicient.

If anyone who reads the foregoing accepts
the positive statements of canvassers for
these assessment concerns, he surely wants
to be deceived and . has no one to blamo but
himself, and ought not to object to being
called by the organ of such concerns ‘“un-
regsonable’’ and ‘*unconscionable™ when

Tho mos* marked feature this week is the
stir in the labor market, due to boginning of
tho hay harvaest, to bo followed soon by grain
harvesting. Farm hands are in domand,
with the presont prospect of a scarcity Iator
on, though a good many men ave coming in
from castern Cangda to work n tho harvest,
Wages offered range from $20 to 935 per
month with board, Bank clearings at Win.
nipeg this week shuw an incrensed of about
7 per cont over tho corresronding weok last
year, which is a smaller increass than has
beed usual of late.

In the Unitod States the domand for iron
and steol keeps good and the genoral volume
of trade is more active. Dank clearingsshow
a gain of 20 por cent. over tho corresponding
week last yoar. Staplo goods show an up-
ward tendency in prices. Lard is lower, but
wheat, bessomer pig, steel billets, leather,
oats, coffee, print cloths, galvanized and
black sheots aro higher. In eastorn Caasnda
the drought is affecting business adversely.
The total numbor of business failures in
Canada as roported to Bradstreots is 25 this
week, againat 29 last week, 82 in tho week a
year ago, and 83 in 1893.

One
swallow does not make a summer, and the
cuttung of one batch of barley dves not make
a harvest. Harvecting will not fainy begin
in Manitoba for two to three weeks yet, with
average weather during this tim.. There
aroalways a fiw patches of early grain,
mostly barley, waich are ready to cut from
tv u to three weeks 1n advance of the general
crop, and the cutting of theso cannot fairly
be called the beginning of harvest. Wo have
heard of two reports of cuttin§ barley so far
this year. One of these camo from a district
near Winnipeg. Now it happens that a
representative of The Commercial drove eight
miles last week through the district whore
the barley was alleged to have been cut, and
saw no grain which would be ready tocut
within two to thres weoks. The other ro-
por* about cutting barlev came from Morden,
bi- a gentleman whe drove cousiderably

thruugh tho Mourden disteact Jlus weok, sn-
forms us that he saw no grain which would
bo fit to cut for some time yot.

This week has been mostly favorable for the
growing crops, being clear and modoratoly
warin, There were about 10 or 12 hours rain
at Winnipeg Friday morning and forenoon,
which camo duwn gontly, without wind.
To-day 1s clear and warm, Some grain
which was dowa from thoe rans of last weok,
13 roported up agan.

This firm has re-
ceived very large consignments of Manitoba
butter for which they obtained good prices
in gvery case when the quality was right,
and thus their faith in the trade has been
established.

The United States fishery commissioners:
Dr. Wakeham of the department of marine
end fisheries Canada, and Richard Rathburn
of tho United States fishery commission, are
at present in British Columbia. They have

will report to their respective governments.
It is to bo hoped that something may be done
to prevent the Yankees at this point trap-
ping thesalmon. Thousands upon thousands
aro caughtat a time. Theo fishormen are
-deprived of & vocation, and the deadly traps
lgsson the run in the Fraser on the Canadian
side.

At this writing the sockeyo salmon run is
in full head, and boats are catching from
200 to 400 fish each on the Freser nnver. The
pricoper fish has fallen. The run setin so
suddenly that it found the canners’ unpre-
pared but overy fisherman was pressed into
sorvice and in astonishingly short time were
as busy as it was possible to be. Advices
from Columbia RBiver points state that the
pack this season on the Columbis will be
away behind last year and there will be no
chance of catching wup. The pack this year
has already been placed at 400,000 whilst last
year the total pack was 485,000 cases.

Coko furnaces are to be cstablished at
Union, Vancouver Island, on a large seale in
connection with the Union coal mines, Ono
hundred and fifty thousand dollars will bo
spent on the work which will be ready by
Christmas. The Scotch firm of Mexry and
Cunningham have the construction of the
furnaces in hand.

The North Gabriola Island coal lands bave
been bonded. They are to be bored wath o
diamong drill, and provided the coal is found
in paying quantitics, the lands according to
agreoment will be transferred to a Seattlo
.company.

