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A FINANCIAL PROBLEN.

Perhaps the most remarkable circum-
stance -in connection with the present
financial and commercial crisis, is the fact
that while all the great nations of the
globe are seriously affected, France and
France alone is in a condition of compa-
rative ease and prosperity. A writer, in
& late number of the Forthnightly Review,
attempts fo find a solution for this pro-
blem. He says truly that '&e practical
exemption of France from the financial
crises which periodically afflict Anmerica,
England, Germany, and the Scandinavian
countties, deserves to be studied and ex-
Plained. Even the great financial typhoon,
of 1857, which swept around the world
and acroes the equator, only skirted the
edge of France, causing a few failures in
Havre and Marseilles, chiefly in the Ame-
‘rican trade, and advancing the rate of dis-
count of the Bank of France for a short
time to 10 per cent. For all practical pur-
poses anoe was in the centre of & eyclone,
enjoying a calm, while tlie rest of the
civilized world was strewn with eve
species of commercial ion.

AN ICE STORM.

Scientific men have often called atten-
tion to the peculiarities of the Canadian
climate. It is remarkable in this that,
for the last three hundred years, it has
not diminished in severity,while the atmos-
phere in similar latitudes further west has
moderated to a very apprecigble extent.
Comparing the diurnal tablets and registra-
tions comsigned in the Relations des
Jésuites, written at Quebec, two hundred
years back, we find the same temperatures
to-day as then, and iu many cases where
there is a difference, it denotes an increase
of cold at the present time. In connec-
tion with this subject, and confirmatory
of our remarks, we have the account of a
wonderful storm which broke over Murray
Bay, on Saturday, the 24th of last month.
The fallimg of the barometer unmtil it
reached 29.30 foretold the coming of an
atmospheric change, but the ice storm
which followed surpassed in violence any-
thing over witnessed. The clouds which

sure precursors of bad weather, had gra-
dually veered round to the mountain
above the Chute, and at about. six a’oleck-
were observed to have massed and, follow-
ing the course of the River Murray, to be
rapidly descending on the Village of Mur-
ray Bay. At seven o’clock the storm burst
in its full violence, and it literally rained
a shower of ice weighing from a quarter
to one ounce ‘each drop—more like a
shower of racket balls and larwe marbles
than anything else.

of iron. It is impossible, therefore, to, re-
main longer within the bounds of moder-
ation, and the Porte is responsible for any
eventual bloodshed. The Montenegrins
will be on theirside, and it will not long
before the H vinians, Bosnians and
Grealts co-operate with them. Prince MiLax
concludes his manifesto by exhorting the
troops to respect the frontier 6f Austria,
which he says has a claim upon their gra-
titude, because of the benevolent protec-
tion extended to their Herzegovinian
brothers. A despatch says it is reported
that Roumania has decided to co-operate
with Servia. Advices from Belgrade state
that a proclamation will shortly be issued,
informing the Bosnians of the approaching
appointment of new officials throughout
the country in the name of Prince MivLan.

The Greek Government, in accordance
with its policy of peace, has ordered the
arrest of any emissaries on the froutier
endeavouring to foment the insurrection
with the Turkish Provinces, or to enlist
any recruits. Magazinawich, the Servian
representative at Constantinople has been
recalled. England last week proposed to
an intermediary power-—probably France
—=a meeting of the six powers in a neu-
tral town near the seat of war with the
object of watching mutually the progress
of the war, reporting to various European
Governments, and preventing the conflict
from degenerating into a war of reprisals.

ALWAYS BOYS.

