The danger it created could
hardly be exaggerated. 1ts immense size and

solid construction, if a steamer or eailing

vessel came into collison with it, rendered
the destruction of the latter almost inevitable.
It lay right in the track of ocenn vessels bound
for Now York, and certainly gave cause for
the apprehension’ expressed by shippers on
both - sides of the Atlantic. Even now its
floating fragments will be a serious source of
danger to vessels against whom they may be
flung by the violence of the waves.

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THE SITUATION IN EUROPE.

The latest reliable news from the great
political centres of Enrope show that tho

inexorable march of evenis cannot be -

checked,or even turned agide, by senti-
mental considerations. Few nations hold
the Christinas week in such deep and
sincere veneration as the German and

the Russian; it is to them veally a holy -

week; aseason set apart for amity and
reconciliation ; and - therefore nothing in-
dicates g0 surely the proximity of the
impending outburst than the fact of this

particular week being marked by 'in- - ‘
creased irritation and watchfulness upon:

the!part/of the three nations on whom. the
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first brunt -of what promlses to be a
general European war, will shortly fall,’
At presens it certainly looks ‘as if the
advantage at the first outbreak would rest
- with the Russians, since it is apparent
that the concentration of her troops in the
frontier garrisons of Warsaw, Wilna and
Kieff, has been proceeding for a much
longer time than her opponents were
aware of. Russia has now eight or nine
army corps, with 120 field batteries, and an
overwhelming force of cavalry, arrayed
upon the weakest portion of the Austrian
frontier. Her outposts'arc_s within a few

miles of Cracow, andso soon as hostilities,

are formally declared will doubtless push

forward-and transfer the seat of operations

to Austrian-territory. But on the other
- hand it must be remembered that in spite

of military enthusiasts like Komarolf' and

his school, the Russian army is badly

officered and still worse generalled. Every
- reader is familiar with the blunders made
by the Russian generals during the
Turkish war, even  with the assistance of
the veteran Todtleben ; their taclics were
the' laughing stock of Europe, and the
peculation and ineflicacy existing in their
commissariat and ordnance depariments
would have placed whole army corps at
the merey of an enemy more prompt and
efficient than the Turk. Besides this, ow-
ing to the peculiar system in vogue of
allotting pay for so many men f{o the
colonel of each vegiment and taking his
word that the men arereally in the ranks,
a direct inducement is furnished to falsify
regimental returns. It is well known that
tegiments during the last war which
figured for two thousand effective men
really contained only a few hundreds, and
therefore the eight army corps now at the
front may prove to be only composed of
skeleton battalions after all,

To oppose this force the Austro-German
alliance can place In' the field five and a
half army corps with eighty-two battalions
of field artilléry, but this force is depund-
ant upon the simultaneous assumption of
hostilities by both nations, a fact that is
by no means assured. A war with
Austria might not mnecessarily involve
Germany ; in fact Muscovite partizans
openly assert that the terms of the {reaty

fere in case Austrin is threatened with a
collapse that would involve territorial
losses. On the other:hand the official
press of Vienna and -Berlin treat the
question of war as a common responmblh-
ty, and the closeness of the intimacy
between the war departments of the two
nations distinetly points to concerted
action in event of war.

. We have now.to consider the attitude
that might-be sssumed by France.and
Italy during tho progress of a death
struggle between the Leutonic and Slavie

emplres Franee is not really anxious to'
resume the struggle of 1870, but wers
Germany to meef with serious reverses
doubtless the temptation to once more
take possession of the provinces she was
despoiled of, might compel her rulers to
participate actively in the fray, were it not
for the necessity of being prepared for a
hostile movement on the part of Italy. . Tt
is known that a secret agreement exists
between Germany and Italy by which the
latter should receive Nice and Savoy from
France in addition to Trieste and a portion
of what is now Austrian ‘territory, in re-
turn for the services of an army of 200,000
men operating upon the weakest portion of
the French frontier, - ‘Wxt,h thig-assistance
and the powerfully’ fortified” towns the
Germans possess on their portion of the
frontier, a comparatively small force might
berelied upon to hold the French in check
while the main force of the German army,
commanded by the most celebrated
generals of the day, could be hurled upon
the more numerous but far less skilfully
handled Muscovites.

