A SieN oF THE Times.—A Scotch gentleman
has procored the publication of a second edition
of 120,000 copies of Isaac Salkinson’s Hebrew
New Testament, 100,000 copies of which he is
arranging to have distributed gratis among
Hebrew-reading Jews all over the continent.
Two missionaries lately came from England to

make & disiribution from Vienna, and they
havo been sending copies to about 300 Rabbis,
many of whom have undertaken to circulate
these Secriptures among their co-religionists,
Very few have stated that they had any objec-
tion to read the New Testament. It issaid too
that one of the most learned and respected of
Hungarian Rabbis, Dr. J. Lichtenstein, who has
been thirty-five years Rabb! of Tapio-Szele, has
lately startled his co-religionists by two pam-
phlets, in which he affirms the divinity of Christ,
The pamphlets, being very ably written, have
been noticed by all the leading newspapers, and
have raised much controversy, for Dr. Lichen-
gtein professes to remain obedient to the Mosaie
dispensation while recognizing that Christ was
the Messiah,

This is the largest gift
that fund has yet received, and is one of the
most munificent, if not the most, that has been
made by a Churchman west of the Mississippi.
May his example stimulate others to like liber-
ality.

NEWS FROM THE HOME FIELD.
DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

River Jorn.—The Chapter of the Amberst
Deanery met on the 14th inst. The following

Hudgell. The Chapter regretted the absence
of many of the Clergy, who were unavoidably
prevented from being present, and sympathized
with the Rev, A. M. Bent in h's tomporary in-
disposition. On Tuesday evening Evensong
was sung in the Church of St. John the Baptist,
by Revs. J. A. Kaulbach and J. R. S. Purkin-
son, and thoughtful, irpassioned addresses were
delivered to a large congregation, as follows :
Rev. J. A. Kaulvach on “the Sacrament of
Holy Baptism " ; Rev. R. W. Hudgell on * the
Missionary Spirit of the Catholic Church”;
Rev. J. R. 8. Parkinson on * the Commission of
the Catholic Church " ; and the Rev. the Rural
Dean, on ““ Our Departed Bishop.” On Wed-
nesday morning Matins was sung by Rev. R.
W. Hudgell; Litany by Rev. J. R. S. Parkin-
son. At the Blessed Sacrament there was a
large number of communicants, Rov. the Rural
Dean, celebrant ; Rev. J. R. S, Parkinson, Epis-
toler; Rev. J. A, Kaulbach, Gospeller; Rev. R.
W. Hudgell, server. The sermon by the Rev.
J..R. S. Parkinson will long be remembered by
those who were priviledged to listen to his
earnest utierances. The offertory was for Al-
goma. On Wednesday evening Iivensong was
sung at Holy Trinity Church by Rev. Rural
Dean ard J. A. Kaulbach, and a sermon
preached by the latter from 2 Cor., v. 20, “Now
then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though
God did beseech you by us: we pray you in
Christ’s stead, be ye reconciled to God.” The
preacher in chaato and polished diction siated
“the position of the Anglican Episcopate in the
Catholic Church, and was followed by inierest-
ing addiesses from the Rev. J. R. 8. Parkinson
and the Dean, the former speaking on * tho
‘Worship and Faith of the Church,” and the lat-
ter on *' the Signification of Names.” The ad-
dresses wore intensely practical, and were lis
tened to with rapt attention. On Wednesday
afternoon the Chaptor met for business at the
Rectory, and opened with the Prayers and sing-
ing of the Veni Creator Spiritus. The minutes
of the preceding Chapter were rend and ap-
proved. The report of the travelling mission-
ary was read. Nine stations are being sus-
tained by him, lukewarm hearts have been ro-
vived, several brought back who had left their
Mother Church, whilst some have entercd for
the first time tho sacred fold of Christ. A very
interesting discussion followed upon the ap-
pointment of a successor to our departed Bishop,
which called forth our deep sorrow at the great

The services throughout were hoarty
and impressive, and could not fail to reach the
hearts of all loyal subjects.

Trinity Church had been prepared for the
reception of the scholars. Space was allotted
for each school, but as th~y thronged into the
Church seats could not be fourd to accommo-
date them. There wero scholars in every avail-
able part of the Church, and the visitors who
came to hear the services had to go away dis-
appointed ; very few visitors gaining admit-
tance. The number from each Sundiy-school
was : St. James' 260; St. Paul's 250; St. Mary's
200; St. Luke’s 200; Trinity 200; St George's
and St. Jude’s 175 ; St. John 200; and Wig-
ging’ Orphan Asylum, 40; 1,525-Sunday-school
gcholars, In the Chureh, the altar, pulpit, font
and lectern were tastefully adorned with flow-
els, and the different banncis, while in the
Church, wore placed against the granito pillars.

The service, which was of & Jubilee charac-
ter, was read by Rev. L. G. Stevens and Rev.
W. O. Raymond. The sermon was preached
by Rev. Canon Brigstocke, who took his text
from Loviticus 1., xxy: 10, “ Yo shall ballow
the tiftieth year.” The singing at the service
was most hearty. The offertory was devoted to

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DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

The following is a*Summary of the visitation

Monday,
the 6th, he held a Confirmation at Milby, in the
morning, where 12 were confirmed, and at Liee-
ville, in the evening, when 8 candidates came
forward for the laying on of hands. Tuesday,
His Lordship keld a Confirmation at Acton,
when 5 were coufirmed. On the 9'h, he visited
Drummondville, and confirmed 23 persons.
On the 10th, he was at Darham where the can-
didates promoted were 23 in number. Suanday,
the 12th, His Lordship went at Richmond,
where he confirmed 17. On the 13th, he con-
firmed 13 at Windsor Mills, and at Brompion
8. On the 15tk, he was at Cookshire, whore 13
candidates were presented and at Ransborough,
in the same mission, 7 more wore conflrmed.
On Friday, the 17th, the Bishop attended the
Convocation at Bishop’s College, Liennoxville,
On the Sunday following he visited Sherbrooke,
where the Rector presented 31 persons for Con-
firmation. The 20th and 21st he spont in Ma-

og, where 14 were confirmed on the 20th and
on the 21st, the Bishop preached at the service
for the Queen’s Jubilee. On the 22nd, he went
to Georgeville, and confirmed 3 there, and 3 at
Fitch Bay. On the 24th the Bishop finished
his visitation of this pavt of his Diocese at Stand-
stead, where he held 2 confirmations, one at
Bebee Plain.12 candidates in all being presented.

Syxop MEeeTiNg.—Continued.

Aftor the delivery of the Bishop's charge, a
special committce consisting of the Lionghurst,
Very Rev. Dean Carmichael, Rev.Canon Ander-
son, Chancellor Bethune, Rev. W. B. Longhurst,
and Dr, L. H. Davidson, Q. C., were appointed
& committee to prepare an addross trom the
Synod to Her Majesty the Queen, and Revs-
Canon Norman, Canon Davidson, Canon Robin-
son and R, Lindsay were appointed to pre

pare an address of sympathy with the diocese
of Nova Scotia.

Revs. R. Lindsay, Canon Norman, Mr., A. D,
Nichols were appointed a committee to suggest
names for the filling up !of vacancies in the
Board of Trus. and Council of Bishaps College.

A number of Reports were read and notices of
the motion given after which the business re-
maing over from last session was taken up,and
pushed through expedictiously a large part of
it being finished before the adjournment at 6
o'clock.

SEconD Dav,

The morning session was occupied chiefly,
and the consideration of the Report of the Com-
mittee on French work, and that on the Su-
peranuation Fund.  The Committee of French
work snggested :

1. That a committes on French work be ap-
pointed by the Bishop at every synod.

II. That this committe shall provide sub-
scriptions on behalf of French work, and consi-
der and report to the grants committee on all
applications for assistance.

III. That all moneys collected shall be paid
to the treasurer of the synod for the special
purpose of this work, and ont of which only the
Executive committee on the recommendation ot
the Grant Committee, will make the appropri-
ations requived.

IV. That a Sunday be appointed ag the day
upon which the diocese shall be invited to
preach and make some special offerings for the
French work.

Objection was made by some members to
undertaking French worl, otherwise than as ne-
cessity required in the ordirary working of the
diocose, through the presence of a number of
Froench Protestants deserving the service of the
Church,anything like proselytising being strong-
ly objected to. An additional clause was added
to the recommendations to the offlcers that no
grant should be made except undor like condi-
tion as in other cases that the title to Church
and property of tho parish or Mission should
be in the Church, and not in a commitlee vr
othor mndependent organization.

