FATHER BURKE’S LECTURE

oN

“The Pope’s Tiara—Its Past, Pre-
sent, and Future.”

(From the Now York [rish American)

The following very interesting lecture was
wag delivered on the 16th of May, in the
Academy of Musie, New York City, by the
Very Rev. T. N. Burke, O. P.; Archbishop
B'[%Closkcy presiding.  The reverend gentleman
uid :—

Muy it please your Grace: Ladies and
Gentlemen :—The subject on which T propose
to address you is: < The Pope's Tiara, or
Triple Grown; its Past, its Present and its
Future.,” We reud ol a celehrated orator of
Greeee, that the grandest effort he ever mado
was in a speech which he pronounced upon a
crown. T wish T had, to night, the genius or
the eloquence of Demosthenes; for my theme,
my crown, is as fur beyond the clory of the
crown of which he spoke, 23 my thoughts and
ny cloquenee sre inferior to his,

Amongst the promises and prophetic words
that we read in Scripture concerning our Divine
Lord and Redeemer, we rcad that it was pro-
pheeicd of Him that He should be a King;
that He should rule the nations; that He
should wear a crown; und that is name was
to be called “The Prince of Peace.” IHe
came; He fulfilled all that wag written con-
cerning Him ; and e transmitted His head-
ship and Iis office in the Holy Church to be
visibly exereised and to be embodied before the
cyes of men in the Pope of Rome. And,
therefore, amongst the other privileges which
He conferred upon Ilis Viear, He gave him
that his brows should wear aerown. Therefore
it is that, from the first day of* the chureh's
history, her ruler, her Pope, her head, rises be-
fore us, a sceptred man amongst men, and
erowned with a glorious crown. Therefore it
ia that, encircling his hooored brows, for ages,
the world has beheld the triple crown, or tiara,
—of which I am to speak to yom this evening,
Every other monarch amongst the nations
wears for his crown a single cirelet of gold.
Ornament it as you will, there is but onme
circle; that would represent the meeting and
the centreing in the person of the sovereign of
nll the temporal interests and anthority of the
State. Upon the Pope’s brows, however, rests
a triple crown, called the tiara. It is made up
of three distinet circles of gold. The first of
these is symbolical of the universal episcopate
of the Pope of Rome—that is to say, of his
headship of all the faithful in the Church ; for,
¢there shall be but onc fold and one shepherd,”
was the word of Christ, The second of these
circles that crowns the papal brows represents
the supremacy of jurisdiction, by which the
Pope governs not only all the faithful in the
world at large,—feeding them as their supreme

pastor,—but ‘by Which, also, he holds the su-

premacy of jurisdiction and of, power over the
‘anointed ministers, and the episcopacy itself, in

'| the Church of God, © The third and last circle

of this crown represents the temporal influence;

exereised and enjoyed for more than a thousand
years in this world,

Behold then, what this tiara meuns, Upon
these great festival days, when all the Catholic
world was accustomed to be reprosented by its
highest, by its best and noblest, by its most in-
tc‘z]]ecmal ropresentatives in Rome, the Holy
Father was scen cuthroned, surrounded by ear-
dinals, patriarchs, archbishopy, bishops, the
priesthood, and jthe faithful.  There he sat
upon his high, and ancient®and time-honored
throne; and upon his head did e wear this
triple crown, symholizing Nis triplo power,

Now, my friends, in the Church of God
everything is orgauized; everything arranged
and disposed in o wonderful harmony which
expresses the mind and the wisdom of God
Himsell. Aund, thercfove, it is. that in evcr};
detail of the Catholic liturey and worship, we
find the very highest, and the very holiest wifts
symbolized and signified to the wan of f:ith
What do those threc civeles of the Pope's tiara
symbolize 2 They signify, first of all the wiity
that God Las set upon his Chureh, ’Sccond]y
they signify the power wnl jurisdietion that
(rod has conferred upon 11is Church. And
thivdly, they siznify all these bhencfits of a
humane kind, which the Church has conforred
upon this world, and npon seciety.

The first eirclet of this tiava represents tho
unity af the Church, For, it tells the fuithful
that although they nny be diffused all the
world over, although they may be counted by
hundreds of willions, althoush they niay be
found in cvery clime, and speaking every lan-
guage, although they may be hroken up into
various forms of government, thinking in varied
forms of thought, havine varicd and (iistixnguisll-
ed joterests in the things that should never
perish, but abide with them for elemity; that
moment, out of all these varied elements. out of
these multiplied millions; out of these d,ichrent
nations, arises one thought, oncact of ohedience
one aspiration of prayer, one upiifting of the
whole man, body and soul, in the {mity of
worship, which distinguislies  the Catholie
Chureh, the spouse of Christ (cheers),  This
was the first mork that Christ, the Son of God
seb upon the brows of His Chwich, [l se;;
upon her the glorious seal of uuity in doetrine
that all men, througheut the world, who Je-
longed to her, were to be as one individual
in the one soul, und the one Delicl’ of their
divine faith, e set npon her hrows the unity
of charity—that all men were to e one, in one
heart, and in one bond, which was to bind all
Christian men (o their fellow men, throush the
one heart of Christ. And, in vrder (o effect
this unity, thi: Son of God put lozth, the njeht
before Ho sulivred the tender, bug nnmipol?:nt
prayer, in which Tle hesousht 1is Futher, that
the unity of the Church shonld e visib,le to
all men, and that it shoull be so perfeet ag to
represent the incflable wnity by which ITe was
one with His Father, in that singleness of ng-
ture, which is the quintesecnce of the Almighty
God. Tt was to be u visible wnity, Tt W;s to
be u unity that would foree itsclf upon the
potice of the werld, Tt wasto Le a unity of
thought and beliel’ that would convinee the
world that the one mind, and the one word of
the Lord of all truth, was in the heart, and in
the intelligence, and upon the lips of His
Chureh, dt would be in vain, that Christ, the
Son of God, prayed for that unity, if' it wis to
be a hudden thing, not scen and known by
men ; if it was to he a contrudictory thine, in-
volving an outrage upon ajl logic and all
reason ; as, for fnstance, the Protestant idea of
unity, which s, “ Lt ug apree to differ.”
“Tiet us agree to differ!” Why, what does
this mean ¥ It meuns something like what the
Trishman meant, when he met his friend, and
said, ¢ Oh, my dear fellow, I am so hnppy" and
glad to mect you! And I want to give you a
proof of it Aud Le knocked him down!
(Laughter.) DBut you remember this was the
sign of love (rencwed laughter), Awnd so, the
Protestant logic of this world says :—« Let us
agree to differ,” T'hat is tosay: Let uscreate
unity by making disunion!  Now, as the
divine,eternal,incarnate Wisdomn determined that
that crown and countersign of unity should be
visible upon His Chureh, it was absolutely ne-
cessary for Him to constitute One Man—OQne
Tudividual Man—as the visible sign and guar-
antee of that unicy in the Church, for “ever
It would not have answered to have left tht;
twelve Apostles, equal in power, equal in juris-
diction. For, all holy as they were, all inspired
as they were, if cqual power and jurisdietion
bad been left to all, i no one man amongst
them had been brought forth ind made the head
of all, with all their perfection, with all their
inspiration, with all their love for Christ they
would not, being twelve, have represente’d the
sacred principle ‘of unity in the  Church.
Therefore, did Christ, the Son of God, from
amongst the Twelve take one; called that man..

