Califormia.

California exports not far from 600,000
tons of wheat annually to Great Britinn. It
is essental to this exportation thut California
shippers should be able to svll more cheaply at
Liverpool than those of any other country; and
in order to sell for lower prices, it is iudispens
sable that the grain should beproduded ata
lower cost.  Heretofore this hus been possible,
owing to the superiority of American ma-
chinery and to the cheapuness aud fertility of
Californian land, much of which need only be
stirred with a plough to produce abuodant
barvests . But this state of things will not
continue permunently, and even now, accord-
ing to the Sau Francisco Bulletin, there must
be large crops if there is to be any profie
wThe greater part of the wheat farming of
California,” it says, “which falls below a pro-
duction of twelve bushels an acre, brings little
or no profit. Now the average productivn, we
apprehend is not much above fifteen bushels
an acre, aud the profits of wheat growing are
confined, in a great neasure, to the large land-
liolders whose harvest fielas measure from one
thousand to ten thousand acres. If it were
vot for the new land which is every year
brought under caltivation, there would be a
nmore tapid decline in the aggrepgate produc-
tions of the grain lands of California. A
large part of Calisornia is now devuted to
wheat growing. When that ceases to
be profitable, it is not at all clear what
will take its place; but, whatever it is
there can be ne doubt that the farmers of the
State will, sooner or luter, have to abandon
reckless and wasteful methods of cultivition
that savor of Pacific const ways of busiuess
and modes of lile. The snoner they cometo
see this the better will it be for them, And
here, probably, the German, Swedish, snd
other Europesn land cultivators who have
settled in Californin, being accustomed to the
economical farming necessary where land is
divided up into small tracts, will have the nd-
vantage of them,

Suvmarine Balloons.

Some interesting experiments have recently
been made in raising sunkeu vessels or other
submerged objects by a plan invested by a
Viennese engineer.  The Berlin Pridbune says
that the agent ewmployed to lift the sunken ob-
jrcts i catbonic acid gas, peuerated below the
surface of the water.  To an otherwise empty
balloon a bottle of sulphuric acid is pleced,
imbedded inaquantity of Buller's salts, and an
arrangement is provided by which the hoitle
can be broken at pleasure.  The halloon,
empty with the exception of the bottle and
sal's, is taken down by a diver and securely
attached to tne ohject to ba mised. The bot-
tle is theu broken, and the sulphuric acud thus
ret free percolates the salts and gencrates car-
bonic acid gas, which inflates the balloon,and
after o fime causes it to rire to the surface,
tringing with it the ohject atrached to it. The
trials which have been made with this new
appiratus have as yet been only on o compu-
rative by small scale, but they are stated to
have been, 5o far, eminently suceessful,. A
gnall vepsel, weighing severaf hundred weicht
was sunk in sixty feet of water, a diver wne
sunxt down and attnebed the halloon to i, and
in o very short time the machine appeared on
the surface of the water bringing the vessel
with it. On another ocenston jive sucks filled
with sand were thrown overbourd in fifty feet
of water, aud iu a few minutes were similarly
recovered.

Qur streets are Jaid out
with some care, aud our public squares have
been laid out with lavish expenditure and
ornumented with taste; but the sewers seem
to huve been conceived in ignorsnce and now
remain in neghgeucs notwithstanding the
nnmerous protests of the citizens from time to
time through the press snd otherwise,

If the sewers were open to view asg the
streets nnd squares are, the citizens would be
able to cumprobend the wstate of the case by
actunlly wituessing in those borrible uuder-
ground inboratories the manufacture of those
deadly poirons which anuounce themseives to
our seuswy of smell ug we puss on the sidewalk
in the vicinity of those prated openivgs in
the street putters.  But the sewers being tu-
der ground sod out of might, the public dg not
thiuk of them, xnd slthough sickened by the
effects of the gns emitted into the streets
through the apen gratings nhd juto the kou<ed
throteh the uattspped house driing, they sel-
dom suppose the sewernge o have boen the
cnuse Of the sickivrs,

It ir aot loug ago that Mr. Tolly, who was
ca the staff of one of the uewspupers here,
published bis experience of the Montroal
gewuraze by relating how he had been
brought to death’s door, apd had to remain in
hospitat fur several wesks i conseguonace of
having 1nhaled svme of the gas puffed invo
bis face from one of those gratingy in the gut-
ter in Craig struet white he war prssing on
the sidewalk, He published the whole story
niter his recovery, and poiuted out the particu-
iar grating through which ke got poisoned.
Oue would nuppose that this fact alous wouid
be suiticisnt to induce the corporatios authori-
ties to de something to those gullies 80 a8 to
guve the punlic from heiug poisvaed ; buag, up
o date, nothing has been done, and the sume
gully 1n Crajg strest,which proved slinost fatal
to the hfe of Mr Tully,remning ntill in the same
state, belching up the most deadly portions of
the couteuts of the Craig street tunnel jnto
the fuces of the citizens who approuch its
vicinity. wid

The professor of hygiene in University
college, London, in vne uf his lectures lately
before the society of arts, iusists on all con-
pection with the sewer being cut off by
effiviently trapping or otherwike. Huanys he
bus traced muny canses of diphtheria and
other sickuess to the bringing of rain pipes
through reoms from the front to the back of
the house. He says that bita of lewves and
rubblsh fall iuto those pipes in spite of the
wire guards with which they sre protected,
and these get decomposed. If che air emit-
ted from tbe decomposition of the marter
which finda its way into the rain pipe is
capable of such miachief, how much more
pecensary i8 it to punrd against all contact
with the air emitted frum tho sewer ?  Surely
thewe facta ought to overcome the reis {nertia
of the authoritius of Montrea! so 4 to remind
them thut their negligence in thix matter of
protection from sewer uir is culpable envugh
to involve manslaoghter., It 18 0 be hoped
they will be aroused to & sewse of duty. -The
chairman of the roud committee ina new man’
in bis pressnt capucity; he is supposed by
those who know him to he possessed of high
professional attainments us au arcbitect; in-
telligent action i, therefure, expected from

‘bim daring the preseut senson,

The sewerage of a city i8 8 scientific
problem whaose rolutinn requires high attain-
‘ments on the .part of nitn 1o whoam i6 i en-
‘trusted to be solved. It iv the most im-
portant, most serfons portion of the corpora-

tivn work. The lives and hlzulth of the

citizens are in a great measure dependent on
its satisfactory execution, and it is worse than
criminal to treat it with the negligence which
has hitherto characterized itd progress in the
city of Montreal. The present state of the
sgwerage plainly exposes the abortive at-
tempts thut have been made on the city
sewerage in the psaat, notwithstanding that
the facilities for the comstructicn of an «fil-
cient system of Bewers exist here in an
eminent degree.

