the Freach people in their relation to the
Dominion in general apd the North-West ic-
surrection in psriiculer. Mr, Louriec was
accompanied by the Hon. k. Blako and other
leaders of the R-:form party from various
ports of the province.

A REMINISCENCE OF OLD SCOTIA.

After alluding to the pandering of Federal
Government to the Froach, the hon., gentle-

the British flay, which even then floated
ig pl) the logde of the the earth, 1tis to the
tustimony’ f thst hour that I appeal.  Their
covrse niter the rehollion waa gyer 19 a hvmi
witness to the fact that the most ferven
loyalty can take the place of sullenneas, and
even rebellion. What was true, gentlemen,
of the Scotoh Highlsnders, ia true also of my
fellow-countrymen, the French race in this
country. TIhe difference is that the Scotch
Highlanders fought for a zentiment and my
French fellow-countrymen fought for & prin-
ciple. Bat befors thoy rebelled ageinst the
Crown of Eogland they had proved their
loyalty to that country in more manners than
-9ne,

GOOD PAITH OF THE CONQUERED.

1t is o matter of history that as goon o8 the
groat contest between Montcalm and Welfe
had been decided ik faver of Wolfe, the
French Canadians accepted unreservedly the
state of thiogs and became loyal British sub-
jects. And wice in succession during the
couree of & fow short years their loyalty was
put to tho test, end in what were they found
wanting ! ['he couniry was invaded twice
by the Amoricans, and twice they wers re-
pelled, tho French Canadlens fighting as
nobly to accomplish thia as any British aub-
jects of the time could have done. They
repelled ull the blandishments of the
emissarios of the Fremch Government in
order to induce them to onet off British rule
and throw in thoir lot with the American pec-
ple. Why did they rebel? History is o
witnees of oll their atsugglesagainst the Brit-
JAsh Crown. The only things thoy asked for
avas the rights of British subjecta ; and ae
#oon as those rights were granted them—I re-
peat what I soid before—they hecame what
they are to-day, the most loyal enbjects that
England ever had. Sir, the attachment o
British institutions is natural to men of your
origin. It is a matter of tradition to you.
It must be go, b2cauge their very mature is
- permeated with the pssociations and memo-
-ries of the Old Land, Our attachment to
the British Crown springs from another
cause, . Your attachment to .the British
Crown . flows in . your blood, With us
- onr attachment to the Britieh Crown springs
from gratitude, it springs from the heart,

We havelenrned to lovo-British inetitutiona

because in British institutions we have found
more froedom than we wonld ever had had we
remained the aubjects of Frace (applause), and
how many times in that grand old city which
I have the hoour to repreeent, looking at the
banner of S5 George wavieg over her preud
citadel, how many times have I suid to myseif
thut thut flag represented the defeat of my
countrymen, my ancestors, bu$ at the sume
timo recalled the thoughti that it was the flag,
the most precicus to the human rave, the ll.g
of liberty.
A NODLE SENTIMENT,

The hon. gentleman then preceeded to
speak of the insults that have Leen recestly
hurled atthe French race ca individewls va
well as nationplly :—

Mr. Laurier. said, ' 1 admit that we retuin
our linguage, our’ religitn, and our char.
acteristics, but I caunot see the justice of the
reproach, sud more, it eeems to me that we
wou'd nat huve heen werthy of suy ceteem or
of the niame of French Cunadisns if we had
nus kept sacred the memories of cur fore-
fathers ; oo, 1 repent, Ilove Eoglaud ; I houor
apd esteem Iloglish institutivos; 1 do mot
reurot thut we are now subjects of the Queen
instesd of France; but may my right hond
wither by mwy gide if thie memories of my fore
fathers ever cewse to be dear to my heurt
It kag been said nles that Eaglish privileges
and liberrties have been «ncouched upun.
That we wunt to put fcrward our own insti
iutione and our lunguage. I do not admit
that reproach, It canuot be said of me that
I wan? to do this and, I suppose, I am one of
the grestest sionera ; I am satd to be anyway
by the Tory papers, Io unswer to this charge
1 cannot do better than to refer to a speech
wbich 1 mude in the month of May at the
Ciub Nutioaale in Montreul, a sceisty com.
posed, es you probably know, of atudents, - 1
spoke of the Houge of Commons at O.tawa,
and of the procedure there, and I spoke as
foilowa:—

