‘THE DEVELOPMENT OF LANDLUOKDISM IN
IRELAND.

(From the Chronicle ).

The period of Irish history which extends from the
Anglo-Norman iuvasion to the pasa-og of the Caibolic
Relief Act was warked by the endeavour to inirude
and maintain in rthe islund certain alien systems of
land tenure.

The-spirit of the new tenures waas essentially feudal :
avd the fendal notable huving his tenants as vagsals
found them ugeful, becsuse obedient in all things.

His
interest ¢ erefore was rather 10 keep up their uam-
bera than to thin them: the sword oid that sufficient-
ly. Itis true that petiy wars were not publiciy de-
ciared ibroughout the latler portion ¢f the period,
bat it i3 equaily certain that they prevailed, under a
slightdisguite. The taction figlis of which we have
besard 80 wuch, were fustered und encouraged, [t
wad long the custom for the gens of the [-ish gentry
to orgunise factiocs, snd, placing themselves at their
head, lead :hem on to earguivary frays at the sp-
pointed fair cr market. Thatthese faction fightsure
atribacable to ancient tribal jealousiesis s theory
difficult to recotcile with the fact that their leaders
were generally alien in blood apd in religion, and
that tbe proprietorial magisirates were dizposed to
encoursge the sinfe, apd to iLBivt mere nominal
penalties on those who were cuprured. Nothing of
all this was kuowa in Euglacd. These msaguates
had tbe story ia their own telling, und they did not
loge the opportanity of maguifyicg their importance
to the Stale by miatepresentivg the peopls smongst
whom they lived, and exaggerating their own cour
age and capacity. They had tbeir reward in many
ways ‘They were long regarded as the only persons
fit to r le the country, and were aliowed full fies-
dom to rule it ag they liked.

Thia i3 the sacre: of most of the disturbances of
Ireland. The country was at various times poriion
ed sut amougst adventurers from the neighbouring
13lund, who inthese days would be called Sllibusters
Thbey frund themaelves enirusted with exceptional
powers lor the pecification of their disiricts ; buy,
soon perceiving that peace woaid not be best for
their personal interests and sggravd zement, they
became fomentors of anarchy. They opposed the
cxtenaion of English laws to their Irish neigkboura.
Those of the Jatter who were nuable to maintsin
their independence found themselves deprived of
their own Brehon laws, and deni-d the protection of
the laws of England, In the reigo of Edward [, it
ia related that 8,000 marks were otfered to the King,
throngh tbe chief Governor, Uffurd, provided e
would rxtend the Knglish laws to the [rish people,
The Kivg bimself waa not iudisposed to ucc-ds to
the apolication, but his views were thwarted by the
rapacity of his servants in Ireland. So nororious
was the character of these feudal colonis's, 50 grent.
iy had it degenerated from that of their kin who livea
under the dumivion of the law in Eogland, that the
Irigh themselves remarked apd commented on the
difference. In 1he Rewonstrance addressed by them
to Pope John XXII., they say, pointiog out that ke
conditions of the Papal Bull were violated : —* Where
they ought to have established virtue, they bave done
exactly the contrary; they have exterminated our
natjve virtues and replaced them by abowinable vices
For the Eog'ish who inhabit our island and eall t em
selves a mid :le nation (bstween English and Iriab)
are 80 differen in their morals from the Eoglish ot
Eoglarcd that they can with thbe greatcst propriety
be siyled not a nation of middling, bat of extreme
perfidiousness.” According to the evidence of the
Attorney- General of James [ all this was quite true.
He reprubated it strongly. Whatever good disposi-
tion was shown by the English monarch was inter-
cepted by this middle nation of Aug'o Irish; what
ever ill-intent the monarch entertaiced was encoars
aged and carried out by them wirh muoy aggravatiog
ciccumsteoces. The Anglo-[rish kept ali benefits
gran ed to Irelsod for their own enjcyment. Wken,
on the otber hand, the kirg's mind was disposed ro
aeverity, they forged plots and treasons in order to
get the territory ruled over by some Irish chief, de-
clared foifeit, and nariitivned out among themse]ves.
To thia was added the invitation of suvme ot the
priecipal Irish to & fesst, which would terminate in
their masgacre, and to the tiring of uszarsing to pro-
ceed into the Irish country !o despatch an Q’Neill,
or it wight be & revolied Earl of Desmond. The
crop: of the clsns were destroyed by barrows muae
for 1he purpcse ; and p'ans were rife for exrenuuting
thic opposition by the medium of famines thu:
ereated.

