laws so amended shall be binding upon the Society
and every member thereof.

of ton thousand dollars, and no more; but in towns
having less than six thousand inhabitants the

(3) Any failnre to make lueh statement shall
abject the Boeietj to a penalty of ten dollan for
eaeh day durins which sneh defaalt eontinnes, and
such penalty inall be recoverable and enforceable
with coeU at the rait of Hii Majeety inetitnted by
the Attomey-Qeneral of Canada.

(4) The Superintendent of Insurance may examine,
or cause to be examined, at ita head office or else-
where, the books, Touchers, and securities of th
Society, and its officers shall facilitate such exam-
ination ao far as it is in their power; and he may
address any inquiries to the said officers in relation
to the assets, investments, liabilities, doings or con-
dition of the Society, and it shall be the du^ of
the officers so addrened to promptly reply in wrfting
to such inquiries.

10. The insurance powers of the Society shall be
exercised in conformity with the provisions of this
Act, including the provisions set out in the Schedule
to this Act, which is hereby declared to be part of
this Act, and in conformity with the provisions of
The Iruurance Act, 1910, applicable to the Society.
Nothing herein shall be held to exempt the Socie^
from the effect Of any legislation hereafter passed
by the Parliament of Canada in respect of any
insurance powers exercised by fraternal societies.

11. The Acts mentioned in the preamble, and the
provisions of the existing constitution and laws
inconsistent with the provisions of this Aot, are
hereby repealed, save and except the preamble and
sections 3, 4 and 6 of chapter 100 of the statutes

of 1901.

3. The Society ahall determine the amount of the
accumulated funda which have been accumulated
from the paymenta of the members who entered
the Society under the constitution and laws fnnn
time to time in force between the first day of
January, 1899, and the first day of July, 1911. The
amount so determined, together «rith the premiuma
or aaaeasments to be received by the SooietT in
respect of the same certificates or policies shaU be
deemed to be applicable only to the mortnaiy
benefit oertifieatea or policies of the members who
entered the Society under the constitution and laws
from time to time in force between the aaid datea.

The Society shall also determine in like manner
the amount of the aoenmulated funds which have
been accumulated from the paymenta of the mem-
bers who entered the Society under the constitution

and laws in force on and after the said flrat day of
July, 1911, <wnd the amount so determined, together
with the premiuma or assessments to be received by
Ae Society in respect of the same oertifieatea or
policies shall be deemed to be applicable onlj to

the mortuary benefit certifleatea or polieiea of such
members. The balance of the accomulated funds,
together with the premiuma or assessments to be
received by the Society in respect of the remaining

Dapntles of the Supreme Ohlef Banger.

70. (1) Deputy Supreme Chief Bangers shall be
duly commissioned by the Supreme Chief Banger,
and they shall ex-offlcio he entitled to receive the
High Court and The Supreme Court degrees as
honorary Uembers thereof.

sentative or representatives shall only be entitled
to receive and shaU be paid by the Order only such
proportion of any benefit whatsoever as the time
intervened since his initiation, reinstatement or
increase of Mortuary Benefit, as the case may be,
and his decease bears to his expectation of life
period at initiation, reinstatement or increase, of
Mortuary Benefit, as the case may be. In case of
dispute as to the amount to be paid hereunder the
decision of the Supreme Chief Banger or of the
Executive Council shall be final and binding on tU
parties. All the provisions of this subsection shall
apply to tho case of a member who at the time of
lus initiation agreed that if he died of smaUpoi he
should have no claim for his Insurance or Mortuary
Benefit, but such member shall be entitled to the
same proportion of the Insurance or Mortuary Bene-
fit as is provided by this section to be paid.

(2) Any member of the Order who shall remove
or disappear from his home or last known place
of residence and remain away for a period of two
years, and who shaU not report to the Financial
