It iz the same story
al] over Canada. We are playing into
the hands of the Americans. The Am-
ericans are taking out our spruce in
immense gquantities, and converting it
into :pulp in United States territory.
We, on the other hand, remain inactive
‘and make no move to keep the busi-
'ness in this country. 'There'is an im-
mense paper mills at Niagara Fails,
| New York, supplied with power by the
Cataract iConstruction Company. No
such mill exists on the Canadian side,
nor could it exist there as yet, be-
cause Premier Hard‘y has sold’ the
power franchise to an American com-
pany, who are interested in develop-
;ing Niagara Falls and Buffalo, and
!who have signified their intention
of developing the power on this
side of the river only after these
American centres are fully supplied.
Premier Hardy seems to be playing
}into the hands of the Cataract Com-
pany, for it is gemerally believed he
‘has agreed to extend their option for
,the development of power on this side
of the river. The policy of the Gov-
ernment at Niagara Falls is quite in
line with its policy at Sault Ste. Marle.
{The Americans posseéss the entire
water privileges at the one place.- The
{Gevernment was ready the other day
to hand over the whole of the valuable
(water power at the other place to
middlemen, who were to be under
iobuent.hon to develop only a twentieth
'of its capacity. Concurrently with this
sacrifice of our valuable water powers
| the Dominion Government néglects to
'impose an export duty on pulp wood,
thereby depriving the country of sev-
era]l pulp mills like the one Mr. Boyd
describes as existing at the Soo, Let
an export duty of $3 per cord be placed
on pulp wood and the water power at
Sault Ste. Marie will all be required
for this industry alone.

THE rosumijrm OF IRON MINING,

Hamilton Tisdale's Evidence
‘at Shelburne, ‘l

A SHOT FIRED AT A SKUNK!

Was to be Given as the Origin'of the

Fire'That Burned a Barn.

©Old Farmming Machinery ’rh\:i‘ Had Been
Through One Fire Was Placed in the
Ruins in Order to Secure Insurance
Money—A Quantity of Grain Spread on
the Floor and Scorched, to Make the
Story Good—Jumes Ballard’'s Evidence
at the Fenton Ingnest.

Shelburne, Jan. 27.—The charge tak-
en up yesterday by the court being
held for investigation of the Melanc- |
thon fires was that against David
Ballard, William Reid and James Cor-
bett, of firing David Ballard's barn
on Sept. 4, 1894, Hamilton Tisdale was
the first witness and deposed that he
was helping to work one of Ballard’s
farms on shares and occupied the farm

on which the fire occurred. It was
agreed from the time that Ballard pur-
chased the place that the barn should
be burned, and on the night of the

three prisoners were present, They
placed a quantity of old farming ma-
chinery in the barn. They placed the
worthiess machinery, which had - al-
ready gome through the fire at Jack-
son’s place, in the lean-to of the bain.
They threw a lot of straw out of the
barn, and spread it over the irons.
The prisoners Corbett and Reid set fire
to the barn inside. Ballard would not
give him a lease of the premises, as
it ‘'would show that he rented the place.
and so Ballard would not get the in-
surance. Ballard wae with witness in
the lean-to, and fired the straw cov-
ering the old iron so quickly that wit-
ness had not a chance to apply a
match, They then all went away,
and Corbett said to Ballard, “Your
barn is on fire, David.”” Ballard re-
plied, “Well, it can’t be helped now.”
Later on they came back to the’barn,
and finding that some furniture which
had heen stored in the barn, but had
been taken out of it before the fire
was too near the burming building,
they moved some of it away.
ARRANGED A STORY.

