Divere Found Charred Human Re­

mains In the Wrecks of the 
Spanish Warships.

New York, Joly 21.-A copyrighted de­
spatch to The Evening Journal, from Cavite, 
July 17, via Hong Kong, July 21, says: 
With Admiral Dewey’s consent, I sent ex­
pert divers down to make a careful exam­
ination of the hulls and Interiors of the 
Spanish war ships sunk by the American 
squadron in the great naval battle in Ma­
nila harbor on May 1. They report that 
the cruiser Retna Cristina shows the most 
complete destruction. The course of the 
Olympia's eight-inch shell is clearly traced 
by a line of ruin extending from her stem 
to her waist.

All her woodwork is totally destroyed. 
There are very few large shot holes 
through her hull, the principal ones being 
from a six-incli shell amidships and from 
some four-inch shell?.

Charred human remains were seen in 
several places. A large heap of remains 
near where the ladder stood shows that a 
rush to escape was made by the engineer’s 
force. All were lost, as the hatches to the 
engine and iireroom were closed. The cruis­
er Castilla was less burned, but was ter­
ribly wrecked.

There are plain traces where six big 
shells tore immense holes in her hull. When 
the fire started the weight of the guns caved 
the hull inwards.

The warship is a mass of twisted iron 
and charred beams, a very bad wreck, re­
sembling that of the Maine In appearance. 
Many of the bodies left on boa/d are badly 
burned.

The shots doing the most damage tote 
over the after berth,deck, and through the 
port bow. Everything «ft from the engines 
was shattered. Three large shells entered 
amidships. The number of deaths was not 
so large as on the Reina Cristina.

The Don Antonio de Ulloa did not hum. 
Bbe sank quickly, riddled to pieces by shells 
of ail sizes. The greatest havoc was done 
by six-inch shells.

A number of dead bodies all huddled to­
gether near the ladder leading to the super­
structure shows that the men were killed 
by a shell, as they were attempting to lift 
the treasure chest to the superstructure and 
save it. A six-inch shell went through the 
cabin and wrecked everything in it. One 
man was killed In the cabin. It is impos­
sible now to distinguish the ranks of the 
dead men. The divers who went down to 
the ships are Oscar Ericsson and Frank 
Breshan. who are two of the best in the 
navy. This is the first time -iftt divers 
have ever Inspected warships widen had 
been sunk in action.

New York, July 21.—The New York Jour­

nal lias a despatch from Santiago, July 20, 
via Playa del Este, July 21, which says:

General Garcia has written a letter to 
General Shatter, in which he declares that 
he is disgusted at his treatment at the 
hands of the Americans, and will conse­
quently withdraw his owm forces to the 
hills, being no longer willing to submit to 
the indignities to which he has been sub­
jected.

Among the things of w’bich General Gar­
cia complains is the failure of the Ameri­
can commander to officially notify him of 
the surrender of the Spanish force under 
General Toral, and he is also incensed at 
the fact that he was not invited to he pre­
sent at the ceremony attending the formal 
capitulation of Santiago.

Another of bis grievances Is the actlou 
of General Shatter in retaining the Spanish 
civil authorities in the administration of 
their function In Santiago. For these rea­
sons, he declares, he will no longer co­
operate with the forces under General Sï ».f- 
tor’s command, but will act Independently, 
as he did before the American troops landed 
in Cuba.

FOR EUROPECity Council in the Conspiracy.
As for the Council, why should It leave 

to the people such a senseless question as 
the first one really becomes in the light of 
the fact that the railway company won't 
sell and no price has ever been suggested?

And why should the vote be limited to 
property owners? The question does not 
concern a money bylaw at all. If the Coun­
cil wished to act fairly with the people, -t 
would have left the question to the whole 
electorate. As It is only one-third of the 
electors can vote.

purposely confusing and muddling the Is­
sue, and In confining the vote to a very 
limited number of citizens, g‘ves the com­
pany the very opportunity U des res. Its 
game IB to get an affirmative answer to the 
second question by working the prop>rty- 
owners on the quiet. The campaign on the 
surface ls a purely colorless one. But amid 
the beautiful quiet that surrounds the 
mountain burgh, the company is carrying 
on a determined, persistent and vigorous, 
though quiet, canvas. Their agents meet 
-with no canvasseri on thj opposite side, 
They have no press arguments to refute. 
It ls a purely one-sided contest, and It will 
be a marvel If the company does n)t suc­
ceed In carrying its point and se cor ing Its 
much-desired fifteen years’ extension.

The only thing that can defeat the game, 
or rather the conspiracy. Is immediate ac­
tion on the part of the people. Whether 
the electors have been doped so effectually 
as to resist all efforts at resuscitation re­
mains to be seen.

The . faint-hearted, or 
call him the wise pilgrim, concludes that 
there can be no more Eldoradoes, and as he 
can obtain no claims on or near Eldorado, 
he considers he played the game and lost.

