Sain Hashes Followed.
Col. Hughes (Con., Victoria) described Mr. 

Bourassa’s notions of consistency as a meta­
physical definition. As a matter of fact, the 
Liberal party had during all it* years or 
opposition denounced tbe policy of the par­
ty iu power as tending to impoverish the 
country. They had made abundance of 
pledges In .this connection, and must expect 
to have the abandonment of those pledges 
held up to review iu the House and iu the 
country. As for Mr. Bourassa’s declaration. 
It constituted strongest endorsement of Hie 
National Policy he had heard during the 
debate. In opposition the Liberals had also 
raised the cry of prohibition to catch 
votes. Kir Wilfrid Laurier undoubtedly en­
couraged the prohibitionist» to believe that 
If they got a majority In favor of prohibi­
tion a prohibitory law they should have. 
‘‘Those who tind themselves In the minority 
will have to concur in the wishes of the 
majority,'' were Sir Wilfrid’s words to the 
Methodist conference.

A Little WlKSTle.
Last year the Government introduced a 

Yukon Railway bill, to which he gave his 
support, although disagreeing with some of 
its details. The Senate had thrown out the 
hill, but it was the duty of the Government 
to have brought In this year an amended 
Mil, and then, if the Senate rejected It, to 
appeal to the country. On such an Issue he 
would again support the Government, but to 
say thar because the Senate had rejected 
the bill In its original form, and thrown out

Bodies of dead Filipinos are stranded In 
the shallows of the river or are resting 
In the Jungle, where they crawled to die 
or were left in the wake of the hurriedly- 
retreating army. These bodies give forth 
a horrible odor, bat there Is no time at 
present to bury them.

The Inhabitants who fled from Marllao 
and Moycauayan left In such a panic that 
on the tables onr soldiers found spread 
money and valuables and In the rooms 
were trunks containing other property of 
vaine. This was the case In most of the 
houses deserted. They were not molested 
by the American soldiers, but the Chinese, 
who slip In between the armies, are loot­
ing when they can. They have taken pos­
session of several houses and over them 
raised Chinese flags, some of which were 
torn down. 1

In Windsor Hotel Reins—Dig Safe 
Opened and Everything With­

New York, March 29.—Another body was

WASHINGTON STARTLED. Cuffs

The News ot the Bombardment Was 
Something the Officials Did 

Not Expect.
Washington, March 29.—The news from 

Samoa that the United States cruiser Phila­
delphia and the British cruisers Porpoise 
and Royalist had bombarded the towns held 
by Mataafa, who has thus far had the offi­
cial support of the German Government, 
came with startling suddenness to officials 
here, and displaced for the time being the 
attention given to the fighting around Ma­
nila. The shelling of Mataafa was looked 
upon ns of secondary Importance, but the 
deepest Interest Is attached to the attitude 
of the German Government. At first appre­
hension was felt that grave International 
complications might ensue, but those most 
Intimately familiar with the latest official 
exchanges between Washington, London 
and Berlin did not take such a gloomy view 
of the outlook. While recognizing that the 
bloodshed at Samoa created 
aud delicate situation, yet It was said to 
he a situation which had been clearly ap­
prehended, and had been discussed In ad­
vance between the representatives of the 
three Governments. The real crisis, from 

International standpoint, occurred Inst 
week, when this apprehended outbreak was 
discussed. Although relations were great­
ly strained, It was possible to secure an un­
derstanding which Is said to make sure that 
the outbreak now reported will not cause a 
rupture In the relations between the United 
States and Germany or between Great Brit­
ain and Germany.

London, March 29—A deputation represent­
ing the International Pence Crusade, Includ­
ing the Bishops of London and Rochester, 
Mr. William T. Stead, and a number of 
members of Parliament, waited upon Mr. 
A J. Balfour, the First Lord of the Treas­
ury, and acting Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
during the absence of his uncle, the Mar­
quis of Salisbury, In order to urge that Her 
Majesty's Government Instruct Its represen­
tatives at the Czar's peace conference to 
effectively support all practical pshposals In 
the direction of disarmament and arbitra­
tion.

In reply, Mr. Balfour promised the most 
hearty sympathy with the wishes of the 
delegation. Personally, he added, he took a 
langulne view of the probability of diminu­
tion of war, and, he continued, there were 
few tlilngl he regretted more than the fact 

.that the scheme for general arbitration be­
tween Great Britain and the United States 
had fallen through, although he was well 
convinced that with two such communities, 
having so much in common, the scheme, 
though deferred, was not defeated, and that 
general arbitration would be eventually 

. idopted between them, even If It was not 
generally adopted throughout the vorld.

Brussels, March 29.—There were some ex­
citing scenes In the Chamber of Deputies 
to-day. In connection with the discussion 
of the recent expulsion from Belgium of a 
former priest, named Charbonnel, a native 
of France, whose lectures on socialism the 
authorities considered objectionable. The 
Socialist members Interpellated the Govern­
ment, and the Right In the Deputies tried 
to closure the debate. This led to violent 
Socialist protests, during which the speak­
ers attacked the King and the Govern­
ment generally, leading to much uproar. 
Eventually the President of the Chamber 
declared the sitting suspended, aud the 00 
clallsts and Leftists, rising In a body, rush­
ed towards the Rightists, flourishing their 
lists.

