The first load arrived here

land in the county with a good riverf,

GED, MEREDITH
“NOVELIST, DEAD

Great English Writer Passed
Away Early This Morning
From Heart
Failure.

LONDON, May 17.—George Meredith,
the English novelist, died at 3.35 . this
morming.

The immediate cause of death was
heart failure, following grave symp-
toms that developed early in the even=-
ing. Mr. Meredith’'s illness began On
May 15, and he steadily declined since
that time. So serious was his condi-
tion last night that the attending phy-
sician remained constantly at his bed-
side. o 5

Mr. Meredith was out for his dally
drive at his Boxhill retreat on Saturday
in a little donkey chaise. He seemed
then to be in his usual health, A keen
east wind was blowing, and it appears
to have given him a chill. He return-
ed home in a state of collopse, with
serious attacks of pain in the itnestinal
regions, :

On Sunday the King's physician, Sir
Thomas Barlow, was called into con-
sultation, and it* was hoped that, de-
spite his great age, the patient would
railly, but internal inflammation de-
veloped - rapidly. Mr, Meredith had
been showing signs of weakness dur-
ing the past week, having had periods
of drowsiness, followed by marked
signs of debility.

Following so closely on the death of
Swinburne, the passing of George
Meredith removes the very last of the
great band of Victorians-that gave the
literature of England in the 19th cen-
tury a place ‘with that of such great
eras as the Elizabethan or the Augus-
tan. With many pecullarities of style,
regarded by many critics as degenerat-
ing into vicious faults, and an ob-
scurity that frequently rivalled Brown-
ing ‘at his worst, Meredith remains as
one of the great prose writers of the
period. No reader can ever forget such
books as “The Ordeal of Richard Fev-
erel” or “Diana of the Crossways,” and
tese are but two of a long list. As &
poet Meredith also-held a distln.gulsh'-'
ed place, and his ‘‘Modern Love
touches very lofty heights,

George Meredith was born in Hamp-
shire, Feb. 12, 1828. On the occasion
of his 80th girthday he was showered
with congratulations from all .parts of
the world and was waited on by &
deputation headed by - Anthony Hope
and presented with an address sign-
ed by Algernon Charles Swinburne,
Thomas Hardy, John Morley and more
than a hundred leaders in art, letters
and echolarship.

George Meredith was -educated part-
ly in Germany, and was brought up
to the law, which he quitted for litera-
ture. His first published work was a
volume of poems, wlich appeared in
1851, and was followed in 1855 by “The
Shaving of Shaypot.” Among his other
bdoks were “Farince,” 1857; ‘“The Or-
deal of Richard Feverel,” 1859; 'Evan
Harrington,” 1861; “Modern Love and
Poems of the English Roadside,” 1862;
“Sandra Belloni,” 1884;, “Rhode Flem-
ing,” 1865; »Viltoria,” 1866; ‘‘The Ad-
venturies of Harry Richmond)” 1871;
“Beauchamp's Career,” 1875; “The
Egolst,” 1878; “The Tragic Comedians,”
1580: ‘“Poems and Lyrics of the Joy
of Earth,” 1883; “Diana of the Cross-
ings,” 1885; ‘‘Ballads and Poems of
Traglic Life’ 1B87; ‘A Reading of
Earth,” 1888; “Ome of Our Conquerors,”
1801; “Empty Purse,” 1892; “Jump 1o
Glory Jane,” 1892; “Liord Ormont and
His Amintu,” 1894; “The Amazing
Marriage,” 1895; ‘‘The Tale of Chloi,”
“Phe House on the Beach,” ‘The Case
of General Ople and Lady Camper,”
1805; ‘“‘Comedy. and the Us2s of the
Comic Spirit,” 1897; “Selected Poems,”
1900.

In 1892 he was elected president of
the incorporated society of authors :in
succession to Lord Tennyson.

Mr. Meredith devoted a great deal
of time to reading, particularly French
Hterature. His outdoor recreation was
walking, of which he was extremely
fond, and driving.

H‘ydro-EIectric Commissien Will
Not Interfere in the Vote—
Mr. ‘Beck’s Warning.

