What I have in mind
is to fix the most important prideiples
and conditions upon which peaceful
and neighborly intercourse, especially
in the culturdal and 'economic sense,
can be speedily resumed; and also to
decide upon the best means of healing
the wounds caused by the war.

»~Spirit of Negotiations.

“Our negot ations will be gnded by
the spirit of peaceahle humanity and
mutnal estcem -They must talkke in-
to account, ¢n the one hand, what
bas decome historical, in order that
we may not lose our footing on the
firm ground of facts, but ‘on the other
bard, thcy must he inspir: by the
ereat and new leading motive which
has brought us here together.

Third-<That mational groups not in-
dependednt before thée war shall de-
cide by a referendum whether they

Fourth—Where mixed nationalities
occupy any fterritory the rights
the minority shall ke defended by a
separate law assuring educational
freedom and.. administrative - auto-
nomy, if possible,

Pifth—No belligerent eountry . shail
be- required to pay contributions and
private peérsons shall bYe compensated
for losses incurred thru the war from
a special fund contributed by all the
belligerents on a proportional basis.
The same principles shall be applic-
able to colonies as to: e parent
countries,

The final clause of thé terms .pro-
hibits the bowcotting of 'one country
by another and provides for separate
customs agreements and -for naval
‘blockades not pursuing direct military
objects.

The delegates of the central powers
declared their readiness to begin the
examination of the Russian program .

The government 18 pictured
as a heartless Pharaoh who is ordering the raﬂm_
companies to make bricks without straw, by compel-}|
ling them to furnish a vital national service to the
people, not only without adequate compensation, but
without the necessary faeilities. = - ; ;

Strangely ‘eno'igh none of these apologists, not
-even the public-spirited New York World, has a word
to say about the wholesale looting of the roads by
‘Wall street. It was the late J. P. Morgan and his fel-
lows who wrecked the New Haven. It 'was
the late- Mr. -Harriman and others who destroy-
ed the Rock Island. It was the late Stephenson Burke
and his associates who started the Hocking Valley on
the road to ruin. In short, there is scarcely a road in
the United States which could not have maintained it-
self at a high state of efficiency, accumulated a big
réserve, and have paid all of its stockholders hana-
some dividends had it been honestly administered,

The roads.are not in their present desperate con-
dition because unreasonable rates were fixed by law,
but because they have been as a rule inefficiently ad-
ministered and shamelessly ‘plundered by the men in
control. Even today’ the roads are running behind
largely because of extravagant duplication of service
and because of little inside companies that cream” the
profits for themselves.

But if there be innogent investors in railway se-
curities, should they be recouped at the expense of
the innocent public? Why should the public pay ex-
tortionate rates, why should the government advance
millions of dollars to protect these investors who were
plundered, not by the governinent nor by the shippers,
but by their own directors, bankers, and trustees?

It may seem a drastic measure, but the only busi-
ness-like ‘thing for congress to do is to take over the
roads at their fair and reasonable value and operate
them for the benefit of the public. A lot of water may
be squeezed out of the stock and some more or less
fraudulent bond issues may be retired at less than
par, but justice will be done and the public at large
will be no further fleeced. ¢ The insurance companies,
trust companies and savings banks may have to write
off some of their assets, but it will teach them to keep
out of Wall street with the funds intrusted to their
care. The inngcent investor should not be saved from

the congequences of his own folly or wrong-doing at
the expense of the innocent public.

The Bolsheviki Break-Up. ;
Leon Trotzky, the Bolsheviki foreign minister,
gave his whole case away on Saturday when he assert-
‘ed that czarism was not overthrown in order to kneel
to. kaiserism. The Bolshevikis did kneel, have knelt

‘an-armistice, and suspended hostilities, permitting
Germany to move masses of troops from the Russian
front against Italy and France. :

“If, thru our exhaustion,” he continued, ‘“we had
to accept the kaiser’s terms, we would do so to rise
with the German people against German militarism.”
These are afterthoughts ‘which would have been totally
ucnneoessar}', had Troizky and Lenine kept faith. with
the other ‘s,ecﬂons of the Russian people and with
their allies. . Exhaustion, for Russia, came about in
‘the first place thru the Sturmers and the Sukhomli-
nbm,‘ who, corrupted by Germany, sent the Russian
armies unarmed to impossible tasks which they “at-
ﬁempted with ineredible bravery. Then, having got
rid of the traitors, Lenine and Trotzky, 'with re-
doubled treachery, betrayed once more the Russiap

armies by the folly of their propaganda, and have:

allowed the Germans to gain a footing which has
opened the only possible gate to the -exhaustion he
appears to dread.

