GO TO CUBA; BECOME A FRUIT

GROWER AND MAKE A FORTUNE

Thomas S. Hoyt Tells of the Wonderful Prospect.of Weaith

Untold which the Pearl of
Man Who Goes There.

the Antilles Holds Qut to Any

i

“By an investment of $500 in a Cuban
plantation or farm a man can in a few
years accumulate sufficient wealth to last
him during his lifetime, and his children’s
children long after he is forgotten.” The
above statement was made by Thomas S.
Hoyt of Boston, who i¢ a guest at the
Clifton House, and has travelled extensive-
in the Island of Cuba.

Mr. Hoyt is secretary of the Boston Co-
Operative Fruit Company and talks inter-
estingly of fruit growing on the island.
The company with which he is connected
possesses lands on the northern coast of
Cuba, at the foot of the Cubitas moun-
tains, covering several hundred acres, and
on which oranges, pine-apples and tropi-
cal fruits are grown. There are several
colonies of -Americans on the island, com-
prising in all eomething like 3,000 families,
nearly 1,000 occupying Gloria color‘\y. ‘When
this colony wnxs started, about five years
ago, a great many peqple going from the
States were of the tenderfoot claes, and
made poor eettlers. .

The land is mainly virgin eoil and cov-
ered with valuable trees, such as maho-
gany, cedar and ebony. ‘ The work of
clearing euch land discouraged set-
tlers  from New England and
ther American cities; . but  the
claes of people who are at present on
the island are good, hardy, industrious
men frem Florida, Califernia and the
western states, as well as from New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia. They have set
to work energetically to clear their lands,
and many are raising fruit for the home
market, and others for foreign' export
trade. The lands_ of each settler cover
from five to twenty acres, and some
have purchased ten
and twenty acre 'plots, and had them
planted with oranges, grape-fruit and
fancy pine-apples. The latter are much
finer than the small red Spanish pine,

ly

| weigh from six to twelve pounds, and

measure from 14 to 15 inches long. and
from eight to nine inches through. The
raising of these is no more expensive than
the small red Spanish apple, and in Bos-
ton they are jobbed from 40 to 50 cents
each, retailing at from 50 cents to $1.00.

The cores are small, and as there is very

little waste they are admirably adapted
for canning purpeses.

To start in with, said Mr. Hoyt, plant
one hundred crang: trees: on an acre of
land, and for the first fivelyears put pine-
apple plants between the'rows, 6,000 of
which can be planted in this way. They’
begin bearing fruit in nine months; and
vield constantly each succeeding - nine
months. They are sure producers, and
can be raised on poor land as well as
rich soil. They are not dependent on
fertilizer, because they are fed and nour-
ished sufficiently from the soil and air.
Without the trees you can plant 10,000
pines to an acre.

Speaking of other products, Mr. Hoyt
pointed out that lettuce measuring 16
inches in diameter, and weighing one and
a half to two pounds per head, could be
raigsed from the seed in from eight to ten
weeks. You can also raise from two to
four crops of pdtatoes in a vear without
a fertilizer, seven bushels being produced
frcm one bushe] of seed, and with fertilizer
from twelve to thirteen bushels. The lo-
cal price is from three to five cents a
pound and the market is not satisfied for
they are imwvorted from Prince Edward
Island New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and
Maine. Other vegetables are also grown
in abundance.

Young orange trees yield two to three
boxes each,” ten-year-cld trees eight to ten
boxes and twenty-five-years-old thirty to
forty boxes. These sell at from a dollar
to a dollar fifty per box.

A man who buys five acres with from
five to ten years to pay for it, and grows
pines between the oranges has an income
of about $1,000 a year for the five years,
and at the expiration of that time a con-
servative estimate would be $3,000 a year.

Where a man takes good care of his
trees his income increases each year he
occupies the property and finally.it will
be sufficient to keep him and his family
and his children’s children long after he
is forgotten. With $500 to start with a
man taking 500 acres of land, planting
oranges and pines can pay all running ex-
penses till his vegetables supnly him with
stable wants.

Rise in Canadian Pacific and
Nova Scotia Steel--- Quiet
But Strong Markte.

