ON THE CANADIAN FRONT

Soldier Lads Welcome Unitcd States Into

War and Proceed
 Information

to Give Enemy the|

With the British Armies in France,
ril 6.—Via London, April 7—(From
a staff correspondent of the Associated
Press.)—The news of the action of the
United States ' senate in voting for war
with Germany reached the far-flung
western battle line today and was hail-
ed with cheers. Nowhere was the satis-
faction greater than along the section
of the front held by the Canadians with
whom many thousands of Aniericans
are serving. Many Canadian and Brit-
ish companies were busy preparing signs
to hold up over the trenches, telling the
Germans the tidings from Washington.
‘This is the favorite plan of the Tom-
mies to convey all sorts of bad news to
their enemies across No Man’s Land.
German prisoners taken today had not
hieard of President Wilson’s address and
knew only in a vague way of the break-
ing of diplomatic .relations in February.
Some of the trench signs which were
prepared included a brief translation
into German of the president’s statement
that the United States was entering the
lists against the German government
and not against the German people.
Others included the latest slogan: “No
with the Hohenzollerns,” while
still others read: “Get rid of your Kai-

ser.”

The British ariny as‘a whole has m—
garded the United States as practically

in the war since the severance of rela-|

tions. It was said then that active par-

ticipation was only a matter of time.

The president’s address was just
reaching the front trenches today in its
entirety. The gist of the speech had
been sent out'by wireless and also by
telegraph and telephone but the soldiers
generally preferred to wait for congres-
sional action before spreading the news
to “Fritz” The weight of America
thrown into the war scales just at this
Juncture in what is regarded as the crit-
ical year of the struggle has sent a re-
newed thrill of confidence all along the
front.

Toasts were drunk to America at
many a front line dugout tonight. The
British look forward eagerly to the par-
ticipation of the United States, thus
helping completely ‘to outlaw German
militarism. It can be truthfully said
that the knaki clad army faces the foe
tonight with renewed determination to
bring about a quick and decisive result.
There was a new note of joyous confid-
ence as the British and Canadian cannon

 hurled tons of shells against the German

positions.

Officials had about determined to use
thé¢ German merchant ships, nearly 100
of which have been seized, for govern-
ment service, though no announcement
was made whether they would be con-
fiscated or paid for at the close of the
war.

Government seizure of all radio sta-
tions sand the closing of all except these
needed for naval communication, was
authorized by President Wilson.

Both the war and navy departments
were arranging with contractors to furn-
ish enormous quantities of supplies; steel
mant facturers agreed to furnish the
navy their product at last year’s prices,
affecting a saving of 318,000,000 in the
navy’s 1917 steel bill. The treasury de-
partment devised means of raising funds,
subjrct to congressional authorization,
and the department of agriculture. set
forth on a movement to increase and con-
serve the nation’s supply of foodstuffs
and to simplify distribution. Many
other similar activities was started after
the cabinet’s coupcil of war last night.

“Immensity of Meaning.”

London, April 7—The morning papers
today devote their chief editorials to the
American congress’ adoption of the war
resolution against Germany and Presi-
dent Wilson’s formal declaration of a
state of war. The disinterestedness of
the United States in coming forward-“to
defend right against wrong, not moved
by greed, ambition or hate,” ig emphas-
ized and President Wilson’s conduct
througl. the crisis and events leading to
it receive warm tribute. But the main
note struck is recognition of the vast
importance to the interests of the world
of the American democracy’s entry into
the war.

“The intervention of America as the
champion of right in the European con-
troversy,” says the Times, “is an event
so great in itself and so pregnant with
inscrutable results for the whole world
that it baffles understanding on both
sides of the ocean.”

The Daily Telegraph says: “A prod-
igious week in the world’s history ends

with an accomplished fact which though
foreseen, scarcely yet reveals its im- |
mensity of meaning for the future of this
war and civilization.” !

Tt is for us ‘an indefensible duty not to

leave the United States alone in this de-
cisive hour. Our chancellery must give
up its present position. To act in a dif-
ferent way would be equivalent to a
disgraceful suicide.”

