Antoine and during the night of Wed- |
nesday and the early hours of Thurs- |
day, the last of the garrison troops !
marched out of the town, the passage of
the columns occupying ninety minutes.
The troops went southward, by the rail-
way.

Another housing scheme has been laid
before Mayor Flink and will be present-
ed to tthe Common Council at the next
meeting. This also plans to take ad-
vuntage of the legislation permitting the
city to guarantee a portion of the bonds
of a company for the erection of mod-
erate priced dwellings,

Representatives of the East St. John
Lanu S ndicate, headed by B. L. Amdur,
waitea on Mayor Frink this morning
and outlined their plan to him. They
own a large tract in Rothesay avenue
opposite the entrance to Ashburn road.
The property has been laid off in build-
ing lots and a beginning made in the
construction of roadways; several houses
have been erected and others are in the
process of construction.

The syndicate proposes to organize a
ccmpany to erect dwellings in large
enough numbers to make the work econ-
omical and are willing to accept the
city’s assistance in the way of a guar-
antee of their bonds. The street car
line extension is now past their proper-
ty and this, with the I. C. R. suburban
service will give close connection with
the ecity.

Speaking of the proposals which have
been made for the development of areas
outside the city limits Mayor Frink said
this morning that these movements in-
dicate the near approach of the time
when St. John will have to get away
from the litle town idea and spread

Contingent In St. John

For the last few days a report has
been in preparation by the local militia
authorities concerning the possibilities
for the mobilization of Canadian troops
in St. John particularly and as to hous-
ing accommodation. The report is ready
and was today given to two visiting of-
ficials from the headquarters of the 6th
Militia District, Colonel Houlison, dis-
trict engineer, and Major E. W. Dean.
They made an inspection of the mii-
tary properties today with the object
of securing an intimate knowledge of the
facilities to ascertain what is possible
in the way of accommodation.

The report is understood to have
spoken favorably concerning the facili-
ties at St. John for the mobilization of
a part of the second Canadian comtin-
gent and there is every reason to be-
lieve that the muster of at least the
New Brunswick battalion will take place
here, as was hinted at fully a month ago
in the Times. In fact orders from Ot-
tawa a few days ago named St. John
as one of the militia bases. There is also
a possibility that this may be one of
the ports of embarkation for the next
force to leave Canada. The choice will

certainly lie bectween Halifax and St
John, but it is likely that the former
will get the greater share because of it
being a fortified naval base.

Partridge Island can do its share to-
wards housing the men quite comfort-
ably, also the new armory. Other build-
ings which have been thought of are
certain structures on the exhibition
grounds, and if necessary there are othes
buildings about the city which could be
quite easily made into a barracks fo1
the period of training before departure
for England. By the time the second
contingent is on the high seas, headed
for Britain and possibly before that it
is felt that most of the Canadians now
at Salisbury Plains will be on the fight-
ing line in Europe and their quarters
at the training centre will be given over
}o the later arrivals for further season-
ng.

Orders to recruit here have not yet
come to hand, but so far as the infan-
try are concerned, they will be brought
back from Halifax early next week by
Col. J. L. McAvity, who will go there
tomorrow to consult with the officials
at headquarters.

- German Torpedo Did It

Bold Dash of S 90 After Sinking Japan-
ese Cruiser on Last Saturday

Toklo, Oct. 24—It is officially an-
nounced that the navy department now
believes that the Japanese cruiser Taka-
chiho, which was. sunk in Kiao Chau
harbor on October 17, was torpedoed by
the German torpedo boat destroyer “S
90.” J

Previous official announcements had it
that the cruiser had been sunk by a
mine, but German and Chinese reports
credited the S 90 with the feat.

Unofficial accounts say that the S 90
masked by heavy seas, dashed out of the
va, uand launched her deadly torpedo
She then ran the blockade and was pur
sued by the enemy’s destroyers. Fore
seeing what her fate would be, her com.
mander drove her on the shore and firec
the magazines. The captain and the
crew of sixty escaped in the direction of
Shanghai and were taken in charge by
Chinese soldiers.

GERMANS DROWNED IN
TRENCHES AT RHEIMS

French Engineers Sent Flood From
Diverted Marne Canal

London, Oct. 26—The correspondent
of the Daily Telegraph who left the
front near Rheims about a week ago,
says the bombardment of Rheims was
still in progress on Friday, October 16.
He continues:

“To say that Rheims is extensively
damaged is putting it mildly. For a
considerable period, access to the city
has been absoutely impossible. Refugees
however, are still pouring out. The-au-
thorities are doing their utmost to clear
the city of all the civil population but
this is difficult in a city of more than
120,000 people. -

“The Germans hold some forts around
Rheims and their guns command large
sections of the town, but the bombard-
ment is spasmodic. They appear to have
only two of their biggest siege guns still
at Rheims.

