Thaw’s Losing Fight

Coaticook, Sept. 4—In two particulars
Harry K. Thaw today lost in his fight
against being returned to the United
States. His lawyers were denied a writ
of prohibition as to an enquiry re the
sanity of the prisoner, and he failed to
establish the contention that he had en-
tered Canada as a “tourist” and like
“Jack” Johnson should be allowed to
proceed. It was shown that he had pur-
chased a ticket in Canada for Detroit,
so that he had no through ticket on his
person. He was practically convicted of
entering Canada by stealth as he was
unable to show entrance from a recog-
nized port of entry. On this charge
alone he could be deported. Thaw’s
lawyers have despaired of defeating de-
portation, and have at last begun to
make plans to fight extradition from
Vermont to New York. T. R. E. Me-
Innes, of Ottawa, joined, the group of
defending lawyers today. He. is one of
the fathers of Canadian immigration
law.

A brilliant woman of the world, who
recently saild from America, remarked
with regret. “I saw young girls only
among your very rich and exclusive old
families.

American girl of moderate circumstances
imitates in dress the music hall singer
who flaunts her intrigues and her ex-
treme costumes on the same stage. Tell
this girl that she should not dress in this
outrageous fashion, and she says you
might as- well be dead as behind the
times.

Doubtless you would
snatch the book from her hand and set
a match to it; but the five cent circulat-
ing library at the corner drug-store will
supply another copy, or her chum will
lend her one.

During the last theatrical season, 2
splendid and artistic production of “Lit-
tle Women” has been touring the coun-
try. A woman friend of mine who laid
the foundations of her literary taste in
Louisa Alcott’s books happened to stop
in a small Pennsylvania city during the
run of “Little Women,” She dropped in
to the Saturday matinee and found the
theatre crowded with women—women of
her own generation, grandmothers, mo-
thers and aunts, laughing and crying
with Meg, Jo, Beth and Amy. The
grandchildren, children and nieces of
these women were sitting dry eyed and
bored. At a rival theatre, a cheap drama-
tization of “I'he Common Law” was be-
ing played. That house was crowded
with young girls. The modern girl can-
not understand ' ‘that exquisite spirt
which permeates *“Little Women,” but
they respond to the sex thrill of plays
like “The Common Law.”

“It has been concluded from this
actual experience that with free beef
the price to the consumer will be re-
duced very materially, as it is believed
that prices here are kept unnecessarily
high. In regard to free wool, everybody
realizes that in the winter season we re-
quire woollen clothing to protect the
body from severe cold weather. It is the
" belief that free wool means warmer and

more durable clothing and at a reduced

price. The wool grower doesn’t need
the protection of a high duty, as form-
erly, because the mutton or lamb carcass
sells for double what it did a few years
ago. Free wool would reduce the large

" amount of shoddy now being mixed

. with woollen goods, which is now be-
ing sold to the people for all wool.

The agitation for tax reform in New
Brunswick has gone steadily on since
the third annual convention of the East-
ern Canada Tax Reform League in To-
ronto last September.

In December A.'B. Farmer, secretary ||
of the league, had a most successful lec-
turing tour of a week, speaking to large
and interested audiences in Halifax,
Middleton, Springhill, New Glasgow and
Pictou, N. S, and in St. John, Newcastle
and Moncton, N. B.

In February, Rev. W. C. Keirstead,
Ph, D., professor of philosophy and eco-
nomics in the University of New Bruns-
wick, spoke before the Canadian Club
in Moncton ,advocating lower taxes on
improvements and personalty than on
land,’ and demandirig a.system wunder
which the community can lay its hands
upon_ the unearned increment of land.
The same question has. been discussed
at subsequent meetings of the club and
at the meetings of Moncton Tax Reform
Association.

power to reduce or abolish, within its
jurisdiction, taxes on polls, improve-
ments, personal property and income, or
any one or more of these, and raise its
revenue by means of a land tax with or
without a poll tax and with or without
a system of business licenses; also that
copies of this resolution be sent to the
provincial premiers and opposition lead-
ers.”

