WEDS NURSE OF 30 Washington, Sept. 24—The state depart­
ment officials bslieve that the appointment 
of a representative of Canada at Wash­
ington, to which post George W. Gall, 
jus just been appointed, will materially 
expedite negotiations between the Wash­
ington and Ottawa governments.* - While 
the state department h» not yet been.of­
ficially advised of Mr. Gall’s appointment, 
the creation of such an office was deter­
mined upon with the knowledge of the 
United States government.

There said that Mr. Lyle's first wife died 
two years ago leaving them childless, and 
that Mr. Lyle’s sister-in-law, Miss Eliza- 
beth Antoinette Newcomb, took charge of 
the mansion. Miss Newcomb suffered from 
aphasia, and Miss .Hannon, who 
trained nurse in the Presbyterian hospital 
this city, was called in to treat her. A 
few weeeks later Miss Newcomb 
moved to a sanitarium, and it came time 
for the comely young nurae to leave.

But the lonely old multi-millionaire ad­
mired her skill, her charming manner and 
her blond beauty- so much that he pre­
vailed .upon her to remain and préside 
over his «tablishment.

investigation in the various parts of the 
American continent is being carried out.
Every summer, field campaigns are con­
ducted in Colorado, Utah, New Mexico, 
under the auspices of the school. A per­
mit for the excavations in Old Mexico 
has been granted by the Mekican govern­
ment and an expedition to Central Am­
erica is now being maintained by the St.
Louis society of the institute. The affili­
ated societies in St. Louis, Colorado,Utah,
Los Angeles, and Seattle are taking an 
active part in these projects.

5. Mediaeval and renaissance studies.
A standing committee of the institute de­
votes itself to the promotion of the study 
of the architecture, painting and sculpture 
of mediaeval and renaissance times. Fel­
lows are appointed in these studies who 
spend their time in study in Italy, chiefly, 
at the American school in Rome.

To make known to its constituency the 
results of archaeological research, the in­
stitute sends out each year to all the so­
cieties three or four lecturers who are 
specialists in their respective fields or 
have just returned from some important 
site. Owing to the vast extent of coun­
try to be covered four lecture circuits 

maintained, namely, eastern, central, 
western and Canadian. During 1907-1908 
D. G. Hogarth, curator of the Ashmolean 
Museum, lectured on the Archaeology of 
Asi^ Minor, with special reference to hie 
excavations of the Temple of Artemis at 
Ephesus. He lectured during 1909-1910 be­
fore the Canadian societies on the Hit­
tites. In the spring of 1908-1909 Professor 
John L. Myers lectured before the Cana­
dian societies on the Archaeology of 
Cyprus, and Professor Christian Reulsen, 
second secretary of the German Archaeo- knowledge.

The Frontiersman by Rev. H. A. 
Cody of St. John is a Story of 
Life in the Yukon

since I have lived here, now nearly fifty 
years, the same subject has come up for 
discussion and effort to succeed every few 
years, but nearly always with failure.

After tlie great ,hre of 18A we tound 
ourselves located near the Marsh bridge, 
in what is now called Forest street. On 
the north side of the street there Were no 
Houses, but a strip of land about ten feet 
wide, facing the houses on the south side 
for its whole length. It was covered with 
every kind of rubbish, old Waggon wheels, 
hayricks, pieces of various kinds of rotten 
lumber, etc., the whole making a very 
sorry sight to any lover of order and clean­
liness. For our own part, we cleaned the 
piece of ground across the street fronting 
cur home, and planted a tree and a passer­
by and neighbor, dwelling on the same 
street, thought it would be jiice to- plant 
the whole street. This was James Millican, 
and with another neighbor, the late M.
Blair, we worked together to till the street 
with trees on the side next the I. C. R. 
and the present tree growth there is the 
result the only one in all St. John that 
has such a number of trees growing -vigor­
ously and planted Immediately after the 
fire of 77. What was before an ill-smell­
ing, dirty street filled with rubbish, is 
now an ever pleasant beauty spot for all 
who frequent or pass by that place.

From this grew the planting of Hay- 
market Square, which was formerly a 
dumping ground for every kind of broken- 
down waggon, wood and odd lumber of, 
various kinds. It is now respected by even 
the worst boys in the city—they taking a 
pleasure in planting the trees and in the 
main seeing, they are not injured. We in­
stilled this ins the former rowdy element 
by asking their help to dig holes and help 
plant Forest street and each held himself 
responsible. We never had a single lesson 
on tree-planting in our life but have tried 
to think out the matter as a great addi­
tion to the pleasure of living. Our greatest 
success haa been to plant trees when, af­
ter a pent-up winter the sap begins to 
creep ’to renewed life of the tree or the 
spring as early as it is possible to take the 
trees from the ground. Where thinned out 
and planted the same day they are taken 
from their birthplace. With common sense 
care not to mutilate the roots, every tree so 
taken up and planted will grow vigorously 
and live. The proof is in the Forest street 
avenue of trees, where every tree planted 
was jo placed.

