THE GREAT CATHEDRAL.

A High Altar that will Cost a Quarter of a
Million of Dollars.

At the instance of Vicar-General Quinn, a con-
vocation of the priests of the diocese of New York
was held Thursday to devise means for erecting the
fligh Altar in the new cathedral in Fifth avenue.
The altar when completed will cost about $250,000,
and it is proposed that the diocese of New York
shall defray,the entire expenses, When completed
the altar will be one of the most magnificent ?n‘ the
world. Its principal parts are being erected in
Rome and others in 8t. Brieuc, France. The de-
sign is by Mr. James R. Renwick, the architect of
the cathedral. The High Altar will occupy the -
eastern extremity of the building and be supported .
by a platform to be reaclfed by three broad marble
stell\s rising from the fidor of the sanctuary. The
table will be of white marble resting on columns of
precious marble, with bases and foliated capitals of
the same material, and are eight in number, divid-
ing the front of the altar into three large and four
smaller niches. The larger niches will contain
repri ations of the Passions of Christ, and the
smaller statues of the Apostles. The altar is to be
twelve feet four inches long by two feet four inches '
wide. .

Extending its entire width behind the altar are
to be two marble steps inlaid with precious stones,
on which will stand tlhe candelabra of gilt bronze.
These steps are intersected by the tabernacle rest-
ing on the altar. The tabernaele is to be three feet
wide and six feet high. The tabernacle is to be of
Carrara marble, inlaid with precious stones, and
adorned b, quisite R ies rep ting
a sacred emblem and the crown of thorns. The
door of the tabernacle is to be of brass, fire ﬂl&,
the arch supported by columns of the richest marble,
inlaid with gems cut in facets, with the figure of an
angel kneeling on each side.

The stylobate at the rear of the altar is to be
thirty feet in length by ten feet in height, divided
Anto five parts. The central division supporting
the tower and spire of the reredos is six feet in
width. The first divisions on each side are séven
feet six inches long, and each extremity four feet
six inches long, each supporting a tower and spire.
The base of the reredos is of white marble, inlaid

ith alabaster and ornamented on side by a

ief, the Gospel side representing the Agnus

and the Epistle side the Dove. - The reredos is

divided into five sections, having a central tower
and spire, and gwo flanking towers and spires.

The first story of the central tower is six feet
square and si¥teen feet high, having two clustered
columns of red and green marble, with white mar-
ble bases and foliated capitals standing on side
of the central niche, which has a background of
white marble, decorated with foliage. A marble
canopy covers this tabernacle. Undér this canopy .
will stand a splendid crucifix, with the foot resting
on the roof of the tabernacle. The second story of
the central tower, directly over the canopy, is five
feet six inches high, supported by sixteen columns
of polished marble, with bases and capitals of white
marble. On the four upper angles of the columns
are kuneeling figures of angels. The spire of the
central tower is fifteen and a half feet high, is four-
sided, and filled in with the richest pie tracery.
and crackets of beautiful foliage, and a finial at the
Iu'p supporting the central cross, which supports the
whole.. The entire height of the central tower and. -
spire, from the floor of the sanctuary to the base of
the cross, is forty-eight feef. The two corner towers
are four and a half feet square and eighteen and a
half feet high. On the gospel side will be St. Peter,

each




and on_the epistle side St. Paul, each nearly six
“feet in height. .
Between the central and side towers aresix niches,
with traceried heads and groined ceilings, three
being on each side of the central tower. The niches
will contain the fignres of six angels bearing shields,
on which are carved the emblems of the Passion of
Jesus Christ. These are all of white marble, five
and a half feet high. The niches are surmounted by
gablets of richly pierced tracery, with finials and
crackets of foliage. Over the columns arc the
kneeling figures of saints and martyrs. These
figures crown the columns, and behind them run up
P les through the ice, which finishes the
whole, and is richly moulded.
The work for the altar proper and the base on
which the reredos stands is done in Rome, by the
11-k Iptor, Carminini: The niches, spires,
and statuary of the reredos by M. Paul Guibé of St.
Brieuc, France. Most of thepiecesof the altar are
pleted, and it is proposed to set them up in the
new cathedral by the latter part of next year. The
main roof of the great edifice is nearly completed.
The groining of the arches in the interior has al-
ready been d e stained window
panes are soon to be put in place.—N. Y. Sun.

g We have heard of partisans who have
sought to use good Methodists for anti-Methodist
purposes, app in di disguise in both
camps at the same time, and being equally at home
in either. But to appear as a newspaper writer who
at the same moment assumes the guise of a defender
of Mr. Burpee in the Halifax Wesleyan and a severe
critic of the same yentleman in the St. John Globe,
is a feat that would seem to require an amount of
cool assurance which comparatively few persons
possess.

