DECREASE.

The effect of the financial depression whieh
began in the sutumn of 1920 on the incomes
and profits of the American people is strikingly
shown in the reeently published report of the
Commission of Internal Revenue for the fiseal
year neding June 30, 1922. The total collec
tious from income and profit taxes that year
were only $#2,088.000,000 as compared with $3,
228,000,000 in 1920-1921. The carreat yemr
should see a .still further falling off, as with
the beginning of the calendar year of 1922 the
highest surtax ‘rate was reduced from 635 per
cent. to 50 per eent., while the excess profits tax
on corporations was done away with altogether,
a straight sormal tax of 124 per cent. om
profits being substituted.
