From the Japanese 'authorities and 
especially from the minister of foreign 
affairs I received the most courteous 
hearing. In Count Hayashi I found a 
true friend of Canada, 
mated with a sincere desire to reach 
such an agreement as would be mutual­
ly beneficial and equally honorable to 
both countries.

I am not at liberty to divulge confer­
ences and documents of a confidential 
nature. The interests involved demand 
that in a circumstance like this I should 
be guarded In any statement I make 
lest they should suffer from any indis­
cretion. This is more than a party 
Issue; it is a national issue. Whilst an 
ill-timed word might elicit a commen­
dation on this side of the ocean, It per­
haps would have a contrary effect on 
the other. Public opinion in Japan is 
as keen and sensitive as here.

I ask parliament to trust the repre­
sentatives of Great Britain and Can­
ada in this matter. The written as­
surances I have received from the min­
ister of foreign affairs that Japan will 
in future restrict her emigration to 
Canada is the best evidence that the 
new arrangement or accord is now on 
a satisfactory and permanent basis. It 
is dated Tokio, 23rd December, 1907.

ese laborers to Canada.

This removed all cause of friction 
and irritation between Canada and Ja­
pan. All that was required was’ some 
assurance that the action would not be 
revoked. There was in this way a tacit 
understanding that the flow of immi­
gration from Jaj*an would be so regu­
lated by the governors of several pre­
fectures as not to exceed a reasonable 
figure. The existence of that under­
standing may be seen from the many 
communications exchanged 
Consul-General Nosse ând the prime 
minister. The fact, therefore, was that 
the Japanese so regulated emigration 
from Japan as to cause no feeling of 
alarm in British Columbia. It was only 
after Canada’s adherence to the treaty 
of 1894 between Great Britain and Can­
ada that the question of Japanese im­
migration became acute.

By clause 19 of the treaty of 1894. it 
was made optional with Canada and 
other British colonies to adhere to the 
treaty. It was not until 1905 that Can­
ada became a partner to that treaty.
As the time for adhering to the treaty 
had expired it became necessary to 
conclude a special convention between 
Japan ande Canada.
was signed* at Tokio in February, 1906, 
and the treaty came into effect after 
the exchange of ratifications.During 
the session of 1907 it was sanctioned by 
parliament. By article 1 the Japanese 
were unequivocally given the same 
rights as any British subject in Canada.

It has been said that Canada should 
have accepted ihe suggestion, of Mr.
Chamberlain to adopt a policy based on 
the Natal Act. That would mean ex­
cluding the Japanese from- Canada] It 
was also said that Canada should have 
adopted the same arrangement as 
Queensland, which reserves her right 
regarding the immigration of laborers 
and artisans. The Foreign Office at 
Tokio emphatically , declares that 
Queensland néver a Vailed herself of the 
above-mentiohed stipulation.

The real ciuse of ' ttife agitation was; 
the unreserved Interpretation of article 
1, by some enterprising emigration 
companies. It was in the faith of a 
tacit understanding t with Japan as to 
restrictions of immigration that parlia­
ment gave its sanction to, the. treaty.
It is in that line that Canada’s un­
reserved and absolute fl,dh<$sion must 
be read. Mr. Lemieux forent on tq show 
that as soon as the treaty had been 
sanctioned, an incessant tide of emi­
grants poured into British Columbia 
from Japan and Hawaii. So far as the 
Japanese government was concerned 
they were not responsible for the in­
flux. No charge of bad faith can be 
laid against them. The emigration 
companies are chleflv responsible for 
this enormous increase.

Chicago, Ills., Jan. 22.—Policemen in 
Chicago are to be retired in the order 
of the hardness of their arteries.

“It has been determined beyond dis­
pute that a man is as old as his arter­
ies,” said Health Commissioner Evans 
last night, in explaining the plan on 
which the retiring board will work. 
“While it is an universal fact that as 
a man grows older his arteries harden, 
yet the process of hardening does not 
move evenly with the years. The ar­
teries of a man of 50 may be harder 
than those of another man of 65. It 
depends on the way he has lived.

"The machine for testing arteries is 
a hollow rubber band put around the 
biceps of the arms and connetcihg with 
a rubber tube which runs to a common 
pump bulb in the hand. By working 
the bulb the person being examined 
forces aij, into the band around the 
arm until it swells enough to stop the 
pulse. A mercury standard guage at­
tached Indicates how much pressure 
this takes.”

These expressions were characteris­

tic of the temperaments of thehreleased 
men.

News that an early escape would he 
afforded by the men reached Ely short­
ly after 11 o’clock yesterday morning 
by telephone. About 8 o'clock last night 
the fact that an entry to the surface 
of the debril in the main way had 
been effected was telephoned to the 
mep anxiously awaiting on top. 
entombed men had been working sev­
eral hours in digging their way to 
freedom form the 1,000-foot level. The 
rescuers at the same time did all in 
their power to remove the earth that 
was blocking the mouth of the 1,000- 
foot tunnel.

To the anxious crowd waiting around 
the shaft mouth the bell signalled “One, 
two, three, hoist away!” Then aloud 
cheer burs: forth from the throng.

Suddenly the bucket rose to the sur­
face. In it was one of the rescue party 
supporting Bailey. His first coherent 
question as he was carried to the shaft 
house was about his wife.

Wife Not Present.

Mrs. Bailey was not present. One of 
her children was ill, and she preferred 
to meet her husband at their home, 
where no throng of curious people 
would be watching. Bailey soon de­
clared hiipself sufficiently rested to 
mâke the trip, where he went soon 
afterWàrd, supported on either sidy by 
$ friend.

Another shout of joy echoed when 
Fred McDonald was brought out and 
given to the care ôf those anxiously 
waiting, a brother and several friends.

Pete Brown received as great an ova­
tion from the crowd as either of the 
others.

