The fall of Mukden appears imminent.

Tokio, March 7.—Noon.—It is reporf-
ed that the Russians are preparing to

According to a correspondent with the .
Russian army the tide of battle yester-

day was rolling back from the imme-
diate vicinity of Mukden, operations up
to noon having resulted in-the capture
of several villages west and southwest
of Mukden; but late in the afternoon
the Japanese inaugurated a series of
desperate attacks, the outcome of which
is still not chronicled. Gen. Kaulbars,
who is considered to be the best general
of Kouropatkin’s subordinates, has taken
personal charge of the operations in this
field. The commander-in-chief is also
devoting his attention to the fighting in
the same locality.

At latest reports the Japanese had
also launched an attack against Poutiloff
hill and other points on the Russian
lines, presumably with the intention
of regaining positions from which the
Russians had ousted them: during the
night, and also to prevent Gen. Kouro-
patkin from dispatching further rein-
forcements against, Gen. Nogi’s hard
pressed veterans. _/The latter, however,
have brought up heavy field artillery to
their support, making a much more even
fight against the Russian cannon.

Comparative inactivity is the rule on
the extreme left.

The Russians claim minor successes
against General Kuroki, who presumably
having shot his bolt and effected at least
one of his objects, that of drawing Rus-
sian reinforcements, may have forward-
ed part of his army to reinforce the
centre and west flank,

The war office estimates the number
of wounded in the battle of Mukden at
12,000, including 234 officers, but no
statement has been given out.

PORTION OF ARMY

MAY BE CAPTURED.

St. Petersburg, March 7.—1.55 p.m.—
All hope that General Kouropatkin will
be able to turn defeat into victory is
rapidly vanishing. The position of the
Russian army has been growing increas-
ingly -desperate during the last twenty-
four hours. The gravest danger is from
the Japanese left, which has been push-
ed northward on the Sinmintin read to
a point eight miles northwest of Muk:
den, which it has joined a flanking
column from the west around the vil-
lage of Tatchekiao, which is located at
this point. ;

The battle raged with terrible bitter-
ness throughout yesterday, with all the
reserves hurried to the scene to block the
stroke at the Russian-}ine of communi~
cations, ;

General Baron Kaulbars, who is de-
fending this wing, is only able to hold
his own.

On account of the desperate situation
there, General Kouropatkin has not at-
tempted to drive home his counter-
stroke at the Japanese centre, and his
offensive, which wase abortive, has been
abandoned.

At the same time, encouraged by the
progress of the main turning movement
west, Genpral Kuroki again pressed for-
ward from the east yesterday against
General Linevich, forcing the Russians
to give ground.

It is rumored that Kouropatkin has
already given the order to retreat, and
that he is gradually withdrawing his
forces from the centre, but experts are
inclined to believe that he has waited
too long, that he must fight it out in his
present position, and. that it is impos-
gible to extricate more than the remnants
of his army.

At the war office it is said that the
Japanese siege guns from Port Arthur,
with a range of eight miles, are causing
terrible punishment. Nothing can stand
up against them.

The only news received at the war
office till this hour is that the battle was
resumed at daybreak this morning at
Tatchekiao. i

During the night both sides brought
up additional guns, and at daybreak a
perfect hail of artillery projectiles filled
the air,

If the Japanese crush General Kaul
bars to-day, the Russian retreat will be
cut off, and Kouropatkin’s army will be
almost surrounded. o

HALF A MILLION
JAPANESE ENGAGED.

London, March 7.—According "to a
usually well-informed Japanese corres-
pondent of the Morning Post, a large
. portion of the-Japanese new .fifth army
is engaged in the battle now in progress
under Lieut.-General. Kawamura, to
whom has been entrusted the develop-
ment of Field Marshal Oyama’s plans to
the northeast of Mukden, and this de-
velopment may prove astonishing to the
Russians as General Nogi’s operations
on the northwest.

The correspondent contends that nu-
merical superiority now is with the Jap-
anese, who have at least half a million
men engaged, reinforcements having left
Japan continuously of late in order that
the intended operations should not fail
for the lack of sufficient men.

TRYING TO PRESERVE
LINE OF RETREAT.

FIGHTING NEAR THE
2 GATES OF MUKDEN.

Newchwang, March 6, via Tientsin.—
Traders arriving report that last night
30,000 Japanese gained an entrenched
position five miles west of the gates of
Mukden. Hand-to-hand fighting follow-
ed until daylight without-any advantage
to either side.

The traders further report that the
Russians, becoming alarmed, burned the
government buildings preparatory to re-
treating. .

One thousand Russians are reported to
be moving southward of the east bank
of the Liao river to attack the Japanese
in the rear, and it is thought that a bat-
tle is imminent.

The Japanese to-day occupied the tele-
graph office at Sinmintin and established
a temporary censorship, notwithstanding
the objections of the Chinese officials.

RUSSIANS DEFENDING
POSITION AT FUSHUN.

Tokio, March 7.—The greatest concen-
tration of the Russians defending Fu-
shun seems to be along the line from Tita
to Manchuntan. Gen. Kouropatkin con-
tinues resolutely to defend the positions
at Fushun. The operations in that vicin-
ity do not indicate whether Kouropatkin
intends to fight or retire, but he must
hold Fushun to protect the army on. the
Shakhe river.

TELLS OF REPULSE

OF THE RUSSIANS.

Tokio, March 7, 7 p.m.—The following
dispatch was received to-day from'head-
quarters of the Japanese armies in the
field:

“In Singking (Yenden) direction the
enemy in the neighborhood of (Titan
made several counter attacks on Monday
which were repulsed. ;

“Our attacks against Machuntin, de-
spite the obstinate resistance, succeeded.
Part of our force on Monday oceupied
the northeastern heights of Huantal,
four miles south of Machuntan, and an-
other force occupied a line of heights at
Paitzuko, seven miles south of Machun-
tan.

“In the Shakhe river direction, east
of the railroad, on Sunday night, the
enemy counter attacked north of Tung-
him, but was repulsed. Otherwise the
situation is unchanged.

“West of the railroad our force i now
engaging the enemy occupying a position
east of Hanchenopo and Erthatzu. The
enemy is resisting stubbornly.

“On the right of the Hun river on Mon-
day morning one division of the enemy
with seventy guns counter attacked in
the vicinity of Tachekiao, ten miles dorth-
west of Mukden, but was repulsed.”

TAKES PESSIMISTIC
VIEW OF SITUATION.

Berlin, March 7.—Col. Gaedke, who
returned from the seat of war last De-
cember, writes to the Tageblatt to-day,
taking a pessimistiec view of General
Kouropatkin’s situation.

Basing his opinion exclusively on Rus-
sian news, Colonel Gaedke thinks it
probable that the Russians are aheait to
suffer a defeat which will prove disas-
trous: He expresses a very unfavorable
judgment of Kouropatkin’s generalship,
in letting the Japanese - extend their
flanking movement so far to the north-
ward, around the Russian: right, without
undertaking energetic measures to check
them.

Col. Gaedke says that the Japanese in
excuting such a “movement immediately
before the Russian army exposed them-
selves to great dangers, and that if
General Kouropatkin had even tolerable
degree of initiative and a strong will, he
would have given the Japanese severe
purtisiment and sundered their army.

“But what,” asks Col. Gaedke in con-
clusion, “are mere military - theories
compared with psychological ang moral
factors, which sometimes sweep triumph-
antly over all material pre-suppositions
onward to victory.” ¢

RUSSIANS ROUTED
WITH HEAVY LOSSES.

Mukden, March 7.—At the beginning
of the operations to the westward the
Russians, after a succession of fights,
occupied five advanced positions and a
front extending along the Hun river, and
resting on the villages of Chiantsanhetan,
where the- Liao Yang-Simintin road
crosses the Hun river and Changetai fur-
ther west, where the first corps was sta-
tioned. The energetic advance of the
Japanese on Tsinkhetchen caused Gen.
Kouropatkin to send reinforcements
eastward. The first corps was with-
drawn and its place was occupied by
regiments of riflemen.

The Japanese, on being informed of
this weakening of the Russian line, threw
nine divisions against this advanced
force. The attacks the first day were
repulsed, but news coming in that the
Japanese had four columns moving up
Liao valley and turning the Russian
right, the riflemen were ordered to retire
along the east bank of the river.

The Japanese on March 1st were rein-
forced and attacked oyaotinpuzi, taking
the riflemen and the ' adjoining corps
northward in the flank, and routing them
with the heaviest losses.

At this juncture Gen. Kaulbars order-
ed the divisions under the command of
Olmabatoffsky to attack and take the
villages of Piethousi and Sathazi, on the
Schach river, a tributary of the Hun, at
any cost, to cover the retirement of the
rest of the force. In the face of a ter-
rible fire, from five batteries, two of
them firing shells loaded with Shimose
powder, the regiments accomplished their
task, capturing the villages, seven ma-
chine guns and three hundred prisoners,
and holding the positions until the re-
tirement was effected. The evacuations
of the positions took place during the
night.

At this time the Japanese were attack-
ing Gen. Birega on the Tatchekiao-
Simintin road, and desperate fights were
in progress at Sanlinpou and Sqnchinpu.

As the Japanese were moving more
northward it became evident that a fur-
ther change of front was necessary, .par-
ticularly as the position at Sududyapu
was uncovered by the retirement of Gen.
Ivanoff from the Tatayan,

The villages of Santsitze
and Podaza were taken by the Japanese
on the afternoon of March 5th.

Attacks were also continued en Zan-
sintun and Madyapu,especially during
the night of March 5th.

This morning a stubborn fight began
‘along the whole front, to the westward,
and continued until evening.

The Russians in the region of Tatzhe-
kiao, on the Sinmintin road, nine miles
from Mukden, where the northern wing
of the Japanese army is operating, took
a number of villages, using the bayonet
and engaging in hand-to-hand fights in
the village streets,

The Russians also ecaptured several
machine guns #nd many prisoners.

