Denver, Col., Aug. 13—Within a month
there will begin in Seattle a hearing that
government officials here astert will dis-
close proof of gigantic frauds in connec-
tion with coal lands in Alaska.

The facts pointing to alleged frauds are
known to Secretary Ballinger of the United
States Department of Interior, and Fréd
Bennett, commissioner of the land office.
That more than 200,000 acres of rich coal
lands in Alaska, some of them having veins
65 feet in thickness, have been filed upon
by dummy entrymen, gecured through
! through agents of six latge corporations,

the land office has evidence toi prove, ac-
cording to information made public. The
view of the general land office commission-
er, Mr. Bennett, as given out, is that all
entries found to'be fraudulent should be
cancelled at once,

One of the coal companies involved in
the alleged fraud is located in Seattle, an-
other in New York, and still another in
San Francisco, Omaha and Chicago. The
so-called dummy entrymen were recruited
principally from the docks of Seattle, the
mines of Butte and the laboring classes of
Chicago.

Milton, Del., Aug. 13—Almost the entire
town of Milton was destroyed by fire early
today. Nearly 100 houses, a lumber yard
and a bank building were burned. The
loss will exceed $100,000. Several hundred
persons were made homeless by the fire.

1 have not been able to go into any vcalcu-
lations as regards the strength of the various
portions for the loads which will'have to be
oarried, as I have been extremely busy on
other matters. I have, however, checked all
the quantities as shown on' your drawings,
with the exception of the iron work, which
I have taken as being the same as those
which you gave me.

1 should not, of course, care to give a firm
price for this work without going into the
matter further on the ground and obtaining
closer prices of the materials, etc., to he
used, than I have been able to at present,
but it seems to me on going through the
flgures that this work would cost at least
$700,000 without allowing anything for the
cost of engineering and contingencies which
for an,estimate of this sort I should allow
at the rate of 214 per cent for the former
and 10 per cent for the latter, making an
additional $87,500 or $787,500 in all.

This ,of course, would be on the assump-
tion ‘that the money for this bridge was
found in cash by the Dominion government,
the Provincial government and the city. If
this*were not done and only a guarantee
given as to interest the cost of financing
the work would have to be added on to the
figure given above. This would . probably
vary from-18 to 20 per cent, depending upon
the amount of interest which would be guar-
anteed.

My figures, of course, include the whole
bridge complete, including the railway and
car tracks, and I do not see at present how
the work can be done :for much less than
the amount I have stated. '

SCOUT CRUISER SALEM TESTED

Rockland, Me., Aug. 11—A general im-
provement in the action of the scout cruis-
er Salem’s machinery over any previous
tests was shown in the re-trials for stan-
dardization of her propellers today. Over
the Rockland mile course, off Owl’s Head,
the Salem was put throug runs of speed
varying from 10 knots to top speed.

SOON IN ROUND
THE WORLD RACE

(Bangor Commercial)

The news that a Frenchman has broken
Wright’s record for staying up in the air
with an aeroplane isn’t startling. These
aerial navigators have been waiting many
a long century for their inning, and no
doubt they’ll take great pleasure mow in
breaking the world’s record a few minutes
at a time. After a while some sky pilot
will take it into his head to stay up as
long as the gasoline supply lasts and after
that record breaking will be hard and
risky work.

Given fair weather and perfect machin-
ery only two other things are to be con-
sidered in making a long flight. First, the
endurance of the aviator’s strength and
nerve; second, the amount of fuel that
can be carried for the motor.

There’s no doubt that within a year ‘or
80 a 12-hour spin through the sky will be
a common occurrence. With two men to
keep watches and take turns at the wheel
this can be lengthened to the limit of the
gasoline supply.

Instead of automobile races around the
world the flying machines will soon be on
their way, and they’ll make far faster
time because rocky roads and mountain
ranges won’t trouble them.

Nobody knows who first attempted flight
It is certain that the ancient Greeks turn-
ed their mathematical minds to the prob-
lem. They failed because they didn't
have mechanical motors. Centuries ago
the scientists decided that men would
never conquer the air simply because their
strength was not in proportion to the
strength of the birds. Thousands tried.
Some gailed from cliffis and fell on the
rocks below. Others dropped into the sea.
A few survived. They all died without
realizing their hopes.

