over by a brass plate witli the fullowing inscription 
thercon:

Tlie proper implements were applied to the stono by 
the Grand Junior Warden, the Grand. Senior Warden 
and the t)eputy Grand Master, it was ascertained that 
the craftsmen had done their duty.

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| Amongst the many subjects which have come under my
| ' notice during the past year, there is one which it seems to
I me, should receive the cdrnest consideration of the Grand
K Lodgo, viz.;—Tho practice of permitting Brethren to be-

come ordinary members of more than one Lodge. Dual 
membership lias been productive of very much mischief, 
in several of our Lodges. e Talte one of tho many 
instances in which this is made manifest—a Brother is a 
member of two or more Lodges. By and bye he ceases to 
pay up his dues in one of them, and is, in due course, 
suspended from the Lodge in which he is in default. He 
claims to be a member in good standing in the other, and 
demands the privileges of membership. Perhaps the W. M. 
is not very clear as to what his duty really is, under such 
circumstances, and thinking that so long as the Bro. is in 
good standing in his Lodgo, he has no right to take any 
notice of the suspension by the other Lodge, which, in its 
tum, complains of its suspension being disregarded, and in 
the discussion of such subjects, a foeling of acrimony is 

• often engendored, which it takes months, or perhaps years, 
to allay. In some jurisdictions, duality of membership is 
forbidden by constitutional enactment—ours is silent on 
this subject. 1 trust that Grand Lodge will consider the 
question, and adopt such a regulation as will effoctually 

of the evils which have for years
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resulted from the practice in question.

Another matter, to which I think attention onght to be 
directed, is the habit—beeoming far too common—of 
members of our Order rushing in to print on almost eveiy
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B be superseded therein by any other Masonic authority, 
nnless by her own act, or under her own sanction or 
consent. Neither on the score of expediency can any solid 
argument be adduced, for there exists no valid reason why 
the Brethren throughont this jurisdiotion should not 
oontinue to work together in harmony and peace in the 
fhture, as they were wont to do in the past. Indeed, the 
feeling gains strength on every fresh examination of the 
subject that it would be infmitely better for the Brethren 
of botli Provinces to remain United, for, most assuredly il is 
true that “ In unity there is strength.”

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tiBut the fact exists that in one- portion of our jurisdiction, 

a number of Lodges and Brethren refuse to recognize our 
authority, or to acknowledge our sway, and the organization 
which they have set up there has been eagerly embraced 
and officially recognized by some of the Grand Lodges in 
the United States, whilst professing great friendship and 
regard for the Grand Lodge of Canada, although others— 
and amongst them some of the most influential—have with- 
held recognition, and continue to support our position. 
Nor should we ignore the faot that there exists within 

body, a number of active and energetic sympathizers

Past Masters. On the 31st day of May last, I constituted 
Zurich Lodge, No. 224, and I have also constituted Aldworth 
Lodge, No. 235. From the spirit manifested by the officers 
and members of these Lodges I am led to believe that they 
will prove worthy additions to our growing register. /

In September last, Bro. Joel Dean, a member of Union 
Lodge, Nö. 334, Bradford» Pennsylvania, was murdered in 
the County of Bruce; he was found sometime afterwards 
and brought to Goderich; knowing him to be a Master 
Mason, I requested the Worshipful Masters of the two 
Goderich Lodges to call emergent meetings of their respec- 
tive Lodges, which they did, and the remains of our Bro., 
foully murdered in a stränge land, were interred with the 
usual Masonic ceremonies.

Two deaths have been re^brted to me during the year, 
Bro. James Wilkio, Dec. 31st, 1870, and Bro. Frederick 
Hill, Jan. 3,1871, both Brethren were members of Lebanon 
Forest Lodge, No. 133.

I attended the annual session of the Board of General 
Purposes and had the pleasure, with the rest of the Board, 
of participating in the abundant hospitalities of the Hamil- 

ton Brethren.

I cannot close this brief report without expressing to the 
Lodges in the District my thanks for their truly Masonic 
courtesy and fraternal kindness exhibited towards me 
in my'offioial eapaeity.

