GRIEVED WITH
TiiE WORLD.

Gopies Poetry in the Wood-
stock Jail.

Thomas Cammack Does Not Show
‘That He is Worrying Over His
Fate-Not Sound Mentally,

e

WOODSTOCK, Dec. 10.

“My God, my Father and my Friend,
Do not forsake me at the end.”

Very fitting is this prayer in the
mouth and from the heart of any poor
son ‘of humanit_y. How -much more
from the lips and heart of one. who
stands on the brink of the grave,
whose end is to come, by process of
law, in one month and tw§ days from
the date of this letter. The lines are
the refrain of theé Dies Irae, and
Thomas Cammack, the man now lying
in jail ‘here in Woodstock. has copied
tkem in his own - handwriting, and
which he reads over, no doubt, con-
stantly. And this is a quotation of
but one of many quotations of a simi-
lar nature which the un’ortunate man
has, at considerable pains and in quite

foolscap paper.

Cammack has not
since the day when he/ stood up in the
dock and was senténced by Judge
Gregory to be hanged on the 12th day
of January next. Pe:r:aps he is thin-
ner, but there is very little to encour-
age the dismal hope that Nature
would relive him of life before it be-
comes necessary for-the officials of the
law to do so.

It will be remembered that last sum-
mer, just on the eve of the hanging
of George Gee, Thomas Cammack was
brought to jail here, charged with
having murdered one Willam Doherty
and of having fired the house, which
was burned .to the ground with the
corpse of young ‘Doherty inside it. He
made an attempt to escape the officers
of the law, and on being discovered,
shot himself through the head before
the captors reached him. The " ball
went into one side cf the head above
the right ear, and -it. has remained
somewhere in the head since. One
would 'have supposed it would  either
have énded his life. or have deprived
him of reason, but neither result has
wgcurred. ;

“It. was a foregone ' conelusjory that
Cammack would be found gullty of
the murder. He had practically admit-
ted the offence to the deputy sheriff
and to the attending surgeon. Wit-
nesses against him were his =so-called
wife, Doherty’s sister, and her two
brothers, who were in the house when
Cammuack effected an entrance through
the cellar-way, and, revolver in hand,
went upstairs and fired at each one of
the brothers in turn, killing one and
slightly wounding the two others. His
son, Walter Cammack, was also tried
with him as an acgomplice, but the
jury in his case disagreed, ten to two
in favor of acoguittal, and the general
odinion of those who know much of

1e families and the circumstances is
that Walter had nothing tn do ‘with
che affair, beyond perhaps trying to
shield his father after the crime—a
natural if a very wrong thing, morally
and legally, for him to ‘do.

There was one redeeming thing
about the old man’s course. He was
terriby grieved over his son’s predica-
ment. He said again and again that
his son knew nothing of the matter.
He wished to go on the stand at the
trial and testify—had the law per-
mitted him to do so—in favor of his
son, though it would have meant that
all the details of the crime as it was
committed must have come from.him.

If he worries deeply over his fate,
he does not show it. He had the repu-
tation of being a man with a terrible
temper—evidently his disposition has
been sullen. He had been in trouble
several times before his jealousy and
his temper led him to commit one of
the most atrocious crimes in the his-
tory of ‘the land. e had a grief, per-
haps imaginary, inasmuch as his wife
did not live with him and would not
return to live with him. She was
much younger than he. Her matri-
monial adventures were not ideal. One
husband is now in ‘penitentiary at
Dorchester—her only husband in fact.
Whether she really thought that the
sentence to the penitentiary relieved
her from her marriage wvows or not,
cne cannot say, but it would seem
that Cammack was somewhat particu-
lar that it be definitely settled and
that everything was legal. Before he
would go through the form of mar-
riage with her, it is alleged that she
told him she was advised by a lawyer
that her marriage would bs legal, and,
strange to say, they were married by
a minister. Perhaps he thought the
license was the text for him to go by,
but everyone knows everyone else’s
business in the country. He could
scarcely have been ignorant of the
fact that Alice Doherty was the wife
of a man who only a year or two pre-
viously had been sentenced to the
penitentiary. Any way no blessing
seems to have followed the marriage
of Alice Boyd and Thomas Cammack.

Cammack was born some sixty years
ago in Charlotte county, somewhere
about Digdeguash, where his father
was a sort of carpenter. When about
18 years of age he went to St. John,
afterwards fincing his way to this
county. He married in due course and
has a grown up family of three sons
and one daughter. @ The daughter is
working in Woodstock. The sons are
doing all they can for their unfortun-
ate parent. Little, indeed, can they do.
Their own grief and humiliation is bit-
ter enough. i)

The prisoner has really shown a good
deal of taste in the selection of the
poetry, and tWe applicapility of the
most of it to his present unenviable
situation cannot be questioned. He is
Just now a bit stgky with the sheriff
because he is not allowed in the cors
ridor at his will® His watch, Neil
McKinnon, the sg who stood guard
over Gee, allows in the corridor
every morning ang evening. His cell,
by the way, i& mdt.on the same side
of the jail as that occupled -by Gee.
Cammack’s cell ‘faces the county
ground, and Main street beyond. He
is immediately to the right as one en-
ters the corridor. The . poor man's
march to the scaffold will be short.

