Bonaparte 
lost the important battle of Liepsic decisively , nnd 
at Borodino and Dresden nnd other places, the 
nnlm of victory was denied him hy hi» antagonists.
If he often succeeded on occasions of the highest 
importance, on other» equally momentous ho failed.
The success of Wellington was uniform ; riot that 
of limitless mediocrity, but often of incomparable 
judgment and comprehensive discernment, 
tidurly at Waterloo. * * * *
