Megmorandum Of Proposed
Changes In Canadian Tariff
—3$18,015,507 Involved.

MATERIAL REDUCTION

Ottawa, Ont,, April 11.—The govern-
ment tonight brought down a memor-
andum on the proposed changes in
the Canadian tariff as a result of the
Taft-Fielding arrangement.

Taking all the articles on which
there are reductions, the importations
from the United States have been
$4,814,293; from other countries un-
der the general tariff $3,201,114; or a
total of $8,015,507 entered under the
general tariff. But of this sum $1,
615,336 came from countries to which
the reduced rates already apply un-
der the French treaty, leaving the
amount of imports affected by the
proposed reduction in duties $6,400,-
172, The estimated amount of reduc-
tion in duties on goods from all coun-
tries is $263,149,

MEAT BOYCOTT SPREADS
IN NEW YORK GITY

Campaign Against Kosher
Butcher- Shops Marked By
Violence Yesterday—Whole
sale Houses Want Protection

New York, N. Y., April 11.—~The boy-
cott against Kosher butcher shops
spread today from Harlem and the
Bronx where it originated to Williams-
burg, Brownsville and east New York.
All meats advanced one cent a pound
wholesale,

The protest against high prices is
spreading more rapidly than any sim-
Jlar movement remembered in New
York. Already 95 per cent. of the Kos-
her butcher shops in the city, supply-
ing a population of 750,000 have eith-
er been forcibly closed or have shut
in sympathy with the movement. In
turn, the butchers who say they can-
lot sell lower and live, descended 200
strong on the United Dressed Beef
Company, in such threatening mood
that the company telephoned for police
p;otectlon and the crowd was dispers-
ea.

Agitators from Harlem and the
Bronx went through the newly af-
fected distriets last night and their
suceess was peen when the butchers
trled to open this  morning, There
was the wildest disorder, mych glass
was broken and meat spoiled with
kerosene and therg were a few cases
of individual violence. Morris Posner,
a big fighter hired by a butcher as an
emergency boy, was mobbed
by women and beaten unconscious.

THOROUGH PROBING IS
DEMANDED BY PUBLIC

Albany, N. Y., April 11.—Declaring
that the revelations in the Allds-Con-
ger bribery inquiry mecently conduct-
ed by the Senate and the facts brought
out in the insurance investigation by
Superintendent of Insurance Hotch
kiss, “have caused every honest ciii-
zen to tingle with shame and indigna-
tion and have made irresistible the
demand that every proper means
should be employed to purge and to
purify,” Gov. Hughes sent a special
message to the legislature tonight, re-
commending “an immedate impartial,
thorough and unsparing investigation
into legislative pradtices and proced-
ure and into the use o fcorrupt or im-
proper means for the promotion or de-
defeat of legislation.”

Accompanying the degislation was a
preliminary report of Supt. Hotehkiss
outlining the facts developed at the
fire insurance investigation, which he
has been conducting in New York
and setting forth the difliculties en-
countered in following up the various
leads which have beén uncovered. The
superintendent says that obstacles ap-
parently insuperable have appeared
in the course of the inquiry which, in
his judgment, warrant further inves-
tigation, but which he has no power
to pursue and he has therefore laid
the faets thus far disclosed before the
governor for action.

New York Hotel Registers In
Hands Of Prosecution Ex-
pected To Divulge Name Of
Man Most Wanted.

At the very outset however, occur-
red an acute quarrel between Mr, H.
H. Miller and Mr. Aylesworth, in

In speaking on Thursday last in de-
fence of his race track gambling bill
Mr. Miller quoted a letter which Mr.
Aylesworth had addressed to him with
regard to the drafting of the measure.

It
was a matter of regret that so many
young men from New Brunswick
vearly went to the New England
States, and worked in factories for
a small weekly salary, when by going
West they could become independent
in the course of a few years.

Speaking of the position and oppor-
tunities of the church in the west, the
speaker said that' the materialism of
the population was one of the greatest
difficulties with which it had to
contend.

