Washington, D. C,, July 14—The sen-
ate will vote on the Canadian recipro-
city bill July 22, on the wool tariff

Asked as to what he thought would
be the effect upon the reciprocity agit-
ation of the report that there had been
a considerable slump in prices on the
American lumber market during the
past month, he sald he did not credit
the report.

“The American market is dull” he
said, “but I have not heard of any
slump in prices such as was reported
in one of the evening papers.

“What are the causes of the dull
market in the states?”’ Mr. Flemming
was asked

“Well, general

business conditions
have apparently "

not been very good,”
was the answer., “There has been no
liberal buying for quite a while. Am-
erican dealers are not carrying large
stocks, and only send here for sup-
plies when they have a specific de-
mand, Orders or requests for quota-
tions come in bunches and mostly for
quantities.

“The lumbermen of this province
do not put as much faith in the op-
portunities of the American market
some of the advocates of reciproc
seem to think they do. They attach
a great deal more importance to the
English market where the demand is
more constant and prices are not liable
to much fluctuation. About all we ship
to the American market is the small-
er sizes of lumber and scantling and
lathg, and that is not a specially pro-
fitable class of business
“Probably it is not generally known,”
added Mr. Flemming, “that New
Brunswick is beginning to develop an
important market for lumber in Mont-
real and further west.

“How can we compete in that mark-

'l et against the lumber that comes down

the Ottawa to Montreal? Well the
Ottawa output is all pine lumber.
Quite a number of shipments of lum-
ber from New Brunswick have been
sent to Montreal recently, and a modi-
fication of freight rates would enable
us to do a large business with Mont-
real and cities further west.”

Complete Report of the Federal
Member's Excelient Address.

Mr. Crocket after complimenting
the Conservatives of Stanley upon the
splendid work which they had accom-
plished for their party in the- pas:,
and congratulating them upon the fav-

DRAWNWORK HINTS

HEN making drawnwork be
W careful not to put too many

different stitches In one plece
©f work. If possible, use a wooden
frame to hold it firmly. Beglhners
should try for the first plece a dolly
made of butcher's llnen, with a hem-
stitched border.

Decidd the depth yoii wish to work
and carefully cut the threads to that
depth on all sides, ‘next to the hem at
the corners. Draw out the cut threads,

§ Use one-half-inch squares for doilles
@and one-quarter-inch squares for hand-
kerchiefs, making three rows of work
in depth,

Cut one-half inch, leave one-half inch,
&nd repeat until the squares are formed.
Draw three rows from side to side, If
you desire a complete border, thé re-
maining squares to be drawn have their
threads cut at the edge of the center
square and pulled from center to the
hem. With a fine cotton sew around
the inner border and center square,
Now you have the linen in small blocks
of thread and holes. It is well to whip
over all the edges of the solld blocks
to make them firm. Fasten thé thread
in the middle of the lower edge of the
right-hand corner and proceed with the
simplest stitch.

Divide thé strands on each side into
three portions. Carry the needle over
to the side, catch into the middle of the
side and throw the thread over the
polnt Of the needle. making a twisted

v [

Next, carry it directly above and sep-
arate one-third of the strands from the
rest; throw the strand over the needle
Yolnt to make another twist. It is a

underdrawn buttonhole . stitch.

Go to the left side in the same way and

finish at the bottom of the square by
twisting the needle about the first
thread and fasteni the edge of the

around the little square and knotting
the thread when it goes over or under.

The flower stitch is made by taking
two strands of one side of the square
and two on the next side and with a
darning stitch weaving them together
slx times. Take the two middie threads
of the four you have been using and
draw them together three times; this
will make one petal of the flower; the
other six are merely repetitions of the
former stitch. Each block of linen, if
this stitch s used, must be made into
& flower before another stitch is used.

Butterflies are woven in by using the
darning stitch. Begin with six for the
body and widen until the wings are the
desired size; curve slighuy.

In drawnwork the number and ecom-
bination of stitches are almost endless.
You can secure designs, patterns and
directions for working at any of the
large stores that sell art needlework.

“It's impossible to do business in
this city—that is why I am going to
remove my plant to Calgary,” sald
Major Gordon of The Gordon Nall
Werks to a Standard reporter who
interviewed him yesterday. = “Any
outsider who comes here with any
kind of a proposition gets a glorious
welcome, but the man who belongs
here and is trying to develop a local
industry—well, there seems to be a
lot of people anxious to make it im-
possible for him to earn a living.

