London, Dec. 19.—The peace con-
ference held a brief session today.
The Turkish delegates announced
that fresh instructions had been des-
patched from Constantinople by spe-
cial courier; therefore adjournment
until Saturday was taken, by which
time the instructions should reach
London. “

News comes from the Ottoman cap-
ital tonight that the government is
empowering the delegates to proceed
with the negotiations with the Greeks
&8 well as the Balkan plenipetentia-
ries. The decision tends towards
peace, as there has been @ suspicion
that the Turks were manouvering for
time so that they might strengthen
their army. The conference is now
in exactly the same position as the
Portsmouth’ conference after the first
week’s work. The different parties
are daily feeling{the ground before
striking a decisive blow.

Jalkan delegates expressed disgust
at the way affairs were dragging,
while five armies and three beseiged
towns were enduring all the suffer-
ings of war and the respective 'coun-
tries were the prey of desolation, mis-
ery and death.

A Bulgarian delegate observed that
the Turks were much mistaken if they
delayed the conference, hoping to
strengthen their army with troops from
Asia. These reinforcements were chief-
ly composed of undisciplined Basbi-
Bazouks, who would pfove a serious
danger not to the enemy but to the
Turks themselves,

In the meantime the allies are con-
centrating greater forces along the
Tchatalja front, to enable them, if war
18 resumed, to arrive at Constantinople
within a few days.

The prevailing opinion is that the
various postponements are aiming at
intervention by the powers, Turkey
hopes to obtain better terms through
the powers, some of whom have pre-
dominant interests in the Ottoman em.
pire. Begides, Turkey would consider
it less humiliating to cede territory
on pressure from the pewers than at
the command of the Balkan states,
which were depicted to the Mussul-
man world until recently as negligible
quantities, The Greek propesals will be
more complicatgd than those of the
other allies, because they include the
question of capitulations, which Greece
alone among the Balkan states enjoys
in Turkey with the great powers. The
capitulations, originally imposed on
Turkey by the republic of Genoa in
1653, included exemption from taxation
for foreign subjects, special courts, and
other privileges., Greece is ready to
accept a clause in the treaty with
Turkey promising to renounce the
right of capitulations when the other
powers do the same.

Chester H.-Krum, Lawyer for

Indianapolis, Dec. 19.—Upon the Me-
Namara brothers and Ortie E. Mc-
Manigal “the confessed dynamiters”
who in the name of the labor unions,
committed crimes against which civil-
ization revolts, but in which the labor
unions took no part, Chester H. Krum
arguing to the jury in the dynamite
conspiracy trial today rested the re-
sponsibility for thie series of explosions
which the 40 defendants are charged
with having caused.

Mr. Krum, associated with U. 8.
Senator John W, Kern, ag counsel for
the defense, told the jurors the govern.
ment had failed to show that President
Frank M. Ryan and the other officlals
of the Iron Workers Union had violat-
ed the federal statute prohibiting the
carrying of explosives on passenger
trains and that the government has
based itg charges Chiefly upon the ad-
missions of the dynamiters.

“It is natural that your jurors,” said
Mr, Krum, “who have heard the stories
repeated here, should have feelings of
horrow and indignation. Do we con-
demn the acts of the dynamiters? The
government has characterized James B:
McNamara, the destroyer of human
life at Los Angeles, as a degenerate.
What in the name of God shall we call
John J. McNamara? If he isn't a par-
anoiac there never was ene. Think of
how, in the name of union Yabor, he di-
rected the crime which hurled human

burial. We regret that any such condi-
tion ceuld have been brought about in
a civilized community.”"When Mr.Krum
told the jury that the statute of limi-
tation had run againft some of the
acts charged, Judge Anderson inter-
rupted him, saying: “You tell that to
the jury and I shall instruct the jury
it is not the law.”

REPORTED MASSACRE
OF THE CHRISTIANS

Vice Admiral Halil Pasha
and Many Officers and
Men Among Killed ---
Ships Severely Dam-
aged.

Athens, Deec. 19.—Viee Admiral
Halil Pasha, formerly Minister of Ma-
rine in the Turkish cabinet, was kille
ed in the naval engagement between
the Greeks and Turks off the Darda-
nelles on December 16. This is the
report received from a Greek captain
who has just arrived from the Darda-
nelles and made public through &
semi-official agency.

Vice Admiral Halil Pasha was om
board the flagship Kheyr Eddin Bar-
baros which, according to the same
authority, was very seriously damaged
Four other officers aboard the flagship
were killed and a Jlarge number of
sailors were Kkilled or wounded. A
hospital ship was sent to take care of
the wounded.

Three of the other Turkish ships
engaged in the battle sustained severe
damage. The flagship Barbarossa
was pierced by shells on both the port
and starboard sides. Fire broke out
but was controlled. It was necessary
to use the collision mats in order to
keep the flagship from sinking. The
Greek Captain asserted also that three
Turkish destroyers were hit during
the fight.

The next invention was in the na-
ture of a revolution.

The
cme skate was invented by an Ameri-
1. It is the skate upon which mest
of us learned the art. Like most other
reat inventions, it was very simple in
principle. Composed wholly of metal,
the great feature of the acme lay in
the fact that it was easy to fit, and
that by merely pressing a spring in
the side the skate became firmly at-
tached to any boot upon which ‘it
could be clamped. The coming of the
acme drove the old-fashioned woollen
skate from the market, and dor a
long time it reigned without rivals to
dispute its claim.

