Fredericton, April 21.—The water in
the river here was rising "this even-
tng at the rate of an inch an hour,
considerably faster than earlier in the
day. There is no sign as yet of ice
breaking away here although the wat-
is unusually high. The weather
tonight feels more like early in March
than the latter part of April,

The St. John River is clear of solid
fce this afternoon the entire distance
from Grand Falls dewn'to Bear Island
about 22 miles above Fredericten.
The ice' has been running as far
down as the head of Mactnaquac Is-
land, 14 miles above the city. A tre-
mendous jam has formed there and
extended at noon today as far up river
as Bear Island,

The big jam is already eight miles
long, and the tremendous pressure of
fce running the entire length of the
river as far-as Grapd Falls with a
heavy current behind It is expected
to cause the ice on the lower river
to make a move at an ‘earlier date
than expected.

plot to coerge Ulster led to a remark-
ably “heated series of exchanges be-
tween the leaders of the government
and the opposition.

Premier Asquith’'s refusal of a ju-
dicial investigation brought Mr. Bonar
Law to his feet, and he asked heatedly.
“Is not the Right Hon. Gentleman
aware that statements made by him
have been proven false?” amidst
loud opposition cheers.” What guar-
antee have we that a similar line of
defence will not be taken on a further
occasion.” Why, asked Mr. Law, if
the the Premier had nothing to be
ashamed of should he object to have
the truth tested at an enquiry where
statements could be made under
nath?

Again the Premier rose, with every
sign of anger. “I am not aware of any-
thing of the sort,” he declared, amidst
goverifment cheers. “If the hon, gen-
tleman is prepared to sustain his alle-
gations I will give him a day for that
purpose at the earliest possible date.”

“I have made the charge twice and
the right hon. gentleman has not dealt
with it,” retorted Mr. Bonar Law.

“Then am I to understand that he
does not want a day for this discus-
sion?” asked the premier. “This
house and the country wants {0 know
the truth,” ;gplled Mr. Law. “It is only
by getting the testimony of those di-
rectly employed by the government
that we shall get at the truth.”

“I really do not know on what auth-
crity the honorable gentleman claims
to speak for the country,” replied the
premier.

There was an angry growl from the
opposition at this taunt, “They are
running away,” shouted one Liberal
member.

Mr. Asquith proceeded to say that
the additional papers which had been
promised in reference to incidents re-
garding the army’s duty in Ulster
would be ready tomorrow.

“When we see these papers we shall
consider what steps we may think it
worth our while to take,” retorted Mr,
Bonar Law, amidst laughter from the
opposition ranks.

“Why is the right hon. gentleman
afraid of a judicial enquiry?” proceed-
ed Mr. Law, after the noise had sub-
sided. “Is it that all their evidence
must be under oath?"”

“l am not in the least afraid,” re
torted the Premier. “But if the lead-
ers of the opposition are to make any
charges against the honor of ministers
they must make them in this house,

Mr. Law’s reply to this was lost
in the general noise, he being heartily
cheered by his followers at the firm
stand he had presented to the Pre«
mier.

A CHANCE FOR
INVENTORS

The high gloss of ordinary varnish
has long’ been objectionable to most
people of quiet tastes and many at-
tempts have been made by the var-
nish manufacturers to produce a var-
nish, which, without *.being rubbed,
will give the same effect as a rubbed
finish.

The gloss of the varnish is due part.
ly to the rosin but chiefly to the oil
contained. Until about fifteen years
2g0 linseed was the ofl universally
used in varnishes and linseed oil nat-
urally dries with a gloss. A number
of flat or dull finish varnishes were
placed on the market about that time
and the flatting agents were bees-wax,
Japan wax, aluminum palmitate, etc.,
dissolved in varnish and the latter
thinned considerably with turpentine.
As all these materials tend to slow
the drying and to decrease the hard-
ness and durability; of the material, a
varnish long in linseed oil could not
be successfully flated for the reason
that to overcome the gloss of the ofl
80 much flated agent was required
that the resulting product had practi-
cally no hardness or durability, hence
short @il varnishes were used, of no
great durability in themselves and oc
considerably less durability after the
incorporation of the flatting agent.

