'Impregnable.’ We are now less than 
2 kilometres from Peronne.”

(Paris, July 10.—The baking by the 
French of the Blaches village, on the 
(bank of the Somme opposite Ste. Rade- 
gonde, the prlhclpah suburb of Per- 
onne, was accomplished In about an 
hour and a half. A French lieutenant, 
who took part In the assault, described 
the action as follows:

“About noon word came for the 
divisions to keep ready and at one our 
stndlers advanced to the attack all 
along the front from Sormont Farm to 
iBelloy-En-Santerre.

"The first German line was passed 
almost without fighting, so effective 
had the preparatory bombardment 
been, but when we entered Blaches at 
ten minutes after two we found every 
house organized as a fort and supplied 
with a number of machine guns. Our
artillery, however, by Its accuracy and I review of the military situation, pub- 
power destroyed these defenses,lushed in today's Temps.

The paper says that all the results 
expected have been accomplished, and' 
that further successes are assured.

"Everybody will realize,'’ says the 
Temps, "the danger of making known 
In the newspapers the plan which Is 
belçg executed by Gen. Joffre. It must 
be understood that the operations can­
not be carried out in a rigid and in­
variable form. Napoleon, himself, nev­
er entertained such ideas. His plans 
were dominated by one chief purpose, 
and were In a state of continuous evo­
lution. He modified them after observ­
ing the movements of the enemy.

"Our operations have begun and be­
gun well, and it is unnecessary to seek 
to foretell what will follow. On the 
immense front where the French are 
in contact with the enemy the develop­
ments will be evolutionary. Without 
putting aside his main purpose the 
French commander m*y modify hi» 
first intentions.”

Petrograd, July 10, via London.—The 
Russian forces advancing In Volhynla 
towards Kovel are crossing the River 
Stokhod at various points, closely 
pressing the Teutonic forces oppos­
ing them, says today’s war office state­
ment

The passage of the river is being 
accomplished under serious difficul­
ties. The official communication says 
that the crossings of the river have 
In most cases been destroyed by the 
opposing armies.

"Throughout the whole line, on both 
sides of the front, aviators made nu­
merous flights. In the region of the 
Choubinsky Canal, east of the conflu­
ence of the Niemen and the Beresna, 
our artillery brought down a German 
aeroplane. The pilot and mechanic 
were made prisoner. A group of at 
least ten aeroplanes attacked Molo- 
dechno and dropped forty bombs which 
set the hay depot on fire.

"Near the villages of Svldniki, 
Starty Moesor and Novy Mossor, on 
the left bank of thex Stokhod, lively 
fighting is proceeding. We took Ger-

This seemed to set­
tle matters, and the riot gradually 
subsided about 11 o'clock.

Russia had mined the Aland waters 
and the German fleet managed to de­
stroy only some signal stations.

Another element of importance at­
tached to the Alande when British sub­
marines managed to pass the shallow 
sound separating Denmark and Swe­
den and entered the Baltic.
Alande are now offering them & splen­
did base, and the recent activities of 
Russian submarines have put a sudden 
stop to German shipping in the North­
ern Baltic. The submarines also con­
stitute a continuing menace against 
any naval craft whldh may venture 
out of the south.

In the negotiations of the North 
Sea Baltic treaty In 1908 Russia prom­
ised her present allies, Great Britain 
and France, out of consideration for 
Sweden, not to fortify the Aland Is­
lands. The Swedish people are a unit 
In regarding as a threat and a men­
ace, any permanent military works on 
this archipelago. But they now have 
the assurance of both France and 
Great Britain ae well as Russia that 
the works nearing completion are not 
of that character and will all be taken 
away when the present war la ended. 
Professor Steffens, author 
Alands interpellation, has declared 
such promises are worthless, that the 
present war has shown that diplomatic 
notes and promises are indeed but 
‘scraps of paper,” not to be regarded 
when conflicting with the interest of 
a belligerent.

Stockholm, June 20—The Swedish 
people are breathing more easily now 
than at any other time since war be­
gan. They are convinced at last that 
their king and their government are 
determined to maintain a strict and 
impartial neutrality until peace shall 
have been declared, and they are 
plunging wltih renewed vigor Into a 
prosperity unprecedented In the his­
tory of the country.

That Sweden would give up this 
prosperity and the happiness which 
Ibas come with it for the perils, the 
poverty and the misery of war seemed 
unthinkable to the foreign observer, 
but It cannot be denied that tlhe politi­
cal and International crisis through 
which the country passed In the latter 
part of May brought It dangerously 
near to the brink of catastrophe. Not 
that the people wanted war—far from 
it—but the anti-Russian propaganda 
carried forward by an Influential group 
of politicians known as the activists 
attained for a time a momentum that 
threatened all thfc dictates of neutral­
ity and was outspokenly an effort to 
force Sweden into war with her tra­
ditional enemy, Russia, and thus ally 
this part of Scandinavia with the Cen­
tral Powers.

