emy countries. These questions take
a great deal of time to study.

It is the design of the supreme
council or “big five,” that svich ques-
tions as these be ultimately adjusted
in harmony with the principles of the
society of nationms, it is explained, but
pending the completion of the organi-
gation of that soclety, it has been
fognd expedient to arrange for a full
hearing of all these claims. Thus
complex issues raised by the claims
of Greece, not only to enemy territory

This method of work leaves the
members of the society of nations
committee a better opportunity to
hasten their work. The indications

A Russian prisoner, whe
estaped from a German prison camp
and made his way to France, declares
that in some cases the state of starva.
tion in the camps is so intense and
desperate that the men actually are
eating the flesh of their dead com-
rades. Most of the prisoners are Rus-
sians who were taken captive during
the Russian advance into East Prus
sia, in the drive to save Paris. They
fell into German hands while fighting
for the allied cause and giving service
of greatest value. Today they are
practically deserted. The Soviets

From a gl:'?r of the Russian com-
mittee in comes the information
that, following the signing of the
armistice, the Germans began march-
ing the Russian prisoners to the Rus-
sian frontiér, requesting them to entor
Russia and join the Red Guard. Star-
vation being the alternative, it is said
that about 400,000 of the prisoners
were 80 marched before the practice
was stoppéd the Allles. My in-
formant said the reports showed that
about 350 offieers were shot at the
frontier for refusal to join the Reds.
The German government {s fully

aware of the position of the Russian
prisoners and treats them accordingly
as friendless outcasts, many of them
being used as laborers, but the bulk
of them remaining in prison camps.
The prisoners are said to be in @&
state of filth and raggedness that
makes the spread of disease among
them certain. Shoes are possessed
only by a few. Hats are mostly re-
placed by nondescript coverings made
of scraps of material. “Something
must be done for these prisoners by
the Allies,” said the Russian commit-
tee man to me. “If they are left
friendless, they will become a menace
to the cause of the Allies and will
hate the Allies for deserting them.
What will now hold them to the allied
cause, for which they fought bravely,
is food. In simple justice these men
should not be left by the Allies to die

of hunger and disease.

GASLESS SUNDAY
HELPED WIN WAR

Plea from Foch for Oil Caused
the Ban on Sunday Auto-
mobiling.

Washington, Feb. 5.—Sixty days be-
fore the armistice was signed and
when the situation on the western
front had reached a critical stage,
Marshal Foch cabled the fuel admin-
istration:

“If you don't keep up your petro-
leum supply we shall lose the war.”

This and other messages from Alli-
ed leaders were made public tonight
by the fuel administration to show
“how deliveries of American gasoline
in quantities en the western front
alone prevented alterations in the
plan of the campaign which forced
the Central Powers to an armistice.”

Another message received October
1, said in part:

“Senator Berenger, writes: ‘High
Command informs me that position
has become so serious that change in
m'uli“tary operations will have to be
contemplated unless increased deliv-
eries of gasoline at front are made
possible quickly.’” .

Observance by the American people
of the “gasoline Sunday” request ad.
ministrations officials said today, en-
abled thé Senator later to declare:
“Petroleum will have played as great
a part in the victory as blood itself,
and will have proved the lifeblood of
victory.”

The fuel administration said that
the Earl of Curzon, on November 11,
estimated that the United States fur-
nished eighty per cent. of the Allied
petroleum requirements, and other
Allied leaders sent messages of

Archangel, Feb. 6.—(By the Asso-
clated Press)-—Heéavy losses were in-
flicted on the Bolshevik by the Am-
erican forces on Tuesday, and the
enemy was drivem back in disorder
from the village of Vislavka, on the
Vaga.

The enemy began early in the

The American troops, who wera
rested after their retirement from
Shenkursk, were now established in
a good position and ‘poured a heavy
fire from artillery gad machine guns
into the charging Bolshevik, whose
ranks broke and fled into the woods.
Captured Bolshevik declared that the
enemy had planned a flank attack
simultaneously with the frontal move-
ment, but this was abandoned wher
the Vislavka attempt failed.