A discovery of yollow cedar was made
somo time in the northern part of
British Colambis. This wood takes ona
beautiful polish and 1s particalarly suitable
for cabinet work. Fifteen thousand acres of
these trees were acqured by a Vancouver
compsny and for months ncgotations have
boon on foot for the sale of this proporty in

England, As yellow cedar sometimes brings
as gigh as §30 & thousand, the company de-

manded big money for their limits. They
havo been finally disposed of subject to the
indorsation of the roport by English experts,
at $10,000 cash snd $250,000 steck in the
now company, Tho transfor is ono of the
most important lumber desls that hasever
taken placo in ths province. It is cstimated
that thero are over 100,000,000 feot of lamber
available for commercial purposes, and as
the shipning facilities are oxcellent, the
limits boing on the water’s edge, 2 handsome
margin will accrue to those opening and
operating the property. Under the recent
ruling of the United States district court. on
the export of red ceder from Canada to tho
States, it is thought that yollow jcedar will
be admitted free,

Just now Trail Creek mining district seoms
to have the greatest sharo of public attention.
Many vetorn mining men have declared that
Trail Creck mining district ismore promising
than any newly sottled mining districton the
Pacific coast has been at any stage in ifs
existence for the past twenty years.
Rossland, the mining town, is o model one,
The order is perfect. Many of the laborers
and merchants are Canadion, but United
States cap.tal entirely is runniug the mines.
The country surrounding Rossland is fabul-
ously rich, There are 2,000 people in Ross-
land and all of them whowant work can now
got it. Spokane has the bulk of the trade
there at present. The Canadian government
colleghted $7,000 in customs at Rossland last
month,

There have been no big clean-up's at Cari-
boo of late.  Work has been practically stop-
ped in the famous Cariboo mine for want of
water, but by the first of August it is expect=
ed that water will be drawn from Polly’s lake
and there will be thereafter a constant supply.

Thers has been another clean-up at the
well-known Horsefly mine, the result bein
781 ounces of gold, but the company ere stiﬁ
operating on what is called kidney cement,
and have not struck pay dirt. The results
obained from both mines thus early in their
development are considered very satisfactory.
For the first half of July the shipments from
Rassland aggregated 1,410 tons valued at
$67,000.

There are now 1,000 mon employed on tho
extonsion of the Kaslo and Slocan railroad.
There is considerable oxcitement in New
Denver and Silverton over the reported finds
in the territory surrounding the towns. It
is reported in the eager search for gold men
are staking claims in the moonlight, although
the sun holds sway 19 hours out of the 24.

TLumbgr Trags Notes,

Our correspondent at Vancouver British
Colambia, writes as follows: Repeated rum-
ors to the contrary thers is no uniform ad-
vance in lumber prices in British Columbia.
When it was ncorrectly reported in tha
newspapers that lumber had advanced. the
workmen in the lumber mlls at once de-
manded more pay, and it was difficult to
convinco them that there had been no ad-
vanco. Some effort was made toward um-
form action by mill owners, but as yetno
vesults have obtained. Though lumberis
still selling below the prices quotel in the
trade journals, owirg to the buoyant nature
of the market, prices have an upward
tendency being regulated by the law of
supply and demnand and the mills are able
owing to the namerous requests for cargoes
to pick their customers, and secure charters
at rates somowhat higher than herotofore.
In fact the domand for lumber here and the
higher priceson the Sound, is slowly but
surely forcing up the prices in British
Columbis, and for the first time in ten years
lumber men are ablo to refuse unprofitable
charters offering, and do business at a profit.

Wo understand that
your correspondent received his information
from a certain firm in town; they talk glibly
for reputation forsooth; as far as wo know
this is chiefly noticeably for the wonderful
dexterity with which they detcct loop holes
and the celerity with which they proceed to
crawl through them. Their statement must
thereforo be takoen ‘* cum grano salis.”

Tho present dopressed state of the butter
market here to-day is lar(fely attributable
to the following causes: A large local supply
of dairy butter; the building of new cream-
eries 1n  Aanitoba .and the Northwest
Terntorics which are now pouring their out-
putsinto this market in over increasing
quantities, which of course creates a glut.
The time has come whon Manitoba and the
Northwest Territories must look to England
for & market for their products, as the
quantity this province can take is naturally
a limited one.