Children in their games scem to have been
the same in all times.  Of the pila, or ball, the
lomans were very fond ; nay, it was the favou-
rite exercise of many of all ages. The most
popular, and surely the most diflicult game of
this kind, was what called the pila trigonalis,
played by three persons, who stood in the forin
of a triangle,'and manifested their skill by throw-
ing and catching the ball with their left hand,
The roundlet of baked clay upon the table was
was likely to have been the heart or core of a
pila, aud was covered originally with some soft
material. It was discovernd some years ago
under the residedee of Pr. Gibsan, in Bootham,
in alittle place which might be cousidered the
baby house of & child, The whistle, of which
there was - specimen exhibited, had been the
dolight of the young in all ages: the degricin,
or whip, made of less durable material; had per-
ished long ago: so had the top, the walubils
burum, to which it was often applied ; so the
aruade longe o which the Roman youngster
galloped off te his Banbury Cross; so also the
Gochas, or hoop, which was driven along Hke
ours by a stick with a hook at the end.  Unlike
ours, however, the Roman hoop had sometimes
bells attached to it. There are'in the York
Museum several pieces of glass which might be

called marbles, The little roundlets of stone and-

glass were the bases of vessels prepared with the
greatest care: for o game somewhat resembling
our hopteoteh, if not identical with it.  Delow
them was a solitary die of jet, probably for the
amusement of a child, as it is not truly formed.
As far back as the days of Harnee the Roman lad
is rebuked for his ignorance of horsemanship and
the chase and his love of the Greek hoop and the
forbidden dice.  The same unhappy tendency at
astill later period aroused the indiguation of the
great Roman sativist. A photograph exhibited
represented the favourite toys of some little
child, which ‘were taken out of her grave at
Cologne, and are now preserved in the Mavor
Museum at Liverpoel.  They were embedded in
a kind of plateaun to display them properly. In
the centre was the doll made of ivory, with those
wonderfully pendulous legs which are the child's
delight,  Arvound it wus u remarkable collection
of pots and pans, with which the little one would
niess and cook ; water bottles too ; a little bronze
pounder to crush or work with; a plate to hold
the result of the young housewife's labour; a
spoon ta ecat it with s and there, too, inca con-
spicious place, is the inevitable die. Tt was
evident that people in those days eatered earlier
into the school of cookery than they do with us,

This was one of the most
costly entreprises ever undertaken by any Ame-
rican publisher ; and, considering the compa-
ratively small number of book-buyers at that
period, it is not strange that it was ruinous to
those who undertook it and that it was finally
disposed of by lottery. Recent cyclopwdists
wisely restrict themselves within much nar-
rower limlts. The following ‘is an approxima-

He exceeded his instructions, and
took it alse for dinner and supper, and then
came boasting that not only was be much better
for a total change of dict, but that he was living
on a few pence a day and laying by money. It
turned out that he was thinking of marrying,
and that his economies seemed to bring the
happy day within his reach.
Purridge is especially snitable for children. It
nourishes their bones and other tissues, and sap-
plies them in o greater degree than nost foods
with the much-needed element of phosphorus.
If they grow weary of i, they can be tempted
back with the bait of golden syrup, jam, or
marmalade to be eaten with the porridge.
Grown-up people, as a rule, like the porridge in
its simaple form, the mere componnd of oatmeal
mwl milk, witheut the addition of sugar or any
cendiment. The Scoteh muake . their porridge
with water, and add colld milk ; bat the most
agrecable aud nutritive way is to make it entire-
Iy with wilk, to use voarse outmenl, and to see
that it is not too thick. The proof of the por-
ridge is in the making, and mcL individual will
ascertain by experienee the exact state in which
he likes it Oue thing must be remembered—-it
should never be “stodgv.”  Porridyge has one
admirable virtue—it is what ‘is called a good
“stax.”  Formerly, when T took the orthodox
breakfast, after an egg or bacon, I used abour
noon to feel a . *“sinking,’’ 2 wretched sensation
that had {0 be removed by some sort of supple-
mentary meal,  After a breakfast of porri«llgv I
am’. absolutely  independent, and 1 can ke a
walk, go to.a picture gallery, and wait patiently
even beyend the allotted time for luncheon. It
would be a gowd preparation for a railway jour-
ney or for any expedition where foad was not to
be had at a monient’s notice. . Everybody knows
how the peor Scotel tramps keep soul and hody
together on’ a siender wllowance of oatmeal.
They mix it with-a little water at a friendly
strewmn, drink, and then continue their long
trudge.