England may fairly be left out of the
question. Aparl from a sentimental dis-
like of the Russians and a natural desire to
see their earth-greed curbed by disaster,
she has everything to lose and nothing to
gain by engaging in the conflict,  Her
trade is improving, the colonies are all
Hlourishing, and the check to agriculture
and manufacturing industries in the
countries engaged in the struggle must re-
dound to her benefit Tor Canada, the
elinination of Russian wheat and Baltic

timber from the market would be.most |

beneficial, and a similar argument will
apply to the other colonies. Farbe it from
us to desire to see Turope plunged into all
the horrors'and miseries of war, but still
from n selfish standpoint & European war,
provided IEngland were not engaged,
would increage the prosperity of the Cana-
dian farmer and Inmkerman in no small
degree.

DOMINION EXPENDITURE.

It is id no captious spirit that we draw

its intention to inaugurate, is not material-
izing to the extent that'the faxpayers of
the country had been led to expect. When

Of =
all the departments the Post Office was the -
only one to carry out its promises of greater
economy, by abandoning the oldfaghioned - = -
custom of highly paid ocean mail officers, -
and by reducing the rate of commission.

The other departmen{s remained as ex-

pensive as heretofore, undalthough we are -

now promised a substantial reduction of

the present ueeless expenditure- for immi-,

gration purposecs, there are at present no

signs of the pruning knife being applied in'.

There is one direction in which greater
econowy might be used without in any
way impairing the growtlr ‘of the country.
Foreign missions are becoming far too
frequent, and suggest from their character
an amount of political nepotism that
renders their value to the country an
extremely doubiful factor. Last year a
gentleman was despatched io the West
Indies to report on the possibilities of
bolstering up a trade between those islands
and Canada.: Still later a gentleman pro-
ceeded to the Sandwich islands, Now a
commissioner i8 fo proceed to the Argen-
tine Republic where, like his confreres in

| Australia and in Paris, he simply repre-

sents n useless item of very considerable
expense. So soon as ever these gentlemen
are appointed they appear to be lost to
public view, but only lo come up with
unerring certainty ag vouchers for con-
siderable cxpenditure in the acconnis,
That the appoiniment of these gentlemen
is genninely intended for the public good
we must of course believe, but there isa
growing feeling that they are not attended
with results at all commensurate with the

expenditure they entail, and they are

always open to a certain amount of sus-
picion. If Canadian trade requires repre-
sentatives in Paris, Australia, tho Sand-
wieh Islands, Cuba, or the Argentine
Republic,.conld it not be better. served by
resident Consulg than by expensivo tra-

velling commissioners often ludicrously

ignorant of the commercial customs of the
countries to which they are accredited ?

It may be said that this item of expend-
iture is only 2 small -one in comparison
with our comparatively enormous esti-
mates, but it is by closing these peily
leaks that the ship of finance is enablad to
ride out the storm. During the past de-

cade our public outluy has made tremen-

dous strides. - Pensions have doubled, {he

cost of civil government has grown by
$300,000, the collection of customs and’
excise is heavier by $180,000, and last but- -
not least we added $600,000 to the net.
debt last month simply to meet expensive
obligations undertaken at u time when' the-

money was not available. ‘This is not a
favorable outlook, and is not caleulated to

make . the aversge taxpayer comfortable.
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‘Under these circumsiances the most rigid
economy wonld seem to be an imperative
duty and it is by cutting off' these small
but growing iteng that economy can be
mosl safely practised,  Special commis-
sioners are an expensive luxury that the
conniry is well able to do without, and the
Governmen that reduced the commission
on the sale of postage stainps to one per
cent shonld nol hesitate to curtail the
number of these high-priced gentlenen
hecanse of the comparatively small sum
such o slep would save,

MARINE INSURANCE.

The severo losses Lo which all companies
taking marine rigks, whether upon seago-
ing or luke vessels, have been exposed
during the past season, have naturally
had the result of prodncing o rigid
gerutiny into tho conditions which have
brought marine insurance into so unsual-
Iy unprofitable & state. The Phonix is
hy no means the only comprny thatl has
nearly wrecked its finances in maritime
risks ; thera are many others both in this
country and in Great Britain who have
reason to regreb thag they did not confine
their operatious to terra firma.  Infact {o
such anexteut has the panicky feeling, in«
duced by continued logses in thig branch,
bronght some of tho weaker companies
that & commission was recently formed in
Iongland to take the whole subject into
strict consideralion and o ventilate, so far
us pogsible, the canses which havo bronght
murine insuranee into sueh poor repute.