Tho Report of the Committee on Superanu-
ation elicited a long discussion, but the ro-
commendations that the term of sorvice rofer-
red to in the Canon should be continuous, and
that Clorgy leaving the Diocese should forfeit
their privilege acquired and that theso here-
after liconsed should agree to become subseri-
bers were with mately concurred in.

The earlier part of the afternoon session was
occupied in ihe election of members of the
Exeocutive Committee, Delogates to Provingcial
Synod ; and Diocesan Court; in all which tho
same party spirit as prevailed Jast year wag
evidenced, a most exelnsivo ballot paper having
beenprepared by the majority. Tho minority
desiring to test the sincerity of tho oft repoa-
ted declarations prior to theSynod of a desire for
peace and fair play, refrained eatirely from
voting; the result does notappear to bonr out
the promises made especially as to the Clerical
Representation on the Executive Comnitteo,
and the Provingial Synod delcgaticn.

In tho first
place Trinity Sunday, June 5th was tho 10th
Anniversary of the opening ol the Church, and
was therefore specially commemorated in the
sorvices, During tho weck provious the Roctor
sent a pastoral lotter to all who hnd been con-
firmed in Trinity during tho ten years (upwards
of 300), asking them to observe the fostival,
Many of them, of course, could not be roached,

but f the 145 whu communed at tho two cele-

brations at 8 and 11 a.m,, 27 mules and 97
females, a total of 84 bolongoed to the ditferent
classes prepared by tho Roctor. Tho sorvices
wore bright and hearty, the music boing of a
high order, and printed programmes provided.
The services woro celebrations at 8 add#®12
Matins 11 a. m., First livensong 3 p. m. 2nd.
Evonsong 7 p. m. At tho firat lvensong, the
ancient order of United Workmen attonded in
a body and the Rector preached to them an ap-
propriate sermon, At tho second Evensong the
Rev. Rural Dean Grout, of Liyn, preached.

On the following Saturday, St. Birnabas Day,
the Bishop of Niawara, administered confirma-
tion to a class of 25—11 mules and 1+ fomales.
Matins was said at 9.30 when 2 adults were
baptised by the Rector, and confirmation and
Holy Communion at 10.30. The Bishop's ad-
dressos to the candidates wore markoed by that
smumplicity, directness, and onrnestness so cha-
racteristic of Bishop ITamilton, and loft o deep
impression on the contirmoes.

Sunday, June 19th, wus ohservod as Jubileo
Sunday, the Rector proaching in the Morning
on the Centenary of the Canadian  Church and
in the Evening on the Jubileo. In addition to
the usual morning and ovening services, &
Choral Litany was sung at 3.30 at which the
Sunday School attended, children woro catechis-
ed and Jubilee reward cards wero given.

On all those three oceasions the Church was
beautifully decorated with lowers.

arishioners of St. Mark’s are for the most part
armers living some distance from the Church,
the evening congregation is always small. On
last Sunday evening, however, it was materi-
ally increased by a detachment of soldiers from
the camp. The hymns of the morning were
repeated and the service was preached by the
Rev. R. T. Burns, on Isaiah lx., 3, ¢ The Gen-
tiles shall come to Thy light and kings to the
brightness of Thy rising.”

Ever since Mrs. Villiers came to Kingston,
gsome soven vears ago, she took an active part
in Church work in connection with St. George's
Cathedral, She was the President of tho
Girls Friondly Society to which she devoted
much of her time und care, attending the
weekly meetings as often as her health would
allow, and helping freely in providing enter-
taiments for the welfare of tho Society. Murs.
Villiers was an excelient manager, and always
showed much taste in Church decoration and
ornamentation, conscquently her assistance
was always sought for, and her judgment con-
sulted, when Church or ITall was to bo decor-
ated for Festive occasions.

The revercnce with which sho spoko of the
Church was an evidence that Mrs. Villiors
held no unworthy views of Her. She belicved
in the claims of the Church of England to be
a true and living branch of the Catholic
Church., Hence, feeling that she had some-
thing definite to work for, she promoted tho
Church's interesrts from a grateful sense of
duty for God's sake, and for the good of souls,
and her charity to the distressed was equal to
her zeal for Christ and His Church. Hers was
that love which is the fruit of faith, and many
an act of kindness and charity of which the

world had no knowledge, but which together
with her prayers have ascended as memorials
before God, were done by the kindly hand and

large congregation were present at the foneral
service in St. George's, on Sunday afterno-n.
The G.F.S., attended in a body. A large num-
ber of the Military, including General Middle-
ton, were also present; from it the pall-berreis
being brother officers of Col. Villiers, The
Service was conducted by 1levs.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

Synop MEETiNg.—4TH DAY, 241H JUNE.

On the opening of the Morning Session, the
allowance of the appeal to the Privy Council
in the Rectory Lands case (since rejected) was
announced. The Bishop stated that the offor-
tory at the laying of the corner stone of the
new Cathedral of St. Albans on the 23vd Juue,

amounted to $160. The most important busi- |

ness of the Morning and Afternoon Session was
the considaration ot the Report of the Commit-
tee on Superannuation presonted by Rev. Sep-
timus Jones, to whom the thanks of the Synod
were given for his services and for the clear
and able manner in which he as Chairman of
the Committee had explained the several clauses
of the Canon, which was finally adopted. The
Canon proposos to raise the fund from the fol-
lowing sources :

1. Payments by the Clorgy of onc-half per
cent. on their clerical incomes.

2. Annual paymonts of one per cent. payable
by cach parish or mission on thie amoust raised
therein, as ordinary revenue, or spent within
tho parish or mission for the muintenance of
the ordinances of religion, as ordinary outlay;
in which are not to bo included any grant for
the Mission Board, or any moneys contributed
for missionary purposes, or for diocesan or
other such objects outside the parish, or for
parochial objects not of an ordinary or annual
character—such as building churches, parson-
ages, school-houses and the liko,

3. Collections in Churches.

4, Annual subscriptions from
laity.

5. Donations, bequests and the like.

6. Income from invested funds.

7. Income from the late sustentation fund.

8. Small annual grant from the general pur-
poses fand,

9. Small annual grant from the Mission Board,
to be applied for the relief of retired mission-
aries.

Nearly the whole of the morning was spent
in committee. The first section of the Canon
sets forth. the object and the remaining sectioas,
of which there are 21, are devoted 10 details of
its carrying out. It is as follows:

The object shall be to make provision for the
clergymen of the Dincese of Toronto who,
through old age, or infirmity of mind or body,

clergy and

are now or hereafter shall be retired from the
zetive work of the ministry, so that, if the state
of the fund permit, every clergyman on the su-
erannuated list shall »aceive an allowance of
at least $100 per annum, for orin consideration
of every term of flve years' continuous active
gervice in this Diocese up to the eighth such
term of service—that is to eay, forty years of
service—beyond which no addition to the al-
lowance shall be granted on account of length
of service; the allowaunce to be continued so
long as he remains disabled and is in good
standing, and complies with the terms of this
Cunon, and is not engaged in any pursuit jodged
by the Bishop to be incopsistent with the min-
isierial callinn,
EVENING SESSION.

Reports were presented from the following
committees :—~On memorial to Provincial Syned
regarding use of the Revised Version of the
Scriptures ; on Christian Union ; on See House ;
and a number of Canons passed in 1886 were
confirmed ; on motion it was determined to
have a committee on Sunday observance ap-
pointed from year to year, in view of the growing
tendency to desecrate the Lord’s Day and to re-
lax the provisions of the law for its conserva-
tion.

It was also decided that the Sunday-school
Cowmmittee should consist of seven clergymen
and seven laymen, and the thanks of the Synod
were voted to the existing committee.

On motion of Rev. J. D. Cayley the Synod
renewed ita pledge to pay the sum of $1,000 per
annum towards the stipend of the Bishop of
Algoma for the five years from 1887 to 1892.

The Rectory Lands case again came up and
caused warm discussion until the Synad ad-
journed for want of a quorum until Saturday
morning.

Firro Day.

The Synod rassembled at 10 a.m., when ths
Bishop announced the Committece on obser-
vance of the Lords’ Day: and on motion, the
following Committee was nlso appointed to con-
sider the retation of the Diocesan to the Pro-
vincial Synod, and report on the possibility of
uniting the whole of British North America
under one ecclesiastical authority :—The Secre-
tary of the Synod, the Rogistrar, the Provost f
the Trinity College, Rev. Canon Dumoulin,
Rev. Canon O'Monra, Rev. A. J. Broughall Rev.,
Dr. Carry, Rev. John Cayley, Hon. G.W. Allan,
Mr. A. IL Campbell, Mr. C. R. W. Biggar, Mr,
L. G. Wood, Mr, J. A. Worrell, and Mr, Clark-
son Jones.