And until Peter three times agserted that he
loved His Master with a love surpassing that
of all others, Olrist delayed His divine com-
mission. But, when the triple acknowledgment
was made, He said to Peter: “ Feed thou My
lambs ; feed thou My sheep!” «Therd shall
be one - fold,” said the Son of God, and one
shepherd.”  That was the visible unity of the
Chureh ; that was to be the countersign of the
divine origin of the Church of God, and that
wis to be represented unto all ages by the one
Head and Supreme Pastor of ull the Pope of
Rome (cheers). .

Mark the splendid harmony that is here.
The Adorable Son of God, is ose with the
TFather by the incffable union of pature from
all eternity. The Son of God made may, still
is man, and only man, in the hypostatical union
in which the tiwo natures met in one divine
person, The Churoh that sprung from Christ,
—the Lord God and man, united,—is to be
one until the end of time. And, therefore, the
principle of unity passes, as it were, from
Christ to Peter, and from Peter to cach suc-
eceding Pontiff; so that the Church of God is
recognized by its union with its Head, and by
that, the Onc Head, which governs all. There-
fore did St. Ambrose say : ¢ Show wme Peter;
for, where Peter is, there is the Church of
God."”

Now, you see at once the significance of that
first circle of gold that twines round the papal
crown., It speaks of the Pope as the supreme
pastor of all the faithful. It speaks of him as
the one voice, and the only one, able to fill the
world, and before whose utterances the whole
Christian and Catholic world bows down as one
man (cheers). It speaks of the Pope as the
one shepherd of the one fold; and it tells us
that as we are bound to bear his voiee, and as
that voice can never resound through the whole
Church, which camnot by possibility, preclaim
a lie—that when the Pope of Rome speaks to
the faithful as supreme pastor, pronouncing
upon and witnessing the Faith of the Catholic
Church,—that the self-same spivit that pre-
serves that Church from fulling into error,
preserves her Pastor, so that ke can never pro-
pound to her anything erroneous or unholy, or
at varfance with the sacred morality of the
Christian law (cheers).

The second cirele of gold represents the se-
cond great attribute that Christ, our Lord,
emphatically Inid upon His Chureh. = Aseclearly
as He proved that that Church should be one, so
clearly did he pray aud prophecy that that
Chureh was to have power and jurisdiction, “All
power,” He said to His Apostles, ©all power
in HMeaven and upon earth is given unto Me."”
Behold the Head of the Church speaking to
His Church. “Given unto me!” I amthe
«centre of that power.,”” ¢ As the- Father sent
me, thus indued with power, sodo I sead you.”
Aund thea he set upon the brows of his
Apostles, and, through them, on the Churel,
the crown of spiritua]l power. But, as all
power is derived from God, it follows that, in
the Ghureh of Ged, whoever represents, as
viceroy and vicar, supreme Pastor and ruler of
the Church,—whoever represents Christ, who is
the source of all power, that mun has supreme
jurisdiction in the Church of God, not ounly
over the Fuithful, but over the pastors of the
flock and the Episcopacy. James, and John,
and Andrew, and Plillip, and the others, were
all bishops. St. Ignatius of Antioch, and all
the succceding great names that adorn the
episcopal roll in the Church—all had power;
all exercised power; and all were recognized as
the Church recognizes them aud their succes-
sors still, as her archbishops and bishops; and
all had that power by divine institution, and
that their cpiscopacy in the Church is f divine
origin ; and yet, that power is so subjugated
and subordivated that the Pope, as the supreme
bishop of bishops, to whom @lrist said, < Feed
not osly the lambs,” my fuithful; but ¢ feed
my sheep,” the matured ones and holy ones in
the sanctuary of the Chureh (loud cheers,)

Finally, the third circle of gold twining
around that time-honored crown of the tiara,
represciits the temporal power that the Pope
has wielded for so many centuries, and which
has been the cause of so many blessings, and so
much liberty and ecivilization to the world,

It was not in the direct mission of the
Church of Gad to eivilize mankind, but only to
sapctify them. But inasmuch asno inan can
besanctified without being insttucted, without
the elements of civilization being applied to
him, therefore, indircetly, but most powerfully,
did Christ, our Lord, confer upon His Church
that she should be the great former and
creator of society; that she should be the
mother of the highest civilization of this

. world ; that she should be the giver of the
-choicest and the highest of human gifts: and,
therefore, that she should have that power, that
Jjurisdiction, that position, in her head, amongst
the rulers of the nations, that would give her a
strong voice and a powerful action in the guid-
ance of human socicty (cheers). And es to
the second eircle of this golden crown—viz,, the
‘universal pastorate of the Church—-and the su-
premacy, even in tha sanetuary,—bath of these
-did Peter receive from Christ; and these two
have been twined round the Papal brow by the
-very hand of the Son of God, Himself!