The worss feature of thines is that here,
the sewerage, not bsing a seperate dupart-
ment, did not command much attention in
the past, for the renson, pechaps, thut being
underground the citizens did not know what
was going o, and everything was accepted a8
satisfactory ; bus now that the whole system
has become o great a nuisance as to render
the city dangerous to live in, it is time that
romething must be immediately done to ame-
liorate the present coundition of things., 1tis
manifest that the sewerage should form a
separate department of the corporation.  Let
it be governed by the chairman of the road
comutittes if you will, but by all meaans let
there be a separnte engineering staff, whose
whole abitity shall be devoted to the sewer-
age, und whose attainments are such as to en-
sure satistaction.

The Beitinh Grato Trade,

Tue Mark Lane Erpress,in its weckly re-
view of the grain trade, suys :—v The ground
ir still sodden from the violent storms at the
commencement of the week, but since Tues-
day the weather has been bright and five.
The condition of the potato crop will almost
certainly b disappoioting, and even under
favorable circumstances a loss may ho ex-
pected equal to millions of pounds sterling.
Ty ears of whent are generally small, but
mustly satisfactory and free from blight and
vermin. The state of the grouud, however,
ix evidently unfuvorable to the mmturing of
the grain.  In the south of Scotland and
north of Xoglnd the harvest is not likely to
comuencs before September, avd there is
thus time during which improved westher
may do much for wheat cud something for
barley. In other pacts of the country there
is less time for recavery, nud move injary has
been suffered. Oats appear to be iu better
condition than wheat and barley. The mar-
kets, which were nctive early in the week,
became  comparatively slugpish with  finer
weather,  The wheat tradoe has not been re-
riously affected by advices of foreign busi-
nesw and shipments, for if American exportg
for thy United Kingdow are rathor hewvy,
the quuntities of grain now at sea and the
supply of American here aro somewhat re-

duced,  The imports  dunug  July were
good, but not st all above the coun-
uy's wants.  Wheat is about 18 per

quarter higher than in the previous week, but
with this improvement the Luwpetus in favor
of & rike appents to be exhausted  Faoglish
white wheat rapges fromw 508 to 58 por quar-
ter at n lurge nmber of country markets,
comparcd with 453 (o 52s per quarter before
the improvement commenced.  Samples of
red wheat, which were viiuly oftered at 408
per quarter w month ago, have rocently sold
at 449=,

The tinest Tots of red have not made &
great an improvement ; samples, which were
quoted at 485 per quarter at the begiuning of
July, are now gquoted at 5240 Trade o for-
cign whent hus bueen fuirly brisk at many of
the markets, though the total avwenco of ex-
citement causel the advance to be confined
within moderate limits  Gruinding barley has
heen firmlv held and a slight wdvamce has
usunlly veeurred.  Oats have been swlenble at

nhoitt 81X pence improvement, and the inquiry
his been fuirly active.  Thers has beon a good
stendy temund for maize, und it generally im-
proved sixpunce on thie week,  The imports
into the Unitet Kiogdom during the wuek
cuding July 19 were 865,633 hundred woights
of whent and 153,070  hundrod  waighta
of tlour.

Well, he was in fact ap-
pointed Minister of Customs as a mark of
respect to the Orange order by one who has
been himself an Orangeman, if he is not so
still. He was taken into the cabinet ag a re-
presentative Orangeman, justas the Hon. John
O’'Connor was recognized as aveprerentative
Irishman, or the Hon. Mr. Masson a represen-
tative French Canadian, the only difference
being thut the venerable Premier thought the
peculiar institution of more importance than
either the Province of Quebec or the seven
hundred thousand Irish Catholics in Canada,
and 50 gave him the most important post.
When we grumbled against the munner in
which the demand for Irish Catbolic repre-
sentation was met, after the formation of the
present Government, some of our contempo-
raries asked, with a sneer, « where are your
men?’ Good heavens! as if any day in the
week we could not, with our eyes shut, pick

him beyond the limits of the constitution.
Too far east is west, and it sometimes also
bappens that too much zeal degenerates into
roshness and indiscretion, attributes near

ercment fully recognised the rights of Par-
inment, and in all that had been done had
ollowed the English precedents, that when an
xpenditure was absolutely necessary in the
punlic interest it should be undertaken
without the autherity of Parliament.”
This declaration of the Premier was in answer
to the attack of a previous speaker on his
policy. But does not Mr. Joly muke s griev-
ous mistake in falling back on English pre-
cedents when defending himself for having,
uvauthorized by Parlinment, expended large
sums of money? There is no comparison be-
tween the poor Provincial Treasury of Quebec
and the mighty exchequer of lmperial Eng-
land. And then England is a great nation,
always either at war, or on the eve of a war,
or preparing for war, and it is absclutely ne-
cessary that she should accasionally spend o
few millions withont obteining the sannction
of Parliament for the time being.  Ar. Joly
should also remember that Lord Beaconsfield
thought it necessary last year to call an extra
session of Parlinment to vote the six millions
required to prepare for a war with Russia, and
that 830,000,000 to England is no more than
$30,000 tous, If there was only a question
of a railroad at stake, it is doubtful if there
would have been such haste or such action
taken at all, go that Imperial precedents will
not stand in thisinstance. Dut, allowing that