“ What I have told you will show that
though the House ot Commons, where
there ®are about 40 IFrench members,
is  exclusively an English asaembly,
the “French linguage is the official
language as iz the English, but it is acidom
spoken. The reasun ol this is that it is im.
poneible to follow the epeakers in the debates
‘unless you speak the language of the majority.
The remainder ¢f the extract went to show
that the French were an artiatio people, and
the force of circnmstances in America wus
such that the Epglish tangnage was deatined
to become the most universal,”

Y ou see, gentlemen, this ia tho extent of
my imputativn. I fully admit that the Eng-

this “country, and no man in his eenees will
deny it, For I eimply contine myaelf to say
thut we are the French race and have cer$aiu
duties, and have to fulfil those duties and
pothiug mere. Certainly there is nothing to
which any Cenadian can taks exception.

Mr. Laurier then proceeded to epeak in

strong terms against race and religious strife.

Ha said :—

 Wo may vot sesimilate, we may not
blend, but for all that we ore the compounens
parts of tho eume country. We nmny be
Freneh In our origin —usnd 1 do not deay my
rrigin—1 admiv that I pride myself 11t
We muy be English, or Szatch, or whatever it
may be, hut wo arc Canadiing ; ope in aim
aud purpose ; ond not only Capadiens, but
we ure wlso members of the saume Britint
Empire. Thia fuct, that we are sll Cana-
¢inns, enc in our obj:cts, members «f the
Britiah Bmpire, jroud of being Britishrul j:ts
aut Caeedivps, s evidence tons we can keep
rid ot race without eny deiriment to the
patien. As Cenadizus, we have feelings in
comimon with each other that are not ahared
by our fellow-countrymen on the other sice
of the water. As Cupadiars, we sre affected
by local and nationsl coneiderations, which
bind ua togother and =0 we are led t2 look
beck to the land of our anzestors tnd feel,
with ol} that, to be po 1°89 gdod Cancdiane,
"~ ene ave the feelinga of the race to which I
belong, and on this question I am true to my
race, 1 am true to Canada, I am true to
England, and last, and for thie I have often
been repronched with being a traitor, I am
above all true to the cause of liberty and
justice.

As
long as I bave the breath of life in me, as
long especially as I have & seat in Parlia-
ment, it the rights of any are trampled upon,
be they French, Celtic or Anglo-Suxon, 1
would defend thelr cauee with all thestrenpth
of my being. I am consolons that I could
not do this alone ; bat thia I could and 1
would do, in the face and In defiance of all
oppoeing clamour, I would call upon the
people of this country to stand by the op-
pressed against the oppreasor,