Whilst these ¢ff.rts were made to break up the
Irisb, and to oblain poss.ssion of their lands, there
was still no cause for them to envy the siste of the
humbler classes ander the away of the Angle~Irish
nobles. The coudition of these wag, indeed, pitiable,
Sir Jobn Darvies, writing in the reign of James l,,
declares that few, if apy, secure tenures hsd been
granted ; that the mass of the tenants were kept as
mere tenants at will, or tepacta in villenage, and
oppressed by many exac’ions. Bnglish colonists had
beea iuvited over (o cui ivate the laud, and carry on
their aris and industries; they soon fi°d back in
large numbers to their owy country in disgust. They
found that in Ireland they would have to submit to
a rapacious system of coyne and liverie, which con-
sisted of tukiog of maun's wea*,und borse’s meat, and
money, from all the inhubitanis of the country, at
the will and plessure of the roldier. Under such a
gystem the people were made idle, because they knew
that they were not secure of erjaying the fruit of
their toil. They might sow, but another would
reap. It wae 1o put an ecd to such a condition of
things that Kirg Jumes L. desigoed hiz pluotation
from the bouefits of which it was not ictended te
exclude all the Iriel., His sim was to plant the
land wnb s resident proprjetary reaponsible to the
dtute, buving in gradation uxder each of its members
a certain powmber of fee farmers, leaseholders, bus-
bandmer, and artificers, residing in castles, fornfied
“bawns ¥ snd villag=4. [t was provided that there
shauld be no cubins, no tepants-at-will. Atbough
this ¢ivil plantation nud groerally been called -4 1le
pluvtation of Ulster,” it wns po: vosfined to that
proeivce, but extended to eeveral countivs in otler
provinees. [n miwy of thess a custem of tenaut
right, sumi'ar to what Is koown as the Dister cusiom
sl existe.  Wunat ver injury such a pluniation
wight have done tha native population it cught to
Luve created 8 re.pectable yeomaary and an jadepen
dent wnanery; but it unfortunately happened 1hat
the large proprietore no sooner got pos: ession of 1heir
e3'ntes thap they begap to evade the conditions under
which they received thcm. «apy of the Epglisa
aud inland Scottish settlers murwured sed com-
pluined to 1be King's cemmissiover, but ihe landlords
wo frequently funad is possible tu izvent fxcuses,
aud, wheiher thege were accepted or not 1o cuniinue
the practice, They hnd a mugisierial power sico,
and like teudal barons were not inctined to pay much
aliention to the murmure of the vitleins,

Aa for the patives who, in ths King's nlan were
made proprietors hkewise, wany of them discovered
tbut the commissinners appointed to duinbute the
lunds deprived them by fravd or vivlencs uf all or
part of 1he lnnds reserved for them. The wmiddls
nation &ii | stood berween the king wnd ‘he peorle
and perverted o itk own advantige and tbe henefit
ot ite friends he designs uf the kipg for smeliorating
the conditiop of the [18h pe ple In oue coun'y
ope balf kaa been regarved wy the king for the old

e oittonag ver ot by Mede of Bt caarporher, the

king thrice cverruled the rapacity of his Anglo-Irish
officials ; bat in the end the latter trumped up a false
charge of murder »gainst the corfirmed Irlsh owner,
apd bad him triéd by 8 jury, which the sheriff had
carefally packed to gecure bis conviction. Thus the
obligation to hase tenantry with certain renta instead
of uncertain exacticos was evaded, and the Celtic
population wug hi: dered from erjoying the pueses

gious secured to them by the king. Had the planta-
tion scheme been boneatly carried cut amongst the
Irish, it would, peveribeless, bive greatly sltered
their condition for the worse. A certsic number of
chiefs, no doubt, might huve profited. They would
bave been trapsformed from eiected ministers of tha
people inta their masters and the lords of 1heir soil