They arranged a etory which they
should tell as to the circumstances of
the fire, They were all to say that
Corbett gave the alarm to the witness,
who was sleeping at the place, as he
wag returning from Dundalk, and that
he had also alarmed Reid and David
Ballard. The origin of the fire was
to be ascribed to a shot fired by John
Tisdale under the barn to kill a skunk.
On examining the ruins théy found
that there were not enough ashes to
look as if much had been burned in
the barn, so they brought a quantity
of grain, spread it on the floor and
scorched it over. - They also arranged
the iroms of the  implements to look
as if they had fallen off the machines
as they were burned. Dave Ballatd
also. brought some straw and placed
it in position. When the insurance In-
spector ‘came to investigate the fire
David Ballard told him that the barn
contained the crop of 40 acres of land,
more than he actually rented. Among
the irons placed in the barn were the
remains of burned harrows, Dplows,
a fanning mill, mower and a sulky
rake.

WALL-STREET REVIEW,

Prices Irregular and Inconsistent-The
Rallway Returns as a Whole Con-
sidered Faverable.

New York, Jan. 27.—~The Evening Post’s
Wall-street article says: As has been fre-
quently the casé with the recent stock
market, -prices moved in an irregular ana
somewhat Inconsistent way to-day. The
grungers' stocks, for instance, and a num-
ber of miscellaneous securities, showed ob-
vious firmness; on the othér hand stocks
regarding which something ‘unfayorable
has happened or has been rumored were
sold persistently and with _considerable
success, The break in the Hocking Val-
ley bonds was the most noteworthy incl-
dent of the day. It possibly reflected the
uncertainty of holders over a harmonious
agr t on bitu rates, an uncer-
tainty which seems, according to the spe-
cial despatches received, to have some
ground of reason. It is not easy to un-
derstand the position of the obstruction-
ists: for recent events have ampiy proved
that a long continuance of the present
status means,for the companies concerned,
tinancial suilcide. Delaware and Hudson
was al weak again. The coutroversy
which dffects this corporation has now
largely me a matter of hair-splitting
betw expert accountants, It may be
broadly said that if the Delaware and
Hudson, or, for that matter, any other
company, has so constructed its balance
sheet at intelligent Investors were de-
ceived, then it did wrong. The balance
sheet ought to make absolutely plain, not
disguise, the. true character of a com-
pruy’s situation, The company’s state-
ment for the. year was issued to-day. Its
results are In general what had been ex-
pceted, The market as a rule closed
heavy. On the whole, the returns of
railway mnet ‘receipts for December, which
began to come in to-day, were favorable.
They reflect of course, so far as concerns
the granger companies, a heavy falling off
in gross receipts from 1805, This is nho
new development; the gross earnings were
published two or three weeks ago. More-
over nobody expected even before last
mcnth that ‘actual cash receipts of the
Northwestern grain roads would equal
those of 1895, when the wheat fields.In
Minnesota and the two Dakotas yielded
68,500,000 bushels more than in 1894, and
nearly as much in excess of 1890, But the
companies have so far economized in their
operating outlay that in the case of sev-
eral conspicuous granger lJines—St. Paul
and Wabash among them—the December
net receipts are actually increased over
1895, It Is also to be noticed that the
net earmings of the Wabash system for
last month are materially In excess of
those' of any other year since December,
1891, In the St. Paul's case, 1892 is the
neurest parallel. These are important
facts, because a good part of the invest-
ment movement will reasonably rest on
the earnings of the oomPanles applicable
to the stock. The qualifying factor In
these comparisons is the exceedingly low
ratio of operating charges through which
this fair uet showing was attained, and
the fact that west-bound business is stl'll
picking up very slowly, The St. 4 Paul’'s

reentage of operating expenses has only
on two oceaslons, both in 1895, fallen be-
low the figure of 51%, recorded in the cur-
rent statement, Such a percentage can-
not of course be maintained indefinitery.

The curfew treats rich
and poor alike, and surely, if by in-
auguratirg the ordirance we can raise
the standard of youthfu! e nduct, and
put a stop to sights and sounds that
now nightly disgrace the pub'ic s'reet
rvornere, nve shruld work unceasingly
for such a desirable end, remem“ering
that the welf°re of the child means
the honor of the future rulsr.”