Therefore 
the amount reported by the officials, as 
paying royalty, is likely to vary consider­
ably with the actual amount mined. Else 
mining inspectors on a salary of $12ix> a 
year would not live at the rate of half as 
many thousands.

Eight millions Is near to the correct fig­
ure as it is possible to estimate. Eldorado 
alone has approached expectations. Some 
of the disappointed laymen on the. lower 
claims of Bonanza have not found It worth 
while to wash the remainder of their 
dumps, after viewing the lesson of the 
first clean-ups, and the majority have not 
made more than good wages. In numerous 
instances, however, failure has been due to 
Inefficiency, for never have mines been 
worked more unskilfully than the placers 
of the Klondike.

The amount of the output of next year 
will largely depend upon the amount of 
work done on Sulphur. Dominion aud Hun­
ker Creeks, from which so much Is ex­
pected. and also upon the fulfilment or 
non-fulfilment of the threat of many claim- 
owners not to work their claims beyond 
the legal requlrmeuts, unless the Royalty 
Act Is repealed If they do carry out the’r 
threat wages, already 25 per cent, less than 
two months ago. will continue to fall.

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The Fire of YouthFaat Running Made by the Lehigh 
Valley Railroad—Report of the 

Black Diamond Exprcww.
When the Lehigh Valley Railroad started 

Its Black Diamond Express between Buf­
falo end New York and ran a train out 
of Toronto to connect with this express, 
fast time and no detentions were promised 
Canadian travelers, and it was claimed, 
moreover, that ,1b Its equipment of modern 
approved appliances for the comfort and 
safety of Its patrons, the train would rank 
first in rank of fast express trains. The 
train that leaves Toronto at 9 a.m. daily 
for Buffalo reaches that point at noon, and 
passengers make connection with the Black 
Diamond Express leaving Buffalo at 12.05 
P.m. daily for New York. Mr. Charles ti. 
Lee, general passenger agent of the Lehigh 
Valley, has forwarded to Mr. Robert 8. 
Lewis, Canadian passegcr agent of the line, 
at Toronto, the record of the Black Dia­
mond Express for the year ending Dec. 31, 
1897. From this record it will be seen that 
the westbound train arrived at Buffalo 
within five minutes of schedule time on 287 
days out of 313, or 92 per cent., and that 
the east bound train made a similar good 
record on 290 days, equal to 93 per cent, 
of all the trips.

The schedule of the Black Diamond west­
ward. No. 0, Is 9 hours 55 minutes, Includ­
ing the ferry between New York and Jer­
sey City, and of No. 10, east bound, 9 hours 
57 minutes. The distance is 447.53 miles, 
making the rate, including the stops, but 
not the ferry (one mile), 46 1-3 miles an 
hour. There are ten stops, consuming about 
30 minutes, and 19 minutes is allowed for 
the ferry. The east bound train is scheduled 
at 63 miles an hour for 44 miles, un 
many occasions when late a speed of 80 
miles an hour has been kept up for a dis­
tance of 20 miles or more, and on April 21, 
1897, this rate was maintained for 44 miles, 
Alpine to Geneva Junction.

These trains cpnslst of five cars each, 
and as the cafe car, 68 feet long, weighs 
108.500 lbs., and the day cars 75,000 lbs. 
each, the whole train, exclusive of the 
engine and tender, must weigh something 
over 410,000 lbs. The locomotives which 
haul these trains weigh 140,900 lbs. each. 
ITiey have cylinders 19 Inches x 26 Inches, 
and driving wheels 78 Inches in diameter, 
lliey have Wootten lire boxes, burning hard 
coal, and the average consumption of coal 
per train mile is 88 lbs.

“Talk about an Anglo-Saxon alliance,” 
said a Canadian banker who Is making a 
visit to New York to-day, “do you know 
that the Canadian people are showing their 
devotion to the American cause by 
tributlng to Its war fund? True, the con­
tribution is compulsory, but It to none the 
less effective for that. How are they forced 
to contribute? By buying 
stamps toi put on the drafts, cheques and 
in their American b usines® and exchange. 
The bank with which I am connected 
spends about $20 a week in this way. Some 
of the American banks have sent on stamps 
to their Canadian representatives. I see, 
but that does not alter the fact that the 
Canadians have to pay the tax eventually. 
Do they object? Did you ever see anyone 
that didn’t object to being compelled to 
spend money on someone clsc’e business? 
Canada’s sympathy Is undoubtedly with the 
States In this war, but at the same time 
you know we cen’t help thinking that the 
United States is quite rich enough to pay 
Its own funeral charges. It is all very 
well asking for our sympathy; sympathy Is 
cheap, but It Is an altogether different 
matter when you ask us to open, our purses 

help you whip a country that we have 
no grudge against It can’t be helped, like 
Bill Nye's host—you need the money, and 
you'll get It, but some time when we get 
big and have a war on our own hook, we 
will retaliate. That thought is the only 
satisfaction we get for our money.”