If we wish to keep abreast of 
the times we must follow tne lead of tne 
most progressive nations and place our­
selves In a position to make use of all onr 
available resources In case of trouble. 
Canada has been living In a sort of fool’s 
paradise. While the nation Is endowed in 
a large degree with the military instinct 
we have been playing soldiers rather than 
cultivating a practical and efeç 
tary system. The time has arrived when 
we must go Into the business in earnest. 
We have a duty to perform in protecting 
our own country and In sharing the mili­
tary burdens of the Empire of which we 
form a part. Canada does not seek to 
shirk her responsibility either In regard to 
herself or the Empire. Unless we are 
prepared to assume a share of the expense 
Incidental to the maintenance of the Bri­
tish army and navy, we cannot with any 
degree of self-respect call upon that army 
and navy to assist us In the hour of 
trcnble. And we need not delude ourselves 
with the Idea that we will never encounter 
serious International difficulties. We may 
have trouble on our hands at any moment. 
There may be mining riots In the Yukon to 
put down, or the Hardy gang may go so 
far as to quarter their provincial constables 
Id Osgoode Hall and defy constituted 
authority. In either case a strong federal 
military organization would prove a desir­
able adjunct to our governmental ma­
chinery.

It is quite evident that Major-General 
Hutton’s chief mission to Canada Is to 
bring our military system into closer touch 
with the British War Office. The policy 
which he laid down the other day is 
an emanation from that quarter. No ob­
jection will be raised to his program on 
this score. On the contrary, Canada ought 
to feel grateful to the Mother Country 
for the Interest she Is manifesting In onr 
advancement from a military point of view. 
The experience of the War Office ought to 
prove of no little benefit to Canada In the 
organization and betterment of Its soldiery. 
Major-General Hntton’s first suggestion for 
Improving the militia Involves an Increase 
of the general staff In all the departments, 
the training of this staff In the various 
military manoeuvres, so tfs to make It 
competent to lead, direct and properly 
provision and care for an army as well as 
to mobilize forces as rapidly as possible. 
His first efforts will be chiefly confined to 
the organization and training of an efflclent 
staff. With such a staff the efficiency of 
the rank and file will be greatly enhanced 
from the start, in addition to such a 
staff the country is badly in need of arms 
and equipment.

In addition to Improving and enlarging 
her militia, Canada will also be expected 
to do something towards the creation of a 
naval reserve. Great Britain expends annu­
ally about £3 per ton for the protection 
of her shipping. Canada has about 800,uuu 
tons — registered shipping — and spends 
practically nothing. Canada can well afford 
to do something for training men for the 
naval reserve as well as Improving her land 
forces.

MORE RAILWAY DISCRIMINATION.
A great deal of dissatisfaction exists 

among the exporters at the cattle market 
In reference to the winter export frelgbt 
rates charged by the C.F.K. and ti.T.K. to 
Tort land, Boston and tit. John. It Is 
claimed that the Canadian tariff Is very 
much higher than these roads charge for 
American cattle to the same ports, thus 
handicapping the Canadian trade and play­
ing into the hands of the American ship­
pers. The tariff on export cattle by both 
reads from Chicago to any of the porta 
mentioned Is 25c per 100 lbs., with a re­
bate when the cattle are carried In certain 
cars. The distance from Chicago Is ap­
proximately 1150 miles. The rate from 
Toronto Is 28c per 100, while the distance 
Is from 500 to 650 miles shorter. When 
shipments are made from country stations 
the discrimination against the Canadian 
shipper and farmer becomes outrageous. 
Take Wingbam, for instance, a station 
served by both roads, it Is only MO 
miles from Toronto, yet the export rate 
is, according to the published tariff of 
both roads, 33 cents per cwt, a difference 
of 8e-ln favor of Chicago, or practically a 
dollar per bead on the cattle, while Wing- 
ham is 400 miles nearer the point of des­
tination than Is Chicago. This practically 
applies to all the stations on both roads 
off the main line. *The situation is still 
worse on stations on branch lines cast of 
Toronto. The 38-cent rate Is charged here, 
although the difference In distance must 
be 600 or 700 miles in favor of these 
points as against Chicago. Canadian cattle 
exporters are highly Indignant over this 
unfair discrimination .on the part of the 
railways. They have a Just grievance ana 
one that ought to be remedied forthwith.