HAMILTON, May 17.—(Special.)—
Speaking at Dundas this evening, Hon.
Adam ' Beck said that if the hydro-
cléetric commission stopped its work
now, the benefits it had conferred
upon the province would - be inestim-

able.

That was instanced by the contract
the Cataract Power <Company was
now offering at Hamilton. He be-
Heved, however, that the commission
could do even better for the people of

Hamilton than the contract offered by
the company. If the Cataract had
shown any concern for the publie,
there would mever have been any agl-
tation in Hamilton for cheaper power.
The only concern the company had
shown was for its shareholders. If the
company was to continue to pay 7 per
cent. dividends on its watered  stock,
he was afrald that the present rates
would have to be obtainedj while the
commission was ready to pply pow-
er at cost, without one cent of profit
The price the commission had obtain-
ed for power at Niagara Falls—$3—was
the lowest price ever obtained for elec-
tric power in America.

The vote on-the Cataract contract
to be taken on June 7 in Hamilton
would be a snap' vote, hecause the
company and its agents would be-very
active, while the commission. would
take no part.

Mayor McLaren had stated that t\w
city could take power from the com-
pany for the first term of five years
and then join the government’s pro-
ject if it wished. Mr. Beck said what
the mayor shculd have told the peopie
of Hamilton was that after five years
the other municipalities, which had
borne the expenge from the start,
wculd mwot let Hamilton In on terms
87 favorable as those offered now.

MAY HAVE BEEN IN ROCKIES

) - !
Minnesota Expert’s Views on Western
Quake.

MINNEAPOLIS, "Minn,, May 17.—
(Special.)—That the people of the
Canadian . prairies west of Winnipeg who
were shaken out of beds by a general
fright from earthquake Saturday night,
were disturbed by quake' resulting
from an upheaval in the Rocky Moun~
tains, is the opinion of Frederick W.
Sardson, Ph.D., of the University of
Minnesota. Said Prof. Sardson:

“The district affected is within thé
Rocky Mountain region. The shaking
of the earth was undoubtedly caused
by an upheaval in these mountains,
which it has been discovered are con-
stantly rising. An upheaval of some
sort probably started that long shake
across the prairie. A range of moun-
tains in Montana is, I believe, not far
from the scene of the disturbance. The
Black Hills are also a detached sec-
tion of the Rocklies, and any change in
them might cause a shake in the coun-
try around there. Any part of the
country west of the Missouri. River is
subject to earthquake disturbance.

“I do not agree with Prof. Allen of
Manitoba University, that the earth-
quake is oné in South America. ' The
interior of the earth is plastic—solid,
and the earthquake waves could not
travel thru it any more than they could
thru dough. If the waye came from
South America it would have traveled.
along the crusts and in that case we
would have felt it, too.”

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PROTECT PROVINCIAL RIGHTS.
Senator G. W. Ross in no way im-

* paired his record as premier of Ontario

 when he led the support extended by
the senate to the Conmee Bill. He sig-
nally filed to protect provincial rights
in that capacity and he has noyw made
it manifest that his sympathies do not
lie that way. However, in the stronger
hands of Sir James Whitney the con-
filct between federal and provincial
rights stands a better chance of being
threshed out in the courts, and it will
not end there should the ultimate de-
cision tend to hamper the free hand
'zlven the provlnces_ln the conduct of
their local affairs.

The people of Ontario have been told
over and over again that the conserva-
tion of provincial rights is the peculiar
appanage of the Canadian Liberal party.
Recent events not only discount but

_ nullify the proposition. No doubt the
older and rougher methods of over-
riding- the provincial jurisdiction have
been abandoned, but the process is be-
ing continued in a more insidious man-
ner now that Ontario and the western
provinces are showing themselves Te-
ceptive to progressive influences. Sir
James Whithey will be heartily ap-
proved in the stand the Ontario Gov-
ernment is taking against the attempt
sanctioned by the Liberal government
and parliament to extend tederal juris-
diction over provincial property,

EXPERIMENTS IN HARBOR DEEP-
ENING.