Had the Bolshevikis stood“firm with the rest of
Russia until kaiserism in /its military phase had{been
defeated, the German p®ople could have been trusted
to deal with the civil aspects of Xaiserism and
brought about either a constitutional monarchy or a
republican form of government. -

We cannot place reliance on the Trotzky protes-
tations about Germany. Had Rusgia been his first
consideration he  neVer would have created a state
of civil war in his own country. He would first' have
disposed of the German peril and then he would have
attended to internal affairs. The suspicion arises that
his present talk about Germany is merely intended to
mollify Certain sections of Russian opinion while Ger-
many becomes more firmly established. If Trotzky’s
first concern were for Russia he would not hesitate u
mofuent about consolidating the army and hurling an
offensive against' Germany which would end the war,
with the assistance of the other allies, in three
months. 3 ;

Meanwhile, the bulk of the Russian people are
out of sympathy with the present Bolsheviki program
and policy. They are doing what they can to estab-
lish the Russian state and hold Germany at arm’s
length, With domestic divisions, they cannot be ex-
pected to effect much for some time to come, but as
the Russian people learn what it is that is expected
of them by Germany, what they owe to their allies,
and the whole world of democracy hopes to do, there
can be no doubt of their return to a saner frame of
mind and eventual co-operation with the anti-Teutonic
powers.

Crop-Eared Dogs.

Another case of cropping the ears of g dog has
been dealt with in the police court and a fine im-
posed. Just why these barbarous customs are allow-
ed to survive it is difficult to determine. When
dog fights were permitted the ears were cut off as
being in the way, and giving the opponent too good
a hold. But ladies who buy dogs do not intend to pit
them in ring contests with other ladies’ dogs, and
the ears of a dog are just as admirable in one species
as another.

It was the same motive that led to the cutting
of cocks’ combs, so that in fighting the adversary
might have no a¥%vantage. Horses’ tails were doéked
because men were too lazy to keep them clean, and
so vicious customs are pPerpetuated to cater
vicious motives,

The poultry breeders can breed combless roost-
ers, fmd there is no reason why the dog-fanciers
should net breed earless dogs, if there are misguided
people who admire such varieties. The natural crop-
eared dog would, no doubt, command a higher price
than the artificially eropped, so that the commeércial
indl_mement should serve as well as the moral one to
keep ingenious dog-fanciers out of the police courts.
There appears to be no good reason why any poor
dog should suffer because his Creator had designed
a certain form of protection for hig aural apparatus.

tary service to men who claimed it ons
grounds of conscience, on condition that
they took up non-combatant work of na-
tlonal importance. Some of .the genuine
conscience-men were willing to ao this, -
but many young shirkers whose real
desirc wag to hold on to their 'soft and
well paid jobe, invented the excuse that
taking up work of national importance
only meant releasing other men for the
fightirg line, and that mo ome with a
real ‘ccnscicnce which was opposed to
killing could consent to, do. killing by
proxy. Therc wére all shades of con-
sclence ta be dealt with. Some of the
men whe objected’ to fighting were quite
willing to take service in the Royal
Army -Medical Corps, or the Red Cross,
whilc others were willing to serve in the
labor battalions and other non-combatant
branches of the army. There was no
difficulty in dealing with them and they
ceased at once to be classed as objectors.
As a matler. of ‘fact hundreds. of men
who went over’to.France as conscience
men in the non-combetant .corps applied
to be transferred to: fighting ‘reg‘lmeuu“
after (héy had seen a little of the meth-
odg of the Germans in the fleM and in
tho occupied districts of France and Bel-
glum. SuUll many theorists remained who
argued that éven to patch up a wounded
man so that he could fight again was a
vivlation of their principles and’ refused
soryice of any kind, ‘

Firally’ the' eysteth was adopteéd of or-
dering all these men into non-combatant
battalions, and then began a struggle be-
tween them and the authorities. Their
first move was'to refuse to don the uni-
form or to obey any orders. This was
follewed, of course, by courts-martial and
the inflicting. of tergs of imprisonmient.
When such a term was served, in some
cases, the men dedded\ that they had
done their duty by their consciences and
begun fo ohey omders, buf others etmply
commenced the all over again,
Several have beerl i and out of prison
all the time for a yewr or more.