+Compared with a week ago, the market
price of some ef the seécurities listed on the
local stock exchange has made marked im-
provement. A few of the usually active
stocks were quite neglected, however,

Business has been very gquiet, but the mar-
Ket has struggled to a higher level, notwith-
standing the small volume of transactions.
This is vefy satisfactory as proclaiming
healthy undeérlying conditions, for as a rule,
a dull market tends to weaken prices.

LLOYDMINSTER
FLOURISHING

Rev. G. E. Lloyd Talks Enthusi-
astically Over Prospects of
the Settlement.

BEDMONTON, N. W. T. Aug. 10--Rev.
G. E. Lloyd, of Lloydminster, is in this
city and speaks enthusiastically about the
progress of the C. N. R. Last ‘Wednesday

evening the first train with Mr. Mac-
kenzie’s car attached came into ILloyd-
minster. Steel was then laid some fifteen
miles west of that town. In convemsation
with M. H. McLeod, chief engineer of ‘the
road, the latter told Mr. Lloyd that steel
would be laid into Edmonton by Deec. 1,
and a daily express train running into the
city before the end of the present year.
The engineer also said that they had pur-
posed .putting a night gang in laying steel
so that from now on they will lay three
miles during the day and two miles at
night, making five miles in twenty-four
hours. He says one has tto see steel-laying
gangs to be convinced of the rapdity
with which they put down a track. Track
layers require about fifty carloads of ties
nails and spikes to keep them at work
one day. Mr. Lloyd says that the acreage
of crop sown in the Lloydminster settle-
ment is very much larger than last year
and the promise for a much larger yield
is very good. He has been down Prince
Albert and Battleford way and nowhere
has he seen as good crops as those at
Lloydminster, except between Fort Sas-
Ratchewan and Edmonton. The country
between here and Lloydminster is filling

up rapidly. .

Rﬁssia Will Not Accept Japan’s ATerms---The Indemnity and
the Cession of Sakhalin Island are the Barriers in the way.

Portemouth, N. H., Aug. 13—No progrees‘
hae been made with the peace negotiations
over Sunday. They stand exactly where
they did last might. The session of the
g\enipotentia.ries which was to have been

eld this afternoon was postponed by mu-
tual agreement out of deference to,the fact
that this was the Holy Sabbath which is
universally observed in Russia as a day of

' rest. The Russians had not been anxious
for a session today and this morning| the
Japanese took the initiative and, through
the intermediary of Mr. Peierce,it was de-
cided to postpone the sitting until tomor-
row morning. The situation therefore re-
mains the same. It would perhaps not be
too much to say that the general feeling
& more hopeful in spite of open predic-
tjons made by personages connected with
both sides of the megotiations t before
next Sunday the plenipotentiaries will
peach an impasse where & rupture will be-
come inevitable. This pessimistic view is
hased upon the fact that so far as known
the two big barriers to an agreement—

indemmity and Sakhalin—remain as high
and insurmountable as ever. |

In the former Japan se-
cured the right to protest the imperial
family and to build the Seoul-Fusan tele-
graph and Russiz to establish a telegraph
line from Seoul to the Russian frontier.
In the latter, while there were mutual ob-
ligationé to protect the independence and
territorial integrity of Korea, Japan's in-
dustrial and commercial position in Korea
was« recognized. Ever since Korea has
been the bone of contention. Japan has
always been |{suspicious of Russian ecn-
croachment. ‘At last the oonqnued oceu-
pation of Manchuria by Russia and the
Yalu timber concession induced Japan to
try to come to a definite settlement with
Russia in the negotiations preceding the
war. They proved fntile and in the Jap-
anese imperial rescript declaring war the
Emperor of Japan said:
“The safety of Korea is'in danger. The
interests of the empire are menaced.”
Now by a sort of inexorable logic the
fate of Korea comes up at Portsmouth for
final settlement. !

M. Witte’s full powers to arrive at a
eomplete understanding, the Russian gov-
ernment desired that he go ahead and act
on his own initiative during the remainder
of the Portsmouth conference.