A. Razao declares that Brazil is great-
ly pleased with the attitude of the Unit-
ed States and the people of Brazil are as
enthusiastic as though they themselves
were takihg par¥ in a similar action.

In‘ Cuba.

Havana, April 6—The following reso-
lution will be presented to a joint com-
mittee tomorrow afternoon by Repre-
sentative Alfredo Betancourt Mandulay
for consideration: ‘“The Congress of the
Republic of Cuba declares that there has
been created and exists a state of war
between the United States and the im-
perial German government and author-
izes the chief executive of the nation
to adopt all measures necessary to main-
tain and defend Cuban territory, provide
for the security of its inhabitants and
co-operate with the United States of
America and the other allied nations
lending every assistance for the defense
of the liberty of the seas, of the rights
of neutrals #nd of international justice.”

Representative Jose Estrampes will
present at the next session of the house
a resolution authorizing the president to
organize and place at the disposition ot
the war department of the United States
a contingent of 10,000 men to assist in
the military operations of that country
in the European conflict. Representative
Estrampes, who was a colonel in the
Cuban army of liberation, will offer his
services in connection with the proposed
Cuban contingent.

Sao Paulo, Brazl, April 7—Great
crowds paraded through the streets of
the city today singing the national hymn
and waving flags. The paraders gatherad
in front of the newspaper offices cheer-
ing for Brazil and the allies. The
crowds dispersed without disorder after
listening to patriotic speeches.

Sixteen Destroyers
That Gonvoyed The
St. Louis

GIVEN POST OF HONOR

Active Co operation With British
Navy =— Warships Flying Stars
and Stripes Seon to Take Up
Stations Along Atlantic Coast

New York, April 7—(Montreal Star)—
Sixteen torpedo boat destroyers of the
American navy are on duty at the far
end of the British safety zone southwest

of the Irish coast, doing patrol duty in
conjunction with-the ships of the British
navy. This information is given to me
on unimpeachable authority.

These destroyers actually escorted the
great liner St. Louis across the Atlantic
when she made her memorable voyage.
They were not sent out when the St.
Louig sailed, so that the sailings might
be kept secret. They set out twenty-four
hours after, but caught the liner before
she had gone very far on her voyage.

They escorted her in safety through
the German danger zone, and then toolk
up stations agreed between Washington
and the British admiralty, for patrol
duty on the extreme end of the British
safety zone—the post of honor.

This information has been in the pos-
session of certain highly placed officials
here for some time, but for obvious rea-
sons has not been published. It is now
made known for the first time, that
sixteen warships of the United States
have been actively co-operating for sev-
eral weeks with the British navy in keep-
ing safe the sea paths against the Ger-
man submarine menace,

It will be remembered that the sailing

of the St. Louis was delayed from day
to day, the authorities seemingly being
unable to make up their minds whether
to arm her or not. Finally she sailed,
armed, and it was generglly supposed
that this was all the precaution taken.
The authorilies at Washington, however,
had other reasons, it ig said, for delaying
her departure as they did. Informgtion
received indicated that special emorts
would be made by the German submar-
ines to sink the St. Louis and the presi-
dent was determined that there should
be no further crimes committed against
the citizens of the United States if it
lay in the power of the administration to
prevent it.
_ The despatch of the sixteen destroy-
ers was kept secret because it might
have been construed as an act of war,
or as a provocative act, and thus giving
the German government basis for action
that would have tended further to com-
plicate the situation and embarrass the
United States in her final stand.

Now that Amerzica is at war, there is
no harm making these facts known.
They serve to show that at the outset
President Wilson has been peculiarly
alert and that the secret service also has
been ready for the call for some time
past.

Within the next three days American
warships will take up stations assigned
to ther: on the Atlantic patrol line from
Halifax to Bermuda and America's linc
of steel will protect shipping on this side
of the ocean,

Part of Scheme Was te Exact In-
demninity of Twenty Theusand
Million Pounds Frem England

The London Times recently printed in
large type the following letter from Dr.
Robert Bridges, the Poet Laureate:

In 1918 an American in. Berlin was
talking with one of the Prussian junkers
about their plan for the conquest of
England, and he asked him what they
meant to do when they had conquered
England—for the conquest was assumed
us a matter of course. The Prussian re-
plied: “The first thing we shall do is to
impose an indemnity of tweaty thou-
sand million pounds,”

“But,” objected the American, “there
is not so much money in all the coun-
try.” “We know that,” answered the
Junker, “but we shall occupy England
until they have paid it. They will have
to work it out.”