“The Germans are allowed no rest as
the pressure of the allies is constant. On
the 17th. the French enginers by a most
skillful and difficult feat, diverted the
waters of the Marne canal into a sec-
tion of the German trenches, drowning
a considerable number of the ememy in
the sudden flood.”

The end of another week finds the
Germnans on the one side and the
French, British and Belgians on the
other side still locked in deadly strug-
gle along a line which extends from the
North Sca to the Swiss border, without
either side having been able to gain a
decisive victory at any point. It is
claimed that the battle which is now
raging between Nieuport and Dixmude
In Belgium is one of the most import-
ant of the war, as the Germans in that
portion of the fleld are making their
most desperate efforts to break through
‘the allied lines and gain control of the
French as well as the Belgian channel
ports. Last night's cables said that the
allies had lost some ground, but had
also gained some, and were on the whole
maintaining their general position with
success in the face of continuous and
most violent attacks. There is a sway-
ing .of the lines here and there as the
battle rages; but the Germans have not
been able to break through. It is the
irony of fate that the brave Belgian sol-
diers, whose country has been desolated,
and who have beeqp driven almost to the
very borders of their own country, are
in that portion of the field against which
the Germans are now throwing their
greatest weight, and we can understand )
with what determined courage and ten-
aity the Belgians hold their ground,’
spported as they are by the soldiers
and the marine artillery of Britain.

The Russian reports declare that their
srmiies have crossed the Vistula and are
pursuing the Germans, who continue to
retredt. The Austrians, however, are
svidently offering a much more vigorous
resistance than had been expected. One
torrespondent says: “The Austrian
umy which was so often described as
routed and destroyed has sprung into
fife again and is attacking the Russian
left wing” The struggle in the eastern
theatre of war appears therefore to be
13 deadly and determined as it is in the
west. There is at least satisfaction in
the assurance that the 'Russians are
making sufficient progress to discourage
iny German thought of withdrawing
troops from that quarter to hurl against
'he French and English in the west.

The announcement yesterday that the
Serman cruiser Karlsruhe had sunk a
wumber of British merchant vessels has
ed the Admiralty to issue a statement
thowing that every possible effort is be-
ng made to capture the eight or nine
Jerman cruisers which are still at large
n the Atlantic, Pacific and Indian
Jceans, and the most formidable of
vhich are the Fmden and Karlsruhe.
it is stated that upwards of seventy
ruisers of the allied countries, includ-
ng a number of the fastest British
jruisers, are scouring thc seas and pro-
ecting trade routes, and that many of the
aptures made by the Germans are due
o the fact that merchant vessels have
lisregarded instructions as to routes. It
s pointed out that out of four thousand
3ritish ships in the foreign trade only
hirty-nine, or less than one per cent
1ave been sunk by the enemy. It is ex-
remely difficult in the wide expanse of
eas and oceans to discover the elusive
>erman cruisers; but every effort is
)eing made to protect the regular trade
outes, and this has really been done
vith remarkable success.

FRANCE NEEDS HELP

A cable from Paris reminds us that
he French as well as the Belgian peo-
Mle will suffer great hardship during the
oming winter. Under the pressure of
he war all class prejudice has been
wroken down in that country, and all
he people, realizing their community of
nterest, are described as showing a
vonderful spirit of gentleness and kind-
iess; but the ravages of the war will
nake it necessary for help to be sent to
hem from the outside world. Their con-
lition is not nearly so serious as that of
he Belgians, but in that portion of the
ountry which has been and is now the
cene of such desperate fighting, attend-
d by such awful destruction of life and
wroperty, the needs of the people will
e very great.