After being thoroughly discussed, the
matter was adjourned, and finally the
following amendment, moved by Hon.
Donald Morrison of Newcastle, and
Smith I.. Walker, M. D., of Truro, was

. PRICE OF CIGARETTES

Growing Area For Turkisk To-
bacco Not Injured by Balkan

ar

London, Sept. 4—Cigarette smokers
will learn with joy that the price of
Turkish cigarettes will not be mater-
ially increased on account of the recent
war in the Balkans. Tobacco experts
say that the tobacco crops are practical-
ly intact this year, as the fighting area
was not located in the growing area
and the ravages of troops on tobacco
warehouses were few save in the case of
Sorres, where the Bulgarians burned
several warehouses, some of which be-
longed to Americans, but the total loss
was only a thousand pounds of tobacco.
The wholesale price of Turkish tobacco
has increased because owing to the fact
of so many men being required for ser-
vice in the army a sufficient number
of laborers to tend the crops could not
be obtained. This shortage of labor will
probably extend to the coming year. A
further increase in the wholesale price
of tobacco is anticipated.

When asked if it was not somewhat
philanthropic not to increase the price
of cigarettes when the wholesale cost
of tobacco has advanced the explana-
tion was offered that the big tobacco
firms always have from three to four
vears’ stock of tobacco on hand, and
the high prices which will obtain this
and next year will be offset by the

Better In MNontreal

Montreal, Sept. 5—The Gazette says:
According to one report, the gross earn-
ings of Quebec railway for the year
ended June 80, last were approximately
$1,770,000, which would represent an in-
crease of about $855,000 over the pre-
vious yecar. Net earnings, it is said,
were about $860,000 or $180,000 higher
than 1911-1912 and the surplus after
chsrges, equal to about 1 1-2 p, ¢. on the
common stock.

Bank of Montreal shares sold yester-
day at 285, representing a 14 point ad-
vance over last sale on the market and
10 points over the recent low. Royal
Bank at 216 has scored a three point
advance, and B. N. S. at 255 a four
point advance over the recent low prices
for those issues: The improvement in
investment stocks generally is continu-
ing quietly but steadily. Dominion Iron

Sir Thomas Lipton is now assured, as
far beyond possibility of disappointment
as anything can be, of another race for
the America’s Cup, and he is going to
make the effort of his life to lift . the
coveted trophy. Contracts have been
signed binding the New York and Ulster
Yacht Clubs to fulfil their agreement
to the holding of the race in 1914.

Sir Thomas has secured the best de-
signer in England, has two of the most
experienced sailing masters, Sycamore
and Wringe, and has induced W. P. Bur-
ton to take charge of his challenger. Mr.
' Burton is the most expert amateur who
sails in British waters, an_d he has ac-
cepted the invitation of Sir Thomas to
take charge of the Shamrock Iv.

' Some idea of Mr. Burton’s success as

a yachtsmar is had from the fact that
he had won 215 races before he had an
opportunity to sail for the King’s Cup,
and then he won the first that he sailed
for. He also had the distinction of
winning the last cup offered by King
Edward, and the first offered by King
George. Each season the British sover-

eign offers several trophies for yocht}

racing, which are distributed through
the Royal Yacht clubs. These prizes
are much sought after and are for
__yachts of the larger classes.

Mr. Burton commenced yachting in
1888 with the Violet, and as a member
of the Orwell Corinthian Yacht Club,
owned and raced several half and one
raters. For the last sixteen years he
has been connected with bigger craft,
and during that time has owned the
Penitent, Gauntlet, Lucida, Britomarte,
Ostara and Octavia. In all he has sail-
ed about 1,000 races and has won more
than half of these.

The Penitent he purchased from the
late C. D. Rose in 1897, and in his first
season, won twelve first prizes, out of
sixteen starts.. After sailing the Peni-
tent successfully for five years he had
the Gauntlet builf, from designs by A.
F. Payne: This boat was followed by
the Lucida, a Fyfe creation, and in this
vacht he won forty-two prizes in two
seasons. The Britomarte, designed by
Mylne, was his next vessel, and in this
vacht, in four seasons, he won ninety-
seven prizes in 110 races. One prize
was the International Cup, presented by
the commodore of the Royal London
Yacht Club. In 1909 Mylne built the
Ostara for Mr. Burton, and this yacht
was the biggest winner of all his fleet.
In a very strong class, Mr. Burton se-
cured seventy-three prizes in 100 starts
in two years. He successfully defended
the International Cup. In 1911 Mr.
Burton entered the nineteen’ meter class
with the Octavia, another Mylne yacht,
and he showed that an amateur could
hold his own against the best profes-
sional talent. In that season he fin-
ished the head of his class, with a re-
cord of thirty-one prizes in fifty-six
starts. Last yvear he repeated his suc-
cess with twenty-one prizes in thirty-
four starts.

Mr. Burton is rear commodore of the
Royal Harwich Yacht Club, and by vir-
tue of that position is an honorary mem-
ber of the New York Yacht Club. He is
also a member of the Royal Ulster
Yacht Club, and eleven other yachting
organizations.