If you wish to succeed in fall planting 
treeb may be taken up in September with 
the same care as in spring planting, and by 
the time hard frost makes its appearance

MONOPOLY IN MONTREAL
The proposed amalgamation of the Mon­

treal Street Railway Company with the 
Montreal Heat, Light and Power Company 
if carried out, will create a monopoly in 
the grip of which the city will be practic­
ally helpless. With the rumor of amalga­

mation there was a scramble to secure 
stock, which advanced at a remarkable 
rate, not because there is any increase of 
business to warrant it, bût because if the 
deal went through there would be the us­
ual watering of stock, with large profit to 
those on the inside. The Ottawa Journal 
gives the following history of the proceed­
ings which led up to the present situation:

“The Montreal Heat, Light and Pow­
er Company is in an amalgamation of so 
far no less than nine companies of the 
kind. Let us enumerate the list, to show 
how these things go, and how utterly fool­
ish it is for municipalities to multiply such 
public service charters in the hope of get­
ting competition:

A coalition government for the Unitin of 

South Africa would probably have been 
the best inauguration of the new order of 
affairs in the south of that continent, tend­
ing to wipe out racial divisions. Such a 
coalition having been seemingly impractic­
able, the success of the party headed by 
General Botha is the next best thing. Any 
combination which could have been success­
ful against him would hâve given to a large 
proportion of the Boer population the idea 
that the rest of the people aimed to take 
an undue advantage of them, Botha hav­
ing been, the most moderate and fair of 
the Boer leaders and deserving most of the 
consideration of the new Union. This feel- 
ing might have rankled in South African 
politics to probably a far greater extent 
and time than it should under present cir- 
cumstahces.

So far as can be judged at this distance, 
a coalition was rendered impracticable by 
the opposition principally of twd men, Mr. 
Merriinan, the leader of the Cape Boeva 
and Mr. Hertzog, leader of the majority of 
the Orange Free State. In Mr. Mernman s 
case, the opposition was apparently due to 
personal ambition. He had some hope to 
be himself the first prime minister of the 
Union.

Ottawa, Sept. 23—The Telegraph cor­

respondent interviewed Hon. William Pugs- 
ley today regarding the decision of Chief 
Justice Barker on the bill filed by him 
against the New Brunswick Coal tc Rail­
way Company, et al, for the taking of an 
account of the receipts and disbursements 
by the company. Dr. - Pugaley made the 
following statement:

"I have read the judgment, as publish­
ed in The Daily Telegraph, and have writ­
ten to my solicitor instructing him to ap­
peal to the supreme court. The chief jus­
tice holds that a director of a company 
is not entitled to have an account taken.

“But for this decision and for the great 
respect which I have for the learning and 
ability of the chief justice, I would have 
supposed that a person who had been, as 
I was, a director of a company, and had 
ceased to have connection with such com­
pany, would be entitled to have an account 
taken of the receipts and disbursements 
by the company and its officers during the 
perigd of such directorship. However, the 
question is sufficiently important to war­
rant me in obtaining upon it the opinion 
of the full court.

*% am disappointed at the result because 
I hoped to have a full and complete inves­
tigation, and not a partisan and unfair 
enquiry, such as took place before the 

missioners, where every effort 
made to suppress the truth and distort the 
facts, and which resulted in *a false re­
port prepared, largely by Mr. Powell, the 
counsel for the provincial government.

“I had gone to considerable expense in 
employing a skilled accountant Who has 
examined the books of the various banks 
and other financial institutions where the 
company kept its accounts, and whose tes­
timony as to the large sums paid out for 
interest, wholly omitted by the commis­
sioners from their report, would have cor­
roborated the statement which I made in 
parliament when I showed to the complete 
satisfaction of every impartial listener the 
thorough unreliability and worthlessness of 
the commissioners’ report.”