If Government
funde are helping the. censtruction of this branch
the public know nothing of it. 1 do not see how
Mr. Schreiher can be certifying for Mr. Macnab,
although Mr. Macnab undoubtedly certifies for Mr.
Schreiber. That is, Mr. Macnab, as the enginecer
of the Provincial Government, is over Mr, Schrei-
ber, the contractor of the Springhill Branch; while
Mr. Schreiber, as a Dominion officer, ranks above
Mr. Macnab in the same service.. The whole
arrangement has become very complicated through
the Government allowing officials for whose full ser-
vices and whose full time they are paying high salaries,
to take contracts which make large demands upon
their time. | It is time that salaried officials of the
Dominion were confined to their legitimate duties.
If Mr. Schreiber wishes to devote his time to rail-
way contracts he ought to be allowed to leave the
service of the Department of Public Works,

It seems to us that this whele question will not be
disentangled until the Halifax Chronicle or Citizen,
that profesdes to know all about the mysieries ot
railroading under Messrs. Mackenzie|and-Brydges,
undertakes the task.

Have you heard that the ten thousand tons of
rails that were lately ordered to Halifax,—instead
of going linto the Pacific Railway which the Gov-
ernment were to build,—arc intended to make good
this deficiency ?

Have you heard that the famons 50,000 ton order
was given by the Department of Public Works,
over which the Hon. Mr.. Mackenzie presides with
such “purity and reform,” to a British firm in which
a near relative of the Hon. Mr. Mackenzi¢ is under-
stood to be leading financial spirit ?

A Raid on the Bank of British North America
appears to have been planned and| ably carried out
in some places; and although in| some quarters it
was a failure, the result as a whole is a considerable
losstothe institation. InSt. Johna man named Had-
dock appeared as the principal and obtained about
$3,000 on a forged Metter of credit. Haddock was
subsequently arrested, but the funds had taken to
themselves wings. In Halifax nearly $4000 was
obtained by a man, named Bell, who got off, money
and all. In Quebec the party wit‘:h the $4,000 letter
of credit was arrested. In St. Stephen he got the
money and got off, - The attempl appears to have
.been made in Canada on the same day, Friday last,
except Halifax, where the raid was made on Thurs-
day. It wasmade at the Bank agenciesin the
Western and Southern States, alsp, on Friday. In
Milwaukee, on that day, says a telegram :—

A man calling himself Charles Daniels presented
at the First National Bank of this city to-flay a
counterfeit letter of credit for $3,000, purporting to
be from the New York agents of the Bank of British
North America. He was arrested. .

f  An Indianapolis despatch of Friday the 8th
says i—

Last evening the Indiana Banking Company re-
ceived a telegram from the managers of the Bank
of British North America, located in New York,
with instructions to arrcst the person presenting a
cirenlar letter of credit numbering higher than 151.

This afternvon a well dressed sfranger, answering |

to the name of Henry Saunders, presented a letter
numbering 169 at the bank counter and asked for
$3000. r. Kitchen delayed him until the arrival
of the officers, when he was transferred to the
Central station house. |

*We understand that a similar altempt, which was
unsuccessful, was made in Macon, Georgia. The
Western operators came to gricf} but those at work
in the East mostly succeeded. ‘I[mank, who has
passed also by the names of Smith and King, isstill
under arrest in St. John, and so is the Quebec
man; but the money taken by [Haddock can’t be
found, so that some $9,000 has been lost to the
Bank in New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