On the morning of December 4th, Mc­
Donald, Brown and Bailey and two 
Greeks were working in the bottom of 
the three compartment shaft, eighty- 
five feet below the pump station and 
1,085 feet below the surface. The cave- 
in occurred at 9 o'clock. The cable 
used to haul the cage from the third 
compartment of the shaft snapped and 
thousands of tons of rocks, debris and 
timbers fell down into the shaft. From 
the bottom of the compartment in 
which the men were working to the 
pumping station a distance of eighty- 
five feet, a series of rickety laddèrs 
offered the only means of escape. With 
falling rocks and timbers streaming 
down upon them the five struggled up 
these ladders.

The public ought to be deeply1 inter­
ested in the debate on the address in 
reply to the speech from the throne 
now in progress {in the Legislature.

; is a very convenient position for a gov­
ernment, to assume whicji.. confesses 
frankly and without qualification that 
its chief aim is to hold office. As the 
Premier himself puts it, “It is a pretty 
hard thing to get into office, and the 
game when you get there is to stay 
there.” Hence we have a frank .con­
cession of something the public never 
had any doubts about: that the Bowser 
Natal bill was a part of a political game, 
designed to hoodwink the people in 
•the hope of retaining office. But de­
signingpoli tic ians~’who undertake to 
deceive the public should pla'y the 
game more deftly than McBride and 
Bowser have played It.

Although it is : impossible to get any

Run Off With the Prize Crew—British 
Cruiser Hoodwinked.

Grimsby fishermen are famed for 
recklessness and courage, but no more 
amazing story has been told in recent 
times than that which leaked out when 
the Alliance Steam Fishing Company's 
trawler Catalonia returned to Dundee 
recently.

On the vessel’s deck was a smart 
naval officer, and he surprised the lo­
cal customs authorities immediately the 
vessel reached the piers by calling up­
on them to arrest the ship and confis­
cate the gear. Then the story leaked 
out. Some days previously at mid­
night the fisheries cruiser Freya was 
patrolling the Moray Firth, when her 
searchlight picked up the trawler 
steaming steadily along with her gear 
down. The cruiser's commander ran 
alongside, and charged the skipper 
v/ith poaching within the three-mile 
limit. The skipper hotly denied the 
allegation, but the officer’s “You are 
under arrest, and must accompany me 
to Cromarty” settled matters. A prize 
crew was put on board, and the skip*- 
per was ordered to stow his gear, while 
the naval commander checked his posi­
tion on the chart and verified his sur­
roundings. With a final peremptory 
“follow me,” the cruiser headed for 
Cromarty.

The trawlermen heaved the nets and 
prepared to follow, but when they were 
ready the cruiser was out of sight, and, 
instead of heading for Scotland, the 
trawler put about. It was in vain that 
the officer in charge of the prize crew 
protested, and spoke of pains and pen­
alties. The fishermen were four to one, 
and had no fancy for Scottish prisons. 
At full speed the trawler ran out to 
sea, and daybreak found her out • of 
sight of land with a crew intent on 
fishing, and some very amazed officials, 
who felt they were being badly treat-

THE WATER WORKS.

The city council of 1908 has been au­
thorized by popular vote to proceed 
with the improvement of the water 
works system. It has been empowered 
to borrow six hundred and nineteen 
thousand dollars for the purpose: of 
carrying out the recommendations of 
Engineer Adams, involving a renewal 
of the system of distribution of water 
and Increasing the effective capacity 
of the reservoir at Elk Lake, 
opinion of the ordinary citizen not en­
dowed with expert knowledge is that 
in the past there has been a good deal 
of bungling, td Use the mildest possible " 
term, in connection with the adminls- 
tràtion of the water works, department.

We are merely giving exprès-, 
sion to the popular opinion. We are 
simply calling attention to a common 
topic of discussion In the public places 
of the city.

Now six hundred thousand dollars, is 
a very large sum of money, and it is 
the obvious duty of the new council, 
from which much is expected, to take 
the most effective possible measures to 
insure that this sum shall be expended. 

"In the manner most likely to secure the 
maximum of benefit to the ratepayers 
and the citizenship generally. The 
council is expected, in a word, to dis-- 
regard all the precedents of the past 
and to place a qualified man in charge 
of the improvements to the water 
works. The mari intrusted with this 
work should have something more than 
a mere theoretical knowledge of the en­
gineering business. He should be a 
properly qualified professional man—a 
competent engineer.

The old council decided that the time 
had come to employ a man whose whole 
duty It should be to superintend the 
water works. When this decision was 
reached the public assumed that an au­
thority whose qualifications were un­
questioned was to be appointed to take 
over the management of the water 
works, leaving Mr. Raymur in the po­
sition to which he was originally ap­
pointed, that of city auditor. But the 
unexpected happened. Mr. Raymur was 
selected for the post of water commis­
sioner. Possibly the appointment was 
a wise one. It may be that he possesses 
all the qualifications necessary, 
extensive experience in the water works 
department and the intimate knowledge 
he has gained In connection with the 
office may have justified the course of 
the old council. We have nothing 
whatever to say in disparagement of 
Mr. Raymur’s engineering talents. But 
we do contend that the members 
of the new council are expected 
to put aside every consideration, to 
disregard all influences which may be 
brought to bear upon them, and to 
act solely as they would act if the Im­
provement of the water works were 
their own private business.

That Is 
what the people expect of the new 
council. And we are pleased to see 
such a course appears to be In con­
templation.

. While not prepared to yield absolute 
credit to the government for recogniz­
ing the importance of encouraging Irri­
gation in the province, or to essay be­
fore hand any appreciation of a scheme 
not yet before the House, he was will­
ing to Join in assenting to the general 
merits of such an enterprise. As to the 
proposal to establish a university In 
the province, before the House was ask­
ed to assent to such a project they 
should be apprised as to the amount of 
the public domain which it was propos­
ed to alienate in ordej* to bring such a 
creation about.