The Russian losses were heavy from
the fire of machine guns which were
part of the booty captured by the Jap-
anese at Port Arthur.

It is reported that the Japanese are
given stimulating drugs to incite them
to the attack, pills of which were foungd
in the pockets of prisoners.

FIRST RUSSIAN ARMY

IS AGAIN GIVING WAY.

St. Petersburg, March 8—1.50 p.m.—
A Tokio dispatch announcing that Gen.
Kuroki is making progress and had al-
ready reached a point 14 miles south of
Fushun yesterday, showing that Lieut.-
Gen. Linevitch, commander of the first
Manchurian army, is again giving way,
is the latest and worst word which
reached St. Petersburg this morning re-
garding the situation at the front.

With the fate of the gigantic struggle
between Gen. Kouropatkin and Field
Marshal Oyama, probably already decid-
ed, as it is now 7 o’clock at night at
Mukden, and St. Petersburg waiting
breathlessly for news, ominons silence
reigns. No private or press dispatches
giving news of to-day’s battle have yet
arrived here, and the mere fact that the
curtain is rung down, taking a leaf out
of past experience, is pessimistically in-
terpreted.

There are ugly rumors circulating in
the streets that the day is lost, and that
the Russian army is in full, and disorder-
ly retreat, with only the gallant guard
fighting off the victorious Japanese.

According to other rumors the lack of
news is accounted for by the report that
the Japanese have cut the Russian lines
of communication.

New York, March 7.—A
5,000 employees of the Interborough
Rapid Transit, , operating the subway
and Manhattan railroad elevated lities in
this city, which took effect at 4 o'clock
this morning, was one of the most com-
plete in its early stages than any in its
history. )

After the hour set no train was start-
ed with union ecrews, and the latter quit
when the terminals of the various lines
had been reached.

Surface lines were worked to their ut-
most capacity, but were unable to carry
the great crowds due to the tie-up on
Interborough lines. Hundreds of non-
union men applied at the office of the
Interborough company to-day for em-
ployment, and during the foremoon the
officials announced that about 150 had
been hired. 'There had been 1,500 appli-
cations for positions, it was said, but
many were turned away because they
were incompetent.

About 50 of the strike-breakers,
brought here from the West, refused to
work, claiming that they had been en-
gaged to work as motormen, but-were
asked to act as guards. ;

Conditions of the elevated did not
change materially during the forenoon.
Cars were running at frequent inter-
vals, and carried few passengers. Busi-
ness in the financial districts was ma-
terially affected by the strike. At the
stock exchange searcely more than half
the regular number of members were in
attendance at the opening, and praecti=
cally the shme conditions obtained:at the
other exchanges.

After 8 o’clock conditions in the sub-
way weére greatly improved. Trains
were operdted frequently and without
interference, confusion or delay. Some
express trains were run. . The trains
were operated by men who appeared to
have been well trained. The eleyated
service was practically tied up.

O. P. Doolittle, an instructor in Ober-
lin College and a director of the bank,
testified that he never knew of any deal-
ings between the bank and Mrs. Chad-
wick 'until the day before the bank
closed.

SLAIN WHILE ASLEEP.

Woman and Her Three Children Mur-
dered—Their Head Split Open
With an Axe.

Danville, Ark., March 7.—A quad-
ruple murder has been committed at
Whitley, about 15 miles from Innville,
the victims being the wife and three
children of James Ince, a farmer in that
locality. i

The dead bodies of the woman and
children were found to-day by neighbors,
Amn axe had been used by the murderer,
and the lieads of the victims were split
open angd crushed. The four victims had
been slain as they slept.

The news of the tragedy was brought
here by Ince. He said his wife and
three children had been murdered in their
beds, and that the neighbors would ac-
cuse him of the crime, and he was afraid
he might'be mobbed. He came to advise
with the counsel as to what was best for
him to do. Ince was advised to sur-
render to the officers and was taken into
custody.

Beginning at 2 a. m., the Japanese
made a succession of desperate attacks
on Gen. Tserpitsky’s division on the
west and south of Mukden, repeating
the assault at intervals of two  hours
with constant reinforcements. About
50,000 Japanese with 200 pieces of artil-
lery participated. All the attacks were
Tepulsed, there being enormous losses on
both sides. One extremely important
position changed hands several times.

Finally Gen. Tserpitsky on horseback,
placing himself at the head of a troop,
ded his regiments to the attack with col-
ors flying and music playing. The at®
tack was successful.

The Russians captured several guns
and many Japanese prisoners, including
officers.

All last nmight and to-day Japanese
prisoners have been arriving in Mukden
from the west front. The majority of
them are wounded, and all appear down-

----cast.and ravenous, many of them crying.

On Monday night the Japanese at-
tacked Yenhsitsun, Alanpu and Erthtai-
tzu, and also made four furious attacks
on Tuhuantan early this morning. On
the fourth attack the . Japanese were
temnorarily successful in driving out the
Russians, and rushed directly towards
the field kitchens, where the morning
meal was being prepared and commenc-
ed to bolt the food. The ’Rusmans how-
ever, with a shout of ‘save our dumer,
brother,” fell upon the Japanese like a
hurricane and drove fhem from the vil-
lage at the point of the bayonet.

General Rennenkampff’s force on the
eastward admittedly is in great danger
of being cut off, and a considerable
force of Japanese appears to be operat-
ing on the Russian right well toward
Tie pass. If the Japanese succeed in
reaching the railroad and interrupting
traffic, if -only for a few hours, it may
have the greatest consequences for Gen.
Kouropatkin, who is now engaged in a
literal race with Japaneseto reach a
naturally defensible position forty miles
northward.

It may not have struck the ordinary

new provinces of the :Dominion, but the
consensus of political opinion will be
that a settlement satisfactory to all con-
cerned lias been reached. Section 93 of
the British- North America Act provides
that “in and for each  province the
Legislaturé may exclusively make laws
in relation ‘to education,” subject and
according to certain provisions specially
applicable to the eonditions in the pro-
vinces which originally became parties
to the federal compact. Sub-section 1
provides that ‘“nothing in any such law
shall prejudicially affect any right or
privilege with respect to denominational
schools which any class of persons have
by law in the province at the union,”
Sub-section 3 stipulates that ‘“‘where in
any province a system of separate or
disseutient schools exists by law at
the wunion, or is thereafter estab-
lished by the legislature of the
province, ‘an appeal ' shall lie to
the Governor-General-in-Council from
any act or decision of any provincial
authority affecting any right or privilege
of the Protestant or Roman Catholic
minority of the Queen’s subjects in rela-
tion to education.” Sub-gection 4 pro-
vides finally that “in case any such pro-
vincial law as from time to time seems
to the Governor-General-in-Council re-
quisite for the due execution of the pro-
visions of this section is not made, orin
case any decision of the Governor-Gen-
eral-in-Council on any appeal under this
section is not duly executed by the
proper provincial authority on that be-
half, then and in every such case, and
as far only as the circumstances of each
case require, the parliament of Canada
may make remedial laws for- the due
execution of the provisions of this sec-
tion and of any decision of the Governor-
General-in-Council under this section.”
It was under the provisions of sub-sec-
tion 4 that the Conservative government
of Sir Charles Tupper proposed to over-
rule the action of the government of
Manitoba and to restore separate schools
in that province.

LABOR’S RIGHTS AND WRONGS.

The laborer is worthy of his hire, and
the higher the hire be can extract from
his employers under the present eco:
nomiec dispensafiou, it may be argued,
the better for the community amongst
which his gains are spent. But there are
limits, it may as well be understood, to
the extent of the applicnﬁon of this doe-
trifie. ‘The nature of the compensation
given labor in surrounding countries in
these days of rapid communication is a
very important factor that must be
taken into consideration. And labor
sometimes refuses to consider any limi-
tations. . It has also been known to ex-
press a practical belief in its ability to
block the progress of invention. For
example, referring to *“‘the fetish of the
workingman—the theory that all weork-
men should be treated alike,” Mr. Alex-
ander Siemens, in a presidential
address to the Institution of British
Electrical Engineers, narrated a personal
experience of the disastrous effect of this
policy. Twenty-five years ago he erected
at Leeds the first continuous glass fur-

nace for bottle-making, whieh avoided

many difficulties of the old' method, and
with which the secretary of the trade
union, who worked at the furnace, ex-
pressed his great satisfaction. Though
prices were lowered the men earned
more money, but when the owners wish-
ed to put up more furnaces of the same
kind the union threatened to withdraw
all its members, the explanation being
that they did not wish to see some of
their men working under better conditions
than others. To this decision the union
adhered for nearly twenty years, and in
consequence of their attitude secarcely
any glass bottles are now made in Eng-
land, the trade bemg monopolized by
foreigners.

It is inconceivable, of
course, to a mind diseased by egotism,
that the electorate of any constituency
should have voluntarily preferred an in-
dividual like Ralph Smith—a mere ex-
traction from the common rut—to a
statesman ang litterateur such as Cap-
tain Clive Phillipps-Wolley. The result
was accomplished by a campaign fund
taken, as is alleged, from the immense
surplus that has been accumulating in
the public treasury through the misgov-
ernment, corruption and general unspeak-
ableness of a government presided over
by a mere Frenchman—not a Canadian
or British subject as Sir Wilfrid Laurier
claims to be and is proud to acknowledge
—but by a Frenchman whose every act
proclaims him to be a traitor to British
connection! This is the sort of stuff that
has been sent to a British newspaper by
a man who 'during his career in British
Columbia has posed 4s being first of all
and above all things a man.

And, speaking of campaign funds, of
course Captain Wolley scorned to avail
himself during his campaign in Nanaimo
of any part of the corruption fund sub-
scribed to by the manufacturers of Can-
ada for the purpose of promoting protec-
tion to home industries, killing the pre-
ferential trade policy of the loathsome
Frenchman who governs this eountry,
and of shutting British goods entirely
and. completely out of our markets?