We're lucky to live in the decade that
will mark a marvelous turning point in
the world’s history. Think of it! For cen-
turies—for thousands of years—men have
been dreaming of a thing that is now an
accomplished fact.

TEN WOUNDED IN
BATTLE OF STRIKERS
AND C. P. R. POLICE

Fort William, Ont.—(Special)—Ten per-
sons are now known to have been wound-
ed in a fight which took place yesterday
afternoon between striking dock laborers
and special C. P. R. police. The trouble
started when thirty special constables, who
had just been sworn in, were being taken
through the yards and out to the C. P:
R. boarding houses. Arms of all sort
were at once flashed by three hundred
striking foreigners, who were on guard,
and shooting began.

For an hour volleys and shots followed
each other in quick -succession. The
strikers massed and drove the C. P. R.
men to the bunk houses. They fired
through the windows and were preparing
to storm the house when Chief \Dodds,
backed by Sergt Taylor and a city force,
prevailed on the strikers to stay away.

The police had to do this largely be-
cause ‘the C, P. R. men were backing argu-
ments for peace with bullets fired from
crevices in the walls and through the
windows from positions which the strikers
were unable to locate. i

All the windows in the bunk houses and
the ‘C: P. R. yard buildings were smashed
with ‘bullets. The strikers in response to
urging of Chief Dodds slowly backed to
McTavish street, but further they refused
to budge and kept up a intermittent fire
under eyes of the police officials.

The list of‘the wounded known is as
follows:—Sergt. Taylor ‘of city police, only
slightly; C. M. Dickinson, of the Times
Journal, slightly; Constable Ball, of the
¢. P. R. police, seriously wounded in
abdomen; Constable Carpenter, C. P. R.

Williamson, C. P. R., slight wound on
head; John Lake, laborer at coal docks,
slightly wounded; two constables, slightly
wounded; two strikers, names unknown.

TIGER'S SCRATGH
CRAZES TRAINER

Fights Physicians and Rascuers‘
Thinking Them a Group of
Animals.

New York, Aug. 13—Poisoned by the
scratch of a Bengal tiger, Heinrich Falk-
endorph, an animal trainer, who was torn
by several beasts while performing in
the Bostock Arena, Loney Island, two
weeks ago, is in a dangerous condition
from blood poisoning and septic pmneum-
onia.

The trainer fell exhausted while re-
hearsing his animals in the arena Mon-
day morning. His weakened 'condition had
been noticed and it was only through the
watchfulness of his fellow trainers that
he was sated from the big beasts when he
sank to the floor.

When Falkendorph was first taken to
his room he fought his rescuers and the
physicians, believing them to be a group
of lions and tigers. It was only after he
was again overcome by weakness that he
could be placed in his bed.

Heroio treatment improved - the ' train-
er’s condition so that it was possible to
draw blood from his veins for an analysis
to determine the proportion of poison.
Falkendorph was treated at the Coney Is-
land Reception Hospital immediately after
he was attacked by the tiger, Mogul.

PORTS AND PREFERENCE

1f Canada is to remain a part of the
British empire and in close sympathy with
the rest of the empire its great trade
routes must be east and west, rather than
north and south. For this the transcon-
tinental railways are being built, and the
waterways improved, and the eastern and
western ports developed. It would be of
little advantage to carry out extensive
public works with this end in view, and
then permit the trade of Canada to con-
tinue to flow in and out through United
States channels.

The attitude of the Toronto Globe in
opposition to confining the preference to
goods landed at Canadian ports is purely
gelfish, and un-Canadian. It is not the
attitude of the majority of the people. The
only -reasonable objection that could be
raised would be that Canadian ports and
railways were not able to take care of the
business. That objection will very soon
be overcome. When as quick spatch
can be secured via the all-Canadian route
all the year round there can be no good
excuse for sending the business to other
ports.

As in days of old the belted knight
took part in the tournament for the sake

of a smile or a kindly word from the lady |

of his love, make the boys feel that the
surest passport to your esteem is by way
of the field of athletic sports, not by sit-
ting on a bench and watching other peo-
ple play for money, but by playing the
game for the honor of the game itself.”