sir.ee G. fL. last parted the angel of dcatli 
as a victim 
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and touching, as
had entered his own happy houseliold and soized 
his partner in life ; we deeply sympathize w.th h,m 
tho severe stroko. He reports that to “ Frecmasonry tho 
past year has been sufficicntly prosperous, as prospor.ty » 
usually estimated , members have been added in sufficient 
numbors, and the material atrength of the fratermty, as 
strongth is too often judged, has been in no degreo mpa.red 
but let us not docoive oursolves." Ile then refers to what 
he believos every G. M. on this continent has more than 
onee roferred, that inereaso of numbers is no proof o 
auccess, and points out somo of the evils likely to rcsult 
from the admission of bad material, fillmg thoir ranks with 
men who come forward from no better motive than to live 
in indolence at the expenso of others. Ile menbons as one 
of the evils that has already resulted in tho killing out of 
individual Masonic bon^volence and reducing the Lodges to 

level of mntual aid associations. He says :
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?tos of his poverty follow him still, the last ritee so pnzed 
■> ■ il,, armreciative Mason are demed hira, because th 
SecretaryPhas balanced his account and found him indobted 
to the Se for six months' dues. A few mdnths later and 
the widow^of the deceased Brothcr comes in her sable robes,
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with famishing chiklhood at hor side, spirit-broken and sick 
at hoart at being compellcd to appoal to tts, vet nppealing 
with qierfect confidence, bccauso slio knows hor dead idol 
was a Mason, and sho is gravely told that her husband died 
under the ban of suspension. Suspended—and for what? 
she asks, what wrong bad he committcd which deserved 
this l No moral wrong, ho was a good man and triie, but 
ho was poor and had not paid his dues for the last six months, 
and to tlio humiliation which sho experienced in asking for 
assistance is addod the moro humiliating convictionfthat 
Masonry is a decoption and a snare, failing to practice the 
beautiful theory it professes, and that her husband aftor all 
his yoars of labor and devotion to what ho tleemed tho 
hvmg ombodimont of overy virtuo, lived and died the 
deluded victimof a mockery and falsehood. In tho namo of 
the aneient Brotherhood 1 protest against this unmasonic 
leature of modern Masonry. If this be, in fact, the full force 
ot our obligations to each other, let us change the form of 
tliose obligations, let us no longer promise to aid and assist 
tho distressed, but make it in form what we are making it 
in practice and promise to aid and assist thom (only) if thev 
have balancod their aeeounts with the Secretary of the
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This is follovvod b}- recommending the kcoping out of all 
bad material. He had visited about thirty of tho Lodges, 
in all of which, but one, he had witnessed the conferring of 
the third Degree and in every instan ce, but <jne, in strict 
conformity with the prescribed Bitual. His next subject is 
on the question whether or not the ballot should be passed 
in reference to an applicant anent whom the investigating 
committee reports unfavorably.

otherwise. Wc have never been able to see the propriety 
of bringing in those reports, meroly saying “favorably” 
or “unfavorably;" we think the plan adopted by some 
Grand Lodges of requiring a special report of what the£
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know or have with any degreo of certainty leamed as to 
the charactcr of the applicant is much better. There is no 
other subject with which we are acquainted, that the 
opinion of a committee would be listened to or acted apon 
unless somo grounds were given oi which their opinion is 
founded, and we do not see why this most important point 
should be an exception.

G. M. had decidéd that a person who had lost a leg aftor 
having receivod the first Degree could not be passed or 
raised. He holds that it is mental and moral rather than 
physical qualificalions that are now required; yet he holds 
that the work of change or modification once begun might 
lead to most disasterons results. The next question taken 
up is whether a Brother can bo tried for crimes committed 
previous to his having beeome a member of the fraternity, 
on this point he holds that if he has becn guilty of sueh a 
breach of the moral law bofore initiation as would be pun- 
ishable in a Mason, and provided he was initiated in ignor- 
ance (by the Lodge) that he has boen guilty of sueh, that 
he ought to be brought to trial, but if the Lodge lcnew of it 
before hand, the Lodge itself should be punished for admit- 
ting an unworthy applicant. And further, if the offence 
committed before initiation would only have been an oflonce 
against Masonic law, he could not be afterwards punished 
for a breach of a law which he was not subjcct to at the 
time. He had also condemned the action of a certain 
Lodge in admitting a candidate that could neither read 
nor write. We would not wish to advocate the admission 
of sueh peoplo. The Order ineuleales the study of the 
liberal arts and Sciences, and a great many more things, the 
study of which could not be pursued without the knowledge 
of letters; yet we are strongly inclinod to think that the 
adoption of the rule is an infringement of a landmark, for 
certain it is that Masonry existed long before roading and 
writing were in general use.

The subject of Quebec is gone into at great length in a 
learned and masterly manner, taking the true, legal and 
common sense view of the case.

Master Scott. We see‘ no advantage in copying decisions, 
as they are of little avail outside of the jurisdiction from 
whonce they spring. Bvery Grand Lodge in its sovereignty 
makes its constitution as it pleases and the decisions must 
be in conformity therewith. We notice two of them which 
we do not think sound:
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Lodge, ond believe tliat a Lodge so opened would be clan- 
destine and ought to be prohibited.

“ 6- general law of the snbordinate Lodge can divest 
a Brother of any Lodgo privileges, eithor for non-payment 
of dues or for anyother cause. To do so requires a regular 
trial, finding ond judgment.”