Woodstock has had a good deal to
do with criminals this past year. In
this regard, 1904 will be a memorable
one in the history of the town. Strange
to say, very little seems to be said of
Cammack, even when he is so near the
gallows. Interest may work up later,
but he certainly will not be the almost
popular character that George Gee be-
came. Perhaps bécause he is old, and
much married, and personally uninter-
esting., Certainly Gee was an interest-
ing personality,

Probably all mul;gerers seem to labor
under the sense of an injustice done
them. Cammack @ppears as quite an
aggrieved individual: He says his cell
| is ccld, and altogether he appears to
think that the world is rot using him
as well as it ought. It is quite a ques-
tion if the man is thoroughly compos
mentis. The fine distinction that the
law attempis to draw between a man
who is sufficiently insarne to be irre-
sponsible- for his acts and one who is
‘to be held accountable for his deeds
done in the body cannot be easily com-
prehended ‘by the ordinary: finite mind.
Cetrtainly Cammack knows enough to
know when he is doing right and when
he is doing wrong, but for all that he
can hardly be called mentally sound,
and if by some fate he shoulua escape
the gallows (which is a very remote
contingency), a lunatic asvlum will
likely claim him in time. Men with
bullets in their heads, where the bul-
let in this man is said to be, don’t get
well mentally, so say those who know.

There is one thing that is to be re-
gretted. It seems that Radcliffe will
not be on hand. . He can’t be here on
the 12th, for he has a previous engage-

Fierce “Riots Quelled by Armed Police-s
Thousands of Frenzied Peolpe Shriek
Down With Autocracy.

Toward one o’clock the worlkkmen and
students seemed to swarm toward the
corner of the Hotel Europe, opposite
the Kazan Cathedral. The police, re-
cognizing that the critical moment
was approaching, tried in vain to
keep back the human tide. Then when
tkere was not a single mounted police- .
man in sight, on the stroke of one,
from the heart of the thickly wedged
crowd a blood red flag like a jet of
flame suddenly shot up. It was the
signal. Other flags appeared in other
parts of the crowd, waving frantically
overhead and were greeted with g
hoarse roar “down with autocracy.”
The students surged ' into the street
'singing the  “Marseillaise,” while the
innocent spectators seeking to extricate
themselves, crowded into doorways
and hugged the walls. Dismounted
police made a single attempt to force
their way into the crowd to wrest the
flags from the demonstrators, but the
students and workmen, armed with
sticks, stood close and beat back their
assailants, when, like a flash, from, be=
hind the Kazan Cathedral came wheel«
ing a squadron of gendarmerie. The
doors of adjoining courtyards were

eyes and seemed to realize he was be-
ing helped., Witness said trouble had
been frequent with the lights at the
office, and that one’s hand placed near
the light stanchioas drew sparks.

Charles A. Jenney, master of the
Lincoln school, said he was standing
near the transforming box at Fremont
street about 9.30 o’clock. Linemen
were at work, and witness heard the
man on the pole say: ‘“Here it is.”
Another sald! “Look out for that one
back of you; it is a hot one.”

James H. Thayer, line foreman for
the Edison Co., told of going over the
wires from the office to the transform-
ing box at 8.30, 1% hours after the ac-
cident. He heard a hissing sound, and
sent a lineman up, but did not see any
sparks. Later when the incandescent
or secondary wires were removed by
Chief Marston, he noticed a place
where it seemed to have come in con-
tact with something. Witness said he
was sent up early the next morning
to examine the wires, and some were
tightened.

Assistant Superintendent C. W. Kel-
logg of the Edison Co., said he sent
Mr. Thayer up early that morning to
secure the wires so they would not be
blown down by the wind. He denied
suspecting there was anything wrong.
Chief Engineer H. A. Davidson of the
company, said the voltage on the in-
candescent wires was from 3100 to 3400,
but did not know the voltage at the
section near Fremont street.

Electrician H, B. Jarvis of Winthrop,
of the telephone company, said the
heated condition of the coil in his of-
fice indicated that a strong current
had passed over it. He found upon
the same side of the office, a break-
down in one of. the carbons. He had
been unable to discover = anything
wrong with the wires, and there was
no evidence »>f any foreign current
passing over them.

Captiin Brophy, in expert testimony,
said : “When Mr, Masters took hold of
the electric light stand and was in con-
tact with the receiver hook of the tele-:
phone instrument, the hook and tele-)
phone circuit formed a ground for the
current. An excessive current passing
through the electric light wire broke
the insulation in the-light socket and
made the stand a conductor, causing a '
heavy current to enter the telephone
cirzuit through Mr. Masters’ body. The
rain of the day and other conditions of
a technical nature 'would affect- electri-
city in such a case. He said a 17-
horse power energy wag created to
force the current through Mr, Masters’
body, “enough to kill instantly,” he
added. .

“What was the origin of the current
that killed Mr. Masters, in your
opinion ?” i

“The heavy current passed from the
Bervice wire to the secondary wire on
North Montello street because of con-
tact, then through Mr. Masters’ body,
through the telephone circuit, where it
was grounded.”

came out. A double squadron charged
' the flank of the demonstrators with
drawn sabres.

{ circled the mob, cutting through the

ent or two, There was a sharp rattle
of cudgels and sabres, though the
wounds showed the police struck prin-
cipally with the flat of their sabres,
i The women especially were fierce in
their resistance. Many were struck
and trampled upon and blood streamed
from their faces.