The Problem of Education.

18,000 BARRELS OF
POTATOS FOR GUBA

Rappahannock Leaves Today
With Large. Shipment—En-
terprise Of Local Govern-
ment Assures Good Prices.

On the steamer Rappahannock,
which leayes port this morning for
Havana, will be carried one of the
largest shipments of toes ever
sent out of New BrunSwick by a
single shipper. Mr. Frank Clements
is sending 7,000 barrels all sold before
shipment and consignments by other
shippers will bring the total on the
Rappahannock up to 13,000 barrels.

For these potatoes the farmers have
received prices ranging from thirty
to fifty cents per barrel and they are
glad to get rid of the tubers at this
price as the Cuban market
only possible outlet for the large sup-
ply of potatoes which is still stored
in.the up river warehouses.

Mr. Clements said last evening that
should the potatoes be sent to the
Boston market to compete with Am-
erican potatoes he could not pay the
farmers more than 10 cents per bar-
rel, while the best he could do for the
Ontario and Montreal market was 25
cents.

The local government had done a
great thing for the farmers of New
Brunswick when they had developed
the Cuban trade. An over supply of
potatoes in all parts of the world
which had not happened for 27 years
had caused the present serious situa-
tion and the Cuban business was the
only thing which had saved the New
Brunswick farmers,

It should be remembered, he added,
that the potatoes from this province
were getting a better show in Havana
than those from other countries and
that in a normal season the market
was assured.

Speaking of future prospects, Mr,
Clements said that it would be a
great mistake for farmers to follow
the low prices with small acres as
was usually done. It had been his
observation that in dry years the best
potato crops were turned out and the
scientists said that Halley's comet
would be responsible for a dry sum-
mer. The farmers look ahead to good
crops and with the Cuban market de-
veloped there was a reasonable er-
tainty that the potatoes could be dis-
posed of at a profit,

Mr. Clements also called attention
to the fact that several carloads of po-
tatoes had recently been sent to Cal-
gary and that there was a chance in
this direction to work up a trade.

London,” April 11.—8ir Francis Gal
ton, founder of the sci of i
or racial improvement, hag written
u letter 16 the London Times in which
he suggests that the House of Lords
might gain in strength if prigiogeh-
iture, the exclusive right of inherit-
ance to A peerage vested in the eldest
son, were abolished.

In the cage of the House of Lords,
says Sir Francis, the claims of he-
redity would be best satisfled if all
the sons of peers were equally eli-
gible to the peerage and a selection
made among them, late researches
have shown “that the eldest born are
ag a rule inferior in natural gifts to
the younger born in a small but sig
nificant degree.”

These vie were fully indorsed
by Dr. David Heron of the Galton
Laboravery for National Kugencies
at University College, London, who

was appealed to for an ampler state-
ment of the facts. It was pointed
out to him that the teaching of eugen-
ics as to the inferiority as a rule of
the first born was directly opposed
to the popular idea that the “best come
first.”
Always Wrong.

“Popular opinion is always wrong,”
said Dr. Heron. “The first born in a
family is more likedy to be insans,
tuberculous or criminal than the
others. It follows therefor that the
tendency to diminish the size of fam-
ilies increases the average
of such individuals in the comumunity.”

Dr. Heron referred to the conclu
sions arrived at on this subject by
Prof. Karl Pearson and expressed

by him in a recent lecture at the Eu
genics Laboratory.

“If our observations are vorrect, and
1 believe them to be so,” said Dr.
Pearson, “then the mental and physi-
cal condition of a family is differ-
entiated from that of later members.
They are of more nervous, less stable
constitution,

“We find that the neurotic, the in-
sane, the tuberculosis and the albin-
otic are more frequent among the eld-
er born. Dr. Goring’s results for crim-
inality show the same law.