“Five years ago I had a dispute
with the city over the matter of &
lease. I had made some improvements
which the city did not want to give
me credit for, but after some discus-
sion I arived at an agreement with
the Board of Works. Thereupon a
section of the press and some of the
people made an uproar and unmpeddd
the aldermen. The council turned
down the proposition which the Board
of Works, had agreed to after careful
investigation, and on the advice' of
their legal advisor, As a result I
was involved in litigation and have
had to make five appeals to the Su-
preme Court, and the end is not yet
in sight. Every decision has been in
favor of my campany, but the city
has kept up the fight and put me to
a lot of trouble and expense.

“St, John has a reputation for the
way it treats its own industries. Even
Halifax laughs at St. John. I was
there the other day, and quite a num-
ber of people asked me if the city had
succeeded in putting my company out
of business yet. |

“But the law suit is not the only
reason why I am leaving., There Is
not a slip on the West Side to receive
raw materials, and the C. P. R. has
recently increased freight rates from
St. John to Carleton by ten cents a
ton. The I. C. R. carries steel rods
from Sydney to St. John, a distance
of 400 miles for $1.96 per long ton;
but we have to pay 60 cents a short
ton to get the same material from
St. John to Carleton. That is a ser-
ious bandicap. If K was stopping here

The idea of annexation with Canada
is very popular in the Babamas,” said
Ralph- @. Colling; of Nassau, who was
at the Victoria yesterday.

“It is belleved that the Tslands could
develop a fine market for fruit in Can,
ada, and also for other product

Owing to the duty on fruit entering
the United States the fruit raising
possibilities of the Babamas have
hardly touched. That prevents the
islands making the progress they
ought to, though we have no particu-
lar reason to complain of present con-
ditions. Our people raise consider-
able fruit now, and ship it to New
York, whence some of it finds its way
to the Canadian market, but owing
to the American duty in favor of
Porto Rico and Cuba they don't make
much profit on their exports of fruit,
If we had good connections with Can-
ada we could supply this country with
all kinds of tropi¢al fruits, for the Ba-
hamas can raise fruit with any of the
West Indian Islands.

“Then we could supply Canada with
the best kind of sisal for making
binder twine. Some ofathe islands are

raising considerable quantities of sisal,|

We ship it to New York, and some of
it Is sent on to Canada, and to other
parts of the world. But we get prac-
tically ho direct orders from Canada,
which means, probably, that we get
smaller prices than we ought to, and
the Canadian consumer pays higher
prices than he should do, and all for
the benefit of the New York middle-
men. .

“We have sufficlent hard pine to
supply Canada with a million feet per
month for the next fifty years with-
out reforesting, and as the trees at-
tain a good growth in 25 years we
could export hard pine indefinitely and
increase the output by careful refor-
esting. The Islands produce a fine
quality of hard pine, suitable for ceil-
ing and flooring. The pine takes a
beautiful polish. While in Montreal
the other day 1 saw some of the deal-
e;s, and arranged to make & number
of shi

I would take the r lity of
bringing the matter before the Rallway
Commission. A

“Everybody here in Carleton is
handicapped in the same way, but no-
body has enterprise enough to take the
matter to. the Raillway Commission
with a view to securing a reduction
of rates from the East to the West
For my company this rate is a
serious matter, as our principal com-
petitors in the maritime provinces
are locaed on the East Side, and
have the advantage qver works in
Carleton.”

Asked when he intended to leave
St. John Mr. Gordon said he had con-
siderable material to work up before
he removed his plant, and could not
say definitely when he would make a
start.

HOW ST. JORN'S WATER
SUPPLY 15 WASTED

Ten Million Gallons a Day
Drawn from Supplying
Lakes, and Fully Half of this
is Lost.

It will come as @& surprise to
good many people, even in these hot
summer days, to learn that it takes
10,000,000 gallons of water every
twenty-four hours to supply the city’s
needd. It must not be supposed on
this account that St. John is an un-
usually thirsty city—less than half
this enormous quantity would be suffi-
clent for all purposes, if many of the
mains were not old and leaking or
were not being subjected to a pres-
sure which causes millions of gallons
to run to waste. The records show
that 10,000000 gallons are drawn
every day from Lake Latimer and
the Loch Lomond. Where the half
that is wasted goes to no one knows.

It is hoped that extensive renewals
of the mains which are to be made
this season will have the effect of
reducing the waste, but nothing less
than & thorough overhauling of the
distribution system will enable the
city to get the full benefit of what is,
fortunately, an almost limitless source
of supply.

Residents on Mount Pleasant and
other summits were without water
for some hours yesterday on account
of repairs being made on No. 3 main
near the junction with the Hickey
road. A leak had developed at a man-
hole and a new gasket, equivalent to
a “washer” on a large scale, had to
be finstalled. The work took longer
than was anticipated and considerable
inconvenience resulted from the weak
pressure. Repairs were