In England, before the introduction
of the acme skate that would clamp
itselt upon any shoe, the fashion cof
having special skating boots had
arisen.  On the fens, where skating,
and especially figure skating, was
very popular, and had, indeed, attract-
ed the attention of the champions of
Europe the habit of having special
boots for skating had arisen. In this
country the idea was to use the ordin-
ary boot.

CANADA COMPARED WITH
PLATO'S IDEAL COUNTRY

—

Or. Hutten, of Teronto University, Tells Canadian Club De-
- minion has Combination of Virtues whichMake for
Greatness—Our Destiny Must Lie within British Empire.

A comparison of Canada with Plato's
ideal country was the theme of an in-
teresting lecture delivered by Dr. Hut-
ton, of Toronto University, before a
meeting of the Canadian Club, held in
Kelth's Assembly Rooms, last evening.
While there were freguent outcrop-
pings of satire, and fanciful referen-
ces In the lecture; it was fill of much
scholarly wisdom, one of those lec-
tures which provoke thought, rather
than attempte to convey a definite mes.
sage. It was much appreclated by the
audience, which was by no means as
large as it should have been.

After Juncheon the president of the
club, T. H, Bullock, briefly introduced

the lecturer,

In opening, Dr, Hutton spoke of
Plato’s speculations regarding the
characteristics and qualities essential
to the development of an ideal com-
munity. According to Plato, the first
virtue was composed of self-reliance,
aggression, manliness,” while the eec-
ond estential virtue was made up of
intelligen gentleness, patience, and
forbearan: The Greek philosopher
Ielll that these virtues were incompati-
ble,

The gpeaker went on to describe the
growth of an ideal state, and claimed
that in Canada the conditions requir-
ed by Plato had been met, by the fact
that the nation was made up of Brit.
ons who poesessed the qualities of
masterfulness, aggression and govern.
ing ability, of French, who possessed
the qualities of intelligence, and the
other feminine virtues, and of the Unit-
ed Empire Loyalists, who gave to the
national character, the qualities of fi-
delity, and a blend of the qualities of
the American spirit and the British
genius,

Where Our Virtues Come From.

According to Plato, independent
states and colonies have opposite vir-
tues. But it was the mission of Can-
dada to show the possibility of blend-
ing the three virtues of self-rellance,
intelligence and loyalty, In Canada we
have all the  conditions which made
Ameriea great, all but the unhappy
quarre] with the Mother Country. From
the British etock and the climate we
get the primary virtue of self-reli
ance; from the Empire Lovalists, the
virtues of gentleness, fidelity, and
loyalty, and from the French, we get
the other complementary virtues, In
Canada we have a blending of the trin.
ity of virtues,

Continuing, the speaker sald that
the surprising result of the last elec-
tion illustrated the sagacity and acu:
men of the Greek philosopher, Aristo-
tle, who declared that people were gen-
etally agreed on the major premises,
but wete usually fighting about details.
At the last election every one was
agreed about the major premises:
what would make for the unity of the
Bmpire was desirable. But there were
two minor views of the matter. One
was that the increasing the prosperity
of Canada would make for the good of
the Empire; the other that the Em-
pire would be injured by increasing
the Americanization of the country,

To a philosopher there was congola.
tion in the thought that the difference
between the parties was so gmall. The
tendency of British politics was not to
take Jong views or think of the fu-
ture. The,British were usually con-
cerned with the affairs of the immedi-
ate present; they did not consider prin-
ciples or posterity. The French were
more concerned with ideals and ideas.
What the AugloSaxens have accom.
plished has always seemed to be by
accldent; never the result of fore.
sight or farsight,

A Philosophic Election.

Hence there is consolation in the
thought that Canada has had one real
philosophic election, fought over a
question which would affect posterity,
a great deal more than the people of
today, The election was also memor-
able because it had tended to break
up party linés, and the contempt for
politics which prevails in some quar-
ters,

Continuing, he saild that Canada, it
it merged with the American Republic
or set up a house of its own would
be committing suicide. In one case
it would lose its identity; in the other
it would become so parochial that it
would' not present any national indl-
viduality to the world. If Canada and
the other outlying states remain with
the Empire, it will have as many
faces as truth (tself. The Empire
preserves for Canada the pride in the
history and traditions of the race, and
gives it a keen interest in all the ex-
periments  made  throughout the
daughter states. The Empire was al-
80 & refuge against commercialls
and by the greatness of the outlooky
also a refuge against small politics,

Monarchical Government Best.

An objection urged against the
American type of imperialism was
that it reduced the people to a dead
level of uniformity and monotony.
But this did not hit Candgda. 7To re-
main in the Empire would enable
Canada to develop originality and va-
rlety.

Goldwin Smith had sald that nature
had laid its heavy hand upon us and
joined ue with the United States. But
the whole history of civilization was
the history of the triumph of the hu-
man will over the forces of nature
and geography. Canada was not the
only country that was fighting against
nature and geography.

The speaker contrasted the mon-
archical and republican form of gov-
ernment, and contended that the form-
er was superior, and that it was not
surprising to have such a fact admit.
ted by such a well known revolution-
aty socialist as Hyndman,

At the close of the lecture the Pres-
{dent extended Dr, Hutton the thanks
of the club, after which the National
Anthem was sung and tHe gathering
broke up.

the spat and allow them an-opportun-
ity to grow up and eventually attend
an oyster supper,

The Canada Oyster Company plans
on developing an extensive industry
at Bay Verte.

At the meeting of the government
the first quarterly report of the Farm
Settlement Board was presented, and
was favorably commented on.