The introduction of China wood ofl
into the general use in varnish making
at about this time, resulted in an im-
provement in these flat varnishes. Chi-
2 wood oil in itself dries flat. In fact
for some time a great many accident-
ly flat varnishes appeared on the mar-
ket, intended by their manufacturers
to dry with gloss but which because
of insuficient knowledge of the way
to treat wood oil were apt, under cer-
tain conditions of ventilation, to dry
fiat. By substituting china wood oil
for linseed in flat varnishes some im-
provements were made, 4s more oil
and less wax could be used, resulting
in more™ durable surfaces.

Even so, however, these flat varni-
shes have serioug defects. The wax,
soap, or similar material used for flat-
ing, not only diminishes the durability
of the varnish but also settlés out es-
pecially in cold weather, the clear
varnish drying with gloss. Nor are
these wax flats easy to finish over.

Of all the waxes, Carnauba or Bra-
zil wax would be the ideal flatting
agent, if it could be held in solution:
It is quite hard, tough, and durable,
but unfortunately while soluble in hot
oll or varnish, it granulates out on
cooling.

The next step In the production of
flat varnishes, says the Painter and
Decorator, was the employment of an
active pigment which would act chem-
ically on the acid rosin of the varnish,
‘producing false body, requiring extra
thinning, and thus flatting the varnish.
The oxide and carbonate of magnes-
fum are the pigments employed for
this purpose, the varnish being made
from a fairly acid rosin and china
wood oil. When such a varnish is
ground with one of these pigments,
and the thick paste thinned down with
turpentine, very handsome flat fin-
ishes are produced, probabply the
smoothest dull finishes made. Apart
from the settling of the pigment,—a
minor fault—these magnesia flats are
open to one serious objection which
has prevented their making greater
headway. This is the fact that the
chemical action of the pigment cannot
be checked permanently at any given
stage, but continues indefinitely even
after the flat varnigh is shipped. The
result is that the thickening may con-
tinue until the product is livered or
solid before it can be used. Then,
too, the false bodying and consequent
thinning mean that a very thin film
of the finish is left on the work, and
of course this thin film s not as dur-
able as that given by a varnish of
proper body, while the alkaline pig-
ment decreases the water resistance
of the film. Other emulsions, such a8
tungate of aluminum, hydrate of alu-
minum, ¢te., have been used, but with-
out conspicuous success.

For a dead flat finish, nothing can
excel in durability a varnish made
from a good hard rosin, raw china
wood oil, and turpentine, the oil and
the rosin” being so manipulated that
the oil retains its flat drying property.
The writer has some weathered oak
furniture, finished ten years ago with

|such a varnish, made and applied by

himself, and the finish is still perfect.
Such varnishes, however, are not suit-
able for the general trade, as they re-
quire perfect conditions of ventilation
to dry flat, and even with the best of
care and dttention will dry with a
high gloss a good part of the time.
The latest development in flat var-
nishes is in the use of East Indian ros-
in, a semi-fossil Damar containing a
natural wax-like body, and drying dull.
Cut cold, or at a low heat, with china
wood ofl, this rosin makes probably
the best flat finishes so far developed.
Bast Indian flat varnishes are cloudy,
due to this wax, and settle out the
wax, but this sediment shakes up
readily. They stand water well, and
are fairly durable.

The fact that there are on the mar-
ket today flat finlshes made.on each of
the lines herein mentioned is proof in
ftself that the perfect flat varnish is
yet to be discovered. In the writer's
opinion, such a finish should be of
good varnish body, not carrying an ex-
cesisve amount of thinners, should be
made, preferably from a hard rosin,
with plenty of oil for durability,
should not settle out the flatting agent
and should not be affected by age. If
such a varnish can be produced which,

when applied with a brush, will dry
out to ag handsome and satisfactory

Citizeng in general should remem-
ber .rat the time for the renovating
and brightening up of the. premises
is at hand. Besides the clearing away
of the rubbish and materials that ave
accumulated during the winter
months, there is need of new paint
on many of the houses in St. John.

Visitors to the e¢ity have often com-
mented. on our beautiful location and
natural characteristics but there has
heen a general feeling of regret that
the appearance of dwellings have not
been renewed by the aid of paint, In
St. John where many of the dwellings
are constructed of wood the need of
paint is often more apparent than in
the cities where the brick and stone
constructions are more prominent in
the residential sections.