This activist movement was de­
nounced by the socialists and liberals 
In the Swedish Parliament aa more 
pro-German than pro-Swedteh, and was 
referred to on one occasion by social­
ist leader Branting as having a "dang­
erously strong financial backing.” The 
pro-German press of Sweden carried 
the campaign at times to & violent ex­
treme, and the bitterness engendered 
between these papers and those repre­
senting the liberal and socialist ele­
ments of the country may not be effac­
ed for years to come.

The liberals and socialists frankly 
feared for a time that the Influential 
actlvitista would win over the support 
of the conservative party, which still 
controls the upper house of Parlia­
ment and 1» supposed to more than 
hold the balance of power In what Is 
theoretically a coalition Cabinet. But 
when the test came, when the situa­
tion was at its worst, the conserva­
tives threw their strength with the two 
other parties in a determination to 
keep Sweden out of the war at any I

British military thrift is highly 
praised In an article in the London 
Times by M. Nemirovltch Danchenkl, 
famous Russian war correspondent, af­
ter a visit to the front.

Alcohol Dropped from 128 1-2 
to 107 1-2, Decline Being 
Steady and Stock Almost 
Withont Support in Final 
Hour.

In their weekly market letter J. S. 
Bache and Co., of New York, have the 
following to say regarding Investment 
opportunities:

The market has shown this week 
considerable animation In a general 
way, with a strong tone In railroad 
securities. These latter have not de­
clined much In depressed markets, 
such as prevailed last week, and have 
invariably recovered quickly. Theifr 
action Is indication of stability In the 
whole situation. With all the favorable 
factors, unprecedented in our history, 
we would undoubtedly be having a 
buoyant market if it were not for the 
obstacle of over-supply of securities. 
The extra listings on the Stock Ex­
change since the first of the year, 
amounting to 61,500,000,000, might be 
gotten on wtyh, but the great volume 
of the better stocks that have come in 
from abroad keep the reservoir con­
stantly replenished.

From the purely speculative point# 
of view, this is a bearish .situation. 
But It furnishes a remarkably favor­
able situation for the investor. The 
July reinvestment demand is said to 
have been unsatisfactory. This la cer­
tainly not due to a shortage of invest­
ment funds. The report of the Comp­
troller of the Currency in abstract for 
May let of this year, shows an increase 
in demand and time deposits of the 
National Banks of $1,474,437,000 over 
those of a year ago.

State banks and trust companies 
would probably show a still larger 
sum of Increase. Taken together, these 
deposits have Increased then probably 
over $3,000,000,000 In a year. It is 
fair to presume that a good percent­
age of this large increase corgilsta of 
funds idly awaiting Investment.

What keeps these funds idle? It is 
undoubtedly the same restraining un­
certainty that has made business cau­
tious—the question of when peace will 
come and what will happen then.

But there should be no hesitation 
about buying good securities at these 
levels. An unprecedented situation 
has been produced by the emptying 
of foreign strong boxes on our market, 
and this great overflow has kept prices 
down to bargain levels. Why do not 
investors take advantage of this un­
usual opportunity?

Toronto, with continued weakness in 
New York, resulted in a decidedly soft 
market here today with special pres­
sure being exerted against the so- 
called war group. Steel of Canada. 
Cement Smelters, Dominion Iron and 
Scotia came in for losses of flrom 1 to 
more than two points and trading in 
theee Issues constituted the bulk of 
the momintfe business.

Interests close to Cement here deny 
stories, said to emanate from Toronto, 
to the effect that the dement Company 
le having trouble with their furnaces, 
and further deny that they have pur­
chased any forgings. Nevertheless it, 
was Toronto selling that broke the 
market today.

No news of importance accompanied 
the decline in Steel of Canada, and as 
a matter of fact there was a bullish 
story In circulation regarding divi­
dends.

In the afternoon Steel of Canada, 
Iron and Quebec Railway were the ac­
tive features.

Steed of Canada led off and after a 
weak opening, which ranged from 54% 
to 64, rose ragrtdly to 55%, jumping a
point between sales.

New York, July 10—Am extreme 
decline of twenty-one points in U. 8. 
Industrial Alcohol, one of the better 
known war contract stocks, and a rise 
in call loans to six per ce n't, a new 
high rate for day to day accommoda­
tions since the re-opening of the 
stock exchange in December, 1914 
were the outstanding features of to­
day’s nervous and feverish session.

The break in Alcohol from 128% tc 
107% was almost steady, but made 
greater progress in the final hour 
when the stock seemed almost with­
out support There was no officia 
news to account for the severe re­
versal, but gossip ascribed the liqui­
dation to cancellation of war orders 
and internal differences over ques­
tions of policy.