Chinese and Manchurian troops are
now included In the Bolshevik forces
opposing the Americans on the Vaga
o far these have been held in re-
serve, but the Americans are prepar
ing a reception for the yellow soldiers
if they appear in the fighting line, in
view of stories reaching them of the
Manchu treatment of prisonems in tho
Baltic provinces.

Yesterday's defeat of the enemy on
the Vaga, together with his failure on
the Dvina, typifies the spirit of the
Allied troops, who are fighting with
the utmost determination to hold their
positions unti! reinforcements ecan
reach them. These defeats have con-
&iderably jowered the enemy morale,
but the Bolshevik are being constantly
reinforced and, while their offensive
kas been temporarily checked, thero
are indications that it will be renewed
when fresh Bolshevik forces reach
the line.

ters of the bravery displayed by a
little squad of about fifteen French-
men, who were victims of an enemy
raid on the village of Bolshoieozera
on Monday. Mistaking the enemy fou
relurning Russian prisoners of war,
the French detachment permitted the
Bolshevik to advance ciose to their
position. Then they found themselves
suddenly surrounded by a force of
one hundred and fifty of the enemy.
Called upon to surrender, the French
meun refused, and tried to fight their
way out. Two werp killed, several
were wounded and six were unaccount-
ed for, for a time. Four of these sir
turned up today, two of them wound-
ed, apparently having escaped from
their captors.

The situation is unchanged on the
Dvina and railroad fronts. Allied
troops were again forced to retire in
the face of Bolshevik attacks along
the Pinega river, but the positions of
the Americans at the town of Pinego
have not been attacked.

The stubborn fighting
can and Scottish in the Tulgas region
apparently is disturbing the morale of
the Bolshevik troops, and has tempor-
arily halted thei roffensive.

The enemy lost so heavily in the
allack on the Tulgas posiiion on Janu-
ary 31st, that the Bolshevik refused to
again go forward, and held a meeting
at which they openly debated the
question of deserting to the Allies
Bolshevik deserters have already
made their way to the Allied lines, and
from these men details of the meet-
ing have been learned. The Bolshevik
‘planned the capture of Shenkursk and
Tulgas, in a stmultaneous offensive.
Their artillery and raiding parties
have been active on all sectors of this
front, but the finst phase of the offen-
Sive appears to have been checked.
On the Dvina sector the Allied troops
have burned the village of upper Tul
gag, which frequently gave refuge to
Bolshevik attacking pertfes. The
enemy continues shelling the Vags
line at the village of Bolshevoieoera
west of Oborerskya, on the Vologia
railway front.

Routine business was then started,
and announcements were made oon-
cerning train and hotel service.

Under the new muling Ontario 1s
entitled to 10 members; Quebec, 6,
N.B. and N.S., 4, and the West, 1.

Next year it will be necessary to
elect only 7 directors.

The president in delivering his an-
nual address sald he thought all re.
strictions should be removed and
trade made free. This would bring
general prosperity to the trade and to
the country. The requirements of
lumber for the United Kingdom and
thurope will be enormous.

After speaking on the finamcial sit-
uation in the different-countries, the
president said there must be co-oper-
ation between the financial, commer-
cial and industrial interests, and no
longer will the individual interest be
permitted to dictate or dominate, He
said that the formation of an East-
ern Spruce Association was in the dir-
ect line of progress.

In closing, Mr. Power declared that
Canada’s future was never brighter
than mow ,and there is no reason whyv
in twenty-five years Canada should not
become the greatest and most pros-
perous conntry in the world.

Frank Hawkins, the secretary, pre-
sented his annual report, showing
much activity during the past year.
‘The recent imcrease in membership
owing to many firms in New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia is most grati-
fying and much benefit to the trade
must result therefrom.

The secretary read the report of
the honorary treasurer, R. G. Camer-
on, of Ottawa, who was prevented by
illness from being present.

A lengthy report was received from
the Transportation Committee, show-
ing, among other things that the
British Government has not released
spaces on ocean vessels for regular
commereial purposes, excepting lum-
ber to the extent of 15 per cent. of
the available cargo space, and so far
as the lumber and timber business
i8 concerned the Timber Controller
of Great Britain still controls. The
transition from rates which have ob-
tained during the war, back to any-
thing like normal rates, will require
the most careful and gradual changes
in order to avold chaotic conditions.