Ayres scoured 256 to 8lc. In Canada pulled
wool 20 to 213¢ is quoted for supers, extra 23
to 26¢; Northwest wool 11 to 12¢; British
Columbia 9¢ to 1l¢,—Trade Bulletin,
July 20.

Wools,

The Toronto Globe of July 15s8ays: There
has been a considerable improvement in the
wool market the past few days and there is
quite an active demand for Canadian fleece
at an advance of 1} to 2¢ per 1b, There is a
very active inquiry just mow from United
States dealers for bright lustrous combing to
use iv the manufacture of mohair dress goods
in which there it a big ran this season. The
Canadian wool, which is peculiarly adapted
for making these mohair goods, including the
style known as mohair curl, a line of ;siress
goods which has a little bright curl on the
surface, i3 from the Lincoln hog, and for that
special line of wool there was an advance re-
cently in the London wqol markets from 10d
to 14d per 1b. The United States dealers are
bidding about 4c per lb more at present for
this wool than for the ordinary fleece. The
result is that some large lots of Canadian
wool have been sold for export this week.
One dealer here sold a car of this class of wool
within the past few days at 2lc. Bat that
pr.ce was too low ; 25 to 26¢ should have been
received for it, Among the round lots sold
at better prices for export this week was one
of 150,000 1bs at 22jc and it is believed the
United States buyers who were here this week
paid a trifle more than that price for some
lots, Local dealers now quote 23§c for good
1>t8 of fleece here or at country points,

Lake Winnipeg Fisheries.

C. M. Clark, who is interested in the Loke
Winnipeg fisheries, explains their new mode
of handling fish as follows: ‘We have in
the steamer two large chambers capable o
containing three car loads of fish. Intf
these we place boxes, having in each 14n
pounds of fish, phich have been dressed ann
packed in fine ice. The chambers are keptad
a temperature of 26.  There is no freezing—
at the same time none of the ice melts. On
landing the boxes ave transferred to refrigera-
tor cars, and in this way we are able to de-
liver our goods in a perfectly fresh condition
in Chi , 'Toronto und other great centres.
The fish in Lake Winnipeg is a far greater
interest than any in the west. The white
fish are the mainstay of the lake. Pickerel,
sturgeon and jackfish cut a comparatively
small figure, We have now the very best -
facilities for husbanding and marketing the
fish, and I am confident it will prove a very
great boon for that part of the country.”

Heretofore the plan has been to freeze the
fish, store them in cold storage warehouses at
Selkirk and ship in a frozen state during the
winter. This reduced the shipping season to
a short time each year, whereas by shipping
fresh or unfiozen they can be placed on the

market at any time when they are most
needed. v

-

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Businegs in British Colambia.

R, E. Gosnell, provincial librarian aund
statistican of British Columbia, stopped over
o day in Winnipeg recontly on his way east.
Inresponso to a request Mr. Gosnoll ox-
pressed somo viows on the condition of trade,
etc., in DBritish Columbin, Although, he
says the volumo of business has always ro-
mained large, even in the very hardest of
times, yot there was a period of extromo
tightness in money which has now passed
away, Things are improving on the coast,
thero is not the least dotbt of it, but busi-
noss is quiet and in all probability will be
8o for another year or two before recovery is
complote.

Coal mining has not been assisted by the
aperation of the Wilson tariff in tho United
States as was oxpected by many. San Fran-
cisco is tho great markot for British Colum-
bia coal, and although the duty was lowered
therois so much competition thero with
Australian and Woelsh coal that the mines
got no benofit from thoreduction in the duty.
On accoint of the low freights and lack of
cargo the sailing ships bring coals into
Frisco at vory low rates. As a consequence
domand has been limited. The cual com-
panies havo nut reduced their output mater-
ially, but thoy have been mining a. little or
no profit and as a consequence have had to
reduce wages. As soon, however, as
freights improve, and_improvemont ic now
noticeable, demand will revive again, and
wages will bo restored. The output is about
one million tons per annum.