Stripped of the ledious redundancy of
verbigge which renders olliciul pamphlels
80 wuarigomo to the ordinary reader, the
raport lays the blame of the lanrely in-
creasod losses of lake and soagoing vessels
toover-insuranee on tha part of their own-
ors, and points oul that, nntilthe insurance
companies can engago the self-intorest of
the sliip owaers on the side of precaution
and souworthiness, it is hopeless to expect
any improvement in the present condition
of murine insurance. The report shows
that it is neither consislent with policy nor
commercial morality that a shipowner
should bo able to makoe o profit out of the
loss of his ship, ag is too olten possible
under the exigting law on this subject. No
doubt as u class the shipowners are up-
right and honorable men, but still in

overy clugs there are unscrupulous men’

ready to tnke ndvantage of any loophole in
logislation that may tend to bring grist to
their mill. - Thoe commissioners do not
hositate to put their views strongly. They
openly assert that instances huve come
under their notice whore vessels have
boon {ost uud, being insured for more than
their full value and reasonable expecta-
tion of freight and profit, tho loss has
proved of considerablo pecuniary advan-
tngo o the, owner.  These, of course, are

isolated cases; but still even if the vessel
be only fully and not .ovet insured, the
temptation to negleet proper precantions is
‘nearly certain to result in eventual
disaster. Of late the tendeney of vessel
owners to cover by insurance every loss
which can by any possibility fall upon
thew, has besn most marked, and the feel-
ing of absolute security thus engendered
has resulted in fostering a mneglect and
carelessness in the fitlling out, loading,
and manning of vessels that has made it-
golf meverely felt in the enormously in-
crensed percentage of disasters. It is all
very well fo say that the the civil re-
sponsibility thus lifted from shoulders of
the shipowner is mere]y transferred to
those of the underwriter. Theoretically
this argument is dound enough, but in
practice it i3 fuind to be incorrect. No
such supervision is possible by under-
writers us can be easily accomplished by
the owner, and consequently any relaxa-
tion of his vigifance is almost impossible
of reparation.
porlant that the self-interest of the in-
garer should he so enlisted a8 (o cause him
to use his utnost eflorts {o render his
vessel seaworthy, and this is only possible
by compelling him to retain some un-
insured interest in his property.

The commissioners propoge to altain
this end by inserting in overy marine
policy o warranty that the owner will re-
main his own insurer for not less than
three percent. of the valuation, and that
any insurer knowingly making a fulse
claim or demanding a sum in excess of the
valuntion, less the stipulated percentage,
shall thereby forfeit his entire policy.
"These, of course, are very drastic proposi-
tions, and whether they could not be
evaded by collusion appears uncertain,
but at all ovents, in default of better
methods, they are worthy of consideruiion,
They would certainly inconvenieunce only
that small minority of owners who may
desire to evade the law, and if they ouly
proved effectual in preveniing the possi-
bility of an unscrupnlous owner making a
profit by the lossof his ship, they would do
much toimprove the present unsatisfactory
condition of marine insurance. Some
legiglation of this kind is certaiply as
necessary here as-in Great Britain and
therefors we recommend this proposition
to the insurance managers of this con-
tinent. United retion upon their part is,
of course, . necessity, but we think they
will agree with us that this branch of in-
surance is now in so unprofitable  state
a8 to vender such action advisable,

for the refined metal for the past tbree
years have rendered most of these de-
posits valueless for commercial purpeses,
but now that, partly owing to the action
of the powerful French syndicate control-
ling this metal and partly to its strong
statistical position, copper has reguined
in one month all the ground it has Jost in -
the past four years, the attention of
capitalisis i8 once more being directed to
the extensive deposits of copper pyrites
lying within our borders, and should the
present value of copper be maintained, we
shall soon witness a revival of mining
that cannot fail to be ‘of the utmost value
to the conntry. With copper at £40 per
ton nalurally most of ourveins were unre-
munerative and have consequently been
neglecled by “capitalists, but if any just
grounds ean be heid forth that the present
ralues of over £80 for Chili Bars, or indeed
anything over £60 per ton. will continue,
matters will soon assume a very different
complexion and mining rights, at present
considered as barely worth the paper they
are writien on, will once more become
tangible securities. :