A commnnication from the Rectors of the
city expressing their willingness to leave the
matter of the removal o f theleases in the hands
of arbitratory, and if the decision of the arbi-
trators conld not be carried out without legisla-
tion extending the power, they, the rectors,
were willing to seek snch further legislation,
was read and the discussion was resumed, the
following amendment being ultimately cavried.

That with a view to a just and equitable
sottlement of all matters in dispute between the
Syuod of the Diocese of Toronto and the tenants
of the Toronto Rectory property, this Synod
recommends to the Reetory Lands Committee,
if unablo to erect an amicable arrangment, to
refer all mattors in dispute to arbitration, the
arbitrators being instrusted, in view of the facts,
to determine what would be an equitable
settlement in accordance with the expressed
wish of the reetors, and, if found necessary. to
the Local Legislatnre for power to give effect
to the decision of the arbitrators.

On motion it was decided that the Correspond-
ing Committee or Diocesun Board of the Dio-
ceso shall consist of the Bishop, together with
two clorgy men and two laymon nominated
by this Synod, members of the Provincial
Board.

The Executive Committee were instructed to
consider the advisability of holding the annual
gession of Synod in some ¢f the towns of the
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Diocese to report on the subject at next meet-
ing of Synod.

After which the business of the Synod being
closed, it was dismissed with the berediction.

The Bishop of Toronto has taken up his sum-
mer residence at the Island.

DIOCESE OF HURON.

Synop MEETING.

The Synod of the Diocese of Huron met on
the afternoon of the 28th ult, in the Chapter
House where there was a very large attendance
of clergy and lay delegates : After the usual open-
ing exercises, Rev. Canon Richardson was se-
lected Clerical Secretary, and E. Bayaes, need
Exq., Lay Secrotary.

Messrs. James Hamilton and A. G. Smwyth,
were elected auditors for the current year,

The Committee on Synod Assessment and
Delegates reported that a number of congrega-
tions were in arrears from various causes, and
submitted a statement of the standing of the
various congregations, and recommendations
thercon.

Birhop Baldwin then delivered his charge
returning thanks to God for all Iis goodness.
The financial report presented by the Secretary-
Treasurer, exhibited he said a2 material and
subiantial advance, although ths year has been
one of change and transition. The advance has
not been altogether uniform, and in two items
ihe total is below that Qf the previous year.
Some parishes formerly said-receiving have be-
come self-supporting, and although struggling,
he reminded them that their prosperity would
be in accord with the unselfish efforts they made
in general Church work. Examples of this
could be seen in some richly-endowed churches,
who, being spared the need of individual effort
become selfish for want of practice of the vir-
tue of giving and gelf-denial, . Other parishes

-

have helped to reduce their grants and stand
with less assistance every year. The income of
the Diocese was helpad by generous individual
contributions of $1,000 from a member of St
Paul’s, and $100 from a member of St. John's,
London Township. He also referred to the lgin-
coly offer of Mr. Thomas Trivert,of Exeter, Eng-
land to erect a new churchin Exeter, Ontario,
at a cost of $§10,000. on condition that the poo-
ple provide a lot, organ and furnaces, eote,
when completed. The Bishop when reterring
to the Commutation Fund, which has long been
a difficulty in 1he Diocese,said that ho hoped such
an adjustment, would be bhappily effected this
year, as would affort a measure of justice to the
old and faithful servants of the Church in the
most backward missions or charges. The canon
proposed would fully recognize length of ser-
vice, and by a combinution of the sarplus Com-
mutation Fund and the Mission Fund, a seale
of stipends and pensions would be provided,
while at the same time those who received more
ithan the proposed staudard of remuneration
would not be adversely alfeccted. The Widows'
and Orphans’ Fund had greatly increased, but
it required careful atlention to exterd its use-
fulness and at the samoe time advance it at a
sufficiont ratio to keep up with the rapidly ex-
tending calls on it

The Bishop spoke in warm appraciation of
Huron College under the present able and
efficient management of Rev. Prineipal Fo-
well, and of its Increased efficiency the ap-
pointment of Rev, M. Williams, IHe stated,
that for the future tho Council had decided
that candidates for admission to it must sub-
mift a medical cortificate of their physical
capacity for ministeral labor, and alse salisfy
the Council or a select committes of their
financial standing, and such details as may be
considered unccessary, and of thoir purpose of
cntering the ministry on tho corupletion of
their course. 1lis Lordshipspoke of the great
need of the Church as not money or men, or
learning or influence, hut that warm, living,
Christian apirit which comes from near com-
munion with Christ, the centre of the Chris-
tian life.

On the Cathedral question, the Bishop an-
nounced that by agreomont with the Rector
and Wardens of St. Paul's, he had decided to
make that Church the Cathedral of the Dio-
ceso, under the conditions of the Montreal
agreement. This arrangoment, howevor,
would not destroy the older plan for the build-
ing of 1 mew Cathedrali assoon as the inter-
vening obstacles were overcome.

His Lordskip spoke in the warmest ap-
proval of tho enlistment of the assistance of
women in Church work, under the laws ap-
proved of by the Most Rev. the Metropolitan of
Canada, for Women's Auxiliavy Societies. The
vast overwhelming worle which yet remained
for the Church to do in the Northwest amongst
the Indians, in China, Indis, and the vast popu-
lations of the older countries, showed us that
no help should be overlooked. Ie made the
gratifying announcemont, that next spring Rev.
Cooper * Robinson would (God willing) go
forth in the foreign mission field as a speciul
missionary from the Diocese of Huron.

In referring to Temperance work the
Bishop recommended the Church of England
Temperanca Society as affording sc pe for
those who, from conscientious motives, could
not go the whole way. The one thing that
they as ministers could notdo in view of the
awiul ravages of the liquor traffic was to do
nothing. Il» reccommended the promotion of
temperance societies and Bundsof Hope amongst
the childven in each congregation, &e. The
Queen’s Jubilee received ftting and eloquent
mention. Reference was also mado in affec-
tionate and complimentary terms to the me-
mories of the Rev. the Bishop of Nova Scotis,
Ven. Archdeacon Elwood, and Rov. Adam
Townley. His Lordship had held 57 confir-
mations duoring the year, at which 496 males
and 846 females had received the laying on of

hands ; a total of 1,332. Since his ordination
5,716 individuals had been confirmed. e had
lately adopted the peinciple of entering the:
names of such persons on the Diocesan records.
Two ordinations had been held in June and
November of last year, a list of the ministers
ordained being appended to the charge.

After the reading of the Charge a committee
was appointed {o propare an Addressto the
Queen, and after reports and petitions had been
presented and notices of motion given, the Synod.
adjourned till 8 p.m. '

IHuroN CoLnkGe AssociATION.—The annual
supper of the Alumni of Huron College was
held at the Collego Jast week, when a large
company sat down to ten. The annual meet.
ing was held immediately after, and the officers
wore ve-clected as follows: President, Rev, W,
Davis; 1st Vice-prosident, Rev. .

DIOCESE OF NIAGARA,

Misston or Arrnue AND  AruMA.—Church
work bas been actively pushed lately in this
Mission, Classes have been held for a long
while preparing candidates for confirmation,
A ten duy's Mission conducted by the Rev. J,
C. Farthing, B.A., of Durham, Diocese of Hu-
von, has been blest by the goodness of God.
Three sorvices woroe held daily. On Sunday,
June 19th, a service for men only was well at-
tended.

The Bishop
complimented the congregation on their rotty
littlo Church, and suggested a scheme w ereby
the debt 8750 might bo paid off. On the Festi-
val of St. John Baptist, tho day after, thirty~
oight reccived the Holy Comwnunion at 8 a.m,

At Alma eight candidates were confirmed
on June 19th, A splendid site for the mnew
Church has been bought for $100, and 8270
cash in the bank. The congragation arc work. -
ing in a most praiseworthy manner to push for-

ward the building of the new Church nex
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spring. The Rev. P. T. Mignot, curate, on
leave of absence, returns in July from Alder-

DIOCESE OF QU’APPELLE,

On Sunday evening, the 26Gth ultimo, a
- large congregation assembled at St. George’s
.- Church, Toronto, to hear from the Bishop of
. Qu'Appelle on account of the work in his new
.- Diocese. The ssishop explained that the dio-
* cese was formed as the result of an appeal made
to the Church of England by the Bishop of
Rupert’s Land five years ago. Atthat timethe
"~ C P.R.was being rapidly pushed westward and
the influx of settlers was very large. To pro-
vide for their spiritnal necessities the new dio-
cese of Qu’Appelle was formed and some $80,
000 was contributed in England towards the
endowment of the bishopric, the erecction of a
coliego, schools and churches and maintenance
of clergy was largely reinforced. The Bishop
made an earnest appeal to the Church in Canada
to promptly and encrgetically takeits part both
in regard to sending clergy and funds for a field
of labor so Iargely peopled by immigrants from
old Canada, giving numercus instances of the
urgent need of increasing the ministrations of
- the Church, Therapid extension of the C.P.R.
has led to a wide scattering of the population,
and the comparative failure in the crops during
the last two or three years has prevented the
roanlisation of the hopes at first entertained that
there would belarge centres of population in
which the work of the Church would be self-
supporting.  Whilst it seemed probable that
these difficulties were but of a temporary cha-
racter, they yet existed at tho present in their
full force. There was, therefore, urgent need
that young men of means and education should
come forward ready to give ap all if need be for
Chiist’s sake for the work of ministering to
these scattored souls.