The third cirele, of temporal power, the Pope
received at the hands of the world; at the
hands of human eociety; at’ the hands of-the
people. - And he received it out of the necessitics.
-of the people, that he might be their king, their
Tuler, and their father upon this earth, . =~

Now, such being the ‘tiara, we come_te con-

though the mere material erown- and ‘its form’

and the Pontificate of Benedict the Twelfth,
the tiara itself — the reality of it—the thing
that it signifies—is as ancient as the Church
of God, which was founded by OChrist, our
Lord. In the past, from the day that the Son
of God ascended into Heaven, all history at-
tests to us that Peter, and Peter’s successors,
were acknowledged to be the supreme pastors
of the Church of God. Never, when Peter
spoke, never did the Church refuss to accept
his word, ood to bow down before his final de-
cision. In very first Council of Jerusalem,

and i

Assembly were argued upon by various of the
Apostles, until Peter rose, and the moment
that Peter spoke and said: ¢ Let this be done
s0; let such things be omitted; such things
e enforced”’—that moment every man in the
Assembly held his peace, and took the decision
of Peter as the very echo of the Invisible Head
of the Chureh, who spoke in him, by and
through him (loud cheers). In all the suc-
cceding ages, the nations bowed down as they
received the words of the Gospel. The'nations
bowed down and zcceptedsthat message on the
anthority and on the testimony of ¢he Pope of
Rome! Where, amongst the nations that have
embraced the Cross,—where, amongst the na-
tions who have upheld the Cross,—where is
there onc that did not receive its mission and
its Gospel message, on the message and on the
testimony of the Pope of Rome? From the
very first ages, whilst they yet lay hid in the
catacombs, we read of saintly missionaries go-
ing forth from under the Pope’s hands to
spread the message of Divine Truth through-
out the lands, Scarcely had the Church
emerged from the catacombs, and burst into
the glory and splendor of her renewed exist-
ence than we find one of the early Popes of
Rome laying his hand upon the head of a holy
youth that knelt ‘before him, consecrating that
youth into the priesthood, into the episcopacy
and sending him straight from Rome to a mis-
sion, the grandest und the most fruitful—the
most glorious of any in the Church. That
Pope was Celestine, of Rome; and the man
whom ke sent ‘was Patrick, who, by the Pope’s
order, wended his way to Ireland (cheers).—
From the' Pope of Rome did he (Patrick) re-
ceive his mission and his message. From the
Pope of Rome did he receive his authority and
his jurisdiction, The diploma that he brought
to Ircland was attached to the Gospel itself.—
It was the testimony of the Church of Christy
countersigned by Celestine, who derived his
authority from Poter, who derived his from
Christ. And when, in his old age, he had
evangelized the whole island; when he had
brought Ireland into the full light of the Chris-
tian faith, and into the full blaze of her Chris-
tian sanctity, the uged apostle, now drooping
into years, called the bishops and the priests
around him; and, amongst his last words to
them were these : “ If ever a difficulty arises
amongst you;—if ever a doubt of any passage
of the Scripture, or of any doctrine of the
Churcl’s lav—or of anything teuching the
Chureh of God or the salvation of the sonls of
your people,—if ever any doubt arises amongst
you, go to Rome—to the mother of the nations
—and Peter will instruet you thereon !
(cheers). Well and faithfully did the mind
and the heart of Ireland take in the words of
its saintly apostle. Never—through good re-
port or evil report—never has Ircland swerved
for one instant—never has she turned to look
with a favoring or a reverential eye upon this
authority, or upon that; but straight to Peter.
Never bLas she, for an instant, lost her instinct,
so us to mistake for Peter any pretender, or
any other Pope! Never, for an instant, has
she zllowed her heart or her hand to be snared
away from Peter! It isalongstory. Itisa
story of fourtecn hundred years. DBut Ireland
has preserved her faith through her devetion
to Poter, and to the Pope of Rome, Peter's
successor; and she has seen every nation that
ever separated from Peter—she had scen them,
one and all, languish and die, until the sap of
divine grace—was dried up in them; and they
utterly perished, because they were separated
from the Rock of Ages, the Pope of Rome (on-
thusiastic cheering.)

Just as the people, in all ages, and in all
times, bowed down before their supreme pastor,
go, also, has the Episcopate in the Chureh of
God, at all times, recognized the supremacy of
the Pope of Rome, and, at all times, bowed
before the second crown that encireles his
glorious tiarn. Never did the Episcopacy of
the Catholic Church meet in council cxeept
upon the invocation of the Pope of Rome.
Never did they promulgate a decree until they
fivst sent it to the Pope of Rome to ask him if
it was according to the truth, and to get the
seal and the countersign of his name upor it,
that it might have the authority of tho Church
of God before their people. From time to time,
in the history of the Episcopate, there have
been rebellious men that .rose up against the
authority, and disputed the power of the
Church of Rome. But, just as the nations
that separated from Pater, separated them-
selves thereby from the unity of the truth, and
of sanctity, and of Christinn doctrine, and of
Qhristian morality, so in like manner, tha Bi-
shop who, at any time, in any place, or in any
age, disputed Peter's power, Peter's authority,
and separated from him, was cut off from Peter
and from the Church; the mitre- fell, dishon-
ored, from his head ; ard he became 2 useless
member, lopped off from the Church of God,
without power, without jurisdiction, without
the veneration, or the respect, or thelove of his
people. Thus has it ever been in times gone
by. The Pope of Rome commands the Church
through the Episcopate. The Pope "of Rome
speaks and testifies to the Church’s doetrine

Catholic mind. And faithful has that Epis-
copate been,—since ‘the ‘day ‘eleven Bishops
met Peter, the Pope, in Jerusalem, in the first
Couacil,—down to the day when, three years
ago, eight hundred Catholic Archbishops and
Bishops met Peter's successor in the halls of
the Vatican aud bowed down before the word

of truth upon his lips (cheers).

* Sucli;. in the past, as- history attests—such
were the two circles of the supreme pastorate
. and upreme jurisdiction in the Church.--