Mr. Robinson’s criticlsm of the finuncial state-
ment was extremely severe. He went on to
show that the alleged -economies of the hon-
orable Treasurer and his ‘alleged savings to
the Province had mo actual existence. In
fact, he plainly stuted that the manner of
keeping the public accounts under the present
regime was, if not actually dishonest, at leust
culculated to mislead the public and leave
them under a false impression as to the true
state of our finances. He wound up that
part of his speecch by stating that the hon-
orable Treasurer had introduced ¢a new and
« complete system of book-keeping speciaily
« adapted to the multiplying of accounts.” The
honorable gentleman then took up the various
items of public receipts and expenditures,
snd argued that “had the Treasurer
# added to his expenditure for general pur-
¢ poses, which he should ‘have done, the
« gmount paid for interest and sinking fund,
« $727,097, there would only have been the
s« difference of $26,487 in favor of the past
tyear, instead of what the -statements and
¢ accounts furnished by ths Treasurer—
t at first sight, and to persons unacquainted
¥ with the subject—was msade to appesr the
“sum of §753,784” And even that small
saving bhad been accomplished. by what might
be termed injudicious economy, affecting the
efficiency of the public service. These Te-
marks, coming from a gentleman in the posi-
tion of Mr. DRobertson, who was not
considered a very fast friend of the late Pro-
vincial Government, will carry great weight
in the country. It is to be hoped that
before the close of the debate the
Hon. Mr. Langelier will take the opportunity
of meeting Mr. Bobertson on the ground he
has chosen, and shew that his book-keeping
is not at all events calculated to mislead the
public. For our part we sincerely hope that
whatever party may hold the purse-strings
that the fipancial condition of the province
may be made to appear, and actuslly be not
quiet so gloomy, as either Rouges nor Bleus
whilst in opposition would attempt to paint
it.

The Informers nna the Grocers.

The Revenue depurtment has in
its employ two or more informers, men ulmost
without exception of the most disreputable
character and antecedents, frequently juil and
penitentinry birds, but always of no staunding
in society, These informers take an oath
with about the same unconcern as they do
the drink they expect to bring a flue
and swear fulsely as readily es they tell the
truth, After awhile they convict themselves
of perjury, and are either sent to prison or
¢lse obtain such a wretchedly hard name for
swearing as to necessitate their beiog rele
gated to the obscurity from which a lax

Bw
it may be asked how is government to check
the evil of selliug without 8 license? Would
you have luw-breakors chest the revenue, and
ro scot free? By no menns, nor shall we at.
tempt to deny that rum-selling by the glnss
is duily and nightly carricd on with impuunity,
uot only to the detriment of the revenue, but,
what is worse, to the ruin of whole families,
physically us well u8 morally. The spy sys-
tem, Lowever, does not cure the evil, but on
the contrary, intenxifies it, for the grocer who
sells liquor on the “sly” will have little
hesitation in giving the informer av oath for
an oath, or, if his own conscience is too deli-
cate for that kind of thing, he can always
manage, for the counsideration of a dollar or
two, to procure witnesses who have no con-
scivnce at al), and who can astonish and dis-
gust even the legalized informer with hix
volubility and recklessness in swearing.
This leaves the field altogether in the posses-
sinn of the unscrupulous, and such is the hor-
ror entertained by respectable men of appear-
ing either for or against in revenue cases that
it has actually occurred that a .grocer, who
knew he could establish his innocence by
summoning & certain Justice of the peace as
a witness, refrained from doing 8o in conride-
ration fur his feelings. There i8 one remedy
tor atl this, which is to take example by the
sister Proviuce of Qutario and appoint men of
standing in society to the position of in-
spectors of groceries and saloons, pay them
good sularies, and the result will be that
while the revenue does not suffer the morals
of at least a part of the community will be
placed out of danger. We¢ humbly submit

England’s Commercial Depression,

It is a fact, the  importance of which i8
every day growing more and more apparent
and nssuming a more gloomy aspectevery
hour, that the trade 6f Engiand is departing
trom her and with it her prosperity. Ameri-
can writers and orators have rung the changes
on this tsct during the past few years,
especially the past few months, and rejoiced
over it, for America gaing almost in proportion
to Britain's lose, and the English themselves
after struggling long aud manfully against
the disagreenble truth are at length beginning
to confess it. The first prominent British
statesman to acknowledge the fact, and look
it squarely in the face was Lord Derby. He
was too sensible a maa to try and explain it
away, but could suggest ouly one melancholy
remedy—EsiGratioy. For a Jong time Eng-
land manufactured for the world, and carried
those manufactures over the seas, the ever in-
creasing profits filling her treasury and sup-
plying wealth to her children. But this
thing could pot last. A time must come
when either other nations, as civilized and
as advanced as England, would manufacture
for themselves, and perhaps even compete
with her on her own domain, or else that she
herself would have so filled the warchouses of
the earth that they would have to cry stop,
wo have enough. That time has come. A
great manufacturing nation has sprung up on
this side of the Atlantic Ocean which under-
sells Great Britain, and France and Germany
are manufacturing for themselves and for
other European couniries as well. When a
man has ceased making profits by his busi-
ness he must either shnt up shop or draw
upon his capital. So in some respects is it
with a nation, and it is exactly what Eng-
land doing now. She is avnually
importing from three to fonr hundred million
dollurs worth more than she is importing,
und hence it is a question merely of how long
will ber pile last. But this is not all, nor the
worst of it. Formetly Eogland imported only
a comparatively small amount of provisions,
while now the great wheat growing States of
Illinois, biuncsota, and the valley of the
Mississippi, settled and opened up with such
ararvelluus rapidity within the past twenty
years or 8¢, have obtained such fucilities for
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transporting  their produce over the
lund and over the sea, that they
are in a position to sell  whent

ie London clenrper, and of as good quality,
than the Lincolnshire farmer. As tegards the
cattle trnde, the same statement may be made
—~it is growing each day to the benefit of the
American and Canadian, and to the detriment
of the Englishman. The result may be seen
in the present land agitation in England and
Ireland, and may be heard in the cry which
has gone up from Mayo for a reduction of
rents. But, in truth, & reduction of rents
will only afford a temporary respite; they
will have to be reduced and reduced,
uutil lands will scarcely Le worth huav-
ing by cither farmer or landlord, when the
one cannot afford heavy rents, and the
other, a8 0 consequence, heavy taxes. Thne
British farmer is handicapped from his birth
by heavy rents, Hecannot compete with the
man of Illinois or Minnesota, who has plenty
of the soil on which to operate, and is bis
own landlord. It will then happen that the
farmers will throw up their lands and emi.
grate, or else seize (or purchase) them and
dizpossess the lundlords, in either case cre-
ating a great social revolution. Thus it may
yet come to pass that the great country which
defied an armada and Napoleon's camp at
Boulogne, and the navies of Europe, both
on account of the valor of her sons and her
insular poritinu, may fall, as she hasrisen, on
the waves of commerce.