TOE NORTH-WEST REDELLION. _

In a fow woll-timed remurks Mr, Laurier

led up to thoee unhappy events which in- the

North-West led last yesar to such- deplorable
events, and &aid :— o

These half savage people - who rebelled..in

the North-West did not rebel against the

aunthority of Her Majes ¢ the Queen. They
did not (. bel throngh ..y feeling of disloy-
alty to the British Crown or dislike of Brit-
ish iustitutione. They rebelled withaut any
plan or order of preceeding. The reazon they
rebelled is simple encugh, und the reason is
this : that the mesneat worm that crawls
upon the earth, when trampled upon, will en-
deavor to recoil and strike back ; and I
say thut tis guilt of the rebellion doea
not rest with these mwon 8o much rsx
with those who provoked them. I sy
that the Government is responsible for ir,
I charge (his ngainst the Government, snd I
will cudeavor, I think I will not fuil, to prove
that the f1alibrceda were denied for several
lung yeurs rights and justice, rights which
were admitted ne soon as they were asxed by
builets, 1 charge spgainet them that they buve
treated the Jliifbreeds with cootempt, with
undirguised disdain; I churge ageings them
taut they weul!l not tisten to their prayers; 1
charge aguinst tnem that they drave them to
duepuir, that they drove themto the mudness,
ta the rachness, to the crime which they aftes.
wards comnii't=d. I have no doubt theve are:
partivs here who believe this linguzge ia tuo
strong. I repent the churge gentlemen, sod 1
put myself altogether in your judgment. You
will a:f admit with me thut voe of the mort
precioua gifts whioh we enjoy uader the con-
sritution ie the right of petiston, It hae ul.
wu)a been ope of the undoubted privileges of
the reslm of England that whenever one of
Ber M.j-sty’s robjects decns himeclf ag-
grieved in auy partacular he has the right t)
approach the threne, to putition the sover-
eigo, snl tu cxplain his gricvunces whatever
they may be. The Hullbreeds availed tuem-
stlves of that right, Fur seven *long
years they sgent into Ottaws peti-
tiops, memryiale, representations of cvery
kind, ettivg ferth their grievances.

last they received mn unswer At last a
promise was mude, made to a delegation sent

that promise was broken ; the word pleaged
by -the Governmunt was violated., Is it
to Le wowdered at that thoe hesris of
thece men bccome cmbittered ; that they
luat fai:h in thic Goversment : that they came
to the concluzion that for them, at O.taws,
there wa3 no justice and no hope ; and that
ut 1ist they resorted to the last argument,
which is ulways resorted to by men who have
exhausted every other means of getting jus-
tice. Ilas somo will perhaps say, ¢ Oh, but
those wio epeak on behalf of the Halfbreecn
are catried awny by theic feelings ; they do
not represeat facts ; they exaggerated the
faulta of the Government.

for?’ Simply this. They were nsling to ho
treated in the rame manner that the half-
breeds of Manitoba had besn treated ani no-
thing moreund nowhi glies. The hulibreeds of
Muuitoba had keen given tities tor the lanils
which they occupied.  ‘The halfbreeds of thy
North-TVest demanded the same thing, The
hulf-breeds of Blaniteba hud been given a
specinl grant of land fur whut we call the ex
tipguishment of the Indian title ; the half-
breeds of the North-West demuanded the
same thing.  And not enly did they demaund
these thinss, butthe white settlers demounded
it f.r tuem, the North-Weat Council de-
mnnded it Tor them, and it was refuned. 1t
wug for seven long yenrs retused. It wam
granted, whon the half-breeds had made their
demsud with their gems in their handa.
I'hen, for the firat time, the Governmeut com-
plicd with their demand.

You have hoard the stutement made by
Miaieters ¢f th: Crowa, by menibers of Pur-
Hament and by the press, that not one single
)i reed has ever been ounted from his land,
Ministers have made the satatemsnt ; members
of Parltament have repeated it ; the pross hog
repeated it until it has becrne a stozk phroge
in Tory ht-rature., Well, I can undexatand
menhors of Purliament snd the press repeat-
ing the stateent, They nccept tho usser-
tives of the M nstera, Buat as to the Mivis-
tfrs muking that sescrtion I am sure I
cannot understand 1t, unless in tryiog
to convince othera thzy have convinced
themselvee. Yuu have, perhaps, heard of
the story of the Frenchmun who wanted to
play 4 jrke on & friend, It won in Marscilles,
and he enid—*“1f you go to the harbor you
will find a whale.” Tne fricnd disbelieved
him at first, but finally went to the harbor,
teilling people whom he met, until quite a
large crowd was gathored to sce the whuls in
the harbor. The joker who started the atury
paw the crowd and said :—* Well, perhaps
after all there is somothing init. I willgo
and see if there isn’t & whule in the harbor.”