The clan would buve teen, a3 it were, uproo:ed and
reduced to a state of vasselage. To this, ag it was

the people were depressed, after many vuin but dea:
perate struggles : they had to accept whatever terms
were offered them ; aud where 1heir lives bad beeo
accounted of so litt'e value, their property rights
were ignored., They koew tke soil and how to enlti

vateit;and they were powerless to resist 1he heaviest
exections. Thus they were allowed to work on the
lands of their alien taskmasters. In former attempta
at plantation the Irish and Eoglish h-d been mingled
together ; King James sllotted sepaiato districta to
each, The lrish Privy Oouncil bad, indecd, sug

gested to bim to drive all the Irish into the moun

rainous previoce of Connsuphbt, but the supgesiion
was overruled. With all its defects, the aystem car-
ried out under Kivg James wug cuperior 0 the ab-
sence of any system but that ¢f lawless extortion
whicn preceeded it. 7Tbe hear:g of the people, ac

corcing to an Eoglish observer, were settied to live
in peace, raised and encouraged to build, to plant,
10 give beuter educalion to their childrer, and to
improve the commadities of their lande, 80 that in s
few yesra these doubled in value, und promised to
¢qu 1 those of Eogland. The Kings Atturney-
General, 100, had fremed an act abohsbing the dis

tiuction of nations, so that the lives and righ®s of
tke 'rish were now protected, aithough they laboured
under some disnbilities. For inataoce, the Irisu pr -
prietor cou:d not purchase land of an Boglish se.tler,
and yet he could only sell 10 such a oue.

Butail the fair promises of the system were doomed
to extinction by the wars whick guve Eng'and s
Commeonwealth and Ireland & Oromwell. The Engs
lish of Ireland had mostly sided with the royalists
and many of the Irish thought the opportunity
fsvourable for winning back their socieot rights. —
They were not 8o devoted to Quarles but that 1bey
guve partissns to the Parliamentarians too. How
ever, Charleg betrayed tbem ; and Cromwell, ado at-
ing the rejected policy (f the Iriah Pricy Couucil,
drova all the proprietors of three provinces ioto the
moun:aing of the Western province, and hemmed
them in by milita:y settlers. In this tute ull the
geatry, Bouglish or Irish, wers invoived. The com
mcn peaple were allowed to remain both becaus:
they wounld be useful to the new settlers, and because
it was boped they might te made to conform to Puri-
tanis ; whilst, at all even's, the gentry, compelled
to cultivaie tbe nograteful soil with their own hunds,
would be reduced to the rank of peasants o: die uus
All those of the humbler class who had performed
any military duty wers compelied to fly the three
provinces likewise. This devustation was meade in
order that Cromwell might satisfy the adventurers
who advanced money to carry on the warin Ireland,
aud con:ent the army for their arrears of pey by the
grant of lJands. It might be expec ed that the resuit
of this zettlement would bave been 1o establish a
sturdy ye-maory in the confiscated provinces at least.
But we find that the officers were a rapacious a3 any
of their predecessors. They bought up for trifling
sums the debentures of their men, who were arged to
sell by their want of knowledge of husbaudry, by
toeir necessitous circumstances, or by ' divers awe
inga” on the part of their superiors. In one case
thirty-fuur soldiers assigned their lots 1o their ensign
for£130; in agother & captin obteined the allotwents
of his troep for a barrel of beer; and sometimes the
soldiers coming to settle were shown a deso ate bog
insiead of their tertile allotment, and were glad 1o
give it up for horses to ride off on. Toa grest ex.

and even encouraged to live sparely oo roote, fruit,
and muk, in order that they mighs make the land
prodece grain which their landlord could appropriace,
sud out of which he could psy the corn contributions
to which he wag liable, They could hardly call
theic lives their ownp, much lesa their lnbours.