THE SUNDAY CAR MUDDLE.
We had fondly hoped that the Sunday 

car question was about to be settled for 
good, that the Legislature, recognizing the 
various Inconsistencies In the law, would 
lay down one general principle and make 
It applicable all over the province. Such, 
however, is not to be the case. The Sun­
day car law is to remain the crazy quilt 
of the statutes. The law Is different for 
every section of the province, 
more clearly proves the rotten statesman­
ship of the Hardy Government than Its 
vacillating and Inconsistent policy on this 
simple question. They can run cars on 
Sunday between St. Catharines and Merrlt- 
ton, but It Is against the law to run them 
from Caledonia to Hamilton. What Is law­
ful In Windsor Is a crime In the suburbs 
of Toronto. Sunday cars run west from 
Hamilton to Dundas, bat the Legislature 
forbids them running north to Caledonia 
from the same city. It Is a crime to run 
a trolley car north, but It becomes an In­
strument of the church when It runs east 
and west. Such Is the chaotic condition 
In which the Government proposes to leave 
the Sunday car question, 
council would have handled the question 
with greater Intelligence.

We would also call your 
attention to the fact that we have sunk 
the shaft now about 150 feet since last 
year, and that we now have ore In the bot­
tom of the shaft, which we have carried 
down for a very considerable distance, 
and this ore keeps up a good paying value.
The work we wish to do Is: (1) To drift 
north and south In our present workings, 
for several hundred feet In each direction.
Hitherto we have drifted only to the 
south, but as we have ore on both sides 
of the shgft.we are advised that we should 
drift in both
much further as we continue In ore. (3)
To ran a tunnel on the vein In the Dia­
mond Cross. This tunnel can be run right 
on the vein. (4) To sink further on the 
Okanagan vein.

In order to do this work economically, 
we require another machine drill, and we 
also require a second pump, as the limit 
of the power of our present pump has 
now been about reached.

The Crow’s Nest 
coal fields will supply coke and coal, and 
the fluxing ores will also be readily ob­
tainable.

Revernl estimates of the condition of win­
ter wheat In the United Htate* are being 
published lu Western grain papers. The 
Chicago Dully Bulletin »u.vs that conserva­
tive authorities are predicting that the Gov­
ernment report, to be published April 10, 
will show a condition around 80 per cent. 
This condition, on the reported acreage, 
would Indicate a yield of 300,000,000 bushel* 
Till* I* exactly the quantity estimated by 
Government for winter wheat crop of 18118.

The winter has been one of the most severe 
on record over the whole wheat belt, accord­
ing to a special report of The American Ag­
riculturist, to appear In Its Issue of April 1. 
The ground everywhere has been frozen to 
a depth beyond all precedent, and to accen- 
tunto thl* condition, snow protection has 
been very limited. Except In tbc extreme 
southern part of the belt the last week of 
March brings no appearance of spring 
growth, and It Is apparent that damage has 
lieeu In keeping with the severe character of 
tho season. The report for the whole crop 
shows a preliminary estimated condition of 
82.1, against 8U.U last year, and the lowest 
figure reported at this date lu five year*. In 
the southern part of the winter wheat belt 
the figures by States probably closely ap­
proximate the actual situation. But In the 
northern and more Important districts the 
advent of April weather may change the re­
turns.

In the early part of the season The World 

estimated that three of the Important wheat 
Importing cohntrles of Europe (Germany, 
Belgium and Holland) would probably re­
quire about the same quantity of foreign 
wheat during the crop year 1808-99 as they 
did during 1897-08. The Corn Trade News, 
March 14, shows that the shipments to three 
countries during the 32 weeks up to March 
11 have been 70,170,000 bushels, as compared 
with 08,280,000 bushels In the same weeks of 
last year.

In the first five months, Aug. 1 to Dec. 31, 
the Importlug countries on the Continent 
purchased foreign wheat much more freely 
thau the United Kingdom, the shipments to 
the former exceeding those to the latter by 
about 5,000,000 bushels. This was owing to 
the rather small deliveries of native wheat. 
During the period. Jan. 1 to March 11, the 
relative position lias changed, the shipment* 
to United Kingdom, Aug. 1 to March II, 
exceeding those to the whole of the Conti­
nent by over, 3,000,000 bushels, the totals 
now being 121,000,000 bushels to United 
Kingdom, 118,000,000 to the Continent. The 
requirements for all Europe for the last 20 
weeks of the season are estimated at 125,- 
000,000 bushels, or 0,250,000 bushels per 
week. It Is generally accented that tbc 
supply will largely sseced this, so that the 
future of prices wl ^mainly depend on the 
views of European dealers as to the values 
at which they will be willing to purchase 
wheat for Increasing the stocks to be car­
ried over Into next season, and these views 
will be determined by the promise for next 
year's world's crop.

The Corn Trade News makes the ship­
ments lo the United Kingdom nnd the Con­
tinent for the 32 weeks of the season, 20.» 
OOOjOOO bushels more than the requirements; 
but of this Increase 15,000,000 bushels belong 
to Increase lu wheat not yet arrived.

The Corn Trade News reports favorably 
as to condition of winter wheat In the Unit­
ed Kingdom. France, Germany, Belgium, 
Holland. Austria, Hungary, Italy and Spain, 
with fine conditions for spring seeding. Rus­
sian prospects have improved,St. Petersburg 
reports from the Southwest being quite sat­
isfactory.