‘ In a recent réport the United States.
consul at Newcastle, Ne_w South Wales,
called attentiontd &n.alteration In the
method of dredging at the entrance to
that port, which has resulted in the
depth of water being gradually In-
creased. This has been brought about
by the adoption of & suggestion malie
to the public works committee When
taking evidence in connection with pro-
posed improvements, One of the en-
. gineers referred to'an experiment tried
at Durban, South Africa, which had
proved an unqualified success. It con-
sisted in dredging out a sandpit in an
its effect being

the drifting sand and thus kept the
passage clear. ' The suggestion was
adopted at Newcastle and resulted in
the deepening of the channel, which
it is expeeted ,will reach 27 feet. In
the case of a harbor affected by drifting
sand the experiment at Newcastle has
considerable value.

OUR KINSMEN.

If the imperial press conference does
nothing more than show our Australian
and New Zealand' brethern of. the qulil
what Canada is and what. is the value
of the all-red route, it wil] have justi-
fled its inception. These British states
of the southern hemisphere are work-
ing out their political and other prob-
Jems under circumstances and condi-
tions widely different from those of the
elder Dominion, yet eac can learn
with advantage and profit by the ex-
change of experience.

There is much that is inspiring in
the fact that these kinsmen, distant
as the world counts distance, are yet
upbuilders with us of our common em-
pire. With their and our most cher-
ished institutions drawn from the same
root, enjoyers of the same heritage of
blood, language. and literature, they
are not strangers to us, nor guests
only, but relatives and friends. Canada
can to-day realize how important is
the part she can play not only to the
empire, but to the whole English-
speaking peoples. Her privilege it is
to be the link that connects, the inter-
preter, the welder into a closer and
more, intimate union. Let her not fail
of that high achigvement, !

ONTARIO, CANADA, THE EMPIRE
AND NICKEL.

The véorld has not any doubt of ‘he
tact that the Province of Ontario con-
tains three-fourths of the nickel sup-
ply of the world and probably a much
larger percentage. France Is sup-
posed  to contribute a Ilot thru L(he
mines in New Caledonia, but this is a
most uncertain gquantity, and the fact
that our nickel mines are being SO
extensively worked goes to show that
the main supply is here in Ontario.

Nickel, as we all know, is the re-
gisting base of steel plates for armor-
ed ships, especially those of the new

eadnought pattern,

he nickel supply from Ontario is

present controlled by a company
fr: the United States, who mine and
roast the ore at Sudbury and export
it for refining purposes to Jersey City.
Various reasons have been ‘put for-
ward In support of the. contention
that this refining. should be done In
Canada, but whenever this has been
proposed the company has been able
to raise objections #ufficlent to head
it off. Recent events, however, seemn
to explain the conduct of the com-
pany in this respect, inasmuch as the
American company has never let this
province or the Dominion, or any-
body else for that mattér, know what
the exact output of the nickel product
is. Great Britaln has not bheen able
to get any ldea as to where it was
going.  But  everybody thinks that
Germany s the great purchaser of the

~mickel’ from Ontario mines, and that

ghe has accumulated a great Store of
it for use in armor plates,

It can thus be seen why the Ameri-
can company is anxious not to ex-
pose the extent of its production of
nickel as it would have to do if the
refining were done here; it wishes ‘to
be free to- supply every nation in the

world with nickel at a -high price. One
car. easily imagine however, that Great
Britain or Canada or even Ontario
might decide for purposes of defence
to limit the use of nickel steel to her
own ships and to prevent the export
of nickel out of Canada. Even our
neighbors, the United States, have 1o
get the nickel for their ship armor
from us,

Imperial policy may require an im-
mediate investigation into this matter,
and Canada ought to know, and Great
Britain ought to know, seeing that the
British flag controls the nickel supply,
how that nickel supply can be best
conserved and made to strengthen -the
defence of the empire. It should not
he employed to bulld ships to destroy
ours, ;

~ FORGING AHEAD.

Significant of the businesslike view
taken of their duties by J. L. Engle-
hart' and his colleagues on the T. and
N. Q. Rallway Commission, is the inti-
mation that they have fallen in with
the demand for cheap fares and com-
mutdition rates in the vicinity of Cobalt,
The satisfaction of a “long left want”
has been the foundation of many for-
tunes, and the Instigation of number-
less huge and successful enterprises.
The supply of what the people want
must always be the principle upon
which the successful operation of pub-
lic utilities 1s possible. Mr, Englehart
evidently perceives this and he will
doubtless be rewarded by the ususl
happy results. Incidentally,’ he has
forestalled . any possible competition
from a suggested electric road .in the
Cobalt 'district.