Latterly an ‘effort has/been made to
get some sort of 'usefdl ‘work out of these
men, .and gome ¢ight-0f_ nine hiundred
of them are now housed {n the old con-
vict prison on Dartmoor, and are em-
ployed on breaking up 'and reclaiming
pari of the moor for agricultural pur-
poses. The ‘tréatment of these men has |
cauced something of a local scandal. For
many months they réceived rations in
excess of those allowed to the fighting
soldlers, and’ far better than the civilian
rations under the " voluntary rationing
scheme. They are paid 16 cents a day
and are allowed to buy what they like
in the village shops, and as they are
kept well ‘supplied with money by their
cympathizers this’ means that a brisk
trade in Juxuries has developed in the
loculities of these thrones of conscience.

Last Easter they were allowed a num-
ber of holidays, and were supplied with
free rallway transportation to their
homes, altho all leave for men at the
front had been cut off. At week ends
they are allowed to go for joy rides to
neighboring resorts, and altho there is
such a. shortage of petrol that supplies
for private motorists have been cut off
there never seemed to be any difficulty
in finding gasoline with which to run
their charabancs (Breat carryalls). This
leniency to sharkers has eaused much
local criticism and some questidns have
been asked in parliament about it, The
only result so far has been a promise

that the alleged excessive cons tion
of food shall be investigated. T

Still another problem has been en.
countered in finding work for some thou-
sands who have declared their willing-
ness to do civilian work which is not of
war importance. So strong is the feel-
Ing against them that employers will not
bave them, and ordinary civilian work-
men refuse to work with them. Some
hundreds are employed by the National
Insurance Commission in London. They
are lodged in an abandoned workhouse
and are employed in a special department
where they will not come into contact
with other workers. They also receive
rations and are paid 16 cents a day. All
these men, -it must be remembered, are
echnically convieted criminals having
refused military duty and having been
tried by court martial. Probadbly no con-
victs in the world enjoy as much- liberty
as they do.

The truth is that England, by her
tenderness with these “conscience-men,”
Fas bred a race of shirkers, Other
courntries have had a ‘few men who felt
80 strongly about military service that
they. Jeft their country to avoid it, and
even a few who were shot rather than
violate their consciences, but the rest
have accepted their duty without a mur.
mur. In England the shirker discovered
that by growing a conscience he not
only could .avoid all the hardships of
war, but could become a in the
eyes of a lot of hysterical girls and old
women of both sexes, and atccording to
his strange nature developed a con-
science just adaptable enough to allow
him to pick the easiest and most com-
fortable' way of avoiding services,

I am told that a good many young
Quakers objected so strongly to being
classed with the mass of conscience men
that they applied for tfransfers to fight-
ing units, and I have heard of cases of
militant Quakers whose objections to
strife did not prevent them from giving
fome of the flagrant shirkers good
thrashings for being hypocrites,

It 18 _not at all uniikely that before
the war is over England will adopt some
mwethod of Permanently ' punishing the
men who have refused to do their duty
in their country’s extremity, A reform
of the franchise is coming and one of
the suggestions is that the men who have
refused to fight ‘shajl not be allowed to
vote. Permanent disfranchisement would
be a fitting punishment because as a
class the consclence men are keen poli-

WESTERN ELEVATOR
DESTROYED, BY FIRE

Loss of Structure at St. Boniface En-
tails Loss &f'? Quarter of a
illion,

Special to The Toronto World.

Winnipeg, Dec. 23.—Entailing a loss
estimated at $250,000, the large termi-
nal elevator of the Northern Elevator
Company in St. Boniface, coﬁtalning
80,000 bushels of grain, was complete-
ly destroyed by fire which broke out
at 5.30 p.m. Saturday. Half an hour
after the fire was noticed the.  entire
building was a mass of flames. By
7.16 the wall collapsed and released
an avalanche of grain, which imme-
diately broke into flames. All that
now remains is a huge pile of smoul-
dering grain and twisted mrachinery.

The fire originated upder the dryer.
Several workshops and storehouses in
connection with the elevator were de-
stroyed. Three care which were wait-
ing to be unloaded were removed from
the danger zone. ;

According to a despatch to The
Times from Odessa, liquor looting or
killings similar to those in Petrograd
have occurred there with incendiarism
and destruction of property. Finally
representatives of the soldiers’ and
workmen’s delegates and the rada co-
operated in appointing a committae to
restore order. .