“But if they refuse to work, how can
you compel them?”

“The lash,” said the Prussian.

. “What! Slavery?”

“Yes; slavery.”

It is easy and cheap for any one Ger-
man to deny that he himsedf ever had
such intentions. But this was the scheme
of those who are responsible for the war.
The first step was to France so
that she should not raise her head for a
hundred years (those are their own
words in print before the war), and they
trusted that when France was destroyed
they would be able, with the help of the
rebellion that they had fomented in Ire-
lund and other advantages, to land suffi-
clent troops in Englend to destroy us
more easily than France.

The American did not ask what was
in store for him. 7

But what about this twenty thousand
millions?

For myself I prefer the war loan.

The power of Germany for destruc-

tion has been demonstrated sufficiently
to explain their confidence, and it is that
fcwer which is actually imposing this
ax upon us. But we have fortunately
arranged to lend the cash to ourselves
rather than spend it as they intended. 1
would willingly part with.all my prop-
erty to the last penny in order to bring
this war to a satisfactory conclusion, and
I suppose that every one of us is ready
to do the same; but, although it is cer
tain that the war cannot be satisfactor-
fly ended without very generous dona-
tions or subscriptions from all of us, yet
the uncertainty that each one of us may
feel as to his own personal aid in the
whole transaction may blunt our good
intentions.

When the sun
warms the tree, in the middle of the
day, so that the sap “runs well,” about
seventy drops fall into the pail every
minute. It is a slow business, but it
goes on every day for about three weeks.
By that time the tree has parted with
twenty-five gallons or so of its life-
blood. But this boils down to rather
less than five pounds of sugar.

As soon as the maple leaves begin to
unfold the sap becomes less sweet, and
the sugar made from it is darker and
has less of the peculiar maple flavor,

together as soon as the flower-chains
cast off their winter nightcaps and be-
gin to lengthen. In later spring, ‘the
best of the maple sap, and all of the
birch sap is used as fast as it rises,
to nourish the waking flower-buds, to
start young leaves to life, and to help
new shoots to grow.

off maple sugay. Indeed} before the
white man came, bringing the sugar-cane
and the honey-bee, this was the richest
sweet the red man knew. It came, too,
when the poor Indian had just gone
through his hungry time, the scanty
fare, or perhaps the starvation, of the
cold and cruel winter.

The Iroquois used to hold a public
festival every spring to  celebrate the
tapping of the maples. “It consists,”
says a government report, written thir-
ty years ago, “of a war dance which
will, it is hoped, bring on warmer wea-
ther and cause the sap to flow. At the
close of the sugar season, follows the
maple-sugar festival, the soups
which are all seasoned with the new-
made delicacy. This festival, in which
a number of dances are introduced, lasts
but one day.” . :

Now that cane sugar can be bought
so easily and cheaply, even at traders’
stores in the wilderness, the Indians
boil less sugar than they did, and some
of them are forgetting how to boil it
at all. But fifty years ago the Meno-
mini used to make many tons of maple
sugar every Spring.

The sugar-boiling season was opened
by the arrival of the first crows,.flying
back from -the south.

The Story of the Sap

The first maker of maple-sugar—so
runs this story—was Nokomis, thc1
earth, grandmother of Manabush, who |
was the hero of many Indian fairy |
tales.

When Nokomis had cut holes in the
trees, one for each.vessel she had made,
Manabush looked imto the vessels, and
saw that they were filling with thick
syrup.

“My grandmother,” said he, “it will
not do to have these trees produce sy-
rup in this manner. The people will
not have any work, if they make sugar
so easily; they must cut wood, and
boil the syrup for several nights -to keep
them busy, so that they may not form |
bad babits.”

Manabush climbed to the tip top of
a maple and scattered water all over
like rain, so that the sugar should dis-?
solve and flow from the tree in ihc|
form of sap.