“NOT THE ENGLISH CUSTOM”

Field Marshall Wood's Stories of The
British Soldier and Some Noted
Officers

Field Marshall Sir Evelyn Wood told
some interesting stories at a meeting
which he addressed in London recently.
Referring to the charges of brutality
made against the Germans, he said:—

“We need not fear that the British
soldier will ever descend to making re-
prisals. Thirty-five years ago I was
commanding 12,000 men. who fought
against 28,000 brave Zulus for five hours
and a half. They attacked with the un-
daunted courage of savages who did not
realize the®effect of medern rifles, and
the following morning we buried, be-
sides a vast number elsewhere, 884 close
up to one face of the laggered wagons
behind which our men had stood. When
the fight was over I desired a few
friendly Zulus who were attached to the
companies under my command to collect
men of every regiment promising for
cach uninjured man a ‘stick’ of tobacco.
Next ‘morning there was outside my
tent a-group of magnificent specimens of
humanity. When I got all the informa-
tion I required, I said: Two months ago
when after a skirmish our doctors cared
for your wounded, and a few days later
you overwhelmed our camp, killing 1,-
500 of our men, you did not spare those
who had 'been attending on your own
brothers. Will one of you say why I
should not kill you? Said a young giant.
May T speak. O° Master? You ask why.
you should not kill us; T answer, because
it is not the English -custom.

First Duty of a iCtizen.

“This is the character our race bears
in the north, south, east and west of
! Africa, and I hope it may ever continue,
for reprisals are not only useless, but
would sensibly lessen' the grand fighting
value of our soldiers. The troops at
the assault of Delhi in 1857, when em-
bittered by horrible stories, many exag-
gerated, and at Jhensi in 1858, were
seen deliberately lifting women and, lit-
tle children out of the line of fire. Such
conduct is a part of our national inherit-
ance.”

Sir Evelyn said this war would test
Britons and deepen -the spirit of self-
sacrifice and devotion to duty. Our peo-
ple were realizing now that the first
duty of a citizen was to fit himself to
defend his country. That we had yet
time to repair our refusal to admit the
accuracy of this truism was due to the
unceasing watch of our seamen in
mine-strewn waters.

Sir Evelyn told a good story of Sir
Horace Smith-Dorrien:—“In 1882 1 was
Jeft twelve miles outside Alexandria

WOMEN SOLDIERS OF
THE BRITISH ARMY

The inevitable crop of women soldiers
is already making its appearance in the
great war, says The London Sketch.
One of these heroines, who did a very
gallant deed in rescuing a wounded sol-
dier, has been discovered amongst the
Russian forces; and though probably
she will not be allowed to take any fur-
ther part in the campaign she will go
down in Russian history as a minor star
—a follower of Joan of Arc and some
of the Spanish heroines of the Peninsu-
lar war.

The British army has had its women
soldiers and two of them are buried in
the cemetery of Chelsea Hospital. One
of the dames was Hannah Snell, who,
from her portrait, preserved in the great
hall of the hospital, was a most trucu-
lent looking person. She served in the
siege of Pondicherry and was badly
wounded, Her sex was discovered when
she was removed to hospital. She be-

came a pensioner and wore on occasion,
the three-cornered hat and uniform coat
of Chelsea; and she was buried’ at her
own request, in the graveyard of the
hospital.

Christina Davis was -another female,
soldier who received a pension and who
is described as a “fat, jolly woman.”
When she acknowledged to her sex she
resumed some of the privileges of that
sex, and married in succession three
husbands, the third being a Chelsea pen-
sioner. =

Take four
level cups of flour, one teaspoon salt,
sift together three times, then mix flour
in gradually until all is used. Let raise

over night, beat down twice, then let
raise again. When risen beat down
again, take your pie board, flour well,

put one-half of mixture on board, flou:
top of mixture, press dough out with
both hands to the desired thickness, or
you can use rolling pin. Cut with bis-
cuit cutter, then press them out a lil--
tle, so as not to have them too thick.
Now spread melted butter on top of
lap. Let raise well, bake in quick oven,
indicator at strong 400 degrees.

Decorative Motifs Are Lost and
Sculptures Gone; Wonderful
Glass, Too

The New York Sun prints the full
report of Whitney Warren, an Ameri-
can architect, on the damage done to
Rheims Cathedral by German shells .of
which a brief cable summary has been
already published. Mr. Warren spent
more than ten hours in studying the
Cathedral in every particular.

He says that “bombs” by which he
ineans shells, struck it on Sept. 4, Sept.
14, 15, 17 and 18 and continues in part:

On Sept. 19 the cathedral was fairly
riddled by bombs during the entire day
and at about 3.45 the scaffolding sur-
rounding the north tower caught fire.
This fire lasted about one hour, and
during that time two further bombs
struck the roof, setting it also on fire.
The cure claims that one of these
bombs must have been incendiary, oth-
erwises it would be impossible to ex-
plain the extraordinary quickness with
which the fire spread throughout the
roof timbers.