Outside of the «amples displayed at the 
Exhibition, no British Columbia fruit has 
been sold here, but dealers predict a good 
future for it in this market. In taste and 
appearance it is almost identical with that 
imported from the western states. Prac­
tically all fruit from the far west is grown 
in arid climates, where horticulture with­
out the aid of artificial watering would he 
impossible. The mountain-fed irrigation 
ditch is the sole means of supplying mois­
ture to orchards in nearly all the large 
fruit-growing districts, and Torontonians 
who have travelled through the Okanagan 
Valley in British Columbia are familiar 
with the toy, flunie-fçd orchards, which 
dot the otherwise barTen hillsides.
Want Tariff Raised t

Already there has been a movement on 
foot among groovers in the Pacific prov­
ince to persuade the goveramentvto place 
a higher duty on fruit from the states, and 
in a measure to bar it from the Canadian 
market. American produce, despite the 
tariff wall, is à serious competitor with 
British Columbia in the prairie market.

“It can't touch our Ontario fruit in 
flavor,” declared one dealer in the Ex­
change. pointing to a display of the west­
ern article, “but it looks good, and peo­
ple go everything on looks.”

And how are these good looks achieved? 
Partly by climatic conditions, but very 
largely by scientific methods. It would 
be an eye-opener to Ontario farmers to 
see the way in which the western dr- 
chardists attend to their trees. Persistent 
spraying circumvents most of the petits, 
while continual cultivation of the ground 
affords all possible nutriment to the trees. 
In large orchards such as those on Lord 
Aberdeen's ranch, the Coldstream, near 
Vernon, B. 0., the visitor will hardly see 
a blade of grass growing, so vigorous is 
the war waged against weeds. The sur­
face of the ground is as loose and friable 
as a well-kept flower bed.
Can Beat Ontario

In such manner western growers get re­
sults. But this is only half the battle. 
J ust as careful discrimination is used in 
the packing and shipping of the fruit. Once 
out of the giowers’ hands at the various 
exchanges, professional sorters pick it over 
and grade it precisely, while expert pack­
ers deftly wrap it and box it up. Such 
packages are no lottery for the buyer. He 
knows exactly what he is getting; the 
label on the box is sufficient guarantee, 
and the quality is stamped outside. The 
purchaser may rest assured that the top 
layer covers fruit of similar size and qual-

prosatic religious service held in the 
churches hereabouts/ This s'eems to solve 
the problem of how to get the public to 
visit the churches more effectually than 
any device yet suggested, and it is expect­
ed will lead to the institution of a moving 
picture service in conjunction with the 
regular Sunday evening prayer meeting by 
a large number of the churches about

Pittsburg, Sept. 23—The Rev. Thomas 
G. Boord, pastor of the Wylie Ave. Baptist 
church, of Pittsburg, was almost mob­
bed by his parishioners after the church 
people had read in the morning papers 
how their pastor, pleading poverty, had 
tried to sell two of his children at pub­
lic auction On the streets of Circleville, 
Pa., his home town.

The minister had been subjected to 
rather harsh treatment when he tried to 
get bids on two of his children in the 
public square of Circleville. Boord ex­
plained that he was too poor to keep his 
five little ontis, and that he must sell two 
of them in order to support the other 
three. He flooded Circleville with the fol­
lowing handbills:—

“Auction tonight. The undersigned will 
sell at public auction his two children as 
hereinafter described: One boy, seven 
years old, fair complexion, weighs forty- 
three pounds; strofig of body and mind; 
has never been to school, but would make 
a competent newsboy and be able to earn 
good wages in three years, 
great support to buyer in less than eight 
years.

“One girl, aged ten, dark complexion, 
weighs fifty-three pounds. Has had four 
years’ schooling;- was youngest pupil fn 
her class. C»n execute any household du­
ties, such as plain sewing and cooking, 
dishwashing, etc. For a child’s nurse can­
not be excelled. Will be competent to 
keep an ordinary house in six years’ time.”

“Sale is to take place corner Third and 
Main streets at 7.30 tonight. Purchaser 
must be good, moral person.”

At 7.30 o’clock there were 1,000 persons 
on hand and when Rev. Boord appeared, 
accompanied by a nice, clean-looking boy 
and a girl, and announced .that the auction 
was ready to start. He declared that the 
children he was offering for sale were his 
own.

The announcement struck the crowd 
dumb. When Mr. Boord asked for- bids 
some of the prominent citizens of Circle­
ville interfered and told him that the sale 
could not go on. They told him slavery 
had been abolished in this country and 
that it was contrary to the constitution of 
the United tSates to sell persons at public 
auction.

Mr. Boord tried to defend his action, 
but was unsuccessful. He finally called 
the auction off when many in the crowd 
showed a disposition to become rough.