How THIEYES AR MADE. —The s parents of
young boys will hesitate before sending their child-
ren out among strangers to carn‘a livelihood after
reading the sad story told by a bevy of m >
boys at the Court of Quarter Se yesterday.
Four clerks of the Dominion Telegraph Company
were charged with receiving stolen property.  The
boys who had been the unwilling thieves were put
in the witness box, and ecxposed the system of
duress whieh had been imposed upon them to make
them steal for the benefit of the clerks, who were
their masters. Each boy was paid two cents for
every message delivered, and if he brought back
from the place of busir where he delivered the
message a fair share of spoils in the shape of to-
bacco, cigars, poeket knives, fruit, spirits, or other
ac ble’hooty, he was credited on his book with
half a score of bogus messages which he never de-
livered. This was robbing the recipients of the
messages of goods, robbing the Telegraph Company
of wages, and robbing the bays of their share of the
spoils, to say mething of their honor. Those boys
who wanted to act manly and refused to steal; were
sent out on all the long-djstance messages, were
fined when they wasted time or made a noise, some
of them as mueh as four dollars a month, and were
kicked and enffed by the clerks who were reaping
all the benefits of the plunder. Bat the little fellows
who were obedient and stole to order escaped all
fines, were eredited with delivering more messages
than they had, and were otherwise favored by the
clerks, Ilere was a premium on-crime paid to
boys of ten and twelve years of age by young men
who probably prefessed to be respectable and who
held positions of tr in a respectable company.
The boy who was honest, if] any boy was trying to
make money by his work could he est in the
face of such opposition, had no chance at all. And
this em of robbing, as shameful as any that ever
disgraced the purlicus of New York city, where
sturdy beggars educate and compel young children
to go out and steal or sufler a heating, was carried
on under the very nose of the Dominion Telegraph
Company. The Company is not to blame, of course,
but there must be a deal oflooseness in the control
of employees where such things can be committed
and such a system carried | on for months without
the knowledge of the officials.

THE BEECHER MATTER IN ENGLAND.

The “Saturday Review™ on the Great Preach-
er's Short-comings.

The reeent dedication of| the City Temple to the
worship of that strange idol Mr. Beecher has sup-
plied a signifieant commentary on the insidious in-
vitation just before addressed to clergymen of the
Church of England to identify themselves with the
institution. It is unpleasant to discover that there
is in any part of our community a sympathetic
weakness for these peculiar tenets which have borne
their natural feuit in the scandal at Brooklyn. Tt
is some comfort, however, [to observe that respect-
able nonconformists are, as a body, by no means
disposed to submit quietly/to the humiliating im-
putation whieh has been | cast upon them by Dr.
Parker and his friends. | For the trap which was
cunningly Iaid for the unsuspecting congregation
of the City Temple, when | a vote of confidence in
Mr. Beecher was suddenly/let fly in their name, Dr.
Parker may have been alone responsible.  But the
meeting next day, at which a still more sickly and
fulsome resolution was put forth, as if om behalf of
nonconformist ministers generally, naturally in-
volved more serious consequences to the character
of the whole body ; and it is not surprising that this
audacious assumption of anthority should have pro-
dnced a commotion which has not yet subsided.
There was af once an indignant repudiation from
all parts of the country, and this has been followed
up by continsed protests in the denominational
organs, and & series of |denunciatory pamphlets,
some of whieh have reached us.