Turning to the Oriental question Mr. 
Macdonald referred to the Bowser bill 
of last year, which, he said, merited 
rather the appellation of the

Bob-tailed Bill.
To that bill, whether good or bad, the 
Lieut.-Governor refused his assent. 
There was a well-known principle that 
the King could do no wrong. That is, 
that he acted on the advice of his re­
sponsible advisers. These advisers 
were responsible to the members of the 
legislature, who were inS turn responsi­
ble to the people. There was only one 
exception to this rule; where the Lieut.- 
Governor could do any act, except by 
the advice of his ministers, and that 
was in the case of reserving a bill, 
which might be done on the instructions 
of the Governor-General of Canada. It 
might be that the premier and his col­
leagues were not at fault in this case. 
He was. not in a position to charge that 
they were at fault. But he did say that 

, it must be shown that the Lieut.-Gov­
ernor acted upon instructions from 
the Governor-General-in-Council 
fore they could

with regard to the position of this bill 
and he (Mr. McBride) told him that a 
day or so before he left for Ottawa the 
Lieut.-Governor of the province had in­
formed him that he proposed to

Withhold His Assent.
This was private and confidential. But 
as the privacy had been broken he was 
guilty of no breach of confidence in im­
parting this information to the House.

This, however, did not assist the po­
sition of the Liberal party, as the pre­
dominancy of the federal power in such 
matters wag sufficiently clear. He in­
timated that a duplicate of the Bowser 
bill was to be introduced, and chal­
lenged the House to wait and see what 
the attitude of the opposition would be 
respecting it. As to the Liberal posi­
tion generally, he cited Hon. Mr. Tem- 
plem^i’s enunciation on the subject, in 
effect*that Canada was bound by the 
considerations which attached to a 
British alliance with Japan. As against 
this the premier quoted the advice pass­
ed to Canada In writing by Mr. Cham­
berlain, in effect that they were at 
liberty to enact the Natal bill. In New 
Zealand and Australia Immigration 
laws
denied on Imperial reasons 
country. Personally he could not ac­
cept the idea that rights exercised by 
one colony could be denied to another.

The premier reviewed the history of 
anti-Oriental legislation in Canada, re­
calling Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s assurance 
that the views of the people of the west 
would prevail with them. He also re­
called that the local legislature had re­
peatedly re-enacted 'the immigration 
bill.

When the Alaska-Yukon Exposition 
is held in Seattle, Mr. Dennis pointed 
out, the C. P. R. would have a stilt 
faster steamer than the Princess Vic­
toria, which could be utilized by the 
visitors to the fair. The C. P. R. 
would have the Empress hotel to en­
tertain visitors and the rates which 
would be quoted for the passage would, 
he felt, sure be such' as would com­
pare favorably with any part of the 
world. Victoria should reap a good 
harvest therefore from the exposition 
of next year.

J. A. Macdonald continued the de­

bate on the address, Interjecting an 
opening commenting upon the paucity 
of the matter contained in the speech, 
as a text for any special pleadings from 
the government point of view.

Mr. Hawthornth waite declared him­
self In favor of Mr. Macdonald’s amend­
ment. The immigration act of last year 
was directed against no particular class. 
An error occurred in the wording of 
that act which nullified the effect of It. 
He contended that any law passed by 
the legislature mhst have some force 
end effect. Its Intention was undoubt­
edly to prevent the admission of unde­
sirable Immigrants. He contended that 
both parties were blafneable in connec­
tion with the disallowance of this mea­
sure. One of the first clauses of the 
Anglo-Japanese treaty provided that 
the subjects of each power should have 
full liberty of. passage between the 
countries. This treaty passed the Do­
minion House without a word of pro­
test. The Ottawa Liberals and Conser­
vatives as well were equally at fault on 
the question. The only noticeable de­
bate on the subject was a question put 
by Mr. Borden as to the value of a 
Japanese"yen, and Sir Wilfrid Laurier’g 
answer that it was worth fifty cents. 
The speaker hoped the workingmen of 
the country would make both Laurier 
and Borden look like fifty cents in the 
next election. White men could not 
compete with Orientals. This was not 
only true with respect to labor. But 
Japanese merchants were demonstrat­
ing their ability to get ahead of Euro­
pean competitors. In Vancouver a 
number of Japs owned two or three 
million dollars worth of property. He 
argued that there was no compensating 
advantage In the treaty with Japan. 
The exports of that country were stead­
ily on the Increase and their reliance 
upon foreign producers was 
spondingly falling off. He denied that 
his party stood for the red flag of an­
archy. They believed all necessary re­
forms were constitutionally obtainable. 
But something must be done with refer- 

to immigration from the Orient.

Mr. Oliver called the attention of the 
premier to the absence of any note of 
Instructions in the return of papers re­
lating to the withholding of assent to 
the immigration bill.

The premier replied that all the pa­
pers on the subject had been brought 
down.

J. A. Macdonald said he understood 
that the premier contended that in­
structions had been transmitted to the 
Lieut.-Governor, and asked if he had 
received a copy thereof ?

Hon. Mr. McBride: “With regard to 
what transpired between His Honor 
the Lieut.-Governor and myself I am 
not in a position to give the House any 
information at all.”