It is really too bad that from a -par-
ticular and distinguished point of view
things Canadian ; have gone awry. The
only patriotic party is out of power, and
the pure and noble and disinterested sup-
porters of that party dre deprived of all
opportunity to serve the public. The
Frenchifen .who  know not the meaning
of loyalty as manifested in the truly
loyal men of the Tupper stamp. can do
nothing right, Capt. Wolley' tells the
people of Britain that . they' canmmot ‘‘ap-
preciate - the national and universal
character of the loyalty which in 1899
enabled a Couservative opposition . to
force the hand of Canada’s Premier, and
to compel him, in spite of his manifested
reluctance, and the opposition of his
friénds, to send contingent after counftin-
gent to South Africa.

Wias it not another who sealed his de-
voted loyalty by a declaration _that
Great Britain, driven from the eivilized
markets . of the world, was forcing her
wares on barbarians at the muzzles of
cannon, and therefore should receive no
consideration from Canada on fiscal mat-
ters?

But while Capt. Wolley sneers at the
determination of Canada to assume full
responsibility for the defence of her
coasts and evidently thinks she should
coniribute to Imperial revenues and re-
main dependent rather than assume a
position of - self-reliance, things - “at
home” are not managed - just as they
should be either. . For example:

“If the British Press, - which to us
represents the British people, was not so
busy coining psalms of praise for the
Premier, “who in 1899 tried to throttle
Canadian loyalty to please his colleague
Mr. Tarte and the Frenchmen who read
La Patrie, psalms of praise which are
used among the English-speaking voters
as testimonials in favor of the Liberals,
we might possibly to-day be ruled by the
party which forced Sir Wilfrid’s hand
in 1899. In. Canada, in order to succeed
in life, whether you ‘are a policeman or
a colonel, you must belong to the party
in power. If you do not, you will lose
your job if you ever held one; you cer-
tainly will never obtain one, however
capable you may be.”

Ah, yes; if the British press would only
lend the Tory party of Canada a hand,
pointing ‘out the disloyalty of the Grits,
things might be different—men with the
instinet of government inherited from
long lines of ancestors, and who had per-
haps learned lessons in the art of sup-
pression from the gentle-spirited and
benign Russians, might have been elect-
ed to rule over Canadians and keep them
in a properly loyal subjective mood.
But, seriously, did viler rubbish ever
emanate from: the pen of a mere unin-
spired, vulgar scribbier?

The reporter represents Mr. MeFar-
lane as saying: It -is evident that .the
municipal question - had :only been
“scotched, not killed” by the meeting
held in Jahuary re municipality, despite
the overwhelming adverse expression in
regard t6 the samé. There was a loud
opposition, to - the proposition by the
abové parties. But I am surprised that
anyone who was at that meeting should
think® that' ‘the proposition was even
*gcotched” in the face of the following
facts that were brought out at that meet-
ing, and there has been no aftempt to
deny any of them up.to-the present time:

First: That our taxes are more than
twice as:high ‘.as in the municipality
north of ws,

Second: That our taxes have doubled,
and in many cases trebled, in ten years.
" Third: That under present arrange-
ments we can reasonably expect our
taxes to continue to rise at the same
rate.

Fourth: That there has been thou-
sands of dollars expended on-roads and
bridges in our distriet~Which have after
wards been abandoned, which would
never have been built under municipality.

Fifth: That the present system of road
work, as inaugurated: by the late Hon.
Theodore Davie, although necessary at
that time, has; through abuse, become a
damage to our district; it allows every,
man in the district the privilege of work-
ing on the road.-each year just as long
as-the government  furnishes money to
pay them, -every man to_work as near
his- own home as possible. - This gives
them the opportunity of .going to work
just when they:please-and of quitting
work just when they pleases; the foreman
is ‘simply “their timekeeper, and hardly
that, as it is impossible for him to see
all the men -each day, nor has he the
power to discharge any man.. No won-
der that permanent work has become
something of the past. All we get now
in return for the money expended in the
cutting of ferns and. brush along the
sides of the rosds, with a little work in
repairing bridges and culverts when ab-
solutely necessary.

The ‘charge was made at the meeting
referred tob y Mr. McFarlane by one
that worked on the roads, that some of
the men actually slept under the brush
beside the road and drew $2.50 for nine
hours for the same, and was not denied.

Lastly, at the January meeting noth-
ing was heard in eopposition to muni-
cipality, except that one hundred cents
in ‘value would be expected-  for every
dollar expended on--the roads, and i
would deprive a great many of them of
their only source of revenue. Now it
has developed into a great danger of
Shawnigan being absorbed by the two
districts north of 'us, notwithstanding
the fact that four of the municipality
committee are residents of Shawnigan,
and one to represents the two districts
north of us. If they have a $2.50 a day
for nothing syndicate in either of the
above districts it is to be hoped that
syndicate has a worthy patron, who will
go all over the two districts and warn
the people that Shawnigan has a design
on their taxes, and that they had better
Sign a petition to safeguard their inter-
ests.’ It is the cheapest kind of adver-
tisement and will hasten the end, which
is muuicipality of the three districts, un-
less the government manages the affairs
of our district in a different manner than
it has in the past.

IRISH SECRETARY RESIGNS.

Premier Balfour’s Announcement in the
Imperial House of Commons—
Ulster Unionists Jubilant.

London, March .6.—Premier Balfour
announced in the House of Commons to-
day that Hon. George Wyndham, the
chief secretary of Ireland, had resigned.

The Premier said -he had been unable
any longer to withstand the appeals of
Mr. Wyndham te-be allowed to resign.
Mr. Wyndham did not believe that he
would be able at the present time to 'sup-
port all the labors and anxieties of his
great office, ‘but his principal reason for
resigning. was the fact that the recent
controversy inside and outside the House
had greatly impaired if not altogether
destroyed the value of the work he could
perform as chief secretary for Ireland.

Mr. Balfour added that he did mot
propose to enter into the merits of the
controversy, although there were fea-
tures of it on which he had very strong
opinions. Mr. Wygndham alone was the
judge as to the effect it had on his use-
fulness. The Premier regretted that Mr.
Wyndham was not present to explain his
position personally in accordance with
custom, but Mr. Balfour hoped he might
soon be in a position to‘do so.

The Ulster Unionists do not disgmise
their joy at the success of the manoe-
uvres to oust Mr. Wyndham, but their
happiness, they openly assert, will not be
complete unless Sir Anthony P. Mac-
donell, under secretary to the Lord Lieu-
tenant of Ireland, joins his late chief in
retirement.

The defection of the Irish Unionists
was undoubtedly the cause of Mr. Wynd-
ham’s resignation and Mr. Balfour’s ac-
ceptance thereof, the split in the minis-
terial ranks being such as to threaten
the extinction of the government’s ma-
jority at any moment.

Walter Long, president of the local
government board, is regarded as the
probable successor of Mr. Wyndham.

The committee rose and reported the
bill.

The School Bill.

R. Hall, on the debate on: the second
reading of the School Bill, said that he
would support any bill which would les-
sen the burden of taxation on the peo-
ple. In this bill he found no reason for
beliéving this was to take place, and fur-
ther he saw in it a threatened disloca-
tion of the educational system. British
Columbia was suffering from legislation
which was not adapted to this province.
He sometimes thought that children
were being over educated in the line of
theory at the expense of the practical.
The children came out of the High
schools thinking they were adapted only
for managers of banks, insurance com-
panies and railways. They refused to
enter industrial life. The result would
be that they would have professional
lepers on their hands. He favored a sys-
tem of education which would compel
the payment of higher fees for higher
education. He had hoped to see some
system of techmical schools in the prov-
ince -where the expert industrial workers
could be obtained, instead of having to
send abroad for them. He thought the
government might assist in this. There
was a lack of care in the schools. His
experience with boys who had entered
his office after going through the schools
was that they had to be educated to the
office. When taken out of school their
work was lacking in legibility of hand-
writing and in grammatical construc-
tion. If he were Minister of Education
he would himself go around among the
schools and see if the proper amount of
practical education were given,
bill would materially increase the
cost of schools without anything com-
mensurate with it. ‘Rather than see the
priminary schools demoralized, as this
bill aimed at doing, he would prefer to
see the taxation increased by the gov-
ernment.
He believed that if the extension of
the iron industry in this province were
looked to that a smelter might be estab-
lished in the province. If an export tax
on iron ores were put on the ore would
not be sent to the United States, and a
smelter would be established here. Every
effort should be made to induce the gov-
ernment at Ottawa to do this.
He said he was going to move in favor
-of the six months hoist for this bill. It
would be a wise resolution for the House
to support he believed. The teachers
attending the Normal school should pay:
the expense of that institution.
He accordingiy moved the six months
hoist in closing.
F. Carter-Cotton moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate, a division followed,
the motion being carried by a vote of 19
to 17.

The government readily agreed to this, as
it was very anxious to seftle the ques-
tion. Up to the present time nothing
had been done. The government of the
province was one of them parties con-
cerned, and couid not proceed without
the consent of the other parties. If this
bill did not pass and a settlement was
reached the lands would have to remain
until the legislature met.
John Oliver could not see that this
bill could be described as facilitating the
settlement of this reserve question. The
provisions of “this bill come into force
only after the removal of the Indians.
He preferred the regular law. having its
caurse. If this'aét came into force
what prevented th'é “ goveérnment from
passing ‘a portion. of this land to Mr.
Dunsmuir or the C. P. R. or some one
else. He did not say that the govern-
ment intended to do this, but he could
not see why such power should be put
in the hands of the government.
R. Hall said that while he wanted to
see the reserve .question settled, yet he
did not think that there was such neces-
sity for haste in settling it as to put the
disposition of the land in the hands of
the government.