The Times commends this appeal to the
fair girls of St, John. Not that they are
to deny even the unathletic youth the
sunshine of their favor, but that they
shopld encourage the manly development
which makes for health, courage and en-
crgy in life. In the words of the Col-
onist:

“They ought not to think because a
young fellow takes them to see a. pro-
fessional match of some kind and talks
learnedly upon the peints of the game that
he is really a sportsman. He is not any
more than the man who watches a prize
fight is a prize fighter, or the man who
listens to an opera is a singer. The true
sportsman plays the game himself.”

But the Colonist has a word of counsel
for the young men themselves, which is
also worthy of note. It is a quotation
from one of the best known amateurs of
that city, who laments the lack of inter-
est shown by young men in amateur
sport, and in part blames it upon the
growth of professionalism. Thus:—

“The many young men have got into
their heads a notion that, if they are go-
ing to ‘play in a game as representatives
of their home city, they ought to be paid
for doing so. They do not play the game
for the game’s sake, but in the hope of
getting something for doing so. They
reckon to some extent upon the local
pride of their friends and neighbors to
see that they are at no personal expense,
if they are not actually paid, for uphold-
ing the honor of their town. To what
extent this influence affects young fellows
and keeps them from participating in such
sports as lacrosse, cricket, baseball or
football, the gentleman mentioned did not
say, but he and the others taking part
in the conversation were clearly of opin-
jon that professionalism is directly or in-
directly killing out legitimate amateur
sport.”

The growth of professionalism does tend
to kill out amateur sport. That is the
universal experience. The community

Other localities are not
slow to advertise their wares.

For example, the Times has just receiv-
ed from Winnipeg a bunch of folders,
with railway map showing the location
and connections with the city, views of
the city, and business streets, stock yards,
railway yards, elevators, public buildings,
private residences, river scenes, boule-
vards, parks, and other scenes, and a re-
markable array of statistical statements
concerning the growth of the city and the
west at large. It is an amazing story of
development, and the pictures speak for
themselves.

Now we might say that Winnipeg does
not need to advertise itself—that it is in
the very heart of the ‘area of rapid
growth, and a centre to which the
thoughts of settlers and investors would
naturally turn. But it does advertise. It
has a special bureau in charge of Mr.
Chas. F. Roland, who was lately in St.
John to boom the Selkirk fair in Winni-
peg.

Engineer’s Valuatfon of Van

Falls Rights and Privileges

John B. MacRae, C. E., yesterday after-
noon told the commissioner inquiring into
the affairs of the Grand Falls Power Com-
pany, that the value of the rights and
privileges owned there by the company of
which Sir William Van Horne is president,
was about $25,000. These figures, he ex-
plained, merely had reference to the pow-
er and not to any purposes to which it
might be applied.

HER HEART
WAS BROKEN

“Miss Santa Claus” Had Be-
friended Many Children at
Christmas.

Philadelphia, Aug. 13—Heartbroken be-
cause a youth whom she had tried to re-
form was convicted of forgery, Miss Eliza-
beth A. Phillips, the Helen Gould of
Philadelphia, whose distribution of gifts
among the city’s poor children every
Christmas had earned her the title of
“Miss Santa Claus,” has committed sui-
cide by inhaling gas. She was found dead
in the fourth story attic room which she
occupied at No. 1221 Walnut street.

Miss Phillips enjoyed almost a national
reputation by reason of her work at
Christmas time among the poor children.
Yor weeks prior to Christmas of each year
she collected funds which she expended
for the needy, and on Christmas eve she
visited the homes of the children. She was
a familiar figure in all the local newspaper
offices and was the subject of a number
of special “Christmas stories.”

Two years ago, at her request, all the
letters written by children and mailed to
Santa Claus were delivered to her, and
the requests of the children so far as pos-
sible, were complied with. Last year, with
the object of making her charitable work
national in scope she asked the postmast-
er general to have all letters addressed
to Santa Claus from whatever source, sent
to her here, but the request was refused.
~Having served several terms in New
York prisons, Andrew M. Rhule, a young,
handsome man, drifted here penniless, and
i when his plight was discovered by Miss
Phillips she gave him employment. He
assisted her to distribute Christmas toys
and other articles among children whose
parents could not afford to make them
holiday gifts.  She supplied him with
clothing and told him she would do all
she could to enable him to make a new
start in life. He professed to be penitent

being an expert
penman and accountant, she experienqed
little difficulty in obtaining remunerative
employment for him.