Striking of the roll for non-payment of duos is most 
frequently etfected by virtue of a general law, and this 
certainly divcsts a Brothor of some of his Lodge privileges.

The report on Foroign Correspondence is by B. W. Bro. 
W. B. Langridgo, Dtjputy Grand Secretary. Forty-twö 
Grand Lodges, Canada amongst the number, are reviewed 
for 1869, and Kanans, Louisiana, Michigan and Mississippi 
for 1870. The review is well written, and here and thero 
interspersed with some pithy remarks. We have in this 
volumo twenty-sik pages of synoptieal and statistical tables, 
which, like the whole proceedings, are well got up, good 
paper and beautiful type; they must have increased the 
labor of the compiler considerably, and also the printer’s 
bill, but to what extent they are appreciated by those 
having interest in them we have no means of knowing. A 
tublo is also given of the statistics of all the Lodges reviewed. 
Such a tablo would be of general interest if it eould bo made 
correctly, but we fear this can scarcely be loolced for.

He (the G. M.) refers to a circular letter received from 
the Grand Master of Kentucky, proposing a meeting of the 
Grand Masters of all the States to take action in regard to 
the great enormities committed upon Lodges and members 
of our Order by the Spanish Government and other Buro- 
pean powers. We are informed, says the Grand Master, 
that men, some of tliQm American citizens, liave boen put 
to death without triai or any evidence of conspiracy or 
orime, thoir only oftence being that they were Masons. 
While looking upon such outrages with obhorence, and will- 
ing to help it if he could, no plan that would be available 
for good had suggested itself.

The oommittee to whom this report was referred bring 
in a flaming report. It is represented that last winter in 
the city of Santiago de Cuba, on the island of Cuba, by order 
of Gonzales Bret, an officer of the Spanish Government, 
eighteen persons were seized, without warrant, and imme- 
diately shot, without a trial, for being Freemasons; one of 
them the M. W. Grand Master of Cuba ; and 
were arrestcd and committed to prisonforthe same offence; 
Some of the murdered and imprisoned American citizens, 
and others native Cubans. The said committee 
mended a series of resolutions, denouncing the atrocities, 
brand ing the perpotrators with the mark of Cain, and hold- 
ing them up to the execration of the world. We feel that 
we cannot pass this subject without a few remarks, because 
we consider it one of vital importance to the Craft. The 
Grand Master of Kentucky sent a circular to all the Grand 
Masters in the Union, calling upon them to meet at Wash- 
ingion, on a certain day, to take these outrages into con- 
eideration. We do not think any Grand Master, under any * 
circumstances, hss the right to call such meeting, but more 
especially in a politioal case, but we are glad to find that

No law of our Order is more strictly enjoined 
than obedience to the laws of the country in whioh we live, 
and dur total abnegation of politioal interference, which 
eaved us from being injured in the reign of good Queen 
Bess, has brought the great and the good to our standard 
in all oges. If it should appear, therefore, that those San­
tiago de Cuba sufferers prostituted our Order to political 
purposes, however much we may pity the men, we are 
bound to deprecate the moasures. We do not find that the 
Grand Lodgo endorsed the report of the committee, and we 
confidently bolieve she nover will. If American citizens 
have been maltreated in contravontion of intemational laws^ 
the Government of the United States can see to it. It is a 
matter with which the Grand Master of Kentucky, or any 
other Grand Master—as such—has nothing to do.

Tho Annual Communication of Grand Lodge of Illinois 
commenced in tho City of Springfield, October 5th, 1869. 
M. W. Bro. Harman G. Keynolds, Grand Master, and B. W. 
Bro. O. H. Miner, Grand Secretary.

The Grand Master’s address is lengthy, hut clear-hcaded 
and manifests a doep dovotion to tho interests of the frater- 
nity. Tho opening part would lead us to believe that Illinois 
is qnite a paradise, neither famine, war, pestilenee, poverty, 
or reproach has annoyed them, and the hand of the “relent- 
less tyrant” had marked fewer victims during theyear than 
nsual. To give anything like an epitome of tho matters 
referred to in an address of 21 pages, smoll type, would 
exeeed our limits. To givo some idea of liis labors, we 
quote from his own summing up of them.

“I havo devoted an

the last year to tho affairs of Masonry, at least three-fourths 
ot that timo has beon in your service. * * * j },avo 
receivod moro than two tliousand letters and communica- 
tionsj have wriiton more than three thousand letters; have 
made moro than one thousand decisions, interdicts, decrees 
or orders.