“The resa]t of this law is remark-
able. It means that if you reduce the
size of the family you will tend to de-
crease the relative proportion of the
mentally and physically sound in the
community. You will not upset this
conclusion in the least is, as I suspect,
the extraordinarily able man, the gen-
ius, is also among the early born. For
you will not lose him if you have
a larger family, although you will lose
the sounder mgmbers if you curtail it.”

In Texas she was at once ruled out

It will hardly be considered an extravagance ||
for this city to pay $1,000 a year to have the services
mentioned above performed by an officer who is qualified
by character and capaclty for the work, and has made a
gpecial study of the matters with which he has to deal
We cannot expect our Board of Health to perform such
duties as are assigued to thig officer. They are not
paid officers, and do all that can be expected of busy
men who make their living in other ways. They would
certainly have accomplished much more if they had been
provided with a trained expert, under engagement to give
to his public duties all the time required for their full
performance. There is work in this city for such a
trained officer at all times, and in case of an epidemic
he will be more than busy. Citizens can easily remem-
ber a time when they would have gladly paid more than
the annual salary for the services of such an officer
for a few weeks.

The statute invites municipal action. If the alder-
men now meeting their constituents will make ‘inquiry
of the electors, they will certainly find the most of them
willing to authorize this much outlay.

Highway Through lfrovince

“1f we had a million dollarg to ex-
pend on rgads in this provines, we
could make a showing that would
please the people to such an extent
that they would cheerfully bear the
buiden of the debt that would be Im-
poged upon them.” Hon. John Mor
tlasy, M. P. P, Commissioner of
Public Works, who arrived in the eity

opinion in an interview with a Stand-
ard representative.

It- would pay the province
to make such an experiment, and it
would wake up the people to the ad-
vanlhge of good roads, and show
them that it is always a good invest
ment to construct first-class highways

“The Government does not as yet
ee its way to embarking upon the
oolicy I have advocated for some time,
The revenues are not as large as they
ought to be, and to undertake a work
involving an expenditure of $1,000,000
is no light matter. The demand for
such a work must come from the peo-
ple.

Roads Too Narrow.

“At present “'(‘Qnre spending a good
deal of money on roads and bridges,
but I am not satisfied that the road
money is always expended to the best
advantage. Our roads ure too narrow,
and they are not properly drained. The
result is that though the roads may
be fairly well graded in the summer,
in the spring the grading washes off,
and the work has to be done all over
again.

“We are trying to wake up the local
highway authorities to the importance
of providing proper means of drain-
ing the roads, but it is slow work.
Many of our road makers consider that
money spent on digging ditches or
constructing culverts is wasted,

“We ought to have one great high-
way, if only for educational purposes.
It should be much wider than our
present roads, graded with crushed
stone, and provided with ditches for
draining. Such a highway would last
for generations, and would not require
much money te keep it in repair.

“And what about bridges?”

“Well, the money granted for brid-
ges is spent under the direct super-
vigion of the local government's en-
gineer, and we get good results. We
build the bridges on concrete founda-
tions, and we believe that before long
the superstructure of our bridges«will
also be constructed of concrete. Qur
engineer is now studying up the pro-
blem of building bridges entirely of
concrete, and if his reports are satis-
factory we propose to erect some
small structures of that material in
order to test the possibilities along this
line.

“The old fashioned covered wooden
bridge, when built on & stone or con-
crete foundation is a very serviceable
structure "and lasts for generations.
But even in New Brunswick timber
suitable for bridges is becoming cost-
ly, and if there is any advantage in
constructing concrete bridges, we in-
tend to keep abreast of the times.”