Paint helps to preserve the wood
and lessen the need of repairs. Take
any of St. John's residential sections
and buildings that would be greatly
benefitted by a coating of paint are
quite the rule, The people of St. John
are progressive in many lines but the
benefits of having their dwelling
freshly painted excepting at long in-
tervals has pever been gencrally rec-
ognized,

Last season a clean-up day was ob-
served and general good resulted, but
the idéa’ should . be extended to the
painting of houses. Besides the bright-
euning up of the eity the newly painted
houses help the general business of
the city and when there is need of
selling a house the well painted struc.
tures demand better prices than those
in need of repairs and paint,

Many citizens have
matter and have  arranged to have
their dwellings painted during the
present year, but there is still need
for many more such efforts. Progress
ive citizens should take the matter
into consideration and by their exam-
ple show the more backward what
can be done in the way of brightening
up.

PLUMBAGO.

The
vehicle, therefore, must be energetic
enough in its.drying propensities to
enable it to dry in spite of the non-
drying tendencies of the pigment with
which it is incorporated. The best

vehicle for graphite is boiled oil, and
we adyise grinding graphite in the best
boiled oll obtainable. Neither the
heat conductivity of graphite paint
under the action of a blazing sun, nor
the electrical conducivity of graphite
under normal circumstances, appear
to have received the attention which
they deserve.

In respect to changing over from
band labor and primitive methods of
soap boiling to machinery, steam boil-
Ing and other improvements, the Rus-
sian soap industry made great ad-
vances last year, when many factories
were provided with cutting machines,

autopresses, steam boilers, etc. Many
factory owners decided to adopt fat
splitting and are taking the necessary
steps thereto, notwithstanding some-

what unsuccessful experiments ak
ready made in that direction. Only
old boilers gshow declded antagonism
to the process.—The new oil mill “Sir-
kis” opened ‘in Odessa,’ will produce

between 500 and 600 poods of coco-
nut oil per day. The total production
of copra oil in Odessa last year was
estimated at 700,000 -poods (11,600
tons.)

PROMISSORY NOTES
BASIS OF ACTION
President of St. John and
Quebec RailwayCompany
tells of his dealings with
James D, Seely.

The case of Thomas Nagle vs. The
Quebec and St. John Construction
Compauy, and The St. John and Que-
bec Railway Company came up for
trial in the Circuit Court yesterday
morning before Mr, Justice McKeown;
and the following jury: John H. Hamil
ton, Edward P. Watson, William Charl-
ton, Frank R. Coleman, Frederick
French, Harold Suli William A,
Stackhouse. William Tait and Willlam
H. Pyne were challenged by the de-
fendant’s solicitor, and Harry J. Short
by the plaintiff's solicitor. Dr. W. B.
Wallace, K. C., and H. O. McInerney
appbared for the plaintiff, and D. Mul-
lin, K. C, and P. A. Guthrie for the
defence.

This suit is brought to recover $12,-
000 the amount of a promissory note,

points from the morning’s low. Con-
tinued English buying is reported and
it is now thought that a good many
traders who were disposed to ligui-
date their holdings will hang on that
a definite date has been fixed for the
exchange of securities.

Hon. Mr. Griffiths Replies
to Head of English Finan-
cial House, and .Points
Out Soundness of Canadi-
an Issues. ;

London, April 2F—An interesting
incident arose at
last uight's dinner of the Jewish so-
ciety of Maccabeans given in homor
of the Dominion’s representatives.
Lord Emmont represented the gov-
ernment, .and there were also pres-
ent Sir Stuart Samuel, M. P., head of
the financial bouse of Montagce,
Israel Zangwill, Walter Emmanuel,
the Punch humorist, Sir John Ander-
son,. colonlal office; Hon,. Mr. Myers,
minister of defence of New Zealand;
Hon. Mr, MacKenzie, high commis-
sioner for New Zealand, and Hon, Mr.
Griffiths, official secretary of the Ca-
nadlan government here.

Sir Stuart Samuel, proposing the
toasts™ to 'thé Dominions, and speak-
ing with all the weight of a leading
British financier, made what was ac-
cepted as a reflection upon Canadian
financial operations, and said it would
be well if the Dominions considered
whether it would not be wise to give
the British market & breathing spell
between the repeated application for
money, which, among other results,
has raised the rate of interest against
them.-

Hon. Mr. Griffiths responding re-
spectfully submitted that it was un-
necessary to refer to the government
securities of Canada, which stood upon
an impregnable basis, and this.also
explained the Canadian municipal
position. Moreover all Canadian con-
cerns managed with prudence were
in a sound condition today. He sub-
mitted that Sir Stuart should address
his advice to the men of London who
he shrewdly suspected were at least
as fully involved as any Canadians
in the exploitation of unsound propo-
sitions.