Is view of the enormous disburse­
ments connected with the mid-year 
payment of interests and dividend, 
together with heavy income tax pay 
ments, the six per cent money rate 
which applied mainly to belated bor 
rowers, was not considered unusual. 
Some intimation of the advance was 
contained in last Saturday's returns 
of local clearing house institution», 
whose actual reserves disclosed a 
shrinkage of almost $36,000,000, bring­
ing the excess reserves down to $53,- 
546,060, the smallest total reported 
since the new method of weekly 
statements came into operation.

A majority of the other war stocks 
were heavy, in sympathy with Alco­
hol, but recessions were relatively 
nominal. Tennessee Copper, whose 
production of acids caused it to be 
ranked among the munitions, rather 
than metals, also suffered In the fur­
ther liquidation of shares of that de 
script!on. and American Coal Prod­
ucts fell 7% points.

Perhaps you know a 
florist, if ao, so much the better. State 
your intention to start a potpourri as 
a business proposition. Your friends 
will volunteer to save the petals of 
their roses for you, but the florist 
usually cannot be bothered, so from 
him you must get permission to col­
lect them yourself. It is a good plan 
to gather these early. You muet use 
only the clean, moist petals, ones that 
have fallen during the early morning 
hours. Florists always have some 
roses that they cannot sell, and the 
opportunity to get these te not to be 
sneezed» at.

If you have your own rose garden, 
sacrifice a few blooms before they 
have reached their fullness. They add 
greatly to the strength of the perfume 
in a finished Jar.

Put your gathered rose petals in a 
dry, shady room. Spread a few thick­
nesses of white paper over a table or 
tray, sprinkle the petals loosely on 
this and salt them generously. Each 
morning as you add your fresh supply 
push the others aside. When you are 
perfectly certain that the old ones are 
dry, place them in a covered jar or 
dish, sprinkling them ag%in with salt. 
Toss them about a little each day for 
about two weeks.

If you desire you can add other 
flowers, such as violets, hyacinths, 
honey-sucklee, verbena or any highly 
scented and colored. Dry these sep­
arately. Mix sparingly with your rose 
petals after all are ready for recep­
tacles. The color in these different 
blooms adds a bright note to the fin­
ished potpourri.

After you have supplied yourself 
with sufficient dried leaves, secure a 
large, tightly covered gallon fruit jar 
for the first mixing. Place in the bot­
tom of the jar about two ounces of 
broken cinnamon stick, two ounces of 
whole allspice, a teaepoonful of grated 
dry orange peel and the same amount 
of dry lemon peel, add) about ten 
whole cloves. Fill the jar with alter­
nate layers of the petal» and salt. 
Cover and allow to stand for at least 
a month.

You can purchase at any druggist’s 
or novelty store lavender flowers. 
You will need two packages of these 
for a gallon of petals. Mix with these 
two ounces of ground cloves, cinna 
mon and one ounce of shredded' orris

Prlvete James Boyne, who went 
overseas with the 55th Battalion but 
who was transferred to the 68th B. B. 
F., writing to his sister In Barnes- 
ville, Kings County, from Somewhere 
in Belgium on June 18th, says in part: 
"We have jusf got back from the 
trenches and are tired out. We were 
wet through and covered with mud to 
the neck, and certainly presented a 
hot looking crowd, but we had some 
hard fighting and we got the best of 
it for we took a lot of prisoners, and 
there were a lot more who ran away 
like a fox, they would not stand, and 
they stood there crying like babies. 
When we caught them they came over 
waving sandbags and holding their 
hands up. It was hot for about forty- 
eight hours, the noise of the big guns 
would make your head split, but I 
came through it alright and never got 
a scratch and I thank the Lord for it.

I cer­
tainly have seen some sights where we 
were this Met tour. We came from the 
trenches a couple of day# ago and have 
been having a much needed rest. We 
got off quite lightly considering, only 
losing three men out of the section, 
while the boy who had the photograph 
taken with me In VYance here baa been 
recommended for the D.C.M., and he 
deserves it 1 wish 1 could tell you 
what It k like; however I have some 
souvenirs, but whether I will be able 
to send them to you I cannot say.

"There were quite a few Huns left 
for the 26th to capture behind the 
lines. They were very youdg chaps, 
but some of them were giants. Don't 
be afraid to send parcels over, because 
they are so good these day». 1 bar# 
a Hun belt, yas helmet, bayonet, knife, 
water bottle and other things. Am 
about third or fourth for leave. I en­
close a German field service card. The 
ebap I got it from had a bayonet wound 
and was «cared stiff. Enclosed is a 
piece of a German aeroplane brought 
down by our guns directly behind the 
front line.”

The aeroplane relic is a badge in 
grey end red.