The report dealt fully with freight
rates, new Railway Act, and value of
railway lands.

American Chamber of Commerce Arranging Conference

Between Importers of American Goods

and British

Manufacturers in the Hope of Securing Concessions

from Gov't.

London, Feb. 5~The American
Chamber of Commerce in London is
arranging a series of conferences be-
tween importers of American goods
and British manufacturers of articles
in the hope of reaching agreements
which will influence the import re-
strictions the British government has
announced it will re-impose on March
1. Importers of American goods are
represented as having suffered more
than other business men during the
war, and as having been considerably
gratified when, goon after the armis
tice, the British government removed
restrictions on a long kst of articles
These importers, it is said, also fore-
see great business difficulties over
the decision of the government to re
new the restrictions on American
goods. The decision to restrict im:
ports was made after a conference

between Brifish manufacturers and
the officials the British Board of
Trade.

In view of the unavoidable delays ot
dealing with trade subjects through
any government department, the
manufacturers and importers, on the
proposal of the American Chamber of
Commerce, have decided to work out
their own probléms and submit the
results to the British government.

In the case of rubber goods, the
conference representative of the Bri-
tish government is reported to have
said that the government would act
according to the agreement reached.
Therefore, should the conferees agree
that gome American rubber goods are
needed at this time, it is entirely like-

ly that the restrictions will be modi- |

fied.

ROYAL SERVICE
CORPS’ MECHANICS

London, Feb. 5—More than four
thousand mechenics of the Royal
Army Service Corps have refused to
go on duty in depots adjoining Lon-
don. They claim that their contract
with the government as soldiers is at

GREAT MEDICAL
DISCOVERY MADE

British Medical Officers Have
Isolated the Virus Trench
Fever, Nephritis and Influ-

€na.

Tondon, Feb., 5—(Canadian Press
despatch from Reuter's Limited)—A
preliminary report published in the
British medical journal shows a great
medical discovery made by three
British medical officers working in
France, Major General Sir J. R.
Bradford, Captain E. F. Bashford and
Captain J. A. Wilson. These officers
state that they have isolated the virus
of trench fever nephritis and inflig
enza. It is stated that their investis
gation also resulted in the isolation
of the virug of mumps and typhus.
The importance attached to these dis-
coveries by experts is shown by the|
preparation of the preliminary report
for the highest army authorities.

The Daily Mail commenting on Hm'
discoveries say if the hopes they have
aroused are fulfilled we have here a
fresh triumph for RBritish medical |
science, and a discovery which may |
be the greatest in medicine since|
Lister and Pasleyr. Its importance |
and its hope for mankind are contain- |
ed in the fact that where the virus of
a disease is isolated, sooner or latgr
an antidote can be prepared.

OCEAN RATE WAR
FROM NOW ON

Beginning With March lst the
Struggle Will be a Mattor
Affecting Ship Owners
Solely.

(Spacial Cable to The N. Y. Tribune
and The St, John Standard,)

London, Feb, 8~~It is a quesation of
froe competition trom now on.  We
are glving up control ar quiekly aa
possible, and practically entirely,
from March L. Hencetorward the rate
war will be a matter affecting ship-
owners solely.”

That is what might be termed the
officinl view of the prospective rate
war, The newspapers representing
the interest of the conwumers rejolee
at tho prospect because of the suds
den deop of prices after four and a
half years of inflation, But neither
the tradera nor the shipowners are
entirely happy, the former fearing
that tho sudden fall will check en:
terprise and strain oredit, especially
in this country, where the absence of
any kind of tapff will make outside
competition more wpeedily folt than
anywhere olae, The shipowners, on
the other hand, while regarding the
{mmediate prospect with some equan-
imity because of the immense re
serves accumulated during the war as
well as the comforting reflection that
frolghts wil be more searce than ships
for a fow months hence, show misgiv-
ings In regurd to the future, They
ronlige deeply that this country has
béon out of the forefgn trade for four
years, which has previously been its
wtaple source of wealth and that even
in the best of circumstancos it is
diffieult matter to plek up old threads
and old connections, But this {8 only
part of the trouble. Britain is short
of three and' a half milllon tons of
shipping, while woarcely any vessel
afloat s not {n urgent need of thor.
ough repair and overhauling, In addl
tion, ghipyards and docks are now in
o state of confusion and are losing
their opportunity of making good
wome of the losses, These are practl
eal facts, The underlying prineiple
which dismays shipping imerests is
the extraordinary looseness of the or
ganization of industry as a whole, 8ir
Alfred Booth's shipping commission
recently pointed out that "to a great
extent British shipping reflects the
gonernl weakness of British organizn-
tions before the war--their gtrong ine
dividunlism and reluctance to forego
i gmiall. share of thelr independence
for the wake of united action,” adding
that “the systematic rate cutting can
be more readily met by the united ac-
tion of British shipping interests than
by administyative action”