Tho lumbor trade js improving and the
mills at Vancouver are running full blast.
For some time foreign. demand has been very
limited, and the mills have been operating
at actual loss, Pricesare not yet satisfactory
buyt the increased demaund is general and the
indications are most promising. At present
the bulk of the sales are being made in the
United States, but porhaps nothing will
assist tho rovival as much as the times
in Manitoba and tho Northwest. If crops
turn out as well as they look now and prices
keop up it will mean a year of unoxampled
prosperity here. It will have a direct and
very important cffect on British Columbia
particularly in respect to the lumber trade,
2nd nothing, not oven mining, will quicken
husiness so mueh as a revival in lumber.
The fortunes of the two provinces are vory
much bound up togother and British Colum-
hia will not object to pay higher prices for
Manitoba flour and grain and buy your Lutter
if good quality) if Manitoba will buy plenty
of lumber and other products of tho coast.
Many in Manitoba wonder why they do not
got moro fruiy from British Columbia, being
so favornbly situated as a source of supply.
Undoubtedly some dey British Columbia
will export both of fresh and canned fruits

totho Northwest, but fruit growing isstill
in 1ts adolescont stage more especially
commercially speaking. A couatry requires
a surplus before it oxports, and it requires a
systomatic dovelopment of its trade. As soon
a8 British Columbia grows fruit so that its
commission mon can ship by tho carload,
and there are men who will make a business
of it, there will be a large business done in
that line. As yet fruit growing has not
rcached the extent, nor yot thoe business
methods to warrant shipments being atteript
ed. Frait is like Manitoba butter. It wants
bottor handling.

Sealing so far has not been o success this
season, and the salmon canning has not far
enough advanced to judgoe of results. Up
north where the run is made earlier, good
packs are reported, and with an average pack
on the Fraser or oven less than an average
owing to the present high prices, the canner-
ios will make money. Shipments of fresh
fish cast do not scem to be carried onas
extensively this year as last. This is dueto
special cause, mamy to tha lack of capital to
carry it on on & large scale. It isa business
that requires lots of money and special
adaptabihity. ISxperience in handhing is per-
haps required quite a3 much as capital
With these two requisits there is no reason
why the fresh fish business should not grow
to enormous proportions.

The greatest real dovelopment has occurred
in British Columbia in gold and silver min-
ing. **Idon't think,” Mr. Gosnell says,
¢t that the people of Canada properly appreci-
ato the mineral wesalth of that province,
which will yot establish it on a par for min-
eral production with Manitoba for grain in
Canada and cause 1t to rank with great pro-
ducing mineral ficlds like South Africa.
This will come within five years. There
will bo one or two cities springing up in thoe
southern interior which will rival those on
the coast. Winnipeg i3 most favorably
situated to tako advantage of the trade there
and hor merchants have not been slow to get
in. In many lines they can undersell the
coast merchants, but when it comes, howaever,
to morchandaise, which 1s imported in ships
the lattor can hold their own aund will even-
tually do a large business. The mines are
past tho prospectstage. A smeltor is at work,
shipments are made regularly and thein-
dustry is un a legitimate, paying and rapidiy
dovoloping basis. At Nelson, in the Slocan
and at Rossland, alone, if no other propertics
wero fuund or working 1n British culumbia,
there 18 enough ore to make the counivy rich
boyond the dreams of avarice. Now discover-
ies aro boing made everywhere tiroughout
British Columbis ovory day. .

Howover, mining is a business of itself and
it requires men of experionce—prospectors
and miners and others used to weighing it to
o llow it out, and men of capital. It isthe

.defeated.

morest {folly for an indiscriminate lot of peo-
ple togo into those mining camps, witha
vaguo idea that money is to be picked up
somo way, other than working for it. Occas-
ionally what they call a ** tenderfoot ™’ strikes
it rich, but that'is one chancein 100, Itis
romarkablo though that so fow Canadians
with money, or oven Taglishmen have gono
in there, Tho Americans have practically
the wholo of the mining interests in their
own hands, and they are making and have
made o great deal of money. Of courso, tho
Americans there came from mining districts
very similar in character. They are mining
men of instinct and experionce. They have
flocked into British Columbia and invested in
mines, because they know a good thing when
they see it. Their coming and stayingis
the best evidenco that the country isall
right. But Kootenay is not by any means
the only part of British Colambia which is
going ahead in mining. At boundry Creek
in Yale there is important development in
gold mining. The Keotle River country,
re ontly discovered as a mimng district
is making o great showing in rich prospects.
Half a dozen big companies areinaugurating
hydraalic works in Carinuo, one of which has
exponded over 83un,9.  In fact the country
is full of .ninerals.