Leaving the question to one side of
whether the French syndicate can main-
tain its present grip upon the available
supply, it is abundantly apparent that the
copper market of to-day is in far better
shape than it has been at any period since
1883. The continuous fall in value ever
since that period, which reduced the value
of Chili Bars steadily from £67 10s in 1883
to £38 125, 6d. last Janunary, left the
market quite demoralized. - There seemed
to be absolulely no bottom to be found,
und consequently so deeply rooted did the
mistrust of the Mmture of this metal become
that even those firms who were in the_
habit of holding large stocks of copper -
hastened to dispose of all except what they
required for their immediate wants and
even made “short” sales to guard them-
gelves from loss on what Jittle of the metal
the absolule requirements of their businees
compelled them to hold. . Although well .
aware that £40 was an unremunerative
-price to most producers, and one ' that
would soon curtail the supply. coming for-.
ward, values went down to £38 10s. and-
even ab that figure it was not certain that
bottom had been reached.

In fact, ns
the sub;omed table will show, the same
low prices which have stimulated demand
have operated to dimiuish production, and
the natural rush to secure stocks being
skilfully fanned by the operalions of tha
syndicate, the result has been one of the
most astonishingly sudden increases in
values everexperienced in the history of
this metal.

MILLER V8. CONFEDERATION LIFE.
This case has at last been dispased of by

the dismissal of the appeal with costs

against the Confederation. '

- The particulars, which will readily re-
cur to our readers, may be sunmuned up as
follows : About the middle of December,
1883, an application was made by Mr.
George Miller, of Markham, Ont, for a
twenty year endowment ins@rance upon
his life with the said Association, and
nothing appearing in the application to
to show that he was otherwisethana first-
class life, a policy was issued early in
January, 1884, and a little later the trans-
action was consummated by the . payment
of the premium for the first year.

On or about the 20th of June following,
it came to the knowledge of the Directors
of the Association that neither the habits,
physical condition nor family histery of My,
Miller had been truthfully set forth in his
application, and that in reality the life was
such as would never have been accepted
by any company but for the euppress:on of
facls material to the risk.

It was at once proposed to enter an
action in Chancery to.declare the pohcy
void on the ground of suppression and
misrepresentation, but the Association
\\'er_a“'assured that the adoption of such a
course was not necessary, as being himself
aware of the frauid, the insured would at
once give up the policy on learning thatit
had been discovered. Irom the 20th

June, 1884, the agent was endeavoring to |

ascerlain Miller's address, but was unable
to do so, some seven. weeks elapsing hefore

he obtained it, Miller being away in sowme |-

remote gettlement in the North-West ; and
it thus happened that the agent’s letier
only reached Miller very shortly before
his' death on August 14th, 1884, The
action was again delayed, by the Associa-
tion, at the request of the brother of the

“insured, under the .plea that it would be

serious internal injuries sustained through
an accident, and {rom which it is said he
had not fully recovered at the time the
insurance was effecied, though' the occur-

-ance of the accident was likewise con-

cealed by Miller in his application.
The loss of the testimony of these
withesses operated .seriously against -the
Association. Moreover, some laxity " or
remissness appears to have been attribut-
able to the agents who had negotiated the
transaction, which further operated
against them, and finally, the sympathies’
of & jury, as is well known, being general-
ly enlisted in favor of the individual
as againat the wealthy corporation, the de-
cision was given against them, .
There is nothing left for the Assoclatlon

now but topay up and louk as pleasant ss .

possible under the circumstances.. The

The Pitl dismond, (.onsl(lered the finest
and most  perfeet brilliant in Jurope,
woighs 196] carats, mensuring about 4}
inches around the girdlo, 1t was sold by
Mr. Ditf, (who bought it in India for
$100,000) Lo Touis XV. Tor $650,000, but it
i estimated to be worth double that sum.
It was worn by Napoleon T, in the hils of
his sword of state. Tho celebrated Kohi-
nor, presented to Queen Victoria in 1850,
in said lo have weighed in itg original
rough shape 793} caratd, but it has been
‘cut from 1ime Lo time, until it now weighs
it its rose Torm but a frackion over 100
carats,

The olher subjects mentioned would
ench require an article of ifself.