Moose MountaiN—All Saint's.—Sunday,June
26th, was obsorved as the Dedication Festival
of this Church, being the Sunday in the Octave
of the 2nd, anniversary of its comsecration,
Matins was sung at 11 a. m., followed by a Cho-
ral Celebration of the Jloly Eucharist at which
there were 19 communicants, There was full
Choral Evensong at 7.30 p. m., at which the
Church was crowded, Hymns 396 and 215 being
sung in Procession,before and after respectively.

The little Church had been very tastefully
decorated for the occasion and looked very
bright with a profusion of prairie flowers. The
sermons, morning and ovening were preached
by Rev. W. T. John Field, M. A., the Priest in
charge.

This was the first Church consccrated by
Bishop Anson on entering upon his new Dio-
cese, and it is satisfactory to note the advance
that has been mado during this past year to
render it more worthy of the worship of Al-
mighty God. Though only a log structure, by
having it lathed and plastered both inside and
out, and the beams inside cased and varnished,
it presents a very complote and finished ap-
pearance. Though very small—accomodating
about 50—it comprises Chancel—or rather Sunc-
tuary—Transepts, Nave, Porch and Bell Tower,
and tho intornal fittings are also fairly com-
plete. To accomplish all this, however, has
necossitated great etlorts on the part of the—at

resent—small community who live within
sound ot the Church going bell, nor could it
have been done without the genorons help of
friends in the old country, and it reflocts great
credit on all who have intercsted themselves in
providing this House of God so far away on the
wilds of the prarie. The settlement, however,
is rapidly increasing and it is & great cause of
thankfulness that the Church is thus already so
well represented.

“ The Sacraments—Fanatical Rubrical Viola-
tions— Prayers for the Dead and Into Fame
at a bound.”

To the Editor of the CHURCH GUARDIAN :—
Sir.—The Rev, Mr. Garrett is playful; bat
logic, his subjects and his offence, are serious—
wo cannot follow him through any more ver-
biage, but will strive to hold tenaciously the
actual points. Because reproved for reckless
supercilious and slanderous expressions against

others, he assumes the attitude of a fault-
less angel reproving sin.Did he not recklessly dis-
charge from his well stored armory such as
these repulsive specimens “covert attack,” “cow-
ardly retreat,” “‘shaft of malice,” ““the creature,”
denial of “a true man,” ‘“grounded in malice,”
“woefully lacking in manly courage,” “‘cowardly
shot,” “a Romish thing,” and all this class of
“insult or ‘shably personal reference.” If he
deems such a display getting * info Fame at
a bound,” then there is an individual justifica-
tion of the opinious of the world which has afirm-
ed through a distingnished mouth-pieco, that
theological partisans are less truthful, iess can-
did, less high-minded, less Lhonourable even than
the partisans of political and social causes, who
make no profession of the duly of love. It
would seem as if Mr, Garrett was determined
not to snderstand a proposition. He fulminates
a charge against another because in a general
and not specific sense he uses the word Sacra-
ments, The ipsissima verba of the Homily is
quoted positively affirming its correctness. He
notwithstanding certain soleran ex animo ordi-
nation deeclarations, affirms the statement
“plausible.” Shall we apply like nomenclature
to the vows of the Priesthood ? Again in refe-
rence to “Prayers for the Dead.” BaXter writer
“How can you remember God Himself, and not
remamber them that are His courtiers and
nearer to Him than you are. The very nature
of the life of faith, requireth us to Jook much to
the departed Saints.” As if to meet and correct
the refugoe to which Mr, Garrett betakes him-
self, Baxter proceeds, ‘“Many are tender of
giving too much to the dead saints, that yet
give to0 much to the living without scruple.”
“Tho sturdy Protestant”Baxter evidently would
disown some of those who would weur for boas-
ting, selfish or party purposes, his Protestant effigy
—we would on this point leave the lattor to the
correction of the greater who went before.

Mr. Garrott, however, reaches the acme of
prete: sion and presumption, when he writes
“It is lamentable indeed that one so pious and
learned should speak of the Protestant element,
however, insignificant it may bc in the Church
‘ag having knowledge and reason dethroned by
ignorance or blind prejudice,’ and in answer to
this fictitions chimera of his own brain and with
device(worthy of a political unscrupulous trick-
ster), procecds to reflect upon the majority of
the clergy of the Church of England, and to
semmon for his disingenuous end the vast
majority of the laity against “‘a charge so vile.”
“No charge so vile” or of any other description
from his vocabulary, is to be found in my letter
against any ‘Protestant element.” DBut the
words were solely, clearly and indubitably ap-
plied to that caricature of true Protestantism
which is exemplified by this playing with guns
and firing vlank cartridges ot' ignorant, sland-
erous epithets, instead of true Protestant bullets
which latter carry annihilation by intelligent
aim against established and not pretended Ro-
mi~h errors. “The vast majority of the faithful
Laity” of the Church of England may feel flat-
tored by one who, at will, summons their array
at every exigency. We find the key and des-
cription of our good but mistaken Brother thus

admirably given. “The aim of religious opinion-
ativeness always has been and always will be,to

regard its narrowest conclusions as matters of
faith and to exclude or excommunicate all those
who reject or modify them. The sort of Syllo-
gism x x is much as follows: My opinions are
founded on interpretation of Scriptures—Serip-
ture is infallible— My views are infallible too.
Your opinions and inferences differ from mine
—therefore you must be wrong. All wrong
opinions are capable of so many ramifications,
that any one who differs from me in mipor points
must bo unsound in vital mattors also. There-
fore all who differ from me and my clique ave
heretics—All heresy is wicked—All heretics
are necessarily wicked men, It is my religious
duty to hate, calumniate and sbuse you.”
Herein is to be discovered the only foundation
of Mr. Garvett's ‘‘vile charge,” the corrupt “ma-
jority of the clergy,” and the quostionable com-
pliment derivable from Aallucination to “the
vast majority of her faithful laity.” My letter
nowhere affirms any authovitative deliverance
of the Church of England upon the question of
“Prayers for the Dsad,” but there is a virtual
agsertion that if there is liberty to question
there is also much to support a contrary opinion
—and this further sustained by that universul
acceptance on the part of the Primitive Church
whose concurrent testimony and universal prac-
tice for nearly 500 ycars—malkes the statement
of Mr. Gurrett “that the early Christians at
least, tn some instances! did so,” very much like
a brilliant © suppression of the truth.—Perhaps
Mr, Garrett's “masculine” mind will not decry
Tertullian’s “masculine’mind when we quotein
reply to his flippant imputations of effeminate
sentiment, that famous Christian Apologist's
words “Every woman prayed for the soul of her
deceased husband, desiring that he might find
rest and refreshment at present, and a part in
the first resurrection, and offering an annual
oblation for him on the day of his death. In
like manner the husband prayed for the soul of
his wife and offered annual oblations for her.”
What stapid anachronism is involvedin styling
that, peculiarly “Romish,” which in origin and
practice was as distant and as distinct from the
Church of Rome as are the Scriptures or their
contents. Really we have no point that we
desire to preas with our good Brother in this
region of simple pious opinions concerning
which we have no commandment of the Liord—
but when ho, notwithstanding his disclaimer,
go grievously offonds all Christian charity in
denying to others the merest exercise of
opinions—so woll founded long anterior to any
Romish devices or proclivities any where on the
face of the globo—we naturally stand aghast
and wo virtually ask some justification of the
sheer wildness involved. True Protestanstism
is not bereft of reason—nor does it need to
pervert or belie history and fact—and ite basty
or would be champions had better prepare them-
selves for the battle and avoid under-mining
their own assumed foundation. We look for
some reason or authorities from Mr. Garrett,
but we find nothing stronger than ungenerous,
unsupported denunciation. We desire there-
fore to take exception, as we have done. to
dealing out phillippi’s against others in their
legitimate exercise of the rights of all, even in
the admitted region of opinions—imputing
Romanism cause-lesly, and flourishing *Protest-
antism’ for cquivocal and dishonourable ends.
From the consensus of the opinion of the *‘vast
majority” of those Clergy and Laity alike who
bear the name of Christians in every age—the
conclusion is not unjustifiable,

“Those who have pretended to such a Cain like
religionism, have generally put their theories
into practiceagainst meun who have been infini-
tely morein the right and transcendently nearer
God, than those who in killing or injuring them
ignorantly thought that they were doing God,
service.” Would it allay your zorrespondents’
fears to know that the venerated John Wesley
prayed for the dead, and asserted that “it was

oo
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the custom of the Church of England and of the
earliest antiquity” : and will he attack the pre-
sent Poet Liaureate of England as aChurchman,
a Protestant or a man (or your CHURCH (GUAER-
piaN, Mr. Editor if you venture to print it),
because he closes his Ode to the Duke of Wel-
lingtun’s memory with these “fearlessly’” writ-
ten masculine lines.