The Roman enpire, as you all know, was utterly
destroyed by the incursions of the Barbarians, in the
Fifth Century. A king, at the Liead of his ferocions
army, marched on llome. The Popo was applied to
Dby the terrified citizcns; and Leo the Great wen
forth to meet Attila, “the Scourge of God” He
found bim in the midst of his rade barbarian war-
tiors, on the banks of the Mincio, He found him
exulting in the strength and power of his irvesistible
army. He fourd him surging and sweeping on
towards Rome, with the apparent force of inevitable
destiny, and with his outspread wings of destruction.
He found him, in the pride and in the supreme
_passion of his lustful and barbaric heart, sworn to
destroy the city that was the @ Mother of Nations”
And, as he wasin the very sweep of his conquest
and pride—unfriiended and almost alone, having
nothing but the majesty of his position and of his
glorious virtue around him, the Pope said ;—* Hold!
Rome is sacred, aud your feet shall never tread upon
its ancient pavement! Hold! Let Rome be spared !
And, whilst he wos speaking, Attila looked upon the
face of the man, and presently he saw over the hiend
of St. Leo, the Pope, two angry figures, the Apostles
St. Peter and St. Paul,-with fire and the anger of
God beaming from thelr eyes,and with drawn swords
menacing him. And, even as the angel stood in the
prophet’s path of old, and barred his progress, so did
Peter and Paul appear iz mid-nir and bar the Bar-
barian, “Let usreturn,” said he, “and let us not
approach this terrible and God-defended city of
Rome!” Attila fled to his northern forests, and Leo
returned, baving saved the existence and the blood
of ancient and imperial Rome! (cheers). DBut army
followed army; until, at length, Alaric conquered
and sacked the city, burned and destroyed it, broke
up all its splendor and all its glory, ovenan and
destrayed all the surrouuding provinces; and, so
the destruction that he began was completed a few
years later Ly the King Odoncer, who wiped away
the last vestige of the anecient Roman empire!
Then, my friends, all Italy was & prey to and was
torn with fuctions; covered with the blood of the
people.  There was no one to save them. In vain
did they appeal to tlie distant Eastern Emperor, at
Coustentinople. He laughed at their misery, and
sbandonced them in the liour of their deepest afflic-
tion and sorrow ; whilst wave afier wave of barbaric
invasion swept over the fair land, until life became
a burden too intolerable to bear, nnd the people
cried out, from their breaking Liearts, for the Pope of
Rome to take them under his protection, to let them
declare him King, and so obtain his safeguard and
his protection for their lives and their property.
For many long years the Pope resisted the proferred
crown, It grew upon lis brows insensibly. It
came to him-in spite of himsclf. We know that,
year after year, cach successive Pope was employed
sending letters, sending messengers to supplicate, to
implore the Christian Emperor to send an army for
the protection of Italy; and when he did send his
army they were warse, in their heretical lawlessness,
meore tyvannical, more Llood-thitsty over the un-
fortunate pcople of Italy, than even thg, savage
bordes that came down from the north of Europe.
And so it came to pass that, in the dire distress of
the people the Pope was obliged fo accept the
tempornl power of Rome, and of some of the adjoin-
ing provinces. History tellsus that he might, in
that day, have obtained, if he wished it, the sove-
reigaty over all Italy. They wotld have been only
too happy to accept him as their King; but no lust
of power, no ambitien of empire guided him ; and
the great St. Gregory tells us that he was oppressed
with the cares of the temporal dominion, and that it
was forced npon him against his will,

Howcver, now the crown is upon his head. Now
he is acknowledged a monarch—a reigning king
amongst monarchs. And now let us see what was
the purpose of God in thus establishing that tem-
poral power in 80 carly & portion of the history of
the world’s civilization, At that time there was no
lnw in Europe. The nations had not yet settled
down or formed. Every man did as he wauld, The
kings were only half-civilized, barbareus men re-
cently converted to Clristianity, wielding enor-
mous power, and only too anxious to make that
powar the instrument for gratifving cvery most
terrible passion of lust, of pride, of ambitien, and of
revenge. Chieftaing, taking to themselves the titles
of Baron, Duke, Margrave, and so on, gathered
eround themn troops, bands of mercenaries, and
preyed on the poor people, until they covered the
whole Continent with counfusion and with blood.
There was no power to restrain them, There was
no power to make them spare their people, There
was no voice to assert the enuse of the poor and {he
oppressed, save one ; and that was the voice of the
monarchk who was net crowned in Romo, the an-
cicnt and powerful hcad of the Catholic Church
(cheers). ‘Whence came his influence or his power
overtitem? Ab, it came from this: that, with all
their crimes, they still lind received from God the
gift of faith, and they knew,—the very worst amongst
them Lnew—as history tells us, that when the Pope
spoke it was the eche of the voice of God. They
acknowleged it, as & supreme power over their
consciences, ever their actions—as a power that
could be wielded not only for their salvation, but
even for their destruction, by thie terrible sentence
of excommunication, by which the Pope could cut
them off from the Church. The faith that was in
the lLearts of these rude kings was also disseminated
amongst their people; and so strong was it, that
thie moment the Pope denounced or excommunicated
any monarch, that moment, no matter how great he
was ns o warrior, 2§ a statesman, as o writer—that
moment the people shrank from him, as they would
from the pest-stricken leper, and his voice was no
longer hoard as an authority cither in the lattle-
ficld or in the council chamber., Bnewing this, the
kings were afraid of the Pope, Enowing this, the
people loeled up to the Pope; and if any kin,
overtaxed his people, and ground them to the earth,
or if any king violated the lnw of cternal justice by
shedding tho bleod of any man without just cause,
or if any king declared an unjust and unnecessary
war, or if any king repudiated his lawful wife, and,
in the strength and power of his passion, sought to
scandalize his subjects, and to openly insult and
outrago the law of God,—the people, tho soldiery,
society; the abandoned and injured woman, all
alike, looked up to and appesled to the Pope of
Rome, as the only pewer that ceuld sway the world,
and strike terror into the heart of the grentest, the
most powerfal, and the mosd lawless king upon the
earth (cheers). . -

. Histery,—from every source from which we can
draw it—tells us what manner ef men were the
kinge and dukes and rulers the Pope had .to deal
with, What manner of men were they?