The Anglo-Saxon,

Iun these days of newspapers, tolegraply,
and rapid means of cowmunication generally
let an iden be once hammered into the minds
of the masses, no matter how absurd it may
he, aud there it remuins fixed, if not for ever,
at least for a long period of time. It took nli
the authority of Voltrire and Carlyle to con-
vince the multitude that a French officer at
Fontenoy did not say #the IFrench guards
pever fire first,”  Vietor Hugo wag less
fortunate in trying to disabuse the public
mind of the ridicnlous saying attrivuted to
Cambronne at Waterloo, ¢ the guards die but
never surrender,” while in  truth  that
Geiusral made use of a more foreible, if less
heroic phrase. When a lady, long after the
fumous battle bad been won and lost, asked
the great Duke of Wellington it he had ever
mude use of the command “up guards and ot
them,” he only smiled and gave his shoulders
a nughtive stfnz. Leaving warlike quotations
aside, the truth or fulsehood of which
does pot connt for much after all, there are
fictions yet obtaining bulief of & more serious
nature, and one of them is that the people of
this continent are of the Anglo-Saxon race.
In so far as Cunnda is especially concerned,
its inhabitants have just reason to complain
of this sentimental grievance. 1t is not eusy
to piclke up a newspaper or pamphlet of any
pretentions which does not blazon the fact
that we are Anglo-Saxons, and as for our

orators in and out of Parlisment, in
the pulpit and on the stump, they
so coutinually din it into the ears

of their hearers as to make it monatonous.
As o matter of course every Governor-
General in hie' inaogural and wvaledictory
address must, on no account, omit telling us
we are Anglo-Saxons, and also as a matter of
course that we ought to be proud of the
knowledge. Our late brilliant ruler, the
Earl of Dufferin, rang the changes on itin
and out of season, and our present Guvernor-
General 18 no exception, which is all the
more singular on his part, as His Lordship’s
family is one of the most purely Celtic
in the British Empire. Nevertheless Canada

is not Anglo-Saxon. Perbaps & good many

p'eople take it for granted that the expression
is not @ generic one, but in & loose sort of
,way includes all men of the white or Cau-
cagian race.  If that be the case it would be
better to say s0. It is to be teared, however,
that writers and speakers generally are suf-
ficiently posted in ethnology to know what
they are talking about and use the celebrated
compound word in a dominant, and therefore
offonsive, semse, Historian writers know
better, and taey draw a broad distinction be-
tween Celt and Saxon, two entirely
different, and formerly hostile races of
men. The Canadian people is made up
of those two races, the Celtic greatly prepon-
derating. - Estimating . roughly, it may be
gtated that in this Dominion there are in
round numbers about four miilions, of which
1,200,000 are of French descent, 600,000
English, 1,500,000 Irish, 900,000 Scotch, and
200,000 belong to other nationalities having
as much Celtic ag Saxon or Gothic blood in
their veins. Now,allowing that five-sixths of
the French are Celts, one-sixth of the English,
two-thirds of the Irish and two-thirds of the
Seotch, which is a fair calculation enough,
we find that the Celts number 2,834,000, leav.
ing the Anglo-Saxon element 1,166,060, end
this Including the 200,000 inhabitants of
other nationalities which we throw in for
the benefit of the weaker race, or, as the news.
paper writers say, the great Anglo-Saxon.
But leaving numbers altogetber out of the
question, and coming to names, is it not no-
torions tbat the Celtic predominate?  Who
is the Premier of Canada but the Celtic Mac-
donald, and the leader of the Opposition but
the Celtic Mackenzie ? Who stands next to Sir
John us the most prominent mun of his Minis.
try but the Celtic Masson, und who is the
second leader of the Opposition but the still
Celtic Blake? DRun your eye along the
columns of a Canadian directory, and observe
the comparatively few numbers of Suxon
names, and then enquire in astonishment
why it {s that we are eternally and continually
told we are the great Anglo-Saxon race.
That the Saxon is arcgal aud conquering
people cannot be doubted, but then, so is the
Celt, or tocome nearer the truth, both elo-
ments united go to form a mighty people.
The Saxon possesses solidity and pertinacity,
and the Celt marshalling, genius and
energy. It is philosophically true that
races which preserve themselves pure degene-
rate after a time, while those which mix and
continually rececive fresh acquisitions, are
those which go forth and conquer. It isto
be hoped, then, that our orators will cease
speaking of the Lnglo-Saxourace in future or
substitute in its stead the Canadian, and that
His Excellency the Governor-General will set
them a good example. It is, to say the least
of it,a poor compliment to our chivalrous
French Canadian fellow-citizens to be alwayr
reminding them that the Auoglo-Saxon is pre-
dominant in Canada, a statement whichimplies
that they are the subject race, and which be-
sides is a pure fiction.

Provineint Finanees.

Tue debate on the provincial budget stitl
drags along. and with no immediate prospect
ot being brought to a spewedy close. The
Hon. Treasurer reema to us to have got him-
self into a very uncomfortable position by his
attempt to gerrymander the public accounts
in such a way as to impress the people of the
Province favorably to the working of the Ad.
ministration. We pointed out a few days
ugo that the Hon. ex-Treasurer Robertson had
severely criticized the statements of the Hon.
Mr. Langelier, and had left matters in such a
position that it became imperative on the
Treusarer to rise aud explaim, or at least de-
monstrate that he bad not doctored the ligures
in such a way as to « mystify the account.”
Since then Mr. Langelier hag attempted a
justification, but we ure sorry to say, with very
poor success, aud now we have the Hon. Mr
Robertson, before the adjournment of the
debate, promising us a new edition of his
strictures, which will drive the nail chearly
home,  Probably no member of the House is
in s better position than the member for Sher-
brocke to give an authentic analysis of the
tinaucinl condition of the Provipce, and his
next utterances will be awaited with anxiety
by those who take an interest in our
affuirs. Oun the other hand, it is well
known that the July Goveinment on assum-
ing oflice assured the people that no new
taxes would be required to carry en the gov-
ernment of the country, and that the demands
for such made by the late Admiustration were
entirely ununecessary. In the face of this
declurution we bave the Hoa. Treasurer, in
answer to Mr. Matnieu, stating that very
likely the Governmuut will have to eflect n
new lonn. ‘This system of loans upon loans
looks very like vobbing Peter to pay Paul.
Far better that the people of this Provinve
vhould at once understand their true position,
The Guvernment may as well make up their
ninds to face the music without delay. Louns
merely put off the evil duy which must come
soontr or later, aud the more loans we make
the greater will be the crash when that day
urrives.