Meagre ns they have
made the blue bock, there is eanugh to
show that the aszeri-u in true; that not
oniy was moare than one Hadfbreed dispos-
sessed, bub that vpon the pslicy which was
adopted by the Gaverumert the whole popu-
lation was liatde to bo evicled one by one.
This ia the charge that I muke, Now you
hive often heard the mininters say that not
one Halibreed wan disposseseed,  Let me at
once cull your alteution to the following
extract from o letter written by PFuther
Andre to the North-Weet Council in June,
1881 :— .

¢ ] beg of your ininlgence to be obliged to
make you acquainted with a grievance of
mine, which, bowever, will give you an idea
of the btate of things calling for a prompt
remedy. I hold at Dvck Lakesa tract of
land of about 200 acres, of which I have been
in peaceful possemssion for over seven years.
The land was fenced in, and cost me a
gond dmsl of money, and was nlways
rospected as the Catholic missions’ property
at Duock Lake. I was one of the firat
settlera At that place, and through my exer-
tione the mettlement increased rapldly, and
nobody ever troubled me in my lawful pos-
gezsion of that land until last March, when a
man by thename of J. Kelly jumped my
claim, and notwithstanding my protestations
clnimed the land as his own, and put the
frame of o house upon it, depriving me in

[

British Parliament ; that it was an act of
tyranny on their part, He aaid, * If I were
an American, as I am an Englishman, whilo
& foreign troop remained in the country I
never would lay downo my arms! Never!
Never ! Never ! 1f the editora of the good
layal Tory newspupers of Qntorio had been
liviog in that day what wonld they have said
of that remark of Lord Chatham’s? For my
part, gentlemen, I am a loyal subject-—(loud
applauge} — but I have the courage
of my oonviotions—(renewed  applawee)
—whether  they are right or wrung.
1 believe those mcn were goaded to
revolution : but when they rchelled they
committed a cr’me againet the peace. 1 was
nut born on the banks of the Saskatchewsn,
but on thosg of the St. Lawrence, and wheu
the rebellion took yluce I had n moat in Par.
liament, [ owed cllepiunce to my Sovereign
«nd I knew my rights ae a oitizen and my
dutiea 88 o subject of Her Majesty, \When
the voluntecra were called cut, the Qovern-
ment for the firet time in this whole mntter
did ite duty., The rcbellion had broken out
sulhad ty be suppressed. The Goverument
had to be sustnined. I sustained it,

ernumnent in this matter until the back of the
rchicllion had been hroken and nll danger was
pafeed. Then, when tne law tiud been viadi-
cated, came the time to arrnign the Govern-
meat, snd 1 took ancther step slso, 1 any it
was m:y view and not thatof the whole Liberal
party. It was a matter upon which overyone
took his own side, nud my view was that
since  the rebeltion had  been pro-
voked clemency wnonld have followed
in the steps of victry, This iz the
ceurse which oI took, It is not the
unanimous course of the Liberal party cn this
question, Every mun nceording to his own
conscience, and [ ncted according to iny own
congecicnee,  Sir, canvincel aslam that thege
men were in the right; that they were de-
tending their just righta ; that they bad been
driven to crime by the Goveromens, I ngain
expressed my convictions upon that aubjret
inas etrong langnape as waa at my command,
I knew that I bad heen the causowof senndal
to the numerous tribe of Tory editors who
have lashed their brains most unmercifully
in order to Lring sgainst me some grand
sentence of scorn and iodignation. My
nutive land is not omly the Province of
Quebec, where 1 was buarn, but it extends
aill over the portiona of this continent
cavered by the British lag. My kind are
not only those in whose vuiss flow the blood
that flows in my veins, My kind are all
those of whatever rnow or cxerd who on this
continent live vuder the protection of the
Britiab flag, and you wili certsinly sll agree

HON. MIL FOSTER REPLIES 1O THE
PRESIDENDS MESSAGE.
Orrawa, Dec. 7.—Hon, Mr, lustr,

Mini-ter of Fieheries, says Precideni Cleve-
tand’s disuppointinent, expressed in his mes-
sage t1 Congress, at his off rts to gecure «
sasisfsctory sct'l ment of the fishery ques:ion,
1 certainly 1 % = recult ot any action taken
by Oupads o ‘0 to the des.red settlement