If the Restoration brought aome prusperity, and
time some hesling, the Levolulion o! 1688 cume to
renovate the ancieot evils, to make new and to re
open old wounda. There, too, waas the difference of
religion to whet the edge of proscripiions ; but the
men whose existence was barely rec-gnised were ac
customed to ccant fare and evil trestmeat, and could
thus nffoed to give the landlord more rent and leas
trouble than tewants betler fuvoured by the law. It
wu3 therefore the interest of the landiord to replace
tie latler, wherever they were planted, by more pro
fi able serfa; asd when he found that it udded to bia
political importance to havea large number of voters
at his back, be converted these into forty sbilling
freeholders, and epcouraged their increase upoo his
egtate. Leaseg were not unusnally grauted towards
1be end of this period, but \ken what kind of teases ?
WakeBeld, writing in 1812 says they were virtually
articles by which the small tenants acknowledged
their boudage.

Throughout this whole period, over the larger
portion of the population of Ireland the landlord
ruled bis estate as a feudal despot, with little check
from the law; ‘or he did not eazoursge the Kiog's
writ toruo in his dominions. He exacted all he
could a8 rent from his serf3, nnd compelled them to
give ‘duy-work’ and ‘du'y-fowl’ besides. But,
getting his mooey easily, he speat it laviehly in rude
pleasures on his estate, and, not zeldom, got in'o
debt by his extravagsnce. No poor wan coulé
uvbject to hiz will, nor would any propietorial ma
gistrate notice a complaint made against anorher of
his order. }f through any spite be did so, he was
bound to give a gentleman's gstisfuction fir the
sffront. But then the landlord gave some protection
tu his serfa, throngh dealing occasiounally n severe
mengure of justice to an enemy's tenant. The pro
tection was giv-n vecaure the tenant was useful, and
he was useful, Lot only in paying the rent, but at the

NEWS OF THE WEEE.

Serious Protestant riols are reported as baviog
occurred at  Birmingbam 5 but throwgh the

sirong measures adopled by the autbornies, they
have been put down, and order restored, though
there is still much excitement, and of course much
ill-will against Catholics. As far as we cao
gather from the somewbat meagre accounts
hitherso transmitted by Atlantic telegraph, the
following are tbe prominent facts of the case.
It seems that an itinerant No-Popery lecturer,
-called Murphy, a fellew of the Gavazzi stamp,
bas been stumping the country for some time
addresting violent ifammatory and obscene
tirades agamst the Catholic religidn, the Cathohe
-priests, and the Tatholic Religrous to the lower
orders of the Protestant community., Upon ap
ignorant and brutal rabble these discourses pro-
duced their designed, apd natural eflects, A
mob of about 100,200 people —the very dregs of
the populace—(for of course all respectable
Prolestants held the proceedings of the lecturer
Murpby, and of his creatures in abhorrence) —
collected ia the streets, and proceeded to sack
and pillage, not only the churches and places of
worship, but the private dwellings, of the Catho-
ic population. Marclung through the streets
singing so we are told “ Glory Hallelujah” and
a % John Brown” chorus, they struek terror into
the hearts,of all peaceable and well disposed
cilizen®, and excited lively apprehensions of a
repetition of the Protestant riols which under
Lord George Gordon disgraced London 1 the
Jatter part of the last century, The authorities
‘bowever, seem to have been tqual to the ocea-
sion. The troops were called out, and reinforce-
ments from Maachester were sent for : the Riot
Act was read, and the City Police were
brought out under a.ms. Fortunately, it was
unaecessary to fire on the mob: aod though
sSome of its members were wounded with cur-
lasses, no lives were lost. Repulsed i their ficet
attack by the firmness of the authorities, the
rioters attempted another, but were again driven
back. DBy the latest accounts order was re-
stored, though the obscene wretch Murphy, under
the protection of a body calling itself the Pro
testant Electoral Union—was mghtly cootiouing
his barapgues, and doing his best to provoke an-
other assault upon he persons and properties of
Her Mujasty’s Catholic subjects.  As the
% roughs” and criminal population of the large
.cities of England are naturally stauachly sati
Papal, it is to be feared that, unless the Govero
sment keep on tbe alert, there may be a renewa!
.of disturbance : but there can we think be no
.reason to doubt that amoongst the respectavle
of society, all men, whether Protestant or Ca-
‘tholic, will stan¢ firmiy by Lhe constituted authori-
ties.