It would not be surprising to hear
tha tthe T. and N. O. Railway Com-~
mission had planned electric roads of
its own in several directipns tributary

less to build and operate than a sieam
road. The water powers of the north
country should be conserved by the
government, with such ' projects in
view. Several .subsidiary electric
branches might easily be run with ad-
vantage to thé main line, which, like
every rallway, must depend on I['s
feeders. The T. and N. O. Rallway
cannot afford to have any rivals ab-
sorbing the traffic of its territory,

This action of the T. and N. O. Rail-
way Commission in the matter of com-
mutation rates contrasts well with the
attitude of - the private companies
around Toronto. In spite of a persis-
tent demand for years the companies
appear to be quite blind to the oblivious
advantages of “bullding up a great
railway passenger centre at Toronto by
creating favorable conditions of resi-
dence and travel. A score of places
around Toronto clamor for such rates
as Montreal has had for years. The
contention of Brampton in this respect
is. In everyone's mind, and the discri-
mination here as compared with Oak-
ville, and the more general discrimi-
nation practised against Toronto as
a whole, is a poor argument for the
wisdom of the corporations or their
supporters, who seem to think that
business methods are incompatible
with public ownership. Clever and ex-
perienced men are capable of over-
coming the disadvantages of private
ownership of public utilitiea by adopt-
ing an enlightened policy. Weak and
{ncapable men could ruin the most per~
fect system of a publicly owned utility.
So far the T.-and N. O. Commission
has been an almost, ideal body, It is
to be hoped that the Toronto city elec-
tric plant will be operated with the
same independent and far-seeing busi-
nesslike methods.

Justice MacMahon Reserved Judgment
in Reid v. Diebel Suit.

Owing to the untimely death of
Jacob Dieel, who - fell from a win-
dow of the King Edward Hotel one
night last Januery, the suit brought
by AlMfred W. Reld was delayed until
yesterday. Justice MacMahon reserv-
ed judgment.

Mr. Reld formerly lived at Arnprior,
but now résides on Walmer-road, and
sued in the non-jury assize court yes-
terday to rescind an agreement to lease
two drygoods stores of Diebel’s at 13
and 20 Oulette-avenue, Windsor, and
for the return of $1500 pail over t0
bind the agréement.

In his examination by counsel Robt.
McKay, Mr. Reld explained that the
reason he did not wish to carry out
his agreement was because he got in-
fcrmation that convinced him that it
was a business which he couldn't
take his boys into.

“I heard about a dark room at the
end of the stcre, and asked Mr, Diebel
what that was, and he said it was ‘the
smuggler's den. Theat's where the peo-
ple go in and t;g stuff about thelr
lcgs and bodieg they could get It
into Detroit past the customs offl-
cers, Diebel said.

“ ‘Whoever buys must keep the room
and go into the combine,’ he sald.
He told me he was in the scheme with
the orders: I was advised to keep In
touch with the theatre girls and have
them advertise the business,

Big Net Ore Reserves Exist at

The Boston New Bureau of Saturday,
‘May 16, says: It'ls remarked as rather
strange that the silver stocks have not
reflected as yet the recent five-cent per

The five-cent
per ounce advance in the price of
silver within the last few weeks has
added profits at the rate of $1,000,000
Tet per annum to the Cobalt producers
even on last year's basis of production,

To-day  there are about 80 shipping

mines in Cobalt, comprising an area
of 12 square miles, and the whole min-
ing situation there is now upon a per-
manent pasis. Ninety-five per cent,
mines in Cobalt are operating
inn the conglomerate formation, and in
most instances when . the Keewatin
formation, underlying the conglome-
rate, has been reached, the change
brought about a loss of the silver re-
covery. There: have heen just enough
cases, however, where values have
held in the Keewatin to offset the
theory that values do not carry to
depth. Several of the Cobalt mines
are also operating in the diabase and
have values in this formation, the
deepest. in the camp. .