A Reuter despatch from Petrograd
reports that notwithstanding the state
of siege, sacking of wine stores con-
tinues in the capital, accompanied by
the riotous scenes now familiar, Many
shops and dwelling have been, pillag-
ed as well as the Danish Red Cross,
Mobs “have been attacked with ' ma-
chine guns and at.pne time there wWas
a regular engagement in the streets.

Trouble is recurring in Finland and
serious rioting at Abo has resumed.

The long strained relations between
the railway union and the commis-
saries have been broken and the rail-
way men have moved their headquart-
ers to Moscow, Where they threaten to
call a general railroad strike.

The Bolsheviki 'military revolution-
ary committee in Petrograd has ceas-
ed to exist. ‘Explanations for - its
abolition vary.. One is that it was
because of failure to ‘maintain order
in Petrograd and another that its ac-
tion was vpluntary for the purpose of
placing greater power in the hands of
a committee of eight. g

BUENDS ARES CROWDS
" HOSTLE 0 GRVAN

Troops Prevent Serious Rioting
in Argentine Capital—Row in
Congress Probable.

Buenos Aires, Saturday, Dec. 22.—
Only the utmost vigilance of patrols
and mounted troops prevented an out-
break of anti-German rioting this
afternoon and tonight. The downtown
streets were crowded with Christmas
shoppers, and several attempts were
made to organize demonstrations.
Students and others marched to La
Union building chanting “Ten thousand
pesos,” which was the amount of the
monthly subsidy said to have been ob-~
tained from Berlin by Count von Lux-
burg, the deposed German minister.

The crowds dispersed when charged
by troops, but patrols trotted thru the
downtown section all night, preventing
marching crowds from joining each
other. The publication of the addi-
tional Luxburg despatches has caused
a new outbreak of bitternegs against
Germany, and it is expected it will be
voiced in congress next week.

TALIANS REGAIN PEAK .
IN'BRILLIANT-FASHION

Monte Asolone Passes Agdin
Into Hands. of Allies—Enemy
Thrown Back Mile.

i

Headguarters of the Italian Army ‘in
Northerm Italy, Dec. 21.—In a succession
of brilifant attacks thruout yesterday and
today  the Italians succeeded in dislodg-
ing the enemy from a great part of
Monte Asolone and driving him back
more than two-thirds of a mile along a
three-mile front. The enemy’s occupea-
tion of Asolone was regarded as a seri-
ous menace, because it gave him partial
control of San Lorénzo Valley, leadihg to
the pilain and Bassano,

A determined effort was made therefore
to redeem'the position. The first attack

was in the darkness at 2 o'clock yester-
day morning, when a small detachment of
the weventa infantry ciimbed Monte
Asolone and made a furious charge on
the sloping garnison. For a time the
little band was beyond the” summit, but
w finally driven back by superior num-
8,

The main attack began at 10 o’clock in
the morning, when the Alpini and seventh
regiments advanced "on a three-mile
front, having Asolone as its centre.’ The
left and centre moved wstraight ahead,
while the right executed a turning move-
ment, which partially enveloped the
enemy position on Asolone. The fignht-
ing was furious all thru the day and into
the darkness of last night, when the
Italians had again mastered the stra-
tegic points of Asolone, and the enemy
was pushed back for nearly a mile.

The enemy's effort to cross the Old
Piave at the nearest point to Venice has
been thrown back by Italian sailors and
mariners. The enemy used armed flat-
boats carrying a storming party. The
Italians landed a party from the fleet
and engaged the enemy, driving him back
and sinking one of his armed boats.

PROCESS 1S” EXPLAINED

Worked Well i; This Instance

- and Cost Apparently
Little.

I am a Brooklyn teacher. My wife and
I needed a vacation home, and she found
an old ruin of 4 house and bought it—
away up in the backwoods of Connecticut.
-The house needed new sills, and there
was any amount of patching to be done
from the cellar foundations up to the
very comb of the roof. It had been fairly
well built at the first and was made of
good stuff, but it had/stood thru seventy
or eighty Connecticut winters in com-
plete innocence of paint, says James F.
Boydston in The Country Gentleman.
Imagine its appearance!

We could not paint until there was
scmething to paint; still the time came
svhen we must paint. The siding was so
seamed, warped. cracked and weather-
beaten that the cost of filling seemed
prohibitive, Then.a neighbor suggested
skim milk and cement. He had not only
seen otheray,try it, but he had also tried"
it himself. It would be fine as a wood
filler anyway.