This is why people always have toj
work hard when they want to make su-
gar. Wood must be cut, vessels must
be made, and the sap that is collected
must be boiled for a long while, other-
wise the people would spend too much
time in idleness.

8o, thanks to Manabush’s kind inter-
est in Indian morals, the sap of maples
has nowadays less than four per cent.
of sugar.

Swaying Pumps the Fluid

The sugar-maker is helped by a series
of warm ,sunny days, followed by sharp,
frosty nights. March gales help him
by swaying the tree. Darwin, the great
student of life and its laws, caused a
twig to- drink some water containing a
strong dye, and then he could follow
the travels of the sap as it mounted
through the wood. He found that when
he kept bending the twig to and fro
with his fingers the sdp was forced to
rise much faster.

The tree sways with every breath of
wind. FEvery time it bends, the wood-
cells are squeezed and the sap is fore-
ed out. Every time it straightens again
the little tubes and cells fill with sap
from below. \

But no one can really understand or
fully explain the rise of the sap.

When the Leaves Breathe

Later in the year, when many leaves
are spread wide in the sunshine, water
is breathed away from the upper part
of the tree. Some of the cells up there
part with so much moisture that their
sap becomes thickened, and this causcs
a suction which ‘draws more watery
sap up through the wood from below.

When summer is here, and growth is
active, there are, furthermore, little
bubbles of gas in the sap, and these, as
they rise, help to bring the sap up with
them.

But even when all these things are
considered, we cannot fully understand
how or why the sap rises as it does:
Its .upward mounting is the greatest
wonder of the spring.

The lumbermen of British Columbia
took an important step recently when
they appointed a deputation of their
members to wait upon Premier Brew-
ster at Victoria and urged-that the For-
est Service of the province be so admin-

McNab, president of the Mountain Lum-
bermen’s Association; H. R. MacMillan,
Hugh Davidson, and R. H. H. Alexander,
of the Coast Lumber & Shingle Associa-
tion; and Mark Rector and W. B. W.

In order,that the forest service
might be taken entirely out of politics
these gentlemen suggested to the premier
that all appointments be placed in ihe

members—two representatives of _the
Mountain lumber interest, two named
by the coast lumbermen, and. the min-
ister of lands.

Premier Brewster said that when tak-

PRINCE LVOFF A
MAN OF THE PEOPLE

'Russia’s Prime Minister a Thor-
ough-Going Demecrat

He is Very Pepular — Strong and
Healthy, Physically and Spiritually —
Right Man in the Right Place

(By Alexander N. Sakhnovsky)

Prince George E. 'I\Jvoﬂ', the new:;Rus-
sian prime minister, is a member of one
of the oldest Russian families, which
hails from Rurik, thesprince who created
in the ninth century :ihe. kernel of the
|future great Russia. - Thanks to his or-
igin, connections and innate talents,
Prince Lvoff could have succeeded in any
field of endeavor. The way was open
before him to any government post.

But he did not wish to utilize his con-
nections for the upbuilding of his own
career. His was not to bow before court
functionaries in search of favors. 'L'he
glitter of the Czar’s court did not at-
Aract him. Being an aristocrat by birth,
he is a democrat in spirit. After gradu-
‘ating from the university he settled’ on
his estate in the province of Twula, where
he was soon elected to the local Zem-
stvo.

His extraordinary energy, ability and
disinterested ambition to work for the
good of the people soon distinguished
him from the rest of the Zemstvo work-
ers, and. about 1898 he was chosen the
head of the Tula Zemstvo. In this post
he gained universal admiration. The
masses worshipped him for his reforms
and liberal views. On the other hand,)
the bureaucrats hated him as their bitttr-l
est opponent. '

Forced Him Out of Post,

In 1908 the government nullified the
‘Tula election, thus forcing Lvoff out of
his post. , He returned to his estate,
where, with the utmost energy, he con-
tinued to promote the welfare of the
peasantry, opening schools and estab-
lishing hospitals, all on his own re-
Isources. However, he could not long re-
main outside ‘of the current of national
activities.