“The fire from the scaffolding de-
scended until it reached the north door
of, the main facade, which caught rap-
idly, burned through and communicated
to the straw with which the floor of the
cathedral was covered. This straw had
been ordered on Sept. 12 by the Ger-
man commander in order to prepare
the cathedral to receive 3,000 German
wounded, but the evacuation of the city
by the Germans had prevented the ca-

“When the French came back the
straw was gathered together with the
intention of removing it, but on the 17th
the French general ordered it to be re-
spread, the flag of the Red Cross hoisted
on the north tower and the German
wounded placed there in the hopes that
this might save the cathedral.

“As I have said on Sept. 19 the straw
caught from the fire originating. in the
scaffold, burning through the doors and
destroying what was known as the very
fine wooden tambours, or vestibules,
surrounding these doors on the inside,
and also calcinating the extraordinary
stone sculptures decorating the entire
interior of this western wall.

“These sculptures were peculiar to
Rheims, being in high, full relief and
cut out of the mass of the stone itself
instead of being applied. This is one’ of
the irreparable destructions occasioned.
| “All the wonderful glass of the nave
is absolutely gone; that of the apse still
exists, though greatly damaged.

“The fire on the outside calcinated
the greater part of the facade, the north
| tower and the entire clerestory, with the
flying buttresses and the turret crown-
ing each of them. This stone as far as
its surface is concerned, is irreparably
damaged, and when touched detaches it-
self; consequently all decorative motifs
wherever the flames reached are lost.

“The tresor was saved at the com-
mencement of the fire by the priests and
the tapestries for which Rheims is so
greatly renowned had been fortunately
removed before, Half the stalls have
been destroyed. The organ is intact and
several crucifixes and pictures in the
apse are untouched.

“That anything remains of the monu-
ment is owing to the strong construc-
tion of what might be called the carcass
of the cathedral and, I am firmly con-
vinced through no desire on the part of
the bombarding forces to spare this
monument. The walls and vaults are of
a robustness which can resist even
modern implements of destruction, for
even on Sept. 24, when the bombard-
!ment was again taken up, three bombs
landed on the cathedral, but the vaults
resisted absolutely, not even being per-
forated.”

On Sept. 16, after a running battle of
twenty days, the Russians arrived on
the left bank of the San and a little in

the rear of Przemysl. Thereupon it was
stated that the Second and Fourth Aus-
trian armies retired from Brzemysl.
Since then several Russian advances on
Przemysl and several retreats of the
Austrians have been announced.

Cracow, seventy years ago the capital
of a short-lived Polish republic, borders
on Prussian, Austrian, and Russian do-
minions, where they meet in the fertile
valley of the Vistula. Like most of the
larger towns of Galicia (it has a popu-
lation of 70,000) it was founded with a
view to its natural fortifications. Today
the old castles of the Polish Kings and
the old walls overlook a series of fifteen
modern fortifications on the hills below
them. The castle serves as barracks and
the walls are used as a promenade.

In 1815 the Congress of Vienna de-
clared Cracow to be “forewer a free, in-
dependent, and strictly neutral city, un-
der the protection of Russia, Austria
and Prussia”—the last remnant of an
old independent Poland. This condition
lasted until 1846, when the town became
a hotbed of Polish intrigue, and, in spite
of the efforts of the authorities to stamp
out the conspiracy, Cracow was held to
be responsible, and its three protecting
powers, among whom the original terri-
tory of ‘Poland had been divided, extin-
guished ‘its independence in spite of the
diplomatic efforts of France and Eng-
land. Thus Cracow became incorporated
with the crown lands of Austria.

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Tribute To British Government

(From the “North American,” Pila-

delphia)

Amid all the tension and distress of
war, there is one fact in which the peo-
ple of Great Britain, we doubt not, take
universal pride and comfort. We pur-
pose to discuss that condition here be-
cause it carries an important meaning
for the people of this country.

The features of the British situation
which seem to us noteworthy and sig-
nificant are the commanding initiative,
the steadiness of purpose and the mas-
terful efficiency displayed by the gov-
ernment in meeting the greatest crisis
that has confronted the Kmipre since
Napoleon loaded his transports to cross
the English Channel.

This statement has no relation what-
ever to the issues involved in the war.
We shall discuss the actions of the Brit-
ish government solely as evidences of
administrative capacity.