There was much trouble in .store for the 
Rev. Boord when he reached his Pitts­
burg church. He was jeered at and many 
left the church, refusing to listen to the 
cxplanàtion which the pastor offered in 
tears. The Rev. Boord is a prohibition 
candidate for the state legislature, and his 
explanation is that he wanted to illustrate 
a point in his campaign by the auction 
block and his two children, but before he 
could reach the point in his story the 
crowd jumped at conclusions and left him 
in a “painful and embarrassing position.”

We know the hopes which 
the organizers of the Eucharistic Congress­
es cherish in connection with th’emr—hopes, 
the fulfilment of which would effect a well- 
nigh unimaginable change in the institu­
tions and life of the old lands. Some of 
those who were pleased to contribute to 
the success of the congress did not, we 
may suppose, contemplate the fulfilment 
of the yearnings and prayers of faithful 
Roman Catholics in respect of such a re­
ligious revolution as within the probabili­
ties or they would, perhaps, have with­
held their hands. Nearly all denomina­
tions of Christians pray for the unity of 
thé Clnitch, but always with an undertone 

Æ. aspiration as to the prevalent note in 
fthe creed and worship of the restored 
temple. The Church of which the Pope is 
head entertains no thought of compromise 
claiming that it is for the seceders—Greek,
Anglican, German, etc—to sue for read- 
mission as returning penitents. To the 
average Protestant mind this uncomprom­
ising attitude is incomprehensible. The 
Orthodox and other Oriental chinches have 
declined reconciliation for nearly four cen­
turies and a half. What is vaguely called 
Protestantism represents a multiplicity of 
dissent from the Roman obedience of 
which that name gives no conception. Save 
by specialists the difference in doctrine and 
regimen between one Protestant commun­
ion and another is seldom studied- by 
members of those communions. Indeed, 
there is sometimes a wider dogmatic gulf 
between the preaching today and fifty 
years ago of the same church than between 
its confession of faith and that of a quite 
separate and, in some respects, opposed 
organization. The strongest of the Pro­
testant churches in the Dominion had no 
existence two centuries ago; but no one 
would presume to criticize Protestantism 
without learning its wondrous story. Can­
adian Methodism is independent both of 
that of the United States and of the mo­
ther church of England. Church histor­
ians have begun to deal fairly with the 
great heresiarchs of the early centuries, 
and even those who regard Wesley’s move­
ment as a schism from a schism cannot 
ignore the man and his work without dis­
advantage to themselves. Nor can the 
English Roman Catholic student of his lan­
guage and his literature quite appreciate 
the “Pilgrim’s Progress’’ without putting 
himself at the religious point of view of 
the author of that masterpiece. Litera­
ture is, indeed, a wondrous bond. But to 
master the glories of any tongue—French,
German, Italian, Russian, English, not to 
speak of the Greek and Latin classics—one 
must pay some attention to the religion 
as well as the race of the writers. In 
every such study we find that the new de­
parture had its cause, just as in recent 
years the broadening of -judgment had its 
cause.

The Canadian bank statement for Aug­
ust was highly satisfactory, for, while the 
banks increased their business loans by $5,- 
000,000 and note circulation by $2,500,000, 
the outflow of money was offset by an 
increase of nearly $12,000,000 in deposits, 
which nowr total $801,970,000.

Call and short loans in Canada increased 
by $246,740, while similar loans made by 
Canadian banks abroad were reduced by 
$1,988,749.

Current loans in Canada, representing 
the banks advances to business enterprises, 
stood at $657,813,770 on August 31, an in­
crease during the month of $4,805,434.

There was recently ppened for traffic 
at Auckland, New Zealand, a reinforced 
concrete bridge which contains the largest 
masonry arch in existence, says the Scien­
tific American.

It is a matter of much gratification to 
the board of health that during the past 
months of this year, there have been few 
cases of contagious disease in the city, and 
that at the present time, while there are 
a few cases of typhoid and scarlet fever, 
there are none of diphtheria, and practic­
ally a clean bill of health is reported. This 
condition of affairs is a great improvement 
on other years, when typhoid and scarlet 
fever, and diphtheria were quite common 
even at times, ranging to epidemics in some 
neighborhoods.

It is considered that the change has 
been wrought by the improved sewerage 
system, and the stringent measures taken 
by the board in the matter of plumbing 
facilities on all premises in the city. Many 
of the cases of fever reported this year, 
are considered by those who should know 
to have been caused by visits of the com­
mon house fly, which it has been found, is 
the source of much disease, carrying germs 
from place to place, unobserved.

During the coming yeaer the sewerage 
system of the city will, it is expected, be 
made still better, and this will help great­
ly in the prevention of disease. Residents 
of Chesley street in particular feel the need 
of a sewer, and the board of health is with 
them in the matter of having one install-