THE LINE OF DE E
which has been taken by some of the chief offend-
ers is certainly rather an extraordinary one; for,
apart from the main charge against Mr. Beecher,
on which they are of coursce, like other people, en-
titled to their own opinion, they eagerly seeE to ex-
tenuate and justify the peculiar practices which
tend “to confirm the suspicions against him, and
which, in any ease, show how little his personal
conduct aud habits were in acordance with the
sobriety and decorum demanded in his position.
Dr. Raleighfor instance, admitting that there have
been ‘‘peculiarities”—he, “will even add impro-
prieties”—in Mr. Beecher’s behavior, does not see
why on this aeeount he should not be approached
‘with sympathy by those who believe that he has,
“with complete success, shown himself innocent of
the heavier eharge.” This assumption, which also
servades the resolution ed by Dr. Raleigh and
[nis associates, that the charge against Mr. Beecher
has been completely dispiroved, is, of course, a fla-
grant perversion of the notorious fact that the jury
could not agree upon a verdict of acquittal; and
not a word of eensure or admonition is'Lim(-d as to
the dangerous consequendes to others of the example
of Mr. 8 “‘peculiarities.” It is extremely
unfortunate that ‘any controversy on this unsavory
subject should have spread to our shores; but, as
this has happened, it ix necessary that any misrep-
resentation of the positive facts of the case should
be exposed. ¥t would be too much to expect every-
body to teil through the voluminous mass of weari-
some and unpleasant cvidence; but those who care
to read a keen yet impartial summary of the case,
in which the essential facts are separated from the
mass of verbiage and irrelevant matter, will find it
i atement that has been reprinted from the New
Times. The Beecher case, like the Tich-
borne, becomes much clearer when it is
STUDIED IN A STRICTLY HISTORICAL FORM,
step by step; and we will briefly endeavor to exhibit
it in this order, even at the risk of troubling our
readers with & nauscous repetition which we would
gladly have aveided. The theory of the defence at
the trial was that Mr. Beecher was led by his ac-
cusers inlo a series of discussions or negotiations
which he imagined to have no referente to anything
more serious than an imputation of undue inter-
ference on his part in the affairs of the Tilton
family, which was suppdsed to have had the effect
of producing an ¢strangement between the husband
and wife; and that the graver charge came upon
him afterward as a complete surprise. It is clear,
however, that Beecher must at least have known
the gravity of the charge after the 29th December,
1870, when Tilton, follpwing up his formal demand
on the 26th te his Pastor to resign his office and
quit Brooklym, showed Beccher his wife’s written
confession, which Beecher persuaded Mrs. Tilton
next day to retract out of compassion, as she said,
for his misery. Yet from that day down to the
middle of last year we| find Beecher in closc and
obsequious attendance on Tilton and Moulton. * He
has plenty of hard words for himself, groans and
tears, and pleadings for mercy, but not a word
against his aceusers. He does not attempt to deny
anything, makes no preparation for a defen
for the punishment of his calumniators, but tri
coax and wheedle, and [touch their hearts by his
weeping and despair.  The day after he gets Mrs.
Tilton’s réeteaetion he humbly attends by command
at Moulton’s house to meet Tilton, though it is a
yer-meeling niglll, apd he has in haste to make
arrangements for a substitute. He expresses no in-
dignation at the naturc jof the accusations against
him, but merely complhins—this -is his own evid-
ence-—that * an nnfair advantage has been taken of
him”” in gefting Mrs. Tilton’s confession ; and when
Tilton rejoins that the unfairness was on his side
in extorting the retraction, he “argues the point
with him,”” and then

on this point from a letter in the Christian World.
He argues that allowance must be made for “great
gifts,” which * would seem to provoke great temp-
tations.” “ When there is high sensitiveness of
nature, when everything is looked at through a
moral rather than a logical medium when sympa-
thy is large and unsuspecting, the probability is
that there will be many temptations unfelt by men
of another mold.” It js, therefore, unfair, in his
opinion, ‘““to set one man against another when so
much depends upon circhmstances which are rather
to be felt than explained.” This last touch is an
exquisite one. Dr. Parker. goes on to argue that
preachers who make “ the pulses tingle with a'life
mysterons and mighty are

as cternity ” are not to be

‘ted from the same sources at £363,200,000 an-
nually. This is over and above the increase of
debt. Deducting the State taxes, the county and
municipal governments raise $295,000,000 a year,
and have added $430,000,000 to their indebtedness
within five years. According to this our local gov-
ernment really costs in taxes and incre: ebt,
$380,000,000 annually, or more than the entire
annual revenne of Great Britain for all purposes
which is $376,000,000.

We commend this exhibit to the earnest consid-
cration of our readers, as presenting the most seri-
ous problem of popular government.

- HOW TO GO\WjEnl OUR CITIES.

The Awfal Burden of Bebt they have Piled
-Up.—The Reecent| Enormous Increase.

. [From the Chicago Tribune.]