C. W. Munro said the discussion of 
the Oriental question reflected a shuf­
fle of both parties to avoid responsi­
bility, and he thought unfair criticism 
had fallen upon the ^Dominion authori­
ties. The misconception of this subject 
in the East -was traceable in the atti­
tude of the province. For instance the 
position of the * premier, who assented 
to the knowledge at Ottawa that the 
immigration bill would not have the 
sanction of the Lieut.-Governor, was 
not calculated to engender a proper ap­
preciation of the situation there. The 
natural inference drawn by the people 
of the East from this circumstance was 
that the people of the West were not in 
harmony on the question, and that poli­
ticians there were simply playing to the 
working class. He regretted to have to 
reach this conclusion, but was forced to 
it by having come in contact with pre­
vailing opinion during a visit to the 
East. It was a wrong position to take 
that the constitutionality of this ques­
tion was met and explained by the fact 
that a bye-election in Vancouver had 
resulted in a certain way. He did not 
think that bye-elèction had anything to 
do with it. He was not prepared to say 
where the responsibility lay absolutely, 
but he did say that it had become an~ 
important question in the mind of 
every layman in the province, whether 
they lived under a limited or an abso­
lute monarchy ; whether they had 
reached the point where thé people had 
no means of redress, when the legisla­
tion passed by their representatives in 
parliament ctiuld be turned down as it 
had been in this case. Without wish­
ing to cast disrespect in any direction, 
he contended that It was a question of 
great moment to the citizens of this 
province as to whether they were 
amenable to a responsible government 
or not.

One of the most Important Items of 

business at last night’s meeting of the 
city council was the appointing of 
committees. Mayor Hall had, before 
the meeting, already sounded many of 
the aldermen as to their inclinations in 
the matter. His Worship stated that 
If the present arrangement did not 
meet the wishes of any of the coun­
cillors he would try to rearrange mat­
ters so that everyone would be satis­
fied.

Dr. Kergln continued the debate on 
the address. He noted with pleasure 
that a much larger sum than usual was 
promised for surveys in the province, 
and hoped that all the arable lands 
suitable for settlement j would be sur­
veyed as soon as possible, as incon­
veniences arising froth lack ot sur­
veys had already deterred settlement 
in some parts of the northern country.

Speaking of the ufliv^sity project he 
expressed the idea thajt it should con­
template an establishment, not merely 
for the immediate présent, but one 
which would be a credit: to the country 
Aâty years from now, He suggested 
that the Queen Charlotte Island! should 
be stocked With deer under government 
auspices, arguing that,^ere was prom­
ise in the natural conditions that they 
would become one of the best game 
preserves in the province.

Discussing the action taken by the 
government in discontinuing the issu­
ance of loggers’ licenses, would result 
in destroying the industry of a large 
number of hand loggers, and putting a 
number of saw -mills, dependent upon 
them for raw material, out of business. 
This applied particularly to the lumber­
ing industry of the northern coast, 
where conditions were such that log­
ging operations could only be conducted 
close to tide water. The majority of 
saw-mills north of Vancouver Island 
depended entirely upon hand loggers 
for their supply, of logs. While he did 
not object to the admission of outside 
capital, he thought the loggers who 
had been in the country and helped to 
build it up in less prosperous times, 
were entitled to some consideration.

W. H. HaywarÇ.
W. H. Hayward in considering the 

point raised that Eastern opinion had 
been confused on the Oriental question 
by the conduct of the government with 
reference thereto, found an answer in 
the fact that the provincial view was 
supposed to. be reflected through their 
parliamentary representatives at Ot­
tawa.

The large falling off of the salmon 
pack from the waters of the Fraser 
river he found justification for provin­
cial interposition to protect the indus­
try. He thought it a subject for con­
gratulation that the provincial govern­
ment was dealing with the matter.. He 
approved most heartily the policy of 
the .government in asserting its rever­
sionary rights in the Indian reserves 
of the province, quoting figures to show 
that while there had been a decrease 
in the Indian population during the 
past period of years, the territory of 
the reserves set apart for their use had 
Increased to 50,000 acres. With respect 
to the timber industry he thought the 
royalty should not be fixed for any 
very extended period, in view of the 
rapidly accruing value of the asset. He 
suggested that the government should 
extend its offices to assist the profitable 
development of the poultry business as 
it had in the establishment of creamer­
ies in the butter trade. Congratula­
tions were due the government, he 
thought, for the bounties provided to 
encourage the protection of deer and 
other game against the depredations 
of beasts of prey.

Mr. McPhillips explained that his 
point was that if the Lieut.-Governor 
in withholding assent, exercised an au­
thority that resided In him, the resolu­
tion was out of order.

Parker Williams said: If the Lieut.- 
Governor only reserved the bill for the 
consideration of the Dominion authori­
ties it was reasonable to assume that 
something should be heard of their de­
cision with reference thereto. And, he 
asked. If.the legislature was precluded 
from discussing the action of the 
Lleut.-Governor how were they to bring 
The matter to the attention of the Do­
minion government? If the imputation 
of improper motives to the Lleut.-Gov­
ernor was the ground on which the 
resolution was inadmissable, what 
would happen to a resolution without 
such Imputation In it? He argued that 
a resolution would be abortive unless 
it contained a statement of particulars. 
He disagreed with the contention that 
it was not competent for the House to 
discuss the Lleut.-Governor because 
be was not under their control, remark­
ing that the House frequently debated 
such questions as the tariff, financial 
subsidies to the province and other 
matters outside its jurisdiction.

The speaker said the matter was a 
very Important one, and that his decis­
ion was reserved.

Hon. W. J. Bowser replied by citing 
a case where he contended this was 
done ln 1878. He argued that the im­
migration bill, after the Lieut.-Govem- 
or withheld his assent, should still have 
gone to the Governor-General at Ot­
tawa. He said it could not be shown 
that the withholding of assent by a 
Lleut.-Governor had ever resulted in 
the resignation of the government ln 
any province of Canada.

IMMIGRATION BILL

INTRODUCED AGAIN
The paving of Government street Is 

to commence at once and in very lit­
tle more than a month thé work will 
be finished if everything goes on as 
anticipated. Aid. Pauline, in* lull-of the 
routine business at the méeting of the 
city council Monday, asked for in­
formation as to the present status of 
the Government street improvements. 
Everyone, he thought, would like to 
know how soon they might expect 
something to be done.