The bill provided this: “The wages
earned by a workman during the period
of three months before, and owing to him
at, the time of his death shall, subject
to the provisions hereinafter contained,

{ be payable to the widow, if any, of such

deceased workman, free
such deceased.”

J. H. Hawthornthwaite moved in
amendment that the wages for =ix
months should be made payable.

T. W. Paterson suggested that in ex-
tending the time the children might be
overlooked.

Mr. Macdonald explained that the act
was interded to permit of the tiding over
for the widow period immediately follow-
ing the decease of a workman, who had
been accidentally killed. Tn the mean-
time the widow would be able to secure
aid for other sources. In most of cases
there would only be one month’s wages
due, but he had made it three months
in order that a widow might get that
which had been allowed to remain un-
paid,

F. Carter-Cotton, on the adjourned de-
bate on the school bill, said that the op-
position members did not.seem to have
any objection to the principle of the bill
but -only to the details.,.. 1t had been
evident for years that .the: edueational
system of the province needed change,
The government therefore took no credit
to itself for this bill. He was pained at
the levity of Mr. Oliver over this bill.
The member for Delta had ridiculed sec-
tion 90 of the act. With one exception
the provisions of the section were the
same as those in the present act. - For
eleven years Mr. Oliver had as secretary
signed a schedule similar to that which
was now proposed.

In reply to Mr. Oliver, he "admitted
that the declaration of the trustees be-
fore a J. P. was ‘not necessary under
the old act.

He had not been surprised at Mr.
Munro’s uneasiness because he stood
convicted of having stolen a High school
which Chilliwac¢k was not entitled to.

Since 1872 the history of eduecation
might be divided into two equal parts.
"In 1888 he had himself taken an active
part in the initiating of the system in-
stalled in 1891." Up to that time the
school system was highly centralized.
Not even a box of chalk could not be
bought for a school without the consent
of-the educational office at Victorid.
Vancouver 'had taken an active part in
the agitation for decentralization.

In 1891 the cities of Victoria, Vancow-
ver; New Westminster and Nanaimo
were given a share in the support of the i
schools. The system now proposed did
not change the free system of the schools.
The rural sections of the province he
felt would become much more ‘interested
in the school: administration if given a
share in its maintenance. 1In assisted
schools the teachers’ salaries would be
paid as at present. The schools would
only have to pay the cost of expenses,
which would not exceed $40 a year.
The change would not affect the effici-

bear the great burden. It was announe-
ed that this was not the case, but that
the cities would bear their share in the
increased taxation. If this. were true
then the measure was not necessary.

Rossland had protested against the act.
In that city $2,000 was required to be
raised. That city had levied a 2-mill
rate and yet found it impossible to meet
the demands of the schools, falling be-
hind $3,500 a year. This would throw
the city $5,500 behind. There was not
the machinery provided to raise this ad-
ditional money. The result would be
that Rossland would have to close its
schools for about six months in the year.
Other cities would be in the same posi-
tiom,

He was opposed to the principle of the
bill. The system might be a proper one
to adopt in old settled provinces. It was
not ‘adapted to BritiSh Columbia be-
cause it had never been adopted. The
system adopted here had worked satis-
factorily and had accomplished excel-
lent results.

The cost of education in the province
was less than double the average cost
elsewhere in the Dominion and less than
half the cost in-Manitoba. Compare the
cost of the administration of justice
where it was five times in British Colum-
bia what it was elsewhere in the Do-
minion. Civil _government cost  nine
times as much as in the rest of the prov-
inces. In view of this, why did the gov-
ernment not attempt to make retrench-
ment in the cost of the administration
of justice and eivil government instead
of weakening our educational system?

He wished to see the bill withdrawn,
a bill which had been torn to pieces by
even the friends of the government.

W. C. Wells held that a protest was
necessary on account of the burden put
upon the rural constituencies. The gov-
ernment had not adopted the proper
course in relieving the Finance Minister
of the difficulties he had to face. He had
expected Mr. Carter-Cotton would have
shown a better method of meeting the
necessities of the province.

The rural sections had been deriving
a large*shgre from the government in
maintenance of roads and the school sys-

No district, he thought, would ob-
ject to paying $150 and the small cost
of keeping the school running, j
The government would be prepared to
meet the objection with respect to col-
lecting the rates by which in municipali-
ties the municipal assessor would collect
it, and in other parts the govermment
assessor would be charged with collect-
ing these rates.

At the present time the taxation was
very unfair. He instanced Delta as
having contributed only $9,853 to the
government, while the current-eXpenses
for school purposes were $22,878.

The Superintendent of Education in-
formed him that in Delta, in order to
keep the efficiency of the schools up to
the present state there would be re-
quired only $4,545.

Mr. Oliver wanted to know what would
be the cost of raising this sum.’

Mr. Carter-Cotton said that if the
municipality collected' the ‘rates there
would be little additional cost.

Mr. Oliver said this was not accord-
ing to the bill as introduced. - The mem-
ber discussed' thig bill from an entirely
different standpoint from which it was
introduced. .

Mr. Carter-Cotton, ° proceeding, said
that in Delta the property was assessed
at '$1,013,933.  The raising of this sum
would amount to only one mill on the
dollar,

There had been a strong objection in
the province to .permitting of clergymen
acting on boards. The government would
consent to allowing' an amendment of
this kind introduced in committee.

There would be some rearrangement of
school districts necessary in connection
with the bill. These were matters of de-
tail and did not affect the proincipal of
the bill.

He' wanted all partizanship wiped
away in passing this bill. * It would be
wise in the interests of the education of
the province to pass the bill without dis-
cussion.

J. A. Macdonald said he was glad that
at last the President of the Council had
spoken. This was his first speech this
session of a member of the government
who had been appointed since last the
House met. 'Mr. Carter-Coiton now pro-
posed an entirely different bill from that
introduced. It was quite apparent that
the efforts of the opposition members
had had an effect upon the government
and the bill had been remodelled. If
the bill passed committee it would be
in an entirely different form from that
in which it came into the House. To the
opposition would be due the credit for
putting it in shape.

This bill was intended to shirk an item
of expenditure of about $100,000. The
government had failed to discover a
method of raising revenue except by di-
rect taxation. That being the case the
government should Have had the manli-
ness to announce this bill-as a fiscal
measure rather than as an educational
bill. .

The government took a course some-
what similar to that which our ancestors
did in testing whether or not a woman
was a witch., The life had to be de-
stroyed before the decision was reached.

The government did this last year in
the ease of the assessment act. With-
out inquiring into how it¥would work
the bill was brought in.  Immediately
afterwards a commission was appointed
to go into the working of it: The same
conrse was being pursued with this hill.

The minister should have taken care
that there was nothing in the bill which
would interfere with the efficiency of
education. The measure was really ore
of shifting expenditure from one ‘place
to another. If this was simply redis-
tribution, then why was the bill intro-

to take the responsibility for all loss of
life which might follow.

Reference has been made to the gov-
ernment’s intention to set apart lands |
for school purposes. . The government
had let the very best chance go by for
that, namely, in the case of the lands
of Southeast Kootenay.

“Was that the policy of your party ?”
asked Premier McBride.

“I think I figured pretty prominently
in sayving those lands to the province,”
replied Mr. Wells, and continuing, he
said he would have seen that they were
; properly handled. Those lands, if they
' had been properly handled, would have
done away with the need of any increas-
ed taxation. He knew of one company
which had offered $2,000,000 for only a
part of these lands.

“Was that not the C. P. R.?” asked

. Mr. Hawthornthwaite.

“No,” replied Mr. Wells. “It had no-
thing to do with that company.”

Continuing, Mr. Wells said that the
government had not looked to the coun-
try’s interests, perhaps because il was
necegsary to satisfy the Harrys, and
Billys and others who had to be satisfied.

Coming to the question of higher edu-
cation, Mr. Wells said that under oar
system a child’s public school education
closed when the pupil was about 13 or
14 years of age. At that age the pupil
was not to be expected to leave school.
They then entered the High school. He
would favor making the public school
education more practical, so that when
a pupil left it at about 15 years of age
he could either enter the High school or
be prepared to enter life.

W. Ross, upon Mr. Wells' resumi
hig’ seat, rose to a point of order. e
said that he had been informed that a
personal allusion had been made to him-
self by Mr. Wells with respect to the
coal lands in Southeast Kootenay. He
wanted to say that 'if reference was
made to himself he had no connection
with any coal lands in that district, nor
did he eoxpeet to Have any.

Mr. Wells explaining, said that he had
made no persona! ailusion, but simply in
a gencral way. If the cap fitted, how-
ever, he could wear it.

Mr. Ross said that it ill'became the
member for Columbia to make charges
against anyone in the House, when it
wasg remembered that he was dismissed
from ‘the rottenest government which
the province ever had.”

The Speaker held that Mr. Wells had
used unparliamentary language.

Mr. Wells said that he had intended
it only in a joking way, but if his
langnage was unparliamentary he was
only toc glad to withdraw his language.

The leader of the opposition then
urged that the language of the member
for Fernie had been entirely unparlia-
mentary, and should be withdrawn,

Mr. Ross said he had spoken in the
heat of debate, and had used the
language, which first occurred to him.
He withdrew the expression.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite said he was
heartily in favor of the bill, and would
support it. He took exception to the
reasoning of the leader of the opposition,
contending-that he really endorsed all
the iniquities introduced into affairs by
his methods of reasoning.

He Dbelieved the government was
honest in this matter. There . was. a
debt of $11,000,000 for which thé present
government was in nowise responsible.
This called for $674,000 a year in inter-
esé and sinking fund. The government
did not attempt to cut off the schools
from sufficient support. On the con-
trary the government, he understood, was
prepared to contribute at the rate of
about -half a million dollars to the
schools.