Keen was her disappointment when not
long afterward the police discovered that
her protege had palmed off bogus checks
upon business men with whom she dealt.

His arrest and conviction speedily fol-
lowed and he was sentenced to three
years’ imprisonment.

AGENCIES TO BE
INVESTIGATED

Startling Charges Made—Girls

~ Taken from Missions for
Dishonorable Purposes, De-
clares Congressman.

New York, Aug. 13—“Every immigrant
agency and mission in this city will be in-
vestigated and when I am through with

them I will be able to report that they
are run properly, and in the interests of
the immigrants they profess to protect.”

In these words yesterday Commissioner
Williams made clear his intentions re-
garding the immigrant institutions of this
city. He did not intend his remarks for
publication. They were made to mission
agents who had read the commissioner’s
stern arraignment of the Swedish Immi-
grant Home and of St. Joseph’s Home,
as published in The American. The agents
were wondering if their turn would come
next. The commissioner left no doubt
that eventually their turn would come.

It was said yesterday that the report of
Commissioner Williams’s stern methods in
dealing with the immigrant homes of the
city had reached President Taft, and that
both he and Secretary Nagel, of the De-
partment of Commerce and Labor, ex-
pressed the wish that the most drastic
measures should be employed in dealing
with either missions or agencies which
were not protecting foreigners. -

It was declared, too, that the disbar-
ment of the representatives of the two
homes mentioned and the revelations made
by the commissioner in his letters to
them merely broke the crust of the real
situation, which is said to be appalling.

Congressman William PBennet, who is
a member of the Immigration Commis-
sion, which has been investigating these
matters for months, made the statement
yesterday that women agents of resorts
had been able to secure young women
by applying for them at some of the im-
migrant homes. The immigrant commis-
sion has no connection with the immi-
gration service, and the investigation of
this body was conducted independently
of the immigration department.

False Statements to Girls

“Hundreds of girls have been so taken
who believed that they were going to de-
sirable positions,” said the congressman.
“The women who went to the home to
secure these girls said they were going
to be employed in houses as domestica.
They were able to get all the girls they
wanted at from $1 to $5 per head, and
the ignorant foreigners went forth with
them, ignorant of the nature of the places
to which they were being conducted.

“Our commission employed women de-
tectives, and we uncovered facts that
show that the state of affairs that I have
related has existed in at least 5 per cent
of the homes where immigrant girls have
been received.”

The report of the immigration commis-
sion will not be made before March 1, as
other cities besjdes New York are includ-
ed in the investigation. The commission
consists of three members of the house
and three from the senate.

Representative Bennet said the same
conditions in relation to the treatment of
immigrants had been found in other cit-
ies, and the report of the commission is
expected to be startling.

The two homes disbarred from Ellis Ts-
land by Commissioner Williams = awoke
yesterday to the gravity of the charges
against them. The Rev. Pastor Lilja, &f
the Swedish Home, in Water street, said
he would have his board of trustees sift
the institution and would take measures
to ensure the proper conduct of the home
in future. He said the synod had to fur-
nish $8,000 every year to make up the
deficit caused by charities to immigrants.

The Rev. Dr. Joseph J./Etanche, who
said he was the superintendent of B5t.
Joseph’s Home, wrote Commissioner Wil-
liams a letter yesterday, denying all of
his charges. The letter began:

Denies All Charges

“Your unjust and arbitrary decision,
based on old charges and brought by ir-
responsible persons, is false. At present
you have given us no opportunity to be
heard.