I have labored hard to do and obtain full and 
substantial justice, and have tempered the whole with that 
oharity which always remcmbers that man, in his best estate 
is subject to error, weakness and frailty. I have tried to 
remember that I, too, am a man, and like all my Brethren, 
am amenable to another and a higher bar. I have exposed 
no Lodge or Brother in fault, to the gaze of the World, to 
the fratermty, or even to you, unless exposed before. I 
have traveled nearly ten thousand miles, and have spared 
neither time or pains to promote your interests and your 
™“e- How far I may have succeeded is not for me to say. 
But after a year of hard labor and honest endeavor, I bring 
back to you the authörity, the gavel and the jewel which 
you so generously gave me, and leave them in your hands.”
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P^Xyi and Oth0rs he had donehimself. 
He had divided tho Stato into tweuty-four Masonic Districta 
and appointed deputies in eachof them; the roturns from 
twelve of those deputies had shown commendablo harmonv 
progress and prosperity. Twenty-three Dispensations for 
new Lodges had been granted. A large portion of the 
address is only of loeal interest, but there are several tinnes 
mit deserving notice. On imposters and mendicants.he 
says those have aesumed alarming proportions and demand 
a sturdy rosistanee and stringent moasurcs to prevent them 
Bnough money l,as .been flitched from our Lodges and 
Brethren w.thm the last five years to buy farms and homes 
for our poor, to build seminaries and ondow them for the 
education of our destitute orphan children.

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Our “Brother Scot” isfartherannoyed by our remarks on
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the review of Bro. Drummond, of Maine, on the all-absorb- 
ing ease betweon the Grand Orient of France and the Grand 
Lodge of Louisiana. When wo wrote that paragraph we 
had no thought of applying it to the case in dispute at all, 
but simply to the logic of Bro. Drummond, aa contained in 
the foUovving passage: “ That all Masons and bodies of 
Masons who knowingly and wilfully persist in recognizing 
and corresponding with such irregular and clandestine 
Lodges are thereby made irregular and clandestine them- 
selves.” Following up the same style of reasoning we 
arrived at the conclusion that if we were to recognize a 
Lodge of colored Masons, the act of doing so would make 
us Niggers. The plain fact is, that altogether apart from 
the matter in dispute, we bolieve Bro. Drummond’s reason­
ing unsound in itself, and a reveroion of the order of things 
as ostablished by the laws of heaven and earth. A man 
born in lawfiit wedlock may sell his birthright^-for pottago 
or any other sensual indulgence—but do what he may, he 
can never be a bastard: so a Mason, regularly made in a 
just and lawful Lodgo, can never bo clandestine, and as to 
the order of things, the rule is that the less is elevatcd by 
the recognition of the greater. The law of the land can 
elevate a “ living plague" of clandestine intercourse to all 
the immunities of a lawful born son ; the Government of 
the United States of America, without Corning down one 
peg of their dignity, {iavo by their recognition of a few 
millions of things, live stock, mercantile commodities, elevatéd 
them to the position of men and women; a little farther 
and we find that the gbeat advent that called forth the 
angelic songof “peace on earth and good will to fallen, 
degraded men,” brought “Glory to God in the highest." 
Hence, by simply reversing Bro. Drummond’s logid, we 
are drawn to the conclusiqn that recognition of the clan­
destine body by the Grand Orient of France tends to legiti- 
mize the body so recognized rather than the other way.
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We feel indebted to Bro. Scot for hia report on foreign

Montana, commenced in the Masonic Temple, Virginiangs
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City, October 31st, A. D. 1870. M. W. Bro. Nathaniel P. 
Langford, Grand Master, presiding, and B. W. Bro. Sol. 
Star, Grand Secretary. Thirteen Lodges represented.

Amongst tho many well got up volumes we have met 
witb this one takes the shino; fine, highly glazed, tinted

The Grand Mastens address is very long, covering about 
eighteen pages of tlfe beautifal poper mentioned, the most 
part of it didactio and ethologioal.

There are as many 
modes of Masonie expression as there are Masons to utter 
them. He is of opinion “ that if uniformity of expression 
was attainable it is not desirable. Masonry has gained 
more than it has lost by not having a uniform ritual; the 
spirit, sentiment and ideas of the ceremony should all be 
preserved, the symbolism should sufler no ehango. The 
hand of innovation canfiot reach those without violating 
Masonie obligation. But the language in which these 
clothed, so that it is coinprehensible, is not so material. *

* If ono form of expression is more benutiful than 
another let it be adopted. If one style of action is 
expressive than another let it be substituted. It adds to 
the beauty without disturbing the spirit the ceremony. 
If it were in my power to establish a uniforfli ritual I would 
not do it, for by so doing I would deprive omAOrder of 
of its most populär and delightful attraetions." We fear if 
the privilege were given to every one to use such language 
as they pleased, the ceremon^ Would not be long delightful 
and attraetive.
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The Grand Master very feelingly notices the death of a 
worthy W. M. of one of their subordjnato lodges; also that 
of M. W. Brother Fronoh, of Washington City, and Brother 
Bobert D. Holmes, of New Tork.