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BILLY DELANEY, MAKER OF CHAMPIONS

Are old sores to be healed? Is the
feud of years to be declared off? Are
Jas. J. Jeffries and Billy Delaney to
renew the friendship of former days?
Wil the dean of fight handlers and ad-
visers be seen in the camp at Ro-
wardenan, as a sort of general advis-
er?
It would not surprise me in the least
to see the veteran trainer reassume
charge of the undefeated boilermaker.
In fact, I am as certain as one can
of anything that before he commences
to put on the finishing touches, the
great bear will have Delaney in
charge of his camp,
Delaney found Jeffries, He brought
him to the front and engaged Tommy
Ryan to polish him off—give him his
postgraduste course,-so to speak. How
well Ryan did his work everybody
knows.
Jeftries and Delaney have been on
anything but friendly terms for years,
Just what d thefr estr t
1 don’t profess to know. I know what
“‘everybody says,” caused it, but gen-
erally what everybody says” has no
more foundation that a cloud, and is
almost as reliable as a tip on the
races,
Much ado has been made over the
fact that Delaney will have nothing to
do with Jeffries. So much rot has been
written about this that one who didn’t
know better might imagine that Billy
Delaney s an old sour-dough with a
grouch like a sore-headed bear.
On the contrary, Delaney is one of
the most likeable men the fighting
game has produced. He is without a
peer as & developer and trainer of
pugilists. He is big heartedness
itselt, and some of the things printed
about him since the Jeff-Jack negotia-
tions opened are nothing short of
libelous.
I believe both Delaney and Jeffries
would shake hands in a minute un-
less someone with an axe to grind

Neither has littleness in his makeup.
Either or both may have or may
imagine they have grievances. Pos-
sibly this is true, but the difference
isn’t so great it can’t be righted.
Jeffries needs Billy Delaney. ~ Not
that the big fellow won’'t get into con-
dition without his old mentor, but he
would be happier and in better hands
with Delaney on the job and he realiz-
es this better than anyone else.
I can imagine Delaney fidgeting
around like a one-armed lather with
the itch, because he is on the outside
looking in, instead of being where he
belongs, on the inside, running the
show.
The men with Jeffries in this July 4
fight have so much at stake financially
and Jeffries has so much at stake sen-
timentally, that no detail will be ov-
erlooked to keep Jeffries in the happi-
est frame of mind and get him into
the pink of physical condition. And
Delaney is eminently the individual to
do this.
Sam Berger, the happy faced dum-
pling, who signs himself Jeffries’ man-
ager, is the comedian in the Jeff camp.
His good nature keeps Jim in a con-
tinual state of merriment. And this,
by the way is one grand thing for
Jeftries, who is prone to be grouchy
when training. But nevertheless I ne-
ver heard anyone tell that Berger had
won medals as a trainer of athletes.
Despite the contrary talk, and there
is lots of it, I expect to see Delaney
in control of Rowardennan ere long.
What a comfort it will be to hun-

TOMMY BURNS
WINS FROM
BILL LANG

Sydney, N.S.W., April 11.—Tommy
Burns won on points from Bill Lang
heavyweight champion of Australia in
the twentieth round of their fight for
the Australian title today.

Chief interest in the Burn-Lang bout
was derived from the fact that Burns
is the man whose defeat by Jack John
son earned for the American pugilist
the title of heavyweight champlion of
the world and afforded him an oppor-
tunity to meet James J. Jeffries.

Johnson met Lang at Melbourne on
March 4, 1907, and easily wblprd the
Victorian pugilist in nine rounds. At
Sydney on D ber 26, 1908, Joh
defeated Burns who bad claimed the
heavywelght title since it was relin-
quished by Jeffries. This fight was
stopped in the fourteenth round when
Burns was practically helpless. Lang
had won the Australian title by knock-
ing out Bill Squires, his fellow count-
ryman on October 25, last. The de-
cigion was not popular with the crowd
for though Burns had the better ¢~
the first ten rounds, he weakened iu
the latter h alf and Lang rallied.