WHERE: FARMER CAN
INCREASE PROFITS

Montreal, April 21.—When the
western farmer learns that he can
raise hogs and by feeding his grain
to them realize a forty per cent.
increase in the price of his wheat, or
fitty per cent. on his oats then there
will be more mixed farming in the
Canadian Northwest than was ever
dreamed of before, said® Mr, A, M.
Dorin of Edmonton, Alberta, who i8
in Montreal with five carloads of
prime western hogs today.

“We have been sending our grain
in previous years, he sald, “to mark-
et and realizing something like 60
cents per bushel for our best wheat
after hauling it to the elevators and
about 25 cents for our oats. But many
of us in the Northwest are awaken-
ing now and instead are hauling the
grain to our barns and feeding it to
pigs. In ‘this way we are turning
sixty per cent. wheat into dollar
wheat, and 26 cent oals in fifty cent
oats.”

Street absorbed in news
concerning Mexico— Def-
inite move at Capital re-
lieved Uncertainty of past
few days.

New York, April 21.—Notwithstand
ing the depressing influence of the
Mexican crisis, the stock market ad-
vanced today. Technical conditions
proved to have a stronger influence
than the-Mexican news. It was appar-
ent that the steady selling on the de-
cline of the past week had brought
about an oversold condition, It was as-
serted by some brokers that, in pro-
portion to the amount of business,
there was now outstanding a larger
short interest than at any other time
recently. Whether or not such an un-
usual condition exists offerings were
sufficiently scarce to impel short cov-
ering on a rising scale of prices. On-
ly onece—shortly after an opening rise
was the upward movement halt-
ed. Prices were forced back to yes
terday’s close, but the demand ex-
panded on the recession and the mar-
ket quickly sought a higher level.
Once again the bears attempted a
raid and succeeded in forcing down
Lehigh Valley to 132%, but the weak-
ness of this stock had no Influence
elsewhere. Demand was most general
in the raflroad list, in which there
nearly a score of gains of one to two
points but some of the industrials in-
cluding Steel and Amalgamated, rose
strongly.
The street was as greatly absorbed
in Mexican news as it was yesterday,
and speculators were on edge all day
awaiting some developments of suffi-
cient importance to exert a decided in-
fluence on the market.

Richard de Marquis is the real name
of the eminent Giant pitcher whose
name appears in the box score as Mar
quard, and who is popularly known
among the fans ag “Rube.” The val-
iant and redoubtable Richard was
born in. Cleveland just a quarter of
a cventury ago today, April 22, 1889,
His change of name is an illustration
of the power of the press. When Rich-
ard, aftér a season with Canten, 0.,
in the Central League, was signed by
the Indianapolis American Association
club, a Hoosler sporting scribe, either
by mistaké or because he didn't con-
sider De Marquis a proper sort of mon-
aker for a ball player, referred to him
as Marquard. In spite of Rube's stren-
uous denials, the name of Marquard
stuck, and he was forced to accept it
as his own, At Canton.the lengthy
twirler won twenty-three out of thirty-
nine games, and he annexed twenty.
eight of the forty games he pitched for
Indianapolis, That performance na-
turally attracted wide attention, and
Marquard became the property of the
Giants for & cash consideration of
$11,000. His first year in the big league
was a dismal fallure, and Marquard

' RUBE MARQUARD

received the title of “the $11,000 lem-
on.” That he stuck it out and eventu-
ally became one of the most brilliant
stars of the dlamond was due in part
to the confidence which “Muggy” Me-
Graw had in his ability to make good,
and in part to the careful coaching
of Wilbert Robinson. “Robby,” now
the manager of the Brookiyn Dodgerg
but then coach of the Giant pitchers,
shared McGraw's faith in the “Lemon’
and while pres¢ and public were pan-
ning Marquard and demanding his re-
lease, “Robby” was puting the Rube
through that course of careful .train-
ing that made him one of the greatest
pitchers of the age. As a matter of
fact, it was a case of ingrowing stage
fright that ailed Marquard. When he
went out to the box on a big league
diamond he was so filled with fear
that he couldn’t get the ball over when
runners were on the bases that he
didn’t put anything on the pill, and as
a result the batters fell on his deliv-
ery and smote him sore. Robby restor-
ed the pitcher's lost confidence and

Roger Miller Construction
Company to assemble
Dredging Plant in Straits
of Northumberland.