IT {s anticipated that a great many soldiers who have served with the
Canadian, Britlsh or Allied forces may want to become farmers in

Canada. The vital need to-day ls to Increase produetion and the acreage
under cultivation. It Is thus in Canada's best interests to
The Government has - therefore been

every assistance,

give these soldiers
eveloping a pro-

gramme that includes the providing of land, the granting of loans and the
training and supervision, of those inexperienced in farming.

The Present Plan,

Under the Boldler Bettlement Aet,
1917, an eligible returned soldier |s
emit’lml. in additien te his ordinary
hiomestead rlght, to a free grant of
one quarter-section of Deminioh Lands
on homestead eonditions,

For this purpose the Government has
suspended ‘]mnmnlead entry by others
than soldlers on all remalning homestead
lafids {n the Western provinces within
fifteen miles of railwng transportation,
pending enquiry into thelr suitability,

As soon as a soldler goes on the
land, the Board has pewer to grant
him a loan up to the maximum of
$2,500,

This loan is granted to settlers to help
them acquire land for farming, discharge
incumbrances, undertake improvements,
erect bulldings and secure necessary lives
stock, machinery and equipment.

It is not glven as an actual advdnce of
eash, but in the form of payment for
expenditures, In this way the settlers’
trafisactions are carefilly supervised,

The loan 1s made at. the low {nterest
rate of five per eent. 1t s to be repaid in
twenty anfval instalmients,  The first

two paymefite maﬁ/ e deferred by
Board when desirable,

The Qovernment have {ound it neces:
gary to broaden these originial plans for
the followinig reasotis

(a) Tt has been found that 6nily a
linited amount ef suitable hemestead
land is avallable for soldier settlement,

(b) Somie Crown lands are held by the
Provinees,

(€) Homesteading triay not st all the
returfied soldiers.

It (s now proposed that thie Provincial
Governmetits co-operate with the Sols
dier Settlement Board i1 acquiring suit=
able lafids at present hield uneultivated
by private owners, The Dominion Gov-
effiiefit has atinotnced its itention of
introducing necessary legislation along
these lines at the opening of the next
Sessiofi.

The lands s6 bouglt will ‘7@‘ fessold to
the soldier at cost price. 1t 18 stggested
that the purchaser be required to make
4 cash paytmeit of one-tenth of the prr-
chase ptice, The balance will be payable
ifi equal aninual instalmenits extended
over twenty years of longef,

The amotinit of the land purehased by
this plan, if it s approved by Patliament,
will be limited in value 10 55,000, 1hiterest
will be charged at a low fate of five
per cent.

When these new proposals for land put=
chase become effective the Board will be
able to loan the soldier settler up to a
total of $1,500 for the purehase of lives
stock and equipment in addition te the
loah for the purchase of his land, It will
be granted oh practically the same terms
as the loans now allowed.

As the soldler improves his farm the
oard may advance him a further
$1,000

Who May Apply

The Aet applies to any one who has
served with an honourable record in the
Canadian or Imperial forces in the present
waf, of to any Canadian who was on
active serviee with the Allled forces, of
the widow of any such person whe died
of active service;

The Board will loan meney enly to
those who have liad sufficient experience
of trainMig in farming. Kaeh applicant
fay he fequired to appear in person
before the Qualification Committse in
his distriet.

Training

These soldiets who have had insufhis
cient experierice in farming will be helped
by the Board to secure the necessary
training to qualify them for the loans.