TWO-CENT TOLICIES,

Accident ipsurance policies ensuring the
payment at death of £100 at a cost of one
penny do not at first sight seem to™be in
harmony with the fundamental principles
of lifa insurance ; it is therefore curious to
lind that the results of four years experi-
ence shows that the operation of the law
of average converts them into sound
financial invesimenis, returning a fair
proflt to theisguing company, and conferr-
ing o benefit out of all comparigon with its
cost upon the holder.

It wasin 1883 that 7¥d-Bits, a weekly
publication and the pioneer issuer of
penny policies, first struck out the ingeni-
ous idea of securing to the heirs of every
traveller by rail throughout Great Britain,
who should bhe killed by accident and
shounld have a copy of their Jast issue on
his person, the sum of £100 sterling.
Railway servants were of conrse excepted.
It is needless to gay the idea took at once,
and afler one or two payments had heen
made to prove the genuineness of the offer,
the circulation became enormous. Trav-
elling men were pleased that by paying a
penny-they obtained a cleverly compiled
newapaper together with a generous sum
for their families in ease of death by m:l-
road accident, and in consequence every
one hought Z4d-Bits, and its enterprising
pubhahers profited to a corrssponding de-
gree. Of course they were not long in the
field alone, and now six compotitors offer
modifications or improvements upon the
original penny policy in hopes to atiract a
portion of their popularity ; but they were
the firat to conceive the practicability of
the scheme, and consequeuntly deserved fo
reap the lion's share of the profits.

Singularly enongh the undertaking to
provide a newspaper and a railway acci-
dent policy for £100 for weekly payments
of one. penny, although adventurous and
chimerical in theory, proved singularly
luerative and safe in practice. The exper-
iance of four years proves that only an
average of bwo claims per ysar were aver
mado, and consequently so large were the
profits that inatead of the policy being a
side igsue intended to increase the cireuia-
tion of the paper .as was: originally the
ides, the paper is now subservient to the
insurance and is looked upon merely as a
cherp policy roquiring' no. filling in or
clerk work to make it binding.- The policy
and not the newspaper, is the great source
of profit, and the question of the commer-
cial prosperity of penny policies is finally
sob at rest.

There are numbers of accident compan-

1e8 ou this side the Atlantic who issue

literary productions, and we have dwelt
upon this subject in order to bring befure
their notice this scheme of penuy policies
which has proved so successful in England
in the hope that it may lead to some
enlerprising company taking it up on this
continent. We are essentially a railroad
travelling people and travel quite as-much,
if not more in proportion t6 our population,
than our English cousins. The chances of
success are therefore equally as great.
Why should not one of our accident com-

panies issue an amusiog sheet and invest -

its possessor with the advantages offered
by T%d-Bits or (hit-Chat in England 27 It
would certainly take, and would probably
prove just as safe a venture here’as there.
The proportion of deaths from railway
accidents is no -larger, and the proportion
of frandulent persons who might wish to

cheal the company probably not so large.‘

Such a step would certainly double the
connection of the company who were first
bold enough to inangurate it and keep its
name ‘always well advertised and promi-
nently before the public, and therefore now
that the venture has met the test of actual
practice the idea is well worthy of con-
sideration by mome of onr more energetxc
managers. -

upon any similar altempls in other places.
1f any wrong has been done to the
rubber-man and hig friend the alderman
in the premiscs, the investigations of the
committee  appointed, Messrs. Anglin,
Johnston and ldouslon, will lay it bare.
Mayor Howland and his supporters de-
sorve the thanks of every honest man
thronghout the Dominion for their un-
flinching determination to inquire into

$620,000, sectavian institutions $181,000,
other . institutions $850,000. But ' these
amounts pale into insignificance when the
vast properties of the Imperinl and Dominion
Governments * are copsidered, the total ' of
which cannot be ghort of $5,000,000 more, It
will be a8 impossible to get the legislators to
tax the churches and other institutions as it
will be the property of the Imperisl and

Dominion, aund after all it "is & question -

whether any saving would be effeeted, as tax-
ationn on schools, churches and charitable
institutions, supported by the general publie,

would only have to bLe prid by the same -

general public. Helifax and Toronto stand
in a different position to Montreal and Que-~
bee, where roligious corporations claim ex-
cemptions oun business properties owned by

them and from which they derive immense - -

revenues.