“Buat spealk no moro of his renown,

Lay your earthly fancies down,

And in the vast Cathedral leave him,

God accept him—Christ receive him.”

Sie.—T am very sorry that Mr, Garrett’s fino
feelings should be so easily hurt by the senti-
ment expressed in the couplet of lines that
have, at times, been appended to death notices
in your paper. Bat, while he has my sym-
pathy in his grief, I am astonished to find him,
if he iv a priest in the English Catholic Church,
asserting that prayer for the dead *is a Romish
thing.” ‘No conscientious priest of the above
Church would, I am sure, teach his peoplo any-
thing that is purely Romish; but, on tho other
hand, as a member of that Church, which hus
been from the beginning, it is his duty to incul-
cate the whole truth. What is commonly known
ag the “Vincentian Canon,” viz “Within the
Catholic Church itse.f we must take great care
that we hold that which has been believed every-
where, always and by all men,” ought to be the
guide for each priest in his parish work. In
the vast men have shrunk, from some cause or
other, frem putting such truths as the one in
question, before their people, but, thank God,
times have changed and ure changing. In our
disputes with Rome, the holding cf thoe Catho-
lic doetrine of prayers for the dead, places usin
a stronger position. To reject it is only to play
into their hands and deny our Catholicity. If
our claim that our Church,as she is now consti-
toted, is the Church of the early ages, only
purged from the crrors and abuses that had
grown up around ber during the middle ages,
then it is our bounden duty to teach unhesitat-
ingly, “‘quod semper, quod ubique, guod ab om-
nibus creditum, est.” While I do not affirm
that onr branch of tho Catholic Church does
anywhere hold the doctrino of prayers for the
dead as necessary to be reccived of all mon, yet
I maintain that she teaches it. In the first
thanksgiving prayoer in the Post Communion we
pray for the dead, when we beseech God *“to
grant that . . . we and all thy whole Church
mayobtain remission of our sins.” Comment-
ing on this, Bishop Cosin says, “By all the
whole Church is to be understood as well those
that have been heretofore, and those that shall
be hereafter, as those that are now the present
members of it.

Again in the 1st. Collect in the Burial Ser-
vice we pray for the dead‘beseeching thee, that
‘¢ it may please thee of thy gracious goodness,
“ gshortly to accomplish the number of thine
“eclect; that we with all those who are depart-
‘“ edin the true faith of thy holy name may have
“ our perfect consummation and bliss, both in
* body and soul in thy eternal and everlasting
“ Kingdom.” In support of the pious and Cath-
olic practice of praying for the dead, we have
the witness of Holy Scriptur e, the early Fathers
and the primitive Liturgies.

Moreoyer we have the concurrent testimony
of many eminentdivines afier the Reformation,
such as Bishop Cosin, Bariow,Thorndike, Kerr,
Teremy Taylor, Forbes, Bull and Heber, and
Saintly I{eble of this century. .In 1838 was
tried the case of Breeks and Woolfrey before
the Arches Court, the charge being that the
passage from the Book of Maccabees. ** It is an
holy and wholesome thought to pray for the
dead,” which had been placed on a iombstone
was ‘“‘contrary to the Articles, Canons and Con-
stitutions as to the doctrine and usage of the
Church of England.”

Sir Herbert Jenner Fusts' decision was as
follows :—~*I am of the opinion that the offence

imputed by the articles has not been sustained ;
that no authority or canon has been pointed out
by which the practice of praying for the dead
has been expressly prohibited ; and I am accord-
ingly of opinion, that if the articles were prov-
ed the facts would not subject the party to
ecclesiastical consure.” Now I ask, will M.
Gurrott in the face of such testimony as the
above deny the Catholicity of tho practice of
praying for tho dend and reject it in toto merely
from the fret that in the Church’sservices there
is not such a clear recognition of the principie
ag existed in the pre-Reformatior services? I
hope not, Mr. Garvrett’s grievanco arises, 1
think, from the fact that ho has not yet boeen
able to distingnish betwecen the Roman Catholie
and tho Cuthelic doctrine of prayers for the
dead ; and I would strongly advise him to deive
deeply into the subject with an umbiassed inind
before he again zccuses any one, at least on
this subject, of an “unbecoming tendency to
Romish error or weakness.” It is as you say
in your editorial note “easy to charge Romish
theories, but hard to prove the chargo,”" and
Iimagine that Mr, Garrett will find it difficult
to do so in this case.

Lest I should mect with tho castigation that
has been moted out to “Cleric”for tuking a nom
de plume 1 append my name.

Sir,—Your Quebec correspondent has far-
nished you with another item concerning
Trinity Church. I have no objection to have
the doings of my church duly chronicled in
your paper, but L must beg your correspondent
to be more accurate.

In your last issue, the following words are
used with reforence to the Trinity Church
bazaar held on the 16th inst., in the Y.M.CLA.
rooms:—“The proceeds are to boe dovoted to
the debt on the Church building which is mort-
gaged for some $6,000 or $3,000.”

Now, I will not supposo that your corres-
pondent is aiming to injure Trinity Church,
but such an maccurate statement as the fore-
going is certainly not calculided to impress
people with the idea that that Church is in a
prosperous condition. On the contrary, the
words imply that the Trinity Church congre-
gation had beecame so embarrassed financially
that they were forced to morigage the Church
building.

The facts are these. Some five years ago,
the Congregation determined to purchase the
building they had hitherto only rented. The
price was $3,000, and a given time was al-
lowed for its payment. Of that amount $4,000
has already been paid, and the remainder $4,-
000 is not yet due.

This I tuke it, Sir, is something differont
from a “mortgago of somo $6,000 or $8,000."

As this is not the first time I have written
to correct n misrepresentation of Trinity
Church aftairs in the columns of the CaurcH
GUARDIAN, 1 trust that your correspondent
when preparing to send you Trinity Church
items, will take a little more pains to find out
the actual facts.

Sir,—Your correspondcnt “Fair Play” makes
a weak defence for Divinity degrees and will
find very few real graduates in the old scnse
of the term to agree with him.

The College has the right to confer the hood
on anybody, but when that right is abused,
the abolition of the chartered privilege and
even of the institution is not far off.

“Fair Play’s" definition of a graduate is a!

new one, and will not pass current outside tho
walls of divinity degree conferring Colleges.

He says, “A graduate is & porson who has & -
degree counferred upon him.” Asone of the
Alumni of Kings, I know that the majority of
that body differ from him and they have on
their side the best authorities of leading uni-
versities, :

_An honorary degree conferred by a univer-
sity, or an ad eundum dogree does not dub the
recipiont a graduato of the institution; and a
divinity degree, given simply for examination
in divinity can nover place a man on the same
plane as the student who has graduated in the
wide range of mathematics, modorn language,
&o.- Roal graduates look upon all such degrees
a8 an usurpation of vestod rights, and ave fuirly
startled when the position of “graduate” is as-
sumed to be a part of irregular degroes.

My desiro was to attack no College, but
simply to call attention to the fact that & canon
of tho Church prohibited under pain of sus-
ponsion the wearing of sillc hoods in Church
by any except graduates of Universitios, and
I contend that this eanon is boing constantly
violated, and ulso that no rights chartered or
unchartered can override that eanon of the
Church.

Tho captious remark that “so long as & man
has tho requisite knowledgo, it matters not
whoere he obtained it,” will go farther than
“Fair Play " will admit, since it is a notorious
fact that many times in the Bishop’s examina-
tion the literates have beaten the graduate div-
inity honour men; and consequently, accord-
ing to ““ Fair Play's " idoa, have a better right,
ag far as tho “ proof of the pudding” is con-
corned, to woar a hood than their less litorate
graduate brothers,

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SCRIPTURAL AUTHORITY FOR A
FORM OF PRAYER.