Another man that we read of was Lothair,
His lustful eye fell npon a beautiful woman ; and
he instantly puts away and repudiates his virtueus
and honored wife, and he takes to him this con-
eubine, in the fnce of the world, proclaiming,
or suggesting that he could proclaim, that,
because he was an emperor, or a king, he was at
liberty to violate the law of God, outmge the pro-
prieties of society, scandalize his subjects, and talke
liberties with their honor and with their integrity,
which would dot be permitted to any other man,
How did the Pope in these instances deal with such
men 7. How did be use the temporal power, so great

invested him? He made the murderers do public
penance, and make restitution to the families of
those whose blood they had shed. Hecalled to him
that emperor, Lothair; he brought him before him ;
he made him, in a public church, and before all the,
people, repudinte that woman whom he had taken
to his adulterous cmbrace; take back his lawful
empress and queen, pledge to her again, by solemn
oath, before all the people, that he never would love
another, and that he would be faithful to her as a.
husband and a man, until the hour of his death
(loud cheers). Lothair broke his oath—his oath
taken at that solemn moment, when the Pope, with
the ciborium in his hand, held up the body of the
Lord, and said,  Until yon swear fidelity to yeur
Inwiul wife, I will not place the Holy Communion
upon your lips” He took that oath; he broke
it; and that day month——one month after he had
received that Communion — he was a dead man;
and the whole world—the whole Christian world,—
recognized in that death the vengeance of God fall-
ing upon a perjured and an excommunicated sinner
{cheers). Mow did the Pope vindicate, Dy his tem-
poral power and authority, the influcnce that it gave
him amongst the kings and the nations? How did

he operate ‘npon society? When King Philip of
France, wished to repudiate his lawful wife, and take
another in her stend, the Pope excommunicated him,
and oblized him, in the face of the world, to take
back and to honor with his love and witl his fidelity
the woman whon he had sworn before the altar to
worship and to protect as long as she lived. How
did the Pope exercise his temporal power, when
Spain and Portugal, both in the zemith of their
pawer, were about to draw the sword, and to deluge
thosc fair lands with the blood of the people? The
Pope stepped in and snid, % No war!—there is no
necessity for war ;—there is no justification for war;

and if you shed the blood of your people he said
to both Kings, “I will cut you both off, and fling
you, expommunicatcd, out of the Church” (cheers).
Thus did he preserve the rights—the sacred rights
of merriage; thus did he pregerve ths houor, the in-
tegrity, the position of the Christian woman—the
Christian mother who is the source, the fountain-
hend of all this world's society, and the one centre
of all our hopes (cheers). Thus did he save the peo-
ple, curb the angry passions of their sovcreigns;
thus did e tell the king, “So longas yourule justly,
f0 long as you respect the rights of the humblest
of your subjects, I will uphold you; I wili scta
crown upon your head, and I will fling around yeu

all the nuthority, nnd all the jurisdiction, and sacred-
ness of your monarchy. I will preach to your people
obedience, loyalty, bravery and love; bat, if you
trample upon that people’s rights, if you abusc your
power to scandalize them, to injure them in their
dntegrity, in their conscionce,—I will be the first to
take the crown from your hend, and to declare to
the world that you arc unworthy to wear it” (loud
cheers). Modern historians say, “ 0, we admit all
this; but what right had the Pope to doit?” What
right had he to do it! What right? The best of
right. Who on this earth hiad a right to do it, if
net the man who represented Christ, the Originator
and Savior of the world (cheers). What right had
he todoit? He had the right that even society it~
self, and, the people, gave him; for they cried out
to him, *8ave us from our kings; save us from in-
Justice ; save us from dishonor, and we will be loyal.
aud true as long a5 our leaders and our monarchs
are worthy of our leyalty and our truth” (loud
cheers).

ed during aud after Divine service, had intimidated
anil anouly infloenced the clectors. He eertifics
that by the foregoing and other nets of intimidation
the respondent was disqualificd to be clected, that
such dizqnlification cxisted previous to the day of
nomination. He stated that it was proved that on
the day of nomination the petitioner caused notices
to be extensively posted and distributed cautioning
the electors that respondent was disqualified frem
veing elected ; and having given & summary of the
arguments urged before him on this.subject of notice
of disqualification, his lordslip requests the opinion
of the Court on the following questions:—First, were
the clectors who constituted the majority of the re-
spondent fixed with sufficient knowledge of his dis-
qualifiention and shonld they liave actel upon such
disqualification, and refrained from voung for him ?
Secondiy, wns the petitioner, thre heing nodisquali-
fication on his part, entitled to be declred elected ?

Judgment has been given in the Galway clection
case reserved for the Court of Common Pleas, It is
a Judgnient destined to be memorable,  Judges
Lawson and Morris were in favor of giving the scat
to Captain Trench. Chief Justice Monalnn dis-
senfed ; and Judge Keogh—baving, we presume,
the ensting vote, where his conclusions nnd not th
fawts were the evidence—again displayed his parti-
sanship, and the seat was declared to hulong to
Captain Trench, Trench polled 605 votes against
Nolar's 2,165, This ducision is pronounced frem
the #Throne of Justice,”

On Sunday night, 2nd June, in the pro-Cuthedral,
Kensiagton, Monsignor Capel deliverl a sermon on
the spread of Catholicism in England,  He com-
meneed with g short supimury of his formerlectures,
on the movement of the spirit of God, which day by
day Lrings more and more souls intn this com-
munity, The stream, which was at first but a gronll
spring, is widening and deepening, and its course
brings its converts to the Church of God. The
movement, which was only confined to London a few
sbort years ago, las now spread over north and south,
east and west, wntil finnlly we will be all brought
fnto unity, No zealis greater on the part of any
of the now so-called divisions than that of our com.
munity to win over all glasses into the Church of
God. We lubor in all countries and climates todraw
converts. There is no Catholic clergyman who
would not work in the slums of London~—nolayman
of carnest and Catholic principles who would not
sacrifice everything to bring in sounls. We would
give up everything to preserve tho present converts
and win others, and £o draw in all these now without
the pale of the Church of Ged. Hv then spoke
of the new idea started about the remnion of Chris-
tendom. No less than 198 clergymien signed a peti-
tion and sent it to the assembled council,
advocating the reunion of Christendom., I con-
demn, said he, what is called Union. Union is
one thing—unily ancther. The latter menus
unity of nation, unity of idea, unity of procession
—that those who advacate corporate union pray that
all may Dbe one, that the three great divisions may
ench give up some superstition, and all at once have
the same union of prayers. It meaus that each body
should meet on some common lasis, as in America
or Switzerland, or that another country nmight meet,
and discuss on & comman basts of action., The
answer sent to these 196 clergymen of the Church of
England was that the reunion of Christendom would
lead to three other evils—first, that it wus heretical ;
second, thnt it would lead peeple astray; and
thirdly, thatit would Tead to- indifference; that to
pray for unity was blasphemous, that there was al-
ready uaity, as thero was onc God, onc baptism, one
kingdom. To ask God to unlte His kindom was an
insult to His person, and would destroy our bLeliefin
His word. He then minutely went through the pro-
ceedinga of this society for that union, cxplaining to
two thousand people the fallacy of their arguments.
He coucluded a very long discourse by saying :- Let
us not harden our hearts but let us do our duty
towards God, 'We musat be one heart, one mind,
under one authority~the autherity ¢f Jesns Christ:
May God grant we may live to seo that the souls
that' inisunderstand and the hearts that are at vari-
ance may be united under that one fold, and one
Shepherd. - . e

2. That, while we wonld insist upon the manage-
ment of the domestic, or exclusively Irish afluirg, by
an Irish Parliament, we woulll willingly lenve the
cxclusive consideration and control of all questions
of an Imperial scope and  ehirter to an Imperial
Tarliameunt.