To the Edilor of the 'Taue WITFESS and Post.

DeaR Siz~In my last letter (for the pub-
lication of which I beg to thank you) I stuted
that the policy of Irish Catholics in going ¢,
masse with one or other of our contending
political partics, was open to debate, but |
think sir, your own trite and well expressed
opinions are opposed to such & policy, and
to my mind, reason and COmMMOR Se¢hse en.
dorse your views., There was at least an ap-
parently strong and defensible plea for sup.
porting the conservative party in the recent
federal elections ; but I fail to see any even.
plausible reason why Irish Cutholics should
support the conservative party in the local
pariiament.

There is, sir, a strong feeling among our
people in favor of dolug away with our pro-.
vincial governments, and forming a legisla--
tive union. I am sure this is but the forced
utterance of irritation, and entirely foreignto
the natural and national instincts of the Irish.
I am confident there is not an honest Irish.
man in Quebec province who would, for place
or pelt, lower himself to the extent of walk-
ing in the footprints of some Canadinn Castle-
reagh. This apparent desire for a legislative
union is caused by the disgraeceful ostracism
and injustice with which the Irish Catholic:.
bave been treated in thie province. Deprived
of even adecent show of representation, and
shut out from every position of emolument, it
was but to be expected of a people naturally
proud to revolt against so degrading a status.

They imagine that from a government at-
Ottawn, where English speaking nationalities
would be in a majority, the Irish of this
province would 1eceive more justice. Per-
haps so ; but does the bistory of our people in
Ontario warrantsuch & belief 7 A moment’s
calm cousideration is sufficient to expose thir
delusive dream.

So far, the ‘iberal party has shown itself dis-
poscd to see justice done to all races. Why
not give that party a chance before condemn-
ing 1t ug hostile to our pationality 2 Let our
demands be laid befure Mr. Jouly, and I am
sure they will be fairly treated. To be loyal
to party is all very well in its way, but for a
man blindly and unreasouningly to obey the
ukuase of a party autocrat 18 to reduce himself
to the level of a buffulo that, head to the
ground, gallopsafter the strongest buil.

How much more undigpified, then, is the
conduct of the Iriskman who thinks be is
bound, through good and ill, to support &
pary that bas hitherto looked upon him &
unworthy of consideration.

Mr. (+'udstone is declared by some of the

liberals to e the most brilliaut finnucier that
Englang ever produced, his budeet speeches,
when chancellor of the exchequer, beitig Te-
garded us masterpicces. He certninly hasr,
for the lust quarter of a century taken a very
stive and  contrelling purt in Eoglish
politics and in procuring for the people
many precious  coucessions.  [n addi-
tion to his high political status, he is a
distinguisbed authorand stauds second to none
a8 & classical scholar, Hoeis u man 69 yews
old, of about medium height, with a stern,
bandaome fuce and quick, right eyes. Oueof
the chief pictures at the Royal academy this
year is his purtrait by the great painter Millais.
True to pature it delipeates a rupged fuce
with & broad intellectunl forehead aud a de-
cidedly Ruman nose, altogother, features de-
noting great mental strength. Gladstone is a
worthy leader ot the libersl patty in Eneland
Unlike Disraeli, he does not aim ot duzzling
theatrical effevts  for his personal glory,
but 1  believe  places  his  country’s
interests before self or party. o was
first returued to parlinment in 1832 iu the
conservative interest, hut like Sir Robert
Peely his tree, indepeudent spirit found it
quite impossihle to continue in the ranks of
that pury.  When he announced his convic-
tion that he could no lopger folluw his tory
leader he was dxsailed by a gervile press with
the coursest abuse and branded as a traitor
aud a renegade. The people, bowever, who
ar¢ always in the long run the hest judges
have thought differently ot him, and st the
present moment no public man in Epglaud
has such a well-enrued reputation in the
hewrts of the British nation for unswerving
integrity and an entire devotion to the true
interests of the people,

John Bright, who was for some time in
earnest eouverration with Mr, Gladstone; is
acknowledged to be the gieatest orator in
England, He bas always Leen foremost in
the ranks contending for the many reforms
through which the country has passed durnny
his pacliumentary career.

THE ZULU WAR.

Surrender of Cetenayo's Chiefs—Beritish
Trouops Leave For llome—The Zuluns
surrvanded,

Loxpoy, August 3.—A Cape Town despatch
of July 15 says that Major-General Crenlock’s
cavalry burned Oudivi and Mugwende, on the
eastern line of the British advances. Dableu-
nauzi, Cetywnyo's brother, and several other
important chiete, huve surrendered to Lord
Chelmsford.

The movement of troops retiring from the
neighbourhood ot Ulundi was expected to be
delayed by heavy rains and incrensing trans-
portation difilcnlties, which would prevent any
re-advance this rearon, even if ruch a move-
move was necesfary.  Ekowe is to be re-occu-
pied. The naval brigade has becn re.cm.
barked for England. The volunteersoriginally
raised for the campaign against Seccoeni have
been ordered into positions between Fort
Weber and Derby to the north of Zulu-
land so as to cut off Cetywayo's retreat north-
ward and prevent raids by the Zulus in the
ueighborhood of the Intombi and Assegaie
rivers.  Puffadder, an importaut chief on the
northern border of Cape Coleny, has been
captured.  The colonial minister informed
the asrembly that they cousider the present
an inopportune time tor giving eftect to the
recommendation of the home government in
favor of confederation, but they would take
steps to carny them out as 00D a8 peace wus
restored.  The action of the Cape governmént
is generally approved,

Sir Garnet Wolseley's despatch to the war
oftice rays :—4 I propose to form a brigade
uof artillery and engineers, and & squadron of
cavalry for the Transvaal. Iam reducing the
expenditure. I have given permission to
Lord Chelmsford to return to England. I
am disbanding rome of the expensive irregu-
lar cavalry. Cetewayo is suid to he in the
Ingome forest. A despatch from Kwamay-
wasa, Joly 11th, states that the colonial
cavalry corps has been ordered to be dis-
banded.