Ia order to n: .. 2 wbout such a settlement the
Canadian G wornment ul owed Americon citi-
zens all tae privileges of the \Wasghineton
treaty from July 1, 1885, to December 31 of
the sume yea=-, und asked in return that the
President should recommend the ¢ ppointment
«f a mixed commiseir 1, which should, if possi-
ble, negotinte & satistactory arrangement as
regards both the fisheriea and improved trade
relstions. During that s8ix months the
Americans had the free uze of our fisheriee,
whitet Cabnadians were met in the Uunited
States by the imposition ot the old duties of
1881. Tne cause of the present copditicn
of affairs is Senator Fry, who introduced io
the Senate & motion which was carried by a
mujority of two to one, declaring in effect
that the Upited States wisned no change
made either with reference to the fishery
question or in regurd to reciproral trade re-
i-tions, A similar feeling wus masoifested
o the House of Represtntntives. After this
suthoritive declaration the President could
not appoint a cummission, So, clearly, the
fault was not cn the part of the Canadiun
G >verament or Consdian tisheimen. Un the
18:h uf Junvary, 1886, we reverted to the
reaty of 1818, which expressly prohibita
the  United  States fishing = vessels
trom purruing ther avocation within the
three mile Limit, avd accerds them po privi-
lege except the use of cur harbor for shelter,
necessary repuirs, woed and water, cto. Early
1n the year warnings were distributed. every-
where set'ing forth the law as bused on the
treaty of 1818, nud warning all foreign fisher

men that it would be enforced. That warning
was not carried ous till May, when the first
eoforcement began, The Cunadian (Govern-
mens, therelore, was not lacking in giving
fair warning that the law wouli be enfarced.
Since Muy to November the treaty cf 1818
has been enforced with all possible ceurtesy
and consideration consistent with firmness,
American fishing vessels have been scized for
ishing within the limits and for preparing to
fish therein, - Une has been condemned by thoe
courts aiter o fair trial and a confession of
guilt by the captain himeelf. Two other
vessels are still before the courts and every
fucility has been afforded the department to
make good their case, Numerous seizures
‘algo took place for violation of our cus-
toms regulations. In no case has tho de-
partment erred on the wrong side of right or
over strictness, as the Customs re-

ulations of every country are perfectly
within its own jurisdiction in the interest of
legitimate trade and must be thoroughly en-
forced. That we have not a commission sit-
tiog to-day, concluded Mr. Foster, is entirely
due to the action of the United States Seauate.
The Goveroment of Canada huve always heen
and are btill desirous of coming to an amicable
and just arrangement with the American
Government on the fishery questicn, while at
the same time we have not proposed, and do
not now propose, to abate one single iota of
tho rights of Canada as secured by solemn
treaty between the United States and Great
Britain.

fisheries in the waters adjacent to British
North America and copies of the correspund-
ence which has taken place during the pre-
gent year on that sabject.

While our financial condition is rapidly
rowing desperate, as an admitted deficit last
vear of nearly 6,000,000 clearly proves, no
efforts at retrenchment are made. The ex-
penditure bas increased from $23,503,000 in
1878 to 839,175,000 in 18586! An increase
in eight years of $15,673,000! During the
game peried and up to June 30th, 1886,
the net debs has increaced at least $80,000,-
000! The increase from 13884 to 1883 was
over $14,000,000, and for the fioancial year,
ending June 30th, 1586, the increase will ex.
ceed 320,000,000, showing most conclusively
that matters arc rapidly going from bad to
worse. Dut to the honest and patriotiz citi-
zen the moat alarming feature of affaira is the