We read of an aboruve atlempt at Revolu-
tion 1 Rome. Aboust 200 revolutioni:ts, wel;
armed, and meditating the proclamation of a re.
public bad gamed access to the City. The
police received 1t seems limely wformaiion, and
about forty of the baod are safely lodged in
prison, '

It is again asserted that the military establish-
ment of Fraoce 15 abou: to be greatly reduced,
On the other band there is but little friendly feel-
ing betwixt France and Prussia, and courlesies
are baudied to and fro in the journals that bode
no good for the continuance of peace. In theory

the mght of declaring war 1s an atiribute of the
sovereign j but in pracuice it will be found that ig
1s the people who in this matter are sovereign,
and oo ruler of Fraoce, whetuer Emperor or
President, will be able to keep the peace when
his nominal subjects deem that their woterests or
the demands of glory incite to war.

From all parts of the U, States we continue
to receive the moast cheering reports as to the ap-
pearance of the crops. The fate of Masximilian
ex-Emperor of Mexico s still in suspease ; and
though 1t 1s said that Juarez wmtends to kill all bis
sure prisoners, it 1s by o means that before he
shall have tune to carry his amiable design into
execution, an:lber Mexicae Revolution may not
bave breughbt bim within the grasp of the public
executioner.

And
so after a long Apostolic career our iwo Ioly
Apostles were thrust into a loathsome prisco in
Rome, knowa as the Mamertine, in which they
spent nipe months deprived of all things, but re-
joicing in thewr sulleriogs for the name of Jesus,
and laboriog for the salvation of their gaolers, of

» And at last dawned the day so long wished
for by our Holy Apostles, the day on which they
were lo be sacrificed to the glory of their good
Master.

Tt is usnecessary for us to bespeak an atten
tive perusal for the Pastoral of His Lordship the
Admipstrator of the Archdiccess of Quebec, on
the late political changes, and the duties of the
Catholic voter at the comwg elections. The
intrinsic imporiance of the subject, and the
exalted position of the writer, will amongst all
Catholics secure tor it the respect [hat it deserves.

But Prolestants will perhaps again say, why do
priests meddle with politics? and the friends and
natural allies of all enewmies of the Catholic
Church—that is tosay the Rouges—will re-echo
the foolsh ery.

The first proposition,
few Protestants, nooe of our Rouges can seriously
undertake to defecd: for they are constantly 1n
the babit of condemning the public conduct of
thetr political opponents as immoral, thereby by
imphcation asserting that there 13 a connection
b awekt politics snd varatity, e <econd pro
proc o a—that the ' oastion miste; sas uo right

to interfere 1n matters that may entarl moral con-
sequences, and which bave a moral value of thewr
own, 15 equivalent to a formal denial of Chris-
tianity. Ior if the latter be of God, His Minis-
ters are bouod to interfere in all matters in which
worality is isterested—unless indeed there should :
be no connection betwixt religion and morals. —
Perhaps, after all, tlis is the Rouge 1dea of re-
ligion—a thing for Sundays, and perhaps to be
called 1w by a man on his death-bed, but not a
thing that should be allowed to mliuence his e

tions when in health, and vigor of life. Jo theory
as well as in practice, they make divorce betwixt
religion and morality ; aud therefore quite natu-
raily they lay down the rhesis that there should
be no cosoection beiwixt religion and politics,
stuce the connection of the latter with morais can

asylamn.

the name * Dominion of Canada.’ The State thus
formed will have its general legislature to settie
the great interests of the Confederate territory :

Theretore, Dearly Beloved Brethren, the Fed-
eral Unwon just formed emanates from lawful
authority ; you will consider it as your law, and
you will thereby submit to the will of God, ac-
cepling it with siocernity. Ttis moreover your
interest as well as a duly of conicience to do so,
in order to promote the general prospenity and
mndividual welfare. Shortly you will be called
upon to select those members who i the Federal,
as n the Local Parliament will have to make the
vew Constitutiun work its way, You will there
fore forbear giving your vole to tbose who might
be inclined to oppose 1t, or to couateract its
operation, but you will vote for persops well
kaown as beiog desirous of promoling the greater
good of the Country.