We painted a board or two with the
mixture to see it for ourselves. We found
it weuld weather. hammer blow would
dent the wood withbut/breaking thru the
‘‘paint.” - Planing showed that the mix-
ture had penetrated e wood to quite
a depth. It med feasible, from a
chemical standpoint. Just as linseed oil
dries into a skin that acts as a binder,
fastening a white lead coating to the
wood,so the case in would act as a binder
that would hold the cement.

We got a bag of cement and some
brushes, and a neighbor agreed to let
us have the milk at three cents a quart.
Careful experimenting yshowed that five
pounds of cement to a gallon of milk
was about the right proportion for the
work we were doing, and by the same
method we found the right amount of
color for the shade we wanted—a light
snuff color, :

We.soon found that experience in paint-
ing was almost a disadvantage, Putting
on the mixture is more like whitewash-
ing. The painter wants to spread his
material as thin as possible. In this work
one needs to soak the wood. We had
trouble -at first in keeping the mixture
xight, for cement is heavy and settles
fast. We had to get into a way of paint-
ing with one hand and stirring with the
other. Finally I found it best to use a
whitewash brush rlamd an old dishpan. I
kept a little of the mixture in the pan,
and rocked it about and wet my' brush
at the bottom. The mixture’'s efficiency
as a filler was remarkable, Almost at
will I could turn my “paint” into a paste
that would fill cracks like magic and even
plug knotholes large as my thumb,

Last, we got a gallon of outeide white
tg be used for trim, You could find no

1t with the way it covered the cement
mixture. The old house can never look
like new, but many years have been add-
ed to its life. It i® no longer an eyesore
to the neighborhood; it satisfies the eye
of my wife, and to me this finishing
touch makes the place look like a‘drearﬂ
comé true, Next summer I sh‘all ’ "lnt
my roof green and shall also “paint” my
barn, The cost? Well, perhaps, I might
be pardoned for forgerting that : :

A CONCRETE HOG WALLOW.

“I let my hogs doctor themselves
and I am not bothered much V\{)th
disease,” is the way. Thurman Fox,
who feeds many hogs on his 216~
acre Miami County, Ohio, farm, ex-
plains the concrete hog wallow in his
hog lot.

'f‘hls wallow is eight by ten feet in
size, about six inches deep at omne
side and about 12 at the other. It
took five loads of gravel and about
five barrels of c:mser;t, arln{i cost, he
estimates, about $1 n all.

He keeps it about half-filled with
water and a coal-tar disinfectant pre-
mparation. The hogs make constant
use of it and are quite free fromy
lice—H. -R., O'Brien /in Country
Gentleman.

Tor years the government has been
trying to reach the farmer, and in
hundreds of thousands of instances
has succeeded; but there are still
millions of farmers who are not re-
ceiving or giving the fullest measure
of governmental co-operation.

As a means of reaching farmers as
they have never been reached before
the American Association of Fairs ana
Expositions has suggested the estab-
lishment at Washington of a bureau
of fairs, which shall be recognized by
and have the active support of all de-
partments of the government. This
movement has the support of Mr.
Hoover, who told a group of promi-
nent fair officials last July:

“TI believe that the fairs should or-
ganize a special bureau at Washing-
ton to co-operate with my department
and other government departments in
helping to bring the war to a success-

. -ful conclusion.”

There are something Ilike 1,400
county, district, state and inter-state
fairs in the United States, havipg an
estimated attendance of over thirty-
five million people, a large percentage
of whom are farmers.

The influence of the fairs on the
farmers is recognized as being ines-
timable, as local and state govern-
ments have discovered; bhut so far the

ational government has never availed
#tself, in a comprehensive way, of the
opportunity of reaching the farmers
thru fairs.

As a war measure alone it is felt
that the government could not obtain
greater returns for a comparatively
small expenditure than by providing
exhibits and demonstrationg’ of war
activities at the fairs in 1918,

It bhas been suggested that should
it be necessary to float a Liberty Loan
in the summer of 1918, the drive
come from August twentieth to Sep-
tember - thirtieth, with county intem-
sive campaigns during the week _of
the county fair and state-wide inten-
sive campaigns during the week of the
state fair—The Country Gentleman.

CREAMERY BUTTER HAS
INCREASED DEMAND

Oleomargarine Falls to Effect Reduction
of Montreal Prices.