During the Russo-Japanese war Prince
Lvoff organized a series of sanitary and
feeding stationg for the army. Baczed
by the Zemstvos, he went to Manchuria,
where he personally conducted this work.
Upon his return to Russia the Czar off-
ered him the title of Chamberlain and a
high order, but he refused both. He did
not consider it possible to accept gifts
from a reactionary government. After
that all roads to social work were prac-
tically closed to him, and he was uader
suspicicn. .

He then made a trip to Europe and
America. In the latter country he stud-
ied the life of the immigrants. He at-
tracted no attention, because he avoided
notoriety and sought no acquaintances in
banking and merchant circles. ‘

In 1912 an attempt was made to entice;
the prince into large social work. The
Moscow Duma elected him mayor of the
city. But the government again refused
to recognize the elections, not wishing to
allow a man of such radical ideas to!
be mayor of Moscow.

Then the world war, which shook all
Russia to its foundations, broke out. The
Zemstvos could not remain indifferent
to the new conditions, and almost im-
mediately after the outbreak of the war
the Moscow Zemstvos issued a call to

way contractors, Kennedy and McDonald, to an action for $2,500 by the Mer-
chants Bank, the amount of a note given by the contractors to Thomas Nazk,f
of St. John, ; i

The statements in the defence as filed by the contractors’ solicitor, F. B.:
Carvell, show that they allege that this note for $2,500 WAS ONLY PART§
OF $200000 WHICH KENNEDY AND MDONALD APPARENTLY DID|
AGREE TO GIVE THOMAS NAGLE FOR SOME SERVICES IN CON-
NECTION WITH THE SECURING A CONTRACT. In the words of the
defences

“The defendants (Kennedy and McDonald) eatered into a contract with
the Nova Scotia Construction Co. for the construction of ten miles of the railway |
from Westfield running north, and at the time of entering into the said con-
tract, owing to certain promises made by Nagle, they did, on the fifth day of
June, 1916, pay him $50,000 in cash, and at the same time Nagle representing
to them that he would be able to obtain for them a contract for the construction !
of onehalf of the Valley railway from Centreville to Andover, and also agreed
to obtain for them certain prices for the work on the ten miles at Westfield as’
well as upon the Centreville section, but Kennedy and McDonald did not obtain
half of the Centreville section and did not obtain the prices for any portion of
the work which he had agreed to do and for which they agreed to pay him
an additional sum of $10,000 when he carried out his agreement.”

There is another phase of the case set out in the defence which throws much
fight upon Valley railway contracts and the steife which surrounds them.

Kennedy and McDonald sought to sublet their contract to Longley and In-
nes, but it was necessary to have the consent of the Nova Scotia -Construction
Company and the defence says this was only obtained through the intervention
of W, B. Tennant.

(By an Anzac Officer)

I've pretty well given up miracles,

When we went into action I was se-
curely placed behind a ruined farm-
house; but tome German must have seen

ruins in five thousand different direc-
tions, and I found myself dressing
wounded in a moving cea of sand; that’s
all I could call it. Down on the Som-
me the artillery is like nothing else on
earth. Imagine a terrific burst of thun-
der multiplied by one thousand con-
tinued indefinitely, and you will still
get not the slightest idea of the noise
that makes a human being feel like a
dried leaf caught in a gale. All Llhe
stretcher boys worked well; they most-
ly do. There is a certain percentage of
cowards in every army, and they nearly
all get to the regimental medical officer
during an engagement, so I know some-
thing on the subject of courage. i

We had fought at Pozieres for twen-
ty-four hours, and boys from every part
of Australia had formed up, marchzd
out, doubled and gone to death like the
men that they were. And now it was
the cold grey ‘dawn of a new day, and
from every crater and hole came the
groans of the dying and all between
were huddled masses of khaki that nev-
er moved, -and over it all the winter sun
began to rise.

How Parliament Shall Act,

The section describing how parlia-
ment shall act when the militia is to
be called out is No. 71, reading as fol-
lows:

“Whenever the governor-in-council
places the militia, or any part thereof, on
active service, if parliament is then sep-
arated by such adjournment or proroga-
tion as will not expire within ten days,
a proclamation shall be issued for the
meeting of parliament within fifteen
days, and parliament shall accordingly
meet and sit upon the day appointed by

sit and act in like menner, as if it had
stood adjourned or prorogued to the
same day.”