What makes them significant and of
vital American interest is the fact that
it is a Liberal government—that the par-
ty in power is the party of progress-
ivism or Radicalism, as distinguished
from the party of Conserviatism or re-
action,

From time immemorial it has been
a settled belief of British Toryism that
capacity for real statesmanship was an
exclusive possession of that element of
the population. Its exponents would
loftily concede that occasionally the
Liberal party might show a certain in-
telligence, and that its policies revealed a
pioneering spirit that was commendable;
but it was held that beyond this point
no dependence could be placed upon
that organization.

Politicians whose minds were engross-
ed with extravagant schemes of social
betterment—so ran the Tory tale—
statesmen who burdened parliament and
the property interests with Socialistic
projects of land reform, old age pension,
National Insurance, housing improve-

ment, and the like,, could never admin-
ister successfully the magnificent affairs
of Empire. :

Solving the Food Problem.

With the dread summons to war came
new problems of equal magnftude and
consequence. First was the question of
food. Great Britain is always within
less than half a year of famine; let the
supplies from other parts of the world
cease for that period, and she starves.
While the threat of war still hung in
the balance, the government of theorists
took charge of the nation’s larder.

1t learned, and announced, that a full
five months’ quota of food was on hand.
It extended its authdrity over these
supplies, named the maximum prices at
which they might be sold, and gave
notice that it would regulate distribu-
tion if that step became necessary. As
a result, the excited vision of hunger was
dispelled, the hoarding of supplies ceased
and inside three days the food baromet-
er was at normal.

The supreme aversion of Toryism is,
of course, David Lloyd George, To the
offence of being a Welshman and of hav-
ing risen from the “lower middle class”
to the Chancellorship of the Exchequer,
he had added that of promoting all sorts
of schemes of ‘‘uplift.” And this vision-
ary was in charge of the nation’s fin-
ances at a time when their very found-
ations were threatened!

ation with superb competence.” When
the shock came the banks were closed
for the August holiday; and they were
kept closed until arrangements had been
made to meet the strain. Then the gov-
ernment postponed for thirty days the
payment of all bills of exchange and all
contracts except for wages. To avert a
currency famine it issued bank-notes for
10s. and 20s., the smallest denomination
ordinarily being £5.

Moreover, it was Mr. Lloyd George
and his hare-brained colleagues who
put into effect the plan of government
insurance of import cargoes to 80 per
cent. of their value, a move which—the
United States having failed to take like
action—started shiploads of sugar and
other necessaries toward the ports of
Britain.

Kitchener and a Ready Fleet.

So complete was the government’s fin-
ancial command that four days after
the opening of the war the British busi-
ness man, with the country entering a
gigantic conflict, could obtain all needed
money at 5 per cent, while enterprises
in Philadelphia, 8,000 miles distant, had
to pay 6 to 7 per cent. for accommoda-

tion.
1t was “Liberal luck,” no doubt, that

brought Kitchener to Encgland from his

post in Egypt at this crisis; but it was
clear-sighted wisdom that instantly re-
quisitioned his services for the War Of-
fice. Here, again, the government show-

ed the statesmanship that rises above
politics.

But more picturesque and more vital
than any of these things was the incom-
parable readiness of the navy. So well
prepared was the Admiralty that the
outbreak found the vast home fleets as-
sembled on a war basis, manned with
trained crews, their gunners on edge with
practice; their supplies of coal, food and
ammunition at hand. When the hour
struck there was no delay. One brief
order was given, the great grey squad-
rons faded into the mists of the North
Sea, and from that day FEngland has
rested secure.

The man responsible for this exhibi-
tion of almost German efficiency is Win-
ston Churchill. He is not-yet forty years
old, and when he was made First Lord,
two or three years ago, Conservalive
England almost wept with chagrin. To-
day the confidence in young Churchill is
like unto that reposed 200 years ago in
his illustrous ancestor, Marlborough.

OF ENGLAND

'An American View of Great
Britain Under Arms For War

(From the “New York Sun.”)
England presents at th= present mo-

!ment a striking spectacle of national
| regeneration. Until two months ago she
: seemed to be plunged into a torpor from

i which it appeared impossible to awaken
her. Her wars in the Soudan and in
South Africa, the imminent menace of
armed rebellion in Ireland, and the ex-
|asperating outrages of the militant suf-
fragettes were powerless to arouse her
from her sleeping sickness. The remain-
der of the world either gloated or
mourned over her decadence.

But since the beginning of August
there has been a marvellous change.
Englishmen have shown since they
threw down the gauntlet to Germany,
that all the tallk congerning the moral
and physical deterioration of their race
is without foundation, and that they re-
main true to the original stock from
which so many of ug on this side of the
Atlantic are proud to trace our deseent.