Mr. William M. Grosvenor, of 8t. Louis, has been
making a recent investigation into the municipal
indebtedness of this country. His search demon-
strates that Mr. Blaine has rather understated than
overstated the local debts of the country in the ex-
hibit which he made about a year ago, and which
attracted so much attention at the time. Mr. Blaine
estimated the aggregate municipal indebtedness,
near the close of last |year, at $570,000,000. This
showed an enormous |increase within four years,
since the census of 1870 stated the municipal debts
(exclusive of State and County) to be $328,244,520.
But later investigations, covering a period of five
years, show that Mr. Blaine’s estimate was a low
one. A recent number of the Financial Chronicle
gave a list of city securities, which showed that the
bonds of only thirty-two cities in the country (ex-
clusive of their floating indebtedness) amount to
$525,632,728, or nearly as much as Mr. Blaine’s es-
timate of the gross municipal indebtedness, But
the last annual reports of Massachusetts show that
the cities in that State|alone, besides those included
in the thirty-two cities cited above, qwe.$36,914,634.
In Ohio, the reports show that the cities of that
State, outside of the cities included in the Financial
Chronicle's statement,| owe $8,909,714. Thus the
bonded debt of the thirty-two cities, and the cities
of only two States among all those not included in
that list, amounts to $571,457,076, or a larger sum
than Mr. Blaine estimated for the whole country.
A comparison of the| census statement shows that
these cities owed less| than two-thirds of the total
municipal indebtedness of that time. Assuming
that this ratio remains the-saine, the present show-
ing would make the aggregate municipal indebted-
ness $856,185,614. This is a higher rate than even
Mr. Grosvenor is willing to accept. He therefore
makes a proper allowance for a smaller ratio of
increase in the cities where statements are not
made. The increase| in the thirty-two cities be-
tween 1870 -and 1873 was 160 per cent. The in-
crease of the Massachusetts cities not ‘included in
the list of thirty-twp is 130 per cent. The in-
crease of the Ohio cities has been 290 per cent.
The average increase in the two States has been
more than 160 per cent. Tt is entirely within
bounds to assumec that the increase in the other
cities of the country has been 70 per cent., or less
than half of the average increase in the States of
Massachusetts and Ohio. Upon this basis, the
aggregate municipal| indebtedness of the country
at this time amounts to $758,000,000, or nearly
$200,000,000 more than Mr. ‘Blaine estimated.
New York furnished a proof that the estimated
increase of 70 per |cent. is entirely reasonable.
From a statement furnished recently by Gov.
Tilden,” it appears that the municipal debts of
that State outside of New York City, Brooklyn,
and Albany, have increased 119 per cent. in less
than two years. It should be stated, however,
that the thirty-two cities. which have a total
bonded indebtedness| of $525,632,728 have sinking
funds that amount tg $62,443,953. Deducting this
the net indebtedness in these cities, and those of
New York, Massachusetts and Ohio not included
in that list, is $551,684,533. Add to this the
Ldebts of the other cities in the country, upon the
estimated increase of 70 per cent. since 1870, and
the net municipal indebtedness of the country, after
dedueting resources, is still $706,672,497.

In an article which we printed a few wecks ago,
we drew a comparison between the municipal in-
debtedness of this country and that of Great Britain.
This comparison mdy now_ be extended still fur-
ther. The average municipal indebiedness of
twenty English citie3 smaller than London is about
$30 per capita. ‘But, the minor American cities,
with about the same population as these twenty
English cities, owe about $92 per capita.’ The con-
trast is presented ingtill another form. The report
of the Local Government Board in Great Britain
shows that, deducting the British national debt,
there is a total local| indebtedness of $360,000,000,
or about $11 per ('.'lpi(a. Take the same loecal in-
debtedness in this cpuntry, including everything
except the national debt, and' we have:—

This is a local indebledness of about $30 per
capita for all the pedple in this country, or about
three times as great as the local indebtedness per
capita in Great Britain. The strain in this country
is still more notabld when' we count the interest
paid. The jnterest pn the local indebtedness pro-
bably averages 7 per cent., which would make it
$93,000,000 annually, while the interest on the
British local indebteflness does nol exceed $15,000-
000 a year; so that, while the interest on our
national indebtedness is more than $20,000,000 less
than Great Britain pays on its national debt, the
total interest we pay every year on all debts is from
$40,000,000 to $50,000,000 more than Great Britain
pays on its total indebtedness.

The statement of local indebtedness does not
fully set forth the full measure of recklessness and
extravagance that characterize our municipal gov-
ernments ; for notwiths ing the startling m-

ase of local indebledness, taxation has likewise

d at a frightful rate. A statement of fifieen
'w York, Philadelphia, Boston, Brooklyn,
Chieago, Cineinnati, Jersey City, Loui
, Newark, Clevéland, San Francisco, Provid-
ence, Albany, Milwaukee) shows that the taxable
valnation of property has increased nearly $1,000,-
000,000 the last five iyears, and the tax levy in those
cities, which was 864,000,000 in 1869-'70, was $97,-
500,000 in 1874’5 |It only remains to be stated
that in not one of those cities was the debt reduced
within the time mentioned, so that the increase of
taxation was devoted. aside from the payment of
interest on the bonded debt, to the payment of
current expenses 4nd local improvements. In
1870 the whole sum raised by State, county, and
municipal taxes was about $280,000,000, and the