The Mayor said that the blocks were 
now being treated and as soon aa 
enough were ready to start with, the 
work would commence. They were now 
treating from ten to twelve thousand 
blocks a flay." It would take some­
where about 330,000 blocks to complete 
the work so that It would be foolish 
to commence laying until they had 
enough ahead to be able to keep right 
on as fast as possible after breaking 
up the street.

Alderman Henderson, chairman of 
streets committee, said that it would 
take a little over a month to do the 
work and operations would commence 
he thought about the first of next 
week. The conduits were now being 
made, and the creosoting plant was 
working well.

In answer to - Alderman Hall as to 
whether any selection of the blocks 
was being made or whether the whole 
wood pile was being shovelled in, Al­
derman Henderson stated that the 
blocks were being picked over twice 
and any objectionable ones thrown 
out. He thought it necessary to have 
at least fifty thousand blocks ready 
before commencing the work. The 
part which had been treated with car- 
boiineum.and which was still In pretty 
good repair would be done last.

WINTER CARNIVAL.
Arrangements are advancing at a

There 
will be a splendid programme from 
Tuesday night to Saturday night.

For fundb the association looks to 
the subscriptions from the miners and 
the citizens generally, together with 
an appropriation from the city council 
and a percentage of the gate receipts 
at the skating rlnkr \ Over $3,000 is 
spent in trophies and prizes annually, 
and these have invariably drawn ath­
letes from far and near.

The proceedings will commence on 
Tuesday with a skating masquerade at 
the rink and a hockey tournament at 
the same place during Wednesday, 
Thursday and Friday, on the evenings 
of which days, according to present 
plans, there will be dances. This will 
lead to the hockey championship of 
British Columbia. The association is 
disappointed that there is no likeli­
hood of a team coming from Spokane 
so that the event might have been 
made an international one. However, 
tjhere will be a number of good clubs 
represented, so that the contest will be 
full of Interest and excitement.

Curling will also form a prominent 
feature of the carnival. Last year a

A pair of skies crossed 
from a fitting finish at the bottom of 
the vase and on either side of the base 
are two figures, a man and a woman, 
in ski costumes.

Secretary A. B. MacKenzie, acting on 
instructions of the association, has sent 
the following letter to Mr. Jeldness:

“I beg to answer that I have been 
Instructed by the executive committee 
of the Rossland Carnival Association 
to acknowledge the receipt, In good or­
der, of the very handsome cup known 
as the ‘Jeldness cup,’ to be emblematic 
of the ski jumping championship of 
Canada.

The resolutions are intended to 
strengthen the hands of Sir Edward 
Grey, the British foreign secretary, 
who is only awaiting definite action 
by the Belgian government and cham­
ber before intervening.

Sir Wilfrid Explained That Ap­

Respecting the possible discontin­
uance of this subsidy, about which 
there seems to have been some alarm 
in Victoria and Vancouver beard of 
bade circles, the Premier said a con­
tract had been foray aided to the con­
tractors for signature, which has not 
yet been accepted, nor has the Aus­
tralian government come to terms with 
the contractors.

It will therefore be seen from above 
replies that the subsidy has not been 
discontinued by the government. The 
reason for the suggestion was that the 
appropriation for this service did not 
appear in the main estimates submit­
ted to parliament. The omission from 
the estimates was proper, inasmuch as 
the contractors must agree to carry 
cut the contract, while it is necessary 
also that the Australian government, 
which supplements the Canadian sub­
sidy, should signify its intention to 
continue its former assistance to the 
steamship company. There is a ques­
tion as to the advisability of Canada 
subsidizing a line of vessels to Aus­
tralia, which seems to be anxious to 
stop doing business with Canada. 
That would seem to be the effect of 
recent amendments to its tariff, which 
were decidedly anti-Canadian.

The great 
underlying fact, however, is that cpp- 
per can be produced here at a profit, 
even should most of the world’s mines 
have to shut down. The smelting, coal 
mining and railroad businesses are inti­
mately connected, and have been grow­
ing so fast that they have shown a 
frequent tendency to get out of line 
through shortage of cars and coke sup­
ply, or strikes and general labor trou­
ble.

New York, Jari. 20.—Mrs. Evelyn 
Nesbitt Thaw told her story to-day for | 
the sécond time. The repetition lacked 
the vitality of the first recital, but the 
great crowd in the courtroom where 
her husband, Harry Thaw, is on trial 
for the killing of Stanford White, lis­
tened intently to every word.

Justice Dowling had ruled that he 
found no warrant in the law for clos­
ing the doors against the public and 
there was a great clamor for admit­
tance from a throng which hung about 
the building all day long. District At­
torney Jerome failing in his move to 
exclude spectators, took occasion when 
it came to his turn to cross-examine 
the witness to bring out all the details 
of the first trial which Mr. Littleton, 
of the defence, had omitted in his 
direct inquiry of the witness.

Mr. Jerome also sought to block Mrs. 
Thaw’s testimony in its entirity on the 
ground that a conversation which oc­
curred three years before the tragedy 
could not have any bearing on Thaw’s 
mental conditions the night of the 
homicide. Justice Do wing overruled the 
objection.

Mrs. Thaw was on the stand all day 
long and Mr. Jerome announced when 
an adjournment for the day was taken, 
that his cross-examination would oc­
cupy a greater part of to-morrow’s ses­
sion. Mrs. Thaw’s story was broken 
into by constantly repeated objections 
from the prosecutor, who sought to ex­
clude all details on the ground of 
immateriality, 
tions led Justice Dowling to request 
Mr. Littleton to cut his examination as 
short as possible. Mr. Littleton took 
the course that he could only find out 
by cross-examination. Mr. Jerome in­
sisted upon reading from last year’s 
record nearly every word the witness 
had uttered. He did this under the 
privilege of framing new questions.