He contended that the only suggestions
which were made to improve the ®ill
came from the Labor member. He
would have liked to have seen a broad,
cmmrehensive bill introduced for the

Farther, Mr. Hawthornthwaite

rcluu'ged the Liberal party with being
directly responsible for the financial
straits in which the province was found.
If the Ottawa government gave back the
$14,000,000 taken from the province the
present bill would not be necessary.

The Liberal party in the House’ did
not show what they intended to substi-
tute for the school bill. Omne proposed
to increase the head tax, °

Mr. Macdonald, rising, explained thati
the only Liberal member who had re-
ferred to this was Mr. Paterson, wha
said that some advised the increase im
head tax as a substitute.

The Liberal members had lauded Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, said Mr. Hawthornth-
waite. 'Would the Liberal party fol-
low the nefarious example of that
gentleman into the school system of this
province and introduce separate schools?
(Lolud government applause.)

Continuing further, Mr. Hawthornth-
waite said that he did not care when
they went to the country, but he would
oppose the Liberal party as being
against reform.

Dr. King said that while the New
Brunswick school system was a good
one in New Brunswick it was not neces-
sarily a good system in this province. Tt
would not be in the interests of educa-
tion in this province that such a system
should be introduced into British Colum-
bia. The Conservative party in the
House appeared to be afraid to develop
the country on account of the increased
expenditure which would follow. This
was a false position to take. The open-
ing up of the Koofenays had not resulted
as they anticipated. These districts had
contributed very largely to the revenues
of the province.

He advised Mr. Hawthornthwaite to
throw off his cloak ‘of Socialism and
crosg over and take his seat among his
confreres. (Opposition applause.) This
bill was being opposed even by strong
Conservatives, who would oppose the
bill.

On the Songhees Indian reserve bill,
Premier McBride said that the problem
of the Songhees Indian reserve had
played a very important part in the
affairs of the city of Victoria of late.
There had been a tendency to try to put
blame upon the government in this mat-
ter. There could be nothing done until
the Indians were induced to peacefully
remove from the lands. It was useless
to talk of sending them off forceably
The highest authorities in the empire
would not stand for that<

He understood that owing to influences
having been brought to bear upon these
Indians it was difficult to get the con-
sent of the Indians to remove. Accord-
ing to this report the Indians were ex-
pecting to receive a large sum for re-
moving. On the other hand he had re-
ceived reports to the effect that these
people would be agreeable to removing
if a suitable place were found,

While it might be commendable for
the city council and other bodies.to take-
an interest in this, yet he doubted if it
would not be much better to leave this
to the federai government, the provincial
government and the Indians themselves
to settle this matter. He gave a warn-
ing in a friendly way to the effect that
the seftlement should be left to the three
parties concerned. Onmly those charged
with respons:blhty in this should ' take
any part in it. In the past when efforts
were made to solve this difficulty it was
found that parties having nothing to do
directly with it had been mterfermg‘
with the matter,

There need be no fear with respect to
the disposition of the lands under this
~bill. The .well-being of the province
would be served in doing this, and the
government would take into consider-
ation the rights of Victoria. He was
well aware that in a_ large mnieasure
values had been given to these lands by
the proximity of the city of Victoria and
the positien it occupied. - The demands
of Vlctona for park and school pur-
poses would be treated in a just way.
Having in view the fact that the gov-
ernment was responsible to the people of
the province, he could not accept of the
suggestions of the members for Vie-
toria. He referred to the position takem
by C. H, Lugrin as upholding the stand
taken by himself. - He wished to keep
this question out of party politics, The
successive governments had done their
best to settle the question.

R. Hall wanted to know if the bill was
necessary.

Premier McBride said he thought it
was. After reading the opinion given by
W. J. Taylor he came to the conclusion
that this was necessary.

J. A. Macdonald said that he wase
speaking from the standpoint of the gen-
eral interests. This measure was only
necessary after ‘the Indians had been
removed. It had nothing to do with re-
moving the Indians. Why was it pro-
posed to put the rights the legislature
had in these lands into the hands of the
government? These lands were valuable
for park, school, harbor and railway
terminal purposes These lands had been
made* valugble by the city of Vietoria
without being taxed. The Premier had
not shown any reason why the disposi-
tion of these lands should be taken from
the legislature and put in the hands of
the Lieut.-Governor-in-Council. If this
right was to be given to the government,
had -the fegislature not a right to know
what was going to be done with the
land? The placing of lands in the hands
of the Lieut.-Governor-in-Counecil had
nof been the most satisfactory way of
dealing with public domain. The govern-
ment would likely consult the Viectoria
council when settling the matter. The
people would not be consulted. If left
to the legislature to dispose of the lands
every citizen of the city and of the prov-
ince could have their vlews represented.
There was nothing .to show that the
reserve question would be settled inside.

Premier McBride said that if the dis-
position of the lands passed into the
hands of the government the interests of
the whole province would be looked
after, and Vietoria’s interests would not
be neglected., He lamented that this
question had been made a party one.
The government was taking a conscien-
tious stand to meet the views of the city
of Victoria to settle the reserve ques-
tion.

“How is thig bill' going to aid in set-
tling it?” asked R. L. Drury.

The Premier contended that the legis-
lation was necessary. An attempt was
being made to make political capital out
of this. He would not accept the amend-
ment. of the leader of the opposition.

W. G. Cameron lamented that the
Premier had become very much excited
over a question when there was no neces-
sity for this excitement.  The Premier
had no authority for saying an attempt
was being made to'make this question a
political one, The members fof Victoria
had a few dayy ago been asked by the
city council to support this bill. Later,
they had been instructed to ask for
amendments to the bill. He had, how- |
ever, his own responsibility in the mat-
ter. The bill introduced a wrong prin-
ciple. Why should this bill be intro-
duced? This had not been satisfactorily
answered. The particular point now
was not the disposing of the lands, but
it was the settlement of the question of
the removal of the Indians.. The city of
Victoria ‘had rights in this, and the Vie-
toria members were endeavoring to get
them.. All the city asked was the right
to purchase a part of this land, which
was important to Victoria.

Stuart Henderson .said that this bill,
he helieved, would retard ‘the settlement
of the reserve question. With the pas-
sage of this lexislation would be reguired
to he passed by the Dominion parlia-
ment. Tt would be necessary to pass-
legislation specifyirg that sections 39, 41
and 45 of the Indian Act was not appli-
cable in this case. The proper way to
approach this matter was for an agree-
ment to be enfered into between the
rrovineial eovernment and the Tndian
department. That done this would have
to ke sanctioned hy {he parliaments.

For all this bill
would accomplish this reserve question
might be extended for another forty
years. The Premier had practically told
the city council of Victoria and the
citizens to mind their own business. The
advice of the Premier would be taken
for what it was worth. The proposal
made by Jas. Dunsmuir in 1901 for the
seftlement of the question had not been
lived up to. This government after two
years in power had taken no action.
Senator Templeman, speaking in the
Senate, had said that the settlement rest-
ed with the government of the province
taking action. Senator Macdonald prac-
tically said the same.

Attorney-General Wilson said this
bill did not seem to be understood. The
Dominion government, being charged
with the guardianship of the Indians, it
alone could see that they were removed.
The province might provide a new
reserve. If the cousent of the Indians
was obtained the Dominion government
would have to see to their removal. The
lands would have to be dealt with under
the Land Act by the Lieut.-Governor-in-
Council if this bill passed, or by the
legislature.

If the amendment of tae leader of the
opposition was followed and the inter-
ests of Vietoria looked after in the mat-
ter of park lands, harbor facilities and
railway terminals, he could see little left
for the province.

Hon. R. F. Green heid that the gov-
ernment had no right to enter into an
agreement with the Dominion govern-
ment and:then come to.the legislature.
for sanction. There was no intention to
deal unfairly with Victoria.

John Oliver said that taking . the
argument of the Attorney-General he
would like to ask if the provisions of the
Land Aect would provide the means: for
adequately disposing of these lands.: If
s0, then why should, this course. be not
taken. . It sas not wise to put ‘this
power proposed into the hands of this
goverhgnent. Since last session this gov-
ernment had disposed of lands without
any explainable authority for it. Ifithe
disposition of these, reserve ~lands was
put.in the hands of the. government the
whole of this land might be given to the
Canadian Pacific railway, to the Grand
Trunk Pacific, o# to any other railway
company. to a syndicate of speculafors
or to anyone else. Victoria had peculiar
interests in this land. The providing of
the facilities for harbor purposes as pro-
posed by the amendumient and the prowidr
ing of ‘terminal facilities were not
peculiar advantages -for Victoria. No
one knew berter than the Attorney-Gen:
eral how the
harbor ' facilities in , Vancouver had
worked to the disadvantuge of that cityl
The Attorney-General had been employt
ed in a useless fight to recover som
facilities. He doubted if the governr

An important report was presented by
the committee on trade, commerce and
transportation at a meeting of the coun-
cil of the board of trade on Wednesday.
In order that it may be thoroughly
understood it is here given in full:

Your committee consider it most fortunate |
matter, as we believe -that compulsory
pilotage is detrimental to the best interest
of this port and deflect business from this
port to the more fortunate free pllotage
ports of Puget Sound. The tax is also
detrimental to excursion steamers calling
here; in fact, it is a matter of astonishment
to your committee that such a condition of
affairs should have been tolerated so long.
In view of the increasing importance of the
shipping trade of the North Pacific, in
which our port will undoubtedly share, we
feel ‘'most strongly that it is incumbent up-
on/ this Board of Trade to take advantage
of our matural conditions and remove every
obstacle in the way of making Victoria and
Esquimalt what they should be, namely,
free pilotage ports, thus placing as on an
equality with our competitors on Puget
Seund.