“We feel that the charges are unjust,
and while we believe that Commissioner

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Williams is actuated by a sincere desire
for the welfare of the immigrants in ourI
charge, we know that he has been mis-
informed,” said Dr. L’Etanche. “The only
time when money was not handed over |
to the immigrant owning it on demand:

NEW METAL IS
FOUND IN MAINE

A new metal, heretofore unknown to
geologists and metallurgists, has been dis-
covered on Catherine Hill, in Maine, and
is to be called holmanite, says the Chic-
age Inter Ocean. The metal was first un-
covered several weeks ago on the shores
of Turk pond by R, W. Hills, an ex-
pert in the employ of C. Vey Holman, of
Bangor, and who, using the right of the
discovery, has named it in honor of Mr.
Holman.

The mineral is in reality natural tin in
alloy with bismuth. It is found in sheet
and ingot formation, but how great the
deposit is is nmot known, no prospect to
ascertain this having been made.

So far as Mr. Hills and Professor Ora
W. Knight, of Bangor, a noted chemist
and mineralogist, have been able to" ascer-
tain, no such combination ever has been
known, and both these gentlemen say that
besides the collection of Mr. Holman’s
there is not a specimen of the metal in
any collector’s cabinet. Pure tin has been
found and tin in alloy with lead is well
known, but never in connection with bis-
muth.

Catherine Hill has been much in the
public eye of Maine for several years, be-
cause of the discovery of large deposits
of molydenite there. About two years
ago Mr. Holman purchased the land and
has since been prospecting the hill and
preparing_to open the mine.

FOR CLEANLINESS

Under the new rules of the Kansas
board of health which were sent out over
the state recently, all public baths must
be disinfected with formaldehyde at least
once in three months. The board has had
a large number of placards bearing these
rules printed and is sending them out to
barbier shops. Here are some of the more
important rules.

Mugs, shaving brushes, razors, scissors,
and all other instruments, shall be steril-
ized either by immersion in boiling water
or in alecohol or formaldehyde after each
separate use. Combs and brushes shall be
thoroughly cleansed with soap and water
at least twice daily. Clean towels shall be
used for each person. Alum or other ma-
terial used to stop flow of blood shall be
applied only on a clean cloth or towel.
The use of styptic sticks or pencils is pro-
hibited. The use of powder puffs and
sponges is prohibited. Every barber shall
thoroughly cleanse his hands immediately
after serving each customer. Every barber
shop and bath room shall be well ventilat-

ed and provided with running hot and cold

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'SHOULD BOOM

" PROVINCE SAYS
“CANADA’’ MAN

Urges Local Government to

Undertake an Aggressive
Publicity Campaign.

R. H. Court, the general manager of
Canada, the well known illustrated imper-
ial weekly published in London (Eng.),
was in the city yesterday. Mr. Court

came to Canada a short time ago on his
fourth annual tour of the Dominion ex-
tending from Newfoundland to Vancou-
ver Island and covering a period of six
to seven months. Canada is a well edited
and beautifully illustrated journal which
has done most valuable work in making
known the attractions of the Dominion
throughout the United Kingdom.

Mr. Court has made several visits Lo
New Brunswick and has familiarized him-
self to a great extent with our climate,our
resources, our transportation facilities and
our capacity for supporting a greatly in-
creased population in our cities and in the
country districts.

In conversation with a Telegraph man
yesterday, Mr. Court expressed amaze-
ment because New Brunswick does so lit-
tle to place its advantages definitely and
aggressively before agriculturalists and
other ‘men of small capital in the old
country. New Brunswick might do worse
than to have Mr. Court deliver a series
of addresses in England on the attrac-
tions of this province, for he is so deeply
convinced that this part of Canada has
solid attractions that he makes out an ex-
cellent case for it., He was struck, for
instance, by the fact that while we are
to have nearly 300 miles of new railroad
in operation mext autumn, and while this
road opens up a country which is well
timbered in some sections and well suited
for agriculture in others, while it has
water powers and pulp and lumbering
chances, not to speak of minerals, the out-
side world has heard practically nothing
about the mnew railroad or -the territory
it will serve.

“If they had that new railroad. in the
west,” said Mr. Court, “the whole world
would hear about it.; Every possible op-
portunity ' which it afforded for invest-
ment, farming, agriculture, Jumbering, or
mining, would be ' thoroughly advertised
and exploited. and there can be no doubt
that a very solid class of men would be
attracted by the opportunities presented.