He (the G. M.) had received, during the year, several 
enquines upon points of Masonic law.whichhe had declined 
to answer, because they should have been familiar to every 
Brother as household words, byattondingtotheconstitution 
and by-laws. He strongly reprehends the practice of 
referrmg questions of doubtful import to some influential 
Masonio journal, because in nine cases out of ten the answers 
will conflict with those of their own jurisdiction. He con- 
cludes his address by a retrospect of the imprävements in 
their terntory, eulogising on the singular prosperity of 
Masonry m Montana, and the many blossings with which 
they are surrounded.

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He suggests a novel plan of protection, namely, that a 
convention of the Grand Masters of the United States and 
Canada should be held every five 3’ears, to adopt a system 
of test words, one for each of the^fivej years succeeding the 
convention, the word to be promulgated through the Grand 
Master of each jurisdiction, at 1st Jannary of each jrear. 
He says the adoption of some such scheme would not only 
materially lessen this class of i mposters and their imposi- 
tions, but would also greatly diminish tho labor of oxamin- 
ing applicants for visitation who have been non-affiliatcd 
more than a year.

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A former resolution of the Grand Lodge had inatruoted \ 
the Grand Secretary to correspond with railroad authörities 
with the view of procuring free tranaportation for delegatee \ ') 
on their retnrn home. Thia had been effeeted, but with "1 
shame be it spöken, the delegates took advantage of thie ii
and elaimed their homeward mlleage too—thus making 1
Grand Lodge pay them for riding home t 6 ™
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for the pockets of individuals at the railroad companies’ 
expense, the privilege would, very properly, be withdrawn, 
nnless the original intention of Grand Lodge and the rail­
road companies was carried out.

Of the many decisions Grand Master had given during 
the year, he only submits a few. The right of a Master 
Mason in good standing to visit a Lodge, is not absolute; 
any member may object, but the validity of the objeotion is 
to be^determined not by the Lodge but by the Master.1' 
This, we think, is sensible, and in accordance with what we 
have endeavored to shbw under District of Columbia. “ The 
testimony of a negro—formerly a slave—cannpt bo receired 
in Lodge trial.’, We think they would better scoro that 
out. There is a possibility that a decision of a Lodge might 
deprive a member of some of his rights as a Citizen, by the 
aot of keeping out his principal witness, in which case the 
injured Brother could apply to the State „laws and then 
Sambo’s evidence would bo taken nolens valens. We hold 
as a rule that the laws of no society should be antagonistio 
to the laws of the country in which it exists. Although 
many things in the address, as in all othors, are only ot local 
interost, the following paragraph in the concluding part is 
worthy of notice by all who would desiro to be Masons, 
indeed:
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“ While we are engaged in the business before us, let us 
not forget that while the fraternity is so directly interested 
in our acts as a body, the World is also closely scrutinizing 
our conduot as individuals; members of an institution 
claiming to inculcate principles of the strictest morality. 
Do we alwaye keep in view tnose principles ? Do we never 
lose sight of those Cardinal virtues rolative to which every 
initinto is instructed on his first admission into the Lodge 
Temperance, Fortitude, Prudence and Justice. Are we at all 
times temperato in the indulgence of our natural appetites 
and in our language ? Do we poesess that fortitude whieh 
is defined as the guard and support of all the other virtues? 
Are we prudent in our deportment, and are we just to our- 
selves, to our Brethren and our beloved institution ?"

When the imperial government 
di,vided the Provincos, it certainly did not $ink or care of 
Orand Lodge jurisdiotions. Thorefore, the Legislature not 
wishing to interfere with the limits of the Grand Lodge, and 
not being able to do so, if they did wish, it follows as a first 
consequence, that any division must be effeeted by the 
Grand Lodge itaelf. Did the Grant! Lodge deoide to so