It has been stoutly maintained by men
who have been in touch with athletics
at Yale that such was not the case
and that the athletes were, if any-
thing, superior as a class in inteliec-
tual work to their fellows. In the
absence of any definite data covering
anything more than a college gener
ation, however, it has been impossible
to enter anything more than a gen-
eral demurrer to the statement,
In order to supply the deficiency.
The Yale Daily News has made a
stndy of the subject, taking as a basis
the proportion of men who won their
“Y” or the equivalent of a “Y” while
in the university who failed to secure
degrees. The result of careful investi-
gation into the subject makes it im-
possible to- say absolutely that the
Yale athlete is on the average a much
better student than the general run of
his class, and that his standing in the
work of the curriculum i s steadily
rising from year to year,
Although track athletics was the
latest of the four major sports in orl-
gin, it is evidently the easiest in
which to obtain a “¥” for more men
have won it in this branch of sport
than in any other, In all, 5568 men se-
cured it, as compared to 404 in foot-
ball, 27 in crew, and 268 in baseball.
Thirty-one men secured their letters
in two or more sports. Up to the end
of June last year the total ntimber of
letter awards was 1417, 1275 of which
represent diplomas.
The classes at present In college
were not taken into consideration, as,
of course, their statistics would have
no bearing on the basis of degree
awards. Of this total of 1417, 142 men
failed to secure their degrees, divid-
ed as far as their sports were con-
cerned as follows: Track, 54; foot-
bali, 35; baseball, 28 and crew, 25, It is
to be noted therefore, that the number
of track men who failed to graduatg is
in greater proportion than their mar-
gin of letter award over other men,
while the crew devotees show a cor-
responding change of position in the
other direction.
In compiling the statistics it was
distinctly noticeable that the number
of non-graduate athletes is steadily
decreasing from year to year, showing
that the sentiment for good curricul-
um work is growing stronger from
year to year. At no time in the history
of athletics at Yale have the men in-
terested in sports taken as a class,
failed to maintain a better grade in
their work.

It can be objected of course, that
men who make the 'Varsity teams have
generally had to try for them for sev-
eral years and that therefore it is not
fair to compare them with the general
run of the classes, many of whose
members drop out in the first year of
work. It should be remembered, how-
ever, that the rule against freshmen
playing has been in force for only a
comparatively short period of time, In
addition the percentage in favor of
the gthlete is so great that a large
concession can be made on these
grounds, still retaining enough to es-
tablish incontrovertibly the original
premise. P

Young Herbert, how-
ever, did not draw on his father for
any money, a facts which indicates
that the young man's strange cruise
has not been unprofitable; or that he
is working his passage home for the
love of roughing it.

Mr. Read's attention was called
to the fact that about the time his
son disappeared from Montreal a
revolutionary movement was in pro-
cess ®f organization in Argentina,
and that it was not an exceptional
thing for Latin American adventurers
to enlist the services of adventurious
young men in Montreal in some of
their enterprises., But he declared he
had given up speculating about
the mystery surrounding the young
man’s career since he left Montreal.
He hoped to hear the whole story
from his son before many weeks.

An Adventurous Spirit.

It is not improbable that some of
the revolutionary juntas may have
prevailed upon young Read, who was
of an adventrous spirit, to make a
trip to the Argentine for the purpose
of taking a hand in the revolution
then in process of organization. But
if so, he did not see much fighting,
the promised revolution fizzled out
without much blood-letting.

The Argentine has enjoyed a stable
government for nigh upon twenty
years, and at the present time a rev-
olutionary movement there is as
Quixotic an affair as that of the hair
brained Brazilian who landed at
Bahia five or six years ago with a
company of 15 young men from. New
York and Montreal, declared war on
the big Republic of Brazil, and found
himself and company in prison in
short order.

JWITOR COMPLANS O
HIGH PRICE OF BROOMS

So Wants Increase of Salary
From School Trustees---An-
other Asserts “Rents and
Groceries is High.”

From the fallure of the broom corn
crop in Hungary to the salary of jani-
tors in St. John school buildings is
a far cry, but the members of the
School Board faced this anomaly at
their monthly meting last evening
when Mr. P. Burke, janitor of the
Douglas Avenue school wrote asking
for an increase in wages, giving as his
reason the higher price of brooms and
brushes which he uses constantly in
his work.