Captain Stitt of Toronto, who is con-
nected with the Roger Miller Company
which has the contract for the con-
struction of the ferry slip at Carleton
Point, P. E. I, arrived in the city yes-
terday on his way to New York.

Captain Stitt. is going to New York
to make arrangements for towing
some scows and ‘other plant to Nor
thumberland Straits to be used in con-
nection with the dredging operations
there.

FUNDY SAFEGUARDS
Minister's energetic action
wins hearty approval of
all —Stronger Lights for
Bay.

In a news letter issned by the St.
John Board ‘of Trade to one hundred
end fifty newspapers on April 16 great
appreciation is expressed for the ex-
cellent and: energetic work of Hon. J.
D. Hagzen, Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, in effecting improvements
in the way of affording safeguards to
ships in the Bay of Fundy and in the
St. John harbor. Besides the many
improvements, Hon. Mr. Hazen -has
gathered information that will lead to
further improvements along the coast.
All the members, of the board greatly
appreciate the effective ald rendered
by the minister,

| 8t. JOHN BOARD OF TRADE
16th April, 1914,

During the past winter the St. John
Board of Trade has dealt with many
matters which are of importance, not
only to the trade of the port, but of
the Dominion. In matbers relating to
the navigation of the Bay of Fundy,
through the hearty co-operation of
Hon. J. D. Haven, Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, the board has been able
to do splendid work in making better
provision for ‘the safety of vessels.

In November last the board decided
to send a letter to the captains of all
incoming steamships asking for recom-
mendations regarding safeguards in
the bay and the appreach to St. John
harbor. Between sixty and seventy
such recommendations were received,
and in February, through the energet-
ic action of HMon. Mr. Hazen, these
were tabulated by his department, and
the board gent out a circular to the
steamship captains asking for further
expressions of opinion. These when
received, were sent to Hon. Mr. Ha-
zen, who convened the Lightouse
Board, and through the action of his
department the folowing very impor
tant changes were adopted:

Important Changes

(1) A new Lightship to cost $150,
000 and ready Jn 19% is to be con:
structed to realace the Lurcher or any
other lightship, that might require re-
pairs.

(2) The Musguash light to be chan-
ged to a quadrupe flashing light with
156,000 candle power,

(3) Cape Spencer light is changed
to a double flashing light of 25,000 can-
dle power, and the Musquash, Le-
preaux and €ape Spencer lights will
each be made distinctive.

(4) Partridge Island light at the
mouth of St. John harbor will be chan-
ged to a powenful single flashing light
of 100,000 candle power.

(5) Brier Island light is changed to
a quadruple flashing Hght of the third
order.

(6) A submarine bell is installed on
Blonde Rock.

(7) Cape Sable light is to be greatly
increased in power.

(8) Hereafter news of any light
changes will be made in advance.

(9) An investigation will be made
and if good holding ground is attain-
able, the Lulsher light will be moved
two miles farther west.

Passenger Berths

A very important matter with which
the board has dealt is that of provid-
ing a modern passenger steamship
berth on the West Side of the harbor.
It has been proposed, and the govern-
ment is now considering the proposal
to take over what is called No, 1 berth
from the city and have it equipped
with immigration sheds, baggage quar-
ters and every convenience for the
prompt and satisfactory handling of
passengers. The recommendation of
the board that a revetment wall sev-
eral thousand feet long to be con-
structed to enable the Canadian Pa-
cific. Railway to fill in the space be-
hind and greatly extend its terminals
has also been promised favorable con-
sideration by the government, which
has promised also to extend the break-
water to Partridge Island at a cost gf
at least $750,000. :

Immigration Policy

Still another matter of importance ‘

has been a study by the board of the
immigration policies of other provin-
ces, and a recommendation based on
this knowledge has been sent out to
the provincial government, to bring
New Brunswick up to date in its im-
migration policy. The board has also
been instrumental in getting a num-
ber of customs house rules amended
to facilitate the transaction of busi-
ness.

At the board’s request a progress
chart, amended every month, is on ex-
hibition in the board rooms, showing
the progress made. from month to
month by the Norton Griffiths’ Com-
pany on the great harbor works at
Courtenay Bay.