By the Rev. George T'. Stokes, M. A., Incumbent
of Newtown Park Co. Dublin.

(Church Tracts No, 7.)—(Continued.)

Let us now seo what this objection is worth,
and whether such a radical change was effected
in all previous religious arrangements at the
precise moment that Christ died ; that though
forms of prayer wore instituted by God in the
Old Testament, and sanctioned by Christ, both
in theory and practice, in the New Testament,
yet that upon that event, forms of prayer
which were previously lawful, nay, farther,
imperative, in public worsbip, became immed-
iately unlawful ; though finding, as we do, the
consequences of Christ's death vory fully stated
in the New Testament, we cannot discover
therein cven the remotest hint of any such
effect flowing from it. i

The objection which is brought against our
practice may bo concisely staled thus: “Though
Christ gave a form to His disciples, and sanc-
tionod the use of fornis before Ie died, yet,
since that ovent, it is unlawful for His people
either to useor sanction them.” This is, I
think, o fair statement of it, no point being
oither suppressed or oxaggerated, and yetit
seems an objcction of tho weakest, shallowest
naturo.

First, I would romark, that if it is now
wrong for Christ's peoplo to uso forms of prayer,
or to be present at services where thoy are
used, it must have beon eqmully wrong for the
Apostles to do so but a few wecks after the
resurrection. And, secondly, if Christ’s death
was to cause such a changoe in the ususl method
of public prayer, that its continuance would be
henceforth unlawful for Xis poople, it would
be most strango if Christ—who spent forty
days after his resurreclicn speaking to them of
the things pertaining to tho kingdom of God—
did not warn thom against an errvor into which
they would maturally be led by Christ’s own
teaching and cxample. And yet we find that.

Christ cannot have warned HHis Apostles
against using or sanctioning the use of forms

of prayer, during those forty days of close,

intimate converse which they enjoyed with

Him after His resurrection; since, if He had
done so, that last parting command of their
glorified Master would be most diligently
cherished and obeyed, and we would not find
the testimony left as to their practice—that
after Christ was taken up they departed not
fiom Jerusalefd, but ‘“‘were continually in the
temple, praising and blessing God;” and sgain,
after the Spirit was poured out upon them,
that Peter and John went up into the temple to
pray, at the ninth hour, being the hour of
prayer. And, at alater period in the history
of the primitive Church, when the Aposties
had seen the great danger of sanctioning any
Jewish custom which they did not intend to
continue in the Church—which they had seen
plainly developed the great tendency which
exists in the natural heart to go back to the
old ceremonisl system, yet even then Panl,
the great Apostle of the Gentiles, with the rest
of that glorious company—men who had been
fully instructed by Christ—men who had been
baptized with that Spirit which was to guide
them into all tiuth—men who would sooner
die than sanction what was wrong, or put a
stumbling-block in their brother's way—yet
these men sanctioned the use of forms of
prayer by their presence at that temple and
synagogue worship, where they were in con-
stant use, and thus plainly decided their law-
fulness under the Now Dispensation.

It may be still farther weakly objected that
the Apostles did not use forms of prayer in
their own worship, and therefore we should
not. Now, supposing for a moment thisto
have been the case, I have shown you that it
is perfectly lawful for any Church which
pleases to adopt forms of worship, inasmuch
as the use of what the Apostles sanctioned
cannot be wrong for 1he Christians of our time;
however, there does not appear to be any solid
ground for this assertion, that the ordinary
public worship of the Apostolic Church was
not by set forms; for, as 1 have pointed out to
you, sll the early associations and tendencies
of the Apostles would be towards a form of
prayer; and again, as they would naturally be
inclined to act upon the slightest hint of their
Master's will, they would remember that Christ
did not forbid forms of prayer; nay, rather
that he had oxpressly sanctioned and prescribed
such forms; and they would consequently be
led to continue the same arrangement, unless
thero was some clear, positive, overwhelming
reason leading them to make so great a change
in the only mode of public worship which had
been known or sanctioned up to this period ;
and we may be sure that no such positive over-
whelming reason existed ; we may be sure that
no such change took place at Christ’s death as
rendered forms of prayer, which had been pre-
viously lawful for God's people, thereafter sin
ful and unlawful; for, if such a rcason existed,
if such a change had taken place, the Apostles
would not hava authorized their wse by their
presence from the very day that Christ was
taken from them, on to the very close of their
lives.

Wor farther, though but few records of the
internal arrangements of the early Church
have been preserved to usin the Acts of the
Apostles, yot we do find therein a clear proof
that their public congregational worship was
conducted by set forms. We are told (Acts
iv. 24), that when Poter and John had borne
faithful testimony to the truth before the chief
Priests, and through God's mercy had escaped
thoir threats, the whole company of the Christ-
iaps lifted up their voice to God with one
accord, and said, “Lord, thou art God,” &e.

Now, mark, we aro not told here that one
person prayed, and that all the rest accompan-
icd him in their hearts, but that they all lifted
up their voices to God with one accord; it is
manifest that if any congregation was to at-
tempt to follow a person praying extempo:e, in

this manner, they would inevitably cause the

1 greatest discord and confusion, of which Paul

himself declares God not to be the author in
any of the Churches; while on the other hand
yog can clearly see that this perfect unanimity
of voice and sentiment—unanimity of voice
and sentiment such as the Apostolic Church
enjoyed—could ouly be secured by the use of a
liturgy such as ours, where for instance, it is
enjoined, “that the Gteneral Confession shall be
said of the whole congregation after the
minister, all kneeling.” And again, “that the
minister, clerks, and people, shall say the
Lord’s Prayer with aloud voice, the people re-
peating avery petition after the miniater.”

Lot us look now at the argument which is
brought forward from Scripture in defence of
extemporary and unpremeditated prayer, as
also of extemporary and ubppremeditated
preaching. It is objected, “Surely Christ has
commanded (Matt. x. 19) Take no thought
how or what ye shall speak, for it shall be
given you in that same hour what ye shall
speak.” Thus it is that I bave heard this very
text quoted, or, rather, misquoted, in defence
of this practice, and as a sufficient answer to
all the weighty arguments which can be ad-
duced both from the positive precepts and the
clear examples of Scripture,

This constitutes a notable illustration of a
well-known remark, that it is possible, by mis-
quotetion, and neglect of the context, to prove
any doctrine, however monstrous, from the
Scripture ; as, for instance, by simply leaving
out the words—*“The fool hath said in his
heart,” there can be deduced a proof of Athe-
ism equally as clear, and yet equally as falla-
cious, us that which is adduced from this text
for the practice of extempory prayer as the
only lawful method of congregational worship.

Adopting, as I might fairly do, the argu-
ment which the persons who quote this text
use against us, I might reply—*That was the
Old Dispensation; Christ had not yet died
when he uttered these words, and therefore,
you cannot conclude from them thas extempor-
ary prayer is lawful under the New Dispen-
sation.” However, such a method of quoting
or arguing concerning Scripture is mcst dan-
gerous, since mon can and often have explained
away, even the plainest precepts of common
morality under the same pretext, thus plainly
fulfilling the words of the Apostle St. Peter—
“Unlearned and unstable men wrest the Scrip-
tures to their own destruction.”

Now, look at this passage (Matt, x. 1-20)
and you will sce that Christ is not speaking
about prayer of any kind, public or private,
but of quite a different matter. Christ was,
as wo find from the fifth verse, sending forth
His Apostles on their first missionary tour,
and was directing them how and what they
were to preach, To enable them the more
effectually to do so, He endues them with
special gifts of the Spirit, the power of casting
out devils, healing diseases, &c., and at the
samo time warns them, that in the discharge
of their ministry, they shall meet with perse-
cution, and, for His sake, shall be brought be-
fore kings and governors ; but, lest their minds
be distracted from their great work by the
preparation of any defence, Christ tells them
that there will be no need to settle upon any
words or line of defence beforehand, inasmuch
as the Holy Spirit would speak through them
when they should be delivered up. Tirus you
can see, by asimple reference to the words of
the Bible, by an honest and impartial survey
of the context, that these words have no refer-
ence to public prayer or the preaching of the
‘Word, at any period of the Church'’s history,
but are only a special promise of special aid
given to a select body (the Apostles) under the
peculiar circumstances of persecution which
they were obliged to endure. :

Again, it is urged that the use of forms of
prayor are unlawful, because it is a quenching
or restraining of the Spirit, If so, it is very
strange that the Apostles, who were endowed

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g0 plentifully with that S}iirit, could have
sanctioned or uwsed them, as I have shown you
they did; but, furthermore, this objection is
grounded upon the false supposition that the
gift of extemporary prayer is derived from the
Spirit. I am sure, however, that the persons
who hold this theory most strongly, would
shrink from its mnatural consequences if they
did but perceive them. These consequences
are the following: If the gift of extemporary
prayer is derived from the Spirif, then the
possession of it is an evidence of the indwell-
ing of Christ's Spirit, of the spiritual, truly
spiritual nature of that man's heart who pos-
gesses this gift; nay, further, if extemporary
prayer is a gift of the Spirit, we must thence
conclude that the man who possesses this gift
most abundantly, who possesses the greatest
facility of addressing God in prayer, possesses
the greatest share of His Spirit, and is, there-
fore, the most conformed to His image.