3. That the London Irish Home Rule Association
pledges itself to forward 1he object of the Home
Uovernment Associatien of Irelawl by using all le-
gitimate means of intluencing public opinion in
Great Britnin, and by eecking to unite all Irishmen
fur the purpose of increasing und utilising tho olee-
toral power.

The treaty providing for the cvacuation of
French territory by the Germen troops was
signed last Saturday night. It requires the
ratification of the Freneh and German Govern-
ment within one week after having been signed.

The Irish, it is true, in 1641, flew to arms to
expel the alien oppressors of their native land,
just as did the Scotch—and with quite 2s much
of right on their side as had theScotch—under
their national leaders, in the days of the Eng-
lish Edwards. The Scotch of to-day are rather

lish off their lunds; that, they waru the Eng-
lish to be gome—a proceeding not- consistént
with the theory of a. conspiracy to murder;
that they demand the restoration of the lands
whereof they - had been frobbed; the right of
gelf-government; and the re-establishment of
the Catholic religion, These, and other en-
ormities of like nature are insisted wpon at
lengith by the Lords Justices in their de-
gpatches during the first fortnight of Novem-
ber; but not a word do they say of a whole-
sale massacre of 40,000 Protestants. Indeed
they recognise the fact that the insurgents de-
tained many as prisoners—az fact incompatible
with the theory that they put to death all who
fell into their hands. _

Later in the same month of November under
date 25th, the Lords Justices write again;:
they deplore the expulsion from their houses
and castles of many of the Englishi: and they
record that, having, with the loss of 120 men
on their side, stormed and captured Mellifont
the Lord Moor's house, they had killed ten of
the garrison : on the 27th of the same month
they loment their incapacity to prevent the
spoyling of the English, even in the vicinity of
Dublin, so strong had grown the rcbels; and
on the Gth Dccember, they tell us that the
rebels have sdded to their former cruelty,
threatening with death all who gave help to the
enemy: that at Loogford they had put the
garrison to death, and continued to harass and
lay waste the country held by the English.

No contemporary records of such a terrible
catastrophe exist; and Dr. Lingard argues
that if it ever occurred, there would be some
traces of it to be found in the long letters
written regularly during the months of Qcto-
ber, November, and December, from Dublin,
by the Lords Justices, giving, in so far as they
knew them, full and awple details of the pro-
gress of the rebellion.

These letters exist, and in them there is no
allusion to a general massaere of Protestants.
Under date Oct. 25th they deseribe the rising ;
and several acts of plunder by the insurgents;
adding, ¢ this though teo much is all that we
yet hear is done by them.”

Under date Nov. 15th, the Lords Justices
roport the capturc of almost all the strongholds,
and castles of the Protestant Englishry in cer-
tain Countics of the North of Ireland; they
tell ua that the insurgents had put many of
the garrisons of these places to the sword ; that
they had surprised and deprived of their arms
a troop of horse in the King’s army, command-
ed by Lord Grandison; that they had cap-
tured, and still retained as prisoners, Lord
Caulficld, Sir Edward Trevor, and a number of
gentlemen of quality ; that they, the insurgents,
had wasted, destroyed, and spoyled wherever
they came ; that they had slain many, robbed
and spoyled thousands, and turnéd many Eng-

of Protestants, On the 23rd December, the
said Lords Justices give to Henry Jones, Dean
of Kilmore a commission to take evidence as to
the injuries to property inflicted by the rebels
—examining such Protestants as have been
robbed, and despoiled—which would have been
a hard thing to do had the insurgents killed
indiscriminately nll Protestants who fell into
their hands, Now all this affords certain proof
that the Lords Justiees had up to January
1642 never heard of a massacre of 40,000 Pro-
testants during the month of Qetober, 1641,
or assuredly they would have made mention of
it in their elaborately prepared bill of indict-
ment against the insurgents; and if they had
never heard of it then, the presumption is
strong, very strong that no such an event ever
occurred.

Evidence taken before Commissioners, and
still extant in Dublin, gives us the number of
2,109 persons as having been killed by the in-
surgents out of wars, during the first two years
of the rebellion: to this number, on the re-
port of Protestants 1,619 were added ; and on
further reports 300 moro — which would
give us a tetal of about 4,000 actually
killed by the insurgents in a war of
several years duration. Many more probably
perished from hunger, from exposure, sickness,
and the invariable concomitants of war; but it
would be absurd to set these down as the vie-
tims of a massacre,

On the whole we conclude:—That there was
no genefal or premeditated massacre of the
Protestants by the Irish in 1641: that in
many instances prisomers were put to doath,
when captured with arms in their hands or in
places that were taken by storm: that as a
general rule mo quarter on either sido was
given: and that there is not a well authentic-
atedinstance of the intentional killing of any
women, children, or even any non-combatants
by the Irish.

DEDICATION OF THE NEW CATHOLIC
CHURCH AT WESTPOILT.

The new and beauntiful chureh at Westport wae
solemnnly dedicnted on Wednesdny the 10th inst,
The building is one whose architectural merits would
be an ernament to any city in the Dominion, and
render it a fitting monument to be dediented to the
hopor and glory of our Lord. Situated upon the
top of a emall hill which gradonlly slopes to the
vidge of the lake, and facing the abrupt mouutain
which extends in either direction us far ns the eye
can reacl, the site is one of the most beantiful that
could have been gelected.  Constructed in tho pure
Gothic style and built of fine white sand stone, ita
outwnrd #ppearmnnce creates the most plensing impres-
sion, for it combines in the most agreeable manner
the essential qualitics of strength and fuultless
symmetry of proportion. But notwithatanding the
prepossessing character of ils outward appearnnees,
we must eater the interior if we desire to behold to
advantage its chief fascinations. 'The altars, the
high narrow gothic windows, the large pillars, and
heantifully vaulted ceiling, which is close on fifty
feet in height, arc indeed grand and beantilally finish-
ed. Yt perhaps the most pleasing fenture of all
is that although highly ornamented (the plastering
alone cost §$3,200), it still retning the most pleasing
simplicity of appcarance. The size of the main
building is 50 x90 feet. It wes commencedin 1869
by the Rev. Mr. Foley, then Parish Priest of West.