Europe’s Next Wsar,

The continued concentration of large bodies
of troops in the vorth of Italy, and especially
towards the Austrisn froatier, is beginning to
be viewed with some suspicion in Austria and
to be much commented upon by the Austrian
pewspapers. From a table lately published
in Viennsa it appears that, while Austria has
only 9,000 infantry, 940 cavalry, 1400 ficid
urtillery, 700 garrison artillery, and 200 engin-
eers, or altogether a force of 12,740 men, quae-
tered in the weighbourhood of her Italinn
froutier, Italy, on the other hand, has now as-
sembled 49,700 infantry, 10,360 cavalry, 7,200
field urtillery, 2,700 ganiison artillery, and 3,
750 evgipeers, or u total force of 73,710 men
of all arms of the service, near the Aunstrian
frontier, the four fortresses forming the famous
guadrilateral being especially strongly gar-
risoned. It is also well known that much
attention has been lately given by the Italian
military authorities to perfucting the organi-
zntion of the ro-called Alpine troops—the
force which permanently quartered in the
mountaing on the porthern froutier of Italy,
would, in the event of tue latter country be-
coming involved 1 bostilitics with either of
her neighbours on the north, becalled upon
to cover the mobilization and concentration
of the Italian furces oract ns an advanced
guard to any forward movement made by
them in the prosecution of au ofienrive cnm-
prign. All the units of this Alpine force are
ulways kept opa war footing, and arrange-
ments have been lately made which are de-
signed to 1nsure that the several battalions
and batteries sball be ready to take the field
ut the shortest possible uotice. As the Italian
[rredenta party in Italy is duily becoming
more clamorous, it is not surprising that the
strength of the armed forces in the north of
Taly should excite sonte uneasiness in Austria,
although it is generally Lulieved in the Jatter
conntry that, unless aided by allies, the Italian
army would be altogether unable to cope with
that of Austria.

Wuers 11 NEvEr Rains.—In Peru, South
America rain is uuknown. The coast of Pern
i8 within the region of perpetunl southeast
trade winds, aud though the Peruvian sbores
are on the veige of the great southeast boiler,
yetit never ruins there.  The reasonis plain,
The southeast trade winds in the Atlantic
Ocean first sirike the water on the coast of
Africa, Travelling to the porthwest, they
blow obliquely acrose the ocean uutil they
reach the coust of Brazil. By this time they
are laden with vapour, which they continue
to bear along across the continent, depositing
a8 they go, and supplying with it the sources
of the Rio de lu Plats and the southern tri-
butaries of the Amazon. Finally they reach
the snow-capped Andes ; here is wrung from
them the last particle of moisture that a
very low temperature can attract. Reaching
the summit of that region, they now tumble
down us cold and dry winds on the Pacific
slope beyond Meating with no evaporating
surface, aud no temperature colder than that
to which they were subjected on the monatain
tops, thuy reach the ocean. Thus we sed the
tops of the Andes become the rerervoir from
which are supplied the rivers of Chili ana
Peru.

Tas Two-HsaDED EAGLE.—The origin of the
device of the eugle on nationsl aud royal
banners may be traced te very early times. It
was the enrign of the ancient kings ot Persia
and Bahylon. The Romans adopted varions
other figures on their camp standards ; but
Marius (B. 3., 102) made the eagle alone the
cnsign of the legivns, and confined the other
figures to the coborts  After the division, the
emperors of the western Roman empire used
a black eagle; thuscof the east & golden one.
The sign of the golden eagle i8 in ullusion to
the emperor of the east, Since the timv of
the Romans almost every state that hus as-
sumed the derignation of empire has taken
the eagle for its ensign. Austria, Russia,
Prussia, Poland, and France, all took the
eugle. Thetwo-headud eagle signifies a double
empire The emperors of Austria, who claimed
to be considered the successors of the Caxsars
of Rome, used the double-headed eagle, which
is the eagle of the eastern empurors and that
of the wontern typifying the “ Holy Roman
empire!’ of which the original emperors of
Germuny (now merged in the houxe of Austria)
considered themselves as the representatives.
Charlemange wus the first to nee it; for, when
bo became master of the whote 0 the German
empire, he added the second head to the eagle
(A.D, 802). The United Stares adopted the
eaezle both as a symbol of empirc and asa
native to the country.

The Arabs,

A political and social movement of import-
ance is in progress among the Arabs. Siuce
1875 they have looked upon events in the
Turkish empire as a sure sign of its downfalt :
and in that year the Avabian Messiah, as the
Sheilkk of Derejuh calls himself, issned an
appeal urging his people to tuke steps for
their preservation.  Sheiks, ameers, ulemas,
mollabs aud dervishes met at Derejab and
debated means of liberating Arabia from
fureign rule. It was decided to establich a
political urganization, the central commirtee
—consisting of the sheik, five ameers, five
ulemas and three treasurers—being located at
Derejuk. This central committee has now es-
tablished sub-committees in Arabis, consisting
of the principal men of their respective dis-
tricts 'There is now no district in Arabia to
which the agents of the movement huve not
penetrated; and at the bLeginning of the
present year 60,000 persons were enrolled as
members, each of whom hus to pay fiity silver
piastres to the sub-committes of his district,
und to pledge himeelf on the Koran to hold
in readiness such arms 8 the central commit-
tee prescribes. Even in Mecca and Medina
the majority of the inhabitauts belong to the
organization, and men go openly about the
‘streets with parti-coloured stones (dwnoting a
member of the society) in their turbans.
—— e
The relations at » cxent subsisting betweon
the Vatican and the Purtc sesm to be very
cordial.