This iz a course,
questionable even in petty matters, but
not to be tolerated when principle
comes into the balance. There is mno
question as to the importance of Mr. Blake’s
resolution. Mr. Davitt himself, when hLere
the other day, contessed that the Irish peorle
were under deep obligations to that gentle-

man for his efforte on their behalf. Mr,
Curran’s conduct, had it been wit-
neased in the ranks of the old

country members, would have relegated him
to private life, There the slightest departure
from duty is a signal icr the termination of a
political career, howaver brilliant. The course
pursued by Mr. Corran stahds in strong con-
trast with that followed in Quebec by
Messrs, Fiypn and Lynch, who both in the
face of strong obstruotion, and to their own
Interests boldly asserrted the right of Irish-
men to govern themaelves, Their courze will
not be forgotten, Mr. Curran will ind that
no suoh feeble attempts ns that inspired by
him at Rawdon will remove the political
stigma which attaches to his name.

MR, BLAKE ON PROHIBITION.

At Aylmer, Ont,, on the 7th imst., Mr,
Blske mads a speech, in which he dealt with
the Prohibition guestion. He maintaineé
that the country is not ripe for a prehibitery
liquor law, and distinctly refused to take it
up as a party (uestion.

This declarstion by the leader of the
Liberal party is, like all his utterances, a
clear, manly, unequivocal stitemeant, which
wiil be accepted by all as a reasonable, under-
standable position for one in his position to
take. But, while he thus expressed his con-
victions, he declared himself strongly in favor
of temperance legislation in harmony with the
popular will, but not such as would become a
dead letter thrcugh not having the support of
public opipion, which alone gives vitality to
the law., He enid the Deform party was
divided on the guestion and he spoke fer him-
self alons, The Tory party is also divided,
but he was willing to work with everyone,
Liberal or Conservative, in the cause of tam-
perance, Argument and example he held to
be the great means for Lringing sbont the
desired reform.

Censidering the state of opinion in both
psrties, he is not prepared to drive away from
his side of general politics. Reformers who do
not think as he does on temperance and pro-
hibition. Nor will he refuse on temperance
queatious to co-operste with Tovies who op-
pose bim on general politics,

In his views on repressive legislation, Mr,
Blake takes solid ground, ground that every
mon svho is n<t a faddist muet take wken he
coneiders the actunl state of public opinion
and the social habits of the people. ¢ No
repressive legitlution,” he smid, ‘‘can be
¢ profitatle or paramount unless there exists
¢t 5 widely diffused and very strong felt and
¢t earnest public cpinion at its back.” That
such does not as yet exiat he is fully con-
vinced. Therefore, he declared that he
could not honestly vote for Prohibition now,
and could give no pledge for such a vote at
apy definite time, But sbould the time
arrive when he wounld be convinced that the
law wonld be permanent and useful inatead
of hurtful, he wonld vote for it, whatever
the political results might be to himself.
Until that time comes he annonnced that he
would vote against Prohibition whatever
those results may be.

Mz, Blake then referred to the two financial
questions involved in the consideratjon of

his subject, The firet of theseis the ques-
ion of revenue. Hethought that the pros-
perity resultant from the disuse of intox-
cating liquors would in time restore very
largely the loss from the duties, Bub there
would be a temporary und gricvous dis-
turbance to be faced, and the present condi-
tion of enormous expenditures, high taxation
and large deficits ie unfavorable to immediate
actioe. There are certain permanent in;
tereste, cxisting under the protection of
the law, in respect of which justice demands
that compensation on a limited principle
should accompany their legislative extinction,
Bat this demand ought no$ to prevent the
passing of the law if the general good requires
it. In that case the law should be passed and
the compenaation provided. These were hie
views as o temperance man devoted to the
cause for thirteen years.

Mr, Blake was consciona that theee views
would not please the extremists of either
party, but he could not help it. 1t was his
daty to give his countrymen hia honest views
and take the coneequences. That advice he
gave, and thoze contequences he was pre
pared to face.