Before the Coofederation bad been decreed by
the lmpenal Parliament, and while it was as yel
but a mere project, it was no doubt allowable to
discussits advantages, and even employ every
tegitimate means of opposing its becoming the law
of the land ; and indecd, several persons of loyalty
beyond suspicion dreaded it, and found there-
1o motives of serious alarm for the future, and
ronsidered it their duty to oppose the measure,
But at the present, discussion s no longer possible ;
the law is past, the vouice of authority must be
refpected : to refuse to submit 1o it, would be
overthrowing the order estabiished by God and
ressting His will § it would be paviog the way
tor anarchy, treason, revolt and al the evils that
totlow iu their traw,

What should reassure us, Dearly Beloved
Brethren, 1s that the new form of Gavernmeat
Just given has been prepared wilh care by men as
well kaown for their patriotism as for the services
they have rendered their Couatry. If it be not
without fault § 1f 1t 15 not all that we wouid have
desired it to be, we must recollect that nothing
18 perfect in this world, and that in a Couniry
hke ours, where so many divers interests are at
stake, it was impossible to avoid some mutual
coucessions, so as to obtam an arrangemenl'lhat
should give satisfaction to all, It is to the men
whom you will invest with the pewer of repre-
senting you in the one aond the other Parliament
to unue firmly together, to ward off danger

fice trivmph, to promoie the honor of Religion,
acd thus enture 10 all the inhabitants of the
Couniry that happiness of which the Apostle
speaks, that 13—a quiet and peaceable life 1g all
piety and chastity,

IN MEMORIAM.
It 1s our pamful duty to announce to-day the
. death of Mr. Ortave Jaooel, Kcel,, which oc-
curred at s father’s residence, in this city, on
Friday evenng last. Mr. Jannel was, we be-
lieve, a native of Montreal, and bad completed
his classical course of ‘tudies at ibe Montreal
Coliege under the direction of the Sulpician
Priests. He was a young man of fine literary
and musical attainments, and had won the esteem
acd respect of both masters and pupils during his
- College days.

At the close of his stodies he accepted the
Proiessorship ot one of the miwor classes with a
view of improving lis bodily bealih already much
impared by close and coostant apphication and
over-exertions in Lhe abstruse study of Pbilosophy.
‘He had enjoyed apparent good health up to the
beguning of the New Year when he was at-
tacked with a severe cough, and subsequenitly
a hemorrhage ensued which seemea fo bhyht all
the tond hopes of Iis pumerous friends and fel-
Jow-pupils. . On his condition hecommg alarming
he was remaved to the Hatel-Dieu Hospital, and

. thence 1o bus fatber’s residence where he died a
-vietim of that dreadful ditsease—consumption.
1t was mouroful, indecd to see his fellow-pupls
. greuped around that tender and emaciated form,
taking (heir flual adien. Far or near,wherever Oc-
-tave Jaunel was known his death wil be heard of
-with sorrow, He bad been well prepared for the
- ather world—the Rev. Charles Lenocir adininis-
tered the last Sacraments on Wednesd ay pre-
<vions 10 his death, anu on the Saturday lollowing,
-a Libera was sung at the Chape1 of the Grand
~Semwsry, at wineiall the. Papilsar d Semisarians

of the House assisted and paid their last tribute
of respect to ms memory, by accompanying his
rematns to the place of interment R. C. Ceme-
tery, where the Reverend President of the Col-
lege made some efoquent and touching remarks
on the hife and previous character of the deceased.
As a student be had distinguished himself by his
application and good deportment. For seven
years or more he hud lived under the rule of the
College, aod durmg thal period he bad been
scrupulously exact in the faithful observacce of
it. "F'o say this was only renderiny an act of
Justice to s memory. e hid possessed all the
qualities of an exemplary puptl while liring ; and,
when death drew near he bore with patience and
resignalion the sufferings which it had pleased
God to send hun,  His remams were then lowered
into the grave which Lad been prepared to re-
ceive fhem; and thus ended one of the most
solemn ceremomes of the Catholic Church, when
we returned to the Semnary remmdiul of the
words of the Psalmist, % Iz memoria cterna
erit justus.’— Communica:ed.