Montreal, Dec. 22,—Altho a firm feel-
ing prevailed in the local market for oats
thruout the past week, prices showed
little change. On the whole, business
was quiet during the week, and it is

likely to’ continue so until after the New
Year, Car lots of No. 3 C'W. were quoted
at 8890 per bushel, and extra No. 1 feed
at 89c, i - 2

The trade in potatoes during the week
was quiet, for buyers in most cases had
ample supplies on hand for the time be-
ing, Car lots of /Green Mountains were
quoted at $1.90 to $2 per bag of 90 1bs.

Notwithstanding a fair trade in oleo-
margarine, there was an increased de-
mand for creamery butter this past week,
especially from outside sources, which
resulted in sales of several round lots.
In addition to this, quite an active trade
was reported in a wholesale jobbing way
for the' holilday season, and butter prices
remained firm, 'There was no auction
sale here last week. The receipts of but-
ter for the week were, 2228 packages, an
increase of 464 packages as compared
with the previous week.

There were no developments in cheese.
A few hundred boxes were received at a
local storage house, which sold at 20c per
pound, fo.b., country points. The re-
ceipts of cheese for the week were 4419
boxes, as against 3285 the previous week.

The feature of the week in the local egg
situation was the stronger undertone to
the market for storage stock, and prices
scored a further advance of lc per dozen,
with prospects of a further rise, This
strength in the egg market may be at-
tributed to some extent to the steady
upward tendency of values in the leading
markets of the United States for this
class of stock, and the fact that they
cannot be laid down here under 45 cents
per dozen. The receipts of new-laid and
fresh eggs continue light, owing to the
small production thruout the country.
The receipts of eggs Saturday were 255

‘cases, as compared with 178 the previous

Saturday.

The egg receipts for the week ending
Dec, 22 were 1266 cases, as against 1448
the previous week.

But here is a chance
for Mr. Food Controller to get busy and
prohibit the production of luxuries during
the continuance of the war—and let the
Producers devote all their energies to
producing necessities—and they would be
quite glad to do this, I am sure, for
they have continually stated to me that
there is not any money in raising poultry
even at the existing high prices received,
owing to the excessive cost of the food
they consume,

TO SAVE WASTE

Intention is to Discourage
Unnecessary Expenditures
During War Time.

' Ottawa, Deec. 22.—Official announce-
ment was made by the prime minister
at noon- today of the prohibition of
fhe importation of intoxicating liquors
into Canada after Monday next.

The onlv exception is in the case of
purchasés made before that date. -

The announcement reads: “On De-
cember 17 the people gave to the gov-
ernment an unmistakable mandate for
the vigorous prosecution of the war
‘and for the employment of all the
country’s energies a_nd resources ne-

scessary to achieve victory, It is es-
sential and indeed vital to the efficient
_conduct of the war that wasteful or
. unnecessary . expenditure should be
prohibited, and all articles capable of
being utilized as food should be con-
‘served. It is beyond question that the
use of liquor affects adversely the
realization of this purpose,
Conclusions Reached.

“The subject has been under con-
sideration by the war committee of the
cabinet, and therefore conclusions have
been reached:

~ (1), Any liquor or bheverage con-
taining more than two and a half per
cent. alcohol shall be regarded as in-
toxicating liquor. ;

*(2). The importation of intoxicat-
ing lquor into Canada is prohibited
qn and after Dec. 24, 1917, unless it
shall have been actually purchased on
or before that date for importation in-
to Canada and unless, having been so
purchased, it is imported into Canada
not later than the 81st day of January,
1918. The final determination upon-
any question respecting such purchase

KRUPP’S BIG PLANT
IS NOW BURNING

Workmen Say Fire Has Been
Blazing Twenty-
Four Hours.

Maestricht, Holland, Friday, Dee.
21.—(British Admiralty, per wireless).
—Workmen from Essen, Germany, say
that the Krupp plant, thel great Ger-
man. ‘munitions establishment, has
been ablaze for 24 hours.

The plant at Essen, the main estab-
lishment of the Krupps, the largest
'mqnufa.cturers in Germany of arms
and munitions, employed about
30,000 men kefore the war. It has
been expanded greatly  during the
war, Facts relating to its present
size and the number of workmen are
kept secret by the German govern-:
ment. It was reported unofficially in
October of last vear that about 70,000
persons, including several thousanad
women, were at work there, and that
20,000 were to be added to the force.