Section No. 78 of the Militla Act de-
scribes the period of service as follows:

“In time of war no man shall be re-

red to serve in the field continuously
or a longer period than one year: Pro-
vided that—

“(a) Any man who volunteers to gerve
for the war, or for any longer period than
one ye"’ent shall be compelled to fulfill his

engagement ;
. “@) That the governor-in-council may
in cases of unevoidable necessity, of
which the governor-in-council sh.nil be
the sole judge, call upon any militia man
to continue to serve beyond his one
year's service in the field for any peried
not exceeding six months.”

The method of enrolling men for the
militia force ig set forth in section 26, as
follows:

“When men are required to organize
or complete a corps at any time, either
for training or for an emergency, and
enough men do mot volunteer to com-
plete the quota required, the men liable
to serve shall be drafted by balot.

“If there are inscribed on the militia
roll more than one son belonging to the
same family residing in the same house,
only one of such sons shell be drawn,
uniess the number of names so inscribed
is insufficient to complete the required
proportion of service men.”

May Furnish. Substitutes,

Sub-section 2 of section 27 also says
that “any man balloted and notified for
sg:rvice may, at any time, be exempt un-
til again required in his turn to serve,
by furnishing an acceptable substitute,
on or before the day fixed for his ap-
pearance. Provided that if during any
period of service any man who is serv-
ing in the active militia as a substitute
for another becomes liable to service in
his own person, he shall be taken for such I
service, and his place as substitute shall
be supplied by the man in whose stead
he was serving.”

Exemptions from the Act are dealt|
with in the following sections: ‘

18.—When " exemption is claimed on
any ground, the burden or proof shall al-
ways rest on the person claiming it.

EATS 15 AGRES OF FOREST

In an address delivered at Vancouver

before the first meeting of the Cana-

dian (Pacific) branch of the British So-

ciety of Chemical Industry, Dr. B, 1,

Clark, M. A, Ph. D, of the University

of British Columbia, made the following

reference to the forest wealth of British
Columbia: .

“Iumbering is our third greatest in-
dustry. The United States forest.serv-
ice has estimated that in from twenty to
thirty years their forests will be deplet-
ed. In Canada and the United States we
use 500 feet per capita per annum
against sixty feet per capita in Europe.

A single issue of a New York news-
paper’s Sunday edition requires fiftcen

acres of forest.

The waste of our timber resources is
due to fire, careless logging, wasteful mill
In all,

it is claimed 75 per cent. of our forest
products are wasted, 20 per cent of the
log (the upper part) is left in the woods
to rot or burn, and one-third of the slah
residue is consumed in refuse burners.
The importance of the forests arises not
solcly from their being the source of our
timbers but, still more important, be-
cause of their bearing upon our water
supply. In forest cover not only is eros-
ion impossible, but the rains evaporate
more siowly, the snows melt less rapid-
ly, the run-off is gradual, floods cease,
and streams are available for water pow-
er. ‘When the forests fail, every man,
woman, and child will feel the pinch.’
The problem has been solved in Europe.
The forests of Germany are 800 per cent.

Because during the last month we
have had notable successes ““,d every-
thing is going well on every - front, and
Ottawa has been acting as though the
war was about over, there has been a
lot of loose talk about the end coming
soon.

It is inconceivable that the war will
end before the invaders have at least
been driven back into their own terri-
tory; perhaps it will not end until long
after that.

One set of commentators advance the
view that the recent German retirement
will delay the end of theé war by six
months.

But there has never been any reason to
suppose that the foe would not retire
when he found himself outrgumbered. He

finally be outmanoeuvred and cornered
and crushed. Respecting the possibil-
ity of an internal collapse in Germany
due to financial or ecomomic or poli-
tical conditions we can only speculate.
Another thing to expect is a continu-
ous flow of peace talk emanating: from
Germany. Of course, Germany would
like peace mow. Amny compromise a
murderer can make is better than the
gallows. But that should not deceive
us into thinking the end is nearer than
it is. -
From all present signs, Kitchener’s
“three years” will be inadequate by at
least one year, perhaps more. This
makes the inadequacy of the Canadian
programme and leadership 'all the more
lamentable. .