It needed the call to arms to work the
miracle. a call not for the purpose of
protecting or acquiring far distant pos-
sessions, as in the cage of the Egyptian
and South African campaigns, but to
maintain the solemnly plighted word of
the nation. Instantly the men who but
yesterday were dubbed “flanneled fools”
by their favorite poet, and were thought
to have no interest in life beyond crick-
et and football, sprang to their feet, fill-
ed with enthusiasm, as ready to give
every drop of their blood for the safety
and honor of their native land as their
sires when a hundred years ago they
played the leading role in freeing Eu~
rope from the military, despotism of Na-
poleon. Peer and commoner, capitalist
and laborer, squire and peasant, have
all flocked to the calor in response to
their country’s summons, taking their
place in the ranks not as officers, but
as privates, regardless of birth, position,
place, private interests, and family ties.

They have done this with an eager-
ness that has proved a perfect revela-
tion to the Germans, who had scoffed
at the idea of any serfous military re-
sistance on the part of Great Britain.
From south, east and west men are
thronging to join the English Army in
the field. Canada, India, Australia, and
South Africa all are hurrying ‘their sons
by the thousands to France to help de-
liver the world once more ‘as they hold,
from the crushing burden of military
terroriism,

The zeal which the Englishman shows
not to do a thing uptil it is absolutely
necessary has been apt to deceive peo-
ple into the belief that he could not do
the thing if he tried. ¥ has been rash-
ly concluded that becansei he tolerated
and accepted matters that svere distaste-
ful and -injurious to’ him>¥ather than
deal with them energetically and prompt
ly he was decadent and ready to sub-
mit to anything rather than to involve
himself in avoidableftrouble and ex-
pense. He has contribnted to this im-
pression by his readiness to.grumble at
and to criticise everything pertaining to
the Empire. ¢

But let there come a time when the
honor and the safety of the nation are
at stake, and he is quick to action as
quick and as patriotic today as those
of his forebears of old to whom Eng-
land is indebted for the grandest pages
of her two thousand years of history.
That is one of the lessons .ope of the
most inspiring lessons, of the war now
raging in the Old World.

Some Idea of The Remarkable
Engineering Work

WEIGHT OF 2,000 TONS

Means a Great Deal to the People
in Convenience and in the Pro-
spect of New Home Sites

Work on the new steel bridge span-
ning the reversing falls is still going on
merrily and every day people stop to
watch the operations, which, from
spectacular point of view, will soon be
over. At present the men are rivetting
and also erecting stringers and other de-
tail of the floor system. The top cord,
which is being prepared at the com-
pany’s plant, will not be ready for sev-
eral days, so the final connecting link
which it represents, still remains unfinish-
ed. The temporary bolt placed a few
days ago will remain, though the whole
section will be strongly rivetted when
once the cord is put in position.

Much interest to the general observer
centres in the crane-like machine called
the traveler. During the course of con-
versation an official explained some de-
tails concerning it.

This machine is on rails twenty feet
apart, and is run along the bridge to the
spot where lifting is required. The
crane part and frame-work on front to
keep it from tipping when under strain,
are all made of steed and power is sup-
plied from a stcam engine in the rear.
The machine now being used on the
bridge has a lifting capacity of twenty-
two tons and from this fact alone the
magnitude of the work is made more
clear. Each of the cords, which are
twenty-four feet long, weighs eighteen
tons and is lifted by this machine with
apparent ease and guided to a nicety
just where it is expected to be set.

A good deal of talk was caused
passers by when the western section
stood boldly out without apparent sup-
port. Here again actual figures come as
a surprise, for it is learned that the
weight of that half amounted to about
900 tons and from this it will be seen
that the anchors which upheld this
stretch of steel must be capable of great
resistence. The entire bridge weighs
almost 2,000 tons, and of course the
weight is distributed, that being one of
| the particular feats of the engineers.

The length of the arch span, 565 feet,
has often been quoted as though that
were the entire length of the bridge, but
in reality there are two approach spans
which must be taken into consideration,
and they are each approximately forty-
eight feet long, thus adding to the gen-
eral dimensions.

Reinforced concrete will compose the
floor and double tracks for street rail-
way purposes are to be laid on the
stringers, the top of the rail being level
with the road-bed. Sidewalks, of the re-
gulation seven feet width, and to be laid
and will project over each side, perhaps
four or five feet. The projecting section
will be upheld by stringers and brack-

crete.