Mr. Littleton objected to it, declaring 
that the district attorney by reading 
the former testimony in a disagreeable 
manner, was trying to discredit the 
witness in the eyes of the jury, when 
he could not discredit her in any way 
by a direct question.

Mr. Jerome made no attempt to dis­
guise a tone of complete contempt In 
reading the testimony. Contempt also 
characterized most of the questions he 
put to the witness, when he attacked 
in the loudest voice he has yet used In 
the trial. Mr. Jerome plunged at once 
into. the more intimate details of the, 
testimony and made no delicate choice 
in framing his interrogations.

Mr. Littleton's objections on the 
ground of “offensiveness and impro­
priety” frequently were sustained by 
the court. f

Mrs. Thaw, when matched against 
District Attorney Jerome and his as­
sistant, Mr. Garvan, who was ever at 
his chief’s elbow with new suggestions, 
fenced with them as skilfully as she 
did a year ago, and at times reflected 
the mood of the district attorney by 
answering him in a voice pitched in as 
loud a key as his own. The prosecu­
tor’s pitiless and aggressive questions 
often struck fire, and once when Mr. 
Jerome demanded to know if the young 
woman had told Thaw certain things 
she replied hotly: "Yes, I told him; 
but I did not use the language you are 
using.”

“Don’t argue with me, madame,” 
shouted Jerome, who then had the 
reply stricken from the record.

But one new feature appeared in the 
testimony of the witness. This was 
when she told about Thaw swallowing 
the contents of a bottle of laudanum 
in Monte Carlo In 1904 In an attempt 
tc end his life.

Previous to this at the Grand hotel 
in New York, Thaw had talked of 
suicide, his wife declared, and had sug­
gested that she also should take poison 
a? both their lives had been ruined. 
Mrs. Thaw said sl>e humored Thaw at 
the time and diverted his mind. She 
was out of the room when he finally 
took the poison in Europe.

Rio Janeiro, Jan. 19.—The Brazilian 
police have discovered an anarchistic 
plot here, having as its object the de­
struction of part of the American fleet 
now lying in the harbor. The conspir­
acy, while centering in Rio Janeiro and 
Petropolis, has ramifications in 
Paulo and Minas Geraes. An individual 
named Jean Fedher, who resided in 
Petropolis, was the chief conspirator 
here, although foreign anarchists are 
deeply involved in the plot. Fe‘dher has 
fled to Sao Paulo and the police, who 
know him, have been sent to that place 
for the purpose of apprehending him.

One of the detectives, who was well 
acquainted with Fedher, having served 
on the police force at Petropolis for 
some time, returned from that place to­
day, after making an investigation 
there, and had a long conference with 
the chief of police at Rio Janeiro.

Police on Track.
The latter gave out the information 

later that the Sao Paulo police are on 
the track of the arch-conspirator and 
expect to arrest him goon.

In an official note, which the chief of 
police sent to the correspondent of the 
Associated Press, he says:

“Some time before the arrival of the 
American fleet at Rio Janeiro, the Bra­
zilian government received word from 
Washington and Paris that anarchists 
of different nationalities intended to 
damage one or several of the ships of 
the American fleet. The names and 
addresses of the conspirators were in­
dicated by information which the po­
lice here had received previously from 
France and Germany. The police of 
this district are working with the po­
lice of Sao Paulo and Minas Gereas, 
and I am sure every precaution will be 
exercised and the most rigorous vigil­
ance observed both on land and at sea 
to prevent any injury.”

Refuge in Interior.

Seattle, Jan. 21.—There now 
little doubt but that the three-masted 
ship Hartfield, bound from Liverpool 
for Tacoma, foundered at sea. Wrecks 
age from a craft was found on the 
west coast of Vancouver Island over 
two weeks ago, and now comes word 
from Blaine to the effect that the Hart- 
field was sighted in a distressed condi­
tion forty miles inside the straits, east 
of Cape Flattery.

A sailor of the Norwegian steamship 
Tyrea, bound for Australia, deserted 
that ship at Comox. He said the miss­
ing vessel was lying on beam end» in 
a fierce southwest gale, and was under 
four ton staysails on the starboard 
tack. The craft seemed to be beating 
wild, and an ensign ran up showing 
distress signals.

Seven hours after being sighted the 
wind changed to the northeast, carry­
ing the disabled ship out to sea.

Mariners have little hopes that the 
Hartfield weathered the severe gales 
that have been raging off the coast. 
The Hartfleld’s crew numbered 25. In 
the same storm that blew the Hartfield 
to sea the steamer Tyrea lost her deck 
load of lumber, and had her bulwarks

As yet the people of Brazil are ignor­
ant of the details of the plot to do In­
jury to the visitors, although there has 
been some slight Inkling of the matter. 
The impression which the exposure of 
this plot will create here will be a 
profound one, because it is the first an­
archist conspiracy that has ever been 
known in Brazil.

A special dispatch from Petropolis to­
night gives an interview with Officer 
Carlos Hamman, who, it is declared, 
had been sent to Sao Paulo to arrest 
Jean Fedher, the alleged anarchist. 
Hamman is quoted as saying that the 
only information he has concerning a 
conspiracy was learned from the news­
papers. He admitted, however, that 
he had been to Sao Paulo and Santos 
during the past ten days, but declared 
his business had been entirely person­
al at these places. The dispatch adds 
that the police of Petropolfs, upon or­
ders from Rio Janeiro, were observing 
the utmost vigilance and are keeping 
suspicious persons under constant sur­
veillance.

450, at the present it is $206,300, and the 
assets now exceed the liabilities $24,- 
084.27, being a total gain since 1903 of 
$ti,023.43. This is besides debentures 
which have been redeemed.