In reply to’ your committee’s inquiry
we are informed that “There is no com-
ptisory pilotage on Puget Sound. Any
vessel can enter or depart from any of
the ports on Puget Sound without any
pilot whatever; if the master or owner
so elect. . . . A compulsory pilot-
age bill was ‘presentéd‘te. the Jegislature
at Olympia during the present session,
but: was promptly killed, as it was real-
ized that compulsory - pilotage would
only be an unnecessary burden on Puget
Sound shipping, and detrimental to the
intérests, not only of the vessels and
their owners,; but to the community at
large, and beneficial to only a very few.”

Your committes base this report upon
documentary . evidence, which should be
forwarded to Ottawa with the board’s
representations.

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TEACHERS WA
ON SCHODL BOARD

Seek Reversion -to Former Systeﬁ: of
Twelve Monthly Instaliments—Lit-
tle Ordinary Business.

There was very little business of any
consequence before the school board at
their regular monthly session last even-
ing, and the meeting therefore was un-
usually brief, , It wounld have been short-
er had not the trustees spent some time
in discussing -an error in the minutes
which could have pbeen remedied, as such
errors always are, by a formal motion.
The absence of the city superintendent,

who is ill, is undoubtediy felt at these
meetings, as. his thorough knowledg!ot
the schools enables him to bring to the

{ attention of the board many matters

whieh, otherwise, would be overlooked.

Previous to the transaction of the
routine a delegation from the Victoria
Teachers’ Institute, consisting of A. B.
McNeill, Teonard Tait, J. M. Campbell,
Miss Lawson and Miss Robinson, ad-
dressed the board. They urged that a
reversion be made to the former method
of paying salaries, namely, in twelve
monthly installments, instead of in ten as
at present, Civic officials were paid by
the month, and the deputation thought
the same rule shounld apply to teachers.
The present method was inconvenient,
and as an instance it was pointed out
that last fall the teachers had to do six
months’ financing on four salary pay-
ments. Some teachers Were consequent-
Iy compelled to go.into debt for their
household necessaries, while some, also,
had to borrow money to pay their taxes.
Furthermore, the ten months’ system
tended to decrease salaries, as the im-
pression it caused about the city was
that the teachers were receiving more
than they really did, and an agitation
f9r a reduction might arise. The rever-
sion to the former system was unanim-
ously recommended by the teaching staff.
It would make no difference in the am-
ount. the only change being to pay the
year’s salaries in twelve’ monthly in-
stallments instead of ten.

The chairman informed the delegation
that their request would receive the
board’s  earnest consideration.

The eity clerk referred to the board
an offer from Mrs. Phelps of a model of
Nelson’s ship Victory.

Trustee Lewis wanted this matter’
delegated to the finance committee,

Trustee Jay remarked that the com-
munication from the council-xlﬁ author-
ized by the city fathers in a ‘sareastic
manner, and he moved: that it he re-
ferred back to the council with the in-

formation that the board had no funds
to purchase the model.

This motion was carried.
iDfFhe “finance  committee recommended
the payment of accounts, amounting to
$788.32. Adopted.

The building and grounds committee
recommended that a ventilating shaft be
installed in Miss Lovell’'s class room at
a cost of $30.

The monthly attendance report was
read as follows: Total, 2,767; boys,
1,459; girls, 1,308; daily average,
2,487.05; percentage, 89.88.

Trustee Huggett moved that a com-
mittee be appointed to 'wait upon the
Minister of Education relative to the in-
troduction of commercial and optional
courses in the High school.

This was seconded by Trustee Jay and
carried. The committee was appointed
to consist of the whole board.

The board recommended the payment
of the accounts presented for supplying
gravel for the school grounds.

Trustee Mowat gave notice of his in-
tention to move for the rescinding of
clauses 6 and 7 of the board’s by-laws.

The board then adjourned.

rney-general, H. A. Maclean, said as
much this morning, and applied for an

But Mr. Powell does not intend to be
disposed of so easily. After hearing the
magistrate’s decision he made a formal
application to have the prosecution pro-
ceeded with this afternoon, tendering a
witness for examination.

The magisteate replied that he could
not grant the application without the as*
sent of the attorney-general.

Mr. Powell said he thoroughly under-
stood this, but it was necessary for him
to have a distinet and formal refusal of
his application.

This the magistrate said he had no
hesitation in giving it, and the refusal
was «duly recorded.

In giving his decision Magistrate Hall
pointed out that Mr. Powell had freely
admitted the right of the attorney-gen-
eral to intervene after a committal to
a higher court, but denied that right of
intervention in a preliminary . héaring.
There had not been cited in argument,
nor did he think therg could be cited,
authorities in which the position of the
attorney-general in preliminary hearing
was fully defined.. For that “official to
take charge of a case after committal
and either proceed with the prosecution
or stop it, was the recognized practice,
and was not disputed by Mr. Powell.
But he (the court) was asked by counsel
for the private prosecution to rule that
the attorney-general had no“right to in-
terfere until the case had heen commit-
ted for trial. Mr. Powell admitted,
however, that if the prisoner consented
to be tried by the magistrate, the at-
torney-general would have the right to
interfere.

The magistrate then took wup Mr.
Powell's argument.that a preliminary

ring was not a proceeding, because
the ma rate. could,..order ..the.. .deors
losed at any time. He did not,agree
with counsel on this point, and referred
to a number of authorities, including the
codle, Stevens’s History of Criminal Law,
and Paley, in substantiation of his view,
Mr. Powell had further argued that the
attorney-general never went into the
lower court to make out a ease against a
prisoner. With this also the magistrate
disagreed, pointing out that such. ac-
tion by :the attorney-general was an
every day = occurrence throughout the
provinces, and in fact a common course
in the more serious offences. Counsel for
the private prosecutor also had shown
that according to _British Columbia
statutes the duties of the attorney-gen-
eral were the same as those of that offi-
cial or solicitor-general in England, as
far as applicable to this province. But
the attormey-general in England had
superintendence 'over the . director of
prosecutions, or, in other words, over
prosecutions brought into the crimipal
court.

In conclusion he said that no case had
been cited direetly in support of the pro-
position advanced by Mr. Powell, which
was contrary to practice, contrary to
decision of the Privy Council, Regina
v. Allen and King v. Gilmore. It would
be more satisfactory perhaps if this
point, which was a new one, was de-
termined by a higher court, to whom Mr.
Powell could apply for a mandamus.
But until it was there decided to the
contrary he must hold that the attorney-

general had charge of the case,

AMENDMENIS fOR

CHANGES PROPOSED
IN THE PRESENT ACT

The Government Bill Was Introduced
Into Legislature by Hon. F. J. Fula
ton Yesterday Afternoon.

The bill which of all others will be of
interest to lovers of hunting and fishing
has been brought in by the government.
This is the Game Amendment Act, in-
troduced Wednesday by Hgn. F. J. Ful-
ton.

The bill, as introduced, provides that
persons not domiciled in the province
who take out a license by paying $50 a
year may export the heads, horns or
skins of animals mentioned in schedule
B of the Game Aect, excepting, bear,
marten or land otter, Schedule B in-
cludes caribou, deer, elk, moose  and
mountain goat. Lime is net to be used
for killing trout. Free miners may kill
deer while actually engaged in prospect-
ing.

Another amendment permits the owner
of game which has been lawfully killed
to retain it in his possession for the pri-
vate use of himself and his family for
15 days after the commencement of the
close season.

The punishment for trespassing on pri-
vate ‘property is raised from a $20 fine
to $50, and “fence” ‘is mot to be <c¢on-
gstrued as a legal fence.

The penalty for killing without a
license where a license is required by
lAw is fixed at $60:or a term of im-
prisonment, not exceeding 30 days, or to
both fine and imprisonment.

‘The present act provided that in un-
settled districts bear and beaver are not

*hexr pelts, except by a person domiciled
in the province or the holder of license.

The amendment now mtroduced puts
a ‘close season on beaver for §ix years.
The section reads:

“Throughout the: province no person
shall trap, kill, take, or attempt to trap,
kill or take beaver for six years from the
first day of August, 1905, nor shall any
pérson during said period sell, barter or
have in possession untanned pelts of
beaver.”

Schedule B, which enumerates the
species of animals and birds which it is
unlawful to take in certain seasons, is
amended somewuat, Beaver is set forth
as prohibited from killing for six  years;
the selling of blue grouse during season
is struck out alse; ptarmigan - is in-
cliided in the schedule with grouse; grey
or ‘Hungarian partridgee is included
with English partridge; skylark is in-
serteed after swan, and the killing of the
latter prohibited at any time.

Provision is made for the appointment
of a provincial game and forest warden
and deputies. The sections read as fol-
lows:

“The Lieutenant-Governor-in-Council
may from time to time appoint a pro-
vincial game and ferest warden, and may
also appoint deputy game and forest
wardens to assist the provincial game
and forest warden, as from time to time
may be necessary.

AMENDMENT FOR
THE RESERVE BILL

PASSED COUNCIL AT
MEETING ON MONDAY

Claisis for Expropriation of Property in
James Bay to Be Paid
Forthwith.

Victoria’s claims to the Songhees In-
dian reserve will again be urged upon
the provincial go.ernment. At last
night’s’ meeting of the city council an
amendment to the Songhees reserve bill
now before the House was approved by
the aldermen. This, with the voting of
$16,393.25 for the payment of claims
against the city, were the principal items
of business considered.

The secretary of the James Bay Ath-
letic Association complained of hacks
and other vehicles blocking the crossing
in front of the club house on the arrival
of steamers at the C. P. R. wharves.
Referred to police commissioners. }

W. H. Knight asked for a connection
with the water main on Chatham street.
Referred to the water commissioner,

F. B. Kitto, on behalf of the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Ani-
mals, asked for a renewal of the corpor-
ation’s annuity, and suggested that fur-
ther aid be given the society. Referred
to finance committee for report.

H. Turner reported that no harm has
been done to the property of the B. C.
Agricultural Association. Received and
filed.

The water commissioner reported re-
commending the purchase of water
meters at a cost of $750, for use on pub-
lic property. Approved, tenders to be
called for these by the city purchasing
agent.