“You have here a fine country for mixed
farming, only a week’s journey from Lon-
don, with direct fast steamers. It is an
old and settled community where the new
gettler is in touch with many of the com-
forts of civilization, and where the man-
ner of life is on the whole much more
comfortable for the @verage man than it
can be in the far west. Yet, although the
west is a week farther away from Eng-
land than is the province of New Bruns-

the west beats you two to one, and more
than that. in its aggressive advertising
methods and the enthusiasm which it ap-
plies to booming its advantages.”

Mr. Court’s idea is that an intelligent
campaign of publicity would be a tre-
mendously profitable investment for New
Brunswick. - He believes that if the prov-
ince would send to England some success-
ful farmer who has been in this country
for some years and who has himself made
a thorough success 8 ‘His enterprise, such
a man would be able.to convince a nu-
merous and - excel ass. of people in
the United Kingdor New Brunswick
is a land of promise points to what
Nova Scotia and O “have accomplish-
ed in this respect, ‘and he is quite con-
vinced that it would pay us to follow
along the lines that'they have adopted.
He believes New Brumswick 1s making a
mistake in going after immigration in the
half-hearted way it ig - He feels that New
Brunswick’s office in Liondon should be in
the Strand and not: away down in the
city, where it is of comparatively' little
use. :

Several other Canadian provinces, and
several sections of Australia, have large
and attractive offices in the Strand, and
spend considerable money in making these
offices produce more than it costs to keep
them going; whereas, he points out; New
Brunswick spends little in this way and
gets little enough for it.

He is much impressed with the situa-
tion of St. John as a distributing centre
and with the advantages which it has by
reason of its being the terminal port of
the C. P. R. and the certainty that it
will soon be handliig the traffic of other
transcontinental railways as well.

He has seen something of the St. John
Valley and the country along the Kenne-
beccasis, and the impression he gets is
that we are neglecting an immense oppor-
tunity in going along as we have been
doing without striving to capture invest
ors and settlers by placing the attractions
of this region before them in a modern
fashion. In this connection he dwells on
the fact that Ontario and Nova Scotia
are today securing capital and immigra-
tion by pursuing the methods which New
Brunswick has so. long neglected.

1t is understood that Mr. Court has. in-
formally submitted some of these views
to the local government and he has been
asked to attend the next cabinet meeting
at Fredericton in September to formally
place his proposals before them, with
what result remains to be seen.

MRS. CLOSE PLANS ANOTHER
FARM AT NAUWIGEWAUK

Mrs. Ellinor Close, of London (Eng.),
who has done much vaiuable work in con-
nection with the reclaiming of slum and
workhouse children in England with the
idea of helping them to rise above their
circumstances by obtaining a fresh start
in Canada and eventually becoming good
Canadian sitizens, arrived from England
on Saturday. She brought with her two
children for the Ellinor Home Farm at
Nauwigewauk, which she started and
which has already proven its worth.

Mrs. Close spent a few hours in the city
yesterday and went out to Nauwigewauk
last night. She will sail on her return to
England on August 27th.

While in the city yesterday she had an
interview with Premier Hazen, W. W.
Hubbard and W. A. Wilmot and sub-
mitted to them a pian for the establish-
ment of another home iarm at Nauwige-
wauk on similar lines to the one now con-
ducted there. It is Mrs. Close’s intention
however to haVe thé new farm only" for
girls and she feels its operation will fill a
long felt want. 1

The farm -at present at Nauwigewauk
is conducted and maintained by Mrs.
Close without any assistance from the
government, but she feels if there ‘is to
be any extension of the work along the
lines she suggests it should be backed by
the province of New Brunswick. She has
in view a property at Nauwigewauk ad-
joining the boys’ farm and thinks if as-
sistance is forthcoming from the province
it can be made a valuable institution. She
succeeded in interesting Premier Hazen
in the project and while he did not com-
mit himself as to any assistance he agreed
to inspect the boys’ farm on Wednesday
next. He will then take the matter up
with his government at a later date.