■
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comes not from the civil law alone, but from the joint opera­
tion of the civil and Masonic Uno." The same doctrine ■ is 
copied into the Quebec pamphlet, with only a slight change 
of form: “ Governments fix and alter the limits of King- 
doms, Bepnblics, States, Provinces, Districts, Mnnicipali- 
ties and the like, and a change having thus been made, the 
law of Freemasonry makes a corresponding change in 
Masonic jurisdiction. In all this there is no political inter- 
ference with Masonry, and no acknowledgment by the 
fraternity of governmental or other supremacy.” Whether 
this doctrine grew*in Quebec or in Portland we cannot tell, 
neither is it of much importance, it is 
Sonic doctrine is that Freemasonry has nothing to do with 
the civil law, but simply to yield obedienco to its precepts, 
in their walk and conversation “ to revere the law and not to 
meddle with them that are given to change,” to abstain from 
all political interferenco, and to bring no political prejudices 
within the portals of their Lodge.” We have never before 
heard that Grand Lodges aspired to joint operation with thé 
civil law; if they have, and have been accepted, tKey have 
always been sleeping partners, for we have never heard 
that the civil law has consulted thom in any of its opera­
tions." To say that a Grand Lodge is sovoreign and inde* 
pendent of all outside interference, and in the same breath 
to tell us that she can, without her consent obtained or 
asked, be driven from corner to corner and kicked about 
like a foot ball by the civil government, are doctrines so 
diametrieally opposed to each other that we can soe noway 
of making them compatable, We therefore givo it up, and a 
large portion of America gives it up too. There is not an 
instance npon record where a Grand Lodge formed in whole 
or in part in previously occupied jurisdiction, that has been 
universally or even generally recognized nntil the concur- 
rence of the parent Lodge was accorded; some have taken 
the initiative without consent, the most reeent case being 
that of West Virginia, and although it is admitted that there 
werc some justitiable circumstances connocted wjth her caee 
we are told again and again in the volumee now on ourdesk, 
that she was not, nor never would have been, fhlly reoog- 
niaed if Virginia had not accepted a compromise.

was about allj their boundaty line was not touched; all ’ 
tte.r laws and customs, sacred and civil, and their local and. 
mumcipal affa.rs, were carefully preserved in taot. Durin/f 
the twenty-seven years of that union we have the statuti
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they aro now. The judgea of each Province had to be 
selected from tho Bar of that Province, neither a Judgé nor ' 
a Barrister of the one Province could occu^g the Bench or 
appear at tho Bar of the other. They had an Attorney-Gen- 
eral, Bast, and an Attorney-General, West; each had a 
Board of Agriculture and their soparate Provincial Fairs;. 
each had a Board of Edncation and a chief superintendent of 
schools; in short, distinct, as we havo already said, in all 
their local and municipal affairs and with the names of 
<yanada Bast and Canada West—names as distinctive as 
Ontario and Quebbc. Under theso circumstances each of 
the Provinces, warmly devoted to the maintenance of 
its own separate institutions, and fully- recognizing them- 
selves as distinct Provinces, notwithstanding their little 
more than nominal union—as the clause of their constitu- 
tion already alluded to is alone sufficient to show—they 
joined “ hand-in-hand,” &c., to form the Grand Lodge of 
Canada; and all that has occurred, as a plea of separation, 
is thatinstead of their legislators legislating for their^respec- 
tive interests under one roof, they are sent each to a1 House 
of their own, with a Peputy from the Governor-General to 
watch over them. We need hear no more of the sovereign, 
independenco of Grand Lodges, if such a simple act of 
legislation ean knock a Grand Lodge out of existence, or 
out of its occupied territory. An act, too, intended for the 
good of all and harm to none, sacredly guarding and pro- 
tecting all legally constituted bodies, and carefully evading 
■everything that would or could operate as an eocpostfacto 
law. The chief and only object of the act was to provide 
for the Provinces confederating under one General Govern­
ment, and nothing more, as the preamble proves:
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“ Wherbas the Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia, and 

■'New Brunswick have expressed their desire to be federally 
united into ono Dominion under the Crown of the United 
Klngdom of Great Britain and Ireland, with a Constitution 
similar in principle to that of the United Kingdom: And 
whereas such a union would conduce to the welfare of the 
Provinces and promote the interests of the British Bmpire: 
And whereas on the establishment of the Union by the

:
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Canada continued to hold and exerciso jurisdiktion over the 
Lodgos in Ontario and Quebec, and the Lbdges in both 
Provinces continued to be represonted in the Grand Lodge 
of Canada. If, under these facts, Lodges in Quebec can form 
an independent Grand Body, Lodges in Ontario can do so 
likowise. Quebec can have no right that Ontario has not, 
and the Grand Lodge of Canada, with its recognized position, 
its distinguished and eminent membership and its honorable 
records, can be deprived of its terrkory and swept from the 
sisterhood of Grand Lodges.
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o j hold that if the Lodges of two political divisions, m 
each of whieh an independent Grand Lodge could have been 
established, elect to come together in convention and umto 
increating otie Masonic govemment extendmg over both 
such divisions, no severance of the Masonic jurisdiction so 
formed can be made except by resolution within the Grand 
Lodge so established. This, I think, is the position of 
Quebec and Ontario. Change of name is of no importance; 
they were actually separate and distinct divisions at the 
time the Lodges of each came together and erected the Grand 
Lodge of Canada. The separate divisions have been always 
recognized; Grand Lodge by vote, being convenedoneyear 
in Canada Bast (now Quebec), another year m Canada West 
(now Ontario). A Grand Master elected at one time from 
one district, and then from the other. The Dominion Act 
of 1867 made no such territorial change as to alter existmg 
boundaries; it merely restored a loeal legislature that the 
dtiparate districts had before enjoyed.!