Fortunately this is 2 matter which admits of
an appeal to everyday experience, and we can
with confidence ack—Is itso? Is it the case
that the man who possesses the gift of extem-
porary speaking, which of course includes
extemporary prayer, is the most spiritual and
most Christ-like man ? Let an old worthy of
the seventeenth century answer—‘In extem-

orary prayer what men most admire God
east regardeth, namely, the volubility of the
tongue. Herein a Tertullus may equal, nay,
exceed St. Paul himself, whose speech was but
mean. The gifts of extemporary prayer and
ready uiterance may be bestowed upon a repro-
bate, but the grace thereof, (religious affection)
is only given to God’s servants,”” (Fuller's
Meditations.) Yes, the presumptuous hypo-
crite will rush into God’s presence, and may be
able to express his wants glibly, and even elo-
quently, because he feels no deep sense of
Jehovah's holiness and his own sinfulness, but
is a8 calm and cool and self-possessed, as if
talking to an earthly equal or inferior; while
the true servant of Christ, oppressed by a sense
of these things, may be unable to do so, save
with stammering lips apd faltering tongue,
feeling that the place whereon he stands is holy
ground; and remembering that God Himself
has commanded—¢“Be not rash with thy mouth,
and let not thine heart be hasty to utter any
word before God; for God is in heaven and
thou upon earth, therefore let thy words be
fow."

1 have now shown you the strong overwhel-
ning authority from Scripture which we pos-
sess for our own method of public worship;
I have shown you the clear authority we pos-
sess from the Old Testament—the clear author-
ity we possess from the New Tostament, both
before and after Christ's death, and also the
shallow nature of the objections which are
urged against it from the letter of Scripture,
and yet, though our authority is so strong and
our proofs so clear, we condemn not others
who differ from us, but only ask them not to
judge us, and say that our practice is unlawful,
sinful, anti-scriptural, while in truth it is the
most scriptural and most excellent way. DBut
remember, no matter how excellent and Scrip-
tural may be our practice, that forms of prayer
are only the outward expression of worship,
and do not constitute worship itself. Strive
then as you worship from Sunday to Sunday,
to make your worship, through ouvr Scriptural
forms, more really epiritual worship—thas
worship of the heart and soul, which alone
God secks and accepts; and though while upon
carth we shall never be able to wait upon God
wholly without distraction of spirit, yet itis
our duty sedulously to aim at that high stand-
ard; and then that loving Master, who has
himself felt these distractions, and endured the
manifold buffettings of Satan, and sorrowed
over the weakness of the flesh, will pardon
the shortcomings of His faithful follower, and
receive him at the last with the kindly sent
tel&fg, of approval—“He hath done what he
¢ould.” .

THE FIRST CENTURY OF THE (OLO-
NIAL EPISCOPATE.

(From the Tract of the S. P. G.)

(0ONTINUED.)
In 1869 the See of Natal having been declar-
ed by the Bishops of South Africa to be spirit-

ually void, the Rev, W. K. Macrorie was con-
secrated Bishop of Maritsburg. In 1870 the
Bishopric of Zululand was created, and its
endowment was raised as a memorial of the first
Bishop of the Zambesi who was on the point of
commencing work in Zululand when ho was
summoned to the land in which he breathed his
last. In 1869 the congregations in South Amer-
ica and the Missions to Patagonia were pat in
charge of a Bishop, who took the title of Bishop
of the Falkland Island. In 1873 the Province
of Kaffraria, or St. John’s, which had for years
been the sphere of much Missionary work in
connection with the Society, was adopted by the
Scottish Charch, and Bishop Callaway,was con-
secrated at Edinburg. In 1874 the Missions
in Madagascar demanded a Bishop at their
head, and the Rev. R. K. Kestell-Cornish was
consecrated, the S.P.G., which maintained zall
the Missionaries in the island after the Bishop’s
appoinement, providing an income in lieu of
endowment, In 1878 the See of Pretoria, in
the Transvaal, was founded, and in 1884 the
martyred Hannington was consecrated Bishop
of Bastern Equatorial Africa.

It is not possible to appraise in any exhaus-
tive fashion the value of this Church devolop-
ment on primitive and Apostolic principles,
which the foregoing pages have set forth.
Figures are inadequate to tell the story; never-
theless, the fact remains, that for the singlo
Diocese planted in 1787 there are now seventy-
five in various parts of the world. The clergy
in foreign parts who, a century ago, hardly
exceeded 200, now number more than 3,500.
In every Diocese of sufficient standing to have
secured the adequate training of native clergy-
men, these form part of the Clerical body, and
give proof to the world of the Church having
gtrnek its roots in the hearts of the people who
thus give their eons to the work of tho Minis-
try. In Indiza more than one-third of the
whole Clerical body are natives of the country.
To tho Episcopate the Church is furtherindebt-
ed for Colleges and Universities which in the
several Colonies have been founded for the reli-
gious education of those who shull serve God
both in Church and State; and the whole prob-
lem of Ecclesiastical Organization m Synods,
Diocesan and Provincial, with all the variety
of qfiestions, administrative, financial, and
educational, which come before such assemblies,
has been solved in the happiest manner, and
has furnished guidance and experience for the
deliberative assemblies of the Mother Church,
These Colonial Synods have also secured for
the Laity their full rights in the administration
of their Church’s affairs, and have accustomed
the people to theduty of providing for the main-
tonanco of their clergy., The rude shocks of
so-called disendowment, which is, more accu-
rately, the withdrawal of the public subsidies,
on the faith of whose continuance Bishoprics
have been established and clergy have left their
native land, seem but to have drawn out larger
measures of selfsacrifice and self-help. The
first half century of the Coloniul Episcopate pass-
ed away before any Bishop was su{:ported by
other than public fonds; even the Colonial
Bishoprics Council looked chiefly to the Con-
solidated Fund and to Colonial Treasuries for
the maintenance of the Dioceses on whose im-
portance they wisely insisted ; and it was not
until 1847 that a Colonial See was endowed by
the spontansous offerings of the Laity. Within
the last twenty-five years the Coloniul Churches
have lost, in the large majority of cases, all such
grants; they have met the change with calm-
ness and fortitude, and have provided perma-
nent endowments which, limited though they

be in amount, go far to make up the loss of
assistance which painful experience had shown
to be precarious. Few Dioceses now depend on
this uncertain sourceof income, and while some
Bishops are maintained by Missionary Societies,
the large majority of Dioceses have their own
endowments.

If wo look back to the times of Sir W,
Raleigh, who has been called the Father of En-
glish Colonisation, we shall see that just 200
years clapsed before Episcopacy existed in any
of our dependencies. The nation had gone on
acquiring possessions until it was simple truth
and no hyperbole that the sun nevor set on the
British dominions, It is unjust to our fore-
fathers in the Church of the seventeenth and
eighteenth conturies to think that they were
ignorant of, or indifferent to, the complete
organisation of the Church; they were impor.
tunato in pressing their:claim, but the ecivil
power restrained and forbud the natural and
primitive form of Church expansion, which ex-
perience has shown to contain the secret of gll
growth. Although the concession was at last
obtzined in 1787, each subsequent concession
wus the result of n distinet and protracted
struggle.  Now liberty is generally enjoyed ;
the exceplions are few in number, and are not
likely long to continue. Meanwhile the increase
of ihe Episcopate has gone on in something like
goeometrical progression, and it is to be record-
ed as ono of the characteristics of Avchbishop
Tait's oventful primucy of fourteen years, that
in that poriod no fewer than twenty-two out of
our seventy-five Colonial and Missionary Sees
weore called into existence.

It remains to state, so far as figures can iilus-
trate history, what has been the share of the
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel in the
work which has beon briefly summarised in
theso pages. It may bo claimed, first, that but
for its lubours in the early days of the Colonial
Empirethore would have been no flock in foreign
parts for Bishups to tend; the rough conditions
of society in a newly or hardly settled country
aro not favourable to the religious life, and we
may tako as truo the eloquent words of the late
Bishop Wilberforce :

“This Society, founded in dark and cold
times by the prayers of more than ten right-
eous men, has como down like an angel of mercy
into the troubled waters of our unchristian colo-
nisation, making one and another whole as they
stepped into them, for it is not too much to say
that to its past labours America and many of our
Colonies owo their Christianity.”