ProoEssions IN. Fanoe.—The solemnity
-of Corpus Christi has brought romad the an.
naal attacks on religious processions in France.
"Phe atbempts to prohibit them, made usu.lly
by municipalities composed of free-thinkers, arc
always based on a supposed enactment by which
they are alleged to be confined to places where
there is no Protestant or other non-Catholic
place of worship. The law referred to is that
of the 18 Germinal of the year X, but its pre-
cise effect has been defined by several Ministe-
rial circulars of the year XI, from which it fo-
lows that its dispositions apply only to those
Communes where there is a recognized Consis-
forial Protestant Church, for which the first
requisite is a population of at least 6,000 souls
of that creed, and the second the acquisition of
a legal status by means of a formal recognition.
by the Goverpment. A smoller number of
Protestants may erect and possess any number
of churches for their convenicnee, but as the
law was laid down by M. Portalis, such churches
do not come within the category of those which
arc an obstacle to the public exercise of another
form of worship, The Concordat provides that
¢ the Catholic religion shall be frecly practised,
and that its worship shall be public,” and, ex-
cept in the three or four towns in France where
there is o Consistorial Protestant Church, there
is nothing to limis that freedom and publicity.
The Minister of the interior takes, it appears,
the same view of the point, for he hag address-
ed a circular to the Prefects directing them to
call on the municipalitics to respect the law,
not to interfere with ecstablished usages, and
ouly to take the measures required by the in-
terests of public order after consultation with
the clergy. As to the presence of the authori-
tics in the processions, the Ministerleaves that
to be settled by the custom of each locality,

If there was any place where this interfer-
enec of the Minister was called for, it was cer-
talnly Marseilles, On Friday, the 7th, was to
take place the venerable proeession in honor of
the Sacred Heart, in fulfilment of the vow made
by the Bchevins in 1722, during the terrible
visitation of the plague. The Bishop, a3 usual,
invited the municipality to take part in it, but
received in reply from the Mayor a prohibition
of that and all other processions, as being in
coutravention of the law already referred to,
which, although he was aware that it had long
been abrogated by custom at Marseilles,” ¢ still
existed, and ought to be respeeted.” The city,
moreover, was in a state of sicze, and, added
the Mayor, with a certain acidity, the Govern-
ment has not yet, in spite of our tranquillity,
thought the moment come to put an cnd to this
cxceptiopal and rigorous measurc. It ig, there-
fore, he thinks, the duty of the munieipality to
prevend all manifestations which may become
causes of disturbance. The Bishop is then
asked to give up the idea, and told, if he per-
sists in it, .to apply to the General in command,
who has tull powers to give permission if he
likes; but who must, in that case, be responsi-
ble for the consequences. The General has
given permission, and military protection also ;
but the saubbing from the Ministry of the In-
terior, which the Mayor of Marscilles must
have since received, will, it is to be hoped, not
be thrown awzy.

FrENCE Wamrs.—TFrance, during the five
centuries preceding the past—that is from 1300
1o the year 1800, was engaged In 326 years of
war, of which eighty years were spent in civil
war, and 256 years in forcign war.

The
record of these five centuries shows that in the
fourteenth ecatury there were forty-three years
of war; or five of civil war, and thirty-cight
years of foreign war; in the fifteenth century
there were seventy-one years of war, or eighteen
years of civil war, and fifty-threc years of fo-
Teign War; in the sixteenth eentury there were
cighty-five years of ‘war, or thirty-three years
of civil war, and fifty-two years of foreign wur;
in the seventeenth century there were sixty-nine
years of war, or seventeen of civil war, and
fifty-two of foreign war; and in the eighteenth
century there were fifiy-cight years of war, or
scven of civil war, and fifty-one of foreign war,

with a virtual surrender at diseretion, for it is
not open to you after this to reject any terms
that may be imposed on you, The correspon-
dent of the Pull Mall Gazette says that Gen.
Uhrich’s reputation may perhaps look up aguin,
as it has become kuown that the German press,
in commenting on the report of the Qommis-
sion, is very complimentary to the defence; in
the face of which fact severity of criticism may
be thought impolitic, as tending to alienate the
sympathies of the Strasburgers. -

oF PARIS,~—We (Tablet) translate, with some
abridgement; from le Monde, sn account of ‘the

&e., he felt that a miracle was being wrought.
The boy too felt that he was cured. He, how-
ever, remained guiet from respect to the divine
service, but at the Gospel he threw off the rug
that was over his Jegs, and stood upright. He
walked home from the chapel, walked about all
day, showing himself to his friends and neigh-
Lours, and walked to the chapel again in the
evening to attend Benediction. His malady is
totally gone; bhisface has changed its expression
and now bears the stamp of perfect health, and
no symptoms has re-appeared.

BELGIUM.

BeroiaN Errctions. — The clections for
Provincial Councillors in Belgium have just
concluded with a great triumph for Catholics.
The body consists of 559 members, and 337
Catholies and 222 Liberals were elected. Last
year the Catholics were in a minority of 10.

ITALY,

RoME.—TuEe MINISTERIAL DIFFICULFIES.
—dJune 1.—The Ministry has had to sustain
two severe attacks this week from the Repub-
lican party in the Chamber. On Monday the
immediate suppression of the Religious Orders
in Rome and the Iloman provinces was de-
manded, and the Government only saved itself,
as already stated, by promising to bring in a
Bill for the purpose before the close of the
Session. They gained their point by a majority
of 12 votes. On Tucsday the same party de-
manded the repeal of the Grist Aect of 1871,
and the Ministry was again victorious, but by
a majority of 16,

MoRre OUTRAGEs.—A short time ago the
House of the Redemptorists, built by I.
Douglas, was broken into at right and a large
quantity of church plate and other valuables
carried off. During this week three murders
have been committed. Not a week passes with-
out 2 terrible record of the incrcase of ecrime,
not only in Rome but likewise throughout Italy,
Sigonor Lonza was obliged to admit the other
day that there are at present more than 72,000
prisoners in the various prisons of Italy, of
whom 20,000 have not as yet been tried.