practice. ltis cheap because it avoids the
cost of barns, sheds, and burracks. It is safe,
or may be made as safe, a8 putting a crop
away in & mow under a roof. There ure sume
remarkable new ideus prevalent. One is, that
to pack green grass in ad alr-tight barn will
preserve it fresh and gre en and without mold
or damage. This is doubtless an ofishoot 'of
the recentiy popular French idea of eusilage
of green coru-fudder. But the two are entirely
different. Eusilaged fodder does not dry, but
ferments and cures by becoming acid or
slcoholic, just us cider or' wine ripens ina
barrel, if kept free from the air. Hay, on the
coptrary, must dry or it will spoil, become
moldy orrotten, unless preserved in ai.-tight
receptacles. A b.rn cannot be made air-tight
aud unless the hay is well cured before it gues
into the barn, it camnot remain green and
sweet, a8 has been stated it will. It cannot
help but heat and ferment, and this turns it
brown if the heat can escape; otherwise it
will become moldy and spoil. It will not be
safeto put damp or green hay away into a
barn, bowever tighe the wulls may be, if the
top is open to the air. The more open the
barn walls are, 50 that the rain cannot enter,
the better for the hay. Jundeed, there is no
bay so sweet or goud for use as that taken
from a well-made stack. Audus regards stack-
ing, it is rather surprising to read that your
excellent contributor, Alexander Hyde, thinks
no mancan wake a stack but an Eoglishman.
He says:

« Stacking grain is the Luoglish custom, and
is almost a necessity in the large grain-grow-
ing districts of our country, but it should be
housed wherever practicable—certainly where
bright straw is appreciated. If we were con-
pelied to choose between stacking grain and
hay, we should consign the former to the
stack, but we should want a skilful English-
man todo the stacking. Few Yankees can
do it well, but in Eogland stack-building is
one of the fine arts, tuking rank almost with
architecture.”

Certainly, Mr. Hyde has not been in Eng-
land, or he would greatly qualify his last
sentence. I have spent gome time in that
country, and bave seen some lopsided stacks
tuat would shume even a Yaunkee farmer who
never built a stack, and I have seen some
stacks of hay aud grain built in Amwerica,
and as handsomely finisbed as those in
uny Eoglish duke's show-yard. There
are show places in Bogland where
everything is a sham; wtere the Iaborers'
vottages are built with orpamental gables
and stacks of chimoeys that have no
comnection with the cottuges whatever, ex-

cept that the latter hold them up ; and the
stuck-yurd is sometimes made ou the same
principle, finished off with straw bands or
ropes laid on disgonally, 50 as to cover the
stuck with rhombie figures, and a siraw effizy
of & horse ora cock tops off the whole. DBat
the avesuge stuck is not uf that character, and
I bave seon grain stucks opebed that were
rotten to the ceutre. 1 have seen and made
many stacks ot hay, grain, and even corn-
stalky, and will guarartee toteach any wman
to build succeesfully a stack, if he can load
hay or grain on & waggoun so that it will not
fall off. To make a stack is the simplest
thing., Itis merely o manper of laying shin-
gles, using a furkful of hay or sheaf of grain
a8 & shingle, snd placing layer upon layer,
keeping the centre highest. If thetop layern
are well taked down and a stack is topped off
with sheaves of straw, bound on with & Btraw
rupe carried twice around, the top well tied,
the eaves well carried out, and the body of
the stack regularly packed or trampled, it will
by proof against any rain; mweltivg snow is
the greatest danger, but even that will not
penctrate # well-covered stack. The practice
of stucking ought to be encouraged, aud the
costly buildings, which are made to hold less
than u fourth of their vatue of crops, should
be nvoided in these days, when the money
spent in big barod may be better used in th-
improviug of the soil by draning, clearing off
stune, weeds, &c., or by fertilizing. There
ure farms now to bs met with of which more
than half the value is in buildings, Tbat is
uot a goud use to put money tu when there is
u way to aveid it. If Yunkee farmers don't
know how to build tacks 1 am sure T%e Times
can teach them. Indeed, I teel certain that
Mr. Hyde bimself, with his Yaukeu ingonu-
ity, could succeed in makiog a good stack at
the first attempt, if he gave his mivn.! toit.

STRAWBERRY PLANTING,

This is the season for fall plunting straw-
berries. Every garden should have at leust a
square rod or two of strawberries. Never mind
the varioty, but plant some ‘kind. Of course,
they are some varieties better or more suitable
to kome soils thun others. But if only the
Wilson, Charles Downing, early scurlet or
sume other known variety is plunted aod
taken care of, the planter will enjoy the fruit
But for the best success, one should piant the
best. Mouarch of the west, champion, Ken—
tucky seedling, forest rose, duchess, sharpless,
and crescentscedling are excellent new gorts
which will grow on light aud heavy sovils,
Champivn, with me, on light soil, has turnea
out the best in quality aud the most protific.
Eoeutucky seedling is delicivus in flavour
Monarch of the west is of good flavor, lurge
vz, and prolitic, bata green tip spoils it to
some extent; that, howsver, i not so great
ab objection as the stopes are to cherries, and
yet we don't complain of the stunes when the
cherries are good.

POT-GROWXN PLANTS,

Plants are now rooted in pots by setting
tho runpers in small thumb-pots buried in
the soil. A substitute for homs use may bs
made of small paste-board cups filled with
rich soil and sunk in the 'ground unear the
ptants. ‘The ruuners are pluced in thess, and
when rooted the cups may be tuken up aud
moved to the new plantution in basketrs, when
the plants are fet vut without any risk Pot-
grown plants can be procured with the batls
of earth srvund the roots, and set out without
loss; a full crop, or ‘at least a comsiderahle
crop, can be gathered next spring, if the
plants are well manured and cultivated
When the plants are st out, the hills should
bs mude throe feet apart, or four foot by twa,
and some course mauure spresd ubout them
to serve a8 & mulch, as well 88 & fertilizer
Next season the runuvers may be planted in
.the rows, and this will give a narrow row the
following Beason, Then the runcers may be
planted the third year in the centres in bilis,
ag at first, and when well established the old
beds may be dug up. Thus allernate beds
noay by made, esch bed frulting two years, or
matted rows may be kept and the spuces kept
clear of runners. The slternate beds is the
best muthod for growing large burries, -

POTATO BBETLES,

The last brood of potato-busties is now at
work, aud way be destroyed with little trouble.

A New Canadian Industry — Magnificent
trapes Despite Long Winters of
Canada. '

Half-an-hour's ride west from the Bona-
veunture station is to be found the pleasant
little village of Beaconsfield. To be wure its
half-a-dosen houses, although beautifally
located, would never have acquired for it that
prominence which it now pussesses; and yot
though not generally known that its import-
ance i8 due to the fact of its being the birth-
place of a new and promising Capadian
industry, that of grape calture. It is
difficult to conceive Cunada as a vine
bearing country. Always aswociated with
ideas of long winters, late springs and early
fulls, the puculinr attributes of northern cli-
mates, it would be supposed tvat the growth
of grapes could never be extended beyond the
precincts of the bothouse.  Open air culture
to uny appreciable extent was an idea never
publicly advanced. Even the Beaconsfield
vineyard is the result of accident more than
the euterprise of a theuretical vine-grower or
nursery man.