We look upon this statement as eminently
satisfactory, and are glad that Mr, Blake
has assumed a poeition in relation to this
much vexed guestion, which agrees with the
concldsions that all sensible men have arrived
at, . - ‘

Mr. Meredith generally took place. When the
sheet, * Facts for the Irich Cathbolic l4lectors.’
was completed, I submitted a proof to Mr,
Meréedith in his private room in the Queen’s
Hotel, and I showed a pro-f to Mr. Bunting
in his private office in 2/4r Mail Buildings,
Ho received the proof as if expecting it
and expressed no surprisa, I also sent
a proof to Sir John Macdonald under
cover, marked °‘private apd confidential,’
It was returned to me with several marginal
correclions in Sir John's handwriting, I have
a distinet recollectinn of soure of the corrections
made by Sir John Macdona!d.

THE LIFEBOAT HEROES,

FROM THE OFFICIAL EMNQUIRY—HELP
FuB TiiE BEREAVED FAMILIER,

Loxnox, Dec. 13.—The Board of Trade
haw oraered an official erquiry, to ascertain
now it came about that the Southpert
lifeboats did not right themselves when
turpnd over, Captain Chetwynd has left
Londen to attend the investipution on bebalf
of the National Lifeboat institution. An
officer of tho Natiopal Lifeboat insti‘uticn
said yesterday :—* During the past thirty-
two Ttears our self-righting lifeboats have
been liunched nearly 5,000 times and saved
wpwaras of 12,000 lives, The boats have
been capsized ultogether forty times, but only
on vighteen occasions wos there any loss of
life.  The pumber of lives lost, counting the
twenty-six men who perished in the recent
disasters in the Southport and St. Anne's
lifehoats, amounts to only eighty-eight,
including twelve shipwrecked persons,
Seventy-six lifeboatmen lost represent about
one in 858 men employed in boate on service,
The cases of capeizing were at the rate of one
in each of the 120 service launches. The
lifeboats bave also bzen out on exercise with-
in the sarme period of thirty-two years up-
ward of 15,900 times, with the loss only of
eight lives.’ The mayor of Sounthport wired
to the Daily Telegraph, which started a sub-
scription on Saturday afternoon for the fami.
lies of the men loat in the recent storm:
* Thank you heartily for your generous help,
We shall need large support. The widows
and families ot theso brave fellows are badly
off in many cases.”

WHAT 18 A THOROUGHBRED ?

A contemporary, in answer to what ocon-
stitutes B thoroughbred cow, says: ¢ We
cannot produce a thoroughbred by sny ex-
isting breeding by orossing. A thoroughbred
cun only come from o thoroughbred sire and
a thoroughbred dam. We may crose and
create a pew breed, which wo shall accom-
plish when we have bred long enough to fix
characteristica,  Whenever we have an ani-
mal that will reproduce iteelf, we bave
created s brood ; und if we chocse to name
it, we have a thoroughbred of the naw breed,
13ut it is a0t a thoroughbred of either of the
breeds that we have used for croasing. ~ If
we presented such an animal for registry,
the rejection would bs announced just os
soon a8 it was asdertained that any of
its ancestors were mnot thoroughoreds.”

¢ | There are some things misleadiog in thia.

The tcrm thoroughbred is apvlied distinoct-
ively to-the racing horse, horaes bred dis-
tisctively for running,  The term is also ap-
plied to Shorthorn catile. Ociginally both of
ihess were produced by croesing, Horses,
by crossing the Arabian, a pure hreed, and
the Turkish horse, or barb, wvpon certsin
mares of Boglish blood,  and this agasin

of mixed blood. The  Shorthorns
arese, from the foundation, Durbham,
or  Teewwater cattla, these of mixed