annum die in the Grey Nungery Foundiirg Hospi-
tal. ”

For this assertion there is the less excuse he,
cause, in the first place Dr. Carpenter has but
very lately published his very wteresting Re-
port on the vital statistics of Montreal—from
which, the total amount of infant wortality in
Montreal during the course of the year 1864 —a
year remarkable for the fearful mortality amongsy
infants-—~is set down at ¢ 3 536 or 1,152 more
than the mortality of the previous year: thus
showing, from the most carefully prepare] sta-
ustics, and published 2 few weeks ago by the
Moutreal Supitary Asseciatien io 1ts Annual
Report, that the average infant mortality of
Montreal is about 2,224 per annum: so tbat, if
2,000 die as the Echo estimates, in the Grey
Nunnery Foundling Hospnal alone, there are
feft only about two hundred apd twenty-four
cases of infant mortality to account for, out of
the whole population of Moatreal—upwards of
110,000 1!

But in the second place,the Echo is the less ex-
cusable for its mendacious estimate, because there
1gno mystery whatsoever abcut the number of chil-
dren received into, and dying in the Foundling
Hosputal during the cousse of the year, The Grey
Nunnery receives a small sum of money from the
public purse for the support of the Foundling Hos
pital ; and as a pecessary consequence it is bound
to make (o the Govercment an official report
anoualiy, of all tke particulars therewith con-
nected. From tius Report it appears thal, the
total numbers ot children anpually received into
the Foundling Hospital—and of these children a
very large number are actually i articulo mor-
tts when received—is on an average ouly about
047. These figures then, beng on official re-
cord, there was po necessity for any one to guess
or ¢ estimate” any thing.

But who except the Rev. Sunon Sleek of the
Echo estimated that about 2,000 ciildren per an-
vuin die in the Grey Nunnery Foundling Hospital 2
orin other words—that more than one half of the
tolal ansual mortalty of tins large City ocecurs
amongst the children of the Feundling Asylum.
What a borrid unputation 1s herein conveyed on
the morals of Montreal. TFor,1f about 2,000
ilegitimate chuldren die anoually in the Fouad-
ting Hospital ; and as the total anoual number of
births 10 Montreal 1s about 4,600 —what a fear-
ful proportion tbe total number of illegitimate
births must bear to (be legitimate! According
ta the estimate of the Lcho two cluldren out of
four must be bastards—siace all toe Foundling
Hospital clildren are iliegitunate, and all do not
die.

Apnd yet moostrous, gross, palpable aed irz-
possible as s the lie of the Echo, contradicted as
it is by cficial documents, by the vizal statistics
of Montreal—by the Report of the Sanitary
Association — it will, with a certain class,
limited indeed—find acceptance, and receive
from their bands circula 10n. In some form, or
auother, amongst the evangelical coimmunity, the
assertion that 2 000 deaths occur annually in the

Foundling Hospuiai of the Grey Nuos will ever
be coming to the ~urface, and challenging atten-
tion by its stink j for it 1s in the nature of all
corrupt and roiting ‘things, and especially of an
evangelical ie—the most corrupt and stieking
‘hing we know of—to be buoyaot, and con-
stantly coming to the surface. Hooest men
throw stones at the foul thing in vain aod try to
sink it ; but because of its rottenness and cor-
rupties, it 1s only the more buoyant and the more
obtrusive.

Allen of Lowell, Massachussetts, the Yankee
race 1s dyjwg oul: and winlst the Catholic immi-
grants and their families, are rapidly wcreasuyg
in numbers, tbe Yankee death rate s actually
greater Lhan the Yankee birth rute. This pheno-
mena is repeated throughout the Norihern States.

‘Nor is its cause far o seek—though decency
compels us Lo observe a certain reticence on this
matier. In one word, 1t 1s to the general nupu.
nty, and inmorality of the Yaukee race, to their

abominable, unmentionable sius, that this deca-
dence of their race 1s owing.