Early this year there was a strike
at the Krupp works, said to have been
due to lack of food. It wds reported
that 40,000 workers were involved,
and that the authorities combmted it
by sending many of the men to the
front, but little authentic information,
was permitted to come out of Ger-
mdny, »

Essen is in Rhenish Prussia about
40 miles from the Dutch border. Few
places in Germany are guarded ‘more
carefully. No persons. unknown tol
the German authorities are permitted
to visit the town. The plant has been,
raided several times by French and
British airmen, notwithstanding its
formidable anti-aircraft defences.
Press despatches last July said 100
persons there had been killed inh a
raid by French airplanes, and that
considerable damage had teen done
to the works, .

MANUFAGTURE NO MORE
RIFLES FOR RUSSIANS

Finished Product of Westinghouse
Concern is Taken Over by
British Government.

New York, eDec. 23 —Discontinance
of the manufacture of rifles for Rus-
sia by the Westinghouse Electric and
Manufacturing Company has been or-
dered by the British Government,
who had supervision over the contract,
it was announged- here .today. The
original contract was for 1,800,000
rifles, of which 1,000,000 were com-
pleted a fortnight ago. At that time
the British authorities took an option
on 600,000 additional rifles, it was
stated, and had until January 1 to
accept. another option for 2,100,000
rifles if they were needed.

The company has been, notified that
the additional rifles are not desired,
the announcement said.

Rifles already in process of 'manu-
facture will be completed, it was add-
ed, and after that the New England
plant now engaged in the work grad-
ually will discontinue operations, “un-
less the plant and organization are
needed in manufacturing operations
for our own government.”

RUSSIA FORCED OUT
BY CIRCUMSTANCES

,Rus”sian Diplomat Says His

Country is in No Condi-
tion to Fight On.

London, Dec. 23.—A. despatch to The
Daily News from its Stockholm cor-
respondent carries an interview with
M. Borovsky, who is conducting all
the business of the Russian legation
at his offices in the Swedish capital,
altho M. Gulkevitch remains in pos-

session of the Russian legation budld-
ing. M. Borovsky said that Russia
was compelled’ to make peace as she
was not in a condition to continue the
war, and it was for Russia’s allies to
‘choose whether peace should be sep-
arate or general.

“We recognize a separate peace

 would .be bad for democracy thruout

Europe and especially so in Russia,”
M. Borovsky stated. “We fear that
Germany, dealing first with Russia
and afterward with the allies, would
be able to get better terms.

“Moreover, a separate peace in the
absence of a revolutionary movement
in Germany would only benefit the
Pan-German and military classes in
Germany. ‘The allies, by opposing a
peace, are forcing Russia into a sep-
arate peace and adso forcing into a
position of dependence on Germany.
4 + » If the views of the British
Labor party wera shared by the Brit-
ish Govermment Russia would not be
faced by this danger. Our quarrel is
with the British Government for cling-
ing obstinately to its desire to defeat
and destroy: Germany, thereby post-
poning a democratic peace and forc-
ing Russis into her presént position.”

M. Borovsky admitted that the Bol-
shevik rule could not last because the
peasants, altho now supporting it, will
not always support it.

“But we hope, while we hold power,
to do what will ensure the realization
of socialistic reforms whieh ou¥ suc-
cessors will be unable to abolish,” M.
Borovsky said in conclusion. “Fur-
ther, we have demonstrated once for
all the policy of the working classes
having their own government in the
very teeth of the classes opposed to
them.” :

'FRENCH REPULSE RAIDS
FROM OISE TO MEUSE
Allies Bring Down Fourteen German

Airplanes in Air Fighting, Paris
Reports.

Paris, Dec. 28.—The announcement
of the progress of the campaign is-
sued by the war office today, reads:

“Between the Oise and the Alisne,
patrols were quite active. In the
neighborhood of Juvincourt the Ger-
mans attempted a raid on our small
posts, but were repulsed with con-
siderable losses.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NO?TH-
‘WEST LAND RcGULATIONS >

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-:
berta. Applicants must appear in person
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency for the District. Entry by proxy
may be made at any Dominion Lands
Agency (but not Sub-Ag)ency) on cer-
tain conditions,

Duties.—3ix months’ residencé upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader. may live
within nine miles of his homestead on a
farm of at least 80 acres, on certain con-
diticns. A habitable house is required,
except where residence is performed in
the vicinity.