Toronto, Ont., Jan. 21.—While all the 

branches of the Sovereign Bank are ap­
portioned to different institutions inter­
ested in the absorption, the conduct of 
affairs at the head office has been left 
in the hands of three trustees, one from 
the Bank of Montreal, one from the 
Bank of N. S. and one from the Bank 
of Commerce.

The bank’s financial statement for 
December issued, shows liabilities 6f

a year previously. Almost similar pro­
portions are shown in assets, which 

$19,216,937 for December, 1907, and 
$29,208,311 for December, 1906.

Princess Ena entered Victoria harbor 
Tuesday morning about 11 o’clock, and 
shortly afterwards tied up at the Belle­
ville street wharf, in the inner harbor. 
She is not attractive to look at. She 
has an old appearance, is short, wide 
and stands high out of the water at 
present. She needs paint badly, and 
■will be tied up now until she has been 
thoroughly overhauled and prepared 
for the spring trade.

The Princess Ena was built at Liver­
pool by W. Grayson èros.4 and finish­
ed only three or four days before leav­
ing. She was brought over in charge 
of çjaptain Cooper, late of thé Athenian, 
-WMfr W. Davison, late captain of the 
Tartay, as first officer, he having left 
that steamer just previous to her last 
trip.

The trip was an ideal one. They had 
good weather all the wap, not getting 

wind until this morning; Leaving 
Liverpool November 30th, 
skeleton crew and her holds full of coal, 
she called at St. Vincent, Canary Isl­
and, Montevideo, and San Diegti, Cali­
fornia. She came through the Straits 
ef Magellan, and did not even get a 
puff of wind near the south of the con­
tinent.

The first officer when speaking of the 
trip said that she acted splendidly, 
steering without effort, and was as 
easy to navigate as à yacht. She has 
the necessary appliance for loading and 
unloading freight, and 
Princess Victoria was finished at the 
place in which she was built.

The Ena is about 200 feet long, 40 
feet beam, and made ten knots on her 
trial trip. She" has a capacity of about 
2,000 tons. She was built expressly for 
freighting, and has no accommodation 
for passengers. She is intended for the. 
coast • business, and will be ready for 
the spring tr$de.

The "putting on of à boat for freight 
is something of an innovation on this 
coast. The rapid increase of traffic has 
made it necessary to have* a boat for 
this purpose sb that the passenger boats 
may make better time, and give their 
attention solely, to the passenger traffic.

New York, Jan. 21.—Mrs. Evelyn 
Thaw continued during the afternoon 
under the lash of District Attorney 
Jerome’s cross-examination at the trial 
of her husband for the killing of Stan­
ford White. The prosecutor spent much 
time pouring over the evidence of the 
former trial and con£rmrt!rt£^t^ie wit­
ness with her testimony of a year ago. 
No detail was overlooked. Mrs. Thaw 
adhered to her original story, declaring 
it was all true.

Mr. Jerome was aggressive In his at­
titude to-day, but his manner of ques­
tioning lacked the fire of yesterday. He 
and the witness constantly were en­
gaged in tilts in which the honors 
seemed to be equal. There was an in­
clination on the part of both prosecutor 
and the witness to argue with each 
other, but Justice Dowling cut the de­
bates short whenever he could. Thaw 
listened intently to all that was said.

Mr. Jerome asked the witness if she 
had ever visited a number of notorious 
houses on the Bowery, which he enum­
erated. She declared she had never 
heard of the places, and Mr. Littleton’s 
objection to this line of questioning was 
sustained. Mrs. Thaw told again about 
Thaw sending a cablegram from Lon­
don to Stanford White in 1903, and said 
it was to ask White to stop an attache 
of the American embassy from bother­
ing her mother.

Mrs. Thaw fenced continually with 
Mr. Jerome, telling him once that he 
was giving the wrong impression by 
reading only, part of an answer she 
made last year. The district attorney 
started to reply when Justice Dowling 
interrupted the colloquy by addressing 
the witness and saying, “Just answer 
the question, please.”

The district attorney questioned the 
witness closely as to her motive in 
writing a note to Thaw at Martin’s the 
evening of the tragedy," telling him 
about the presence of Stanford White 
in the restaurant.

“Did you think it was calculated to 
have a quieting effect on him?” asked 
Mr. Jerome.

“I thought it was better that he 
should know that he was there than 
that he should come suddenly upon 
him," replied Mrs. Thaw.

“But the note was written after 
White had gone?”

“Yes, but I didn’t know- but that he 
might come back," fairly shouted the 
witness.

Berlin, Jan. 21.—Serious rioting oc­
curred to-day in the vicinity of the 
Reichstag, where a Socialist interpella­
tion regarding the Prussian suffrage 
system was scheduled to come up.

About 4 o’clock in the afternoon some 
2,000 persons, mostly unemployed men 
and half grown boys, marched through 
the streets, intending to reach the 
Reichstag, but found the bridges over 
the Spree strongly occupied by poli e, 
who soon summoned a mounted division 
to assist in dispersing the crowd. The 
crowd then assembled at a point near­
est the Reichstag building on the oppo­
site bank of the river, where they kept 
up prolonged hooting. The police at­
tempted to disperse the demonstrators 
by pushing them along and driving 
them into the side streets.

When a mob rushed the new opera 
house, now in the course of construc­
tion, they found piles of bricks, and 
began to hurl the bricks at the police, 
who thereupon drew their sabres, 
striking here and there among the 
rioters with the flat of the blades. A 
boy fired a pistol, the bullet striking 
a policeman, but not seriously injur­
ing him. Workmen in the upper stories 
of the theatre threw bricks down upon 
the police, who in turn charged savage­
ly upon those of the rioters that they 
could reach.