City Clerk Dowler reported -having re-
fered the following requests to the ecity
engineer for report: H. Woolison, asking
for sidewalk improvements on Wallace
street; Edwin Johnson, desiring that a
sidewalk be laid on Ormond street; S.
Tenant, for a drain on the east side of
Fourth street; G. Monteith, et al, re-
questing that Daulton street be opened
up from Esquimalt road to old Esqui-
malt road; Paul Rochussen, et al, asking
that Beacon street be graded and drain-
ed. Received and filed.

Property owners on Johns street peti-
tiond against the name of that thorough-
fare being changed. The petitioners
stated that there was no other street of
the same name in the city.

Referred to streets, bridges and sewers
committee,

F. J. Hall and several other residents
on North Park street also wrote protest-
ing against the name of the street being
changed to Pioneer street. ,This com-
munication took the same course.

The finance committee reported recom-
mending accounts totalling $6,012.98,
Carried.

*A further report from the finance cem-
mittee recommended the payment of the
sum of $16,803.35 to settle claims of the
Weiler family and Bertucci estate aris-
ing out of the expropriation-of prdperty
in James Bay.

This was received and adopted.

The streets, bridges and sewers com-
mittee reported as follows:

Gentlemen:—Your streets, bridges and
sewers committee, having considered the
undermentioned subjects, beg to submit the
following recommendations to the council
for adoption, viz.:

Re communication from J. A. Sayward,
desiring permission to connect his lumber
store with Rock Bay bridge. Recommended

«that the barricade at the ¢cuthern end of
.Rock Bay bridge be moved 31 feet north
of its present position, to enable Mr. Say-
ward t® connect his building by platform
with the. bridge, and Mr. Sayward be given
permission to connect, upon the under-
standing that the council reserves the right,
.should it see fit to do so, to do away with
the bridge dltogether, and upon condition
that the city is in no way responsible for
the safety of the existing bridge,.and upon
receipt of 4 communication from Mr. Say-
ward, agreeing to these terms, that the
,city engineer be instructed to remove the
barricade as aforesaid.

Re sewerage for Provincial Royal Jubilee
hospital. Recommended that a septic tank
be put down for the purpose of sewering
the hospital grounds, the ‘location of the
tank to be within the Isolation hospital
grounds, at such point as may be deter-
mined by the city engineer, and that the
directors of the Jubilee hospital be notified
that sewer connection from the Hospital
may be made with euch septic tank when
constructed. Estimated cost, $370.

Re ‘crib work, Ross nay. Recommended
that this work be carried out in accord-
ance with the report of the city engineer,
dated 20th February last. Estimated cost,
$150.

On motion of Ald. Stuart and con-
curred in by all members of the counecil,
the report was amended so as to include
$150 for Gotham street. It was then
carried.

Ald. Hanna’s motion respecting the In-
dian reserve was next introduced. It
read:

/That this council request the local legisla-
ture, through the city members, to add to
the Songhees reserve bill, now before the
House, the following as an amendment:’

“That the city of Victoria be given the
25 acres lying north of the Esquimalt road
{which has been promised already) for park
purposes; and also that the city.be given
the first chance to purchase the remainder
of the 17% acres lying south of the E. &
N. railway, which remains at present under
‘government control.”

Ald. Fell had an amendment to make,
as follows:

Strike out all words after ‘‘council”’ and
insert in lieu thereof: ‘“Requests the pro-
vincial government to amend the bill No.
16 intituled an Act Respecting the Songhees
Indian Reservation, Vancouver Island, so
as to provide as follows: (1) A reservation
for free grant to the city of Victoria of the
25 acres of the reserve lying to the mnorth
of the Esquimalt road for public park pur-
poses. (2y For sites for the following pur-
poses: Public school, ‘fize hall, public wharf,
three public landing plaees.  (3) ‘Giving to
the city of Victoria the right to acquire the
17% acres or thereabouts c2? sald reserve

lying to the south of the Esquimalt & Na-
naimo railway, right of way, upon such
terms and conditions as may be agreed up-
on by and between the said city and the
Lieut.-Governor in council, and that a copy
of this resolution be sent to the city mem-
bers and they be requested to support it.”

Ald. Fell said his object in amending
the motion was that the city members
ask that the government amend the
bill. Inasmuch as the four members of
the city in the House were in the oppo*
sition this was bad pelicy. If they suc-
ceeded in amending the bill against tke
government it would be tantamount to
the defeat of the government. Further-
more, the government could not deal
with crown lands in the way suggested.

Ald. Hanna said he thought he was
through with being surprised. Anyoun?
could ask the government to amend the
law. The city members could, or even
the mover of the amendment. Ald. Fell
had seen so many acrobatic feats in the
House that he probably knew how thesc
things occur. It sounded well to ask
for a park, public schools, etec. To ask
for two much was simply to defeat the
object sought. A park had been asked
for already.

Ald. Stewart was of the opinion that
Ald. Fell’s suggestion was the mosft
effective way of approaching the govern-
ment.

Ald. Hall was glad to see the change
that has corae about. He did not like
a matter of this kind put in the hands
of the Lieut.-Governor-in-Council, it be-
ing thus taken out of the hands of those
on the floor of the House. There was
not a great deal of difference between
the motion and amendment. As with
respect to the fire hall, there i5 one now
in Victoria West, and any new one built
north of the Esquimalt road would not
place the department a minute nearer
the marine hospital.

The amendment carried by a vote of
five to one. ‘

A communication of Gordon Grant’s
and a supplementary report of the
finance committee recommending $50 in
aid of the horticultural show were next
dealt with, the latter being approved.

The council then adjourned.

BELLA COOLA NEWS.

Valley is Well Watered, Rich in Mineral
and Timber—Immigration
to Interior.

A Bella Coola correspondent writes:
There was a large attendance at the an-
nual meeting of the Bella Coola Farmers’
Institute, when the following officers
were elected: President, E. Nordschon;
vice-president, J. Wielsten; secretary
and treasurer, A. Hammer; board of di-
rectors, C. Carlson, T. A. Allen, A.
Snisdahl, P. Lauritson and G. Sangstad;
auditors, H. B. Christingson and H. L.
Harris.

While the Bella Coola Farmers’ Insti-
tute has only entered upon its third year
it has already been successful in the way
of promoting farming interests. Farm-
ers have made substantial progress in
clearing and cultivating their lands.
Much time, money and labor have been
expended in ascertaifing for what pro-
duce the soil is most adapted. As a re-
sult it has been found that all kinds of
produce can be grown in the v‘alley.

The country is well watered. Streams
having their origin in the mountains
penetrate the district in such a way as
to well distribute the moisfure over the
valley. Some of these streams are high-
ly mineralized, evidences of iron being
found both in the color of the water and
in its taste. In a number of instances
streams cross the valley only a few yards
apart. In view of the character of these
waterways large bodies of the best qual-
ity of red specular iron ore will, it is be-
lieved, be found in the interior. Some
good red hemitite has already been lo-
cated. There are excellent reasons for
believing that there are valuable depos-
its of mineral in the mountains near this
valley within a few miles of steamboat
transportation. There is an abundance
of good coal in the interior and in places
big water power could be obtained if
necessity demanded. '

There is also a vast amount of stand-
in_g timber—cedar, fir and spruce—that
will produce lumber comparable with
white pine for finishing purposes. Be-
sides, there is much timber that would
make excellent charcoal.

Why should not the Bella Coola val-
ley be a most desirable place for an iron
furnace? There can be no better place
for one if these. conditions are found. A
large copper lead is being opened by
some of the settlers and high grade ore
in the near mountains is being constantly
discovered. ’

The outlook for a large immigration
of home seekers to the interior by wag
of the Bella Coola valley is excellent
Messrs. Little and Harris are receivi
applications for more horse and pa
outfits than they are likely to be able to
supply. Many are heading for the Ootsa
lake country. A trail that is sadly
needed and cannot be too soon com
menced. If a waggon road could be
built into the Ootsa country by midsum-
mer no less than cne thousand settlers
would establish themselves there before
another winter.

CONTRACT REPORTED
LET AT CHEMAINUS

Winter Supply and Contracting Com-
pany May Build Section of
Grand Trunk Pacific.

Last week’s Gazette contained notice
of the incorporation of a company known
as “The United Supply & Contracting
Company, Ltd.,” with a capital of $100,-
000. The manager of the company is
E. G. Russell, who is intimately connect-
ed with the Grand Trunk Pacific pro-
jeet. J. S. Carruthers, of Montreal, who
is a guest of Vice-President Morse on
bhis present visit, is also identified with
the company, and it is reported that a
few local men are likewise connected
with it.

The company has a very varied char-
acter of work which it is empowered to
carry on.

Mr. Russell says that his company will
be in position to take contracts for the
building of sections of the Grand Trunk
Pacific. All this prompts the opinion
that the Grand Trunk Pacific intends
beginning work shortly on’ the Pacific
Coast. Incidental with this E. J.
Palmer, of the Chemainus mills, who is
intimately connected with the officials of
the United Supply & Contracting Com-
pany, is reported in the Seattle Times
as having been given a contraet for 20,-
000,000 feet of lumber in' ties and other
lumber for the Grand Trunk Pacific.

This statement, it is said, Mr. Palmer
denies having given out, but it is of
course difficult to understand how this
could-have been published without some
foundation from some quarter. It is
also rumored that negotiations are on for
the building of a freighter in this city,
which is'intended to be uged in the carry-
ing trade, and will probably have a ca-
pacity of 1,000 tons, and well adapted for
ecarrying ties, etec.