Speaking with a Telegraph representa-
Yive yesterday Mrs. Close said she desired
to correct’ an editorial in a Montreal
paper, and in turn cabled to London
which created the impression that in her
work she was saddling Canada with a lot
of undesirable English boys and girls.
This, she thought, was unfair as well as
incorrect. “There is no room in Canada
for the undesirable,” she continued, but
there is room and opportunity for Eng-
lish children if they are brought here in
early childhood, and properly trained.”
The best answer to the criticism she
thought could be found in the work al-
ready accomplished and the good records
made by the girls and boys who had pass-
ed out of the Ellinor Home Farm and are
now making their way. In the institution
at Nauwigewauk at present there are
fifteen children gathered from English
workhouses and a great improvement has
already been wrought by their changed
environment.

On her return to England Mrs. Close
will have a deputation to meet Mr.
John Burns, president of the local gov-
ernment board, to get him to empower
the local government and the home guar-
dians, which at present look after the
maintenance of pauper children, to spend
the money voted for the purpose in Can-
ada instead of in England. And she has
apparently several sound and logical argu-
ments in support of her proposal.

In the first place on the ground of
economy, Mrs. Close claims she can do
better in Canada, and particularly in
New Brunswick, than the home guardians
do in England. The result of twenty-five
“grouped cottage homes” for such chil-
dren in England works out at an average
cost of £33 9s. per annum each,as against
£15 as shown on the Nauwigewauk farm.
That, however, is only the beginning of
the difference. When Mrs. Close has done
with the child in Canada she has pro-
duced a worker, mainly on the land; in
England, they have rather prepared to
raise another generation of paupers. On
the Nauwigewauk farm the child grows in
mind and body, in touch with nature and
usefulness; in England it still is a work-
house child. Another important argument
in favor of Mrs. Close’s plan is that the
child has an opportunity, by the time its
term on the farm is completed, to become
thoroughly Canadianized in its ideas of
work and conditions and in this respect
starts out to earn its own way with a
vast advantage over the ordinary English
farm laborer who comes to Canada to en-
gage in agricultural pursuits. There is a
good demand for the farm children and
Mrs. Close says those who have gone into
service have given every satisfaction.

~ WINS BACK
“HER CHILD

. Remarkable Ending to Hasty
Wedding of Chicago Girl to
Count.

Chicago, Aug. 12—The Russian court
has received a sum of several hundred
thousand franes from the family of the
Countess Gizycki, of Chicago, and there-
upon the Czar, made final decree which an-

fiounced that the former Miss Eleanor
Patterson is to be given immediately the
custody of “her ‘ehild. .

This is said to be the first time in the
modern history of European royalty that
a government has virtually been paid to
restore a baby to its mother. The de-
nouement also ends one of the most re-
markable romances and domestic schisms
in the annals of international marriages.

Miss Eleanor Patterson; daughter of one
of Chicago's best known and/richest men
—Robert W. Patterson—met the Count
Gizycki in Washington one "week in 1904,
and married hiny theré the next. Her par-
ents objected<-a score of other suitors for
"her hand objected, and she: was warned
that the middle-aged count she was mak-
ing her husband had high-lifé records from
St.” Petersburg 't6 Rome that should seri-
ously inconvenience him' as a suitor.

Sumptuous Ceremony

But the society girl only became the
more determined to accept his preposal
when obstacles were thrown in their way,
and the Pattersom family, finally yielding,
because they ‘must, made the ceremony
and the dot more sumptuous than Wash-
ington had known in years. \

The couple went to live variously be-
tween Paris, St. Petersburg and Vienna.

LITTLE NOVA SCOTIA
COAL BROUGHT TO'
BOSTON SO FAR

(Boston Journal, Aug. 1.)

Although the duty on foreign coal has
been reduced by the new tariff from 67

has arrived in Boston from a foreign port
since congisted of 4,750 tons from Louis-
burg on the Hermod. The strike at the
Cape Breton mines has seriously affected
the receipts of foreign coal. Omly two
cargoes came during July, and these, to-
gether ‘with the small shipment brought
on the steamer Cymric from Liverpool,
only totaled 9,402 itons of foreign coal re-
ceived for the month, ithis being the light-
est for many years.