“ I am of opinibn, then, that even judged by whatis caMed 
the ‘American Bule,’ there was no right in the Lodges that 
assembled in convention gt Quebec in October last, to 
organize an Independent Grand Lodge; first, because the 
territory was already occupied by tbe Grand Lodge of 
Canada, and secondly, because no new territory had been 
formed.”

We would not wish to be understood as even insinuating 
that any of our sister Grand Lodges who have recognized 
the Grand Lodge of Quebec, have done sö from any disres- 
peot to the Grand Lodge of Canada; indeed, they all in 

way or other express tho contrary ; yet we find that 
1 f they do not all recognize Quebec from the same motives.

Grand Master Reynolds of Illinois understands tbat Grand 
Lodge of Cunada has refused all offers of compromiso, and 
that the most strenuous exertions of Past Grand Master 
Wilson and someothers have failed &c., we havenever heard 
otany offer of compromise, and the exertions of Past Grand 
Master Wilson in as far as we havo heard amounted to ho 

than submitting the case to the decision of Grand
Lodge__the legitimate tribunal—when the motion was lost
by an overwhelming majority, and which majori ty 
iwelléd by the votos of seventeen chartered lodges in the 
Province of Quebec, who still firmly adhere to the Grand 
Lodge of Canada; in this decision the Quebec brethren by 
their own voluntary act were solemnly bound to acquiosco, 
but instead ofdoing so, set up the standard of rebellion, and 
.Us Grand Master'Pratt of California observes, a rebellion 
mtkout the usual ju&tification of oppression,—no complaint of 
wrong ever made, or alleged, no compromiso offered, not so 
much asone solitary ground of expodiency ever advanced, 
nor anything beyond the dogmatical claim of an inherent 
Indopendent right to rebel, becauso the State had somewhat 
changed its rulo in the administration of municipal affnirs 
in these provinces, and with the banner of rebellion over 
their heads, they set out through the world with the wail 
that they had been rearing their temple “ with the sword in 
■one hand and the trowel in the other
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How poace is to be restored we do not know, but we shall 
give a few extraets from those who like ourselvcs bolieve 
the recognition of Quebee for that purposo is liko “ doing evil 
that good may come.” i

We cannot afford space to copy in full but shall collate 
1 what seems to us directly to bear on the question.

Bro. Gonley of Missouri, submits— 
u Whbreas, the Grand Lodge of Missouri does not reco^nize 

Hie right of any power, civil, religions or masonic tö divide
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<■ That the Province ofQuebec presents a proper fleld fora 
new grand Lodge, and that the general interosts of the craft 
would be promoted by a division of the jnrisdiction of the 
Grand Lodge of Canada, I am inclined to believe, and 1 
would not hesitate in advising and nrging the Grand Lodge 
of Canada to assent thereto upon a proper apphcation and 
on fair and reasonable terms. But in tno present movement 
as it now presents itsolf, I see nothing but cansoless and 
unqualified rebellion, and until the consent of the Grand 
Lodge of Canada has been given, a proper rospect for the 
dignitv of our own sister Grand Bodies demands, in my 

set our faces firmly against rocogmtion, 
under the ban of

iudgoment, that wo
and if necd be, placo the rebellious Lodges 
non-intercourse, If precedents are to be invoked, this Grand 
Lodge has set one for itsolf in its refusal to recognize the 
Grand Lodge of Canada until the Grand Lodge of Eng and 
had firat done so. I ropeat that it is a case. of rebellion, 
simple and unmitigated; and against rebellion in every form 
and from every source, the spirit, the traditions and the 
principlcs of Freomasonry are unalterably opposed.
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Such are the suggestions of some of the wise and good 
brethron whose opinions aro not to bo thought light of 
whatover way Grand Lodgo may do, wo think we are not at> 
variance with them when we express our opinion that it is 
not under the bannér of rebellion that the Quebec brethron 
can lodge their claim, we think they will require to beät 
their swords into some other kind of instruments, and apply 
their trowels to their legitimate use, show some fcasable 
theory whereby the general interests of the craft conld be 
bonefitted by the change and show what provision they 

tj would propose for the lodges in Quebec who refuse to secede
; with them. We do not think the Grand Lodge of Canada is

so parsimonious about a piece of her territory that she 
would not cheerfully relinquisb it for the general beneflt 
and for the sake of peaee and good order. But so long as 