But beyond this genoral work, it has been
foremost in represonting thoe just demands of the
Church to develope its organisation on truelines,
It its petitiona for an increase of the Episcopate
in aAmerica and in India were for many yoars
fruitless, at least it has tho credit of having
done what was possible. In the stress of sudden
disendowment, when several Bishoprics seemed
on the point of effacoment, the intervention of
the Society, by guaranteeing Epifcopal salaries
for a fow yenrs, and by leading the way in the
formation of endowments, has actually saved
not a fow Dioceses from extinction. The Bishops
of Newfoundland, Algoma,Saskatchewan,Qa’Ap-

elle, NewWostminstor, Bloemfontein, Protoria,
North QQuecnsland, Honclulu, Singapore, and
Nassau, the Missionary Bishops in Jupan and
Madagascar, und Bishop Caldwell in Tinnevelly,
have been or are now supported by annual
grants from its treasury; the Sociely has fur-
ther encouraged the Colonists and the Mother
Church to provide permanont endowments by
npening funds for the purpore, and by the
incentive of large donations from its funds,
The Bishoprics of Lahore, Rangoon, Colombo,
Singapore, Victoria, (Hong Kong), North
China, Capetown, Grahamstown, Nutal, Marite.
burg, Bleemfontein, Pretoria, Muuritius, Siorra
Leone, Christ Church, Wellingtor, Tasmania
Brisbane, Perth, Goulburn, Novth Quoensland:
Antigua, Nassan, Jamaica, Trinidad, Nova
Scotia, Newfoundland, Montreal, Algoma, Ont-

THE VARIETY, THE PROMISE,
THE GLORY OF MISSION
WORK.,

—

My work has lain for the most
part in the study and in the class-
room, but my work in the stady

and in the class-room has taught me
something of the power and the res-
ponsibility of missions. Nothing
during the sixteen years in which
1 have been allowed to work at
Cambridge has gladdened me more
than to feel that the interest in
missions has been continually grow-
ing there and is growing still.
There is no event on which I look
back with deeper thankfulness
than the founding of our mission
to Delhi, which owes much to
your Society, and which hus begun
to repay thedebt. It wasfounded,
you remember. by the help and by
the counsel of the Bishop of La-
hore, and it has given its flrat
leader as a Bishop to Japan in one
who bears & name honoured with
affection and reverence by your
Society for three genorations. In
part 1 have been called upon to
study the past; in partI have been
called upon to hold continuous in-
tercomse with the young. From
the one study I have learred to
read a little of the Divine method,
1o learn a little of the reality of the
promise of mission work, and from
the other I huave learned to feel
what its responsibility is. I have
learned to feel what that is which
is laid upon the Englieh nation,
first n8 an imperious necessity and
then a8 an incalculable blessing.
I mean the work ot missions,

I will endoavour then, though I
know how utterly unable my
words are to express my feelings
~—how utterly unworthy they must
be of the great suhject with which
we have to deal—1 will endeavour
to suggest a few thoughts bearing
upon the Report, on the variety, on
the promise, on the glory of mission
worls, in the hope thut I may com-
mend to your maore cordiul accept-
ance the lust words of the Rusolu-
tion; and that you will joylully
recognize the solemn duty of mak-
ing more enlarged and more
enrnest offorts to co-oporalo with
God's greuat purpose for the evan-
gelisation of the world.

1. Tre Variery oF Mission
‘Work.—The field is tho world,and,
a8 you have heard,your Society has
in part at least tuken possession of
the field. Think then of the variety
of the work, physical, moral, reli-
gious. If there were time I might
ask you to travel in thought from
the snow-bound wastes of North
America,through equatorial Africa,
through India, China, Japan. I
might ask you to endeavour to rea-
lize the difforent characters of the
nations whom the missionary ap-
proaches, ready to welcome as in
old times the glad tidings of the
Gospel—ancient races, proud like
the Chinese with an aucient civili-
zation; proud like the Hindoos
with a magnificent literature;
proud like the Mahommedans with
the arrogance cf & faith which

\

claims to be final in its purity.
But time wonld fuil me, and I will
ask you only to think of the variety
of the work itself. There is first,
as you have heard in the Report,
the comparatively simple task of
Eroclaiming the good tidings, of

ringing home to people that mes-
sage which reveals the Divine pur-
poses for humanity. Then comes
the harder charge. The Church
grows up. The second or the third
generation fills its ranks, and faith
by birth follows on the faith of
personal conviction.

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THE TREATMENT OF FEMALE
' INEBRIETY.

The injury to the drunkard her-
self is terrible—cleanliness, truth,
hénour, affection, duty, are all
offered up at the shrine of Buc-
chus. Weary, wasted, and worn,
wretched in spirit, broken in heart,
ruined in soul, a waif on the ocean
of hnman life, tossed on the tem-
pestuous and furious sea of ine-
briety, she has mude shipwreck of
all that is beautiful, and true, and
good. .

For her own sake, for her famil y's
sake, for the country’s sake, is
there no hope for such? The
world replies, ‘“No,” and passes
unheeding by. The Church preaches
that as long as thore is life, there
is. hope for every sinner, but prac-
tically deals only in rebulkeand
denuncistion. The Siate says
peither “*Yes” nor “No,” and troats
her as a hardened and incurable
criminal with a cell, bread, and
water.

But there is hope for her—she
is not beyond redemption. A new
era has dawned for the incbriato.
In the past, so few female inebria-
tes have been permanently reform-
ed, that many good men boelieve
such an event to be an impossibil-
ity in a woman. The cause of
- former failure has been ignorance.
As the lunatic was atono time deo-
clared by learned tbeologians to
be possessed of a devil by way of
punishment for her sins, 80 has the
inebriate been preached at from
a thousand pulpits, as given ovor
10 demoniac drunkonness, the un-
avoidable penalty of moral deprav-
ity, and of a vicious disposition.
This may or may not be tiue of a
emall minority of mad womeon and
topers, but modern scionce has
shown that in insanity and ine-
briety there is frequenty a dis
cased condition, a departare from
bodily and mental health, adis-
order of the physical systom, of
organs, and of fupctions,

Hero is tho auepicicus omen for
the poor, battered, despised, de-
moraliscd female victim of alcohol.

The Sociciy for the Study of
Inebrioty, «f which I have the
honour to le Prosident, is hard at
work in the investigation of the
discased states productive of ine-
briety, and has already done scme-
thing in enlightening the public
mind on the undoubtedly abunor-
mally morbid conditions favourable
to inebriate manifestations.

The philosophic profession of
medicine has expounded the groat
truth that there is a physical as-
pect of Intemperance, the oper-
ation of unhosalthy influences, of
trantmitted tendencies to intoxi-
cation, of inborn feebleness of re-
sisting power, of innate weakness
of will, of inherited susceptibili-
ties to the fell and deceptive power

of narcotics. The Christian and
the philanthropist have learntfrom

the physician that female inebriates
can be cured, that they havea body
as well as asoul, & casket as well
a8 a jewel, and that no dimness van
ever wholly destroy, though it may
obscure the lustre of, the gem of
Divine life within.

The burdensome weight of al-
coholic heredity crushes many a
woman to earth, No law is more
marked, none more inexorable,
There are not a few brave souls
who, though they have successfully
lived a life of Abstinence, have
schieved this only by a gallantand
persistent struggle during the
whole term of their sojourn on
earth. Other disordered bodily
states, mnervous shock, such assud-
den bereavement or worldly ruin,
injuries to the head and otherin-
juries, have all acted as causes ex-
citing to a paroxyism of inebriety
in constitutions with an alcoholic
{ransmitted inebriate predisposi-
tion.

Tho first condition of cure and
reformation is Abstinence. The
patient is being poisoned, and the
poisoning must be stopped. Were
it arsenic instead of alcohol, no
one would dispute this. So long
a8 the drinking of intoxicants s
indulged ip, so long will the bodily,
mental, and moral mischief be in-
tensified and made more perman-
ent, The Abstinence must be ab-
solute, On no plea of fashion, of
physic, or of religion, ought the
smallest quantity of an intoxicant
be put to the lips of the alcohol
slave. Alcohol isa material chemi-
cal narcotic poison, and a mere
sip has even in the most solemn
circumstances been known torve-
light in the fiercest intensity the
drink-crave, which for a long
period of yoars has lain dormant
and untfelt.