Tue Ournaces 1¥ Roye—An cffective answer is
preparing to those English papers which have
thought fit to deny the frequency and atrocity of
outrages on ecclesiastics and religious in the atreets
of Rome. An English gentleman resident here is
believed to be engaged in the preparation of a com-
plete list of cases of such outrages down to the pre-
sent time, supported by documentary evidence and
the testimony of eye-witnesses.

M. Vernror.—~The Holy Father has written o
beautiful letter to M. Veuillot, a propos of the recent
admonition to French Catholics. It has not been
published ; and, for reasons which may be easily
conceived, will prebably not be given to the world.
I understand, however, that it awards a high meed
of praise tn the distinguished Catholic journalist for
the int grit: of his principle,and theunflinching
zeal and tigh ability with whick he has for so many
years defended the interests of the Church and the
rights of the Holy See. A similar letter has, I am
told, been written to Mgr. de Segur; and it too,
perhaps for similar reasons, has not been published.
Tne Rericiors Orpers 1v Royxe—The policy likely
to be embodied in, or baged upon, the Bill dealing
with the Religious Orders in Rome is perhaps in-
dicated in an article which has just appeared in
the Ministerinl Liberta. It is no other than that
which proved so efficacious in the rest of Italy,
where it was not thought advisable to apply the law
of dissolution in all its rigour at first, In order not
to irritate * Europe and the present Pope,” and, at
the same time, to assert the rights of the Revolution,
it will, says that paper, be desirable simply to con-
fiscate onc convent after another on grounds of public
utility. “The rest will fellow when the moment is
opportune,” and the question of the Religious Orders
will be thus solved without any shock ‘or difficulty.

Our Church's members are, for the most part, cold
towards her, and, as it were, strangerstoher. Therc
prevails amongst her working-staff none of that
union of souls which is founded on unity of faith.—
The division has become so wide ‘that in many
quarters disruption secems inevitable. The effect of
these aud similar causes in action is, that discour-
agement is taking a hold on many minds ; the firm
confidence once placed in the future of the Evange-
lic Church in general and in that of Prussia in par-
ticular, begins to be shaken; thus the Church's
power of action is paralyzed, and all this is taking
place at a time when in all the ranks of life, and
abovs all in opposition 0 & social movement that
is working for our country's ruin, the Evangelic
Church has to ascomplish a task far more arduous
than at any former period of her history.”

and propriofy, they would not enter. I do not be-
licve there i a lady here listoning to me, who would
walk into fte Quirinal, to-morrew, even if she was
in Rome (cteers). The third circlet, for a time, iy
plucked from the Pope's brows; and, instead of a
crown of gold, the aged man has bent down and Las
received fron the hands of ungrateful Italy tho pre-
sent of a crown of thorns. But, as if to compensato
him for the temporary sbstnce of the crown of
temporal rule; as if to make up to him for that
which has been plucked, for a time only, from the
tiara, the Almighty God has brought out, in our age,
upon the pontificate of Pius IX, tho other two
circlets, that of supreme Pastorate and supreme Bi-
shop of the Church, with an additional lustre and
glory that they never had beforc (cheers). Never,
in the histary of the Catholic Church, have the
faithful, all the world over, listened with so much
reverence, with so much love, with so much faith
and joy, as the Catholics of the world, to-day, listen to
the veice of Pius IX, in Rome (cheers), Never have
the Bishops of the Catholic €hurch shown such
unanimity, saeh unity of thought, such profound
and magnificent obedience. Never has the Episco-
pate of the Catholic Church so londly, emphatically,
and unitedly uphcld the privileges and the glories
of its hend, as the Episcopacy of this day hasupheld
the glory of the Papacy of Pius IX, (loud cheers),
And it is no small subject of praise and of thank-
fulness to us, that, when cight hundred men amongst
them, loaded with the responsibility of the Church,
—cight hundred men representing all that the
Church had, of perfection, of the priesthood, and of
jurisdiction and power,—when these eight hundred
men were gathered round the throne of the angust
Pontiff, they presented to the world in its hestility,
in its infidelity, in its batred, so firm a front, that
they swrerc all of one mind, of one soul; one volce
only was heard from the lips of these eighthundred ;

Peter (cheers). One of the most honored of these
eight hundred,—one of the foremost in dignity and
in worth—now sits here in the midst of you, the
Bishop and pastor of your souls. [his allusion to
Archbishop McCloskey elicited a pérfect storm of
cheering, in ackoowledgment of which the Arch-
bishop rosc and bowed.] He can bear living witness
to the fact whieh I have stated. Out of the resources
of his learned mind—out of his Roman experienee,
s an Archibishop,—~will he tell you,~out of his his-
toric lore will he tell you—that never was the
Church of God more united, both in the priesthosd
and cpiscopacy, and in the people,—more united in
ranks cemented by fuith and strengthened by love,
than the Christian and Catholic wérld to-day is,
around the glorious throne of the uncrowned Pontiff,
Pius IX. (great cheering.)

And what shall be the future of this tiara? We
know that the crown of universal pastorship and the
crown of supremacy are his; that no man can take
from Lim that which has grown unto him under the
hand of Jesus Christ. We kunow that he may be in
exile to-morrow,—that he may be without a home,
persecuted and hunted from one city to anothern
But we know that God and the Church of God have
set their seal upon him, and their sign that no other
man upon this earth can wear, namely, that he is
the head of the Church, and the infallible guide of
the infallible flock of Christ (loud cheers) Will
his temporal power Lo restored? Will the third
circle ever again shinc upon that tiara? It i a
singular faet that the only man whe can speak of
the future with certainty is the Catholic. Every
other man, when he comes to discuss any subject of
the future, must say, “ Well, in all probability, per-
haps, it may come to pass; it may bo so and so”
(laughter) : but the Catholic man, when he comes to
speak of the future, says, “ Such and such things arc
to come;” ho knows it as sure as fute. There is not
a man amongst us that does not know that this
ustrpation of Rome is only a question of & few days
(cheers}—ouly a question of a few days (renewned
cheers) ;—that the knavish king may remain thig
year, next year; perbaps a few years more; but as
sure as Rome is sented upon her scven bills, so sure-
Iy will the third circle of the tiara be there; so
surely must there be a Pope-king there (greas cheer-
ing and cries of “Brave”) And why? For the