In the spring of 1877, Mr. J. H. Menzies, a
gentlomun connected with the Becnanics’
bauk, of Montresl, buught 2.500 vines of the
Beuconsfield variety from Mr. G. F. Gal-
lagher, sn experienced nurseryman, well
kuown 1o connection with grape culture. It
was Mr. Menzies’ intention to plant the vines
at his counuay house, near Poiut Claire, mere-
Iy for hix own use aud plessure. He bad no
koowledge of the business, but it soon became
evident that the vines required neither prac.
tical knowledge por careful attention bestowed
on them. They thrived, grew hardy, and bore
excellent fruit in envrmous quautities,  So it
contivued until the full of 1878, when
Mr. Gallagher, who bad been on a
tour through Europe, returoed home. He
heard of the surprising success which Mr.
Menzies bad met with and visiting the vine-
yards was amazed to find the quality and
quantity of fruit the vines had produced. He
couceived the idea of extending the culture tu
the proportiens of a businexss enterprise, and
a paitoership was immediately formed be-
tween him and Mr. Meozies. The old vine-
yard consisted ot three acres, but
in the spring of the present year
twenty-seven acres more wers placed uoder
cultivation. In this work thirty-two
inborers, all Frenchi-Caunttisns wers employed,
under the direcrion 017 Mr Boanelly, a prac-

tical vinegrower from Rochester  Next sprivg
they expect to furnish employment for 150
men, for it is then imtended to cultivate be-
tween 30 and 40 more ucres. Twelve agents
nre in their employ, priocipally French Cana-
dians. Asan evideuce of the immense yield
from the old vines, it may be meutioned thav
thirty tons of fruit are expected this year
from the three acres first planted, while next
year an averasge of oue ton per acre
will be guthered from s field of
twenty acres cultivated during the spring
of the preseut year. The writer, when
visiting Deaconsficld a day or twou ago, had
the pieasure of meeting a gentleman, who, in
truvelling through France, had an oppor.
tunity of viewing the French vineyards. He
wus enthusiastic iu bis admiration of the
Canadian vines, and said positively that be
bad seen nothiog to surpuss them in the
country aliuded to. This statoment was
readily accepted, for the magniticent clusters

of fruit haoging nine and ten inches
long, with the grapes a'ready two-
thirds of their usual  size, wonid
not allow of & contradiction.  The

proprietors are now growing 85,000 young
plants, of which number about 5,000 are
spaiples of the differeat varieties konown to
horticuliuralists. In planting these various
kinds of vines, the ohject was not o muvh
their subsequent rale as to experiment in
their adaptability to the climate. By this
means the interests of the new industry will
be very much advanced.

Judgiog from the success already met with,
an estimation bas been made of the produce
and procesds to be derived from one hundred
ncres of cultivated lund two yenrs after plant-
ing. There are on an averags 800 vines to
the acre, thus making & total of 80,100 viaes ;
esch vine yields 15 lba. of grapes, total,
1,200,000 ths The fruit sells ac 10¢ per lb,
and, therefore, the total proceeds amouunt to
$120,000. Carrying the calculatious a little
further it will be seen that the money yield
por acre will be $1,200. From thore figures
it is not too much to surmise that in a few
years grape culture will become a great in-
durtry in Canada.

Ogros of the proprietors of the present vine-
yard, Mr Gullagher, i a practival nursery-
man of seventeen years experience, who had
loog been engaged in cultivating the Bea-
conrfield vines. He states that the fruit pro-
duced by them were always prize-tukers, and
his statement is amply sustsined by the ap-
pearnnce of the grupes, even at this eatly
period ofthe year. The pluce i8 always open
to visitors, aud Messra Menzies and Gullagher
take pleasure in conducting strangers around
their grounds.

Sto: k Raising,

A not uncommon mistake in selecting the
foundation of a breediug stud or herd or flock,
in in paying undue attention to some one
feature which strikes the fancy. The tact that
un animal had a noted sire, or poggesses » fine
bend and neck, is not conclusive evideuce of
a good pedigree or o guod woimal. The dam,
Or suMme More Temote ancestor, may have bren
very inferior, or & dozen points, of greater
practical importance than the appearance of
the head, may be poor.’ It isa good rule to
velect the animal with the fewest defects
rather than the one with stiiking excelience.
The latter may blind us to the former.

As no intelligent breeder expects to find
all the animals of any breed or any family
equally excellent; 8o it should always be kept
iu mind that not all animals are equally good
for breeding purposes, even though they be
equally goed io their own characteristics.
Houce the value of an animal is decidedly in-
creasred when it hag heen proved to be able
to tranamit its good qualities, It is often a
mistake to insist ‘on purcharing young
animals. A wire or dam which can show a
good progeny is valuable for b-eeding pur-
poseg, even if already in middle life. Itisa
snferule not to select, wither for breeding or
labor, animals which have been uaiformly
kept under much more fuvourable conditions
than they will probably be kept in the future,
Disappointment and loss bave often come
from making purchases: of animals whioch
have beed ‘keépt in high flesh, and carefully
protected from cold and storms, and then re-
quiriog ' such ‘animals 'to #rough it” On
other hand surprivingly ‘good results often
come from glving better care and more liberal
feeding than that to'which the animals have
been accustomed.—National Live Stock' Jour-
ﬂul.

dored absolutely necessary, as in  the
cass of the ¢onsolidated bunk, the fate or
which, however, we regret to state, can be
tracea {o other causes, which, If not less na-
wural, much less credhab'e to the manugement.
The particulars of the failure of the Consoli-
dated will be found on another puge. The bulk
of the vank’s circulation is in rhe vieclnity of
the .everal branchies, nine of which we: e closed
prior to suspension. It is genernily belleved
tbat the clalms of billholders and deposliors
will be met, but the course to be pursued by the
bank is not yet Emown., We understand a
meeting o f the sharcholders is to be heldat the
carliest date consistent with thelr interests.