blesd, the bull Mubback being the mst pro-
nounced ‘nteger in the early hist:ry of the
breed, since known as Shorthorns. Both in
racing horses and Shorthorns the perpetuation
of cersain charact:ristics have bzen fixed and
improved by selection, and animals mast
descend to certain animals of either of these
breeds to entitle them to entry in the
veepectud or nerd ' book., A thorough-
bred, therefcra, is an animal that may
be trated in an unbroken line to cer-
tain other animals, the provenitors of the
breed. Hence, any animal of mixed origir,
tracing distinctly to cerfiin progenitors,
selected ag rapresentative types as founda-
tion stock, and bred together for u suflizient
time to fix gived characteriatics, are thorough-
bred ; und the pedigrees sre valuadls iz jro-
portion to the accnmaulation of the bloc:l ot
famous progenitors, celebrated for theiy <- nna-
mitting power. Hence, again, it is as poesi-
ble to produce & thorcughbred striin now as
ever, In fast, among hoge, the term
thoroughbred is applied in Berkshire swine,
The American Mevino is somctimes desig-
nated as thoroughbred. They are, however,
more correctly parely bred, the direes de-
scendants of certiin select animals of the
pure Spanish flocks, bred pure for mer» than
a thousand years, aad brought to the United
States iu the early part of the centary.
Careful breeding and selection has un-
doubtedly made them the most valuable
of the Spanish Meriuos in the world. Why?
For one reason, that at the breakiog up of
the Paular and Infsn:ado Merinoa in Spain,
the Lust representitives of these flacks found
‘their way here, Devon cattle of Boglan ure
s pure race of catile. That is, they aro dis-
tivetive in character, and have existed in
Eoglunad from time immemorial. Tne Here-
forda are closely related to the Devons ; the
Sussex are etill moreso. The Jerseys are »
pure race, their oricin probably being the
cow of Normeudy. The Holateio-Fri-
sian g#re & pure race, and a very an-
cient one, cclebrated and recsived in
the time of Cwx3ar at Rome as tribute from
the Fristans. Reully, the word thorouzh-
bred is misleading, except in the sense of
tnoroughbred breeding tetween congenial
lines, arizing from the union of two particu.
lar animals, cclebrased in their day, and kept
to o standard by careful breeding and stlec-
tion.

There is one matter that ebeuld be kept
promineitiy in view by all that clues who
may thiuk it profitable to create a new breed
ot horses and catltz, The gemerzl pexcel-
lencs of the English horse for speed dates
back neariy a thous.nl yeara, 83 does tie
excellence of Eoglish cattle. It has takea
about 200 yesrs to permauvently fix the
charaoteristics of the Eoglish racer, and
100 years that of short-hora cattle, The last
100 years have seen the mnost marked improve-
meat, sod within the last fif.v the greatcst
stridea ;owards a sbandard of perfection has
been reached. It is far more profitable to pay
for fuundation etock amupg existing breeds,
and o breed these in line, than to build upu
distiout breed by crssing any two of them.
The mun wno eXPects to sticéeed in bulding
up superior exeel.encs out of the selevtions of
aative cattls, thui- progesy of which it is

stud-fees, and in three years his colts are
actually not worth raising. Colts of the
eame mares might ba valuable if the mares
were sent to n well-bred stallion, represent-
ative of the best familiese. This man has a
reputation in his town, and thinke he is a
shrewd breeder, but, to show that he is not
shrewd in breeding, in a year or so -he wiil
see aome tight-micded breeder sell his colts,
which have been caretully bred at yearlings,
for $500, while he will not receive more than
$50 or §75 far his yearlicge, the prodnce of
the comumon and cheap horse.

RETTRNING LAND TO YOREST.

Low prices for all kinda of farm products
suggest the idea that in some sections the
business of tillage has been overdonme, and
that a return to forest growth of a portlon of
the land olesred up is advisable. With im-
proved culture and thorough manuring one-
half the land now under oultivation might
eatily be made to produce as much as the
whole now does. If the other half were
pianted in the best kinds of timber the atesdy
growth of value in land thus ocecapied would
be far preferable to the present practice of
cultivating large areas for crops which ean-
nut sell for enoupgh to pay expenses, Of
course the broken land would firat be relegat-
ed to timber woder thia plan. Much of this,
it ie now ecen, should never have been put
uader culsivetion, though it might he advie-
able to clear off the original growth o get it
sat ncre evenly or with more wvaluable
varieties of timber— Cultivalor.