To only one passage in the above do we tuke
any exception. Tue '7tness 18 not guite cor-
rect when he speake of the “ alarmig fulling off
in the birth rate of New Euglaud:” he should
have said * in the Prolestant birth-rate of New
England 2 for it is amongst the native and Pro-
testant portion of the people ot the New Eug-
land States, and of New York, and amongst thew
exclusively, that the ¢ alarming falling-ofl tn the
birth-rate” occurs. Amongst the Trish, that is to
say Irish Catholic, portion of the population,
there is no falling-off, but a steady icrease in the
birth rate.

Whetber the Poles hsve or bave not
contributed towards their own bational ruin, whes«
ther they have or have mot proved themselves unfit
for seif-government or for independecce is not the
quegtion. Whatevar their demerits, the caunse of
their country has alwaya been dear to the Freoch
people, No Frerchman but knows that Poles bave
not spared tfeir blood in the cauze of his eonuiry ;
that they fought in the French armies with bravery
and filelity, and that the fizet Napoleon did notbing
for their country, though he might eazily have
restored it.as an independent State.

The Fmperor's groom~in-waiting, Rain
benux, perceiving 'he movement, cauaed bis horses
to wake & gudden bound with the objact of placing
it between the assussin and the Sovereign.

The ball pierced the nostril of the groom’s horse
aod paesed between the Emperors end the Grand
Dokes, wounding a lady on the opposite side of the
carriage.

The distance between the groom’s horse and the
Imperial carriage was 8o ehort that the blood frcmn
the wound in the horse’s nostril apurted on to the
upiforms of the Czar ard Czarewiteh, Tbe ball did
no® leave the second barrel of the pistol, which
burat in the bhavds of the sssassin. He wag wi'h
difficulty rescued alive from the crowd, who eried cus
to put him to dearh -t the same tims shouting eroer-
geticuliy, * Vive { Empercur ! # Vive le C2ar 1"

The two Sovereigrs, whoze calmuoess nnd presence
ol mind were not cisturbed for one moment, gave
orders for the corfege to pr ceed &t a walking pace.

The assnszsin wus raved from the ground slmost
ineepsible, baviog the thumb of his left hand sbat-
terkd by the esplosiop of the pistol. He deciared be
arrived two days ago {rom Belgium to kill the Czur.

Some further details of the strempt upon the life
of the Czar at yesterday's review have transpired.

It appears that t e froat of the Emperor Napoleon’s
unifurm was soiled by the exnlogion of the assassin'a
pistol. The Emperor immediately rose, spparenily
to point out the spor where the shot had been fired.

"¢ But jou ran the risk of killing 1he Emperor Napo-
leon.” * No?¥ Le replied, *a Pnlish bullet could not
go astray. It must go straight when aimed at the
Ozar 1 wished to deliver the world of the Czar, und
the Czar himeelf of he remorce which mnat weigh
upon bim.” He waa subseqguently guestioned by M.

Ixrr73vee oF Marriage ox THe DaTH Rates.—In
his repart for 1863, jnst publibhsed,tho registrac Gene-
ral for Scotland snys —In the seventh sundeigh b
detsiled reports ajtention was directed to the in-
fluence of marriage on the death rate of the femules,
and tables were published chowing the desth rates
which prevaiied at each quingqennial period of life
among the women who are married and those wha
unmarried, These tiblea proved tbat the iofluence
of marriage on !emsle life was apprecinble. They
showed thst the married women died ata slightly
bigeer ratio than the vamarried during the three
guingueanial pariods of life extending from 15 to 30
years of ayre; but thet during the istter hslf of ihe
chiid-bearing periods of life namely from 30 to 40
years, the married wotaen died at a lower rate than
the unmarried. At the time when the u:u1l change
of life occurs in the femsle. viz: from 47 10 45 Fears
of age, the mortulity of the married female was found
alightly to exceed that of the uorearried ; but from
45 to 75 years of age, the married women died in a
lower proportion than the unmarried. Desiring to
complete the inquicy, the iofluznce of marrisge on
the death rate of the maile sex bas bYeen exumined
into for 1863 wnd 'Le resalts are Bo startliag that
they merit the greategt attention.