After the fight, a large number of 
the rioters were unable to move, hav­
ing been too severely wounded by the 
officers. Sixteen of them were carried 
to a nearby charity hospital, and many 
others managed to make their way 
with some assistance to have their 
wounds treated. Extra surgeons had 
to be summoned to assist in the work. 
Some of the injured men and boys 
are in a serious condition. They were 
cut mainly about the head and arms, 
but several of them had been stabbed 
through the chest. Those who were 
least seriously Injured made their es­
cape to other quarters.

Ten policemen went to headquarters 
for treatment, having been bruised 
and cut by bricks and stones. One 
had a wrist broken. The police made 
only a few arrests, as they were un­
able to spare the men to take prison* 
ers to the station houses.

Later in the afternoon another de* 
monstration occurred in the Koennii* 
graetzer, about a mile distant from the 
Reichstag building, where about 509 
persons started serious rioting. Be­
fore they succeeded in doing much 
damage, however, the police there were 
reinforced strongly. They made sev­
eral arrests and dispersed the crowds.

From estimates made at a number of 
meetings of the unemployed, it appears 
there are about 60,000 men without work 
in Berlin.

Nowhere is to be found a 
better public spirit than in the inter­
esting little seagirt island, and no 
doubt this general unanimity of public i 
sentiment, and readiness to recognize 
and work together for the common 
weal, is largely the source of its gen­
eral prosperity.

For many years the religious life of 
the island has been cared for by mis­
sionaries sent by the home mission of 
the Presbyterian church, and in its 
church life perhaps most of all, has the 
breadth of its .public spirit been shown. 
For, irrespective of special creed or 
dogma, have gathered here a band of 
faithful worshippers, to uphold the 
cause of Christ, knowing that the high­
est of all progress must be spiritual, to 
build material foundations well. As in 
many other country places, the pretty 
little school served as a place of wor­
ship. A few months ago, however, the 
work of building a church was begun. 
The site chosen was one of the most de­
sirable, being central in locality and on 
a slight elevation, which makes it con­
spicuous from all points, and com­
mands an interesting view of the valley 
nestling beneath. And farther on the 
water fringed with evergreens and fol­
iage.

The work of erection was carried on 
to completion, and the church was for­
mally opened on December 29th, by a 
dedicatory service conducted by Rev. 
G. A. Wilson, superintendent of home 
missions, who preached most impres­
sive and helpful sermons both morhing 
and evening.

EPPS’SOttawa, Ont., Jan. 23.—F. D. Monk 
has given notice of the following mo­
tion in the House of Commons: ‘That 
in case of cities where free mail de­
livery is established, such free delivery 
should be extended to all continuous 
districts, which, though situated out­
side the municipal limits proper, are 
immediately adjacent thereto, so as to 
render such delivery easy of execu­
tion.

E. N. Lewis, of East Huron, has in­
troduced a bill to amend the provision 
of the criminal code respecting offen­
sive weapons. He nas also introduced 
a bill to amend the criminal code re­
specting assaults on women and child­
ren.

J. H. Sinclair, Guysboro, moved a 
resolution to the effect that in the 
opinion of the House it was advisable 
to appoint a select standing committee 
on fisheries. Hon. W. 8. Fielding will 
move the second reading of the gov­
ernment’s insurance bill to-day. The 
passage of the second reading will be 
followed by a reference to a measure 
to appoint a committee on banlcîng and 
commerce.

The bill for the renewal of the char­
ter rights of the Montreal, Ottawa & 
Georgian Bay Canal Company came be­
fore the railway committee in the 
Commons to-day, but was laid over 
until the next meeting of the commit­
tee owing to the minister of railways 
and canals being unable to announce 
the government’s policy regarding the 
matter. V. Wilson, M. P. for Lennox 
and Addigton, said that canals should 
be built as government work.

(Special Correspondence).
Ladysmith, Jan. 21.—The newly elect­

ed council met for the first time in the 
city hall yesterday evening. Aid. Nich­
olson presided and there were present 
Aids. Brown, Haworth, Campbell and 
Matteson. So far- there is ' only one 
representative from the East ward, arid 
as the citizens in that section are tak­
ing no action in the matter, the coun­
cil will probably have to appoint an 
alderman for that ward. Mayor Nichol­
son also stated that Mr. Gast Klemola, 
one^of the aldermen-elect for the Mid­
dle ward, was not going to sit, so that 
there will also be a representative to 
find for this ward.

Under these circumstances Mayor 
Nicholson contented himself with ap­
pointing only the finance committee, 
his choice falling on Aids. Matteson, 
Brown and McKinnell. Meantime the 
whole council will act as a street com­
mittee, and the rest of the committees 
will be appointed at the next meeting 
of the council.

It was decided to finish the work 
which was ordered to be done on High 
street by the last council, and also to 
do some temporary fixing to the foot of 
Baden Powell street, which was de­
scribed by one of the aldermen as a 
“proper mud-hole.” A big rock on 
White street — “a monument of dis­
grace,” in the phrase of Aid. Howarth— 
was ordered to be taken out. The 
council adjourned after sitting only a 
half hour.

A dispatch from Montreal says it is 
the Intention of the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific to make a model city of Prince 
Rupert. * With this end in view two

over the site and make suggestions as 
to the best means to be employed and 
will probably be later empowered to 
make plans for the same. The under­
taking is one of the biggest contracts 
of the kind ever contemplated. The 
architects expect to arrive in Prince 
Rupert about February 2nd.

When Mr. Luxton proceeded to 
review the evidence he was stopped by 
the Chief Justice, who remarked that 
if there was a special contract the case 
would go to the defendant, but if gen­
eral the plaintiff would succeed. It 
was simply a question of facts. The

J. Donahoo, a well-known and de­
court would have to go through the 
evidence, so it was useless for the 
counsel to review them.