In the interview published in the Se-
attle Times on Sunday, it was stated
that arrangements had been made at the
Hotel Washington for accommodation
for Mr. Morse and his party during a
visit to Seattle. There also appeared
the following:

“Mr. Palmer, who owns something like
135,000 acres of the finest timber lands
on Vancouver Island, said at the Wash-
ington last mnight that all British Col-
umbia, and in fact all Canada, is stirred
up over the Grand Trunk Pacific rail-
road. The great point with British Col-
umbians concerns the route. Vancouver
is pulling every possible wire to secure
the terminals, although it is now gen-
erally conceded that the route will take
a more northerly direction.

“While the Grand Trunk is one of the
finest railway systems in the world, and
while eventually it will compete strong-
ly with the Seattle transcontinental
lines in carrying freight to Alaskan
and Oriental peints, it is the belief of
Mr. Palmer that it will be some years
before the effect of the Grand Trunk’s
coming is materially felt in this city.
The country through which the road
will run is virtually in a primitive con-
dition, and that country must first be
developed, mills and factories estab-
lished, before the road will be in a posi-
tion to fulfill the mission that primarily
brought it into the world.

“Mr. Palmer declared last night that
so far as he knew, Mr. Morse and party
did not have a definite purpose in com-
ing to ‘Seattle at this. time. He said
they had been working hard in British
Columbia and would come to this city
mere for the purpose of rest and recre
ation than for business.”

The TUnited Supply &  Contracting
Company has among its objeects the fol-
lowing: To purchase and trade in land;
to deal in- farming lands and erect build-
ings, ete.; to carry on the brewing busi-
ness, and all manner of trade as mer-
chants, farmers and manufacturers; to
carry on iron and steel works; to do a
mining business in coal, gold and  all
other minerals; to enter the meat busi-
ness in all branches; to carry on the tim-
ber and lumbering business; to construct
railways, wharves and all such works;
to enter the fishery business, and to
acquire and hold ships and vessels, and
to’ build telephone, telegraph, railways
and other related works, and carry them
on. The company has therefore very
wide powers. i

One syndicate with which names - of
local men have been identified, is said
to have thoroughly covered the territory
whichis likely to be entered by the
transcontinental road and systematically
to have investigated and located proper-
ties. TUnder different heads the timbdr
lgcations, the coal propositions and the
mineral and agricultural sections were
thoroughly looked into, reported wupon
and steps taken to secure choice loca-
tions. :

CIVIL ASSIZES

The civil assizes opened on Tuesday,
Mr. Justice Martin presiding. The at-
tention of His Lordship thus far has
been occupied in the hearing of the
action of - Gamble and O'Reilly v.
Spencer. The plaintiffs claim the sum of
gix hundred dollars or thereabouts for
certain surveying work performed by
them at Nelson, on instructions from the
defendant, who is a Vancouver lady.
They allege that after receiving a cer-
tain amount in payment for their ser-
vices the defendant declined to give any
more, on the ground that she was mof
liable for the balance, as she was acting
for a company.

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PARTNERSHIP TERMINATED.

Well-Known  Firm Dissoived After
Sixteén Years. ;

“A partnership that had existed for
some 15 or 16 years terminated Satur-
day with the dissolution of the well-
known legal firm of Messrs. McPhillips
& Williams,” says the Vancouver News
Advertiser. “Out of the old firm, two
new firms will arise, Messrs. McPhillips
& Laursen; and Messrs. Williams, Shaw
& Walsh, '

“The first named will consist of L. G.
McPhillips, K. C., the senior member of
the old firm and the present president of
the Vancouver Bar Association, and V.
Laursen, who was recently admitted into
partnership in the old firm.

“The other firm will consist of A.
Williams, K. C., the city police magis-
trate, H. C. Shaw, late of Greenwood,
but who was associated with Messrs.
McPhillips & Williams some years ago,
and W. W. Walsh, who was a partner
in the old firm.

“Both firms will have their offices in
the Molsons Bank building, the suite oc-
cupied by the old firm having been suit-
ably divided. The firm of McPhillips &
Williams had been in praetice in Van-
couver under the same style and name
longer than any other firm.”

STILL WARRING OVER
THE RAILWAY POLICY

Government Members Have Not Yet
Agreed —Some Projects Which
Have Come Up.

The government is still grappling with

the question of railway legislation. It Is
safe to say, however, that a solution is no
unearer than it was this time last week. In
fact there are reasons for believing that
the Premier is more perplexed now over
the question than he was a week ago.

A caucus was held Monday night, and the
Conservative members will go into con-
sultation again this evening in the hope of
arriving at a settlement. While the an-
nouncement is generally made that there
will have to be some railway legislation in-
troduced, some government supporters (de-
spair of reaching a decision. The various
elements will not agree upon any line of
action.

F. M. Hollana is still pressing fer recog-
pition for at least 50 miles of his Kettle
valley line to Franklyn camp. Several
members who are interested in the building
of a Coast-Kootenay line seem prepared to
saw off_on this, and consequently McLean
Bros. and John Hendry, representing the
rival Coast-Kootenay lines, are somewhat
less active.

Mr. Pollen, of the Kootenay Central, who
has secured the meécessary capital for the
Kootenay Central, is yet in the ecitypurging
the elaims of his line to some aid, either by
a guarantee or by land grant.

C. W. D. Clifford’s pet scheme, the Paecific
Northern & Omineca, is also asking for
recognition. This line is now prepared to
transform the $5,000 a mile grant into a
land subsidy. Fer the 150 miles from Kiti-
maat to Hazelton there is asked 15,000 acres
a mile. In aecepting this the company
agrees to begin work by June, and to have
the line complete in two years. Further-
more, the land within the grant is to be
open to settlement on the very same terms
as government land Is pre-empted. The
land is not te be exempt from any taxa-
tion, however.

The Grand Trunk Pacific officials are also
said to have become more pressing for a
decision as to whether their company is to
get a land grant.

J. S. Dennis, of the C. P. R., has spent
several days In the city endeavoring to
arrive at a settlement witb respect to the
land grant to the Columbia & Western line.
Mr. Dennis wants land to take the place
of the blocks cancelled by the famous bill
16, introduced by Col. Prior’s government.
According to the terms of the agreement
between the company and the government
the section of the road from Midway to
Penticton was to be built before the land
grant should be made for the section built
to Midway. This was over-ridden when
blocks 4593 and 4594 were given. The C.
P. R., It is said, demand that a seftlement
shall be made in some manner by the gov-
ernment. Regular conferénces have been
held with the Premier in arriving at some
scheme.

GUARD GRAND DUKE.

.The Sentries About Vladimar’s Palace

Have Been Doubled.

St. Petersburg, March 7.—The Grand
Duke Viadimir, it is reported, has again
been picked for assassination, in spite of
the promises contained in the recent Im-
periaj reseript. -

On account of the receipt  lately of
several warnings and terrorist notifica-
tions, the sentries about the Grand
Duke’s palace have been doubled, and
ordered to exercise special watchfulness.

According to a current report, a ter
rorist, disguised in the uniform of a gen-
eral, attempted to gain access to the
Grand Duke on Saturday. On being
searched, the man was found to be
armed with a loaded revolver.

MANITOBA’S BOUNDARY.

Resolution Favoring Extension Will Be
Presented to the Dominion
Ministers.

Winnipeg, March 7.—THe board of
trade has appointed Messrs. Ashdown
and Strang, of this city, to wait on
the Dominion government to present to
the attention of the cabinet a resolution
of the board advocating the extension of
the boundary of Manitoba so that it will
equal in size each of the two new prov-
inces. The city council also sends dele-
gates.

ARRESTS AT LODZ.

Lodz, March 7.—The police have ar-
rested a dozen prominent lawyers and
doctors on the charge that they have
been stirring up. the Polish language
agitation in the schools.

FISHING INDUSTRY

The British Pacific Fishing & Canning

Company Will Begin Operations
Within Few Weeks.

The prospectus of the British Paeifie
Fishing & Canning Company, Ltd., has
been issued. The capital is $200,000,
divided into 200,000 shares of $1 each.
Col. Prior is president; k. 8. Eaton, sec-
retary, and C. W. D. Clifford, Wm. F.
Best and W. W. Duncan are directors.
The company expect to start the new in-
dustry in about four weeks. A station
will be opened near Port Simpson, and
three men will be sent up from here to
make preliminary arrangements.

"The company intend to construct a
wharf and the necessary bridges as busi-
ness requires. During the coming year
it will operate ten beats, one of which
has already been acquired. TUltimately
a steamer will be purchased, and for this
reason the eapital 6f the company has
been placed at the figure mentioned in
order to cover expenses of this kind.

Capt. Johnston, who has been iden~
tified with the fishing business at
Gloucester, will have charge of the ship-
ping of the halibut. .In the eastern
states there is a market for all the salted
fish the company can furnish. For the
poorer quality there is an immense mar-
ket in Japan, that country having in
1900 imported over a billion dollars’
worth. ;

CONFLICT PROBABLE.

No Agreement Reached Regarding Mili-
tary Reforms in Hungary.

Vienna, March 7.—Judging by reports
received from Budapest a conflict be-
tween the crownr and the Hmungarian
nations appears possible and even prob-
able. The contending interests ecannot
agree on the matter of military reforms,
ang particularly on the question of the
Hungarian language in the Hungarian
army as the language of commands. It
is declared that this reform must be in-
stituted, and the Emperor holds that it
is impossible. Neither side shows signs
of weakening, and the question is more
pregnant of danger than ever before.

MANY INJURED.

Passenger_ Coach Fell From Elevated
Road to Granite Pavement
Beneath.

Chicago, March 7.—Overturning high
in the air on the Lake street elevated
road to-day. a passenger coach with 80
persons. aboard escaped being dashed to
the granite pavement below. One wo-
man was pininioned on the tracks
in a few inches of the deadly electric
third rail, and though finally extricated
alive, she is fatally injured. Forty other
passengers were injured, but not seri-
ously.

This is attributed to the action
‘of the police, who have severely whipped
domestics, and the' others fearing sim-
ilar treatment gave up the struggle.