The first seven months of this year 152,-
504 tons of foreign bituminous coal were
received, as against 247,550 tons for the
corresponding period last year. The heavy
shortage was mainly blameable to the
New England Gas and Coke Company,
which drew upon domestic ports for the
greater portion of its supply. Receipts
from Cape Breton were formerly 40,000
to 75,000 tons per month. There was also
less domestic coal in July past as com-
pared with" the~corresponding month last
| year. Last month 104,945 tons of anthra-
cite and 296,794 fons of bituminous coal
brought here must compare with 139,276
tons of anthracite and 811,911 of bitumin-
ous discharged here a year ago.

Since the first of the year but 983,572
tons of anthracite coal have arrived here
from all sources, a decrease from last
year, while there is an increase over last
| year in the amount of bituminous, 2,086,-
1235 tons. Tugs, barges and schooners also
run more regularly in the summer. In
July the steamers Malden, Everett and
Melrose in nine trips brought 64,417 tons
of coal.

AEROPLANES FOR
USE OF SCOUTS
Baldwin Expects to Go te Eng-

land With His -Invention—
Now in t_he Market.

Petewawa Camp, Aug. 11—“We are in
the market now to supply flying ma-
¢hines.”

This was the statement made yesterday
afternoon by “Casey’” Baldwin, aviator, to

a reporter from the News who interview-
ed him. He had come over for a short
time from Fort. William, where he is stay-
ing, to watch the progress of the work of
putting together Baddeck No. 1, under
his team-mate MecCurdy’s supervision.

“Do you. think you can make as good
flights as the Wright Bros., with this ma-
chine?” :

“Yeg, certainly; I think it is possible.”

The Baddeck No 1 is a bi-plane aero-
drome, as are the Wright machines. They
differ only in individual features introduc-
ed by Baldwin and McCurdy, but features
‘that are along lines which may mark the
difference between the successful and un~
successful flying machine.

“What is your proposition in regard to
these airships, Mr. Baldwin? Are you
trying to sell the machine to the govern-
ment?”’ asked the News.

“We would rather sell to the govern-
ment, of course, than to anyone else. At
present we are prepared to supply flying
machines of this type as far as they are
perfected to anyone who wishes to buy
them.”

Some New Features

Mr. Baldwin, at the reporter’s request,
pointed out some of the features of the
Baddeck No. 1 which are distinctly his
own and McCurdy’s invention.

The knife-like coolors are new; the bal-
ancing tips on the ends of the wings are
new; the placing of so high power an en-
gine in the flying machine is new. There
are many minor details which the young
aviators have worked out, but none af-
fecting greatly the general principles of
the machine.

Of the three new features two stand
out prominently. The placing of a full-
sized engine in the airship is something
that has not been tried before. It was
proved to be possible to run the machine
with so heavy an engine, when the Silver
Dart made her flights last week.

Mr. Baldwin says the use of the new
engine will mean increased speed, efficiency
and lifting power.

Ship Can Right Itself

The other feature that is worth atten-
tion is the wing-tips. Their peculiarity is
the fact that they are made to right the
ship as a result of the impulse of the
body. If the left side drops, for instance,
the impulse of the operator is to lean to
the right. In donig so he moves a lever
which elevates the wing tips at the front
on the left and lowers them on the right.
Result, the ship rights itself.

Baldwin stated positively that no at-
tempt would be made to fly across the
Ottawa River.

“Qur ship is not fitted up for that,”
he said, “It is two miles across. If we
can fly that far on land we can do so on
water, so what’s the use of running the
risk of losing our machine for the sake of
going across the river. Anyway, we are
going to , proceed cautiously. All our
flights for a long time, until we have the
ship thoroughly " tested, will be merely
short jumps.”

The substance of his reply was to the
effect that, while the airship modeled af-
ter Zeppelin’s patter would probably be
the air warship, the light-flying machine
would be more useful for scouting pur-
poses, etc.

THE EFFECTS OF GOLF

Immediately after playing a game of
golf and making a fairly good score, a
prominent man committed suicide {he
other day.

In golf there is a certain demand
for almost inhuman perfection, not only
in skill, but in form, etiguette, and the
minor moxjalities; and such demand for
excellence is a strain on the imperfect
human being.—New York Post.