. those brethren claim the fleld as an inherent independent 
right, on nö other or better plea than that the Government has 
agreed to make a slight aiteration in the administration of 
the municipal affairs of these provinces, and while they 
continue to oarry the sword in one hand and the trowel in 
the other, sproading sedition andheresy, we think the Grand

a poorhouse, Masonic charity has always been bestowed in a 
way less ostentatious and more congenial to the best feelings 
of our nature. If a Widow is left with a young family the 
assumption is that she is young al so, she can do something 
for hersolf and what she wants is asBack and a Bield, and in 
a quiet friendly way give her what assistance she needs to 
aid her in any lawful pursuits rather than take her away 

. from her country and kindred and all the associations that 
are dear to her and pen her up in prison. Nevertheless if 

I. / om- brethren of Ohio think the building and supporting of a 
1 poorhouse the best way of exercising their charity, we need 

not eare but we pity them if their objeot is merely to get 
themselves a name.

The Grand Master opeus his address in.the usual way with
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.
greetings, congratulations, and assurance of proaperity 
»mongst the Lodgea generally, and in that jurisdiction in 
particular; but he wavne againat the dangera of proaperity. 
He aaya:

“ A highly proaporoua condition in all human affaire and 
relationa, ia ever attended with peeuliar danger; and the 
Maeonic inatitution ia not an exeeption. One great evil, to 
which we are more liablo when floating on the joyoua tide of 
proaperity than under other circumatancea, ia laxity of dis­
ciplins—permitting tranagreseion of the lawa of the frater- 
nity, and violation of ita principlea and dutioe, to paea with- 
out aubiecting the, offcnder to thoae wholeaome penalties, 
the tendency of which are to reform the erring brothor, ond 
preaerve the purity of the inatitution.

Another danger, deaerving our moat aerioua coneidcration, 
and which'' ia too apt to be overlooked in aeaaona of great 
proaperity, attenda the admiaaion of applicante inlo our 
mysteriea. When petitiona for initiation are ffequent and 
numeroua, the danger of receiving thoae not worthy ia greatly 
increaaed; candidatea are not eubjected to that rigid acrutiny 

regarda their worthineas and qualification, which the 
■eonatitution of the fraternity imperatively demands.

“ Wo cannot be too often or too forcibly remindcd of our 
aolemn duty in the all-importnnt matter of admitting new 
membera into our time-honored inatitution.

“ The qualifioations ofa candidate for the honora of Maaonry 
ahould be of a poeitive nature. It ia not aufflcient tiiat nothing 
of a vicioua character ia known reapecting a candidate; the 
queation ahould be, ia he truly a virtuoua man, one who fears 
Gyd and worka righteouaneaa ?"

He farther aaya that hia vocationa in life have partaken 
more ofapractical than a literary character and therefore 
craves to proceed at onco tobuaineaa.

During the year he had granted three diapenaationa for 
fhe formation of new lodgea, he had, partly by himaölf and 
partly by deputy, conaecrated Lodgea, inatalled officers,

Brother Coquillette replied on the 9th May, desiring, before comply- 
ing with the requeat, to have a cobWf the protest and the names of the 
twenty-nine members who had signed it. As Bro. Coquillette’s proceed- 
ings were in violation of the law, the Colonial Board declined to afford 
this information, and the Grand Secretary waa directed to write again 
on the 15th of June, repeating the request that the Warrant should be 
delivered to the remaining members, and pointing out that the War- 

y rant, Books, Fumiture and Funds belonged to them. To which an 
snswer was received on the 26th July, simply referring the Grand 
Secretary to a Body with which the Grand Lodge of England is not at 
present in correspondence.

On the 31st August, 1870, the Grand Secretary again wrote to Bro. 
Coquillette reminding him that the question was one entirely between 
the Grand Lodge and himself, and that he was violating the Cpnstitu- 

" tion, which, as a' ruler in the Craft, he had solemnly engaged himself 
to maintain, but stating, if he entertaincd an objection to surrender the 
Warrant to the Brethren of Montreal, he might return it to the Grand 
Secretary’8 Office in London, at the same time calling his attention to 
the powers which the Board possessed. To this letter no answer has 
boen returned.

The Colonial Board, therefore, aftor waiting for some time in the 
hope that Brother Coquillette wquld at last see the impropriety of 
which he had been guilty, have been reluctantly compelled to pass the 
following resolutions, vis.:

lit That Brother William Edgar Coquillette, who has seceded from 
the St. »eorge’8 Lodge, No. 440, Montreal, not having, as directed by 
this Board, dolivered up the Warrant to the members of the Lodge who 
adhered to their allegiance, according to artide 29, page 71, of the Book 
of Constitution, Edition 1867, has violated his obligation as the Master 
of that Lodge.
